IS REPORTED Or if Needs be Will Run 
Them with the Military— 
Is Willing to Meet Sinn 
Fein Representatives.

London, June 19—The official report 
of the interview which Lloyd George had 
on Wednesday with delegates of the 
“League to Abolish War” shows the 
deputation received cold comfort. The 
premier, assisted by Arthur J. Balfour, 
president of the council, and Earl Cur- 
zon, secretary for foreign affairs, sub­
jected the deputation, individually and 
collectively, to a severe questioning. He 
endeavored to learn from them down to 
the smallest detail what they desired 
done, with a view to showing its im­
possibility.

Lloyd George’s argument was that the 
great powers, except the United States, 
already had too many entanglements to 
be able to supply forces to the league to 
create an international police force large 
enough to coerce, for instance, Russia 
or Poland.

He admitted the ideas of Viscount 
Grey and President Wilson for an in­
ternational force were possible ideals but 
said they were impracticable at the pres­
ent time. They might, he added, be­
come more practical if the Untied States 
later decided to enter, but it is idle to 
go into discussion with the United States 
now.

A controversy arose between George 
Nicoll Barnes, former minister without 
portfolio, and the premier, the former 
complaining that no pressure had been 
applied to Poland. Lloyd George re­
torted with the assertion that three 
great powers, from the -very " table at 
which they were seated, made represen­
tations to Poland before her attack on : 
Russia was started, but without effect 
Asked why economic pressure was not 
applied, the premier replied :

“Such pressure has already been ap­
plied to a point where the Russian peo­
ple are starving; it is impossible to ap­
ply it more.”

The premier contended the same prin­
ciples applied to Armenia and the Dar­
danelles.

“It is impossible,” he stated, “for the 
league to call into being any forces not 
already existing. What would happen 
if you asked America or. France to sup­
ply troops and they refused ?”

Questioned why the league had not 
established control over the Dardanelles, 
Lloyd George pointed out that France 
and Italy had been unable to spare the 
forces which they engaged to supply 
to control the waterway.

“Must we go to war with France and 
Italy to compel them to keep their ob­
ligations ?” he asked.

If the members of the deputation, the 
premier observed, had worked the en­
gine from the inside, as he and Mr. Bal­
four had done for the last eighteen 
months, they would better realize the 
difficulties encountered in bringing the 
league into full operation.

Mr. Balfour then asked the deputation 
where the league’s international force 
was to be kept—should it be Saint He­
lena, or perhaps Labrador.

Certainly, he declared, if it were kept 
in France it would not fight France, and 
if kept in England it would not fight 
England.,

Premier Lloyd George confessed he 
was not quite convinced that an inter­
national army was the best method of 
preserving peace, but emphasized it as 
his belief that any attempt to force 
peace would only destroy the league.

London, June 19—Lloyd George yes­
terday received a deputation of railway- 
men in a conference lasting for nearly 
three hours. No statement has been 
given out from the premier’s official resi­
dence at Downing street, but James 
Henry Thomas, general secretary of the 
railwaymen’s union, stated after the con­
ference that the government had de­
clined to discontinue sending troops and 
munitions to Ireland. But he said the 
government was prepared to,do every­
thing to prevent provocation and was 
ready to meet any body of Irish repre­
sentative men, Including representatives 
of the Sinn Fein organization.

This, declared Mr. Thomas, leaves the 
question of the strike of Irish railway- 
men untouched, but the government an­
nounced that should the strikers still 
persist in refusing to carry troops and 
munitions the government would close 
the Irish railways, which would lead to 
a very serious situation.

According to another version, the pre­
mier told the deputation that refusal by 
the Irish striker? to handle troops would 
lead to their summary dismissal, and 
that if all other railwaymen struck the 
government would run the railways with 
the military.

One delegate pointed out this would 
paralyze all Irish industries and lead to 
civil war.

Thurston pointed out to me that the 
matinee public are a different type alto­
gether from the rest of the theatre-going 
public, and that no persons of self-res­
pect will put on their best clothes until 
after dark.

With all respect to him, I believe the 
explanation is quite different. In the 
first place, there, are not many good 
plays at present to be seen, and those 
entertainments which are really enjoy­
able are regularly full up, daylight or 
not. But there is another cause, which 
Is really serious. The theatres, for the 
most part, are filled by peaople who do 
not live in the centre of London but on 
the uotskirts. Coming to the theatre, 
therefore, generally means dining in 
town, and the rise of the cost of food, 
and especially of wines; in the restaur­
ants is now so heavy that the family 
outing to the theatre, instead of costing 

£2 or £3 can easily coit £6 or £8. To 
many people this is, of course, absolute­
ly prohibitive and instead of going to the 
theatre, they are going to 'the cinemas 
nearer home, as the promoters of these 
places have been puick to find out. The 
cinema public of today in the residential 
suburbs is really the theatre public of 
1914, and unless the managers can in- = 
duce the restaurants to lower their 
charges, I fear the Slump will continue.
One can see it for oneself any day.

Restaurants, where it would have been 
hopeless to get a place without booking 
a table beforehand, now show plenty of 
emntv places each evening.

The most common of all symptoms is 
the drooping of one or 
both—eyelids. Many disturbances of 
sight have been observed. It attacks all 
ages and both sexes.

