Ottawa, Nov. 4—An announcement 

this morning that the Montreal Gazette 
had definitely broken with the govern­
ment on the Grand Trunk matter, urged 
the senate to stand firm and practically 
dared the government to go to the coun­
try on the issue, created a good deal 
of interest around the house.

It is now pretty evident if the measure 
can get through the Senate at all it will 
be only with material amendments em­
bodying the main cirticisms made on 
the bill in the House and particularly 
the one requiring that parliament shall 
have an opportunity for revision of the 
arbitrators’ award.

With the government consenting to 
such amendments as are necessary in the 
view of criticisms of the bill it would 
probably get through the Senate but it 
is doubtful if it will otherwise.

In the House yesterday the member 
for Ponteac, Frank Cahill, made a rather 
interesting proposal. Taking the Lon­
don Stock Exchange figures on the day 
the agreement with the Grand Trunk 
was made, October 3, he showed that 
the market value of the debenture stock 
on that date was $101,786,330. And of 
the entire ,■ capital stock $58,391,971 
making a total of $160,178,301 as against 
an authorized value of $396,631,464. He 
put forward the actual stock exchange 
value as fair to aU concerned. By an­
other table he indicated that by pur­
chase of the entire debenture and guar­
anteed stock a net saving of more than 
$86,000,000 would be effected, and at 
5% per cent still save nearly $2,000,000 
annually as compared with the present
P*This he considered would meet the ar­
gument against borrowing money at 
high rates now.

Fredericton, Nov. 4.—-The Board of 

Assessors of Fredericton are to make 
new departure and assess all women 

resident in the city on their income in 
the same manner as men are assessed. 
The assessment act makes no distinc­
tion between the sexes in the matter of 
income tax, but .by some tacit under­
standing an income tax never has been 
required of women. A few years ago tax 
bills were sent to some women known 
to have large incomes but no notice was 
taken of them and the matter of collec­
tion nevçr was pressed. The board of 
assessors, however, have decided to pro­
ceed along the line indicated, allowing 
exemption on $300 only as in the case of 
men. No opposition to this has develop­
ed in the- city council. Civic franchise 
for women is expected to follow this

confederation of labor, declares his in­
tention of urging adoption of the con­
vention. “We have the eight-hour day 
law in France,” he said, “but we intend 
to press for its adoption in other conn- 
tries, that is what we are here for.”

Three further 
objections are raised by members of 
the Canadian employers’ group, unless 
the convention is universally adopted 
they express the view that it should be 
opposed, so far as Canada is concerned, 
on these grounds:

1. Widely diversified employments of 
Canadian population.

2. Extension of territory of the do­
minion and the additional difficulties 
thereby entailed in transporting and 
marketing Canadian produce.

3. Seasonal or climatic conditions 
largely governing production from nat­
ural resources.

They make 'particular reference to a 
doubt whether the United States will 
officially participate in the proceedings 
of the conference at all, and the action 
of Canada in the matter, they say, 
should be largely governed by the ac­
tion of the United States.

There is no indication as yet that the 
United States senate will ratify the 
treaty in time for such delegates to at­
tend.

In addition to the 48 hour week, draft 
Conventions have been prepared on wo­
men’s employment and the employment 
of children. They are to come before 
the conference after disposal of the 
eight-hour day matter, which is to be 
taken up this afternoon.

The attention has been called to the 
waning supply of timber and to the ad­
visability of using steel ties. There is 
no denying the fact that as a nation we 
are rapidly exhausing our birthright ot 
wonderful forests, says the Railway Age. 
According to officers of the forest ser­
vice, the consumption is now three times 
the production. However, the scarcity 
will unquestionably result in such ad­
vances in prices that there will be a nat­
ural decrease in consumption in all lines 
where substitutes for lumber may be ap­
plied. While the relation of lumber 
sumption to. lumber production is a mat­
ter of real concern, the scarcity of ties 
experienced during the war period cannot 
be interpreted in terms of ultimate de­
pletion. On the contrary the shortage of 
ties in 1918 was the result of temporary 
cessation of production, brought about by 
war conditions and other circumstances.

This condition has now largely been 
overcome, as witnessed by the production 
of about 10,000,000 ties per month. If 
wo must take cognizance of our rapidly 
disappearing forests, it would seem to be

St- John. N- B. Within the last five years there has 
grown up at our very gates a new com­
munity, which bids fair to be a very 
popular residential district of the city, 
and which has so progressed in -building 
and population that the residents are i 
seriously considering incorporation. Five j 
or six years ago halt a dozen houses ! 
were scattered along the slopes on the 
eastern side of Courtenay Bay; today 
the community of East St. John has a 
population well above 1,000 people, and 
all this in spite of the hardships that re­
sulted from the nation being at war.

