The final stage of the rescue of the!
srsengers and crew of the stranded

bequid was completed this morning
when Lieut. J, Howson, R. N. R.R. D,
captain commanding the Cobequid, who,
upholding the tradition of his race, stood
by his boat until the last man was taken
off, was taken from the disabled steam-
er by the Canadian government steam-
er Lansdowne, together with eleven
members of hig crew, including the chief
wireless operator. The Lansdowne is
now speeding up the bay and will arrive
here about six o’clock this evening,
probably docking at the west side.

The Lansdowne and the Lady Laurier
stood by the disabled steamer all night
and this morning at day break the cap-
tain and officers who were not rescued

why the steamers John L. Cann and
‘Westport last night, were transferred to
the Lansdowne. The Lansdowne start-
ed almost immediately for St. John,
while the Lady Laurier was reported
this morning to be on her way back to
Halifax.

After leaving here yesterday about
noon, the tug Springhill, in command of
Captain Mowry and with A. J. Mul-
cachy, port warden, aboard, proceeded
to Beaver Harbor for orders. From
there she was sent out to seach the Murr
Ledges and from there she was to pro-
ceed to Brier Island. Since leaving!

“Beaver Harbor no word has been re-
ceived from the Springhill. )

Although it was reported that the
Lansdowne was in command of Captain
Dalton, Captain Burns being ill, Cap-
tain Burns took the steamer out, Cap-

WIRELESS CHIEF
TELLS HIS STORY

Yarmouth, Jan. 15—~J. W. Hitchner,
chief wireless operator, says:—

“f started cslling S. O. S. six minutes
after she struck, and it was 6.80 when
1. got communicalion with Sable Island,
and the captain reported to me that we
were on Briar Island, but not certain.
At 7.10 the dynamo gave away and we
changed over on the emergency set.

“Comimunication was had with the
Kron Princess Cecilie, saying that we
were on rocks off Briar Island. At 8
o'clock I reported to Partridge Island,
saying that we were aground off Briar
Island. At 8.15 a heavy sea came over
the boat deck and into the wireless room,
smashing the boats and deck and letting
water in it. It also carried the aerials
away. I secured one wire after a great
deal of trouble and connected it up with
my set and heard the Kron Princess Ce-
cilie telling me she could not come to
our assistance, owing to shortness of
coal, and saying she had informed the
steamer Belvidere of our plight.

“I was continually calling S. O. S. vn-
til high tide, when we were unable to
stay in the wireless room. At three
o’clock the wireless acrfals again were
carried away, but replaced with some as-
sistance. 1 again called S. O. S,, saying
we now thought we were on Trinity
rocks or possibly Briar Island. During
the high tide the wireless room was
flooded and the receiver flooded, making
it useless, but the transmitter was work-
ing. We stayed in the wireless room:
until next high tide. At 5 a.m. yester-
day we got signals fair.

“At low tide yesterday we began
again calling for help. The vapor lifted
and we could see land. 1 gave up calling
when we saw the rescue steamers com-
ing.”

The assistant, E. T. Shipton, render-
ed very valuable assistance and showed
exceptional courage under the trying
circumstances, this being his first trip
at sea. Mr. Hitchner wished it under-
stood the operators labored under the
very greatest difficulties in their endeav-
ors to maintain the service, and all that
was humanly possilbe to be done was
done.

All of those taken on board the West-
port left the Cobequid in the three boats
launched by the crew of the wrecked
vessel. Notwithstanding the gale and the
boiling- sea, the transfer was accom-
plished within .two hours without acci-
dent. The nine women and children
among the passengers were the first to
be taken from the Cobequid and hauled
aboard the Westport.

Great Credit For Little Steamers

terview this morning Wm. Chas. Ken~

ny of Southampton, England, a director
of the Royal Mail St Packet Com-
ollowing official
statement:—

“At 6.15 on Tuesday worning the Cob-
equid ran on Trinity shoals and, bump-

ing several times, stuck fast on rock and
sand. The weather at the time'was thick
driving snow. On the previous day
thick snowstorms prevailed and the ship
had to stop several times and. sound.
The position of the ship for the first
twelve hours was very critical but, evi-
dently breaking her bottom, the ship
settled down on a bed of rock and ex-
cept at high tide, when she worked con-
siderably, she remained firm althougn
the sea was breaking over her fore and

aft.

