When times are hard, light all the 
harder !

Scotia for the calendar year 1923 
tabled In the Legislative Assembly 
today, showed 11,680 births, a de­
crease of 1,013 from the previous 
year.

VALUE OF MONEY

BUFFALO, March 26.—A remark­
able homily on the evils of a family 
living extravagantly beyond their 
means was delivered by Supreme Court 
Justice Philip A. Sullivan in a decision 
handed down granted to Mrs. Mary 
Doorty Goetz a judgment of separa­
tion from Edward H. Goetz and ali­
mony of $12,000. Mrs. Goetz had been 
receiving $3,600 a year temporary ali­
mony. The case was tried in January. 
The alimony increase is retroactive to 
the beginning of the action.

Edward H. Goetz, who was a 
nephew of former Mayor Philip Becker 
of Buffalo, married Mary Doorty in 
May, 1884. They separated in October, 
1916. Suit was brought by Mrs.. Goetz 
after she alleged that she had been 
ejected from her home in Delaware 
avenue in April, 1921.

Mr. and Mrs. Goetz had four chil­
dren, E. Ray Goetz, song writer and 
husband of Irene Bordoni ; Coleman 
Goetz, actor; Marie Ethel Goetz, who 
is a designer, and Dorothy Goetz Ber­
lin, the late wife of Irving Berlin, the 
song writer.

In awarding alimony, Justice Sullivan 
pointed* out that Edward H. Goetz’s 
present fortune was estimated at $500,- 
000. The Justice stated in his decision 
that circumstances which neither could 
control “drew them into quarrels and 
misunderstandings.” He expressed an 
opinion that had Mr. Goetz come into 
his present wealth sooner,^the difficul­
ties would not have arisen.

“All of the quarrels and misunder­
stands between the parties arose,” said 
the opinion over the expenditure of 
money by the plaintiff for the living 
expenses of the family. The defendant 
demanded the very best of everything 
that money could buy. Disregarding 
wholly the wise counsel of his wife, he 
persisted in buying beyond his income.
