THE BISHOP’S CHARGE.
The Bishop then read his charge.

My Reverend Brethren and Brethren of the Laity :
Two of our number since last we met have been removed 

by death.
More tluVn once I have had occasion to put upon record 

my estimate of the loss the Church in this Diocese has 
sustained by the death of Dr. Ni col Is the late Principal of 
Bishop’s College, but I cannot refrain here in this Synod 
where his face and his voice were so familiar to us all, 
from paying, ft a risk of some repetition a brief tribute to 
his noble character. lie had given when in the prime and 
vigor of youth, his life to do ttio work of Christ in this 
diocese. And if ever there was one mindful of the charge 
laid upon him never to cease his labours nor his care nor
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his diligence to bring all into that agreement in the faith 
and knowledge of God, and to that ripeness and perfect­
ness of age in Christ that there should be no place left 
among them either for error in religion or for viciousness in 
life, he was that man.

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I have consecrated one Church at Dudswell Corner.
I have confirmed (some few places being for special 

reasons excepted,) throughout the whole Diocese.
For this purpose immediately after the close of our last 

S_y nod 1 visited the coast of Labrador, our mission then ex­
tended flora Na$asquhan to the straits ofBelleisle, a distance 
of 290 miles, scattered over which I found 57 families 
including 344 souls, the places visited being 20.

I confirmed 52 persons, administered the Holy Commu­
nion 9 times, and preached 29 times, during this visit.

Iheie are other fishermen to the east of Natasquhan not 
included in any mission since the return of the Revd J. 
Hepburn who, with an interval of two years resided for 
five years upon the coast, 'lliere has been no missionary 
stationed in Labrador. But the Revd. Prof. Roe visited 
the mission through its whole length last summer and 
ministered to the people. I am happy to say that a mission­
ary will proceed to the coast forthwith.

During the last summer I visited the Magdalen Islands, 
where there is a population about equal to that of Labrador. 
Here we have had a missionary in continuous residence 
since 1875; and here I confirmed 36 persons.

The Eastern Townships I visited for confirmations in 
June 1878 and Megantic in December 1878. The number 
confirmed in this visitation of the diocese is 1,222.

As regards events outside of the diocese : I need 
speak now of what we all know and feel, the loss of our 
late Metropolitan ; who came to us in a time of trouble, 
and so lived and laboured with us as to deepen the love 
and respect we had for him before we personally knew 
him.

not

In consequence of his resignation it became my duty to
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assist at the consecration of the Revd W. K. Bond to be 
Bishop of Montreal, and at the election of a Metropolitan. 
To this office the Bishop oi Tredericton was duly called.

In my last address to the Synod, I intimated that, if, as 
seemed probable, the Archbishop of Canterbury should call 
the Bishops of our Communion to Lambeth for Conference 
in 1878 I might deem it my duty to attend. His Grace 
did convene the Conference ; but I did not attend. And 
I think it right that I should explain to you that my 
absence was not owing to any want of respect for the 
authority convening the Conference, or to any disposition 
to evade the duties of my office ; but arose from what I 
considered an imperative demand for my presence in a 
part of the diocese which I could visit at no other time than 
that fixed for the Conference.

In the last Synod a committee was appointed to draw 
up an amended church temporalities act for submission to 
the Legislature ; and it was 
committee had completed their work I should call a special 
meeting of the Synod to authorize the application to the 
Legislature.

It was not found convenient or necessary to do this ; but 
the committee will report, and a canon will be submitted 
on the subject to the present Synod.

A committee was also appointed to suggest a simpler 
form of register to be kept by the clergy. And I 
authorised to apply to the Legislature for power to 
the same.

The proposed Act was duly drawn up, and I submitted 
it to one of the members of the government, by whom I 

told that such ameasure.must come under the Attorney 
General’s eye before the ministry could do anything to 
facilitate its enactment ; and that in the then advanced

understood that when the
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state of the session it was impossible that the Attorney 
General could give his attention to the matter.

