LOW TEMPERATURES.

It is, of course, indisputable that some
of the lowest temperatures of the whole
world—exceeded, perhaps, only by those
of Siberia—are to be found within the
confines of Canada. That is within that
part of Canada between the Arctic circle
and the Pole, for British-America only
ends at the North Pole. Such is that
recorded at Renselaer Harbor, Smith’s
Sound,—69 degrees below zero; and in
a still higher latitude, at Floeberg Beach,
—73.8 degrees below zero. Although it
comes pretty near, this does not equal
the lowest temperature ever recorded on
the globe, of —90 degrees below zero,
at Werchjansk, Siberia. Winnipeg’s
lowest during the past twenty years was
—b4 degrees below, and Edmonton’s,—52
degrees below.

killing of men who had not yet been tried,
and against some of whom there is
very little evidence.

The great majority of the people, how-

ever, strongly support the action of the
mob, and of the committee of safety,
under whose orders it acted, and, while
admitting that more of the prisoners
were killed than had been originally in-
tended, insist that this was inevitable in
a movement of this kind. They point to
the fact that the mob marched to and
from the prison, and that no one was
disturbed or injured save the men ac-
cused of murder.
Seyeral thousands of the citizens con-
stituted the mob and these indignant
over the finding of the jury in the Hen-
nessey case Friday, broke into the jail
and put the prisoners to death, some be-
ing shot, others clubbed and others still
being hanged. The men lynched were
as follows:

., Parkerson, John C. Wickliffe and
others who signed the call, came
marching along and began walking
round and round the range of Clay
monument.
“Fall in, fall in,” was the cry, and the
crowd formed the procession, which went
around the railing several times. The
space inside the railing was occupied by
a dense crowd. Soon the speakers held
this position of vantage. A rush was
made for the narrow gate and in a min-
ute there stood a packed mass of human-
ity around the statue of the immortal
ay. There were fully 3000 people
within ear-shot, and more could be seen
struggling, pushing and running here
and there on the neutral ground.
Mr. Parkerson spoke first. He said
that once before he had appeared before
0| the le in grand mass meeting, as-
sembled to discuss matters of vital in-
terest to the community, and again he
faced the people of New Orleans to de-
nounce the infamous act consequent up-
on the most revolting crime in the an-
nals of any community. That act was
the finding of the jury in the murder
trial, and in that crime was, as every-
body knows, the foul assassination of
Chief Hennessey. “I desire neither
fame nor name nor glory,” said Mr.
Parkerson. “I am a plain American
citizen, and as a good citizen I am here.”
THE WORK OF THE MOB.
After the speeches the crowd started
for the parish prison, which they reached
at 10:30. After slight resistance the jail
was surrendered, the citizens rushed. in
and killed ten of the nineteen Italians
imprisoned there. Joe Macheca had a
pistol and shot Sergeant Herron in the
neck, inflicting a slight wound. Politz
was hanged to a lamp-post and Bagnetto
to a tree in front ofthe prison. After the
men had been put to death, Mr. Parkerson
aderessed the crowd, urging them to re-
turn to their homes or respective places
of busiuess without further demonstrat=
ion. When the Citizens Committee had
completed its work at the parish prison
it disbanded for the day.
Coroner Lemonnier and his clerk
reached the parish prison at about 12:30
o’clock. The coroner viewed first the
bodies of those lying in the yard.
The body of Rocco Geracei
was viewed. He had only one
wound in the chest. He died from
hemorrhage. Peter Monasterio, gunshot
wound in back of the head ; bruise on
neck. Charles Terahiar, ten gunshot
wounds in chest, anteriorly; one gunshot
wound on left slde of face;gunshot
wound on back of left shoulder
and in back.

—A Blue BookIssued Confirmatory
Previous Views.

Loxpon, March 17.—Bluebook is pub-
lished containing the despatches on the
Newfoundland question that have passed
between the English and French govern-
ments since June last. The despatches
which confirm the particulars already
cabled conclude with the joint accep-
tance of Messrs Martens, Rivier and
Grant as arbitration.

cent is Canada’s coldest locality in
January. This is due to its situation
in the interior of a continent, to its ex-
posed position to the blasts of a wind
direct from the outside cold of space and
the Arctic regions, as well as to the
passage of continental storms, or areas
of low pressure over the country south,
via the lake region and the St. Lawrence
Valley. These storms draw after them
great polar waves, which chill the whole
country from the Rockies eastward.
““THREE FIGURE WEATHER.”
The highest as well as the lowest tem-
peratures occur at Canadian stations in
the North-West. The dry atmosphere
is unduly heated by the sun’s rays over
the great American desert to the south
and spreads northward in the summer
time. The maximum reading at any
Canadian station during the past 20
years}is said to be 109 degrees at Medi-
cine Hat, Assa. Such “three figure
weather” is, however, not usual any-
where in Canada. Dnring July 1890, of
153 places recording, only 6 obtained
a maximum of 100 degrees and over,
viz.; Medicine Hat, Assa.,, 1021
degree; Chaplin, Assa., 102 degrees
Swift Current, Assa., 100.6 degrees; St.
Albans, Man., 1005 degrees; Maple
Creek, Assa., and Hillview, Man., 100
degrees. The high temperatures prevail-
ing in our North-west in summer are,
however, looked upon a8 a necessary
provision of nature. Crops, in regions
where the frosts arrive early, have to be
rapidy pushed forward toward maturity.
These hot days, and an atmosphere free
from humidity, have exactly the proper
effect.
The highest temperatures recorded at
representative stations throughout the
Dominion in July, 1890, were:

