ingly that it has landed the province in
a bad financial muddle. An empty trea-
sury and heavy obligations to meet mean
serious trouble . for ‘the people, but what
does the combination care so dong as its
own interests are served? Our Kaslo
friend will find, however, that the sur-
est way to evoke the fierce wrath of the
government organs is to speak the truth
“conduct;
and it may quite confidently expect that
the World and the Colonist will treat it
to a rare dose of fishwife “language.”

MR. LAURIER'S SPEECH.

Torday we give the repert of another
notable speech in the tariff debte at Ot-
tawa—that of the Hon. Wilfrid Laurier.
At the outset the leader of the opposi-
tion announced his intention of confin-
ing ‘bimself largely to a review of the
drguments advanced by Conservative
speakers, and those who read the report
of his speech will see how effectively he
performed the task which he allotted
himself. . Any person who has even
lightly glanced at. the reports ‘of the
speeches will appreciate this piece of
keen sarcasm from Mr. Laurier: “In re-
gard to the speeches which so far have
taken place up to the present moment,
perhaps I may be allowed to remark that
in so far as the debate has been partici-
pated in by members and supporters of
the govermixent, it is”“characteristic that
one and all have expressed their un-
bounded satisfaction = with the amend-
ments proposed to the tariff, and perhaps
it would ‘mot be uncharitable to suppose
and to say that if there had been no
amendment ' whatever their satisfaction
would have been just the same, because
all their arguments you have heard were

_in support of the tariff just as it existed
and as if it had not been amended &t
all.” 'That is a desription of the Con-
servative members’ attitude as accurate
a® it is graphic.. The ‘‘enckoos”—inelud-
ing “British  Columbia’s own 'particular
contribution to the. flock—all have the
same song to sing. The tariff was all
right as it stood; the tariff is all right
now;. the. tariff would have been all
right if the Conservative government had
changéd ‘it in any other way. In fact,
to them the tariff appears all right so
long a8 it is the handiwork of the gov-
ernment whom the cuckoos delight to
nestle by, Mr. Laurier carried the same

| line of criticism-a litfle further in a

‘way that must have cansed Mr. Foster
8 slight  feeling ‘of uneasiness. “It is
‘within . the . recollection of every one
here,” he said, “that the whole of ' the
speech of the hon. minister of finance,
wherein he introduced his amendments
to the tariff, was a plex in favor of the
proposition that there was no necessity
or need for reform at all: - It was affirm-
ed that the tariff was-perfect in itself,
that this country wabenjoying an un-
bounded measure of prosperity and that
this was all due to the principle under-
lying the tariff, the principle of protec-
tion. For three hours at least the min-
ister piled up facts upon facts with the
view of proving that the country is pros-
perous. For three hours he wrestled des-
perately with facts and logic with the
same end in view.” It was most natu-
ral to ask why the minister after his
eulogy of the old tariff should have con-
sented to lay sacrilegious hands upon it
and maul it about so unmercifully. Read-
ers of the Times will remember that we
have more than once asked the same
question. If the ministers really believ-
ed what they said in regard to the coun-
try’s prosperity under the tariff as it
stood they were very far wrong: to make

‘| any change, te the disturbance. of busi-

ness and the unsettlement of affairs gen-
erally. By their own confession they
made changes in the fariff against their
own judgment. And why? Manifestly
because they feared the people. did not
think as they did on. the subject, and
they loved the fleshpots -of office more
than they regarded the prosperity of the
country. In brief, they acted like arrant
hypocrites. We need 'not further follow
Mr. Laurier’s arguments, trusting that
the public will take enough interest in
the subject to read the report of Mr.
Laurier’s speech for themselves.' " They
may feel certain of finding in it a eclear
and comprehensive review of the tariff
debate and a 3earching criticism of the
policy pursued by the government.

HURRAH FOR PROTECTION!

