The hostility of the Freemasons of
China to the present dynasty has passed
into history. Some 40 years ago they
made an attempt to overthrow the then
ruling sovereign and place oneZof their
own choosing on the throne, but, after a
vigorous and bloody contest, the Mason-
ic forces were defeated.

Since then the numbers have grown
until it is believed that one-third of the
men in the kingdom have taken its
terrible oaths of secrecy, fidelity and
obedience.

Gen. Lao Lee, who was a leader of the

‘| Masonic forces in the former revolt, is

still living at the age of 85, and is high
in the counsels of the order. It is he, so
it is said, who is especially anxious to
learn the aititude of the Chinese
Masons in America towards a second
attempt to “down” the dynasty, and to
what extent they can be depended upon
to lend the cause substantial assistance.
A Herald reporter paid a visit to Har-
rison avenue yesterday,and on the pre-
mises formerly occupied by the Chinese
theatre found a prosperous Chinese
cigar store, the proprietors being Messrs.
Pang Sung and Chin Quaon. Mr. Pang
Sung wears American clothes and speaks
English véry well. He is a well read
man has ideas of his own, and express-
es them with decision. In the course of|
a general conversation the Herald man
asked him: ‘Are you a Freemason ?
‘Oh, yes, I am Freemason,” was the re-
ply.

This answer must not be construed as
meaning that the speaker was a ‘free
and accepted’ member of the great Ma-
sonic fraternity of America. It means
that he is 2 member of that great secret
society of China, whose title has been
translated as Masonic, since the term
best conveys its elements of secrecy and
fraternity.

“Have you heard anything about the
uprising against the Chinese Emperor?
“We Masons tried to kick the King
out 37 years ago, and I think we will
try it again now. I understand the
movement is started already, but you
newspaper wen would know if any big
ihing was done before I would.”

“Are all the Chinese Masons against
the present Emperor?”

“Every man of them. He’s no China-
man, anyway. He’s no right on the
throne. He and his forfathers have
ruled China for 300 years, but they are
not real Chinamen. Their family comes
from an outside country.

“You know in Europe they have thd
Dutch and the Prussians and other real
Germans. The present Emperor of China
has no more place on the Chinese throne
than a Dutchman would have on the
throne of Germany. He isn’t a Mason,
and he couldn’t become one.

“The influence of the whole line has
been against progress,” continued Mr.
Pang Sung. “They would not let the
people have any machinery, or build
any railroads, or learn anything that
their forefathers had not known.

“By and by they found that they must
do something, and they got Americans,
Germans and Englishmen to come and
teach them trades and manufactures.
A greenhorn Chinaman doesn’t know
anything. He doesn’t dare go out on
the street here for fear some one will
kill him. I didn’t know anything when
I left China, 20 years ago, but I have
seen something of the world since, and I
think I know more.”

“Are the soldiers of the Emperor
Masons ?”

“Great many of them are ; so are the
officers of the King. The second man
in the kingdom is a Freemason.

“No one knows in China who is a
Freemason, or who is not. That is those
who are not Masons don’t know, but
those who are Masons, of course, know
their own men.

“But they don’t all know who the
head Mason is, nor where he lives.

“I knew whem in China where some of
the chief Masons lived, but not the high-
est of all. Everything is done with the
greatest secrecy. The generals and high
officials who are members of the order
help us secrétly all they can, but when
it is a matter of choice between serving
the order and saving their necks or their
places, they let the order go. They
know they will be able to do more for
the Masons in the end to be discreet and
cautious, and even unfaithful at times.”

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THE CENSUS.

