Dawson, Y. T„ Sept. 28.—In the face 
of the Yukon river's closing, one of the 
largest rushes in the history of Alaska 
or the Yukon is now under way to 
Ruby, below Gibbon. It is estimated 
that two or three thousand people will 
arrive there. The Northern Commer­
cial Company has landed a barge with 
several hundred tons of supplies and 
some other traders have goods. Ruby 
is mostly a tent city, but hundreds of 
cabins will no doubt be started imme­
diately. The recruits are mostly from 
Iditarod, which is being largely desert­
ed by prospectors and laborers for the 
winter, because it is really only a 
summer camp.

The stampeders are going by gaso­
line launches and steamers. It will be 
the greatest army of diggers in the 
north that will be tearing up the Ruby 
district this winter-

Comparatively little gold has been 
located there, which makes the magni­
tude of the stampede an anomaly. Few 
spots seem so encouraging, however, 
and old timers declare they are posi­
tive that the gold will be found on the 
benches or elsewhere.

Edmonton, Sept. 27.—The ratepayers 
of Edmonton and Strathcona decided 
yesterday in favor of amalgamation. 
The question has been under discussion 
for some months and a joint commit­
tee has had a large number of 'sessions 
in drawing up a basis of union, 
agreement was finally reached which 
has proved satisfactory to a large ma­
jority of the people. The name of the 
new city will be Edmonton and 
final- step in amalgamation will, be 
brought about by an act of the legisla­
ture during the coming. session in 
November. The combined population 
will be over 35,000, as Edmonton’s pop­
ulation is now placed at about 30,000, 
while Strathcona has been 5,000 to 6,000.

The new high level C. P. R. bridge 
will be completed by next summer and 
this will afford quick means of connec­
tion. The agreement adopted by the 
ratepayers will give much improved 
car facilities over these at present and 
will also guarantee Strathcona ali ad­
vantages which Edmonton will receive.

Irondale as the place of business has 
been called is ideally situated on Port 
Townsend bay, in Puget Sound, and 
already a busy village has sprung up 
providing residences for the 300 em­
ployees of the plant and their families.

According to a statement of one of 
the ministers at one o’clock, there Is a 
general desire In the council to get the 
government's resignation Into the 
hands of His Excellecy as soon as pos­
sible. How soon that can be Is doubt­
ful. In 1878 winding up occupied a 
month, and In 1896 two weeks. The' 
difficulty is the accumulation of work 
in the spending departments. The 
heads of these departments mast esti­
mate the length of time necessary' to 
finish up In each branch.

Reports will then be made to the 
council and the date of resignation de­
cided upon.
. A large amount of routine, business re­
quiring the passing of orders in coun­
cil has accumulated during the ab­
sence of the ministers since the cam­
paign opened and they will have a, 
busy week or so ahead of them before 
they' can take a much-needed rest at-, 
ter the stress of the past year.

One of the routine matters that will, 
be put through before the cabinet re­
signs will be the completion of the 
formal arrangements to put into ef­
fect the bill passed last session guar­
anteeing the bonds of the Canadian 
Northern Railway for the uncompleted 
section of its transcontinental line 
through Ontario. The Act providing 
for the guarantee received the final as­
sent before dissolution and the passing 
of the order in council enabling the 
company' to go ahead with its financ­
ing of the road is in. accordance with 
the instructions of Parliament.

The resignation of Hon.
Parent, chairman of the National 
Transcontinental Railway Commis­
sion, will, as foreshadowed yesterday, 
be handed In before the government 
goes out of office. If he is not taken 
into the new ministry as minister of 1 
railways Haughton Lennox, member 
for Simcoe, will probably be appointed 
to succeed Mr. Parent. It is said that 
both Mr. Lennox and E. Â. Lancaster 
have long been in training for the rail­
way portfolio when the Conservatives 
should come into power. Mr. Lancas­
ter is now said to be out of the run­
ning and Mr. Lennox may have to give 
place to one of the other numerous 
Ontario aspirants for cabinet honors.

Hon. Geo. E. Foster was early on the 
scene and to-day had a conference 
with Mr. Borden. He is said to be al­
most certain of a place in the new 
ministry, but not as finance minister.

In the Liberal party there is a 
strong desire in evidence that Hon.

In the last House Girard, although 
elected as Conservative, voted 
the Liberals as a rule, but is pledged to 
support the Conservatives in the new 
House and there Is little doubt that he 
will be found on the right of the 
speaker now that the political for­
tunes of the party led by Mr. Borden 
are in the ascendant.

Hon. Mr. Lemieux’s defeat in Gaspe 
leaves him in possession of the seat in 
Rouville, where he succeeded Hon. L. 
P. Brodeur, former minister of marine 
and fisheries.

The return of the two Conservatives 
in yesterday’s election gives Borden a 
representation of 28 from Quebec,

London, Sept. 26.—A news dispatch

The Socialists have ar­
ranged for the movement as a protest 
against the occupation of Tripoli, and 
it is expected that the strike will be 
rigidly enforced in all the principal 
cities.

When we visited the Harrison Lake 
hatchery r there . were seven million 
sockeye salmon eggs and fry in the 
building; these are the chief canning 
fish. The other three million were 
spring salmon, Mille a few cohoes and 
dog salmon, much inferior breeds, 
were being hatched for exhibition pur­
poses planned by the government.

An interesting fact is that there are 
2,600. spring salmon eggs to1 an Im­
perial quart measure. Of cohoe It 
takes 4,000, and of dog 6,000 to make 
the’ Same measurement, while it re­
quires 6,000 rapids sockeye and 7,000 
Morris Creek sockeye to fill- such a 
measure. A female spring salmon will 
average from 5,000 to 10,000 eggs, and 
a female sockeye 2,000 to 5,000.

