BY-LAW TO BE PASSED
BY CITY COUNCIL

Ald .Turner Wants Some Infor-
mation From City
Solicitor. .

As a preliminary to making an offer
to the Esquimalt Waterworks Com-
pany of $850,000 for its undertakings
there will be introduced at the coun-
cil meeting to-night a by-law to auth-
orize expropriation proceedings under
the legislation obtained last session,

The first step in the proceedings is
the making of an offer, which the com-
pany has two months to accept or re-
Ject. If it decides that the offer|is not
enough—and one of $900,000 was necent-
ly. refused—then arbitration 'proceed-
ings will follow along lines laid down
in the act of last session. | As soon as
the by-law has been finally passed the

' formal offer of $850,000 will be made.

The other evening, when Ald. Turner
wanted to know if the city solicitor had
consulted with the city barrister as
to the city’'s power of expropriating the
Esquimalt works before advising that
E. P. Davis” opinion be obtained, the
solicitor said he did not. think it was
in the public interest to answer, The
Mayor told the alderman that the only
way- he could get an answer was by
putting notice of his questions on the
board. Thig Ald. Turner has done, and
to-night he will ask:

“1. Did the city solicitor consult with
the city barrister regarding the: city’s
power to expropriate the whole of the
Esquimalt Water Works Company’s
property before asking the council to
authorize him to get the opinion of
E. P. Davis, K.C.?

“2. Does the city solicitor usually
consult the city barrister oh important
legal matters or does he act on his own
responsibility ?”

TAX RATE MAY BE
- TWO MILLS. MORE

CITY’S GROWTH MEANS

MORE EXPENDITUREl

[
At Last Year’s Rate There

Would Be a Deficit of
$60,000.

(From Monday’s Daily.)

An addition ‘of two mills ‘to the rate
of taxation paid last’ year is:likely to
be the tax rate fixed this year. That
will mean a rate of twenty-seven mills
on the dollar. The rate will certainly
be not less than twenty-six mills on the
dollar.

Although the assessment is some $3,-
600,000 greater than last year the ex-
penditure made necessary by the pro-
gress and development of the city can-
not be met without increasing the
rate. Last year's rate would leave a
deficit of about $60,000. No steps have
yet been taken towards striking the
rate, and it is not likely that the mat-
ter will be touched at to-night’s meet-
ing. Some of the members of the coun-
cil are in favor of an increase of one
mill, trusting to make up the balance
of the deficit out of appropridations not
fully expended. Others are for a two-
mill increase, thus raising practically
the whole amount required to run civic
affairs for the year which is now more
than half over.

It is estimated that the revenue this
yvear will be $776,685.89, and the expen-
diture $835,574, leaving a shortage of
$58,888.11. The expenditure authorized
by the expenditure by-law passed not
long ago, for general civic purposes,
schodl board, board of health and hos-
pital services was $806,449. Since then
there has been authorized a further ex-
penditure on fire equipment of $17,775
and on extensions of the salt-water
high-pressure system of $10,000, as well
as $1,350 for necessary increases in the
police force. This brings the total es-
timated expenditure fur 1909 up to the
figure named.

Part in History.

Crown “Point, N. Y., July 5—Hon.
Seth Low, official speaker at the Lake
Champlain tercentenary celebration to-
day, said in part:

“We are met to-day on this memor-
able spot, where men of many nations
have battled in days gone by, to cele-
brate the three hundredth anniversary
of the discoyvery of this beautifu} and
historic lake by Samuel de Champlain,
and also to celebrate the one hundred
and thirty-third anniversary of the in-
dependence of the United States. In
the history of the United States New
England has played so impertant a
part that we do not always remember
that before it was called New England
that territory was known as New
France.  Similarly, the landing of the
pilgrims on Plymouth Rock in 1620 has
become so deeply impressed on the
minds of the people that we are apt to
forget that the French had entered the
domain of what is now the state of
New York eleven years before the
Mayflower arrived at Plymouth Rock.
It is an interesting coincidence that
the state and city of New York are to
celebrate, in this same year, the voy-
age of Henry Hudson up the majestic
river which bears his name, which led
almost immediately to the settlement
of New Amsterdam by the Dutch.’' It
is worthy of remark, that while the
French were the first to enter our
state, -and while this lake still bears
the name of its discoverer, the name
‘New France’' never attached itself per-
manently to New York territory. The
Dutch, on the other hand, called the
province ‘New Netherlands’ before its
borders were strickily defined, and this
name it held untif its cession by the
Dutch to England gave to the province,
and afterward to the state, its name of
New Yeork. The French name did not
adhere, while the Dutch name-’did, be-
cause to the French this region ;was
only ~a battle ground, while to the
Dutch this territory offered the oppor-
tunity of permanent settlement. More
than once in the history of this coun-
try the plough has thus shown itself
superior to the sword as affording a
title to the-land. When the Oregon
territory was in dispute between the
United States and Great Britain the
title ultimately fell to the United
States, because it was proved that set-
tlers arriving in wagons overland freom
the American union were thg first to
establish homes there by ploughtng the
soil for permanent. -occupation. The
English claim, on the other hand, rest-
ed upon the early and undisputed pres-
ence of Their fur-traderg in the same
region, but when the dispute was ad-
justed it was recognized that to shoot
over a land to gather furs constitutes
a title far less valuable than to make
the land yield crops for the support of
human life. ‘And so Oregon and the
State of Washington 'became parts of
the United States.

“In the many military struggles for
the mastery of this land, Lake Champ-
lain has been a decisive factor.

“Jt is the happiest feature of this

celebration that the representatives of *

o

France, of England, of Canada,-and of
the United States, and of the. Indian
aborigines are met here oa terms of
amity and concord, on the spot where
so often in the olden days they met as

enemies. Surely the aduring lesson
of such a gathering a{this, not only
that ‘the plough géve af¥securer title to
the land tHan the rifié; but also that
‘peace hath her victories ™ no less re-
nowned than war’
used to be constantly ai war on both
sides of the Atlantic are knitted to-
gether now by ties of mutual respect

STABLEMAN LOSES
LIFE IN FLAMES

FIFTY OTHER MEN
' HAVE NABRQW ESCAPE

One Hundred and Fifty-eight
Horses: Burned.to
Death.

-8an. Francisco, Cal., July 5.—The
body of Carl Howard, a stableman,
was recovered to-day in the ruins of
the Warren Improvement Company’s
stables, on Ninth street, near Howard,
where 158 horses were burned to death
early. to-day. The lives of fifty men,
asleep in the Rainier lodging house, ad-
joining, which was also destroyed, were
imperiled by the fire, but all escaped
without serious . injury. The property
Toss is estimated at $300,000,

The origin of. the fire is unknown.
Flames were discovered.in the rear of
the stables shortly after midnight, and
a general alarm turned in. Seven
stablemen who were asleep in the loft
of  the two story wooden building were
awakened by a night watchman, and
six of them 'fought their way through
the flames to the street, Howard was
overcome by the fire just as he reached
the threshold of the rear entrance,

Besides the stables and lodging house,
| the junk shop of A, Fiedking and E, B.
Read’s paint and oil shop were destroy-
ed by the fire. The fire started in a
neighborhood of wooden buildings and
spread rapidly. The store of the Stan-
dard Parcel Company amd the Special
Delivery Company were threatened, and
policemen rescued sixty horses from
the two buildings.

