New York, March 22.—The address to
thie natives of the Philippine lslands,
drafted by the Ameérican. commission on
behalt of the United States government,
and embodying the views of the presi-
dent, has been: made public, says a
Manila dispateh to the Journal.

It has beén translated into all native
dialects and 48 to be distributed through-
out the archipelago. The salient points,
which have been prepared by the presi-
dent’s orders, are these:' It assures the
population. of the Phi ppine Islands -of
the mtentiuns of Amegicans to develop
the powers®of self-ga¥ernment  in' the
peopla. p
States has assumed international obli-
gations which it must fulfill, and which
makes it responsible to;the whole civ-
ilization of the world for the stable gov-
ernment of the Philippines. That the
Unitéd States cannot divest itself of
these responsibilities, the address as-
sures the ‘people.

The commission is to interpret to the
natives the purposes and intentions ot
the president of the United States to-

“ward . thein, and also to suggest the

establishment of such gévernment  as
shall suit the capaciy and requirements

{-of-the Pilipinos and be consistent with

the interests of the United States.
