When the author of the foregoing was

He was told to go 
home and soak his h ;a t, but instead of 
that he vent to Fredericton, with the same 
big head he ha 1 here, whence he was 
shipped for Monel on and was іДс h-^nrd of 
again tu 11 the legislature nut. Nobody 
at Fredericton seem ;d to know very much 
about him, but when Mr. Hanington was 
chosen leader of the Opposition, Mr. 
Stevens pushed himself into the seat be­
side him, swallowing all he had said 
about “the great big nobody.” For a day 
or two he sat there and endeavored to 
make two or three gentlemen from “the 
bend” believe that he was first mate of 
the opposition. He became such an an­
noyance to the leader, however, that he 
was ordered to give the seat up to Mr. 
Stockton and take one near the back row, 
where his peculiarities would not bo so 
conspicuous or, at least, the Opposition 
would not bo so obviously connected 
with him.

lading thus settled in his place in the 
house and having, apparently nothing else 
to do, it might be expected that he would 
have kept Ilia promiie of exposing the 
corruption of the Blair Government. Did 
he do it? Not he ! He had been told 
about the aforesaid corruption by Mr. 
Hanington before that gentleman ran on 
the government ticket, but when he 
found himself in a position to formulate 
charges and bring the alleged corruption­
ists to justice, he was told it was all 
jpoonshine—well enough for use in election 
campaigns,but of no use in the Assembly. 
At times he would bring up in caucus 
what Mr. Hanington had told him and 
Mr. Stockton would poke fun at him 
about his offering to reduce the stumpage 
to eighty ceits and ttll him that so many 
of the opposition had heretofore support­
ed the government as to make it clear 
that the corruption charged was amongst 
the Westmorland stumps and not else­
where. He lingered through the session 
and continued an M. 1\ P., until the ex- 
posnre in court of the corrupt means by 
which he secured his election compelled 
him to resign. That, as everybody knows 
ended his parliamentary career. It is 
true he was a candidate in the by-election, 
but his tour as the salf-appointed leader 
of the Opposition, his insane conduct in 
the Assembly and his failure to say a 
word about the charges ho intended to 
make against the government sealed his 
fate, and the electors sent Mr. McQ men, 
a government supporter, to the legisla­
ture in his place. Since ihat time he has 
been ‘ a little off” in matters political and 
the last manifestation of his mania is that 
the “great big nobody” wasn’t fooling him 
over the “thieving at Fredericton” and as 
he could not induce the opposition in the 
Assembly to formulate charges on the 
subject, he clutches at the idea that the 
Senate might take the matter up. It is a 
delicate thing to interfere with the liberty 
of the individual in this country to enjoy 
either opinions or diet as he thinks best 
for himself,but if we might be permitted to 
make a suggestion it would be that the ex- 
M. P. P. of yellow valise notoriety be 
kept under careful surveillance, especially 
during this very warm August weather.

the rule.

The Department’s action in the case of 
Mr. Wyse is the outcome of its predis­
position to make mistakes. Mr. Wyse 
has been taught by the Department itself 
to set it at defiance, and after his success 
in that line having the sanction of more 
than a decade, his dismissal for the cause 
officially assigned therefor may possess 
the unimpeachable character attributed by 
Pinafore’s Sir Joseph Porter to “official 
utterances,” but will not command much 
respect for its consistency or diplomacy.

