Movemeant. people toward questions of trade
could have supposed that Mr. Chamberlain's scheme
for a preferential tariff within the Ewmpire would
prove immediately acceptable to a majority of the
people of the United Kingdom. Themost that even
the most ardent Imperial Federationist could have
hoped for was that the people might gradually be
educated to the acceptance of a protective policy for
the sake of the advantages that an Lwperial Z»!l
verein might confer. But probably no one was
quite prepared for the fierce outburst of opposition
which the preferential tariff proposition met with
when it came up for discussion in the House of
Commons last Tuesday through an  amendment
moved by Mr. Chaplin, opposing the remission of
the duty of the tax on wheat. The opposition to
any movement in the direction of a protective
tariff was most determined, and was not by
any meaus confined to the opponents of the Govern
ment, but Liberals and Conservatives vied with each
other in the vigor of the langnage in which they
denounced the idea of any departure from ftree-
trade principles. Although the Colonial Secretary ‘s
scheme for preferential trade within the Ewmpire is
understood to have the sympathy of Premier Bal
four, it is evident from the debate of Tuesday that
it is very far from commanding the support of
the Government as a whole. Among the Conserva-
tives who declared their opposition to any such
scheme are—Mr, Ritchie, Chancellor of the Ex
chequer, Sir Michael Hicks- Beach, Sir John Gorst
and Hon. Arthur Elliott, who is also a member of the
jovernment. Indeed all the members of the Gov
ernment who participated in the debate seem to have
declared themselves vigorously as free traders and
frankly opposed Mr. Chamberlain's proposals.
Former members of cabinets and private members
protested against any interference with Great Bri-
tain's fiscal policy, Unionists vying with Liberals
in declaring themselves out and out free-traders.

Sir Michael Hicks-Beach led the
revolt of the Conservative mem-
bers to the Colonial Secretary’s programme, His
speech is characterized as ‘‘ oil and vitriol,’} eulog-
jzing Mr. Chamberlain’s virtues, but vigorously
condemning his scheme for a preferential tariff.
Afterward Mr. Ritchle the present Chancellor of the
Exchecquer had declared his opposltion to Mr,
Chamberlain’s innovations. Some of the Unionist
members who spoke lauded the Chancellor for his
refusal to pander to the spirit of protection, and all
demanded that Mr. Balfour enlighten them in re-
gard to the Goverpment'’s position on the subject.
Sir Henry Fowler, Liberal, in an exceptionally able
speech, emphasized the right of the people to know
the decision of the Government respecting a question
of so vital importance to the Empire.

{Couservative) whose speech is characterized as a
bitter attack on any tampering with free trade, Jde-
clared that a great portion of the rising generation
in the United Kingdom was already so degenerate
and poverty stricken that anything tendiog to in-
crease the price of food would threaten a national
disaster.

He held that the policy of the.Gov-
ernment was represented by its proposal to revoke
the corn-tax, and he asked the House seriously to
consider what the country has to gain by giving up
its position of being a country of cheap imports.
He expressed the conviction that the more the peo
ple inquired into the subject the more they would be .
convinced that their Thterests demanded the perpet
uation of the policy of tree trade,

i In answer to many-appeals and
Me Ballours Specch demands from both :«‘1«1\1.\ of the
House, Mr, Balfour discussed the situatipn in a
clever speech on Wednesday, The Premier was
non-committal and conciliatory. He explained that
the reason for the imposition of the corn tax was
that the Government at that time wanted money,
and it was now proposed to remove the tax because
it was no longer necessary for revenue purposes.
Mr. Balfour professed himself a free-trader, but
with an open mind in reference to any alteration in
a fiscal system founded to meet conditions of filty
years ago, and he would fot compel his colleagues
in the administration to conformn to a standard
of opinion upon which he himself maintained
an  open mind.

It would be folly to interfere
with the free trade system without the most careful
examination, but at the same time they could not
ignore those new problems which the everchanging
face of industrial life presented for the decision and
action of statesmen, Mr. Balfour's speech, while it
is an intimatfon that the question of a change of
liscal policy in Great Britain is shelved for the
present, has probably, as it was intended to do, re-
licved the tension in the Cabinet and made it pos-
sible for Mr. Chamberlain to continue as a member
of the Government.
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Belgrade, the capital of Servia,
was, on the night of the ioth
inst., the scene of a political
tragedy in which royal blood was shed.

“* Other men labored and ye are entered into their
labors ' Juno. 4: 18

In these besutifnl and suegestive words our Divine
Master claimes recognition for a most important fact, and
emphasiz s a pressing obligation arising frym this recog-
nition

The fact {s that we all inherit the benefi'sof a rich
legacy bequeathed to us by our forefathers, Weare in
possession of the results of their labors. They entered
the forest primeval and cleared the grounds on which
moaat of your homsteads stand. They fought the battles
which have secured our national and religions freedom ;
and they carefully laid the foundations of our political,
our s~clal, and even our commercial well-belng. In their
earnest desire ‘or the we'fare of tbeir chlidren they
established most  f our bes: institutions—our homes, onr
schools, and our churches.

