CUBAN FfPONGES.

With Demand Exceeding Supply. Prices
Have Advanced.

One ¢ flect ot the war in Cuba has been
to diminish the export of Cuban sponges
by fully one-balt. The Cuban sponge
fishermen get a licente to fish in Cutan
waters only upon condition that they shall
scrve in the navy it required ; and so meny
bave been called upon tor this service that
the take of rponges bas been ma‘erially
reduced.

Cuba furnistes 'css than a third of the
spongrs uted in this country, but the cur-
tailment ot that supply belps to put up
prices that Fave been advancing for years.
The supply of sponges comes trom Florida,
Cuba, Nasrav, Mexico, and tte Mediter-
ranean. Ordinarily atout two-tbirds of
the supply, in value, comes from American
waters. The demand for sponges has in-
creased naturally, while the world’s supply
has not kept pace with it. It bas within
recent yrars actually dimirished, cwirg to
careless werthods of firh'ng and to over-
fishing, to fupply the increas:d demand.

The sponge is of slow growth; it takes
two or three years for it to attain com-
mercial size. In all ccuntries in whose
water§ sponges grow there are laws
agai-at the pulling of litile sponges until
they bave reached a certain growth, just as
there are laws againtt the taking: of lob-
sters and of some fishes under special
sizcs. These laws have been to a greater
or less extent ignored. In some wa'ers
sponges have been fisted for, with rakes
aad nets, This method bas been prohib
ited in Nassau It was found not opera-
tive in Florida waters, on o2count of the
nature of the tottom.

With tte snp?ly not equal to the in-
creasing demand prices have stealily ad-
vanced. One kind ot sponge thit sold
here less than twenty years ago at 90 cents
a pound ncw sells at $2,50 a pound. The
advance in other sponges has not been

roportionately so great, but it has been
arge, and tbe tendency of ‘prices is still
upward.—New York Sun.
A Bank Note S ory.

To tte long list of bank note stories, the
Leisure Hour adds this: A traveller stiyed
for a night at one of the largest London
hotels. In the afternoon after he bad gone
away, a telegram was received from him
stating that he had | ft a £5 note on the
mantelpiece. On inquiries being made no
note was found, but the chambermaid re-
membered finding a dirty picce of psper
on the floor and tearing it away with the
rest of tte rubbish from the rooms along
the corridor. The pail of rubbish was
traced to the hotel dusthole, into which
were shot the accumulations from the whole
of the buildirg. The manager gave or-
ders tor the dusthole to be cleared out and
examinrd, and half a dozen people were
set-to work with sieves to discover some
trace of the missing fragments. When
nearly balt the msss bad becn gone through
one little corner ot the no'e was {found.
Then ancther picce, todden and dirty, was
discovercd and finally, sfter atout an
hours's si ting, all the pieces were found
but one, ot about & square inch in fize.
The pieces were warhed and, and stuck
together on an elaborate retwork of [post-
age stamp strips. The bank paid the
pote; the traveller did not even say
“Thenk you,” but merely complained of
the inconvenience to which he nad been
put by the chambermsid’s stupidity.

FOUGHT THE PANTHER.

KIT CARSON'S COMPANION TELLS
THE 810RY.

He Had a Lively Fight With a Moun ala
Lion-The Animal Had Stopped a Bullet
‘But it Did Not Pr«vent Him From Making
a Desprrate Struggle.

It was very l.te when Kit Carson had
finished his etory, but late hours were the
rule at the ‘‘Ranche”, and I was determin-
ed to hear my famous host’s adventura with
a cougar before I retired to my couch ot
buffalo robes. Maxwell was always a
willing raconteun, never reticent like Kit,
and be began at once:

“It was in the ¢pring of 1854, I bad
been down on the Arkansas, near the
‘Cimarrom Crossing,’ to bring a herd of

It is seen in this city of St
Jobn that Lundre’s of you'bs go to the
country on Sundays now who were per-
cluded from doing eo previously, because
th-y could not walk, neither could they pay
the hire of a hors2 ; but the deiire was
there fo get away from the city to some
place where there was more *‘elbow room ”
The bicycle has provided a means of ful-
filling that desire, of accomplishing that
object, kence we find the caus2 of alarm
of the churches and Sahbbsth schools.
But it may be asked were thotre who now
go wheeling on the Sabbath marked for
their strict Sabbath going yropensities ?
Did they observe the Sabbath accorl-
ing to orthodox rules cr regulations,
according to Bible teaching, betore the
biycle came to aid them in Sibbath bresk-
ing?