Autopsies show minute hemorrhages 
of certain parts of the brain and in­
filtration of cells from the blood into the 
brain tissues. These explain the paraly­
sis of the cranial nerves.

The lethargy exists for several days, 
sometimes for weeks, and when it passes 
off it leaves a residue of disturbances of 
the speech, partial paralysis of the legs 
and mental and emotional disturbances.

There have recently been many cases 
of sleeping sickness In Italy, and several 
eminent physicians describe their oper­
ations in Policlinico (Rome). It appears 
that the incubation period is about three 
weeks. Dr. G. Gabi found and culti­
vated a micrococcus germ type from 
three cases ; others found one of the di- 
ploeoccus type. Dr. G. Cabatini says one 
of the earliest symptoms in most cases 
is a twitching of the muscles of the ab­
domen, with a rhythm of about forty to 
the minute. This twitehirtg is accentu­
ated by cold; it continues during sleep, 
and morphine does not stop it. Some­
times the jerking simulates chorea, and 
these cases are always fatal. Neuralgic 
pains formed the main symptoms in 
some cases, pains in the spine, back of 
the neck and on pressure of the eye- 
bals. In some of the fatal cases there 
was no somnolency at any time. In one 
case there was only moderate fever, per­
sisting mental confusion and profound 
slumber for six weeks. There is always 
fever at the outset, but it may subside 
promptly. The patients sleeping calm­
ly" may even increase in weight during 
the disease. Necropsy shows that any 
part of the cerebrospinal axis may be 
affected, and not merely the brain. The 
lesions are extremely minute and may be 
merely microscopic hemorrhages, but 
they explain the diversity of the symp­
toms and their variability.

Doubles Its Beauty.Sleeping sickness, or as the doctors 
call it encephalitis lethargies, is a new 
disease to this country, although there 
is little doubt that cases of it occurred 
before and were not recognized, for it 
closely resembles poliomyelitis and may 
easily be mistaken for several other dis­
eases. Here are some facts about it 
taken from an article in the New York 
Medical Journal, by Dr. John H. W.

The cause is not known. No microbe 
of it has yet been discovered. It is not 
infectious. Many cases have followed 
attacks of influenza, but no direct con­
nection between the, two has been es­
tablished. There is no specific treat­
ment, physicians being able to do no­
thing more than control the symptons.

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Dr. Mohler Deprecates Alarm­

ist Reports

not so plentiful In this country as it 
used to be, I can see no menace of the 
beef famine that has been predicted 
so frequently within the last few weeks, 
said Dr. John R. Mohler, Chief of the , 
Bureau of Animal Industry of the De- j 
partaient of Agriculture, when he was J 
asked for a statement of his views on j 
the food problem. Dr. Mohler depre-1 
cates the alarmist stories that have ap-, 
peared from time to time concerning the 
menacing shortage of meat products in 
the United States, and believes that they 
are grossly exaggerated.

Among the current exaggerations he 
cited the statement that It will require 
seven years to replace the 600,000 head 
of cattle lost to the herds during the 
past year, or, In other words, that the 
beef supply cannot regain its 1919 status 
until 1926. It Is also reported that 
dairy cows have been going to the sham­
bles in large numbers, that our exports 
of beef fell off 60 per cent in the last 
year, that the country will soon have 
to depend on other nations for Its meat 
supply, and that leather may .become 
so scarce that the wooden shoe of the 
European peasant will find a place in the 
United States.

Even bankers have taken up the cry 
of beef famine and are urging their 
clientele to Invest their savings in cattle 
loans In older to stimulate production.
Must Keep up Production.

“When these various stories are sub­
jected to careful scruqtiny,” said Dr. 
Mohler, “they are found to rest upon 
a very frail foundation. We all know 
that meat Is scarce and prices are high. 
Most of us, Indeed have almost for­
gotten the taste of sirloin steak. At 
present, however, I do not feel that a 
real meat famine threatens the coun­
try, but if we are to continue to sup­
ply our own needs It Is Important that 
our beef production should be kept up 
and Increased to meet the demands of 
a growing population.”

Dr. Mohler took up these stories one 
by one and proceeded to explode trem.

As evidence of the popular misunder­
standing of the meat problem, Dr. Moh­
ler referred to the outcry which was 
raised last year when it was announced 
that several thousand head of dairy 
cattle were to be exported to France. 
Fear was expressed that the domestic 
stocks were being depleted for the benfit 
of foreign countries. The total number 
shipped, said Dr. Mohler, was only 11,- 
000 and constituted an infinitesimal por­
tion of the American herds.

“There has been a marked improve­
ment In the quality of cattle produced 
during the past ten years,” Dr. Moh­
ler added, in summing up the live stock 
situation. “Still greater improvement 

be made by the more careful selec- 
of breeding stock, both male and 

female. The better sires movement, 
now under way, encouraging the use of 
high class sires on out farms and ranges, 
will increase the production of beef. By 
adopting improved methods of breeding 
a marketable beef animal can be pro­
duced in two years, instead of three of 
four years, which means greater produc­
tion even though the total number of 
animals in the country remains essential­
ly the same. Other factors that will in­
crease our beef supply are better meth­
ods of wintering our breeding and feed­
ing stocks and the untilization of all 
suitable farm roughage.”