While people in the city have been 
reading and talking of the high cost of 
construction and everyone has realized 
that the housing conditions are in a bad 
way, the East St. John people have been j 
going ahead, quietly and steadily, and i 
it will no-doubt surprise many to learn I 
that 1919 has seen the erection of more ! 
than thirty substantial and comfortable 
dwellings ; almost evéry week brings into 
existence the foundation of another j 
house.

It was not long before the war that 
seyeral real estate dealers opened sub­
divisions along the shores of Courtenay ! 
Bay and the schemes were looked upon 
as more or less speculative ones in whicli , 
there was a great element of chance. I 
“The years between” have fully justi­
fied the Action, however, and of one sub­
division of 462 lots, but- seventy-five re­
main unsold, and very few of those dis­
posed of are in the hands of speculators.

Sandwiched, as it is, between the sites 
of the dry dock and ship repair plant on 
one end, and the big plant of T. Mc- 
Avity & Sons on the other, East St. John 
will offer the opportunity required for

Car system conducts a regular twenty- 

Jminute service to the city. ",
Residents of the community are en­

deavoring to have a side track placed, 
connecting with the spur which is being | 
run from the C. N. R. at the Marsh road 
to the dry dock site. It is understood 
that the dry dock company is standing 
half the cost of the spur and the gov­
ernment the other half, and the com­
pany is willing to bear its share of the 
expense of the side-track, should the gov­
ernment be disposed to make up the bal­
ance. This side- track is proposed for 
the purpose of having car load lots of 
material, etc, brought nearer to the" 
consumer than it can he at present, For­
est street, in the Haymarket Square vic­
inity being the nearest point available at 
present. This request has already been 
made to the local representatives at Ot­
tawa.

The scene that presents itself when 
one looks across the bay from the vicin­
ity of the Marsh Bridge will give the 
observer some idea of the growth which 
has taken place on the spot which but a 
few years ago was practically bare of 
buildings of any description.

Says the Times: “Despite the gov­
ernment’s victory Jin the house the fin­
ancial position -remains precisely where 
it was. The prime minister’s speech was 
magnificent Vy the House of Commons 
standard but it was not finance. Still 
less was it economy.”

The Express, which has led the cam­
paign for the taxation of war profits, is 
extremely discontented with the deci­
sion to relegate the issue to a select 
committee.

London, Nov. 4.-—The unemployed re­
gistered at the labor exchanges in the 
London area alone total 143,646, Of these 
86,000 are ex-soldiers, many apparent­
ly waiting—as they have been waiting 
months—for the promised government 
vocational training, and in the 
time living upon government doles. 
There is still a lack in the supply of 
skilled men, and the employment situa­
tion has been aggravated by the throw­
ing on tlie market of large numbers of 
young men, untrained, owing to their 
service wi_th the army.

Prominent British employers regard 
the American labor situation as being 
mainly due to the arrogance, despotism 
and paternalism of the large employers. 
‘The American labor situation,” said 
one of the biggest business men here to 
me, “really resembles mediaeval English 
life. The employers apparently are liv­
ing in the twelfth, instead of twentieth 
century.
dominate their workers as the big feu­
dal British land proprietors believed it 
possible to dominate their tenants 800 
years ago.

“American capitalists’ opposition to 
trades unions seems to us with our Bri­
tish experience unexplainable and unjus­
tifiable. It has caused American trades 
unions to go to extremes which the Bri­
tish would not attempt. We here have 
a thousand protective devices to secure 
the position of the workers which Am­
erica lacks. British workmen would not 
submit to benevolent paternalism such 
as the steel trust attempts where it tries 
to lock up its men by inducing them to 
invest in the company’s shares so as to 
prevent them from taking necessary ac­
tion to promote their interests. The 
youngest Cockney mechanic would be 
too sfiiart to be caught by such a trick.”

English employers visiting America 
have been immensely impressed by the 
lack of personal relationship between 
many American, heads oj concerns an£ 
their staffs. “I visited one great fac­
tory," said another big business man. 
“Its owner showed me around and was 
immensely and rightly proud of his 
splendid building and up to date ma­
chinery but I noted that he was appar­
ently unacquainted with 
work people except a few leading men. 
He walked through them as a stranger 
among strangers, they did not interest 
him.”

CONFESS TISZA MURDER.

Former Marine Says He Got 20,000 
Crowns for it from Officials.

ROTARY CLUB Budapest, Nov. 4—(Associated Press) 
—A man named Szentykowski, one of 
the band which brought about the as­
sassination of Count Stephen Tisza in 
November, 1918, has confessed to having 
fired the first shot, in the course of an 
investigation into the assassination of 
the former premier.

Gompers asserted the man who for­
merly was satisfied to go home at night 
to converse and read has become dis­
contented and restive.

“They rub together their mutual 
grievances and there are sparks and 
sometimes fire. I believe Bolshevism in 
Russian began in prohibition.”

It 
is on record that they began by trading 
a skiff, of which they had tired, for a 
pony, and it was thi^ponÿ and the kin­
dergarten tricks they taught him com­
prised their first capital.