She flooded to the main decll:i :hic!tn
kept her quiet, the cargo was high ou
atpeach h?gh water. She lost her steamn
and consequently we were without light,
fire or stores and lived on the boat deck
until we left the ship. We occupied the
captain’s cabin, ladies’ room and the
first-class smoking room, living on bis-
cuits and cold meat.

The discipline of the crew was excel-
lent and no cases of panic or insubor-
dination took place. The night of the
18th was very nerve racking but morn-
ing brought hopes, the weather clear-
ing about 8 p. m. and we sighted the
Westport III, a coastal packet and a
little later the John L. Cann, which
gladdened our hearts.

At 480 we got away the first boat
with the women and children. Three
more boats were got away before dark-
ness set in leaving only the captain and
eleven hands on board including the
doctor and wireless operator. These
were taken off this morning by the
Lady Laurier and taken to St. John
making, thank God, all hands safe.

All the boats on the starboard side
were smashed, leaving only five avail-
able.

Captain G .M. Hicks, the marine su-
perintendent, added -that the rescue was
very well carried out and the captains
and crews of the little vessels deserve
great credit for their work. Their res-
cue was purely miraculous.

BROTHERS CAPTAINS OF
THE RESCUE SHIPS

Seldom indeed does it fall to the dot
of two brothers, captains of two steam-
¢rs on the same route, to make such a
heroic rescue as has been made by Cap-
tain J. Edgar McKinnon of the West-
port IIL and Captain Adelbert McKin-
non of the John L. Cann. Both are
worthy sons of a worthy sire, who knew
the western coast of this province like
a book. Both unassuming men, they
modestly disclaimed any mnotion that
they had done other than their duty as
to the wreck of the Cobequid.

Very little could be obtained from the
navigation officer who came ashore in
the John L. Cann and in fact all the
officers practically refused last night to
talk on how the wreck occurred.

Engineer’s Story.

_ D. H. Douglas, chief engineer, exhib-
ited a very baaly bruised hand. He said
he was not on duty at the time she
struck, but the second engineer was.
However he was quickly in the engine
room and noted all that took place there-
after. In less than ten minutes after the
steamer struck the rocks her en-
gine room was full of water and the fires
were quenched. And from that time of
there were no fires or lights in the ship.

With the first shock the aerials came
down, and that accounted for the inter-
ruption of the wireless service, Although
an attempt was made to replace one of
them, they became so iced up that it
“;as found impossible to operate the ser-
vice.

Mr, Douglas said that they had en-
countered a heavy gale ]l Monday
nieht.

Detailed Report by Engineer is of
Value and Interest --- The Work

Done Last Year

An interesting record of street im-
provements carried out during 1913 and
a record of the extent and value of ex-
isting permanent pavements are con-
tained in the annual report of George
W. Hatfield, city road engineer.

Puﬁng the last year permanent pave-
ments to the value of $73,244.57 were
lajd, making the total value of $280,-
540.98 in permanent pavements, allowing
for depreciation. As the total length
of these pavements is only 4.8 miles it
it shown that the cost of such streets
is almost $50,000 a mile.

During the year asphalt sidewalks,
new and repair work, laid totalled 21,-
374 square yards, equal to about five
miles of sidewalk nine feet wide.

Quaint Picture Post Cards

(London Tit-Bits.)

There is no doubt that for the decline
in popularity of the picture postcard
%he eccentric and often vulgar. card is
responsible to a very great extent. The
market has, of course, been “over-pro-
duced,” but the artistic 'landscape or
portrait is not likely to fall from favor
altogether. As in some other depart-
ments of commerce, many original ideas
in the production of picture postcards
came from the continent. A French firm
were responsible for the introduction of
a card bearing a spirited picture of a
cat fashioned out of the remains of an
old silk hat, disporting on a roof drawn
in the new art style; also for a portrait
of Sarah Bernherdt, the costume being
made up of pieces of cloth. Another
card, produced in England, was certain-
ly a good means for the education of the
younger generation, as well as of a
pleasant pastime, being one with shaded
outlines of various flowers ready for
coloring, having the necessary pigments
attached to the card on a perforated
slip at the top, also printed directions
for handling the paints.