Nothing further has been done.
I was obliged to be in Toronto when the Executive 

Committee drew up their schedule of business fur the 
Synod, and the.draft of the proposed act does not in 
quence appear upon it. But inasmuch as in conjunction 
with the Committee appointed to make the draft, i
authorized to present the same to the Legislature without

communication to the Synod, I should think 
that the printing and publishing a month beforehand might 
in this case be dispensed with, and the proposal discussed, 
if so desired, in the present session.

In regard to the other Canons appearing on the schedule 
of the Executive Committee not arising out of the proceed­
ings of the last session I see no reason for anticipating the 
deliberations of the Synod by offering any observations 
now.!

I have spoken of the death of the Principal of Bishop’s 
College and of the retirement of the Rector of Bishop’s 
College School. I rejjice to be able to report that their 
places have been filled up, and well filled.

In Dr. Lobley the College has Principal of high 
attainments, of personal influence, and of governing power, 
whose administration, together with the sound instruction 
which he himself imparts, secures a high tone and fine 
discipline and Christian spirit throughout the institution.

Under the Revd. P. C. Read, the present Rector, the 
School is rising fast. Of the public estimate of his fitness 
for the office he holds, the increased number of pupils is 
testimony sufficient.

The increase has been steady since Mr. Read took the 
school in hand. And it has been certainly greater than,

considering the hardness of the times, and the necessity so 
many have for retrenchment, I had ventured to expect.

The lease to the Revd J. Dinzey, the Principal of the 
Compton Ladies’ College, expires at this time, and steps 

Both 
of these institutions being controlled, though the appoint­
ment of the members of their several corporations by, will 
report to, the Synod.

I have nothing further to say, my Revd. Brethren and 
Brethren of the Laity, but only to invoke the blessing ot

The Rev. A. A. Von Iffiand, Secretary, read the
following report :

For an account of the proceedings of the Diocesan Board 
during the period which has elapsed since the last session 
of the Synod down to the close of the past year your Board 
would respectfully refer the Synod to the reports presented 
to the Diocesan Church Society and published in the 
Society’s annual Reports for the years 1877 and 187b at 
pages 22 and 18 respectively. . ,

The financial statement contained in the Report last 
referred to could lead to only one conclusion, viz:, that t îe 
revenue from all sources, calculated on the basis ot as 
year’s income, would fall short of the expenditure during 
the current year, and from a statement subsequently pre­
pared by the Treasurer the probable deficit deduced was
found to be close upon $1,000.

This was by no means a cheering look ont, but as y 
Board is strongly convinced of the necessity as wel

propriety of being always
with the Clergy, the decision arrived at und<
of stern facts was to reduce our expenditure.

As this however unfortunately means reducing the extent 
and efficiency of1 the work of the Church, it is with no little 
satistaction that your Board is in a position to announce 
that the probable deficiency just referred to 
by the revenue of a fund, hitherto untouched, viz, the 
capital ot the Mission Fund which for the future will form 
part of the resources of the Diocesan Board

The painful necessity of curtailing the missionary work 
of the Diocese is thus, for the present at any rate, removed, 
and if the local contributions are regularly paid no reduction 
in the number of Clergy or missions need take place.

Your Board however cannot pass from this subject 
without expressing its deep regret that circumstances have 
forced jt to make use of a fund, the original of which was 
to aid in making provision for the time when the Diocese 
shall no longer receive assistance from the Society for the 
Propagation of the Gospel.

During the present month the following appointments 
have been made.

The Rev. J. B. Debbage to the Mission of Stoneham 
and Lake Beau port.

The Rev. R. W. Colston to the mission of Portneuf.
The Rev. F. M. Webster to the mission of Labrador.
These appointments enable your board to announce the 

fact that there is not a single vacancy in the Diocese at 
the present time.

Beyond this no changes have taken place in the mission- 
ry work of the Diocese, which there is every reason to 
elieve is being carried on with zeal and efficiency.
Your Board desires to remind the Clergy and Church 

Wardens that the Honorary Couns 1 of the Church Society 
has advised them that the Insuran e of Church property 
in any mutual Company is illegal, on the ground that the 
Clergy and Wardens are not in a position to render 
Chmch property of which they
for the debts of any Society or Company carrying on 
business. And your Board further regrets to leport that 
comparatively few Congregations have taken advantage of 
the proposal with reference to the insurance of their 
Ohurch property which is contained in the circular of 11th 
March 1878.