OUR ST. JOHN SCHOOLS.

In considering the report of the school
trustees of St. John to the Lieut. Gover-
nor and the Board of Education,we shall
not take into account the various grades
which are occupied by the pupils, the
fact that they are under instruction, itis
persumed, in such branches asare adapt-
ed to their mental capacities, and calcu-
lated to aid them in becoming good and
useful citizens, being sufficient for our
purpose.

A great many people both in 8t. John
and Queens will be disappointed that
there is to be no recount but they may
find some consolation for being deprived
of these interesting proceedings in a
recital of the adventures of Richard

O’Brien of the Globe on his way to
Gagetown.  Although Mr. C W.
Weldon was aware on Sunday
evening that there would be
no recount, he did not take the Globe
into his fid and therefore Mr.
Richard O'Brien started by the Flying
Yankee yesterday morning for ‘Welsford,
where he expected to get a team with
which to drive to Gagetown. It was
thought that considering the importance
of the recount no less person from the
Globe office than Mr. O'Brien would
serve the purpose and expose the plots
of the enemies of Mr. King. When Mr.
O'Brien got to Welsford he found a con-
siderable section of the Nerepis Valley
under water. He had a busy time
hunting up a team to arive him to Gage-
town but finally he succeeded in finding
a man who for a high reward was willing
to put him through to his destination.
The roads were in a dreadful state, how-
ever, and his progress was very slow. Mr,
O’Brien was 8o anxious to get to Gage-
town in time that he offered lavish bribes
to his driyer to hasten his pace but with
every effort it was late in the afternoon
before he reached Gagetown. When he
got there and found that there was 1o
t his natural blackness
a deeper hue and if he did not give ut-
terance to any profane words, he prob-
ably thought them over. Mr. O'Brien’s
wrath was not at all lessened when he
learned that one of the gentlemen at
Welsford who took the greatest inter-
est in hunting him up a team and send-
ing him off by it in hot haste to Gage-
town, had a telegram in his pocket at
the time informing him that there would
be no recount.

HOW CANADA I_SESHEPRESEITED-

The manner in which Canada is mis-
represented in England receives a singu-
lar illustration in the following letter
which appears in the British Trade Jour-
nal of March 12th :—

To teE Eprror oF THE Brrrisa TRADE

JOURNAL :—

Sir:—Goods entering the TUnited
States of America after the 1st March
next ave required, under the McKinley
Act, to be branded with words showing
the country of their origin, butby a
treasury minute issued ab ‘Washington,
Jan. 28th, 1891, and signed by Mr. Win-
dom, it is decided that goods for Canada
do not require to be marked, and as all
goods for that country must at this

enrolled; the p!
was 71, and the number of teachers em-
ployed was 121 In the second half
6488 pupils were enrolled, the percentage
of attendance was 67 and the number of
teachers 115. This_gave 54 pupils to
each teacher. This is & large number,
but under present circumstances it might
be impolitic as well a8 fruitless toagitate
for an increase in the teaching staff. In
the first term, 1890, we had 6789 pupils
enrolled, (433 more than inthe first term
of 1880); average attendance of 72-100
(1-100 above that of 1880); and 142
teachers ; in the second term there were
6786 pupils enrolled (308 more thanin
1880) ; average attendance 76-100 (9-100
more than in 1880) and 135 teachers ;
this makes an average of say 49 pupils
to each teacher, 5 less than in 1880.
These figures show us that during the
past ten years the number of pupils in
the public schools has increased in a fair
proportion with the increase in our
population ; the attendance is slightly
improved, and the teachers have a trifle
more time to devote to each of the
children under their charge. But the
_ fact remains that about three tenths of
our children of school age, in this present
year, as in 1880, are not enrolled, and
the seven-tenths who are enrolled, with
or without the consent of their parents
or guardians neglect to avail of the op-
portunities  which the state af-
fords, by means of which, in
one sense, all men are made
equal, and by means of which the found-
ations of all the great nations of the
'world have been laid and their prosperi-
ty maintained. Under present condi-
tions every taxpayer has a right to say,
«One half of the money appropriated for
school purposes is wasted ; for only one
half of the children for whom it is -ex-
pended are benefitted by the expendi-
ture; that is, on an average only
about one-half of the seats in our school
houses are occupied ;” and the state has
a right to say, “We build school houses :
we provide teachers: we procure all the
necessary appliances for giving allof our
children such an education as will fit
them for the exercise of the franchise,
_for making themselves useful to their
families and themselves: those oppor-
tunities are treated in many cases with
indifference : and in some with contempt:
zow we must resort to measures of coer-
cion.” Poverty is sometimes plead as
an excuse for the absence of chil-
dren  from the  public schools :
that without their aid on the
farm or in the workshop they
could not be suitably provided for. A
very flimsy excuse when the temporal
and eternal welfare of one's offspring is
concerned! When a child grows up
like a weed, that is without training in
mind or heart, in nine cases out of ten he
is a tax upon his parents or relatives un-
til they are able to cast him out upon the
world, where, the slave of his ignorance
and vices he passes a wretched existence.
But the child who in his school years is
assiduous in his studies, long before he
reaches manhood is able, and generally,
glad, to repay his parents much more
than a bundred fold for their sacrifices in
making him a man in mind as well as
in form. Since the parents ot our
children are so indifferent to the more
than parental solicitude of the state in
their behalf, and at the same time in
behalf of its own stability, the state can-
not postpone for long the addition of a
compulsory clause to our school act.