It seems safe to.assume that the peo-
ple of Viectoria will read with much in-
terest the report of Col. Prior’s speech
on the tariff which is given in our Otta*
wa letter to-day. If any. there are
amongst them who have been given to
doubt as to the wisdom of the policy of
protection they will surely havé ' their
doubts removed by « perusal of _this
speech.  'When the gallant colonel de-
clares that after listening to the debate
he is “if possible, more than ever an out-
and-out protectionist,” it is no. time for
any common ordinary individual to squint
towards free trade.. When the faithful
representative of this city finds fault with
the government for -making teduections
in -duties, though other unreasoning .peo-
ple upbraid it for not having made reduc-
tion enough, we must needs cry out that
here at least 'is ‘one man who knows
what is good for this great country in
general and for this province in particus
lar. The eolonel must be placed on #
_high' pedestal alongside of “Billy”’ Mac-
lean of East York, who boldly expressed
his conviction that the government was
very far wrong in paying the slightest
heed to the ‘“‘clamor” for tariff reform,
and who further declared that ’he “took
no stock” in any'such nonsense. . How
painful the contrast between the attitude
of these brave heroes of protection -and
that of Minister Foster and the Test of
the cowardly ministerial crew, who weak-
Iy gave way before the clamor- for tariff
reform! With the two-there is logic and
the courage of' their convictions. The
country was doing well under the old:
tariff; so why change it? The lesson
the situation should have conveyed sure-
ly was that since protection was doing
so much for us ‘the government ought to
lsave piled on more instead of  taking
some off. . The mistaken  folk ' who

s

-“‘clamered’’ -for-lower duties will .yet-find.|

out how far wrong they were and how
correct are the views of the unshaken
apostles of high tariff, including our own
colonel. - Let anyone look upon the dole-
ful ‘picture Col. Prior draws of what
British Columbia would be without high
duties and he will conclude at once' that
the fence should have been made higher,
not lower. With free trade our: people
would not be able to find money enough
to buy them bread; even the poor means
of living they have would disappear. It
follows, though the colonel forhore te
press his argument to this extreme point,
that under free trade nobody would: be
able to live in this fair province, and thc
great C. P. R. would quickly degenerate
into a ‘proverbial ‘“‘two streaks of rust
and a rightoffway.” Just fancy the
pitiable condition of a big province wyith-
out a soul in it and the wisdom and
strength of Col. Prior’s argument will be-
come fully apparent. Some misgivingy
we have, though, that the colone] in his
candor went a little too far, that he
made tbo great admissions. “I cannot
say that trade is presperous ‘in British
Qolumbia, nor indeed in Canada,” he
said. Then he affirmed that the stagna-
tion from which this country suff:*rs is
part and parcel with the Stagnation from
which the world in general suffers; Now
“Billy” Maclean made no such mistake
as to admit that Canada suffered in gny
degree; with him all was bright and rose-
colored, and herein he showed himself
superior to our.colonel as a logician. = He
did not lose sight of the fact that the N.
P. was devised as a_certain shield against
depression, and that its founders have
time and again claimed for it the utmost
efficiency in this capacity. It was wrong
of the Colonel to make this breach in his
own defences—donbly wrong in a man of
great military skill and judgment. Then
the colonel may have left hindgelf open to

Buchanan of New York as to the hosts
of the unemployed aad many other indi-
cations of ;hard times among our neigh-
bors he predicts that “the first epportun-
ity the peoplé of the United States have
of pronouncing their opinion upon free
trade at the polls the party now in pewer
will be swept out by a wind of popular
disfavor which can only be compared to
a ‘blizzard.” - This ig as forcible as it
is poetie, but unfortunately some ill-regu-
lated critic may come along and say, that
the people of the United States are not
living under free trade at all. On the
contrary they enjoy a very high degree
of protection. Through some mischance
the colonel has gdt things so far mixed
as to suppose that the Wilson tariff has
been substituted for the MecKinley tariff,
whereas it is in fact hung up in the sen-
ate, with an indefinite term of waiting in
prospect./. We very much fear that the
colonel’s picture of the distress and the
suffering among our neighbors will: be
taken by some as an argument against
extreme protection instead of in its fa-
vor, 'It is really too bad that his other-
wise unassailable logic and’ his -eloquent
periods” should have run the chance of
serious .damage from’a slight misunder-

standing of the facts.
THE EQUITY OF THE CASE.