The people of St. John are determined
to have a new enumeration of the inhab
itants of this city in order to correct the
census returns, which they believe to be
incomplete, and they are not to be deter-
red from their purpose by the hysterical
shouts of the disloyal Globe and thesilly
Telegraph, or by interviews with the
enumerators, who of course affirm that.
they did their duty. Some
of the interviews  which the
Telegraph publishes this morning are
curious, to say the least: Mr. 8. E. Stevens
who was entrusted by the government
with the counting of the people in that
part of King’s ward from Union street
to City road, only got about 1,400 names
where he should have had 2,000. He
tells a story about a woman who with
eight of her family were about to go to
Colorado- and leaves the reader to as-
sume that most of the people of King’s
ward were going in the same direction.
He admits thatthere are more dwellings
than in 1881, but says that does not
matter. The old people still keep their
houses, but the young people are all
gone. 1n some houses he found perhaps
an old couple and a daughter who were

_-doing sewing. Now, if the young people
have all gone eut of King’s ward, itis re-
markable that new houses should be
needed or occupied, and it is still more
remarkable that the number of voters
should increase. A glance at the num-
ber of voters on the list at the time of
the general elections in 1887 and in 1891
shows that the voters of King’s ward in-
creased in number between these two
periods from 716 to 870,and the following
comparative table shows that the in-
crease took place in every polling dis-
trict in King’s ward :—

The list used in 1891 was made up in
1889, and the Telegraph, for a month or
more previous to the election, kept
shouting that tens of thousands of Can-
adian voters were being disfranchised by
voting on an old list. That there was
an increase in King’s ward not only in
the voters on the list but in those who
voted, is shown by the following election
figures for 1887 and 1891:—

The number of votes polled in 1891

was just one greater than in 1887, but

that is enough to show that

the population had not declined in

the four years which had elapsed be-

tween the two elections. The vote for

Mr. Ellis, however, shows a heavy de-

cline, but itis well known that 40 or

more of his faithful supporters refused

to vote for him at the last election be-

cause they had not received sufficient
encouragement.

Mr. John Kinney, who took the names
in Sydney ward, says he returned 2,200
odd names. The population of the ward
in 1881, was 2,484. Yet new houses have
been built in the ward since 1881 and
none have been destroyed. The num-
ber of voters in Sydney ward increased
from 492 in 1887 to 616 in 1891, and al-
though there were only 401 votes polled
in the' ward at the last election as
against 403 in 1887 that was simply due
to lack of encouragement, a consider-
able section of Mr. Ellis's supporters
having braced themselves against the
neighboring buildings and declining to
he maved towards the polling place be-
. ause there was no money going, As a
congequence of this Mr. Ellis’s vote in
Sydney ward fell from 241 in 1887 to 211
in 1891

Mr. Calvin Powers, who was enumer-
ator for part of Queens ward throws
some light on the alleged decline in St.
John’s population. It  appears that
every servant girl in the city who has a
home elsewhere in the province was not
counted in the recent census. As there
must be about 2000 servant girls in the
city in this position, and as the names
of such servants were takenin 1881, a
very considerable decline may be thus
explained. We fail tosee any good rea-
son why such domestics were not taken,
for while they may have homes else-

THERE EJ_USTICE.

When on the the 12th. of April 1861
they fired the first shot of the war of the
rebellion on Fort Sumter—one of the de-
fences of the harbor of Charlston, 8. C—
it was declared that the shot was fired
in defence of state rights and not for
the perpetuation of human slavery. And
when on the 15th. of the same month
President Lincoln issued a call
for 75.000 volunteers to uphold
the integrity of the American
union it was declared that the govern-
ment had no desire to interfere with the
institutions of the South, but that its in-
tention was to protect itself againstin-
surrection, no matter what might be its
magnitude. Undoubtedly, the great
mass of the people of the South were
honest in their belief that they opened
the war in defence of state rights, and
undoubtedly nine-tenths of the people of
the north thought they were fighting,
not for the rights of men, the grandest
object for which men ever fought,
but for _the perpetuation  of
the union and its  principles.
The Republican was pained to be called
an abolitionist, the Democrat was griev-
ed to be called a traitor, and the outery
from both parties when Gen. Butler de-
clared the slave a “contraband of war”
was unanimous. Such men as Lloyd
Garrison and Sumner and Wendell Phil-
lips and Emerson were regarded as pa-
riahs, yet they were among the wisest
of their generation and saw God’s sword
in the fight. They saw the shadow of
his overhanging vengeance which® was
merited no less by the North than the
South and  which fell alike
on both. Though emancipated no suit-
able atonement has yet been made to the
bondsmen that survive and their schil-
dren. By no human agency can the
wrongs they have suffered be sufficient-
ly atoned for, but farther atonement can-
not be avoided. All of the advantages
of education,the rights of property,of the
franchise, will yet be accorded to the
blacks of the south, and bitterly as it
may be opposed by both of the domin-
ant parties, within a few years the ex-
slaves will be among the
pensioners of the nation. Even then they
will be poorly recompensed for & bondage
10 less bitter than that from which God
set Israel, as he set them, free.