Eggs are secured at different times, 
and of course hatch correspondingly. 
The fry never leave the trough In 
which they are born till they are sent 
out into thé world to work for them­
selves. At this period they are from 
one and a half to two jnches in length. 
Care Is taken not to place them in deep 
water, and extensive shallow places are 
selected where they may become used 
to their swimming powers, and learn to 
seek their own food before testing life 
in wider waters.

We make these reflections as the logi­
cal Inference from the news Which came 
over the wires yesterday respecting the 
personnel of the company which met 
and welcomed Mr R. L. Borden on his 
arrival at Ottawa.

The Information is that Mr. Borden 
is immediately to face problems of 
tariff revision and that the revision 
demanded is to be decidedly of an up­
ward tendency. The president of the 
Manufacturers’ Association was among 
the first to give Mr. Borden the glad 
hand and he was followed by an im­
mediate petition from one branch of 
the united manufacturers over which 
he presides—the woollen manufacturers 
—for an increase in the customs duty 
from thirty per cent, to fifty per cent. 
This is to afford protection for the 
Canadian manufacturer of woollen 
goods against the importation of wool­
lens from Great Britain. That is the 
first evidence and the earliest illustra­
tion of how Mr. Borden's scheme for 
an Imperial preference is to be worked 
out. It is an emphatic intimation that 
the people who placed Mr. Borden In 
power intend to exact their pound of 
flesh; not from Mr. Borden, it Is true, 
but through Mr. Borden from the wear­
ers of clothing In the Dominion of 
Canada.

Unwilling to wait until Mr. Borden 
had taken the oath of office'as Prime 
Minister, these hungry vultures are 
demanding that he pledge himself to 
“raise the duty still higher.” Without 
the decency to await his selection of a 
cabinet he is introduced to the ulti­
matum that he surround himself with 
such men as will not be slow to insist 
on tariff increases. This is the first 
real guarantee that Premier McBride is 
assured of a place in the Federal coun­
cils. Mr. McBride has already assert­
ed his adherence to the principle of In­
creased tariffs and announced his 
readiness to endorse such a policy. His 
pi a,ce in the cabinet is, therefore, as­
sured.

The amazing thing about the demand 
of the woollen manufacturers is that 
the increased duty they ask will most 
seriously affect the importation of wool­
len goods from the United Kingdom. 
For the fiscal year of 1909-10 the im­
portations of woollens and textiles of 
wool imported from the United King­
dom into Canada reached the enormous 
sum of $20,285,803, the amount imported 
from the Lfriited States beinè but $997,- 
670, the total from the two countries 
amounting to $21,283,473. In addition to 
these amounts and varieties of woollen 
goods Canada imported from Germany 
and France similar articles to the value 
of $2,208,018, or a total importation of 
woollens reaching the sum of $23,491,- 
491.

But it will be the same policy in 
purpose, in method and in effect; and 
it will be ratified by the popular vote.

Gnce inside the doors, 
our ears were assailed with the rush of 
many waters that -were working hard 
for the government.

The caretaker, Mr. Robertson, watch­
ful of his charges, promptly took us in 
hand, and thus prevented us from “go­
ing fishing.” There were ten million 
fish in the building, which is 220 feet 
long and 40 feet wide. It contains 160 
hatching troughs, each of which holds 
six baskets. These troughs average 
90,000 fish apiece, and their bottoms 
were literally solid, inches deep, with 
fish. And such Wee, wiggling, pretty 
chaps they wefe. All stages could be 
seen, from* the funny ones with only 
their wee bit of a tail thrust out of 
their egg-cradle, and those more ad­
vanced, which carried their “bread­
baskets” around with them, to the al- 
most-ready-to-leave-home fish. And 
they were colored from the most ex­
quisite and dainty coral pink of the 
newly-born to those of a lovely silver 
which were trying their wee fins and 
finding out that home was not just like 
it used to be. Anything more beautiful 
in coloring than thousands upon thou­
sands of tiny pink fish with the sun­
light aslant them, is something-difficult 
to find.

During September and October traps 
and nets are set in Morris creek, Trout 
and Silver creeks and the Harrison 
rapids ; the great object being to se­
cure the salmon as near spawning time 
as possible. When fish are found to be 
“ripe” the eggs of the female are ex­
pressed into a pan and the fertilizing 
“milt” of the male thoroughly mixed 
with them. The eggs are then carried 
to the hatchery and placed in the bas­
kets ready for them in the troughs.

The period of incubation is entirely 
determined by the temperature of the 
water. The warmer the water the 
quicker the eggs will hatch, and vice 
versa, though the fry are much 
stronger if hatched in water of low' 
temperature. During incubation great 
care is exercised by the attendants to 
see that no “bad” eggs are allowed to 
decompose and so injure the neighbor­
ing good ones. When the eggs hatch, 
which may occur (according to temper­
ature) in from 30 to 150 days, the little 
fish drop through the elongated meshes 
of the basket into the trough, where 
they lie on the bottom. They are pre­
vented from rising by their “sac,” a 
small bag of nourishment provided by words to 
nature, which is attached to their 
stomach. They live on the contents of 
this by the method of absorption for a 
period of time varying (according to 
temperature) from 30 to 90 days. It 
is only when the sac is used up that- 
they are able to swim, and it is then 
that they begin to look Tor food. At 
this period the caretakers must be pre­
pared -to meet their needs and place 
them in little creeks and shallow coves 
to scramble for themselves. Their fos­
ter-mother, the hatchery, cannot sup-

pipes and is distributed to each of the 
160 troughs, through which it travels 
at great speed day and night, 
glacier water and is too cold to hold 
the hand in for any length of time, yet 
those tiny fish are born and live their 
baby days in it. They are thus very 
hardy and in first-class condition when 
let loose.