Efforts were made to take some of
the horses from' the Warren stables,
but the animals were frantic with fear
and rushed to leave their stalls. The
flames spread so rapidly that the fire-
men had Iittle time to devdte to _the
horses, and .they finally had to be
abandoned.

PERSIAN CAPITAL
IS ISOLATED

FEARS ENTERTAINED FOR
SAFETY OF FOREIGNERS

Cossacks Defending the Shah
Greatly Outnumbered by
Rebels.

: (Times Leased Wire.)

St. Petersburg, July 5—Communica-
tion with Teheran was severed to-day
and grave fears are entertained for
the safety of the foreign residents.
Latest reports received from the be=
sieged  city stated that the Shah’s
palace had been fortified with Cossacks
and it was expected that the rebels
would soon make an attack. The sever-
ing of communication leads to the be-
lief that the rebels have moved on and
taken the city. As the rebels greatly
outnumber the. Cassacks defending the
Shah, it is feared that the palace has
fallen into their hands.

The native population at Teheran is
panicky " and a general massacre is
feared. - The people were barricading
themselves in their houses at last re-
ports-in-anticipation:of the entrance of
the rebels into the city and it is feared
that bloodshed has occurred since wire
communication has been cut off.

A battle took place near Teheran
yesterday and - twelve = revolutionists
were killed. . The government forces are
reported to. have, escaped without
casualties, but losses, which were not
reported . were suffered by the Cos-
sacks. Scores of trades’  people were
injureq in.Teheran yesterday when a
bomp exploded in . the market place.
The rebel who threw the:bomb was
not captured.

The rebels are in revolt, against the
reign of Shah Muzaffard-Dim, who has
long opposed the people. 'The uprising
is a direct - outgrowth ofi tge Shah’s
action :in. dissolving parliament last
year.

Reported Capture of City.

Constantinople, July 5.—Late reports
received here to-night from Teheran
say ‘that the' rebel army, which has
been -besieging the city, has rcaptured
the towmn and that the Shah, in disguise,
has fled from the palace,

If those. reports are true, it is-be-
lieved there will be a great massacre
of foreigners in Teheran, as the rebels
have been: Very bitter against all out-
siders since the Russian Cossacks went
there recently.

DEATH ROLL OF
FOURTH OF JULY

NUMBER OF FATALITIES
DURING CELEBRATIONS

Many Persons Are Injured by
The Explosion of
Fireworks.

(Times Leased Wire.)
St. Louis, July 5.—One boy is dead
and 54 persons are suffering injuries to-
day as the result of this morning’s In-
dependence Day celebration. Several
of the injured are expected to die.
Frank Dixon, aged 14 years, was the
first victim of the celebration. His
death was one of ,the most remarkable
in the annals of Independence Day cel-
ebrations., The boy was seated on the
shore of the river when a huge cannon
cracker exploded near him. He was
so frightened by the noise that he fell
into the water and was drowned.
Isadore Hart is among the most se-
riously injured. He was hurt last night
when he mistoek a cannon cracker for
a roman ‘candle. Grasping the huge
ctacker in his right hand the boy
waved it about his-head, expecting to
see stars shooting skyward. ‘The ex-
plosion of the cracker blew off his arm
and he will probably die from his in-
Jjuries.

As the .result of burns received by
the explosion of a giant cracker last
night, Nellie Sullivan, 14 years of age,
died to-day.

New York, July 5.—The celebration
in New York opened to-day with two
deaths, a dozen serious accidents and
fifty minor mishaps as the results of
explosions.

GONFESSES TO
SHOOTING OF GIRL

TROUBLE OVER WAGES
RESULTS IN TRAGEDY

Murderer Surrenders Himéelf
and Tells Story of the
Crime.

San Francisco, Cal, July 2.—Learn-
ing that John Novak was accused of
the murder of Caroline Brasch, the 20-
year-old bookkeeper for Gray Brothers,
James Edward Cunningham gave him-
self up .to a reporter of the San Fran-
cisco Call last night-and confessed ‘that
he shot the: girl on Wednesday after-
noon.  Cunningham was taken to the
offices’ of: the Call, where he spent
most of the night telling his story, and
was turned over to the police early
to-day. }

Cunningham formerly was a laborer
in the employ of Gray Brothers, Like
Novak, he encountered some difficulty
in the settlement of his time check at
the company’s office in this city. Ac-
cording to his story, $2.55 had been de-
ducted from the amount due him, and
repeated trips to the office failed to get
what he believed was a fair settle-
ment.

Miss Brasch, ‘the pretty bookkeeper,
who met her death while carrying out
the orders of ‘her superiors, was in
charge of the payrolls. She refused to
¢omply with Cunningham’s demand
| for the immediate payment of the bal-
ance on the check, and had turned
calmly to go about her work when the
man drew his revolver and fired the
fatal shot.

“I had tried many tindes to collect
what was due me,” Cunningham sald
to-day, “but I decided at last it was
impossible. 'Wednesday morning 1 de-
termined to make a last attempt, and
to kill the girl if she did not pay me,

“She exerted a peculiar influence
over me,” he continued in an awed
voice. “I was sure that she was try-
ing to hypnotise me, perhaps to gét me
under her influence so that the check
would not have to be paid. When I
went there on Wednesday ‘another girl
was in the room with her. I think her
name was Shirls. Both of them tried
to. hypnotize me; I could feel the in-
fluence creeping over me, and I was
afraid of it. - ;

“Before I went to Gray Brothers’
office I bought the revolver and car-
tridges. I am a crack shot, and I
knew that one shot would do the work.
Yes, the whole thing wag premeditat-
ed, as you call it. The gir] had been
givén plenty of chances to pay the
money and save. herself, but-she would
not take them. S

“Novak was 'in the office when I
went there. I knew he was. the man,
for I read his description in the paper.
After he left I went .to the little win-
dow at the .desk .and presented my
claim. *As T expected, it was refused,
and after a long ' discussion, during
which the Shirls’ girl disappgared, I
shot the Brasch girl. L

“When I shot her I think she was
standing by the safe with her back to-
ward me, although she may have beén
bending forward so that her mass of
hair looked like the back of her head.
I knew I could not miss her.

“] stayed in the room about ten
seconds after I fired. Then I went out
in the hall, where I saw two men. I
went down the stairs around the eleva-
tor, to the third floor, .then back
through the hall to the back stairs
and down into the street. I had the
pistol in my hand all the time.

“Yesterday /1 wandered all over the
city.. I saw a paper in the evening
and saw that they were, blaming the
wrong man. Then I made up my mind
to tell the whole story.”

After being questioned by the police,
Cunningham was placed in a cell
Novak has not been released from cus-
tody. He will be held until further in-
vestigation of Cunningham’s story is
made,

Identifies Cunningham.

San Francisco, Cal,, July 2.—(Later.)—
F. J. Higgins, buyér for the Pacific
Hardware and Stee] Company, who saw
the slayer of Caroline Brasch leave the
offices of Gray Brothers the afternoon
of the murder; to-day identifleq James
Edward Cunningham as the man want-
ed for the crime.