A dozen years ago, Mr. Wyse practically 
took charge of the whole of the lower part 
of the river—particularly on the south 
side. He took upon himself authority to 
supercede other overseers by issuing 
licenses in their districts, with the con­
nivance of the then Inspector, and with­
out either the knowledge or approbation 
of the Department. When the situation 
had sufficiently disclosed itself and the 
fishermen were puzzled to know upon 
whom to look as representing the Depart­
ment, it became necessary for the Minis­
ter of Fisheries and the late Commission­
er, Mr. Whitcher, to come from Ottawa 
to Chatham and hold an investigation. 
So flagrant were the abuses and subversion 
of official control and discipline proven, 
that Mr. Wyse, while the investigation 
was going on, asked permission to resign 
hie office at the end of his official year. 
He was, then and there, taken at his 
word, b it before the year had expired the 
federal elections were held and a new 
government came into office. Mr. Wyse 
had worked hard in the County against 
the government under which he had serv­
ed and in favor of the party now in 
power. As his official misconduct had 
helped to m iko the outgoing 'adminis­
tration unpopular, he was not required to 
keep his promise of resigning, but was re­
warded by having his authority extended. 
It is the sa ne government that approved 
of his setting departmental orders, rules 
and disciplin ) at defiance which now dis­
misses him f k doing, in only a very mild 
way, that whiih it before condoned—even 
rewarded him for doing.

We are assured that the Minister could 
not be deterred fro.n making an example 
of Mr. Wyse, because of his disobedience 
of orders in connection with the protec­
tion of the B.artibog salmon pools. Under 
the circumstances, it was in the public 
interest that a river so shamefully neglect­
ed should have had the protection given 
to it at a time when it was so much need­
ed, still, if it were the Department’s cus­
tom to thus punish its officers for infrac­
tion of its rules, one could hardly object 
to the visitation of its wrath in this in­
stance. But there ага other considera­
tions which should have weight. If a 
horse has been trained to jump hurdles, 
he should not be punished for clearing 
fences now and then. By parity of rea­
soning it may be claimed that Mr. Wyse 
should have been seriously informed that 
there was a change in the department’s 
policy towards him, and that whereas it 
had taught him in the past that it was 
meritorious for him to violate its instruc­
tions, he must, in the future, understand 
that such violations would cost him his 
position.

Altogether, the situation is an interest­
ing one, and while we are fully sensible 
of the loss sustained by the service in the 
decapitation of an officer of Mr. Wyse’s 
long experience and business attainments, 
we must congratulate the Department on 
having the courage and self-respect which 
it so conspicuously lacked some twelve 
years ago. Furthermore, while It is in 
the business of punishing officers who dis­
obey its instructions, we recommend en­
quiry on the subject of those overseers 
and wardens who, while they are suppos­
ed to enforce the regulations, are in the 
habit of fishing their own salmon nets 
seven days in every week—m some cases 
plainly in sight of San day Wo-shippers, 
who are taught by the scriptures and 
their catechisms to respect thus e in 
authority.

others. The Snmmerside Journal thus refers 
to their visit to that city:—

“The pilot boat Princess Louise, Capt. 
Wall?, of Chatham, N. B., arrived here on 
Saturday lost, having on board the follow­
ing: Hoa. L. J. Tweedic, Surveyor Gen­
eral of New Brunswick, R. A Liwlor, 
Collector of Inland Revenue, Chatham, 
Robert Murray, Police Magistrate of Chat­
ham, F. R. Morrison, Manager of the Bank 
of Nova r Scotia, Chatham and Newcastle, 
Angus Ullock, John Ullock, Frank Griffin, 
James Johnson and J. D. B. F. Mackenzie, 
of the same town. The last named remained 
at Snmmerside with bis family, who are 
spending a few weeks here. After spending 
Saturday afternoon iu doing this town, the 
party proceeded by the evening express to 
Hunter River, thence to the Seaside Hotel, 
Rustico, where they remained till Sunday 
afternoon,when they drove to Charlottetown. 
Messrs. R. Hunt, P. W. Morrison, and our­
selves accompanied them from here to 
Emerald Junction, returning by the evening 
train. They remained at Charlottetown un­
til Tuesday morning, when they returned to 
Snmmerside, reaching here by the 
train, and remaining here daring the after­
noon and evening. Mr. Geo, Y. Dibblee 
and others spent a very enjoyable evening 
on board the Princess Louise, where they 
w ere entertained by the visitors. Lite in 
the evening Capt. Walls was called forward 
and presented with a handsome large British 
Ensign for his fine craft, at a souvenir of the 
excursion, and a most fitting emblem for hie 
noble boat, the address and presentation 
being made by Mr. W. A. Brennan. Tne 
other two Captains and two others, who 
made up the crew, were presented with 
silk handkerchiefs. Capt. Walls, after 
heartily thanking the donors in a most 
fueling manner, requested Hon. Mr. Tweedie 
to reply for him. In the course of his re­
marks Mr. Tweedie made a most excellent 
suggestion, that of having excursi ms of 
representative men organized to visit the 
neighboring provinces. He said that he 
had advocated in the New Brunswick legis­
lature the formation of excursion parties 
composed of representatives in the legisla­
ture, and advised that they be formed in 
each province. We know little or nothing 
of New Brunswick or the adjoining prov­
inces, having hitherto had only business 
relatione with them, but it would be very 
desirable and no donbt trend to the im­
provement of both provinces were we to 
make ourselves better acquainted with our 
neighbors, whether those neighbors reside 
in Nova Scotia, New Brunswick or any 
other part of the Dominion. We would 
learn their ways and their social and po­
litical conditions, and when matters came 
before parliament there would not be such 
gross lack of knowledge displayed on the 
part of some speakers as has been the case, 
to use a late irittance, when the tunnel 
question was up for discussion.