The obligation arisirg from theee facts must be very
obylous to every intelligent wind.

About 1854 the building now
used for day-school purposes was erected, and for many
yesrs it was the Bethel, the house of God, in the locality.
But, as the population of the place increased, even this
house became inadequate for the accommodation of the

several years, supporting himself partly by preaching
and partly by teaching night-school for the benefit of the
young peop'e. Some of his puplls are with us today and
they can well ber thelr y experiences in
ction with this primitive Institation of learning.

In 1840 the little chutch was formally organized by
Pastor Richards It sisted of nine bers; and
the room in which they met {s famillar to the neighbor-
hoot. They chose as their deacon, Bro. Simon G'ffin,
senfor, wbo honorably filled this cfice till his death in
1864. Mretings were held from house to house, and the
blessing of the Lord rested upon these gatherings. Pas-
tor Richardeon would seem to have remained as over-
seer of the flock till about 1844. He subsequently re-
tarned to Cape Breton where he spent the remaining
years of bis life in faithful service for the Master i1l
1878, when at the good o'd age of 48 be passed over to
the golden ci'y and the great red <emed throng.

The progealtors of the older famlilierof the comman-
ity found thir way hither in the year ;833 They came
from Lewis Iiead, Shelburne Couaty and & number of
them were members of the lit'le Bap'ist charch in that
lo~ality. In the spirit of loyaity to Christ they brought
thelr religlon with them ; aud from the first they falth-
fu'ly contluued 'n humble fellowship and in religlons acti-
wity. ]+hn Dancan and Allan McMillan, and Simon and
fra Gifli g, forefathers of the hamlet, are familiar names.
Thelr tamilies grew up arounad them io brotherly concord
and in the spirit of reverence for religious things., Meet-
fngs for social worship wir: held from house to house,
and seasons of trae enjryment snd refreshing were ex-
perienced

Nor was the little bar d forgotten by gospel preachers. .

Taough no pblic roads then rxisted in the place, and
the means of communication with other sections of the
comntry were very d flicult, an occasional servant of the
Lord found bis way trrougt the trackless forest, along
the rocky shore, or in some passing fisherman's boat, to
the little settlement, and cheered the feeble band with

m to various parte of Guysboro Co. His brief calle st
Issac’'s Harbor are still well remembered by the older
residents of the place, and his preaching was much ap-
preciated by the large congregations which gathered to
listen to his words. He sabsequently removed to the
Western States where he suddenly died in P ively
early life.

In the early fifties Rev. Obed Chute made briel visits
to this harbor, golog among the homes of the people,and
preaching the gospel as he went. He was a wurthy man
and much good resulted from his earnest labor,

In the early seventies it was decided to erect a more
commodious and attrective place of worship. The hill
on which the present structure stands was selected as a
suitable site, and a fine large bnndlng, elegant in stvle
and convenient in asr was d ‘in 1873.
Bat, unfortunately for the friends concerned in it, a
severe storm passed over the land carrying wreck and
ruin before it. The new sanctusry was leveled to the
ground, and a scene of desolation presented itself where
the people had been joyously anticipating the plessure
of gathering together in a beautiful and comfortable
place of worship.

Still the dark cloud was not without its silver lining.
Faith prevalled over despondency. A good brother
visited varions counties in our provinee soliciting sid in
renewivg the fallen ssnctuary, His efforts were so

" largely successful that the work of rebuilding was speed-

fly resumed, and in a short time a fine building —that in
which we are met to-day—stood forth in all itsattractive-
ness to adorn our Harbor and to afford abundant sccom-
modation for all religlons purposes.. The new honse was
publicly dedicated in 1877.

Returning now to our sketch of successive pastors, we
find that Bro. L. M. Weeks, a licentiste, came hither
about 1873 as a mismslonary. His efforts were greatly
sppreciated in the community, snd in 1874 a councll wes
called to ordaln him to the gospel ministry as pastor of
this chiurch, Bro, Weeks con'inned to labor ustil about
1876 with much scceptance, many baving been added to
the church under his Instrumestality. e left the
locality for a time ; but returned at a subsegent date,
spending another year or two ln pastors’ service.

Rev. J. B. McQ dllan, » native of Cupe Breton, come
to this communtiy In 1876 and took pastoral cherge of
the church. He spent about four yeuars in leases Harbor
durlng which time the ¢ urch made some progress fu
spiritusl lite. There were lights and shadows connectad
with this pastorate ; but subsiantial good wes done,

About 1879 Rev. A. B logram was called to the super
vislon of chburch affalrs, He gave his best energies o
the interests of the community ; and hils labore wore not
withoat some measure of blessing, He remained shout
oune year, Bro.