He has not shown ary ex-
pressed desire to trample down all the
tracitions and observarces of the Sabbath,
and it is generally found that ke is no worse
than hundreds of those who cannot afford
to take a drive out, but who remain at
home in bed cr who cluster in some square
or other lounging place and talk about
their neighbors. It all people who did not
go whee'ing on Sunday attended the church
and Sabbath school then there would
be cause for alarm at the growth of
the bicycle fever, but this is not
the case ; and 1t comes down to this
in this country whether it is a grcater sin
to go wheelirg on the Sabbath than to loaf
round the house, reading perbaps not the
best christian Lterature. We believe it is
not. We be'ieve wheeling has not in this
country reducel the number of church
goers, or Sabbath school pupils to any
appreciable extent. But in Europe it is
entirely diffcrent. There the workers find
it difficult to get a holiday at all, and
Sunday has become with them a diy of
pleasure and recreation.

STRANGE LiVERPOOL CABGOES.

One Consisted of Two Huudred Thou and
Dead Cate.
Liverpool receivas some curicus cargoes
at times. Cargoes ot turtles, and other
live and dead animals, casks of leeches,
shiploads of bones frcm battlefields, of
buman mummies from the Egyptian tombs,
and of desd cats from the cat cemeteries
in the same country.
The cargoes ot dead cats frcm Egypt
are sold chiefly as fertilizers. One cargo
which came averin 1890 consisted of the
remains of over 200,000 cats, found in &
mummified state ina cat cemetery, and
supposed to have lsin there 4,000 years.
Ttey were sold by suction, and realized
$29 per ton. A’ few perfect specimens
brought good rums as curiosiies, but the
bulk went for manure.
(A large quantity of ragsis brought to
Liverpool, tte refuss of European rities ;
oil nuts of many kinds come from Africa;
bair is the staple of many cargoes; cowry
shells come in thousands to be ground for
enimel ; and even blood is imported from

the River Platte cattle centers, to be used
a8 menure.

A Forty-Mile Bridge.

The grest project of bridging over
Palk's Sirait, teparating the Island of
Ceylon trom the mainland of Irdis, for
which such imporiant advantages are
claimed, is said to be agein under consid-
eration by the Government of Ceylon.
Tke strait is some forty-one miles broad
at its nsrrowest point, biing dcuble the
width ot ths English Channel, but it is very
shallow, in many places being more than
six feet deep. The i:lands, reefs and
channels in it have been recently accurately
eurveyed and mapped, and the cost of the
work, extending over sixty-one miles, in-
cluding the Pamban * Channel and the
Adaw’s Bridge Reef, is estimated to reach
some 28,000,000 rupees. The plan of
work contemplates the connection of the
ends by 145 miles of railroad with Colombo,
the great barbor of Ceylon, on one side,
and by mnety miles of read with Modura,
the nearest point of the Indian railroad
system, on the other. If narrow gauge is
used this can be done, it is calculated, for

The Pipe and its Hasdling and the Habl-
tues Defence—What Constitutes a H bit
—A Man With a Yen-yen—Oplun: Smok-
ers do not REave—Some Gorgecus Demns.
Opium smoking in this country is be-

lieved to be more particularly a p-stims

of the Chinese, but in truth the greater
number of the smokers ara white men and
white women.

Chesp
actors, r:ce track touts, gamblers, ard the

".,-erent kinds of confidence men took to it
generally. Op’um raisedits yellow baoner
over the Tenderloin, attaining the dignity
of & common vice.

Splendid joints were not uncommon tken
in New York. Theré was ote on Forty-
second street which would have been pa’-
atial if it were not for the bad taste of tte
d ti An ionsl man from
Fitth or Madi would
have there his priva‘'e layout, an elegant
equipment of silver. ivory. and gold. The
bunks which lined all sides of the two
rooms were nightly crowded, and scme of
the people owned nsmes which are not a'-
together . unknown to the public. This
placa was raided becauss of sensationsl
stories in the newspapers, and the. little
wicket no longer opens to allow the fiend
to enter.

Upon the appearanch of reform, opium
retired to private flits. Here it now reigns,
and it will be undoubtedly an extramely
long century before the police can root it
from these strongholds. Once Billie
Rostetter got drunk on whickey and
emptied three scuttles of coal down the
dumb-waiter thaft. Ttis made anoise, and,
Billie, naturally, was arrested. But opium
is silent. The tmokers do not rave. They
dream or talk in low tozes.