In 1905 J. Sofer, an artist, presented
to King Edward a word portrait of ilis
Majesty arrayed in field-marshal’s uni-
form, the whole worked out in minute
letters, written without the aid of a
microscope, forming a complete bio-
graphy of the King. Some 44,000 letters
were used in this ingenious sketch, which
was reproduced on a postcard and sold
at one penny each. We defy the aver-
age person to read the biography at
first sight without the aid of a glass.

Posteards manufactured from art
Jeather and decorated in poker-work
with various designs and sketches were
produced, and, in the same Yyear, the
French Minister of Commerce decided
to admit thin sheets of wood or metal
as “postcards” so long as they did not
exceed the limits of size and weight
stipulated by the regulations. A costly
novelty was a thin strip of wood, of
regulation postcard size, with a scene
hand-painted in oils on the back. A well
known novelty is the “match-striker”
posteard, one example bearing the “back
view” of a Chinaman and the exhorta-
tion to strike the match “upon his
putch”” Brown paper has been used by
some cranks te fulfil the dutics of a
postcard.

When the news flashed over the city
last night that the passengers and crew
of the steamship Cobequid were saved,
it wasul!uhe;vyweighthndbeen
Hltedfromthohuruo!thapeopb.
The suspense had been great, and hope
and fear had followed each other in
quick succession as cheerful and gloomy
reports from one source and another had
been received. The mistake that had
been made concerning the exact location
of the Cobequid was undoubtedly re-
sponsible for some of the delay that oc-
curred in rescuing the passengers, al-
though the thick vapor and very heavy
weather would have made it difficult
in any case for small vessels like the
Westport and the John LaCann to have
approached the stranded liner. Univex?al
praise is given to Captain A. MacKin-
non of the John L. Cann, and his bro-
ther Captain J. E. MacKinnon of the
little steamer Westpost IIL, and 'thelr
crews, for the part taken by them in
the rescue of the Cobequld’s passengers.

What the sufferings of the people on
the wrecked ship must have been. dur-
ing the intensely cold weather from the
time she stranded until they were rescu-
ed, it is much easier to imagine than de-
scribe. For neatly forty-eight hours in
blizzard weather, on & stranded ship in
the midst of thick vapor and whirling
snow, their case must have seemed to
them almost hopeless; and the agony of
mind they suffered none can realize save
those who at close quarters have looked:
death in the face. We all rejoice that no
life was lost, and that there were men
of courage and devotion at hand in the
hour of trial, eager and determined to
render aid where aid was S0 sorely need-
ed. 7 :

BORDEN AND THE NAVY

When Mr. Borden and his friends pro-
fessed a year ago that there was an
emergency calling for immediate action
on the part of Canada to strengthen the
naval forces of the FEmpire ,the Liberals
denied that any such emergency exist-
ed. They said that Mr. Borden had
conjured up his emergency in order to
make a colorable excuse for a contribu-
tion of $85,000,000 to the Admiralty.
Having surrendered to the Nationalists
he was compelled to abandon the naval

e—eagpulicy which he and all his party en-

dorsed in 1909, and in ites stead a gift
of $35,000,000 was proposed to meet an
alleged emergency.

Where now is the emergency? We
are informed today that the naval bill
will not be reintroduced at this session
of parliament. If there were an emer-
gency, such as Mr. Borden and his
friends alleged, they would certainly re-
sntroduce the bill and fight for it to the
last ditch, Nay, more, Mr. Borden gave
his solemn, pledge that if parliament re-
fused to come promptly to the rescue!
of the mother country, in this matter
of naval defence, he would forthwith ap-
peal to the people. But the pledges of
Mr. Borden are not to ‘be taken serious-
ly. He will not appeal to the people
until forced to do so. He is glad to be
rid of the naval issue for another year.
He hopes that before another year pass-
es he may be able to devise some plaus-
ible scheme, perhaps with the assistance
of Mr. Churchill, that might seerve his
purpose and the purpose of the flag-
waving element of his party in another
election campaign.