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The Board appends a list of the Congregations _ whose- 
property has been insured, with the name of the office and 
the amount insured, which includes the names ot those 
congregations who have neglected to supply the Board 
with the required information.

Your Board would respectfully ask the attention of both 
the Clergy and Church Wardens, and also of the influen­
tial laymen generally in each mission, to the following 
points :

lo. In the financial working of the Diocese and its 
missions your Board represents only one wheel in a 
plex machine which includes many other wheels and 
which to be effective must secure the complete and regular 
action not of one wheel only but of each and all in their 
several positions.

2o. Your Board in order to do the share of work which 
you have assigned to it absolutely needs and depends 
upon the hearty and active co-operation of the Clergy 
and the Wardens and the Laity generally.

3o. The object for which your Board was created is to- 
place both Clergy and Church Wardens in the best and 
most favourable position for co-operating with your Board 
in the financial support of the Church’s ministrations in 
each mission. The Clergy, being paid out of the common 
Treasury in Quebec, of w lich your Board is the Trustee, 
are in a position to speak freely to their people on the 
important duty of keeping faith with your Board by paying 
punctually their promised contribution. The Clergyman 
is freed from the painful, the almost intolerable feeling 
that he is pleading for himself and the support of his family 
whenever he opens his mouth to remind his people that 
they are falling behind in their dues or to urge them to 

and greater efforts and a deeper sense ot their respon­
sibility to assume the largest possible share of the inainte- 

of the Church’s ministrations to them.
The Church Wardens are most powerfully sustained inr 

their efforts to collect the dues of the congregation by the 
pressure brought to bear on all through the 

formal notice ot the suspension, and if need be, through 
the actual suspension, of the Sunday Services in their 
Church.

Your Board is pained to speak so plainly, but faithful­
ness to the trust which you have committed to it requires 
that all should be made acquainted with the pressing 
necessity for personal effort and for frequent oft repeated 
representations, addressed to each congregation by the 
Clergyman and the Wardens.

5o. Both Clergy and Congregations would feel aggrieved 
and startled if your Board failed to discharged fully and 
punctually the obligations laid upon them in t.he financial 
care of all the Missions. Your Board would in its turn 
appeal to all Clergymen and Wardens to render that 
generous, hearty and systematic cooperation which the 
existence and working of your Board make it easy for them

would be a proceeding presumed foreign to the trust and 
w’ould consequently not be considered legal.”—Carried.

His Lordship made the following reply.

Mr. Heneker, and My Very Dear Friends,
I find it hard to put into words the feelings which your 

kindness calls up in my heart. For the considerate for­
bearance with which you tolerate and overlook my defi­
ciencies 1 have at all times, but especially 
like this, a standing incitement to gratitude. I know that 
I need your forbearance often, and never more than when 
presiding in Synod ; but my sole aim is to conduct the 
course of bn sin es as to give every man his turn and oppor­
tunity for offering his arguments, or his proposals for the 
judgment of the Synod.

I am sorry for it : I do my best : you are kind enough to 
bear with me : and I thank you for so doing. All 1 ask of 
you is to go a little further in the same direction ; and, as 
you have indulgently seen urbanity shine through my 
abruptness, so in what seems imperious you will see only 
modesty. It really is the case. There is no anger : and if 
there is excitement, it is but the heat produced by the fric­
tion of an unwillingness to do a disagreeable thing ag 
the determination to do what ought to be done. If I

hurt any body’s feelings I am sorry ; and I most willingly 
and sincerely apologise for it: So ranch I have felt obliged 
to say in respect of our mutual relations in Synod. For 
theaifectionate regard shewn towards me and towards Mrs. 
Williams, in the flattering terms of your address, and 
which has prompted the kind and generous proposal that 
we should seek recreation and rest, it would be too cold a 
thing to say that our thanks are due. Due they are indeed,
w-n-m08t • wo (I say we because, though Mrs.
Williams is not here to add her voice to mine, I know that 
her heart is with it, as it always is) pay them but 
still the debt remains, and always will remain. I did 
not know indeed, until yon told me, in how delicate a state 
1 am ; I am not conscious of any particular ailment. True, 
I am getting old ; and energies, once in constant flow, 
are now more slowly roused, and sooner flag, but I hope, 
and believe, they are still there ; and I trust that they 

last for some little time yet. Nevertheless, I will 
endeavour to make such arrangements, as may enable me, 
in accordance with your kind suggestions, to recruit them 
by change of scene, and remission of customary cares. After

ACT OF THE PROVINCIAL LEGISLATURE 

19-20 Viet., Chap. 21.