Canada is far from excessive; that &
temperatare of 40 degrees below is not
common ; that it has not occurred at
Montreal during the past 66 years, and
probably not in double that period ; that
the mean temperature of July at Mon-
treal (69.9 degrees) is higher than July
at Paris, France ; that the mean tem-
perature of July at Toronto (67.6 degrees)
is higher by 5 degrees than July at Lon-
don, England, to [say nothing of such
July mean temperatures as those at Point
Pelee, Ont. (72.6 degrees); Kingsville,
Ont., (725 degrees); Bathurst, N. B,
(71.9 degrees), etc.
“ABSOLUTE” RANGES.

The highest, or “absolute” temper-
atures ever observed at any place of the
globe are said to have ‘occurred at
Ouargia, Africa, on the edge of the
Sahara (127.4 degrees in the shade), and
130 degrees at Mursuk, Fezzan.

FIFTY DEG.

The average continuance in any year
of the daily mean temperature above
50 deg ranges from six months in the
Peninsula of Ontario and British Colum-
bia to about four months in the most
northern settlements of the Dominion.
At Windsor, Ont.,, Victoria and New
Westminster, B, C,, it is about 180 days.
At Sarnia, Ont., 172; Kingston, Ont., 170,
and Montreal Que., 160  days.
The five month limit of mean
temperatures above 50 degrees passes
over part of the Maritime Provinces—
leaving Quebec city with its 139 days to
the north—crosses the St. Lawrence near
Three Rivers, Que., proceeds thence to
Parry Sound, Ont., leaving Ontario near
Saugeen, where the limit is 148 days. It
re-enters Canada again in Eastern Brit-
ish Columbia. The whole of Manitoba
and the North-West have 135 days, or
Jess, with mean temperature above
50 degrees.

CONTINUANCE OF TEMPERATURES BELOW 329

The only Province that can boast of
a daily mean temperature above 32 deg,
(freezing point) for the whole yearis
British Columbia (from 120 deg. W. long.
to the Pacific Coast). East of 120 deg.
west, the daily mean temperatures rap-
idly decrease until Regina is reached,
where the continuance below freezing
point amounts to about five months.
At Winnipeg it has increased to
about 160 days.. Decreasing east-
ward, it is exactly five months at Port
Arthur, Ont., (152 days): at Rockliffe,
Ont., 148 days; Quebec, 150 days; at
Montreal, 125 days; (about four and a
half months); at Kingston and Sarnia
100 days; Toronto, 95 days; Windsor and
the southern peninsula of Ontario, bare-
ly three months. In the Maritime
Provinces the range is from three to
five months.

The mean daily range of temperature
for the month of July 1890 in Canada
ranged from 32 degrees at Sprucedale,
Ont., to 13.9 degrees at Fort Simpson, B.
C. The greatest fluctuation during any
single day of 24 hours occurred at Oak
Bank, Man., ( 50 degrees ) and the least
at Charlottetown, P. E. L., (23,9 degrees ).

At the time of the ripening of the
crops fluctuations of temperature are
sometimes of very grave consequence.
That our climate is not of a very fluctu-
ating nature is shown by the fact that
Swift Current, Assa., gave the greatest
fluctuation record ( from 100 degrees to
33 degrees ) of 66 degrees, put in general
the ranges did not éxceed 25 degrees to
30 degrees and in many instances were
lower. According to Greely the month-
ly ranges in Montana, Dakota and Neb-
raska occasionally exceeded 100 degrees.
So much for July and its comparisons.

A RULE WITH EXCEPTIONS.