The assignees of the estate of Green,
Worlock and Ceo., acting under advica,
and as they believe under the law, have
declinéd to recognize the trustee appoint-
ed at a meeting of creditors. Their reasons
for this course are set forth in a letier
addressed to Mr. Hayward, chairman nf
the meeting that appointed Mr. Beavin,
and which is printed in our local news
columns to-day.

Neverthelcss' the
object of the creditors was quite appar
ent, and as they claim to represent a
majority in amount of the creditors of
the bank, their wishes ought to be re-
spected. The: creditors want one repie-
sentative of their selection. If it is true,
as we are credibly informed, *hat ithe
creditors voting at the meetinz held in
the board of trade room, represented
more than half in amount of the ¢laims
against the bank, it is manifestly nnjust
that they should be told by a minvrity,
which includes secured creditors, = that
they can have no voice in th3 mannze-
.ment of the affairs of the defunct bank.

The MNews of Hastern Canada 'in Short

Clice’s large fruit and wine house,
near Winona, has been destroyed by fire,
including ‘1,000 gallons of wine, which
was in the cellar.

Prescott, Ont., town council has de-
cided that a new fire engine be bought,
together with a hook and' ladder truck
and a patent heater, the whole at an ex-
pénditure of $4,500. ; ;

New York, Apgil 20.—A decision by
Judge Beach' yesterddy, granting an in-
junction to restrain Jeanette G. Louns-

A Shoal in the Gulf That, Astonlgbed
Old Mariners. i n

New Orleans, La., April 20.—Captain
Gerchon of the steamer  Prof. i¥Morse,
which arrived here last night from Pu-
erto Cortes, Honduras, reports that on
Tuesday at noon, when he was about
125 miles from the pass in latitude 27,
longitude 88.28, the ship entered a large

| patch of green water und there was every
Jindication. of a.shoal of large . extent.

Green water extended on every side as
far as he could see, and there were rip-
ples plainly visible as in a river. . The
ship sailed for six hours, or a distance of
50 miles, before getting over the shoal,
and immediately a strong current was
met flowing in a south southeast direc-
tion at the rate of two, knots an hour.
The discovery of this shoal dumfounded
the capfain, as he had passed over. the
same course many times before and had
never noticed it. He thought it was

:formed by volcanic eruption or submarine

explosion.

The current flowing south-southeast
was noticed as a.most unusual occur-
rence, and the log. registered 135 miles
to the passes, when the true distance by
chart is only 104,, thus showing the
strength of its flow. The captain said
he, thought some very great disturbance
had taken place in the Gulf, and that it
would be necessary for the government to
send a ship to make a search for any
new shoals or currents. ’

This shoal was not the one reported by
Captain Dubois some time ago, as that
shoal was only ten miles from the mouth
of the pass, this one was at least 125.

Hon.: John Morley,
secretary for ‘“Ireland, introduced -he
Evicted Tenants -bill. It was proposed,
hg 8aid to establish a board of arbitin.
tion, whose term of existence would be
three years. 'This board: would be em-
powered to issue orders reiustating ton-
ants upon being petitioned to do so.
These ordem‘would be made condition-
ally; ‘but there. was no opposition on
the pagt of ‘the landlords they would Le
made absolute. Tn cases where the land-
!o;xh opposed the issuance of such orders
the board of drbitration would invest-
gabe the. matter and decide it finally.
Mea_nwlnle the tenant would reoccupy his
hpldmg until a fair rental was fixed
either by the board, by arbitration or

by the land commiission.