WOMEN PHYSICIANS.
Dr. Lucy Hall Refates Some Wrong
JIdens About Them.

A reporter for the Epoch had an in-
teresting interview with Dr. Lucy M.Hall
of Brooklynon the subject of women
in the medical profession. Dr. Hall, who
is an eminent woman physician, was
graduated from the medical department
of the university of Michigan and studi-
ed surgery in the schools of London and
Dresden. She was formerly resident
physician and professor of physiology
and hygiene in Vassar college and has
had sole charge of the Woman’s hospi-
tal at Shelburne, Mass. She and Clara
Barton, the philanthropist, were the
only female delegates to the internatio-
nal conference of the Red Cross at Carls-
ruhe a few years ago.

Asked how many women physicians
there are in the United States, Dr. Hall

OrrAwa, Sep. 2— On motion to go in-
to supply, Sir Richard Cartwright took
the floor and made a speech about the
census. He affirmed in a toneof great tri-
umph and with alook of almost seraphic
joy that all his lugubrious statements
made inthe past ten years were trae.
By assuming the extraordinary natural
increase of 2} per cent, Mr. Cartwright
claimed to have proved that something
like a million and & half of Canadians
had gone to the states in ten years. He
closed by moving a resolution setting
forth in form his statements, of which
the population was not what it ought to
be, also containing statements as to debt
and taxation, and closing witha state
ment that there was an imperative de-
mand for a radical change in the policy
and methods of the present govern-
ment.

said:

«] cannot state exactly how many
there are at presentin the United States,
but two years ago the estimate was
placed as high as 3,000 or about one to
every thirty-three doctors of the male
gex. There are now about fifty colleges
to which women are admitted in the
United States and Canada, fifteen of
which have been built for women’s Jes-
pecial accommodation. I believe that to
all the Western universities having
medical departments women are admit-
ted. The great university at Ann Arbor,
Mich., is one of the largest and best
institations of the kind in the
country. There women are graduated
as physicians on the same terms as men.
No medical diploma stands higher than
those given by this university.In the East
there are no coeducational medical col-
leges this side of Syracuse, N Y. At
the Women’s college of the New York
infirmary, founded by Elizabeth and
Emily Blackwell, the women pass their
examinations under the same men who
examine the graduates from the male
colleges.”

“What kind of practice do women
physicians generally have?”

“A wrong idea seems to prevail on that
subject. Of course our patients are ex-
clusively among the members of our own
gex. But some persons suppose, that
women physicians attend only to obster-
trical cases and to complaints peculiar to
the femele sex. This is not the fact.
Competent women treat all kinds of dis-
eases, both of women and children. It
is but natural, however, that women
should prefer to be treated by any of
their own sex for the kind of troubles
referred to. Under such circumstances
the relation between the patient and her
physician is much more confidential than
when the practitioner is of the opposite
Sex.

“Another point: it is sometimes main-
tained that women are two sensitive to
make good surgeons. The fact is that in
nearly all the trying conditions of life
where pain or danger is involved women
are as heroic as men. It is more than
likely that the doctrines of Malthus
would never have been propounded,
much less discussed, if, under the law of
‘nature, maternal obligations had belong-
ed to the male instead of the female sex.
Women endure pain more stoically than
men do'in surgical operations, and their
presence of mind and ability to render
help do not leave them in times of acci-
dent. I recall the experience of a cer-
fain lady who is now a prominent
physician. When she was a girl she
lived in the country near a lumber
mill. In the course of the work ab
the mill incidents of a more or less seri-
ous character would frequently occar.
The nearest physician lived miles away
and when th& call for ‘help’ came on
such occasions the young woman was
the first to respond. She gained a good
deal of simple surgical experience in
this way and never shrunk from per-
forming any service within her power.
One day the exciting announcement was
made that one of the workmen had fall-
en beneath the circular saw. Not a
man had remained in the mill to aid
him in his perilous position, nor would
one of the sterner sex venture back
to the building for the purpose of rescue-
ing his companion. The young woman
promptly went to the assistance of the
sufferer and saved him from his desper-
ate situation.’