The increase on the first cost of these 

goods which will be charged to the con­
suming public of Canada if the manu­
facturers obtain their request will be 
$4,698,298 and it will not matter whe­
ther Canadians buy Canadian, British 
or foreign 
Should the consumers choose to buy 
Canadian goods, the money will go 
into the pockets of the already over­
rich manufacturers. Should they buy 
foreign or British woollens, the tariff 
levy will go into the treasury, but in 
either case it must come out of the 
pocket of the consumer. In any case 
the futnure is not reassuring to those 
who must purchase.

BLACK SALMON RUNNING,

Fishermen at Gray’s Harbor Reaping 
Big Harvest—Silversldes Run 

Soon.

Aberdeen, Wash., Sept. 28.—Fisher­
men In Gray’s Harbor are reaping a 
harvest by the big run of black salmon 
which are now entering the harbor in 
large numbers.

VERDICT OF JURY
Evidence in Case of Hamlin 

Not Conclusive Enough to 
Prove It Suicide

After deliberating for not more than 
a minute the jury empannelled to in­
quire into the death of Frederick Ham­
lin, whose body was picked up in the 
water beneath the Point Ellice bridge 
on Tuesday morning, brought in a ver­
dict of “Found Drowned."

The first witness, Dr. Rayner, stated 
that he had held a post mortem exam­
ination and found that death had been 
caused by drowning. Bernard Atoch, 
a French fisherman, and Constable Mc- 
Lellan testified to finding the body and 
having it removed to the B. C. Funeral 
Furnishing parlors.

The evidence of John Jones, proprie­
tor of the Fountain saloon, disclosed 
the fact that on the "day of his disap­
pearance, September 15, the deceased 
had acted in a peculiar manner and 
might possibly have been contemplat­
ing suicide. Jones stated that Hamlin 
came into the barroom between 1_ and 
1.30 p. m., and said he had quit his 
job because his boss had roasted him 
for not delivering a rush parcel as 
quickly as he might have done. He 
also said that if he did not get work 
within three days he would leave Vic­
toria forever. He then asked for a 
drink and Jones, thinking he looked 
sick, advised him to take brandy. After 
swallowing the liquor Hamlin turned 
to a third person In the room and of­
fered him a dollar, saying, when the 
man rejected the money, that he had 
better take It then for it would be his 
last chance. Hamlin then left the bar­
room and Jones saw him shortly after­
wards walking towards the Hall Gro­
cery Company’s stables, where he had 
worked.

Charles Hall, of the Hall Grocery 
Company, told how the deceased came 
into the stable, which Is only a short 
distance from the Fountain saloon, at 
about 1.30 on September 15, and bade 
him good-bye. Hamlin was drunk at 
the time and fell while walking through 
the yard. Hall advised him to lie down 
in the stable and have a sleep but 
Hamlin said he would not, muttering 
that he was drunk and drunk forever. 
He then walked out, going in the di­
rection of Rock Bay.

The jury, thinking the evidence not 
conclusive enough, brought in an open 
verdict. The following acted as jury­
men: R. C. Wright, foreman; John 
W. D. York, F. Hodgson, K. C. Ander­
son and E. Beaney.

Money to the amount of $1.35 was 
found in his pockets upon recovery of 
the body. It was said that Hamlin had 
$50 on him on the day before his dis­
appearance, this being his wages from 
the Hall Grocery Company.

MORE TRAINS RUNNING.

Prince Rupert. Sept. 27.—The rail­
way company has started its new 
schedule of three trains a week, which 
is a gratifying evidence of the large 
increase of business with the interior 
stoce the train service was opened.

Another change the company has 
made will help still further to increase 
the business. Hitherto passengers and 
their baggage were only booked to 
Van Arsdol, where they had to check 
their baggage and again buy7 tickets 
on the steamers, for which, in many 
cases, they had a tedious wait, 
made it more convenient to take 
steamer direct.

Now both passengers and baggage 
are booked through to Hazelton and 
care will be taken to have the steam­
ers make close connections with every 
train, An arrangement to this effect 
has been entered into by the railway 
company7 with the Hudson Bay steamer 
Hazelton and the steamers of Foley, 
Welch & Stewart.

This cannot fail to expedite travel 
and increase both travel and tràde. 
Also the reduction in freight charges 
will prove a great stimulant, 
class freight the saving is oijly about 
*10 per ton at present, but on gen­
eral merchandize it amounts to fifty 
per cent.

Four carloads of lumber have been 
dispatched for the building of a fine 
hotel at Littleton.

Local shippers will be interested In 
the voyage of the American barque 
Acme, Capt. Park, which will begin this 
week from Tacoma, partly because she 
carries the largest cargo of lumber 
taken by a sailing vessel from the Pa­
cific to the Atlantic coast, and also be­
cause she has an enviable record as a 
sailer. The Acme has finished her cargo 
and shifted to the stream, 
probably be towed to sea by one of the 
Standard Oil Company’s steamers.

The cargo of the Acme, furnished by 
the Pacific National Lumber Company, 
is interesting in many ways. She has 
some of the largest timbers ever car­
ried from Tacoma, and the Washing­
ton Stevedoring Company established 
a new record in loading her, stowing 
more cargo below her deck than she 
has ever carried in any complete cargo 
previously,. The last time the Acme 
carried lumber to the Atlantic she 
loaded on the Columbia river, and had 
about 2,422,000 feet. This time she will 
leave with 2,833,818 feet.

Another interesting fact in connec­
tion with the departure of the Acme 
is that she carries one of the most 
valuable cargoes ever taken from port 
in a sailing vessel. Her lumber Is valued 
at *50,000, but in addition to this she 
has a shipment of pig lead for ballast 
which is worth about *90,000. It was 
loaded at the Selby7 smelter before com­
ing to the Sound. It is for delivery at 
New York. Her lumber cargo is destin­
ed for New York and Bath.