Higgins 'who saw the man at close
range, was taken to police headquar-
ters yésterday in an attempt to identify
John Novak, arrestéed on suspicion, as
the girl’'s slayer. He ‘positively de-
clared that Novak was not the man.

Before Cunningham was allowed to
go to sleep this morning, Higgins was
summoned and without hesitation iden-
tified him.

Cunningham repeated the story of the
killihg this afternoon. ‘He said that he
was not sorry for his act and refused
to believe that Misa Brasch was not re-
sponsible for what he¢ termed the
wrong done him by Gray Brothers,

“Warning—If you do not do as we
tell you, never open a letter again—it
may contain poison. or fever germs.
Never open a package—it may be a
bomb. Don’t get anything from a gro-
cer—the deliveryman may poison it.
Don’t go outside of the house, or a
poisoned bullet may find you.

(Signed) “BLACK HAND.”

It was thought at first that the let-
ter might be a hoax, but investiga-
gation convinced the police that it was
bonafide.

MYSTERY DEEPENS

SUPPOSED MURDERER
HIMSELF FOUND DEAD

Coroner “and- Police’ Captain
Believe Body is*That of
Leon Ling.

New York, July 2.—Different opinions
are expressed by the authorities to-
day as to the identity of a Chinese
corpse found floating in the Hudson
river near Riverdale last night, Coroner
McDonald and Police Captain Ward
are certain that it is the body of Leon
Ling, sought on the charge of having
murdered Elsie Sigel, but Capt. Carey,
of- the homicide bureau, and Detective
Wagner contend that it is not.

If the body is identified as that of
Leon Ling, the police will bg confront-
ed with a mystery deeper than any
which has arisen ‘since the hunt for
the Chinese slayer of the white girl
missionary began.

The coroner and Captain Ward con-
tend that the body is that of Leon, and
believe that he was slain at the same
time as the girl. It has been learned
that the trunk in which . Elsfe Sigel's
body was found wags taken from' Leon's -
room and returned again some time
before the discovery of heér death,
Heéretofore it was thought that the
slayer had her body carted about the
city in a vain effort to find a safe hid-
ing place for it. Now it is belisvéd that
the first timeé the trunk wase takeén |
from the room it contained the body
of Leon, According to this thedrs the
trunk wae taken out and emptied of its
gruesome load and then returned to
the room to bear away the body of the
girl. The intervention of the poilee pre- .

vertxted this plan from béing earried
out.

These officers think that conneetion
of Chinese secret sboieties and tongs
with the murder will be established. It
is their belief that Leon told the girl
certain secrets of thése organizations
and both were killed by agents of the
societies to keep these matters from
bécoming known to outsidérs.

The condition of the body precludes
the positive identification of the fea-
tures, and the police have failed to
prove to a certainty that the corpse is
tha; of Leon,

The physician who conducted the
autopsy declared the body showed that
the person died from strangulation,
evidently from drowning,

Edward Burn, a reporter on a Yonk-
ers newspaper, was a witness at the
inquest, and sald that he wag positive
the body was Leon, Chinese friends of
the missing Chinese were called, but
their testimony was unsatisfactory,
and did little to prove the identity of
the corpse.

DOUBLE MURDER AT
IMPERIAL INSTITUTE

Former. Official Also Wounded
—Murderer Overpowered
After Hard Fight.

London, July 2.—News leaked  out
to-day that Sir Lesley Probyn, a pro-
minent Indian ex-official, was wounded
last night at the Imperial Institute
when Nadar Lal Dhingras, an Indian
student, shot and: killed Lt.-Cei. Sir
Wm, ‘Curzen Wyllie and Dr, Calas
Lalieaca, a practicing physician of
Shanghai. Sir Lesley was wounded in
the scuffle which followed the assassin-
ation and was taken home by friends
who said nothing of his injury until to-
day. It is thought he will necover.

Detectives are investigating: the dou-
ble tragedy of iast night and are of the
opinion that it was the result of politi-
cal intrigue. Sir William has been pro-
minent in Indian affairs and it is known
that many secret enemies might desire
his death.

Dhingras, the murderer. refuses to
talk and sits quietly in his cell, ap-
parently unmoved by the thought of
his crime. His case was called to-day
before a magistrate who set the pre-
liminary hearing for July 10th.

The double murder -occurred last
night at a reception tendered the In-
dian students at the Imperial Institute.
Dhingras was noticed talking to Sir
Williams and then suddenly whipping
out s revolver, shot the Englishman
through the head. He fired several
more shots and a stray bullet hit and
killed Dr. Lalieaca, who was standing
nearby.

Half a dozen men threw themselves
upon the assassin but he struggled
with the strength of a maniac and it
was only after a hard fight that he was
overpowered, It was during this strug-
gle that Sir Lesley was wounded.

Dhingras is a young man, apparently
about 20 years of age. He has béen a
student at the University College,
London. At the reception last night he
was dressed in Buropean clothes, but
wore a turban.

Lady Wyllie is prostrated to-day by
the terrible affair, She was in another
part of the institute when the shoot-
ing took place but heard the shots and
rushed to the scene. Failing ‘to recog-
nize the bloodstained features of . her
husband, she knelt beside his dead

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FATAL FIRE IN
LODGING HOUSE

WOMAN BURNED TO
DEATH AT SEATTLE

Several Other Persons Sustain
. Injuries—Three_ Buildings
Burned. .~

Seattle, Wash,, July 3.—~One woman
was burned to death, ‘three firemen
seriously burned and otherwise injured,
and three lodgers also burned and
crushed in a fire which completely de-
stroyed the Terrace lodging house at
410 Terrace street, and gutted the ad-
joining lodging houises early this morn-
ing.

The firemen and police are inclined
to believe that several bodies are
buried in the ruins. It has been found
impossible so far to check up the guests
of the burned lodging houses, Water is
being played on the smouldering debris.

The dead: Mrs, Eliza Borella; 76 years
of age.

The injured . include: Lieut. Wm
Boyle, fireman, back and knees burned
and left ankle fractured; Joe Cook,
pipeman, back burned and lungs affect-
ed by the inhalation of fire and
smoke; H, C, Taylor, pipeman, back
burned and foot crushed; George Men-
dal,"' lodger at Terrace house, cut on
head and feet burned; Fred Hanson,
lodger, back and shoulders burned;
Ganon- Mendel.

All. were -wooden structures, and
within a few minutes after the blaze
was - discovered the Terrace building
was in flames. Firemen were on the
scene in a few minutes, and it was
while they were attempting to demolish
the central building to prevent the
complete destruction of the two . ad-
joining structures that it collapsed and
several firemen were hurled into a
mass of flames, Their. fellowg ran to
the rescue and dragged them out,
barely in time to save them from a
horrible death in the fiery furnace. All
the injured were taken. to the city
hospital, where .. their injuries .were
dressed.

All three of the rooming houses were
crowded when the fire broke out, and
the wildest excitement and panic fol-
lowed among the guests. The three
buildings are estimated to have con-
tained fully 150 persons, and - there
were scores of narrow escapes from the
blazing structures,

The .fire, which . originated in . the
basement of the Terrace house, burned
for nearly two hours before it was
brought under eontrol. The cause of the
fire is not known,

It was “definitely ‘determined this af-
ternoon that Thomas . Airey is still
missing.