This was folio we J 
by luncheon on board, which all participated 
in with great eclat, everyone appearing to 
relish the cooking of the steward of the 
Princess Louise, who is quite an artist in hi 
line. It was anticipated that the pleasant 
party would remain here yesterday, but on 
arriving at our office we found that the 
Princess Louise had sailed during the early 
morning. We sincerely trust that these 
pleasant excursions will be more frequent in 
the future than they have been in the past. 
We also trust that the excursionists went 
away with better impressions of Prince 
Edward Island than they entertained here­
tofore. Such parties might be organized by 
oar own citizens. Were our people to visit 
such centres as Miramichi, known to them 
only in a business way, they would meet 
with the utmost courtesy, and be as highly 
pleased at their entertainment by the good 
people of those places as we trust our late 
visitors were with their stay here.”

The excursionists say they cannot speak 
too highly of the hospitality of their 
Snmmerside friends, or of the courtesies and 
kindnesses which they received on all hands 
at other places visited by them.

Chatham, ) the liquor had been ordered back 
to him through some legal point which ap­
parently justified it. 
present case, the Stipendiary Magistrate did 
not see what compromise could be made so 
as to legally justify the return to its owner 
of the liquor seized. Duiing that time—that 
is to say, while the matter was being dis­
cussed between the Police Magistrate, Mr. 
Hays and myself—policeman Gillis was sit­
ting in Mr. Mu nay’s rear office. I went 
and told him about the whole transaction, 
as it had been going on, and stated to him 
that Mr. Hays was not going to contest the 
charge on account of the liquor seized, and 
would also pay the fine and expenses ($05) 
standing against bis brother, in case the 
liquor was restored to him. And I musthir* 
acknowledge that I conscientiously believed 
at the time that there would he no harm 
done in giving it to him, owing to the fact 
that it had previously been done in a similar 
case under the sanction of the law. So it 
would seem, and furthermore, I considered 
that by giving it up to him the county would 
be the gainer by some $80 to $100. Gillis 
replied that, in his estimation, there would 
be no harm in doing so, provided it could bp 
kept from Mr. Murray’s knowledge. I then 
called Mr. Hays from the front office (he 
being at the time in conversation with S. 
Thomson, Esq., my counsel, and Stipendiary 
Magistrate Murray.) As to what arrange­
ment was made between policeman Gillis 
and Mr. Hays, after I called the latter in, I 
positively affirm that I was no party to it, 
and even did not hear anything of what was 
said between them (being a little dull of 
hearing,) .and although Mr. Hays stated I 
was present while the arrangement was 
made between Gillis and himself, still I re­
peat what I said before—that I heard 
nothing of what was said between them.