The next regulsar pastor was Rev. Trueman Rishop, &
native of Greenwich, N. 8, sud & geadusts of Acadia
College.

lous gospel worker—Rev. Henry Kagles, a native of
Gasperean, Kitgs Co., and a man of great faith and
marked energy. He bad been pastor of the Baptist church
at Kempt, Hants Co , in 1842, but he came to Sonors to
make his bome for the residue of his days. He organ-
ized 20d St. Marys church, and from this centre he ex-
tended his efforts to neglected cummunities throughont
the county. For a number of years he spent every fourth
Sunday st Irasce Harbor, preaching to large and attentive
coogregstions. His Jabors were much blessed I %keep-
ing the church united and active in the Master's service;
and helpful accessions were made to the list of members.

About this period Rev. Manson Bigeldw made occas-
lonal visits to our harbor in evangelical work., He mani-

several of the churches in neighboring settlements.

zation on the other side of the Harbor. A kind Provi-
dence has overrnled this matter for good; a apirlt of
harmony now prevails between ‘the two congregations;
and the Lord’s wotkhmov‘lnglorwndﬂudﬂy in both
sections.

Three young men counnected with this church have
consecrated their lives to the ministry of the gosgel, thelr
names being Charles Salsman, Frederick Salsmas and
Dr. McGregor. They are still filling useful places
in Christian work in different parts of the Continent.

In May,1899,Rev. George A. Lawson was called to the
pastoral care of this section_of the field. He entered
upon his labors with: much zeal and devotedness. His
untiring labors among the young people was especially
appreciated; and his ministry was blessed of God in the
bringing in of many renewed souls to the fellowship of
the family of believers. Long will the memory of his

were led to consecrate their lives to the Lord Jesns Christ.
He is still in the Master’s service ; and we are pleased to
note that he is about puhlhhing- volume giving some
account of his faithful efforts in these piovinces. Such a
book will be read with much interest by onr people.

Adﬂoudbtndolmkmhu since the arganization of
the h to uphold the hands of thelr various
pastors,  Whatever difficulties may have occasionally
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arisen, they have sought earnestly to overcome them
and to obtain divine guidence in their efforts to advance
the spiritual interests of the place.

The church has been served by efficient officers in all
its vari~us depertments Matters of business have been
attended to with wise care, and a gocd degree of liberal-
ity has been shown by the people in sustaining the
finances of the body. What seems to be needed most at
present is an extensive spiritual awakening among all
classes of the commnnity, and a more united and cordial
effort to win the wayward and save the lost.

So far as we have been able to ascertain from the re-
cords the tots] number of persons who have united with
this church since its formation has been 458. Of these
128 have passed away to the home above ; and 151 have
been dismissed to unite with other churches. A few have
been excluded, leaving the present membership 170.

Each passing year will make some chavges in the
church roll. One by one the present members will
sllently foilow those who have passed within the wall.

Bot when in the
of 1894, I baheld the leted towers in their
flashing splendor, I felt that it was a mighty and magnifi-
cent poem written in marble,

That {llustrates the way in which the Maseter builds s
true Chelstian, The Bible declares that the_Chr'stian is
“Chiist's workmanship created anew unto good works.’’
Anyome who looked at s company of church members
in » prayer weeting or at & sscramental table might say
that some of them were quite imperfect specimens of
w whmanship, as he could testify from intimate acquaint-
anoe, Very true; but if that same person wished to
purchase & melodenn he would not g» into the manufac-
tory where the different parts were being fashioned ; he
would go luto the salesroom and inspect the completed
{netrument. This world is the great workshop in which
Jesus Chirist by his Spitit construrts Christlan character,

‘Yo are God's bullding,'’ ‘wrote the Apostie Paul to
his brethren at Corluth. O! himself he wrote at another
time, *'Not as though I have already attained, either one
slready perfect.” The scaffoldieg were not yet taken
down, and the work of grace was not yet completed,

It is easy to discover some fliws in even the best men
and women ; but the critic must consider what materials
our Master has to work with in frall and fallen human
nature, 80 often disfigured and defaced by innate de-
pravity. Napoleon used to say thet he had to make his
marsbals out of mud.” Certainly no power less than
that of the Holy Spirit could have constructed such a con-
sclentions and «ffective Christian as John Newton out of
#0 hardened and desperate asiuner A very eloquent and

piritoally-minded mini once said to me, ‘‘before I

was converted I wonder how anyone could live in the
house with me.”” Daring my forty-four years of pastor-
ates, when I received convertsinto the church, I often re-
ccgnized the fact that one candidate for membership had
been reared in a frivolons and worldly family—and
another had a naturally violent temper—and snother was
coustitutionally timid and irresolate—and still another
had to contend with hereditary senualities of tempera-
ment or practice. Some of the overhasty and headlong
had to be held back and aund tested, and some despond-
ing doubtless had to be encouraged, A study of the ex-
perience of our Blessed Lord in building twelve disciples
out of the material that came to his hand is full of
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not be reared in a day—nor isit to begoue simply by
Sabbath services or by sacrements, Some poor pumice-
stoue has to be thrown out, and not a liftle bad timber
rejected in spite of the varnish on it.