Peopls who declare themselves able to
pick out opium smokers on the street
ususlly are deluded. An opium. smoker
may look like a deacon cr a deacon may
look like an opium smoker. The fiends
easily concaal their vice. They get up from
the layout, adjust their cravates, straighten
their coat tails, and march off like ordinary
people, and the best kind of an expert
would not be willing to bet 1hat they were
or were not addicted to the babit.

It would be very bard to ssy just ex-
actly_what constitu‘es # babit. With the
fiends it is an elastic word. Ask a smoker
if he has a habit atd he will denyit. Ask
him ‘if some one who smokes the same
smount has a habit and be will admit it.
Perbaps the ordinary smoker 25
cents’ worth of opium each day. There
ave others who smoke $1 worth. This is
rather extraordinary, and in this case at
least it is safe to say thatit is a habit
The $1 smokers usually indulge in high
hats, which is the term for a large pill.
The ordinary smoker is satisfied with pin-
heads. Pinheads are of about the size of
a French pea.

" edsily. When & man arises from his first

_ trial of the pipe, the nausea that clutches

him is sfowething that can give cards and
spades vjbu cassino to seasickness. If
he bad swallowed a live chimney sweep he
could not feel more like dying. The room
and everything in it whirls Jike the inside
of an electric light plant. There comes
.a thirst, a great thirst, and this thirst is so
sinister and so misleading that if the novice
drank spirits to satisfy it he would prese¢nt-
Iy be much worse. The one thing that will
make him feel again that life may be a joy
is @ cup of strong black coffee.

It there is & sentiment in the pipe for
him, he returns to it after this -first un-
pleasant trial. Gradually the power of the

' drug sinks into his heart. It absorbs his
thought.. He begins to lie with more and
more grace to cover the shortcomings and
Htsle failures of his life. And then, finslly,
he may besome & full-fladged pipe fiend, &

- man with & yen-yen.

A yen-yen, be it known, is the bunger, | ther

separates himself from hus pipe and it takes
him by the heart strings. If, indeed, he
will not buck through & brick wall to get
to the pipe, he at least will become the
most dissgreeabld, scur-tempered person
on earth until he finds & way to satisfy his
craving.

When the viclim arrives at the point
where his sjul calls for the drug, ke usu-
ally lesras to cock. The operation of roll-
ing the pill and cooking it over ths little
lamp 18 a delicate task, and it takes time
tolearn it. Wien 8 man can cook for
himself and buys h's own layout, he is
gone, probably. He has placed upon his
shoulders an elephant which he may carry
to the edge of forever. The Chinese have
& preparation which they calla cure, but
the first difficulty is to get the fiend (o take
the preparation, and the seconi difficulty is
to cure anythisg with this cure.

The fiend will detend opium with elo-
quence and enmergy. He very seldom
drinks spirite, and so he gains an oppor-
tunity to make the most ferocious parallels
tetween the effects of rum and the effects
of opium. Ask him to fiee his mind and
be will probably say :

“Opium does not deprive you of your
senses. It does not make & madman of
you. Butdrink does, Se2? Who ever
beard ot & man committing murder when
full ot hop. Get him fail of whiskey and
he might kill his father. Idon’t see why
peoplé kick so about opium smoking. It
they knew anything about it, they wouldn’t
talk that way. Let anybody drink rum
who cares to, but as for we, I would rather
be wha: I am.”

When prepared for smoking purposes,
opium is & h:2avy liquid much like molasses.
Ordinarily it is sold in holow li-shi nuts or
in little round tins recembling the old per-
cussion cap bexes. The pipe is a curious
affair, pmticularly co'able for the way in
which it do.s not resemble the drawings
of it that appear in print. The stem is of
thick bamboo, the mouthpiece usually of
wory. The bowl crops out suddenly about
four inches from the e€nd of the stem. Itis
a heavy affair of clay or stone. The cavity
is & mere hole, of the diameter of a lead
pencil, drilled through tha centre. The
yen-hock is & sort of sharpened darning
needle. With it the cook takes the opium
from the box. He twirls it dexterously
w.th his thumb and forefinger until eno ugh
of the gummy substance adheres to
the sharp pomt. Then he holds it over
the tiny flame of the lsmp which
burns only peanut oil or sweet oil. The
pill now exactly resembles boiling molasses ,
The clever fingers of the cook twirl it above
the flame. Lying on his side comfortably,
he takes the pipe in his left hand and trans-
fers the cooked pill from the yen-hock to
the bowl ot the pipe, where he again
mculds it with the yen-hock until it isa
little buttor-like thing with a hole in the
centre fiting equarely over the hole in the
bowl. Dropping ths yen-hock, the cook
now uses two hands for the pipe. He ex-
ends ths mouthpiece toward the one whose
turn itis to smoke, and as the smoker
leans forward in readicess, the cook draws
tte bowl toward the flame un'il the heat
sets the pill to boiling. Whereupon the
smoker takes along deep draw at the pipe,
the pill sputters and tries, and a moment
later the smoker sinks back tranquilly.
An odor, heavy, aromatic, agreeable, and
yet disagreeable,- hangs in the air and
makes its way With peculiar powers of
penetration. Thelgroup about the layout
talk in low voices, and watch the cook deftly
moulding anotber pill. Tke little flime
casts a strong yellow light on their faces
as they cuddle atout the layout. As ths
pipe passes and pastes around the circle,
the voices drop to a mere indolent cooing,
and the eyes that so lazily watch the cook
at his work, glisten and glisten from the
influsnce of the drug until they resemble
flashing bits of silver.