Mr. Borden’s policy in connection with
the navy has been marked by vacillation
and cowardice. He had one policy in
1909 and an entirely different one in
1912. In 1918 he did nothing, and we
are told that in 1914 he will still play a
waiting game. '

In the meantime this country, which
ought to be carrying out the policy
<1 ich was adopted in 1909, arrd which

4 s being carried out by Australia, must
halt and appear to be indifferent to the
whole gquestion of naval defence. Mr.
Borden is putting Canada in a false
position. Either he should have continu-
ed to carry out the policy of 1909, on a
larger scale if necessary, or he should
have gone to the people with his own
policy, in order that there might be no
delay in arriving at a decision on the
whole question. Apparently there will
be no remedy for this condition of af-
fairs until the people can get an oppor-
tunity to say what they think of Mr.

i All Safe at Yarmouth Last Night Except
Captain and Eleven of Crew Who
Stood by Ship — Rescue Made by

Brother Captains

Halifax, N, S.. Jan. 14—Few of the
_great shipping disasters of Nova Scotia
will remefrr a3 memorable ag that which
had its culmination at 8 o’clock tonight
when the litttle steamer Westport, un-
der command of Captain MacKinnon
entered Yarmouth harber with the first
of the rescued passengers and crew
numbering 72 from the stranded Royal
Mail Steamer ‘Packet liner Cobequid
bound from Demerara via Bermuda to
St. John and piled on the treacherous
rocks of Trinity Ledges, on the Nova
Scotia coast twenty miles west of Yar-
mouth, early Tuesday morning.

Standing by the ship during the night
and for the purpose of taking off at day-
break those who were remaining on
board, was the Canadian: government
steamer Lansdowne, and the Lady Lau-
rier was expected to arrive at the scene
of the wreck tomorrow morning,

For mearly forty eight hours, in the
midst of a howling blizzard enshrouded
in vapor and snow squalls, 106 men and
women huddled in a stranded ship six
miles from land, with waves breaking
over them, with the frosts of mid-win-
ter encasing the ship’s decks and rails
with an unbreakable sheeting of ice, and
with each comber, as it smashed against
the sides of the ship bringing the hor-
ror of their situation home to them
afresh between the squalls.

Two days and one night, the rescu-
ers worked in a blind search for the
ship, for at the critical moment, the
wireless failed, ana the stranded ship
from 8,80 on Tuesday morning until the
storm abated enough to enable people
upon the shore to see the ship impaled
upon the rocks, gave no sign of life, it
was when rescuers and watchers had
practically given up the last slender
hope, that the good news flashed from
Yarmouth of the rescue of the entire
ship’s company.

From Yarmouth the steamer Westport
sailed. At 4.20 p.m. this afternoon Cap-
tain McKinnon of the Westport sighi-
ed the Cobequid lying on the southeast
part of Trinity Ledges, left to the
mercy of the sea. At that time there
was a high wind and rough sea, but de-
spite these conditions the plucky skip-
per determined that no efforts would be.
spared to make a rescue of at least some
of the passengers and crew from their
perilous position.

In three lifeboats, of which only four
remained intact on the Cobequid, seven-
ty-two of the  ship’s company put out
toward the rescuing steamer. They were
safely embarked on the Westport, which
ship remained by unfil the tug John L.
Cdnn came’up and at 6.15 was taking
off another load consisting of twenty-
four men, at which time the former boat
put under steam for Yarmouth, closely
followed by the Cann.

On board the Cobequid there still re-
mained Captain Hewson and sleven men
for whom there was no liféboat, and as
it was after dark when the John L. Cann
made her rescue it was decided that the
government ship Lansdowne should
stand by until daybreak.

REGULAR STEAMSHIP

Dominions Royal Commission Ses-
sion in London—Complaint as
to Australia

(Special to Times.)

London, Jan. 15—At yesterday’s ses-
sion of the Dominion Royal Commission,
Austin Wilson, manager of the Hull-
Barnsley Railway, who has recently re-
turned from Australia; urged that re-

gularity and continuity of steamship
service was essential to the building up
of new markets for produce. He sug-

. | gested that a moderate subsidy from the

colonial states be paid for a year at least
to establish such a service on a paying
basis. He complained that Hull had been
boycotted by the shipping combine in
the South African trade.

Ross Johnson, manager of the Port of
Bristol, spoke of the improvements ef-
fected and under contemplation  there.
He said the facilities afforded by the
three lines now sailing thence to Cana-
dian ports had developed the dominion
trade to a considerable figure. But there
had been no corresponding development
with Australasia owing to the insuffic-
ient supply of tonnage and the uncer-
tainty of sailings. .

Secretary Musgrave of the London
Chamber of Commerce reported the
benefits from the dissemination of in-
formation from the dominions by trade
commissioners and the imperial govern-
ment, concerning openings for trade and
tenders.