An act to enable Members of the United Church of 
England and Ireland in Canada to meet in Synod.

Proclaimed May 28th, 1857.

VX^HEREAS doubts exist whether the members of the 
United Church of England and Ireland in this Pro­

vince have the power of regulating the affairs of their 
Church, in matters relating to discipline, and necessary to
order and good government, and it is just that such doubts 
should be re.noved, in order that they may be permitted to 
exercise the same rights of self-government that are enjoyed 
by other religious communities ; Therefore, Her Majesty, 
by and with the advice and consent of the Legislative 
Council and Assembly ot Canada, enacts as follows :—

1. The Bishop, Clergy, and Laity, members of the 
United Church of England and Ireland in this Province, 
may meet in their several dioceses, which are now or may 
be hereafter constituted in this Province, and in such 

and by such proceedings as they shall adopt, 
frame constitutions and make regulations for enforcing 
discipline in the Church, for the appointment, deposition, 
deprivation, or removal, of any person bearing office 
therein, of whatever order or degree, any rights of the 
Crown to the contrary notwithstanding, and for the

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veil lent and orderly management of the property, affairs, 
and interests of the Church in matters relating and affect­
ing only the said Church, and the officers and members 
thereof, and not in any manner interfering with the rights, 
prix ileges, or interests of other religious communities, or 
of any person or poisons not being a member or members 
of the said United Church of England and Ireland; pro­
vided always, that such constitutions and regulations shall 
apply only to the dioceses adopting th

2. The Bishops, Clergy, and Laity, members of the 
United Church of England and Ireland in this Province, 
may meet in General Assembly within this Province, bv 
such representatives as shall be determined and declared 
by them in their several dioceses ; and in such General 
Assembly frame a constitution and regulations for the 
genera] management and good government of the said 
Church in this Province ; provided always, that nothing in 
this act contained shall authorize the imposition of any rate 
or tax upon any person or persons whomsoever, whether 
belonging to the said Church or not, or the infliction of 
any punishment, fine, or penalty upon any person, other 
than his suspension or removal from an office in the said 
Church or exclusion from the meetings or proceedings of 
the Diocesan or General Synods : and provided also, that 
nothing in the said constitutions or regulations, or any of 
them, shall be contrary to any law or statute now or here­
after in force in this Province.

Article 5.—-The minister himself, if present, shall preside 
at the election, and in his absence the curate or assistant 
minister, or the senior Church-Warden, or a chairman 
elected by a majority of the meeting, taking precedence 
in the order in which they are here named.

Article 6—Each representative shall receive from the 
chairman of the meeting a certificate of his election in the

And the Bishop shall also at the same time furnish to the 
secretaries a list of the congregations entitled to send . 
delegates, with a description of the places at which such 
congregations meet. These lists shall belaid before the 
Synod on the first day of each session ; and the right of any 
Clergyman to a seat in the Synod, or of any congregation 
to be represented, shall lie determined by such Lists.

CANON II.

Xames of Delegates to be immediately transmitted to Secretaries
of Synod.

It shall be the duty of the«chainnan of the vestry 
ings at which lay delegates are elected, to transmit to the 
Secretaries of the Synod, immediately after such election, 
the names of the Delegates chosen, informing them at the 
same time whether such delegates require accommodation 
in Quebec during the session of Synod ; and it shall be the 
duty of the Executive Committee to make arrangements 
tor their accommodation and to communicate with the 
Delegates, as may be necessary, on the subject.