‘Th_e board of arbitration might, ac-
cording to the térms of the bill, direct the
payment of arrears and costs to an
amount not exceeding the sum of two
yea.rg’ rental at the old figure. In case
a reinstated temant’s house should have
been destroyed, Mr. Morley .said the
board of arbitrators would have power
to advance to him a sum not exceeding
£50, to be unsed in restoring the buildiag.
No evicted tenant’s petition should be
heard before due nofice should have beon
sérved on the new tenant. If the new
teqant should offer any objection, that
objection must be treated as an absolate
block _on thg)lnaik!t'm of the -board.
Iftha‘a’ew tenant shenld give his assent
to the matter, the arbitrator would then
proceed to fix comipensation.

Coming to the question of the funds at
the disposition of the board, Mr. Morl:y
said it was proposed to - appropriate
£100,000  from the temporalities of the
Irish church. .- (Opposition cries of “Oh,
Oh, greeted this statement.)

Civilization in Okiahoma—Eight' Persons

The
marshals met Broce Miller, one of the
gang, and the fight commenced. This
was on McElhoy's ranch, fifteen miles
this .side: of Ingalls’.  Bill Dalton and
Bill Doolan were near by when the fight
occurred and went to Bruee Miller's as-
sistance and a regular, fight took place.
The messenger left the place of cenflict
last night at '8 o'cdlock. They say that
eight pewsons in all had been killed, and
the Jatest news from the field of conflict
is that"a running fight is still in progress,
and it looks very much as though the
outlaw gang would be swept out of ex-
istence. The price for Bill Dalton’s cap-
ture, dead or alive, is $2,500, and the
price for: Bill Doolan’s head is $1.500.

Robert ' Henderson Scott, foreman of
the Northfield mine, died shortly before
11 o’clock yesterday morning at his resi-
dence on the Wellington road. For close
on twenty years Robert Scott has been
intimately connected with the New Van-
couver Coal company and the Welling-
_ton -collieries since 1876, when he first
‘came to Nansimo from Puget Sound.
Mr. Scott had been ailing for some time
“On ‘Sunday last the deceased underwent
‘an operation, and a few hours later he
became very much worse, and the doc-
tors in attendance realized that their pa-
tient ‘was ‘suffering ‘from 'a ‘severe affec-
tion of the heart. Detween 11 and 12
o'clock yesterday morning he passed
away. Robert Henderson Scott was
born April 27th, 1834, in Lanarkshire,
Scotland, where his father was engaged
in mining. At an early age Mr. Seott
commenced work underground, amnd rap-
idly rose to positions of responsibility.
For several years. prior to his leaving
Scotland he was engaged either in con-
tracting or managing mines in Lanark-
shire and Linlithgowshire. In 1865 Mr.
Scott left his native country for Jack-
son county, Illinois, where for several
years he had charge of some large mines.
In 1875 he came out to the coast, and
for a few months was engaged in mines
on Puget Sound. The following year
Mr. Scott came to Nanaimo, and for a
period of two years worked in the em-
ploy of the Vancouver Coal Conipany.
He then took a position at Wellington
in the Dunsmuirs’ mines and remained
there for ten years.. Mr. Scott was in
the mine when the terrible explosion-oc-
curred at Wellington in 1879, but was
not injured. TIn 1889 Mr. Scott resigned
his position at Weilington, intending to
return to Scotland, but just about!that
time Northfield shaft was opened and
Mr. Scott got the contract for the work
of development. Since then Mr. ®cott
has continued at Northfield. The' de-
ceased was marriad in July, 1853,  to
Mary, daughter of William Rowan, ‘of
Lanarkshire,. Scotland. His wife and
several children survive him.

TO PASS THROUGH CANADA.