#Should a woman not become a phy-
sician merely because she is 4 woman ! i

«Tt is sometimes said, in & sneering
way, that the woman who becomes a
physician, in some degree, at least, un-
soxes herself. I once heard of this
charge being mildly made by a male
member of my profession, one of the
purest and sweetest minded men I have
ever known. The lady physician to whom
he made the remark said to him:
Doctor, did you ever stop and think
which one it is who is unsexed, the man
or the woman? The male doctor enters
the very sanctum sanctorum of the home;
he treats wives and young girls and
stands in the most confidential relations
to them. Would he be admitted if
he were just an ordinary man? Did you
ever stop and think that the male doc-
tor must unsex himself much more than
the female doctor? The physician was
honest enough to admit that he had nev-
er looked at the subject in that light.
Really, however, there is no sex in med-
icine. In thefuture, when we shall have
made a little more progress, no such
talk will ever be heard; the question
will simply be one of competency as to
who can best do this, that or the other
thing in the cure of disease.

“The fees of women physicans range
from $1 to $10 a visit; the average fee
would probably be between $2 and $15
a visit. Of course women perform a
great deal of service in the way of char-
ity. There are several women doctors
in Boston and several more in New York
and vicinity, the yearly income of each
of ‘'whom averages from $20,000
to $25,000. In Philadelphia the high-
est figure reached seems to be about $15,~
000. An average of the annual income
from fees of seventy-six graduates of
Pennsylvania medical college, taken ten
years ago, was $2,007.30. Only ten of
the seventy-six admitted that their
earnings fell short of $1,000. Women’s
practice has largely increased since then
and the average now would be consider-
ably higher.”

“Do you think that a woman who
practices medicine ought to assume the
responsibilities of married life?”

«personally, I do not see how the wo
man physician has time to get marriedy
though we have a shining example to
the contrary in the case of Dr. Mary
Putnam Jacobi who is the wife of a phy-
sician and has reared children on scien-
tific principles. It is a fact, however,
that many women do marry after they
enter the profession, and what is _more,
many of them marry hysicians. Wheth-
er the masculine M. D.’s find their sister
professionals 8o attractive as to be
irresistible, or whether it is a secret con-
spiracy on their ﬁart to deplete our

ranks, and eventually exterminate us, I
am unable to say.”

He might well have for one hour ceased
to be the vituperative and unreasoning
partisan and appeared in the usual guise
of acandid and deliberate statesman
and legislator. Sir Richard had reflect-

ed on those whom he called “the false
prophets,” opposite which Mr. Foster re-
marked he felt authorized to do,inasmuch
as at least one of the ten thousand
gloomy predictions of Sir Richard had
been in some measure redlized. The
minister of finance went on to a discus-
sion of the census returns showing that
both in the United States and Great
Britain, as well as in Canada, the last
census was disappointing and had not
shown the same increase as the previ-
ousdecade. In Great Britain and the
United States city population had in-
creased at the expense of rural districts.
For years writers in economical journals,
in reviews and in the press generally
had heen discussing this problem.
Among the causes given were the
natural tendency to seek more intense
life and the greater possibilities af-
forded by centres of population,
and another cause was the de-
velopment - of farming machinery,
which enabled a smaller number of
farm workers to cultivate the same or a
larger area with better results. Hon.
Mr. Foster could not see how the Cana-
dian tariff could have driven the people
away to a country with a higher tariff,
nor could he see the point of Sir Richard
Cartwright's assertion that he and his
party were bent on putting down cor-
ruption. It was not so many years
since Sir Richard and his comrades had
an opportunity to punish corruption
and to suppress what they now call a
subsidized or reptile press. The coun-
try would remember how the late gov-
ernment used that opportunity, and to-
day the party had a fine opportunity to
get in its work in a proyince not far
away.