Some of the big sticks taken by the 
Acme measure 130 feet in length and 
are 30x30 inches thick. She has others 
80 to 90 feet in length, 36x36 inches 
thick; 118 feet in length. 24x24 inches 
thick, and a quantity of small stuff. 
She carries about 125 octagonal ship- 
spars for Bath.

Capt. Park has had many years ex­
perience at sea in sailing vessels, but 
his coming voyage in the Acme is said 
to be the first time he has ever been 
in command of a vessel carrying a 
cargo of lumber. He says he expects to 
make the voyage In 125 days.

His party had for 15 years 
been in the ascendancy, and it was 
now the will of the people of Canada 
to change their allegiance to the party 
presided over by Mr. Borden. While 
he could wish it otherwise, he had no 
fault to find, no complaint to make, 
and he accepted the verdict. Parties 
might come and go, hut Canada would 
live forever.

After a humorous reference to the 
changed positions they, would occupy, 
he concluded by suggesting that Mr. 
Borden invite Earl Grey to visit Can­
ada on the completion of the National 
Transcontinental railway for the pur­
pose of traveling on the first train to 
be run from Halifax to Prince Rupert.

R. L. Borden, in his first public 
speech since election, opened with a 
cordial personal tribute to the splendid 
energy and vigor which Sir Wilfrid 
had displayed in the struggle just 
terminated. He spoke in eulogy of 
Earl Grey’s career in Canada, and 
agreed with Sir Wilfrid that there 
were laurels stjll to be won by him in 
the empire.

Turning from personal matters, he 
dwelt on the splendid way Canada had 
surmounted the difficulties Ih the 
past. These difficulties, he said, 
had been greater than those which had 
confronted the United States in earlier 
periods of their career. The growth of 
Canada would proceed upon autono­
mous lines In the development of the 
empire. No Dominion would be called 
upon to surrender any powers of self 
government, but progress would be 
made in organization of trade and de­
fence.

Wagon Drivers Think They 
Should Have Been Warned 
—Story of a Pavement

The moral responsibility of the police 
officer on street duty was brought into 
question at yesterday’s session of the 
city police court, and the evidence sub­
mitted, which was of a rather informal 
nature, did not exactly tend to show 
that the particular guardian of the 
law in question was precisely “on to” 
the ethical aspect of his job.

To calmly stand by while an offence 
was being committed against the muni­
cipal statutes and then-effect the arrest 
of the offender may certainly answer 
the official requirements of an officer's 
uniform, but at the same time it is 
open to doubt if it is the best means 
to adopt for developing, not merely the 
offender, but the constable himself, to 
a higher appreciation of the law. Of 
course on the other hand, as was con­
clusively proved in the court house, it 
is an excellent means of filling the civic 
coffers.

It all occurred in this way. 
street, which is a point of discharge for 
wagon loads of many kinds and com­
modities, has recently been decorated 
with a real sidewalk. In the past wagon 
drivers were wont to pass over the 
“sidewalk” to the point of “debarka­
tion” without let or hindrance, there 
being nothing in the way which could 
suffer hurt by their so doing. A side­
walk, however, is not the sort of thing 
for wagon loads to hurtle over, and of 
course it had to be protected.

The method adopted for its protec­
tion was rather curious. A constable 
was posted to look after the point, but 
instead of warning the wagon drivers 
not to drive over the pavement, which, 
as wagon drivers, they no doubt 
thought they had acquired a prescrip­
tive right to do from long and unchal­
lenged usage, he escorted them (one or 
two at least) over the sidewalk and 
then arrested them, or took such steps 
as resulted in their appearance at the 
court to respond to the charge.

The offence was obvious, and the 
magistrate had no option but to fine 
the offenders, which he did to the ex­
tent of 85 each, a gentle process which 
(there being eight of them) brought to 
the police treasury the comforting sum 
of $40. Quite a decent day’s work—for a 
constable. One or two of the victims, 
while admitting that they rode the side­
walk, claimed that not only were they 
unaware of the fact that they were 
committing a breach of the law by so 
doing, but that the constable saw them 
do it with a calm and sober eyiç with­
out challenging, their intention, al­
though he must have been aware from 
previous experience, what they were 
about to do.

Chiasso, Switzerland, Sept. 26.—Ac­
cording to late advices received here all 
Italy except a section of the Socialists 
demands the speedy opening of Tripoli. 
Meantime the Italian government is 
taking advantage of the present op­
portunity to experiment in the partial 
mobilization of troops, 
fleet is ready for war, including the 
smallest-and oldest ships; the coast 
fortifications have been strengthened 
and sixty steamers have been charter­
ed for the transportation of 35,000 sol­
diers, war material, aeroplanes, dirig­
ibles and Red Cross workers.

The contingent of soldiers kept in 
service after their time had expired, 
with the reserve called, brings the 
standing army to 80,000 above normal. 
The troops intended for Tripoli are 
centred chiefly in the Naples, Sicily 
and Taranto barracks.

Seattle, Wash., Sept. 26.—Sixteen days 
from Nome the steamer J. L. Lucken- 
bach, under charter to the Western 
Alaska Steamship Co., arrived in Se­
attle yesterday at noon, 
sailed from Nome.on September 9, put 
in at Dutch Harbor on September 16, 
and since that time nothing was heard 
of her until she came steaming down 
the bay yesterday. Not until she pass­
ed Port Townsend yesterday morning 
were the fears for her safety quieted.

The Luckenbach’s charter to the 
Western Alaska Steamship Co. has ex­
pired, and she will be turned over to 
Balfour, Guthrie & Co. for a voyage 
from San Francisco to New York, with 
a cargo of barley.

The British steamer Amerity arrived 
in Seattle last night from San Fran­
cisco and will probably go on the dry 
dock before loading cargo.

Retiring to a Beautiful Home 
at Los Moiinos in 

California
FALLS TO DEATH.