CANADA HOLDS THE KEY.
The Times is in receipt of a great times
mass of maps and other data bearing
upon the engineering works necessary
and the probable- cost to the country
in the construction of the Georgian Bay
Canal. To dig the canal and equip it
would involve an expenditure of ap-
proximately ‘one hundred million” dol-
lars.. But for that .outlay a water
avenue capable of floating vessels
twenty feet draft and six hundred feet
long would be available for the trans-
portation.of the products of the prairies
and ‘the farther west, and of a large
portion of ‘the @ast also, to'the markets
of Europe. One hundred ‘millions is a
considerable sum of money; but’ there
is not the slightest doubt that ‘even
that large amount would be well spent.
The enterprise would pay. And-it is
not difficult to understand Why it would
pay.

We believe the state of New York is
investing about three times as much in
the enlargement  of  the . Erie Canal,
which is at present little better than a
dirty ditch of shallow water capable of
floating light draft barges from Lake
Erie to the Hudson River. The chief
value of the Erie Canal lies in the fact
that it is supposed to curb. the opro-
pensity of the railways to charge  the
highest rates any kind of traffic will
bear, The canal regulates the rates
upon wheat from Buffalo to New York.
I* has not been regulating successfully
of late, with the result that an in-
creagingly large proportion of the wheat
grown in the west has found its way
into a new trqnsportation channel—
that is, down the Canadian canals and
the St. Lawrence River to Montreal, in-
stead of down the Erie Canal and the
Hudson River to New York. It is in
the hope of saving the grain transpor-
tation business, which is increasing in
proportions and value every year, that
the government of the state of New
York is enlarging the Erie Canal and
putting a severe strain upon its credit.

We believe the present Canadian
canals are only capable of floa¥ing ships
of twelve feet draft. At that they are
steadily absorbing the grain and other
traffic not only of Western Canada but
of the Western States, Our readers
will remember that a realization of this
fact created a good deal of discussion
in the New York newspapers a few
months ago., They found out that the
grain trade of Montreal was rapidly
increasing, while the trade of the great
port of New York was decreasing at a
proportionate rate. This was an amaz-
ing thing for the complacent city, the
present centre for everything pertain-
ing to this continent and the future
centre of the world, to contemplats,
First it cast the blame on the greed of
the railways. Then it looked forward
for relief in an enlarged Erie Canal.

Now a twenty-foot channel from the
Georgian Bay to the St. Lawrence River
will enable steamers to run directly be-
tween Fort William or Port Arthur angd
Liverpool or any part of the world.
It will make these places practically
ocean ports. It will do away entirely
with transshipment of cargoes. It will
determine finally the route of trade for
all the western couptry ‘east of the
Rocky Mountains, It will be of just
as much value to the producers of the
Western United States as to the indus-
tries of Western Canada, although as
the owners of the work we Canadians
will probably reap something more ma-
terial than mere glory.

MOTOR CAR OUTLAWS,

The motor cars which ply for hire
are the worst offenders against. city
ordinances governing street traffic. The
drivers ‘'whg have recently been .sum-
moned for infraction of city by-laws
are mild offenders compared with them.
In order to regulate the speed of these
vehicles it would be necessary to have
a, policeman_ stationed on every bleek
between the centre of the city and the
Willows race track. That is impossible
With the force at the command of Chief
of Police Langley. But some scheme
for' ‘capturing the offenders might be
devised. It is all but certain that if
the practices in vogue at the present
time are Permitted until the end of the
racing sedson some one will be serious-
ly inmjured-or perhaps killed, There is
danger to the occupants of the cars as
well as to persons on foot or in vehicles,
who also have some rights upon thor-
oughfares whigh ‘ought to be respected.
We hope that if-gccidents do occur the
results will be upen the heads or the
bodies of thé .guilty parties. The loss
of a furious driver or two would not be
seriously felt by the community, The
Times does not thirst for the blood of
anyone, not gven for the riotous gore
of a chauffeur; but the manner in
which these . gentry ‘violate all the
canons of the road places them outside
the pale of twentieth century civiliza-
tion.

ELECTRIC WIRING.

To the Editor:—In a letter stating that
the electrical workers are wanting some
changes in the present by-laws, I do not
know what.their wishes may be, as I am
not at present in the fold, but I hope
they are not asking for needless complica-
tions or stringency. It is well to keep
things as simple as efficiency will allow.
I have often thought how much more
sensibly framed the electrical reguula-
tions are here than in England. A three-
wire system in England has to have the
middle wire earthed (grounded). In a
house I had wired on this system the ser-
vant was turning on the kitchen light. She
had been scrubbing the floor and was
wearing slippers, One of the guter wires
happened to be in contact with theé metals
lic casing of €witch and she got a ‘severe
shock. Anothér instance (East End, Lon-
don): Two men went into the publi¢-baths,
While bathing one pulled himself up by
his hands to look at his friend on the
other side of the partition. He was killed.
The pipe containing the conductors had
been laid along the top of partition and
one of the outer wires of the 3-wire sys-
tem must- have been in contact’ with its
pipe. I give the above experiénces to
show that it is quite possible to give un-
pleasant shocks and to kill people by un=
wise enactments. The above incidents
could not have occurred if the ‘middle
wires of the system had not been connect-
ed to an earth plate. The regulation was
made by the English Board of Trade to
prevent any person getting the full shock
from ‘the two outer wires (which is of
course double the volts of a shock from
middle to outer). Personally, I like the!
way they make you run your wires in
this country on knobs and insulators.
There is nothing so convenient as air as
an insulator when there is plenty of room.
For these frame houses the system is as
good as could be devised.

SPECIAL JURY COSTS
NOT TO BE ALLOWED

Judge Holds That Common
Jury Would Have Done
if Needed.

In the case of Cross vs. E, & N. Rail-"

way Company, heard last week, a spe-
cial jury was empanelléd. Tnis was
asked for by the company, the plaintiff
being quite content to have had a
common jury. At the close of the case
the question came up as to whether the
expense of a specia] jury should be In-
cluded in the costs. This morning Mr.
Justicc Martin handed down a decision
on this point, in which he says:

“My understanding of the meaning of
the language of section 63 of the Jurors
act is that the judge would not be jus-
tified in granting a certificate for a spe~
cial jury unless he ig of the opinion that
a common jury could not adequately
pass upon the Tacts in issue, and
obviously this is a matter which must
often be difficult to satisfactorily deter-
mine. In the present case I was at
first inclined to grant a’certificate, but
on further consideration I am now sat-
isfied that the difficulty herein lay In
the law, and not in the facts and that
once the law had been determined there
was nothing in the fa€ts which, if a
proper direction had been given by .the
judge (had it been necessary to give a
direction), would. have rendereqd it more
difficult than usual for a common jury
to reach a just conclusion. I am, there-
fore, unable to certify for a special
jury.”

WOMAN ACCIDENTALLY
SHOOTS HERSELF

Attorney Makes Statement Re-
garding Fatality in San
Francisce-

(Times Leased Wire.)