I wish it to be distinctly understood that 
there is no desire on my part to repudiate 
my own acts, or wish, as I already said, to 
shield myself from any blame that I should 
be held responsible for. I will state that I 
nevertheless understood from what was go­
ing on between Mr. Hays and constable 
Gillis that Mr. Hays was to acknowledge 
judgment in behalf of his mother, and should 
he get his liquor restored pay the fine stand­
ing against his brother. Mr. Hays and my­
self then re-entered Mr. Murray’s front 
office where judgment in the charge was ac­
knowledged by Mr. Hays. This was the 
last I heard of the matter till some days 
afterwards, when I was informed that Mr. 
Hays had got his liquor back. I immediate­
ly repaired to his house to ascertain the fact, 
when he stated that he had got a part of it 
back, and expressed his willingness to pay 
the fine and expenses standing against his 
brother, and which he, there and then, paid.
I again reaffirm that I knew nothing about 
the preliminary arrangements between Gillie 
and Hays until after the examination before 
Justice Fotheringham, when I visited Coun­
cillor Hays to inquire how the transfer had 
been effected. Then all the particulars were 
unveiled to me.

A summary of Mr. Hays’ own version of 
this affair will throw further light on what 
was done without my knowledge, or even 
the least suspicion on my part of what was 
going on till I got the statement from Mr. 
Hays’ own lips. He said that policeman 
Gillis told him to take two empty casks 
similar to those containing the liquor, put 
about the same quantity of water in the 
casks as there was liquor in the others, 
have the water sweetened or colored so 
as to present the color of whiskey, so that 
when the casks were broken up and emptied 
the deception would not be noticed. Iu 
accordance thereto two casks were taken 
down when Gillis inquired if the colored 
water was in. Receiving a negative answer 
he said he would do that himself. The 
exchange of the casks being made, Gillie 
was then asked for the four bottles that 
were seized at the same time as the casks 
were. He said he would not give them up 
as he wanted 'to break them along with the 
water casks in order to produce a smell of 
liquor, and thus insure complete deception.

Such is the version given by Mr. 
Hays, and here I would ask if that state­
ment corresponds with Gillis’ testimony, 
who swore he did not know the liquor 
held in possession of the court, and that his 
giving up of the liquor to Hays was in con­
sequence of me telling him that the whole 
matter had been settled before Mr. Murray, 
and that consequently the liquor had to be 
returned.

I may here state that there appears to 
exist a certain amount of corroboration be­
tween the evidence of policeman Gillis and 
that of magistrate Murray which requires » 
passing explanation.

After the transfer of the liquor, I visited 
Mr. Murray, when he said to me that Gillis 
had got himself in a bad fix, and was liable 
to be discharged,

I, knowing that Mr. Murray was one of 
the police committee, requested him not to 
blame Gillis, wishing to shield the man, and 
save his bread earning position that seemed 
compromised. If there is anything I blame 
myself for in this perplexed affair that 
threatened my own ruin and imperilled my 
character and liberty, it is my good nature 
which, in this case, led me to assume tho 
responsibility of a man’s wrong doings, in 
order to shield him from the consequences 
of his own acts. But I have learned a lesson 
by it of which I shall profit in the future;, 
and that is never to let my better feelings 
have the upper hand of me in the line of 
duty- The unjust responsibility which 1 
assumed to save Gillie has been taken ad­
vantage of by the man in his attempt to* 
clear himself.

And that is how I was repaid.
Again, Mr. Hays declares in reference 

the returned liquor, that about one half off 
the quantity seized had been returned to- 
him, the remainder having been extracted 
f oui the Cisks while in Gillis’ possession. I 
infer ic was done to keep up the smell dui lag 
the holocaust that Mr. Gillis was about to 
make of the casks as he had of the bottles. 
Anyhow, it went some way, whether through 
‘he regular channel, or suction from mother 
earth, history does not tell.