The Bible is the only plumb line to build by ; and it

must be used constantly, All the showy ormamentation’

that a man can put on his edifice amounts to nothing, if
his walls are not perpendicular. Sometime we see a
flimsy structure whose bulging walls are shored up by
props and skids to keep them from tumbling into the
street, I am afraid that there are thousands of reputa.
tione in trade, in politics, in social life, and even in
church life that are shored up by various devices. No
Christian can defy God's inexorable law of gravation.
Itis a mere question of time bhow soon every charscter
will “fall in,’’ if it is not based on the rock, and bnilt
according to Jesus Christ's piumb-live. It may go down
in this world ; it is sureto go down in the rext. Let
every one therefore teke heed how she or he buildeth ;
for the last great day will test the work, of what sort it
{a.*

Finally, let us all bear in mind that if we are Christ’s
workmanship, we must let our wise and lovine Master
take his own wey, We must aliow him to use his own
tools. OY, how much cutting and chiseling we often
need | How keen, too, and sharp is the chisel which he
sometimes uses ! The sound of his hammers are con
stantly heard ; and with it are also heard the wondering
cries of some suffsrer who exclaims. * Why are you ap-
plying to me the fils, the saw and the hammers?' Be
still and know that whom he loveth he chasteneth ! If
we are Christ’s building, then let him fashion him ac-
cording to h's divine ideal of beanty, at whatever cost
to our selfishness or pride, or indolence, or vainglory.
Christ working in us, and upon us—and we working
with Christ and for him—that isthe process that pro-
duces such structures as be will present before his
father and the holy angels*

Nothing is tou small—and vothirg is too great, that
involve sa Christian's inflaence before « sharp-eyed world
We are tobe his witnesses ; Jesus Christ builds Christians
to be looked at and to be studied, He resrs ns to he
spiritual lighthouses jn a sin-darkened wor'd. Michael
Angelo gsid that he * carved for eternity.” Inan in-
finitely higher sense is every blood-redeemed Christian
carved and fashioned and upbnuilt to be a habiitativn of
God through his Spirit, to his praise, and to his eve last-
ing glory.—Standard.

The Minister and His Critics.

The old time minister held a prsition of great it fla-

ence. He was called ‘‘the parson’’ because he was the
person of the community. His word came well nigh
being the absolute law for his fellow citizenn He was
consulted on all occarions aund his alvice had almost the
weight of divine commantment. With chavging times,
thonght and customs, & change has taken place in the
position occupled by the minister iu the public mind.
To-day he is only one man of many men. He has only
such authority as Lis tested wisdom, grod judgment and
sanity may win for him. The popular sssumption prob-
ably is, in the msjority of cases, that the min's'er is less
qualified than the average man to judge wisely on ques-
tions of public interest, especially those lyirg cutside the
domain of religion.

The minlster is the subject of severe ard comstant
criticism, not ouly when we consider the Individual, but
the class as well. Itis to be expected that those who
prev apon the public and seek to maintals themselves
through the degradation and wickedness of their fellow-
men, will nave no good word to spesk concerning that
class of men which is tantly arraved against evil and
evil-doers. Neither is it to be expected that men who
hate religion and sll who strive to promote the religions

life of the ity will d those who devote
their lives to the p ion of the int of the spirit-
ual life. The constant abuse heaped upon the Bible,

Christianity, ministers, snd sll who are engiged in
building up the kingdom of God, by certain anti-religions
organizations, need not canse us any seri hensi

tions which have to do with the pse:t w_..uie of
humanity. Does he venture to consia the questions of
he day from his pnlpit, heiscalled ¢ to account for
not ‘‘preaching Jesus,'"’ and assnred th he can serve the
public weal and discharge his daty to od and men only
as he corfines himself to topies whic have to do with
spiritnal interests. 1f a minister vwertakes to keep
himeelf abreast with the best thovg of the day and
brings to his people the result of cafnl study, he is
lable to be charged with unsettling e faith of his
hearers. If he ignores current discuon, theological
uprest, changes in religious thought, is sssumed by
not & few that he is gui ty of intellectudishonesty. and
fails to tell his people what he really beves

There can be no gues'ion that much this criticism le
due to hasty and imperfect generaition. If one
minister proves himself to be a mowntehk, it {s assum-
ed by some that all ministers are mouun anks. If one
minister is proved to be gullty of plagism, there are
not wanting those who immedate declare that
plagiarism is the common sin of the inis'erial pro-

fesslon It needs no argnment to sw “the weak-
ness and - irjustice of such an amption, . We
~hold no brief on behslf of the fnistry. Not

all minlsters are great men Now anthen may be
found one lacking in moral qualities or &'nte gennine-
negs. They are human and make mistes; but, as a
whole, they are honest, hard-working, eest and fairly
capable men. The value of the workhich they do
does not lie vpon the surface. The cry fgreat preact -
ers aud great sermons serm’ to ignore : work being
dove by men who sre great ~nly in mogaalities and
inability to serve tte beet interes's of th fellow men.