There is but one pipe.one lamp, and one
cook to each smoking layout. Pictures of
nine or ten p sitting in hair s
and smoking various kinds of curiously
carved tobacco pipes probably serve well
enough, but when they are named ‘‘In-
terior of an Opium Den” and that sort of
thin{, it is absurd.

WOMENS DRESS IN ICELAND.

The Kits 1s the Unlverssl’ Formn of Saluta-
{tlon in Tvat Country.'

.. The common working dress «f the Ice-
landiz women, without distinction as to
social cquality or wealth, consists of an
undergarment ot wadmel, in one piece,
extending from the shoulcer to the heel,
fastened at the neck with a bu'ton or
clasp, with petiicoat ot white or blue
wadmel, aud a blus cap, thehtop of which
bangs down on one sideand terminates in
atassel. On Sundays and festivals oc-
casions their dress is singular. Then they
wear, in addition & bodice and two or
three blue petticoats, called ‘‘fat’ and in
front an apron, berdered with a material
resembling black velvet, which is a do-
mestic manufacture. The petticoats are
tastened immediately beneath the bodice
by a girdle of this black velvet, embroid-
ered and studded with such silver or gilt
ornaments as they may possess.

The bodice is also ornamental and
fastened in front with lasga clasps, general-
ly gilt, and rendered more conspiuous by
being fixed upon & broad border of black
velvet, bound with red. Over the bodice is
a jacket, called “‘treja,” fitting close to the
shape, and made ot black wacmel or velvet.
The stockings ara of dark blue orred
worsted, and the skoes which ate of seal,
shark or sheep skins, are made tight to the
foot and fastened about the ankles and in-
steps with leatter laces.  On their fingers
the women generally have meny rings of
gold, silver or brass, according to their
means ; and be it known, n> present
is 8o acceptable to an Icelandic
girl as a riog. The most singular
and at the same time the most
beautiful part of the female costume is the
head-dress, called ‘‘faldur,” which is
made of white linen, stifily starched, kept
in shepe with an immense number of pins,
and from 15 to 20 inches in height. This
is the holiday snd Sunday head covering.

When you visit a family in Iceland you
must kiss each member according to their
age or rank, beginning with the highest
and descending to the lowest, not even ex-
cepting the servants. On taking leave the
orcer is reversed ; you must kiss the ser-
vants, then the children, and lastly the
master and mistress. Both at mceting and
parting and sffectionate kiss on the mouth,
without distinction of rank, sge or sex, is
the only mode of saluation known in Icz-
laud.—New York Timee.

LONGBVITY OF ABSTAINERS.

Do the Statistics Prové That They Will
Live Longer Than Drinkers?
Day by day, week by week, here a little
and there a little—now a trifling incident,
and then a trifling illustration is afforded
us of the tendency to outlive their fellows
exhibited by those who have strength of
mind enough to abstain irom intoxicating
drinks. We have quoted these illustrations
from time to time; and, apart altogether
trom the social question, we beg once more
to icsist that the subject is of sufficient
moment to excuse the frequency of our
references even as & matter of the
duration of life, aod on that
ground alone of interest as a lie gs-
surance matter. Dr. Ogle, of the Registrar-
General's department, publishes the mor-
tality of the general population of this
country during 1871-80, and compares it
with the mortality amongst the Rechabites,
who are total abstainers, during the same
period. Tharesult was, at twenty years
of age, 9.43 per cent in favor of the ab-
stainers, and at for'y years of age it was
4.98 in favor of the prudent people who
abstain. If there be any strength what-
ever in evidence—unless we are toignore
altogether those influences which induce us
to decide in other matters—the most
bigoted must admit that the facts are all
against driok ; and that the evidence
has long ago reached such a point that
those who continue to drink have no excuse
except that they are fond of it ; and that is
no valid excusa whatever.” The evidence
increases daily, and has long ago convinced
all but those who obstinately adhere to the
habit because they like the driok ; and
many even of them are sufficiently con-
vinced, but do not tollow their convictions
in this any more than they do in other mat-
ters, in which reason pulls one way, and
degraded, perverted buman nature pulls in
the opposite direction.”—Insurance Guard-
ian for May.