Sir A. Bateman said that it must be a
delicate question to determine whether
or not information supplied by foreign
members of the chamber of commerce
was entirely correct, to which a witness
replied that they exercised similar dis-
cretion to that of a government depart-
ment.

MADE THER HOME
IN EASTER ISLAND

The Story of a Shipwrecked Crew
in the Pacific — Eight Sailors
Remain With Malays

Shipwrecked sailors who landed at San
Francisco recently (says the New York
correspondent of the London Daily Tele-
graph) tell a story of hardships, adven-
ture, and romance in the South Pacific.
They are Captain Nels Benson, Steve
Drinkwater, and Alex. Simons, of the
four-masted schooner Eldorado, which
foundered a thousand miles from land.
The ship was abandoned on June 13,
and the crew of ten set out in a small
boat to reach KEaster Island, several
hundred miles away. :

In the small boat they had scarcely
room to turn round, but they set watches
in seamanlike, fashion, and hoped for
the best. After a few days’ buffeting,
the provisions were well nigh exlrausted,
and the crew “began looking at each
other hungrily.”

There was just a chance of reaching
Faster Island, but each knew it was only
a forlorn hope. They told stories and
sang songs to while away the time, and
every hour the captain conducted pray-
ers.

After nine days’ exposure and incred-
ible suffering they arrived off Easter Is-
land, extremely emaciated, weak, and al-
most voiceless. The weather was so
rough, however, that they could not
make a landing until the eleventh day.
Their hands and feet were so swollen
from salt water and exposure that the
men were unable to stand.

Hospitable Nativis,

Benson, Drinkwater and Simons ex-
hausted all their sailor adjectives in de-
seribing the scenic charms of Kaster
Island and the hospitality of its inhab-
itants. About 200 Malay natives live on
Easter Island, and, says Benson, “I wan
to tell you that God never put a better
heart into any human being than he did
into those brown men and women we
found on the island. They came for us
with their oxen and their old wooden-
wheeled carts, and they cared for us like
so many babes. They gave us huts, and
made wonderful nourishing soups and
strengthening herb teas for us. The wo-
men bathed our feet and hands with
healing oils. When I think of it now, I
do not wonder that when I asked the
men if they wanted to leave with me
they refused.”

Benson and his two companions, af-
ter spending 101 days on the island,
wanted to return to civilization, and
they went in an open boat to Tahiti, a
distance of 2,500 miles.

“You are eight men short of your

crew?” queried one interviewer. Cap-
tain Benson sniiled and replied, “That
is true.” Easter Island is a sailorman’s
paradise. The eight men we left be-
hind had such a toygh time afloat that
they swore once they reached land they
would never go to sea again. The na-
tive women made profuse love to the
white sailors, who returned their affec-
tions with ardour. Four were married
soon after they landed, and the remain-
ing quartette were not long in following
suit.”

on Easter Island have equal rights with
men, and share equally the work of cul-
tivation and harvesting. S

No Sign of Cobequid

When south of the Lurcher light at
250 o'clock, & Marconigram from the
Partridge Island station announced that
the Cobequid was in difficulty on Trin-
ity Ledges and mot Briar Island, At
8.18 o'clock a similar message was re-
ceived from William Thomson & Co.
The course of’the Rappahannock was
then changed and she steamed inside the
Lurcher, making straight for the scepe
of the disaster and arrived within a wile
and a half of the ledges at 9.20 o’clock.
Her engines were stopped and she was
hove to, but not a bBign of either the
steamer or the land could be seen.

The captain then sent a despatch to
the representatives of the line here that
he bad arrived at Trinity Ledges, that
he was unable to get sight of the
stricken boat, and that his persistent
calls remained unanswered. Soon after-
ward the glad news was received from
the Marconi station at Partridee Island,
saying that all hands on the stranded
steamer were safe, and the captain and
crew of the Rappahannock breathed a
sigh of relief. 'The message to Captain
i Hanks read as follows:—*“Agents advise
passengers and crew all landed at Yar
mouth. Advise other ships.”

10 the Rappahannock assisted in the
rescue of the passengers on the burn-
ing Volturno, while on her returm to
London on the same voyage, she towed
back the disabled South Point, also of
the Furness Line. In the Volturno and
South Point incidents the Rappahan-
nock was under the command of Cap-
tain Harnden, who was relieving Cap-
tain Hanks,