Of the mode of securing an accurate view of the State of the

of the state and progress of the church in his cure, accord- 
mg to a printed form approved by the Bishop. This report 
shall contain a statement of the number of congregations 
witho) each cure ; the number of communicants and of

attendants on public worship ; the number of public re­
ligious services performed at each church or station within 
the year ; the number of pastoral visits made ; of baptisms, 
marriages, and burials ; and of persons confirmed within 
the same period ; also, the state and condition of the 
Sunday schools within the cure, the amount of Holy Com­
munion alms, and o*!ier offertory collections ; the amount 
of the contributions for the support of the resident cler­
gyman, to the Church Society, or for other purposes of 
Church extension ; and any other matter which may serve 
to threw light on the state and progress of the Church.

The Church and Chapel Wardens of each cure in the 
diocese shall report annually to the Rural Dean, at the 
same time as the clergy, a statement of all moneys, passing 
through their hands, showing from what sources, they have 
been raised and how applied ; also the ways and 
by which the stipend of the clergyman is provided ; the 
method in practice for keeping the Church or Chapel in 
repair : and such other financial information relating to 
their Church or Chapel as may be ot interest to the Synod. 
A condensed report and tabular view of the state of the 
Church in each Rural Deanery, comprising a summary of 
the statistics, and their view of the state and progress of 
the Church in the deanery since the previous report, shall 
be made by each Dean and Chapter and presented at each 
session of the Synod. The reports of the Clergy and 
Church-Wardens shall be kept of record by the Chapter to 
which they belong.

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CANON IV.

Of the Journal of Synod.

The Journal of the Synod shall be printed under the 
direction of the Secretaries. The printed journal shall con-!
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tain all the votes and proceedings of the Synod ; all reports 
of committees of Synod except it shall be in any particular 
instance otherwise ordered ; the list of clergy entitled to 
sit in Synod and of congregations entitled to be represented 
in the same, as furnished to the Synod by the Bishop ; _ 
digest of the returns made by the clergy of the state and 
progress of their several cures ; a list of the committees to 
sit during the recess of Synod ; the constitution and canons 
of the diocese, with the rules of order; the 
accounts, and such other matter as may be specially order- 
ed to be printed by the Synod. The secretaries shall trans­
mit annually to each Bishop of the Canadian Church, 
and to the secretaries of the two houses of Provincial 
Synod, and to the secretary of each Diocesan Synod of this 
Province, a copy of the journal, requesting copies of their 
several journals in exchange. They shall also transmit a 
copy to each Clergyman of the diocese, and to each Lay 
Delegate, and to each Church-Warden for the use of the

CANON V.

Of Delegates to the Provincial Synod.

The Synod shall, at each ordinary meeting, elect, by the 
concurrent ballot of the clergy and lay delegates, twelve 
clergymen and twelve laymen from among the members 
of the Synod to act as delegates from this diocese to the 
Provincial Synod.

The Synod shall also elect in the same manner six addi­
tional clerical and six additional lay delegates, who shall in 
the order of their election take the place of the delegates 
of each order who, after election, shall be unable, from 
death, sickness, absence from the Province,, resignation, or

.
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any other cause, to attend the Provincial Synod. A cer­
tificate containing the names of the original twelve and of 
the additional six of each order, signed by the Bishop and 
bearing his seal, shall be forwarded by the secretaries to 
the secretaries of the Provincial Synod When any one of 
the additional six in either order is required to attend the 
Provincial Synod, he shall receive a certificate from the 
Bishop under his hand and seal, which certificate shall 
state the name of the delegate in whose place he attends, 
and shall entitle him to take his seat. It shall be the duty 
of any delegate to the Provincial Synod who is unable to 
attend to inform the Bishop at the earliest possible moment.

CANON VI.

Of the Executive Committee.

To facilitate the despatch of business, and to insure a 
more effectual consideration of matters to be discussed in 
Synod, there shall be a committee to be presided over by 
the Lord Bishop of the diocese, consisting of twelve mem­
bers elected by the Synod, one-half from among the clergy, 
and the other half from among the lay delegates.