Mr. George Griffith, of England, who
recently left London.for the purpose of

Here is what a recent issue of the Lon-
don Globe says in regard to Mr. (rif-
fith’s trip: By an extraordinary combina-
tion of circumstances it .was possible for
for any one leaving London yesterday
to get around the world, weather and
other circumstances permitting,
days—or in eight days less time than the
present record, which now stands at 74,
to. the credit of a lady journalist, Miss
Nellie Bly, of sthe New York World.
Miss Bly travellel by the eastera route
-~that is to say, from New York via Liv-
erpool, London, Calais, Brandisi and the
Suez canai. At 11 o'clock yesterday Mr,
George Griftith, who had already been
round the world three times, and with
-whomthe ' writer-nhad a chat a-few mo~
ments prior to his departure, left Char-
ing Cross for the purpose of reducing
the existing record to 66 days. ‘Do you
serioasly imagine it possible to ecircum-
vent the globe in 66 -days, when three
years ago it was found impossible to
aeccomplish the task in less than T4 days,
travelling at the greatest speed?”’ was
the first question put. “Most decidedly,
provided trains and steamers do their du-
ty aeccording to schedule,” replied Mr.
QGriffith., Schedules allow, as far as
steamers are concerned, a slight margin
for weather and accidents, that is to say,
sometimes they arrive a little ahead Uf
schedule time. It is to that that I'am
trusting, plus a few hours between con-
nections. The combination of connec-
tions of which I am availing myself has
only been found after months of exam-
ination of time tables and sailing lists,
and it is the only time that will \eccur in
its present series probably for several
‘years to come. It gets me to Yokohanin
the day before the departure of the Cu-
nadian Pacific = steamer for Victoria.
These steamers only leave fortnightly.
My longest wait for schedule time is «t
Yokohama, wheére I shall have under:12
hours. In other words, the steamer has,
after travelling 9,195 miles, to 'arrive
within half a day of its appointed time,
or my whole object will be frustrated.”
“That being your longest wait,” what is
your shortest?”  ‘“Ten minutes at Mou:

He Takes Major Mutter to Task for
showing Some Inde-
pendence.

- Duncan’s ‘April 21.—The agricultural
hall’ was comfortably: filled with the eféc-
tors of Cowichan at Hon. Theodore Da-
vie's meeting this evening. Mr. Duncan
took the chair and called upon the at-
torney-general to address the meeting.

Hon. Mr. Davie stated that he intend-
ed addressing the electors in every por-
tion of the province, but that he consid-
ered it only right that his own constitu-
ency should be the first to hear him
publicly explain political matters. He
said some of the issues raised by his
opponents were sound and some were un-
sound, and that he would answer them
briefly. He intended during the cam-
paign to defend himself and his govern-
ment and not to make attacks. The op-
ponents of the government took advan-
tage of the hard times to criticise the
government for the country’s debt, but
notwithstanding the assertions of their
adversaries the credit of the province
was second in the money markets of
the world. He defended .the action.of
the government in spending the intestate
estates fund and other funds, as it did
not -have to borrow so'long. as it used
these funds. Heé compared the debt of
“the province with that of ‘the cities' of
 Victoria and - Vancouver to show the
debt of the provinee was nut an-extraor-
dinary éne. He accused Mr. Beayen of
7using the whole of the intestate estates
fund without having the right to do 'so.
‘g8 his government was not-paying: for
it The premier then dealt with the Na-
kusp & Slocan railway matter. He said
the charges against the government wers
utterly hollow. . Its opponents were even
so rabid that in the end they accused
the members of the government of per-
:sonal corruption.. They had the oppor-
tunity - of .calling the members of the
government before a committee «f the
house, and it would not be a whitewash-
ing committee, as the minority would
have every opportunity of inquiring into
the matter and the evidence would have
been made public. The opposition would
not have been ruled out of erder had
they moved for a royal commission. How-
ever, the commission was appointed.
Both its members were above reproach
and never interfered in politics. . Mr.
Davie then quoted numerous figures to
show the government’s arrangements
with the Nakusp & Slocan railway com-
pany were all right. The Nakusp
Slocan matter was a very difficult one |
to explain, but he advised the electors,
to read his speeches on the matter, which
he had printed, and which he would
be pleased to send to any elector who
might drop him a card. He answerad
the charge that the road was not being
built in a ‘proper manner by saying tlat
all railway contractors would scamp
their work if they got a chance, but it
was impossible for them to do so in this’
case, as the road had to be built accep®
tably to the C. P. R., the Dominion gov-
ernment and the provincial government:
He dealt with the conversion of the debt
of the province, and stated that in this,
as in other matters, Mr. Beaven’'s policy
was-to tell half truths, and a'man -vhe’
tells half truths can tell big lies. Mzl
Davie declared that Cowichan could gain
“no ‘fdvantage from joining :theg /prasi-
tion‘tvith Beaven as leader, and warned:
the electors that if they did so.the pros-
perity of .the district would end. . The,
government always gave Cowichan lib-
eral appropriations; and opposition - talk
would not give the district roads, streets
and bridges. The roads in Cowichan
were better than in other districts, thanks
to the government. Things would have
been immeasurably worse for the dis-_
trict had the opposition been in power.
He had interested himself in the im-
provement of' the Cowichan river &nd
had instructed Mr. Haslam to secure the
services of a thoroughly skilled enginecer
to see what should be done in the mattar.
In closing he said that the election was
approaching and that he had nothing to
fear and trusted in” the good sense of
the people to return him and his party,
as he had a straightforward tale to tell
and they were going to march to victory
like well trained soldiers through a mob,
as the opposition were.