This allusion to the Quebec scandals
called forth some uproar among the
opposition members, but raising his
voice, Hon. Mr. Foster said that in all
the records of this country it had never
before been seen that contractors were
obliged to pay a political agent $100,000
in order to get a provincial government
to grant a contract and that this money
was used to provide for election protests
against members of this house.

These unpleasant reflections greatly
excited the Mercierites opposite and half
a dozen began shouting back at once.

The liberal conservatives broke into
cheers as Hon. Mr. Foster, - pcinting
straight at Messrs Cartwright and Laur-
jer continued: “You had better look
after the Langeliers, the Pacauds, the
Merciers—who are now attached to the
skirts of your party—who, would have
had the control if you had been success-
ful in the last election. If they had ob-
tained control you would have had a
grand spectacular performance, compar-
ed to which the events now coming to
light in Quebec enquiries are but a side
show.”

Hon. Mr. Foster then took up the ques-
tion as to the effect of the government’s
trade policy on population, stating that
when the present government came into
power the financial condition of the
country was worse than it had ever
been before or since, and that more
people were then;leaving Canada than
at any time before or since. He argued
that the change of policy had kept many
artisans and *mechanics in {Canada who
otherwise would have departed, and that
if the Cartwright policy had been con-
tinued the population would today have
been much less ‘than it is The census
returns, moreover, did not make any
such showing as Sir Richard represent-
ed. The census of ten years ago was
taken on an entirely different basis and

included thousands of persons who would
not have been counted under the
system adopted in the late enumeration.
e pointed out that the Northwest had
now become fairly accessible and that
henceforth those who moved westward
would not be obliged to go to a_foreign
country to find prairie farms. He closed
by areference to Sir Richard Cartwright’s
claim that the great majority of persons
who left the country were Cartwright's
political friends and expressed the opin-
ion that Cartwright's speeches had a
good deal to do with their departure.
The debate on Cartwright’s amend-
ment was continued until nearly mid-
night by Mr. Charlton (opgosition), Mr.
Sproule (government) and Mr. Cameron
of Huron. Mr. Mackintosh moved the
adjournment to the debate.

DOMESTIC DISCIPLINE.

A Great
has its Rise in Carlstadt, New Jer-
sey.—It is to Put a Limit to ‘“the
Woman who Dares.”

[Brooklyn Eagle.]

The verdict of the jury in a recent
wife beating case at Carlstadt, N. J., is
well calculated to revive the drooping
courage of the henpecked element of
that community. 1t used to be the pri-
vilege of the husbands in England, be-
fore it had earned the title of merry
England, to discipline their refractory
better halves, provided they use a rod
no thicker than your thumb.
For some reason or  other
this provision of the common law has
ceased to retain the respect once paid to
it. If a‘man undertakes to flog his wife
there now, no matter how much provoca-
tion she may give him, the chances are
that the balffs will scoop him and that
he will suffer in damages or imprison-
ment for such an attempt to establish
domestic harmony and obedience. But
in Passaic county, N.J., the modern
English prejudice against corporesl dis-
cipline does not seem to prevail, so that
when a wife excites the displeasure of
her lord and master she is liable to be
whaled for it.

The exponent of the old English com-
mon law in the case tried by the Carl-
stadt jury was a Mr. Patrick Mullen,
whose name indicates that he is of
Pheenician origin. From the evidence
adduced Mrs. Mullen must have greatly
irritated bim. Her condition after Mr.
Mullen had asserted his connubial priv-
ilege made it manifest that he bad re-
sorted to a degree of punishment which
could only have been justified on the
theory that her rebellion was of the
most aggravated character. Although
it is well known that husbands of Pheen-
ician extraction, when enraged at the
obstinacy or disobedience of their
wives, are apt to interpret the old
common law principle rather too
liberally in their own behalf, the
twelve good and intelligent jurymen
of Passaic county found no fault with