In the person of Stroud L. Redgrave, 
Inspector of police, whose retirement 
from office was tendered to and ac­
cepted by the police commission yes­
terday afternoon, the city of Victoria 
has had, and is now about to Jose, the 
services of a redoutable guardian.

Having served the city for twenty- 
three years Inspector Redgrave has 
made up his mind to retire. And hap­
pily for the attainment of this laud­
able desire he is the possessor -of a 
rich and flourishing fruit ranch in 
that sun-kissed part of the world 
known as Los Moiinos, near Red Bluff, 
California, acknowledged to be one of 
the finest fruit-growing areas in the 
world.

His intention to retire has been 
known for some time, but as the 
inspector is still a comparatively young 
man it was thought that a few more 
years of work might be got out of him. 
The call of the south proved irresist­
ible, however, and in a few days he 
will shake the dust of Victoria from 
off his fleeting feet and hasten to his 
beautiful home in Los Moiinos.

Like most men who threw in their 
lot with the police forces of the west 
in the early days Inspector Redgrave 
is not without those elements of in­
terest in his composition generally 
summed up under the head of “ex­
periences.” Born in Toronto in the 
year 1861 (which reveals the fact 
that he is but fifty to-day) of English 
parents he came to the city of Vic­
toria some thirty-five years ago. His 
first acquaintance with the police was

WITH GREAT SPEED

TRIAL OF DAY GOES 
OVER TILL SATURDAY

isMineral Rubber Company 
Forging Ahead With 

Contract

Police Officer From Toronto 
Being Brought Here by De­
fence to Identify Bullock

During the past few weeks munici­
pal Interests in the city of Victoria, as 
elsewhere throughout the broad Do­
minion, have been submerged in the 
“greater issues” whiSh were palpitat­
ing the minds of the people, and it is 
only now when the perspective has had 
time to resume its normal condition 
than an intèlligent appreciation can be 
accorded the many works which have 
progressed either considerably or to 
completion during the period of mental 
recess-,,And., perhaps no work of civic 
importance h(ts progressed so rapidly 
during that specified period as the work 
of the Canadian Mineral Rubber Com­
pany, which consists of the paving of 
the city streets with asphalt.

To a large extent, at least after the 
initial test on Yates street, where the 
public confidence must have been gain­
ed fully and freely, the work of the 
company has elicited little interest, and 
certainly no complaints. Having seen 
the pavement on Yates street and 
praised its beautiful surface and be­
coming contour the critic goes home 
satisfied that his day’s work is done— 
the only alternative is that his occu­
pation is gone, for criticism of such 
work is superfluous when it is not im­
pertinent—and the result is that the 
•paving operations which are at present 
being carried on in the Ross Bay dis­
trict attract little or no attention from 
anyone save those who reside in the 
immediate locality.

It may safely be stated that contract 
work on such a large scale seldom at­
tained such a spirit of mutual confi­
dence on the part of the divergent in­
terests, divergent only In the sense of 
division, for of course it must be ap­
parent that it is as much in the inter­
est of the paving company to merit the 
appreciation of its employers as it is 
in the interest of the city to see that it 
gets what the contract called for. Every 
pavement laid by the company is guar­
anteed for a number of years, which 
means that if anything goes wrong 
with it they will have to fepafr it at 
their own expense, a consideration 
which ought to weigh something 
against the indiscriminate suspicions of 
the carping critic.

There are so many pavements laid 
now, however, particularly in the. Ross 
Bay district, where the company has 
been operating for some time, that it 
is possible to test at first hand the 
resilience of the new surface and the 
consequent exhilaration of speeding 
over it in an automobile or other 
vehicle. Practically all the sectional 
streets running from Cook street to the 
Bay are either completed altogether or 
are in such a condition of preparation 
for the final layer of asphalt that their 
.early completion is assured. The state­
ment is made on the authority of the 
manager that this section of the work 
will be completed in ten days, after 
which the “smoke-dust” gang will hie 
themselves to another section where 
the concrete surfaces await their last 
attentions.

Touring round the Ross Bay section 
one is struck by the remarkable uni­
formity that has been preserved in the 
contour of the pavements, and the skill 
with which the accessories, such as the" 
curbs and gutters, have been fitted into 
the scheme so as to render their junc­
tions not only unobstrusive but alto­
gether unnoticeable save to the closest 
inspection. Glancing along the edge 
of a finished pavement one might be 
pardoned thinking that the whole thing 
had been modelled in clay and then 
dumped down upon the street. An­
other remarkable fact in connection 
with the work as it is being carried on 
at this point is that the only street 
held up is the one which is being as-

The Day trial was yesterday after­

He had seen Bullock working 
at a store on Queen street, Toronto, In 
the vicinity of the fire hall at which the 
chief was then stationed.

“To the best of my belief and knowl­
edge he is the same man,” said the fire 
chief yesterday afternoon. “I always 
knew him as Alf Bullock in Toronto. I 
may be mistaken. I remember him as 
a boy and he used to play the snare 
drum in the fife and drum band. It 
was a pleasure to listen to him. When 
I came to Victoria I saw him once when 
I was through' the store room of the 
Victoria Machinery Depot and he tele­
phoned me later, saying he was Alf 
Bullock, and asking me why I had not 
spoken to him in the store room as I 
passed through. I do not remember 
him getting into any trouble there.”

Leon Camsusa, of the firm of P. Mc- 
Quade & Company, said that Day had 
acted as launchman for the firm and 
he might have bought over-stores, con­
demned stores, surplus stores, and 
stores from distressed vessels. During 
the Japanese-Russian war, witness said, 
several ships brought excess stores 
here and offered them for sale. Paint 
is the principal article the ships have 
to sell. It would be either condemned 
or accumulated paint.

An interesting visitor to the city at 
the present time is the librarian of the 
Union House of Assembly at Capetown, 
South Africa. Rev. Dr. Flint, who is 
making a tour of Canada, is leaving 
at an early date to attend the great 
Methodist gathering at Toronto, where 
so many prominent members of the 
denomination from all over the world 
are gathering.