Los Angeles, Cal., July 5.—The  mys-
tery surrounding the death of Mrs.
Lorena de La Montanya, the pretty di-
vorced wife of Marquis de La Mont-
anya, of San Francisco, who died in her
apartments on Friday night, was part-
ly removed. to-day by Charles O.
Whittemore, of Los Angeles, attorney
for Mrs. Montanya, who, with R. G.
Hanford, a San Francisco mining man,
and Mrs, W. H, Patton, guests of Mrs.
de La Montanya, were present. when
the fatal shot was fired.

Whittemore this afternoon consented
to make a statement regarding the
tragedy, similar to the one he magde to
Coroner {I'.. W, B, Leland, of San Fran-
cisgo. The explanation was given Dr,
Leland shortly before the officiaPs de-
parture from.San Francisco. Hanford
warned the. ladies not to touch his pis-
tol which was lying on a dresser.. Then
he turned away and while he left the
others in the room the shot was fired.

“I turned as I heard the shot and saw
Mrs. Montanya lying on the floor,”
said Whittemore, ‘“‘and near her hand
lay the derringer. I did not notice
whether her face was powder burned,
but hurriedly left for a physician. The
statement that two hours elapsed be-
tween the shooting and the calling of a
doctor is untrue.

“There was no indication whatever
that she intended to take her life. She
said- that evening-that she intended to
leave for Europe some time between
July 7th and 10th.

“I believe the shooting was accident-
al, and that it was due partly to Mrs.
Montanya’s curiosity regarding the pis-
tol and partly to the quick trigger ac-
tion of the weapon. When the deputy
coroner arrived he picked up the pistol
and it was discharged again, the bul-
let just grazing his head. The derrin-
ger was a German weapon of the mag-
azine type.”

PROTECTION PLANS
FOR DALLAS ROAD

Cost Would Have to Be Raised
by Means of a
Loan.

A definite scheme for the preserva-
tion of Dallas road. from the encroach-
ments of the sea—or, rather, two
#chemes—were placed before the streets
committee Friday. Ald. Humber has
been insisting on the need for this
work, if the city’s splendid marine
driveway is not to be destroyed at one
point, and he succeeded in having
plans drawn up and estimates made by
Engineer Lawrence, of the city engi-
neer’s department.

These show that the work can be
carried out in a thoroughly: workman-
like way for $52,290. This would pro-
vide for the raising of the present wall,
which is only partially successful, to a
height of two feet or so above the road
level, and so built as to break the
force of the waves. Further protec-
tion would be afforded by small groynes
running out, which would also gerve the
end of holding sand and gravel and so
raising the beach level. Another
scheme ,cheaper but effective, would
cost $27,750. This would be a break-
water consisting of two rows of piles,
fifteen feet apart laterally and ten
feet horizontally.

The committee took no action,, beyond
agreeing that the only way the work
can be done is by having a loan by-
law passed.

FAMINE IN CHINA
MAY FOLLOW DROUGHT

People Praying to Many Deit-
ies to Send Needed
Rain.

The Enipress of Japédn, / which
reached port on Saturday, brought
news from China that the Regent has
issyed orders that prayer shall be of-}
fered for rain. For a long time past;
there has been a shortage of rainfall,
and the result is that the crops are
becoming dried up. Should the drought
continue theére is every prospect of
such a famine in that country as hap-
pens peripdically.

China is denuded of all forest gr owth
with the result that they have nothing
but extrémes in the supply of moisture.
The tendency is to have too little rain,
} but now and then, when there is an
unusually large precipitation, there are
no wooded districts to absorb the mols-
ture, and the result is the soil is
washed away from the fields and dis-
astrous floods occur.

The people look to a great many dif-
ferent gods for their rain supply. The
god of war is sometimeg good enough
to send it; at other times it is the
dragon Kking, Lung Wang; and the
next most popular of the deities is the
goddeéss of mercy.

It is to be hoped that the prayers for
rain this yéar will not be in vain, for
with tiee immense population which
China hds it will entail untold suffer-
ing if her inhabitants are unable to
reap their accustomed harvest.

URGES BRICK FOR
SURFACE DRAINS

Ald. Humber Moves for Change
—0ld Drains in Good
Shape.

Ald. Humbet hag & strong faith in
the usefulness of brick, not only a& a
paving material but in the construc-
tion” of drains. He has been looking
into the question of cost of the surface
drains now being laid, on which some
$60,000 aré to. be spent at present. and
has conie to the conclusion that at
least ten or twelve per cent, could be
saved by using brick. In the drains
now going down concreté js being used
to the exclusion of brick.

The alderman says that brick would
be every bit as satisfactory as cement
and  much cheaper, in addition to
which the crib-work, whic as to be
put in to support the concrete while it
is drying and hardening ‘adds consid-
erably to6 the cost. At the council
meeting on Monday evening he will
move:
~ ““The surface drains, now being ¢on-
structed by the corporation, be built
entirely of brick, as same is tweive
per cent. cheaper than cement, and
‘brick ‘surface drains have proven to
be superior ifi quality to surface drains
constructed in cement, and their dur-
ability has been proven by the . first-
class condition which the surface
drains bullt by the ¢ity of Victoria in
1893 are now in.”

SPIRIT Il. DEFEATED
IN CUP CONTEST

Challenger Led Until Near Fin-
ishing Line, When She
Was Becalmed.

Seattle, Wash., July 3.—Over a 12-mile
course out of Seattle’s harbor the
yachts Spirit I, of Seattle, and Alex-
andra, of Vancouver, are contesting to-
day for the most coveted prize in Pa-
cific coast sailing races. The Alexan-
dra is the defender of the Alexandra
trophy, offered in annual competition
by Lieut.-Governor Dunsmuir of Brit-
ish Columbia, and the Spirit 1I., chal-
lenger, will end@avor to wrest from the
Canadians the cup they won from the
Spirit I, last year.

The first race of the best two out of
three series started this morning at
10:30 o’clock:. The fleet  racers began
their 12-mile sprint from a line off the
West Seattle bell buoy. The time limit
for the race is five hours. In case
neither of the flyers finishes the full
course in this time ‘the first of the ser«
ies wil] be sailed next Monday after-
noon.

Early indications were that the rac-
ers would have a good breeze for the
full distance.

Extraordinary precautions have been
taken to keep the course free from in-
terference of commercial or excursion
vessels. Lieut. Hall, of the revenue
cutter service, is charged with thé duty
of Keping a way clear for the racers,
and orders have been ‘issued from
Washington that during the hours of
the race all outside vessels must keep
within the lines offshoré shown on the
chart. Inside the trianglé described by
lines drawn from the stakes ofily the
racers and official vessels-accompanying
dre allowed. The shore lines are fixed
to give plenty of water for any steamer
to pass.

Thousands of spectators saw the race
this morning. Many vessels of the
sound fleet were chartéred for excur-
gions, one of the biggest being the
Yosemite, which bore members of the
Beattle Yacht Club and their friends.

IMPERTALISN

CANON HENSON TALKS
TO CANADIAN CLUB

Empire Has a Duty tosHuman-
ity to Protect Its
Integrity.