Now, sir, this communication is already 
too Ion-; yet I crave your indulgence for a. 
few closing remarks, and I am done:—

1 assign two reasons for the cause of this 
whole trouble in which I got involved, and 
lay the whole blame on the two men whose 
wrong-doings have alone brought it about: 
Gillis and Duthie—the one by assuming to 
do what he had no right to do, and then 
giving it a flat denial, and the other by his 
persistent attempts to force me to leave un­
collected a tine standing against him for 
violation of the Temperance Act. THW, 
latter has already got his deserts, inasmuch®^ 
аз I visited him at his home in Chelmsford, 
on the morning of the 6th inst., where after 
a great display of antics a la John /,., lm 
accepted a pair of wristlets, and was escorted 
to our County goal, there to partake of the- 
hospitality of mine host for two days, donate: 
some $71 towards the County funds and re­
turn to his home—a wiser if not a better 
man. As for Policeman Gillis, I shall leave 
him for the present that he may still enjoy 
his hobby of making a smell.

Tbc business of investigating scan­

dals lias taken a new turn. Tbe new 
Bay Chaleur Railway Company wanted 
a bill passed in tbe Senate, and it being 
proposed to investigate certain coirupt 
transactions by which former subsidies 
of the Quebec Government va it to in­
fluence elections, Mr. Mercier being 
implicated, the promoters of tbe bill 
endeavored to have it withdrawn. 
There was a lively contest on party 
lines over the matter, as the withdraw­
al of the bill would prevent enquiry 
into the alleged frauds. The sup- 
poi ters of the proposition to investigate 
were successful in carrying their point, 
and the enquiry has been entered upon. 
Prominent politicians and others have 
been summoned to give testimony be­
fore the Senate committee, but it ap­
pears that many of them have been 
suddenly seized by an epidemic of some 
kind, whicli either makes them sick or 
drives them to distant summer resorts. 
It seems evident that the Senate com­
mittee is on the track of a bribery and 
corruption fund of large dimensions. 
This time the “boodle iniquities” seem 
to attach to the Liberal Government 
of Quebec and Premier Mercier, of 
whose discardsd cut we heard so 
much in February last.

The Intercolonial Defl4^t_ ;. '

tSenator Power, of Halifax, introduc­
ed the subject of government railway 
management in the Senate a few days 
ago by calling attention to an editorial 
article in the Ottawa Citizen suggesting 
the transfer of the Intercolonial Rail­
way, together with its branches and 
connections, to a private company. He 
asked the Premier whether it was the 
intention of the Government to discon­
tinue the operating of the Intercolonial 
Railway system as a public work, and 
whether it was proposed that the Gov­
ernment shall take over or operate any 
of the railway’s in the Lower Provinces 
now owned by private companies. 
After quite an elaborate address on the 
subject by Mr. Power, Hon. Mr. Wark 
showed that the capital account of the 
I. C. II. had already been enormously 
swelled by the building of connecting 
lines in Pictou, Cape Breton and other 
parts of Nova Scotia, while the low 
rates prevailing were made in the in­
terest of that province and Ontario 
and Quebec.

Premier Abbott said that the sub­
ject of taking over connecting lines or 
placing the I. C. R. in the hands of a 
company or commission, had not been 
even considered by the Government. 
In reference to the I. C. R. deficit he 
assumed that it was principally caused 
by the rates prevailing on that line, 
which were made low “in deference to 
“the wants and to the necessities of 
“the business of the Maritime Prov­
inces.”

Tho erroneous character of the 
premier’s ideas on the subject, so far as 
New Brunswick is concerned, was at 
once shown by Hon. Mr. Snowball 
who said :