In the great day when the secrets of siearts are re-
vealed we doubt not that it will be seen tsome ot the
world’'s best work h's been doue by mef whom the
world kaew very little. Out of the obscwlaces of the
earth men will come to receive as high mmendation
from Almighty God as will be piven to te who have
filled the eyes of the world, Serviceis determined
by popularity. A man may gein for himswide reputa-
tion for pulpit attractivenrss and vet contte little to
the bulldiog of human character or the ing of men
towards God. ‘A man may have little pyto attract
and hold great musses of delighted heareyet exert a
wide and potent iz fl ience for good.

The Helplulness of a College Course to the
Deve lopment of the Christian Life.

From the reports of the recent Baccalaureate Ser
mon at Acadia we m(u‘lhu\ |:l was the preacher 's
desire . to ¢ how that the studies of alCollege Course
are sdapte | to strengthen and develop the Christian
life

Of course he did not imply that learning and the
Christian life are the same, or that learning can
wake aman a Christian, On the' contrary it was
held that one must first be a Christian, must be
born of the Spirit and a believer in Jesus, in order
to obtain the fullest profit from the studies pursued.

The wirld has a new beginning in Christ and
each Christian really begins to live when he believes
on Christ. So his learning becomes new and help-
ful to the growing life within.

Thie preacher first dealt with the Study of Natural
Science in its various departments, referring to

i
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Chemistry, Botany, Natural History, Geology, Phy
sles and Astronomy.

These subjects show there is mind in nature,
forces always in operation—one Foree, indeed, under
various forms. TFhis study of material |)\in;n makes
the Word of God to have new meaning. Itis a
revelation from the world of fact, confirming the
written Word and making God the great reality
Christ, as the Logos, is over all nature #s he is
pre-eminent everywhere. Now this knowledge to
the Christian Is turned into love and power. He is
thinking God's thoughts and comes more fully {nto
God's heart, His Christian life is developed so
that the world becomes full of wonders of the Lord,
and out of wonder gprings worship and devotion

The second department of College work considered
was the realm of language and ilterature

Much of the student’s time is occupied with the
various languages and literatures of the world  The
Christian student finds the mind of God in “human
speech. QOut of the mouths of the children God
confounds the doubters., Speech shows reason and
human reason is explained only by the Divine
Reason. Speech is the deliverer of the human soul.

The unity of languages shows one mind going
through all history of man as recorded in his lan-
guage. In nature God reveals himself outside of
man. In language God draws near and enters into
man's thought. This view makes the Christian
wasder at the height and depth immeasurable of
God’'s wisdom and love. It 18 seen, too, that in
coming to Christ, the Word, he is really coming to
God.

Similar treatment was given to History and to
Philosophy.

In all these departments, it was maintained, the
faith of the student is strengthened and his love
increased by the accord of learning with the gospel
of Christ. Indeed the gospel itself becomes con-
stantly new, ‘every form of thought sweeps the
Christian into larger life and power,

The usefulness of the College to a denomination,
therefore does not lie merely in providing culture
that may prepare the student for earthly service
It does more. It teaches Christ all the time, and
his words rre spirit and life. Our Higher duca
tion, therefore, is not a kind of necessary evil, or an
expensive luxury. Itis a necessity to the entrance
upon our inheritance as Christiaus. God is light,
mind, intelligence, holiness. All things, learning
included, are sanctified by faith and prayes, Yor
the Christian to quarrel with knowledge is as ab-
surd as it would be in the passénger to quarrel with
the steamship that carries him over the ocean to
his desired haven.

In Memoriam.
REV. ELIARKIM NEWCOME ARCHIBALD.

The pspers have already given notice of the death of
this estimable brother in the Lord. It is thought desir-
able to publish a more extended account of his life and
work.

. He wss a son of the late Daniel C. Archihald of South
Branch, Upper Stewlacke, N. S., and was born April 9'h
1836 He had the advantage of a training in a home that
that was truly Christian. In verification of this we need
only to mention tbe names of I. C, Archibald, Mission-
ary at Chicecle Indla, A. N. Archibald, for many years
superiutendent of the B. Am Bk. and I. Soclety of Hail-
fax, D. C. Archibald of Amherst, I, L. Arcbibsld of Hali-
fax, C. C. Archibald of Stewiacke, Mrs. Charles Johnson
and Mre. P, Millish. ‘' The generation of the upright
shall be blessed.’’