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SOLEMN JERUSEALM.

Trade aud Commerce are Conflued to Lite’s
Necessities.
Jeruealem is a city of surprises. It is,
apsrt from its sacred associations, an in-
tensely interesting spot, even to travelers
who are already saturated with the hither-
to unfamiliar and surprising charms of
Cawro, Athens and Constantinople.  Its
sizé can best be expressed by the state-
ment that the journey round the outside
of its walls may be made by an ordinarily
rapid walker in the space of an hour.
Its houses are small, - irregular in shape,
qualid and mean. Its streets, if streets
they can be called, are not named or uum-
bered; they are never cleaned, and in
many iostances are steep, crooked. narrow,
roughly paved ; and they are vaulted over
by the buildings on each side of them.
Never a pair of wheels traverse them, and
rarely is a horse or donkey seen within the
walls.
The halt, the maimed and the blind, the
leprous and the wretchedly poor, form the
«reat bulk of the population of Jerusalem,
and, with the single exception of the He-
brews, they are persistent and clamorous
beggars.
Trade and commerce seem to be con-
fined to the bare necessities of life and to
dealers in beads and crucifixes. There is
but one hotel and one Turkish merchant,
who displays in his little windowless. door-
less shop & small assortment of silver
charms, trinkets and bric-a-brac to the
gaze of the passer-by, and 1s almost the
only shopkeeper who sells anything like
luxuries in the place. His customers, of
course, are the pilgrims who come to see,
and not to worship. Jerusslem is unique
a8 & city. Everytbing is serious and solemn
and severe.
It has no clubs, no public houses. no
beer gardens, no concert halls, no theaters,
no lecture rooms, no places of amusement
of any kind, no street bands, no wandering
musicians, no wealthy or upper classes, no
newspapers, no printing presses, no book
shops, except one outside the walls for the
sale of Bibles, no cheerfulness, no life. No
one sings, DO one sports, no one laughs in
Jerusalem ; even the children do not play.

ACOUSTIC BIGNALS.

They are not Always Effective or Reliable
Except in Open Sea.

Acoustic signals are excellent in the open
sea, and for indicating the spproach of
vensels to the coast in a fog, but unfortu-
nately they are not alwaysreliable, and it
is now claimed that there are around them
zones where the sound is not always heard
at the sea-level.

Shipwrecked sea-captains bave affirmed
that the sirens that were sounding on the
cosst have at times ceassd to blow, and
they bave accused the keepers of negligence.

In a communica'ion to the Academy of
Sciences ths phenomena thit has so long
deceived everybody is duly set torth. It bas
been found that sirens are surrounded by a
pentral zone, in which the sound is not
heard at the sea level. This zove is more
or less distant, according to the height ot
the siren on the coast, and it has a mean
width ot about 8,000 feet.

On the nearer side of this zone the sound
is ot course beard perfectly, but when it is
traversed the sound weakens gradually till
it becomes scarcely perceptible ; then it
increases again, and when the zone is left

glass can do, and a great deal more.
WLile transmitting a large amount of light,
it is strong, fl xible, weatker-proof, dur-
able and practically uabreskatble. The
subttanc: covering the wire cloth is com-
posed slmost entirely of boiled linseed oil,
which is subj2ct:d to an oxidizing process.
The material is (laimed to <be virtually
fireproof, and to c¢ost much less than glass
skylights.

Pecullar New Rlements.

The recently discovered elements, argon
belium, the former of which has been found
to be a constiateat of air, appear to possess
peculiar and anomalous electrical proper-
ties.

these calculations being based upon the
Jaw of gravitation and a single spectro-
scopic measure. If such measures be con-
tinued upon a number of pairs while the
stars complate their revolutions, and the
computed and obsérved motions in the line
of sight sgree throughout, within reason-
able limits of error, it will be strong proof
of tte universality of the Newtonian law.