It shall be the duty of the Executive Committee to pre­
pare in due form all such matter as the Bishop or any other 
member of the Synod, clerical or lay, may desire to have 
brought before the Synod ; they shall issue a circular stat­
ing the time and place of meeting; the business, so far as 
known, for the ensuing Synod, and the order in which such 
business will be discussed : and shall forward the circular 
to each clergyman and delegate one month before the 
meeting of the Synod. The business mentioned in the 
circular shall have precedence of all other business. Any 
vacancy occurring in the Committee shall be filled up by 
the committee, and five members shall form a quorum.

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CANON VII.

Of Vestries in Free Churches.
In all churches and congregations in this diocese, where, 

y reason of the seats being free, no vestry can be formed, 
the members of the congregation of each such church shall 

ave power and authority to constitute and form a vestry, 
and such vestry shall consist of the members of such con- 
gregation, being of the full age of twenty-one years, who 
mb. tually attend worship at such churchy and being so 
ormed and constituted, such vestry shall have the same 

power and authority to do and perform such matters and 
things as are possessed and done by vestries form,d of 
holders of pews and sittings in other churches.

And in order to remove all doubts as to the persons who 
shall be considered as habitual attendants in such churches

Wardens, or the minister alone, when there are no Church- 
Wardens, will attend, when ho or they shall finally deter- 
mine all objections to the said list, either by

Of the Treasurer and of the Synod Fund.

The Treasurer and Auditors shall be chosen at each 
annual Synod. The Treasurer shall receive and disburse 
the Synod Fund ; his accounts shall be rendered annually 
to the Synod, having been previously examined by the 
Auditors, with their report upon the same annexed.

There shall be a Synod Fund to provide for the necessary 
expenses of the Synod. This fund shall be raised as 
follows :

The amount to be paid annually by each congregation 
entitled to send a delegate shall be fixed from time to time 
by the Synod, and shall be remitted to the Treasurer ol the 
Synod after the Easter meeting.

It shall be the duty of the Clergy to call the attention of 
the Church-Wardens to this Canon at least one week pre­
vious to the Easter meeting, so that the necessary steps may 
be taken, either by a collection or otherwise, for raising the 
required assessment, and also to see that the same is duly 
forwarded to the Treasurer as aforesaid.

The fund so raised may be disbursed when not otherwise 
ordered by the Synod under the direction of the Executive 
Committee.

The Treasurer of the Synod shall give to the Secretary 
the names of defaulting congregations, so soon as the same 
can be ascertained ; and it shall be the duty of the Secre­
tary to notify the Delegates of such congregations in default, 
at the time when he forwards the notice ot business before 
the Synod, of such default, specifying the amount due and 
that they will not be allowed to take their seats until the 
arrears are paid.

On 
the occurrence of a vacancy in any parish or mission, or 
at the request of the Church Wardens of any parish or mis­
sion, or at the desire of the Lord Bishop, and at the expira­
tion of every three years, it shall be the duty of the Board 
to confer and arrange with the local authorities as to the 
amount to be contributed therein towards the maintenance 
of a resident clergyman ; it shall be an instruction to the 
Board that no aid shall be given to any congregation, 
parish or mission, which shall be considered by the Board 
unwilling to do its part towards the support of a pastor.

!•—All the members of the Church of England, where­

IX.—1The places of public burial in use for the members

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of the Church of England in the parish of Quebec, being 
common to the whole parish, the circumstance which will 
determine m each case which may arise to what minister 
the duty of performing the interment is assignable, is not 
the situation of the burying ground, but the congregation 
to w nch the deceased at the time of his decease belonged ;

1. Every priest and deacon duly licensed by the Bishop, 
or holding any charge under the jurisdiction of the Bishop 
in this diocese, shall be amenable, for offences committed 
by him, to the Bishop, in the manner and according to the 
provisions set forth in this Canon of Discipline.

Section II. Of Offences for which the Clergy may he tried,

I. Every clergyman shall be liable to trial for any crime 
or immorality, or for any scandalous or disorderly con-
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duct; for teaching or maintaining heretical doctrines, 
trary to the doctrine of the Liturgy and Articles of the 
Church, such teaching or maintaining being by way of 
writing, or printing, or preaching, or public teaching, or 
circulating books containing unsound doctrines ; for the 
habitual infringement of the rubric ; for schism, or 
separating himself from the communion of the Church; 
for exercising any lay profession or occupation inconsistent 
with his sacred calling ; or for violation of the constitution 
or the canons ot the Church in Canada, or of this diocese.