Mr. Croft, after thanking the eleetors
for -past . honers,  said-he.was net.a can-
didate for re-election.

Dr.. Lewis Hall stated that he had
been asked by a number of the electors
to stand for the district, but as he had
not time te conduct a personal canvass
he would not offer himself as a candi-
date.

Major Mutter, of Somenos, on rising
to speak, was greeted with applause. He.
said what Cowichan wanted was a resi-
dent member who could look after theé
interests of the district. The attorney-
general had told them a great deal about
railways. which they did not understand,
but what they were interested in was
what concerned the district in general
and the repairing of the Cowichan river
in particular. He criticized the action
of the government for its lack of ‘inter-
est in the matter. He took the pttorney
general to task for the statement that
he had made in public in Nanaimo to
the effect that the country was not ad-
apted for sheep raising. 'The attorney-
general might know a great deal about
law, but he knew nothing about sheep-
raising, and he (Major Mutter) believed
the country 'to be particularly adapted
for that industry. He asked the suffrage
of. the people as an independent support-
er of the government. That did not wmean,
as the Colonist stated, that he would be
an oppositionist. The Colonist sesmed
to take it for granted'it knew everything,
and he thought it did the government
more harm than good.

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MEMBERS AND FREE PASSES.

A Bribe That Robs Legislators of Their
- Independence.

When Mr. Mulock introduced the bill
to regulate ocean freight on cattle, tle
dealers in. Montreal sneered at what they
considered his presumption in meddling
with affairs he did not understand, and
the Montreal Star promptly published x
cable - dispatch to the effect that! the
dealers in ‘Eingland were laughing at him.
As the Montreal dealers have since prac-
tically ‘“confessed  that he knew better
what he was about than they did, it is
presumed the laugh in England has by
this tifme got around te the other side of
the face. ' ‘He has smce introduced an-
other bill, but of this one we have not
heard that it' has provoked anything like
laughter. It is very short, containing bat
two clauses. The first one reads:

“No’ member of the senate or of the
house ‘6f commons shall be carried, by
any railway, to and from Ottawa in con-
nection with his dttendance at the ses-
sion of parliament, either free or at any
rate less than that allowed to the zeneral
publie.”