Dr. Flint, who was librarian of the 
old Cape House of Assembly before the 
union of South Africa came into being 
last June, was continued in his office 
by the new government, and therefore 
as a public officer he is reluctant to 
talk South African politics.

As a librarian he has, during the time 
he has been travelling in Great Britain, 
in Canada and in the United States, 
been making an investigation into 
modern conditions, and will carry with 
him a record of numerous improve­
ments which he hopes to see installed 
in the library of the South African 
house. The parliament buildings, which 
are delightfully situated, adjoining the 
celebrated gardens in the oldest city 
of South Africa, have been extended to 
meet the demands of the larger condi­
tion of things in South Africa to-day, 
and his library has now more accom­
modation. He says in these days of 
telegraph and telephone the divorce of 
the legislative from the administrative 
headquarters of the union is not so 
badly felt as might have been expected, 
although the removal of the civil ser­
vants to Pretoria has made consider­
able difference to the merchants in 
Capetown. Business however is improv­
ing in the whole of the South African 
provinces, and it is difficult to realize 
that war concluded less than a decade 
ago.

Dr. Flint has another interest in ad­
dition to libraries—although it may be 
mentioned by the way that he called 
on Provincial Librarian E. O. S. Schole- 
field while on the city—and that is the 
care of the native races. He was a 
delegate to the recent Universal Races 
Congress with the Hon. W. P. 
Schreiner, former premier of Cape 
Colony, whose interest in the great race 
problem of South Africa is second to 
none. The delegates included men of 
every race, and work among the wilder 
people of the earth came under review. 
The doctor remarked that the provinces 
of the union of South Africa had not 
yet been able to come to any mutual 
arrangement on the native franchise, 
and in consequence the laws varied on 
the subject in different parts of the 
union. Cape Colony still maintained the 
native franchise, while the Transvaal 
rejected it. Yet in the Cape the natives 
on the register were not numbered in 
the necessary quotia of population 
which each constituency had to possess 
to return a member, about 3,000. Owing 
to the overwhelming preponderance of 
the natives over the whites the prob­
lem was certainly a serious one, and 
different to any other self-governing 
Dominion.

Turning to the question of immigra­
tion, the doctor said the opinion of the 
leading men of South Africa was that 
it was unwise to encourage men of the 
immigrant class unless they could guar­
antee work, v Tich at the present time 
was uncertain, and therefore it was 
unlikely that the union would enter 
into serious competition with Canada 
for the surplus population of Europe. 
He considered they were getting a dif­
ferent class of immigrant here to what 
they found in South Africa, where men 
of some capital emigrated, but it must 
be borne in mind that South Africa did 
not offer the same inducements to the 
man with little or no capital as the 
marvellous resources of Canada did, 
nor had the immigrant the 
chance. As one concerned in ethnologi­
cal questions he was very interested to 
watch how the diverse races 
were flocking into Canada would as­
similate in the next generation. He did 
not know whether they would have the 
same experience as the United States 
had seen during the past half century.

The flow of molten metal being ex­
hausted and the cauldrons filled these 
are moved along the tracks to the 
moulds Into which the metal is drained 
and cast Into ingots. These ingots are 
eight feet in length and weigh an av­
erage of 1300 pounds. They are, when 
cooled, conveyed by immense cranes to 
the secondary furnaces where they are 
brought to the required heat for the 
rolling process. The furious flame in 
each of these furnaces Is developed 
from the burning of crude oil driven 
under pressure and sprayed in the 
most scientific manner directly upon 
the points where the heat is to be ap­
plied. The Ingots are fed along inside 
the furnace, increasing in the degree of 
heat applied until they reach the end 
where, under the direction of the oper­
ator in charge they are mechanically 
dumped upon the moving feed rollers 
and conveyed to the rolling mill itself.
Here they are passed back and forth 
under enormous pressure, each passing 
through the rolls, resulting in a 
“stretching" process by which the 
thickness of the heated ingot is re­
duced and the required elongation re­
sults. Though but eight feet in length 
\yhen entering this process the bars 
are twenty feet or more in length and 
of uniform shape and thickness when 
they leave it. These bars of steel are 
then cut into lengths convenient for 
the secondary processes and the same 
heating and rolling is carried on until 
the bars are pressed into the shape re­
quired for the finished article.

British Admiralty Resorts to 

Last Method to Sell Little 
Sloop-of-War

■Kamloops, Sept. 25.—A series of 
forgeries, the extent of which will not 
be. known for some little time, but 
Which is expected .to reach. $60,000, 
has been pulled off in the west since 
Friday last. It Is the forgery of a 
-number of C. P. R„ monthly pay 
checks. A number of the cheques 
have
bank, and it Is feared- that more -have 
been passed,

The forgery is very cleverly execut­
ed. It appears as if the gang that 
has worked it had photographed one 
of the August checks, changed the 
month, and. from that had a ’eût pre­
pared. With this cut It would be pos­
sible to print any number of checks 
and fill the amounts In later together 
with the necessary signatures.

The forgers have made one mistake 
which reveals the forgery at ofide to 
anyone connected with the G. P. R- 
system of Issuing pay checks. Each 
month a different colored paper is 
used. Ih August the color was pink and 
the forgers have printed théir checks 
on pink paper. This month, however, 
the company used yellow paper, so 
that the forgery is readily detected. 
On the’ forgery the name of the pay­
master appears to have beén printed 
on and the countersigning is forged 
in ink. The checks are made payable 
at the Bank of Montreal, Winnipeg.

In the past the G. P. R. pay checks 
have been accepted practically as cur­
rency by a great many storekeepers, 
hotel men and others and it is this 
class of people who have been victim­
ized. When the forged checks are 
turned over to the bank, they are re­
fused and the man who cashes them 
is the loser, for neither the bank nor 
the G. P. R. will redeem them. Warn­
ing has been issued against anyone 
cashing pink checks for.September, as 
all of that color are forgeries.