It was an inspiring address which

@ Rev. Herbert Hensley Henson, canon

of Westminster Abbey and rector of
St. Margaret’'s, Westminster, delivered
to the members of the Canadian Club
at their luncheon inh the Empress hotel
on Wednesday afternoon, as briefly re-
ferred to in the last issue of the Times.
His theme wag patriotism, as distinct
from imperialism and jingoism, and
in the course of his remarks he pointed
out the duty of all the portions of the
Empire being prepared to malintain it
as the great league of peace which it
is, that involving preparedness to resist
the aggression of other nations. A, E.
McPhiilips, K.C., M.P.P,, president of
the club, was in the chair, and in the
company were many of the leading
eitizens of Victoria.

The president,, in introducing the
guest, said that in Canon Henson they
had one of the notable figures of the
day, one of the custodians of that great\
national edifice whose history was
sanctified to all the Empire. His great
experience would lend weight to his re-
marks, and the club was highly honor~
ed in having him as its guest,

Canon Henson said he had seen many
places and people since landing in New
York ten weeks ago. He had been ask-
éd innumerable times: ‘“What do you
think of us?”’ He was in a quandary as
as to what .subject to speak upon.
Weré he to speak upon themes very
close to his heart they might not pos-
sess interest for his hearers; were he,
on the other hand, to speak upon mat-
ters which he thought might interest
them he. might find himself at fault.
He was here anxious to be filled with
trustworthy information conc¢érning the
Dominion,

‘“Theére is one theme to which I can-
not forbear allvding,” continued Canon
Henson, - “and that is the amazing
beauty of Victoria. In coming across
the Sound to this city I noticed scenery
which it would be difficult to surpass.:
1 do not think I ever foeund myself in
the. presence of more beauty, of a more
attractive city ‘to come into. Every
hour that has passed since I have been
in this place has impressed me more
and -vnore with, the singular beauty of
the ¢ity, both”generally and in detail
It must be a matter of great pride to

every citizen to feel that he is a citi-

zen of this delightful spot.”

That morning, he continued, his wife
and he-hagd walked out to the sawmills,,
When-.one thought: of the. qnormous;
powaer: for destruction in:the machinery
there- they felt a kind of awe. They
thought of those trunks, which- had
taken perhaps a thousand years to
reach that growth, destroyed in al-
most an instant by the.pigmy, man.
On the other hand was the thought of
the constructive purposes for which
this timber was to be usged by man.
They had also visited the parliament
buildings, admirable in design and ar-
chitecture, which must take high rank
among buildings of their kind. While
there they saw maps which mare than
ever emphasized to him the greatness
of the Empire, when he saw that the |
little islands which cphstitute the
mother country could be tucked gway
in the map of British Columbia. Canon
Henson went on to say:’

“Thig immensity of your continent
regalls to my mind the prophecy made
by Hume in 1770, when Gibbon asked
him whether he should write the ‘De-
cline and Fall of the Roman Empire’
in English or French. ‘In English,’
was the reply, ‘for the time is coming
when the American plantations will be
inhabited by an immense number of
English-speaking people.’ Hume, and
Hume alone of this time foresaw the
great future of this continent, and
what is more, he réalized the extraor-
dinary value of Gibbons’ work.

“Speaking as a canon of Westminster
Abbey. and rector of St. Margaret's —
ang as the latter is the House of Com-
mong - ¢church, I feel prouder of that
position than of the former — I want
you to know that at home I am known
as & cross-bench man. That {s, that
I belong to neither political party. In,
this country I believe I should be
known as a ‘mugwump.” I am  ex<
plaining this to you because I want to
speak of a great anxiety which is now
clouding the minds of our people at
Home. We have arrived at a phase in
our history where our domestic, our
national, our imperial stability are at/
stake. I have the honor of knowing
the great men of both parties at home.
There is not one of them who cherishes
the guilty aspiration of making war.

“But the great men of both parties
realize that the Empire to-day is under
)é cloud of responsibility. n We have

/eonceptions of duty, based upon tradi-
tion, we have ideals of life, conceptions
@f religious toleration and personal lib-
é@riy, which are not cherished on the
eontinent of Europe. England is now
practically unarmed and undefended.
Why should we alone among nations
belfeve, with the immense priviliges
which are ours, that we can go on for
ever enjoying the heritage which our
fathers won for us? The Empire must
be sustained by a new patriotism—by a
patriotism emanating from the nations
coterminous with England. Imperial
sentiment is cheap and tawdry unless
it levelops into patriotism. Imperial-
ism may become an intemperate and
non-moral sentiment. Patriotism will
always command respect. Patriotism
will make a man understand the pa-

[ sr triotism of other countries,

“Don’t suppose for a moment that
John Bull is in a state of nerves, for
he is not. This agitation for imperial
defence has been ascribed to the in-
fluence of the newspapers. In my
opinion newspapers are more the reflex
of people’s minds than the creators of
people’s opinions. Great Britain has
fiot been hustled into a nervous con;
dition by the newspapers.

“There are two things which have
broughit the situation home to the peo-

You will have redd the  remarkabié
oration delivered by Lord Rosebery be-
fore the Imperial Press Conference,
when he dwelt upon theé éritical posi-
tion. All the great politicians in Eng-
land are saying the same. With these
solemn ' warnings I believe that -the
clergy are not doing their duty unless
we point out thie need of sacrifice among
the people of the Empire, ‘to malintain
their traditions. The'religion of Christ
is not merely oné of the gentler quali-
ties, but is a religion of sacrifice, a re-
ligion which calls men to the bearing
of burdens,

“England has been following the
course of events in foreign countries.
Our people have becomé seriously. im-
pressed. We have seen. Russia, with
all her mighty .power, collapse before
what wags hitherto thought a small and
unimportant nation. England has
watched with anxiety the sharp and
brutal methods of diplomacy applied to
Russia and France by a powerfu] state
in Europe. It is upon these grounds
that the English people are thinking
of the urgency of this great question of
Imperial defence.

“There is no safety for the Empire
save in its own right hand. If the Brit-
ish Empire is not prepared to defend
itself and its own conceptions it will
stand itke Spain at the height.of its
history, a vast, wealthy and undefend-
ed mass, inviting attack from every
quarter. It is on both these grouhds
that the serious people at home-neot
the peoplé of thée music hall or the yel-
low press—desire to presg on their fel-
low-citizens abroad the great urgency
of thig matter.” (Loud applause.)

Rev. W. Leslie Clay movéd & vote of
thanks, and in dolng.so, told of first
seeing Canon Henson a year ago, when
at one of the Presbyterian general as-
semblies in Edinburgh. The speech
they had heard?was . one they wanted
to hear, to be reminded of a patriotism
that was broader than Empire. Canon
Henson could edrfy back thé news that
every man in this couhtry feélt like
hanging his head at thé fhought that
to the strength and power and majesty
of the British forcés Canada had not
contributeg one cent. Her statesmen
should show hér péople a way in which
they ¢euld exprefs the obligation they
feit. Whether a way was shown or not
Canon Hensen could take back the as-
surance, if one was needed, that thére
was not a déllar ifif thé Canadian treas-
ury, hot a man on Canadian soil who
would not go forth to maintain and de-
fend the world-wide league of peace
they believed thé Empire to be.