“I was sorry to hear one remark, as 
coining from the Premier, and referred 
to by members from Nova Scotia. The 
hon. gentlemen from that Province com­
plained of the non-paying character of 
the Intercolonial Railway. The hon. Pre­
mier, in making his explanation, says 
that the deficiency is on account of the 
low rates of freight charged to the Mari­
time Provinces. When he makes that 
statement he includes New Brunswick 
and Prince Edward Island ; but we dis­
tinctly repudiate that we receive any con­
sideration from the Intercolonial Railway 
at all. We claim that the charges made 
on the Intercolonial Railway to those 
provinces are as high, and higher, than 
they are for corresponding distances of 
milway in any part of Canada that I know 
of. But we of New Brunswick do claim 
that the Intercolonial Railway is run in 
the interest of Nova Scotia, and there is 
where the shoe pinches, and so my hon. 
friend should be exceedingly cautious in 
making any remarks on the non-paying 
character of the line. As has been j ustlÿ 
stated by the hon. member from Freder­
icton, the coals carried from the mines of 
Nova Scotia to their own seaboard, as 
well as to St. John, a distance of 150 
miles, pay a dollar and a half a short ton 
to the latter point. They take those 
coals, however, and freight them up to 
Point Levis and Quebec for $1.70, or 
three tenths of a cent per mile per ton, 
and there is where the money goes. I 
am not going to speak on the National 
Policy, because he and myself are not re­
sponsible for what may have occurred ; 
but the mines of Nova Scotia, coal and 
iron, and other interests of that province 
have been protec. ed so largely by the 
National Policy that we of New Bruns­
wick and other sections of the Dominion 
have to pay out immense sums of money 
to carry their products almost free of 
charge, and that is where the serious 
annual deficits in the management of the 
Intercolonial Railway come ip. What I 
wish to impress upon the House is that 
New Brunswick must be exonerated from 
that charge, for we are not guilty in any 
respect, and we claim that the rates 
charged to us are fully up to the standard 
paid on other railways.”

Few people of the Dominion are 
aware of the magnitude of the non­
paying Nova Scotia business referred 
to. The general traffic of the ro.td, 
outside of that contributed by the Nova 
Scotia coal and iron mines, is a paying 
one, but it costs hundreds of thousands 
of dollars more than these mining in­
terests pay to carry their products to 
market. The policy of the Govern­
ment is to tax all the bituminous coal 
and all the iron entering the Dominion 
from outside countries iu order to pro­
tect these mines, and then compel the 
country to further subsidise them by 
contribution of half a million dollars 
year to pay for carrying their products 
to their customers. When New Bruns­
wick mill owners, however, have asked 
for similar rates to enable them to mar­
ket the staple product of the province, 
they have been flatly refused, although 
the empty coal cars daily pass their 
mills going in the direction of the 
points to which they wish to send 
lumber. It is a very “lop-sided” busi­
ness and our public men ought to ad­
dress themselves earnestly to the work 
of placing it upon a more equitable 
basis.

The Political Scandals.

notorious McGreevy scandal goes slow­
ly on. McGreevy has admitted that 
he received many thousands of dollars 
from the Larkin, Connolly Co. firm 
for election purposes, but denies many 
of the most damaging statements of 
Murphy and Robert McGreevy.

Sir Hector Langevin went before tbe 
Committee on Privileges and Elections 
on Tuesday, and made a statement 
under oath, a portion of which, as given 
in a despatch to the St. John Globe, 
was as follows :—

He regretted that in consequence of the 
manner in which the enquiry originated 
he had been obliged to appear

PASSIVE UNDER THE CHARGES MADE/
If Mr. Tarte, when he made his charges 
in the House of Commons, had made 
them directly against him, he would at 
once, pending the enquiry, have placed 
his resignation in the hands of the Prime 
Minister in accordance with the custom 
in England, but Mr. Tarte’s statement 
was aimed only at Thos. McGreevy, as 
the facts with which he subsequently con­
nected him were not stated, when, from 
the evidence, it had become plain that it 
was the intention to assail him directly. 
It was not until Mr. Tarte had complet­
ed his case last week that he (Langevin) 
became aware of the accusations against 
his conduct. He complained of not having 
been given an opportunity of defending 
himself. Now, however, he said, I know 
whereof I am accused. I intend to meet 
the accusations with the most positive 
denials, but I felt bound at once to 
LAY MY RESIGNATION IN THE HANDS OF 