He was converted at the age of sixteen under the min.
istry of Rev. David McKeen, at that time a licentiate,
He attended the Normal School at Trnro, and for a time
was engaged in teaching., He bad a love for the profes.
slon, but he had a bigher biti hat b a
miniater of the gosvel of Christ. With that end in view
he came to Woitville, He preached his first sermon at
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Black River in the vicinity of Gesparatix Ny , 1§63 He
never allowed his studies to deaden his teligious | uc. His
walks on Sanday afternoons across the Grand e to the
Sunday school at Long Island testified to his 1 sadiness
for Christian service. x

Immediately after his graduation in 1865 he accepted
an invitation to P E Islard, and assumed th = care of
the church at North River, where he was ordi (ved Jan,
8th, 1866 He remalned five years st North ad er. Dur-
ing that time over fifty were tiked ; & ne ¢ meetin
house was built, and the church greaily sir :ngthe:
His lahors were not however confined within the lmits
of his own church.

A funeral serviee was conducted at Lawrencetown by
P:stor H. N. Parry, awmisted by Rsve R B. Kinlav,
whom the decemsed aad biptized in P. K. Is'and T A
Blackader, a college :lass mate, R. D. Porter and Josept
Gaetz Meth, The body was tiken to Woalfviue for
iaterment, where an impress'vs servi~e was held in the
chareh, d d, in the ab of the pastor, by M.
P Freeman. Briefaddresses were given by M B. Boggs,
D D, aformer classmate, A. C, Chute, :-D D.. E. M.
K:istead, D. D.,and Rev. D. W. Crandsll. Prayer was
otfered by Dr. J. W. Menning of St. John' in which he
fervently besongat divine belp for the dear dauchter in
Iadia nuder these txying circumstances. Pastor W. H.
Warren, formerly a member of the chuarch at North
River, I. E. I.. where our brother began his ministry,
offered an appropriate prayer at the grave.

We are not required to spesk in terms of fl ttery, our
departed brother has no need of eulogy from any, but we
the living may be helped by a consideration of thie fac's
that appear in the record of such a life. His successas a
pastor and evangelist was not due to those exalted ta'ents
or attainments that the wor'd esteems so highly. We did
not seek for the soft places, he never found them. His
life was of the strennouns, positive kind. He loved wark,
sud wea ready to do tbe mastsr’s bidding, and to go
wherever he wrs called.

In the course of his ministry hi» was {ostrumental in
the organiztion of several churches and in the buildisg
or completinn of & number of places of worship. It ie
¢ mputed that over one thousand persons were converted
to Christ as the reeunlt of his labors. More than seven
hundred received Christian baotism at his hands.

He was Christ’'s ambagsador to men. He came to them
with a message of peace, of reconciliation through the
b'ood of the cres. He was & peace maker among the
brethrsn. “ D ficulties have been removed, divisions
hea'ed.” 71hisis his record. ‘' Blessed are the peace-
make's.”" The writer had au intimate acquaintance with
him from the beginning of his public career, but he can-
not recallect that be ever knew or heard any strife be-
tween pastor Arfchibald and anv of hie flick. He came
to men in the spirit of love and meekness. No chnreh
wae rent asunder on his account, but he did heal their
divisions and restore them to love and fellowship. In

Prayer Meeting Topic— June 21.

How we may Learnto Use onr Sword. Eph.6:17,
Heb 4:12,13. 1l Tim.2:15

A little practise with a sword quickly reveals two
things. First : the poesibilities of which the sword is
capable when skilfully hendled ; Secondly, the possibili-
ties of which we ourselves are capable when able to skil-
fully use the sword,

The word of God is the Sword of the Spirit. The call
to Christ’s service isa call to soldiership. Soldiership
implies warfsre.” The watchword of the church should
ever be, “'Pight the good fight of faith.”’ In his warfare
inst the multitud evils which beset him the
Sword of the Spirit is simply indispensable to the soldier
of Christ. Fortunately the religions freedom of our
twentieth century civilization makes its possession a
comparatively easy matter, Hvery one ought to possess
a copy of that peerless book of the ages—the Bible.

But the possession of the Sword, and the ability to
properly use it are vastly different matters. To learn to
handle it when the Sword is once ours is the problem of
the young Christian. In secking to solve this problem
we would suggest that :

I. We must study its use. Ata glance we discover
that it is intended for both defensive and offensive war-
fare. It is defensive in that it is able to cover every
need and danger which may arise in the Christian life.
It cuts through the darkness of doubt and lets in a flood
of heaven's sunlight wpou every perplexity. II Tim,
3:16-17. When pressed hard by the enemy of the soul
fail not to rely upon it.

Again. Itiss mighty instrument of spiritual warfare
when used agaivst the ‘‘principalities and powers and
rulers of the darkness of this world,” to carry the con-
flict unto the enémies’ conntry. .Heb. 4: 12-13. It s
keen, strong, double-edged and finely tempered. Its
point is sharp iv the hearts of the king's enemies. Arm-
ed with it the Christian warrior can sweep before him
the hoets of the Philistines in the dsy of glorious victory.
II Sam. 23: 10.