Section III.—Preliminary Inquiry and Presentment.

1 • Whenever the Bishop shall have reason to believe 
that any clergyman is under the imputation of having 
been guilty of an offence, for which he is liable to be tried 
and that the interest of the Church requires an investiga­
tion, it shall be his duty to summon the party before him 
in private, and upon confession of his guilt, to pronounce 
such sentence as he may judge proper; which confession 
and sentence shall be reduced to writing signed by the 
guilty person, and recorded in the manner hereinafter 
provided for other sentences which shall be pronounced by 
the Bishop.

2. Admonition may be either public or private.

4. When the sentence of deprivation or removal from his 
office is pronounced, the connection between the minister 
so deposed and his parish or congregation shall be ipso 
facto severed, and all offices, rents, issues, profits and 
emoluments which hr jay have held by virtue of such 
office or ministry from which he has been removed, shall 
wholly cease and determine.

5. Whenever a clergyman is so deposed or degraded 
from the holy ministry, the Bishop who pronounces the 
sentence shall, without delay, cause such sentence to be 
publicly read to the several congregations of the diocese by 
the respective ministers thereof, and shall also give notice 
to all the Bishops of this Province.

Section X.—Registration of Sentence and Proceedings.

All the proceedings of the Court, as well as the sen­
tence in each case, shall be recorded and kept of record in 
the office of the Registrar of the Diocese.

The loan contracted for the building of the Divinity Pro­
fessor’s house, shows steady diminution, another instalment 
and interest having been paid during the year.

The Endowment of the Divinity Chair has been increased 
by another donation from the Rev. C. P. Reid, Rector of 
Sherbrooke.

The new Building for the accommodation of the Students, 
and the Library and Museum, having been completed in 
1878, the Accounts are made to accord with the facts. In 
like manner, the Moveable property shows an increase 
from the necessary outlay on new furniture, consequent on 
the occupation of the premises by the Students.

When the money 
received from the Insurance Company is expended, we 
shall have our library well filled, and that with books not 
equal in value, from an antiquarian point of view, to those 
that were burnt, but at least equal in usefulness.

Report of the Faculty of Medicine.

The Session of Lectures closed on the 21st of March 
having opened on the 1st of October, the Examinations 
were held the following week, at which the Asseessors 
appointed by the College of Physicians and Surgeons of 
the Province of Quebec, the Hon. Dr. Paquet of Berthier,
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and Dr. Gibson of Dunham, were present and expressed 
themselves thoroughly satisfied, both with the oral and 
written examinations, the manner in which they were 
conducted, and also with regard to the number of Lectures 
delivered during the Session. The number of Students in 
attendance during the whole term of six months was thirty. 
Of these there were from the Province of Quebec, 23 ; the 
Province of Ontario, 3; the United States, 3 ; the West 
Indies, 1.

Of the thirty Students, six passed their examination in 
Botany, six in Practical Chemistry, one in Materia Medica 
and Anatomy, two in Anatomy and Physiology, one in Che­
mistry and one in Materia Medica.

Six passed their Primary Examination for the degree 
(Anatomy, Chemistry, Materia Medica and Physiology,) 
and one was rejected.

Nine passed the Final examination for the degree of 
C. M., M. D., consisting of the following branches : The 
Principles and Practice of Medicine, the Principles and 
Practice of Surgery, Obstetrics and Diseases of Women 
and Children, Medical Jurisprudence, Clinical Medicine, 
Clinical Surgery, Pathology, Hygiene.

The “ Wood ” Gold Medal which is awarded to the 
Graduate in the Faculty of Medicine who has attended at 
least two Sessions at Bishop’s College, and who obtained 
the highest number of marks in all the subjects of Exami­
nation, both Primary and Final, was gained by Mr. 
Denis Gaherty, of Montreal, who passed his whole four 
years of Medical studies with this Faculty, and last year 
took the Prize in the Primary Branches. One gentleman, 
Mr. Geo. W. Nelson, passed his final examination taking 
the prize, but not having yet obtained his majority, cannot 
obtain his degree at this Convocation.