“The second is merely an amendment of
the deélaration whicu it is necessary to
make ‘in respect to sessional indemnity
and mileage. It is a short bill put rull
offnatter, and so fdf'the persons ~oncern-
ed“liavé ‘not been khown to grow merry
over it. ' In fact, the popular -belief is
that' it has had a ‘¢ontrary effect, ani
that'silent curses have been evoked «.n the
head of the too scrupulons member for
North York. It is no news, perhaps, to
the“electors who send members to parlia-
ment to be tola that tnese very fine gen-
try are in the yearly habit of travelling te
OttatWa with' passes in their pockets and
drawing their mileage as it they had paid
their way.. At ten cents ¢ mile, the rate
allowed, this in many case amounts up to
a- considerable sum.
bia member for example, whose residence
is 2800 miles from Ottawa, draws 3560
in mileage, although he has been carried
to the capital on a free pass. The amounts
in the cases of our Northwest members
are by no means insignificant, and with
the exception of Senator Boulton, who is
understood to have returned his pass,
every man Jack of them travels to Ot-
tawa and return without any charge for
railway fare.. It is a species of petty
thieving, of course, but as it has teen
sanctioned by long usage the members
experience no difficulty in reconciling
their consciences to it.. They think the
mileage is a legitimute perquisite, al-
though they must of necessity know that
they draw it under a false pretence. The
Jawsinteuds that the gentlemen who. give,
their-time to pa’fiiam‘en’taty affairs at Ot-
tawa shall not be out of pocket! it is not
proposed to recompense them, but inerely
to indemnify them aguinst loss. There-
fore the law allows them a thousand dol-
lars eackr to maintain them in a suitable
manner while in attendance at the ses-
sions,, and it further provides that the
country shall also pay their way to and
from the capital at the very liberal rate
of ten cents a mile. It does not cost ten
cents a mile to travel in Canada, inglud-
ing railway and sleeping fares and meals
on the way; but the country cannot af-
ford. to split half-pennies in .matters of
this kind, and accordingly a liberal allow-
ance is made. X !

It has been the policy of the C. P. R.
gince -its inauguration to keep members
of parliament and local legislatures in its
pay, and no sooner is a member elected
than he is presented with a pass: This
may not be the invariable rule in the case
of provincial legislators; but it is the vn-
failing practice in the case of members
of the commons and senate, .'T'he other
railways have followed the example of
the C. P. R., and the sum of ‘it is that
every session members come flocking to
Ottawa from all directions with a rail-
way retainer in ‘their pockets. = This Js
so corrupting that it is infinitely worse
than the petty thieving which follows. A
member  of parliament should be above
the contemptible fraud of taking mileage
under such circumstances, but when he
sits “in parliament with a railway pass
in his pecket he has sold his independ-
ence.  This is espeeiglly true in the case
of the C. P. R., which is in attendance
every session  knocking 'at the door of
parliament for some legislative favor.
How can these men act independently,
and hold the scales evenly betwesn the
company and the country, when they
have accepted the company’s bribe? For
that it is, look at it how we may. It
is a bribe and it is intended as a bribe.
These favors are bestowed in expectation
of favors to be returned.  What are
members of parliament, that they should
be singled out as a class to whom rail-
ways should give the privilege of free
transportation? It cannot be that they
aré objects of .charity, for however Jittle
is to be said in praise of some of them
they are not tramps and begg_ars, nor
are they selected because of their jover-
ty. And there is the less reason for char-
ity in"their case.in the fact that the
country has already provided that thay
shall be taken to Ottawa and sent home
again at the public expense. The r:}il-
ways give them passes to gain favor with
them, to put them under a compliment,
to .earn their gratitude under a sense of
obligation, and therefore the transaction
is a bribe. ' Dees anyone suppose that
the Northwest"members would be 30 si-
lent in the face of the complaints against
the freight rates if they had not for the

time sold themselves to- the C. P. R,

With those passes in their
pockets they are not free men. That is
worse than the petty thieving which is
committed when taking mileage under
the false pretence of having paid their
fares, though this itself is so bad that
a stop should be put to it.