Of the forged checks discovered so 
far it is stated that all were perfor­
ated in the usual way but the eums 
were $80 or under.

In the front of the third floor 
on the right is a council chamber 
24x42, a committee room 14x24, gen­
eral office, city engineer’s office and 
bookkeeper’s office. On the opposite 
side is a library 24x36, drafting rooms 
and large concrete vault.

The council have ordered detailed 
maps and specifications and mean­
time men are engeged excavating for 
the foundation. The construction is to 
be carried on as rapidly as possible.

Following an unsuccessful attempt 
made several months ago by the Bri­
tish Admiralty to dispose of the sloop- 
of-war, H. M. S. Egeria, now lying at 
anchor in Esquimalt harbor, the Im­
perial authorities have arranged to 
have an auction -sale held at the navy 
yard on October 8 and 9, commencing 
at 11 a. m. each day. Commander 
Vivian, of H. M. S. Shearwater, com­
mander of the Pacific squadron, has 
been instructed to have the sale con­
ducted and Stewart Williams has been 
selected as the auctioneer.

Nô doubt there will be a large num­
ber of bidders at the sale, as the 
Egeria, although an old vessel and 
built on rather heavy lines, is staiineh 
and quite capable of remaining afloat 
for a good many years to come. The 
little sloop of war is one of the oldest 
ships in the British navy and she is 
practically obsolete. While stationed 
at Esquimalt she has been used almost 
entirely for survey work, and has done 
a great deal in charting"" the rocks in 
British Columbia waters.

Among the bidders who are expected 
at the sale, will be representatives- of 
the Vancouver branch of the Navy 
League. The members of this organi­
zation canvassed the Terminal City for 
funds for the purchase of the ship and' 
offered in the neighborhood of $5,060 
for the vessel at the first sale. , The 
tender, however, was refused by the 
British Admiralty but the league has 
been active in the meantime and gath­
ered together additional money. Th» 
representatives who attend the sale will 
do their utmost to have the ship turned 
over to the league, and have much cap­
ital to back them up.

It is the intention of the Navy 
League, if successful in purchasing the 
Egeria, to moor her in the Terminal 
City harbor and convert her into a 
training ship. Capable instructors 
would be secured and the boys given 
tuition In both the sail and steam parts 
of the ship. The Egeria has an ad­
vantage over any of the other vessels 
of the navy, and the league has noted 
it.

OVERSEAS CLUB AT NELSON. ■ fillVancouver, Sept. 26.—Severe hard­

espina glacier, between Yakutat Bay, 
Alaska, and Mount St. Elias. In ad­
dition to the natural obstacles that al­
most stalled their progress, the sur­
veyors ran short of provisions and for 
six weeks were compelled to subsist on 
hard tack and gelantinous bacon. To 
add to their troubles, Indians who had 
been, enga^jëd to act as packers and 
dog-sledge "drivers, deserted before the 
party had less than 20 miles from 
the voast."—:

The party-started from Yakutat Bay 
early in June. It comprised nine 
white men-and nine Alaskan Indians 
and three dog teams. No attempt 
was made to plant Boundary monu­
ments. The work involved the ascënt 
of half a score of peaks which rise 
from the centre and sides of the gla­
cier. The highest peak scaled by the 
surveyors has an elevation of 7,480 
feet above sea level.

The Duke d’Abruzzi, cousin of the 
King of Italy, is credited with being 
the only white man who has ever 
crossed the glacier and -reached the 
summit of Mount St. Ellas. The feat 
was accomplished about ten years 
ago and is described by the duke in a 
well known hook.

Using triangulation methods about 
thirty miles of the Alaskan boundary 
line running through the centre of 
Portland Canal were located this sea­
son by a Dominion government survey 
party in charge of F. H. Mackie, with 
J. M. Bates as assistant. The boun­
dary in question, according to the 
treaty between the Imperial and the 
United States governments, traverses 
the centre of the canal from the first 
monument on shore a few miles be­
low Stewart to the mouth of the 
canal and then swings westward to a 
point at sea opposite Cape Muzon and 
directly north of Graham Island.

Mr. Mackie and Mr. Bates left last 
night for Ottawa. Their party num­
bered ten members, including Fre­
mont Morse, who acted as represen­
tative of the United States govern­
ment. Mr. Mackie has been engaged in 
Alaska boundary survey work for 
seven years and has had many 'ad­
ventures.

His assistant, Mr. Bates, won the 
sobriquet of "Grizzly” over his en­
counter with a bear on the tipper 
Stickine several years ago. Mr. Bates 
wounded the animal and in making 
his escape slid down a glacier with the 
bear in pursuit. The grizzly was dead 
before it reached the bottom of the icy 
incline.

This season’s work was exceptional­
ly difficult as the boundary follows 
the sinuosities of the canal. It in­
volved the climbing of many high 
peaks on both sides of the channel and 
the taking of over 200 photographs 
which will constitute part of the offi­
cial record. A start was made at the 
initial bronze monument on shore a 
few miles below Stewart. The party 
utilized a gasoline boat in con­
nection with the summer's work. 
The final surveys were concluded last 
week, hear Maple Bay, thirty miles 
below Stewart. Seventy miles have 
yet to be traversed and located before 
the entrance of the canal is reached.

He went into vthe details 
of the Assessment Act as it affected 
the goods in warehouses at the time 
of the assessment being made, and 
showed how it affected the business of 
wholesalers. It appeared that the as­
sessors levied on the goods in the ware­
houses, irrespective of which party 
owned them. The government simply 
looked to the warehouser for the tax, 
whether the goods belonged to him, or 
whether he was simply selling on com­
mission.