- QUEEN CHARLOTTES

Pacofi to Be Headguarters of
- Pacifie Coast Fishing Co. at
Selwyn Inlet.

Pacofi- is’ the name of a new town-
site and post office on Queen Charlotte
islands, It is situated on Selwyn Inlet,
and is the headquarters for the Pacific
Coast Fishing Company, which is es-
tablishing a large station at that
point. The wharf at the new fishing
station is neatly completed and build-
ings are going up. As soon as the ma-
chinery has been installed the station
will be in ‘readiness for the fish. A,
large number of hands will be employ-
ed, and following. their usual custom
thé post office authorities are prepar-
ing to open an office for the conveni-
ence of the néw settlers, The word
Pacofi represents the two first letters
of each word in Pacific coast fisheries.
News of the new station was brought
by the steamer Amur, which reached
this port yesterday.

AT RACE MEETING

DEMONSTRATION MADE
AGAINST A DECISION

Winner- df Race Given Second
and First, Then plsqual-
ified.

A -public demonstration against a de-
.cision of Presiding Judge Skinner on
the first race Wednesday was made at
the Willows and a large crowd gather-
ed round the judges’ box bent on an
explanation, when Judge Skinner, after
a_ comsultation with Judges Leighton
and Virtue, came out of the judges’ pa-
villon and changed the ‘numbers, cut-
ting aut entirely the horse he had
placed first, and registering a new
third.

The horses interested were Bazil,
Curriculum, Semproelle and Old, Set-
tler. Curriculum passed.the wire a
head and half a neck in front of Bazil,

. and Bazil was about a length in front

of Semproctie, who was a nose in front
of Old Settler. When Bazil's number
was shown as the winner a roar went
up from the stand accompanied by cries
of ‘rotten” and "raw.” The crowd
aquickly gathered, when the judges held
a ~consultation and Curriculum was
glven first, Semproelle second and Old
Settler third. Announcer John Dinue
then announced from the steps of the
judges’ dox that Bazil had been dis-
quaiified for fouling with Old Settler,
and the crowd wondered,

Later J. A. Virtue, the Victoria Coun-
try Club steward, who was officlating
in the box, said: “I thought Currieu-
lum won,” Judge Leighton is reported
as having said: “I left the matter to
the stewards,” so the matter now re-
mains with the presiding judge, The bet-
ting on Curriculum opened at 3 to 2,
and closed at 2 to 1, and the betting on
Bazil was 2 to 1 from opening to post
time. Powers, who rode Curriculum,
said his mount won the race and beat
Bazil. The finish was not close epough
to cause particular dlscrimluation to
be necessary as would be the case of
‘a, hose and nose finish.  The late find-
ing of fouling against the rider of Ba-
zil after the presiding judge had post-
ed the first numbers, was the cause of
much comment adverse to the presid-
ing judge at the track through the af-
ternoon and in town Wednesday night.

This was the first disqualification of
the meeting and Presiding Judge Skin=
ner was. held by many to-be a little
late in his exact discrimination ‘of un-
fair riding. Many held there have been

SALMON AND TROUT
FROM EASTERN CANADA

S —S —

Large Number of Eggs Im-
ported by Dominion
Government.

The Dominion government, through the
fisheries department, has been introducing
the fry of both Atlantie-salmon and East-

lern trout into the waters of Vancouver
Island this spring. For a number of years
sportsmen have been asking that the At-
lantic salmon should be introduced, and
on one or two occasions fry have been
liberated in small numbers. * This policy
is being continued in & systematic way,
and it is hoped the result will be that in
a few years angling for salmen will be
common in the waterg of this Island.

Speaking of the work of the-govepnment
along these lines, E. G. Taylor, fisheries
inspector for this disfrlct, said this morn-
ing that salmon fry li been liberated at
Campbell, river, Nanshio ldkes, Cowichan
river and lake and Shawnigan lake. These |
were the most important waters and the’
ones most frequented by anglers.

The eggs of the salmon were brought
from the waters of Eastern Canada and
hatched in the Bon Acedrd hatchery on
tthe Fraser river. The’fry have just been
liberated,

A number of fry of the Eastern trout
have also been liberated in a numbér of
Vancouver Island lakés. These were im-
ported in the egg form and hatched at
the same hatchery as the salmon.

The feature of the Atlantic salmon is
that they rise to the fly and are there-
fore good sporting fish.  Theé local salmon
do not take the fly. The Eastern salmon
return to the sea after spawning, some-
thing that the British Columbia salmor\
never do,

REMOVING STUMPS.

J. W.. Martindale Writes ‘on New
Method He Has. Seen,

A letter that introduces a suggestion
for getting rid of stumps has been re-
ceived from J. W. Martindale, formerly
of Saanich, but more recently of Wash-
ington state. Mr, Martindale has re-

| turned to Victoria however, being bet-

ter satisfied with B. C.

The letter which will doubtless be of
interest to mhany on Vaucouver Island
1s as follows:

After a sojourn in the land te the
south of us I was very much interest-
ed in a new way to clear land, which
is very successful. It is known as the
charcoal pit system, Instead of runnihg
a fire all° through the land after log-
ging, you cut the branches and tops
into lengths of about 4 feet, and dig
away the earth from around a stump
and pile the large stuff close around
the stump until it is about 18 inches
to ‘2 feet ‘thick; then put on' finer, and
last of all small branches; fern or
long grass and cover with earth until
the pile is entirely covered with earth
to the depth of about 8 inches, leaving
a small hole on side where wind is
blowing—then light. The only attention
the fire meeds is to keep all the holes
closed - up, and in a short time' the
stump is entirely eharred out, This is
the i-most .econbmical way of taking
stumps out, and one man can keep 20
to 30 stumps going all the time,

BUILDING FLOOD
IS STILL RISING

PERMITS 74 PER CENT.
OVER MAY LAST YEAR

All Over the Dominion the Same
Activity is to Be
« Found.

According to available statistics
May, the ~tide of building  pros
perity is still rising, ang as yet neth-
ing seems imminent. t& stem the flow.
Enormous increases are noted in all
the provinces and the average. gain
for the month is 74 per cent. So far
this year, the monthly. high water
marks of other years have been entire-
ly submerged, and although the “inters
mediate or quiet seasen” is at hand
‘when the force of activity in the bulld-
ing line usudlly lessens. ‘insteéad of
either the east. or the west showing
any signs of curtailment in operations,
there is every indication that the sub-
stantia] and satisfactory headway that
has been made up to the present time
will continue throughout the summer
months,

The report for the month as com-
piled by Construction. of Toronto, in-
cludes returns from twenty represen-
tative centres throughout the Domin-
ion, all of which reflect in a fairly ac-y4
curate degree tHe exact condition of
affairs in their respéctive districts. Out
of this number only three have failed
to equal their amount for the corres-
ponding period of last year. Halifax
shows .a decrease of 46 per cent..
Moose Jaw 19 per cent., and Fort Wil-
llam 5.26 per cent., a decline in the lat-
ter case due to a slight settling down
after the preceding month, when this
city recorded a mightly gain of 1,188
per cent.