THE PRIME MINISTER,
so that my colleagues in the government 
and in the House of Commons may be 
able to judge freely of my conduct. I 
begin by declaring that in all the depart­
mental works mentioned before this com­
mittee I feel that I have fulfilled my 
duty conscientiously in accordance with 
my knowledge and ability without being 
influenced by anyone. I
NEVER RECEIVED GIFTS, LOANS OR VALUES
directly or indirectly from the firm of 
Larkin, Connolly & Co., or any of its 
representatives. Thomas McGreevy and 
I have been for a long time on friendly 
terms and he has been my guest at my 
own house, during which I did not re­
ceive from him nor did he offer any sums 
of money, gift or loan. Thomas Mc- 
Grecvy has never tried to influence me in 
the execution of my duty, nor did he ob­
tain any knowledge, verbally or docu­
mentary, that my duty would compel 
to hold private. I never authorized any­
one to-communicate such information to 
him. Thomas McGreevy never gave me 
any reason to suspect that he v/as inter­
ested, personally or otherwise.

I ALWAYS HAD CONFIDENCE IN PERLEY,
chief engineer, and the other engineers 
up to the time that Perley gave evidence. 
I did not know that Perley had received 
a gift from Larkin, Connolly & Co. Not 
being an engineer myself, I felt justified 
in accepting the statements of my chief 
engineer and adopting his advice as to 
public works.

Sir Hector proceeded to take up the 
charges of manipulation of contracts, 
referring to each one separately and 
swearing that he knew nothing per­
sonally of what was being done as to 
values, changes of terms, quantities, 
amounts, etc., because he relied entire­
ly on tbe engineers and other officials, 
in whom he had implicit confidence. 
He also denied the allegations of 
Murphy and others affecting his per­
sonal integrity.

As to the effect of Sir Hector’s re­
signation, little may come of it beyond, 
as he puts it, leaving his colleagues free 
to discuss and act upon it on the merits 
of the situatian. If the committee ex­
onerate Sir Hector it may turn out that 
the resignation is not accepted and he 
may resume his place at the head of 
the Works department. In the ab­
sence of any advices on the subject we 
infer, from the manner in which the 
resignation is announced, followed by 
Sir Hector’s statement, that he has 
already seen the worst of the investi-

I would have taken no notice of the writ- 
iug in question, nor in fact had any desire to 
take notice of it were it not for the peculiar 
and trying position in which I have unguard­
edly allowed myselt to be placed. The 
position of public prosecutor is not an en­
viable one and not very many could be in­
duced to accept the responsibility and duties 
of the office, whatever remuneration might 
be attached to it. Bat, still, holding it as I 
do though having been honorably acquitted 
by the jury, yet I consider it my duty to 
give to the public the whole facts in connec­
tion with the restoration of the liquor in 
question, and allow the public to draw their 
own conclusions as to whose shoulders the 
odium should rest upon.

In the first place, it must be remembered 
that some months previous to the seizure of 
the Hays’ liquor by me, Johp Hays (a brother 
of the one on whose premises the liquor was 
seized) had, himself, been fined for selling 
liquor, and every effort made to collect the 
fine from him was unsuccessful.

After the liquor had been seized at Mrs. 
Hays’ bouse (mother of John), Ephriam 
Hays, her sun, visited me at my house, and 
wanted to get the raaljfe amicably settled, 
and get his liquor back. I told him I had 
no control over the liquor, so far as that was 
concerned, as it had already been delivered 
up into the hands of Police Magistrate 
Murray. He insisted I had power to restore 
him the liquor, and said he would pay the 
fine for his mother without contestation, if 
tbe liquor was restored to him. As a mere 
matter of inquiry, although I knew I had 
personally no power to do so, I asked him 
if, in case the liquor could be, or should be 
restored to him, would he also pay the line 
and expenses standing against his brother 
John ? He said that for the sake of putting 
an end to all farther trouble he would do в6 
I then told him to meet me on a certain day 
at Mr. Murray’s office, and we would see 
what could be done about it ; being aware 
that in a similar case (that of McCarthy, in

The schooner which picked 
them up landed them at Caraquet and from 
there, they were forwarded to the American 
agençât Bathurst, Mr. Edw.