1I. We must daily practice with it. Having learned
its use, let us use it. Carefully, prayerfully and fre-
quently let us useit. Let ustest it in our own lves.

It needs to be read, j1st as other books do, in
order to be understord. Its grammatical construction
and historie references are to be examired just se those
of other books. But when everything has been said that
relates to resemblance to othe-s, it still stande ont singn-
lar and unique. Its power is mot due to Its style, to
traditional regard for it, to the fact that it is the religious
book of our race. There is something in its character
that distingrieshes and separates it. It plerces, as no
other book does, to the dividing assunder of joints and
marrow, and 1s a discerner of the thonghts ard intents of
the heart.

““In the Bible there is more that fiazds me,"” sald Cole-
ridge, ‘“‘than I have experierced in all other books put
togetber. The words of the Bible find me at greater
depthe: of my beirg.”” ‘‘When you get into a contro.
versy,'”’ sald Mr. Charles A Dina, ‘“'and want exactly
the right answer ; when yon are lcoking for an expres-
sion, what is there that closes a dispute like a verse from

_ the B!blel.@hnh it that sets up the right principle

for ycu, which pleads for a policy, for a cause, to well as
the right passsge of Holy Scirpture 7 “There is nothing
like a verse of Scripture to clinch things with these
boys,"" sald & prominent worker among school-boys, ‘It
takes right hold of them, and fastens the truth to their
souls.” The Bible is the swcrd of the Spirit, becavee it
is the Word of God. It cuts into the heart of man.

We must believe this ; we must not be ‘misled into
thinking that there s no pow r in the words of the Bible,
for there is power there. We are too prone to reason
and argue with men., Now d fliculties must be met
honestly, and iutellectnal perplexities mvst not be
blanketed with some mechanical guotstion from the
Bible. But at the same time we shall find that agein and
again the real trouble with men is moral, and that what
they need is some clear word of God set in the phraseol-
ogy of rome Bible verse. - “'If any man willeth to do hia
will, hesball know of the tesching whethey it be of
God ** That simple word is enough (e tear a rift through
the clouds of most honest doubt. It may be only a little -
rift, butit isa beginning, and the steady doing of the
will of God will do the rest. .

We ought to have onr memories saturatel with Bible
langusg» and coaceptionsand ideals. In youth i+ the time
to amaess {his tressure. Reading the Bible regularly will
be & help, but we should definitely commit 1o memory
verses and chapters. A Scriptore-roll harging on the
bedroom wall, an open Bib'e on'the dressing table, esrda
contsaining one or two verses for the day, like those which
can be obtained from Mr. P. H: Mclntosh, Peoria, 111
vols, and which can be carrled sbout in the. p-cket,
these are good helps to the memorizing of verses which
will fecd our own lives, and be ready for use in belping
others. :

Mr, Corey kindly gave all for
schools over into my hands, but as only a few
Testaments were sent to us I sought to put them
where they do the most good., When I asked Pen-
tenna to whom I should give this one he at once
told meof a certain Tavudu in his village, and add-
ed that it would be well to give another to Laksh-
mayya in a village almost two miles distant. So I
went to visit T-——'s school and asked if I might
speak to the children. He gave permission pleas-
antly and at once began to arrange his pupi's so
that all could be put iy front of me, and he seated
himselfin their midst. They listened very attent-
ively while I told them as clearly and as briefly as I
could the story of salvation, illustrating my talk
with eight or nine large Sunday School pictures
Then I told them that I had books containing this
wonderful story to be given to them in memory of
the good Queen who believed in this Saviour
Their bright eyes sparkled with appreciation, as had
those of dozens of other pupils when they received
these gitts. The master afterwards invited me to
his home where [ had a véry satisfactory visit with
his wife. They told me that Pentanna had taught
them about Christ and now tuey had no faith 1n
their own religion ; and the people standing around
said that he too was a Christian and taught that e
ligion. The wife seemed especially anxions to hedr
more, and on more than one occasion during the
three days and a half that we spent i tnis village
she took her place near us and if anyone
disturbance she indignantly rebuked them
was a sweet little woman, but was far from
well. From the symptoms she described 1 fe
her trouble was the same as that of one of the (

tians. Later we arranged a_ meéting betwesn the
two and since we have gent away for the medicing
which wrought a cure n the Christian’'s case.