A frivolous fan
Of festive Japan

In no other part of the world is the
fan an article of so great importance as
in the east; this is not alone due to the
climate, which makes it a necessity for
‘“cooling the air,”’"but to the especial sig-
nificance attached to it as a symbol of
authority, and in some cases as an em
blem of royalty.

The origin _of the open fan, which the
Japanese call uchiwa and the Chinese
shan, is lost in the mists of antiquity.

Where it came from they
do not state, but we find it mentioned iu
the literature of the ancient Egyptians
and Assyrians, and specimens have been
exhumed from their buried cities.

That we hold as reprenensible
the practice of appointing non-residents
to - official positions in imterior districis,
and ‘we maintain that all offices, where
practicable, should be filled by residents
of . the district whierein the official por-
forms duty.

Second. Special and private legislation
not only consumes too great a part of the
timee that should be devoted to the ‘con-
sidemation of public measures, but it
leads to .practices that tends to lessen
confidence in the integrity of the legisla-
tive wssembly, and through it an insido-

MAULED BY A BEAR.

A Tennessee Hunter Gets Into Close

They fell to:the ground in the struggle
which ensued, and rolling over and over
they dropped off a ledge of r ck-a twelve

The bear happened to fall underneath,
and during the momentary shock: which
followed -the half dead man managed to
draw from his belt his hunting knife,
which fortunately had remained undis-
turbed, and plunged it with all the little
strength he had left into the animal's
neck, severing the jugular vein. . This
. ended the  battle.

The bear soon loosed his hold and died,
but, his slayer was: too badly hurt to
leave the.scene of the struggle. His con-

The flesh was terribly lacerated and
the bones of the lower arm so badly shat-
tered that the brave fellow will probably
lose that member entirely.

A Professor Attempts to Cure Patients
at the Asylum—Tests Fail.

tendent, Dr. Bentley.
ed an intérview, in which the professor
stated that he was possessed of certain.

‘been enabled to give great relief to many
people suffering in mind and body. He
had not made a scientific study of hyp-
notism, he said, but the power came to
him in some unexplainable way, and tha
peculiarity, was that when by means
of his undefinable powers pains in other
people were relieved he subsequently suf-
fered the same pains, but in an increased
degree. He asked Dr. Bentley’s per-
mission ‘to exert his influence on some
of his patients, feeling confident he could
cure disease_ of the brain in any whose
will was nof stronger than his own.

Dr. Bentley has necessarily made hyp-
notism a study, and though he does not
practice it himself was willing to give

fit any of the patients, with a view of
ascertaining the results from a scientifie
point of view. Not wishing to bear the
whole responsibility, the doctor invited
several other medical gentlemen to be
present, and ten o’clock this morning was
fixed for the test. s

The professor arrived at the asylum
this morning shortly after the hour fixed
and no time was lost in beginning opera-
tions. Dr. Bentley, Dr. DeWolf Smith,
Mr. Phillips, the steward, and a member
of the press were present. Prof. Suth-
erland asked for a patient with lighter
hair than his own, and one with auburn
locks was brought in. .This man is suf-
fering from  religious mania. For sev-
eral years prior to his brain giving way
he had been stndying religious works,
and finally became crazed. He is now
under the impression that he was sent-
to institute a new religion.

The patient was placed in a chair, and
submitted willingly to the professor’s di-
rection. ‘A more childlike and bland: sub-
ject: could not have been selected. Suth-
erland first made a few light passes over
the patient’s temples, then from the fore-
head back, and then over the sides of
the head again. These passes were con-
tinued for several minudtes, when, no
effect being apparent, the professor threw
off his coat, called for a glass of water,
and wetting his hands, rédoubled his ef-
forts to place the patient under hypnotic
influence. Half an hour’s hard work
failed to accomplish the desired end, and
the operator gave up the attempt and
asked for an ‘easier subject. Dr. Rent-