He was in favor of remission of tax­
ation on churches, charitable institu­
tions, and also theatres. The latter 
were just as instructuve as churches— 
(laughter)—and of benefit to the com­
munity. He hoped the government 
would take in hand the question of 
agents representing various firms who 
did a large quantity of business in the 
province and paid nothing. To a cer­
tain extent they were controlled by the 
recent Companies’ Act, but much 
further legislation was necessary to 
bring within the scope of the act in­
dividual business men and private 
firms.

MERRYMAKERS ARE 
KILLED BY TRAIN

Twelve Persons Meet Death 
While Returning From Wed­

ding Anniversary

Neenah, Wis., Sept. 26.—Twelve per­
sons were instantly killed, one was so 
severely injured that she died later, 
and three were dangerously hurt when 
a fast Chicago & Northwestern train 
struck a hayrack loaded with 30 per­
sons. Five other members of the party 
were badly hurt.

The party was returning from" a 
wedding anniversary at the farm of 
Peter Hanson, near here. All the vic­
tims but two lived in Mensha, Wis. 
Among the occupants of the hayrack 
who escaped were Mr. and Mrs. Joseph 
Brizinski and a child of two years. 
They were seated in the front half of 
the rack, the mother holding the child 
in her lap. About half way back In the 
wagon sat Mary Schwartzbauer. 
latter was hurled about 50 feet and 
rendered unconscious. When found by 
rescuers, the Brizinski child was in 
her arms unscratched. The parents of 
the child were slightly hurt.

A billboard prevented him from see­
ing the onrushing train until his team 
had reached the track. He whipped up 
the horses, hut the wagon was only 
half way across when the crash came,

Mr. "Hanson had taken the merry­
makers to his farm in the early even­
ing and had taken them back within 
a mile of their homes when the col­
lision occurred.

Six of the dead were found on the 
engine pilot. Two others were hurled 
through the flagman’s shanty with 
such force as to overturn the little 
structure.

was no direct taxation imposed in Man­
itoba.

The witness thought the circum­
stances ot Manitoba and British Col­
umbia were different, owing to the 
large floating population here.

Mr. Malkin raised the question of the 
taxation of the natural products of the 
country, to which witness said he 
thought the owners, particularly of 
timber limits, were already paying as 
much as they could afford. Whatever 
tax was Imposed on products,- the con­
sumer ultimately had to pay the dif­
ference.

Hon. Dr. Helmcken attended to 
voice a complaint with reference^to 
the expropriation proceedings by the 
Victoria City Council against Him over 
property for Douglas street improve­
ment, contending that by passing 
through two of his lots he was not 
only losing his property at valuation, 
but had to pay extra taxes on the re­
mainder, which had thereupon become 
corner lots whose assessment was 
higher.

C. A. Lewthwaite, of the Neehaco 
Land Company, gave evidence on the 
Wildland tax, and contended that the 
large colonization companies, a term 
he liked better than “speculators” 
were responsible for bringing in set-, 
tiers more than any governments. At 
the present time these companies, who 
had large blocks ot land in the 
northern and central sections of the 
province, were paying 20 to 40 cents 
an acre on unimproved land, an ex­
cessive figure. These figures were a 
detriment to capitalists, who on the 
top of this tax had to make interest 
on their money when selling to settlers. 
So difficult it was for the ordinary 
selector to choose crown land that it 
was months before he could settle 
down, and even then he had no secur­
ity for his holding. The colonization 
companies could offer the locator his 
exact position. He did not know if 
the commissioners realised that when 
a man went up into Northern B. C. 
he had the greatest difficulty to secure 
his place, for as the surveys were 
numbered now there was no indication 
of the situation on the maps, numerals 
being used, and not Section, Range, 
and Townsite, as in the Northwest. 
There was practically no cleared land 
naturally, some would cost from $60 
to $65 an acre to be prepared. None 
of the land was clear, except such as 
had been burnt off, where the soil 
was of the poorest quality. Where the 
soil Was good it was heavily- timbered 
country.

He favored a flat rate of ten cents 
an acre on unimproved land. From 
three years’ experience in the north 
he was of the opinion that the work 
of colonization must be undertaken by- 
private companies rather than under 
government auspices.

His opinion was that the whole of 
the northern portion would become 
tributary to Edmonton, owing to rail­
head being nearer to that city than 
any important town in B. C. There 
must be a railway to the coast if they 
were to save the trade.

His company was taking another 
large party of Lincolnshire farmers 
to B. C. at an early date. He had had 
a large experience with the settlement 
of Saskatchewan, and said the com­
pany he was then associated with, ran 
special trains from Omaha with set­
tlers. They even advanced the fares 
of the settlers and made all arrange­
ments. for their arrival. His present 
company was assisted principally by 
German capital, and it was planned to 
bring out a large party of Scandi­
navians next year.

TWO INJURED BY EXPLOSION.

Prince Rupert, Sept. 26.—A work­
man named Charles Ericson was the 
other day brought down river from 
the new tunnel being driven at Mile 44 
suffering from injuries to the nose, 
forehead, and face caused by an ex­
plosion in the tunnel. Ericson was 
taken to the General Hospital. An­
other workman named Henry Hansen 
was injured severely about the chest 
and abdomen.

The accident occurred at the rock 
face Inside the tunnel which is being 
carried in a curve to avoid the snow- 
slides a>t this point. A shot had been 
fired successfully, but on examination 
it was found that one boring remained 
undischarged. In the attempt to clear 
this boring the charge became ignited, 
and the men were hurled down by the 
explosion. It was at first thought that 
both men had been killed, but Ericson 
was able to crawl up. His injuries 
are cuts and contusions caused by 
fragments of rock. Hansen is serious­
ly injured, and suffering from serious 
shock. Both will recover. This is the 
first serious accident since the begin­
ning of the work on this tunnel.

of application.