On the other hand, the increases
range all the way from 8 to 564 per
cent. In the eastern section, Sydney
and St. John shows an advance of 453
per cent, (the second largest increase
for the month), and 79 per  cent, re-
spectively, and Montreal attaches &
gain-of’ 92 per cent. to the other sub-
stantial monthly gains she has made
throughout the' season. The largest in-
creagé for the month is noted in_the
case of Brandon, which has reached
the king row with a gigantic gain of
564 per cent., while Winnipeg exceeds
last year's ﬁgures for the month hy
97 per cent.

Calgary and Edmonton's growth for
the month . was practically’ identical,
their gains in ‘order named being 379
per cent. and 375 per cent.. which gives
an idea of the forward strides that are
being made in Alberta; while in Sas-

A
report to the convention will be made
Tuesday afternoon, ang before that re-
port is made strong pressure from both
sides will be brought to bear on the
members of the committee.

Rev, Anna Howard Shaw. national
president, who is leading the fight
against the liquor interests, in her an-
nual address said that the liquor deal-

and

_ers were the bitterest foeg the suffra-

gists had. She. said they openly op-
posed the- women, and that the only
way to succeed was to go out and
make an open fight against the liquor
traffic.

National Auditor Laura Clay, in dis-
cussing the resolution. said to-day
that in her opinion there was but one
way to secure the franchise for women
and that was to fight in the same man-
ner they were being fought. ‘‘The one
class unalterably ang irrevocably op-
posed to the enfranchisement of women
is the organized liquor ~“traffic,”” she
said.

Prominent officials of the Nationaal
W.C.T.U.A., among whom is Mrs. Cor-
felia Jewett editor of the Union Sig-
nal, are here as delegates, and will aid
in securing the adoption of the resolu-
tion against the liquor interests. Thete
will, however. be strong opposition to
the adoption of the-prohibition resolu-
tion. Headed by Mrs. Abigail -Scott
Dunniway, president of the Oregon as-
sociation, those opposed - to the move-
ment wﬂl d> all they can to keep the
issue down. .Mrs. Dunniway is ‘of ‘the
opinion that the endorsement of pro-
hibition would prove . detrimental 10
the cause of suffrage.

If the prohibition issue reaches the
fléer of the -convention, it is believed
that it will be the occasion for a' stir-
rinz fight, wita the chances “of its sue-
cess: or failure about equally divided.

BRIGHT OUTLOOK
_FOR.LUMBER INDUSTRY

Good Crops Will Result in In-
creased Building in
Wheat Belt.

“Indications point te a rapid return
of normal lumber prices. The success
of the crops in the prairies is now
practically' assured and a good year in
the wheat belt cannot but result .in a
very large increase in building opera-
tions.” This statement was made to a
representative of the Nelson Daily News
by Frank Hawkins, secretary of the
Canadian Lumbermen’s Association at
Ottawa, when asked as to the pros-
pect for\an increase in the | present
price of lumber, )

Mr, Hawking is in British Columbia
for the purpose of gaining additional
members for the association, of which
he is the representative, and which
was formed less than 12 months ago.
He has already visited Vancouver and
other coast cities and been successful
in obtaining as members practically all
the coast lumbermen,

With regard to the objects of. the
Canadian Lumbermen’s - Association
Mr, Hawkins explained that its func-
tion was not to in any way interfere
with the existing. organizations, such
as the Mountain Lumber Manufactur-
ers’ Association, but to assist them in
obtaining such modifications of pro-
posed or existing statues ag thought
advisable, in. making applications be-
fore -the railway commission and in
many other ways too numerous to be
mentioned. It had been -thought that
although the smaller organizations for
the protection and assistance of 'the
lumber men were doing excellent work
they could be consgiderably strengthen-
ed by some such association  as  that
represented by ‘Mr.- Hawkins, which
could act with the moral effect of the
whole lumber interests of Ca,nada be-
hind it.

One of the questions already. taken
up by the new association was that of
the freight rates in Québec and On-
tario, Thig cdse has been” described -as
being one of thHe most important ‘ever
brought before the railway commissiqon
and if succesgful is likely to hawe the
most far-reaehing effects, -and. Mr.
Hawkins stated that he had every rea-
son to believe that the association
would win out. It was for such work
as this that it was formed.

ada, which is now so rapidly proceed-
ing, says the Investors’ Guardian &
Joint Stock C anies Review (Lon-
don) of June 12th, There can be no
doubt that he comes at an auspicious
time both for the purposes of the con-
version of old loans and of issuing new

ones. The great depression in financial -

matters which was the dominant fac-
tor in the situation eighteen months
ago has to a large extent passed away;
the public has once more become opti-
mistic, and certain departmentg of the
stock exchange have- entered into a
period of great activity,

But, encouraging as this phase of
finance cannot fail to be to Mr, Field-
ing, he will have a much firmer.and
sounder support for his opeérations in
the remarkable advance which has
been made by Canada herself during
the last quarter*of a century, and es-
pecially during the past decade. It does
not seem a yery far cry back to that
period when some statesmen, Can-
adians, honestly believed that even
the main line of the Canadian Pacific

" The merit of the financial deémands
of Canada must be measured by the
combined scale of her territory and of
her growth. Her railway devélopment
has to fit the area, not of a petty Eu-
ropean state, but of half a continent
sweeping - to both oceans. The rolling
stock of such rallways must be on a
scale fitting to the niture of the pro-
ducts of the regions which they serve;
products . of great weight and bulk;
grain, fruits. timber, with a great va-
riety of minerals. On & scale commen=-
surate to such a proposition the finan-
cial provision must also be large, if ad-
eéquacy be aimed at.

AUTO CAPSIZED.

Three Members of F. J. Heney’s Party
Injured $n Accident,

Seattle, Wash.. July 5.—Francis J.
Heney, special prosecutor of the San
Francisco graft trials, accompanied by
Dr, Shadworth, O. Beasley, Detective
John McCarthy, former United States
Senator Fred -Mulkey, of Oregon, and
Jesse McLaughlin, of Seattle, chauf-
feur. arrived here at midnight Satur-
day by train from Castle Rock, after
an automobile trip which started from
San Francisco a week ago Tuesday.
Mr. Heney and party were in an auto-
mobile accident a mile north of Castle
Rock, in which Dr. Beasley, McCarthy
and McLaughlin were injured,” Mc-
Carthy’s and MecLaughlin’s wounds
proving most serious. None o6f the
party-is disabled seriously.

‘“We were about a mile north of Cas-
tle Rock and almost at the end of the
bad roads when the accident hap-
pened,” said Mr. Heney. “To get up
a steep hill it was necessary to put on
all speed. We had passed the part
covered with branches when the front
wheels began to sink in the soft sand
and the steering wheel was deflected a
little. The machine plunged off the
road and down an embankment about
fifteen feet high, I should say. In the
fall the automobile turned over. Had
it not been that the rear end of the
car happened to strike on a stump I
believe Dr, Beasley would have been
killed. He was caught under the car
and the edge of the tonneau fell
across the middle of his back, The fact
that the edge of the car struck this
stump saved his life. McCarthy was
caught under the car and condensed
steam dripped on his leg for half an
hour, scalding him painfully. Mec-
Laughlin was caught by the foot under
the edge of the car.”