Now was the moment to compel the 
Minister to stultify himself by acceding to 
the demands of a representative an unjust 
recognition of certain bills which the De­
partment and the Minister had theretofore 
justly refused to acknowledge. Alas for 
Wyse ! The boomerang he fired at the Min­
ister recoiled upon the head of himself ! 
The Minister paid the bills, which were un­
justly contracted by one of tho subordinates 
of bis Department and dismissed the unjust 
steward. Who shall say the dismissal came 
too soon ?

But Mr. Wyse is not cpntent with the con­
sideration shewn him by the Deportment. 
He would now lay the blame of the dis­
missal on the shoulders of Mr. Adams. He 
now wants to know why Mr. Adams did 
not tell him that payment of the bills meant 
dismissal of himself from office. He fails to 
understand that it is not the payment of the 
bills that caused the dismissal, so much as 
the repeated act of disobedience in demand­
ing a recognition twice before refused. The 
Minister could do nothing else than dismiss, 
or admit at once that Mr. Wyse and not he 
controlled his Department.

The chances are that if the Minister’s side 
of the case were heard Mr. Wyse would ap­
pear in a much worse light. But, alas ! for 
himself, pleading his own case in the col­
umns of the “Advocate,” he has proven that 
justice has been meted out to him, only after 
a long series of acts of disobedience, and acts 
of usurpation, which under a more strict 
employer would long ere this have brought 
him into disgrace and compelled a severance 
of the relations existing between them. Mr. 
Adams does not need any apology by any 

in this case, now that the facts are be­
fore the public. The reason now being ap­
parent to both the “World” and “Advocate” 
it might be good form for both of these papers 
to do the amende honorable to Mr. A duns 
for the insinuations cast upon his action.

We have seen several items respecting the 
work of certain mills, in which the cut of 
some particular gang was given to show 
what this or that mill could do. On Mon­
day last we interviewed Mr. Fisher of the 
Snowball mill on the subject, aud he said 
No. 1 gang in that mill was a smart one, and 
he showed us the figures representing the 
mill’s work for the day. These proved that 
210,000 superficial feet of deals, boards, etc., 
had been sawn in the ten hours, of which 
No. 1 gang had cut 90,267 s. f. besides sev­
eral thousands of refuse. Mr. Fisher said 
that under favorable circumstances much 
more lumber would have been cut. To 
prove this he said they had poor steam in 
the morning, while owing to a mishap to 
one of the gangs the mill was stopped for 
eight minutes during the afternoon. As 
more lumber was cut in the afternoon than 
in the forenoon, notwithstanding the eight 
minutes lost time after dinner, it was evident 
that but for the poor steam in the forenoon 
and the loss ot time in the afternoon several 
thousands more would have been to the «edit 
of No. 1 gang’s record.

the Court of Vice Admiralty for the Prov- 
ince of New Brunswick, Judge of the County 
Court of St. John and Revising Barrister for 
the city and county of St. John, died at his 
residence, St. John, on Friday morning last. 
He appeared to be in good health on Thurs­
day, attending to his official duties in the 
usual way, and retiring at his accustomed 
hour. He did not appear at breakfast on 
Friday morning and on one of his daughters 
going toj his room,she found him lying seross 
his bed, where he had apparently fallen and 
died while in the act of dressing. The de­
ceased judge was in his 73rd year, although 
he appeared years younger. He was a promi­
nent man in the legislature and government 
of the province for ten or more years before 
Confedera tion, where his great capacity for 
work, and high character аз a public man, 
were very generally recognised. In 1867 
he was appointed to the County judgeship, 
to the Xrice-Admiralty judgeship in 1876 and 
to the position of Revising Barrister in 1885. 
He held other important public positions 
and, in all, discharged his duties wisely, 
efficiently and honorably. No man could 
fill the judicial position more conscientiously 
or with greater ability. His whole life has 
reflected honor upon his native province, its 
bar, legislature, government and the bench. 
His funeral took place on Tuesday after­
noon, the pall bearers being Lt. Governor 
Tilley, Chief Justice Ritchie and judges 
Tuck, King, Stevens and Steadman.