I kept my promise regarding breakfast at Pen

tanna's-—not once but twice did they give me a goond
breakfast of rice and curry. After meals were over
and everything cleared away all of the women would
gather around and Jisten very attentively. They sav
Petanna’s wife has been a hindrance to his being
baptized-—she i1efuses to come with him, and he is
afraid he cannot take care of himself ; but at this
time she showed a deep interest and asked me to
send her a book containing the story of Christ’s life
told in a simple manner, so that when her husband
would read she might understand. She also asked
for a book of easy prayers and both hiave since been
supplied to her,

Another day I went to visit the other school where
Takshmayya teaches, and had an experience similar
to that in Lavadu's school. I also had a.very pleas-
ant time at his home, and learned that bhe too teaches
Christ in his home as well as in the school and vil.
lage. He belongs to the Vishnivite caste which
gives India so many vagrant singers, A Gay or So
after 1 had given him the Testament some of the
principal men of his village came to call on me, and
they told me that the night previous they had held
a bhajana. 1 did not understand and so they ex-
plained that the new book was brought to the school
house, the master and his pupils sang Christian
hymns with an accompaniment of tom-toms and
cymbals, portions were read from the book and com-
mented upon by the master andso on till midnight.
The old gentleman who told me about it plays the
violin very well and his regret was that they had no
violin. 'He seemed to feel that I could supply this
need, but I have none so I passed the suggestion on
with the hope that some unused instrument in the
homeland may find its way to this little Telugu
village. :

In this same village 18 a man of the shepherd caste
and at one time he had three sons. One day one of
the lads fell ill and soon sacrifices were offered to the
special goddess of that caste, but the child died,
Sometime went by and the second hoy became very
weak and again the anxious mother desired goats
and chickens to propitiate the goddess, but the
father who had been listening to Pentanna's teach
ings refused to take any part in the foolishness as
he termed it. However the wife had her own way
and performed the sacrifices without his aid, The
next day the second boy was dead. . This roused the
ather and from that day idolatry is prohibited in
is house, It is said that he is now a more zealous
dvocate of the Christian faith than Pentanna.

My letter is already long, but, dear sisters, I can
not close without a reference to the many tokens ot
symipathy which 1 have been receiving from you
during the past year. Especially would I offer my
heartfelt thauks to the sisters of the W. B. M. U.
and also to the N. 8. Eastern Association for their
resolutions of sympathy. This has been the first
real sorrow of my life, but in it I have known the
comforter as never before and I praise him for his
grace mauifested in your loving messages and earn-
est prayers.

Use water that is as hot as you can bear
your hand in comfortably, for flannel can-
not be boiled, and hot water cleanses aud
purifies it. Dissolve & little borax in it,
and add emough sosp to make & strong
suds ; wash the flannel through too waters
prepared in this way, pluoging them up

svd down, and rubbing gently bet ween the -

hands. Rough usage thickens the texture,
Soap shonld never be applied directly to
the flaonel. Borsx softens the water,
making very little soap or rabbing neces-
sary. Rinse through clear water of the
sathe temperatard as that used for washir g,
and press through a rubber wringer.
Then, jut before hanging them out, pull
and stretch every plece in shape; for if
this s neglected, the tiny wool fibres inter-
lace, canslng it to be badly shrunken.
Place them smoothly on the line in the
sunshine where a gentle breeze will blow
through them. REvery part of the work
should be done as speedily as possible.-

system with an excess of the water. Just
as truly as the gathering of filth from tre
city in the “‘sewersge veins'’ endangers
the lives of the inhabitants, so the polson
generated by the bodily metabolism, col-
lected in the excretory organe, will jecpsr-
dize the lives of the millions of inhabitents
of the body: the liviog cells. EHvery
action of muscle or of nerve is accompan-
ied by thedestruction of cells which, if not
eliminated, will accumulate like clinker®
in a furnace, preventing the proper per,
formance of function. The food is taken

in like fuel for the furnace, ls burned and
leaves its clinkers and ash behird, and
these products of combustion in the body
will choke the fire just as in the ordimery
stove.

Aside from the mere ‘‘choking of the
flues,”” we must bear in mind that the body
is ly g ing pol , which, it
eliminated freely, will do no barm; but
which {f retained, will be productive
of dissase. Such a poison is uric acid,
which is charged justly without causing
rhenmatism, gout, constant headaches,
dizzlness and a train of other symptowme:
and it must b= seen that its care is its elin -
ination. Other ‘‘products of metabolism’’
create thelr own types of disease, and all
may be prevented by the free use of water.

A beginning of kidney trouble lies in
the fact that people, especially , do
not drink enough water. They pour down
tumblerfuls of ice water as an accompani-
ment to a meal, but that is worse than ‘no
water, the chill preventing digestion, and
indigestion being an indirect promoter of
kidney disease. A tumbler of water sipped
in the morning immediately on rising, an-
other at night, are recommended by physi-
clans, Try to drink as little water as
possible with mea's, but take a glassful
half an hour to an hour before esting.
This rule persisted in day after day, month
after month, the complexion will improve,
and the geperal health likewise. Water
drunk with meals should be sipped, as
well as taken sparingly.—~George Thomas
Palmer, M. D, in Good Housekeeping.
