BOSTON DENTAL PARLORS,

Alvan F. Sanborn, the Boston Tran­
script's correspondent, end now in the 
French «ray, writes to hie paper as 
follows concerning actual conditions 
<m and behind the flretng line:

I have spoken several times before 
of the indifference of the soldiers— 
even of those who have never been 
under fire—to the thunder of the can­
non, to the shriek of the dhrapnel and 
the whistling of the bullets. What is 
more astonishing is that this same 
spirit la shared by the country folk 
who have stayed In the war zone.

There are some villages completely 
devastated, where not a single Inhabi­
tant Is left, and where mournful des­
olation reigns supreme. It literally 
breaks one's heart to see the little 
homes, which but lately sheltered hap­
py and prosperous families, standing 
without doors, opened to the four 
wields. I remember particularly one 
house In which nothing wae left but 
the family photographs on the mantel­
piece, a sad memory of a very remote 
past, no matter how recent it seems 
according to our calendar. In the fields 
and barns about these villages, the 
grain which has not been destroyed 
by the Invaders, moulds away un­
threshed. (We have often made our 
beds out of oats, or barley, or fine 
wheat on the stalk In place of our 
simple regimental straw). And the 
beets, the chllef produce of this region, 
are rotting in the ground.

But there are other villages where 
the sound of cannon may be clearly 
heard, and which even undergo occsr 
stonal bombardments, where the ordi­
nary routine of country life has scarce­
ly been interrupted. The great thresh­
ing machines still do their accustomed 
work (the only difference being that 
the majority ot operatives are women) 
and the farmers and peawmts non­
chalantly till the soil, Just as If they 
were sure of their next crop, with the 
aid of horses that have not been requi­
sitioned. The small merchants—bak- 
ere, grocers, etc.*-go ooolyabout their 
business, carrying on a better trade.
In fact, than any they had ever dream­
ed of, thanks to the presence of the 
soldiers who are several times more 
numerous then the normal populatdo . 
And were It not for the distance, and 
the difficulties Ini changlng and re­
plenishing their stock they’ 
make veritable fortunes. These good 
people almost all have sons with the 
colors who are In constant danger. 
They themselves are taking the ehanc_ 
as of pillage In a sudden 'invasion,, or 
of having their homes blown to pieces
fu bomba^ment. but they »
main Indifferent and Quiet y serve 
their customers In as tranquil a man
Lr as though Uie Gennans were wo
hundred instead of six or seven as to- 
metres away.

Does he know that in this house we 
have our only means of sustenance? 
Perhaps.

At any rate there Is an old woman 
who Insists on staying In her wretch­
ed hovel, whom we very much suspect

front is a veritable plague.

When we first entered the trenches 
we were forbidden to speak loudly, 
because the Boches, whose trenches 
are scarcely thirty-five metres from 
ours, were mining the ground, and the 
sound of our vices might serve to 
direct them In their worfl. Was 
true or was it only a resource of our 
leaders to prevent our speaking loud­
ly of matters v-hich might be of use 
to the enemy, who had perhaps thrown 
out pickets still closer to us. than their 
nearest Unes? I do not know. In any 
event the mining of the trenches takes 
place often enough, and with the 
bursting of shells stands as one of 
the gravest dangers of this new sort 
of warfare, and we are so impressed 
by this that we never raise our voices.

Fighting In the Dark.
One of the greatest Inconveniences 

uffer In the :renches is the almost 
total absence of artificial lights during 
the long winter darkness, for this Is 
not only an underground life, but a 
Ufe in the shadows. Though there are 
certain places where one may light 
lamps and candles, and even fires, free­
ly enough, there are others (and these 
latter are by far the more numerous) 
where the innocent glow of a match 
would serve the enemy as a point of di­
rection, not only for rifle fire, which is 
comparatively inoffensive, but for can­
nonades and murderous discharges of 
shrapnel. Thus in such trenches as 
these one must possee or rapidly ac­
quire eyes like a cat, or at least train 
the sense of touch as a substitute for 
sight, one expects to find and use his 
his ammunition and eiyiLpment in time 
of need.

In our barrack life as in the life in 
the trenches this question of lights 
plays an Important part. . Our barns be­
ing often without window®, we are 
forced to pass whole hours In a half 
light, or at least we must buy our own 
candles, and candles are very expen-

Gains 
of a point were the rule In speculative 
and investment shares, while some of 
the erstwhile active specialties, like 
Mexican Petroleum, American Tobacco 
an4 the Motor stocks, scored material 
advances.

The weak features Included New 
Haven, Southern Railway preferred, 
St. Paul preferred, SoaboarcTXlr Line 
preferred, MacKay Companies prefer­
red and Pressed Steel Car preferred, 
all of which touched new low minimum 
prices, the decline in Pressed Steel 
extending to eight points. Baltimore 
and Ohio common also came within 
fractional range of its new minimum 
of 63, while May Department Stores, 
with a perpendicular decline of al­
most nine points, reflected an absence 
of support.

More stability was manifested by 
all the markets for foreign exchange, 
that situation being assisted by cir­
cumstantial rumors that negotiations 
are almost completed for the placing 
of additional credits by several of the 
European governments now making ex­
tensive purchases in this country..

Domestic monetary movements show 
a slight hardening of rates for long­
time accommodations, but interior 
banks continue to lend freely of their 
superfluous funds. The probable 
cess of the Anacdnda Copper note of­
fering, which coincides with an ad­
vance in the price of copper metal to 
fifteen cents, was the Interesting fin­
ancial development of the day.

The Atchison system presented its 
January statement, which was note­
worthy chiefly for its small increase 
In operating expenses, thereby enabl­
ing a net Increase of about $270,000.

112Calgary, ^lta., Feb. 24.—If Canada 
can cut down her freight rates to the 
Orient or produce cheaper, an inimit­
able market awaits her not only in 
Japan but in all the Orient, accprdtng 
to Dr. Akira Y&manouchl, councillor of 
the Japanese department of trade and 
agriculture, who, after spending a 
week investigating trade possibilities 
in Calgary, has Just left for Winnipeg.

“The principal products of Western 
Canada that will find a ready market 
in Japan,” he said, “are wheat, of 
which In 1913 Japan Imported $6,160,- 
000 worth; wood pulp, of which, in that 
year, she imported $2,310,000 worth; 
lumber of which she Imported $1,350,- 
(WIB worth, and flour, of which she lm- 
P°ÉM $1.065,000 worth.

■ff%ie use of flour is growing rapidly 
IttAhe East," he continued, "and the 
market for wheat and Its products la 
without limits. But Canadians have 
thip fact to face—that, although their 
wheat is appreciated there, perhaps 
more than that of the United States, 
the prices are too high.

"This applies not only to wheat and 
its products, hut also to practically all 
Canadian articles. 1 have not yet def­
initely determined whether or not this 
is due to higher freight rates than 
those of your chief competitor, the 
United States, but I am strongly Inclin­
ed to think it Is.

“In connection with the pulp trade, 
I may point om. that heretofore the 
Japanese pulp supply came largely 
from Germany. Now there is a big 
chance for some other country. I un­
derstand that much Canadian pulp is 
made in Quebec and British Columbia, 
hut the quality is Inferior to the Ger­
man product. It it can be improved 
here is a big chance for the Canadian 
pulp manufacturer.

"Another Canadian 
could profitably be exported to Japan 
Is condensed milk. In 1913 Japan im­
ported $928,000 worth of this product, 
of which the United States supplied 
$463,000. Canada is an agricultural 
country, and here should be a chance 
for her.

“Other Canadian products for which 
there should be a good market in Japan 
are: Hides and skins, of which $1,220,- 
000 worth was imported In 1913; ânl- 
mal fats and beef tallows, of which 
$880,000 was Imported in that year; 
paraffin wax, of which she imported 
$973,000 worth In that year, and animal

'*4 The amendment to thp by-law 
the sis* of loaves of bread at act lees 
than one and1 one-half pounds 
adopted by the city commissioners at 
the meeting yesterday afternoon. 
Commissioner McLellan answered the 
arguments as presented by bakers at 
a previous meeting. He said that the 
statement had been made that the 
bakers were paying $9.26 for flour 
when the majority of them had con­
tracts carrying over to October by 
which they paid only $6.76 a barrel.

He had four loaves of wrapped 
bread In the council chamber and 
pointed out that all were In excess of 
the weight marked on the package. 
He referred to the remark of one 
baker who said that It the weight had 
to be Increased to one pound elgat 
ounces instead of one pound and six 
ounces the pans would have to be 
changed, but he felt that the four 
loaves of bread which all weighed 
over a pound and a half were evidence 
that the size of the loaf could be in­
creased the necessary amount without 
hurting the appearance of the loaf.

Mayor Frink reported that so far 
808 vacant lots had been found in the 
city outside of Stanley, Lome, Lans- 
downe and Duffer ini wards. He also 
thought something should be done to 
arrange tor automobiles to pay gome 
revenue to the city.

Other routine maters were discussed
Mayor Frink, Commissioners Rus­

sell, Potts, Wigmore and McLellan 
with the common clerk were present.

The minutes of the last regular 
meeting and of the special meeting 
were read and approved.

A letter from the chairman of the 
assessors asking for plans of the big 
city properties was filed, but Mayor 
Frink explained that this information 
would be available for the assessors 
when the bill approved at the toet 
meeting became law.

A letter was received from John 
McCarthy, Simonds, who had charge 
of a wandering horse for several 
months. He asked for compensation 
for its keep. The letter was referred 
to the commissioner of public safety. 
Commissioner McLellan did not think 
the horse was very valuable.

The New Brunswick Telephone Co., 
Ltd., was giveni authority to place a 
pole in Canterbury street Commis­
sioner Wigmore thought poles were to 
be eliminated as far as possible.

Commissioner Potts then asked for 
a bond issue to cover the cost of a 
Lathe, a boiler and a chimney at the 
asphalt plant The total cost was 
$1,400. Several of the commission© -s 
objected to the bond Issue because 
the money for these articles had been 
Included in the estimate, but were 
later cut to meet the wishes of citi­
zens. It was also considered bad prac­
tice to bond for machinery.

The matter wae finally put to the 
meeting and lost with only1 Commis­
sioners Potts and Wigmore In favor 
of the Issue of bonds.

Commissioner McLellan then took 
up the second reading of the by-law 
tor the regulation of the sale of bread 
and explained his reasons for having 
It passed. He dealt fully with the ar­
guments advanced by the bakers at a 
previous meeting and went Into the 
details of the manufacture of bread.

The total bread made by the bakers 
was 16,000 loaves a day. The average 
profit was said to be about $2.60 per 
barrel of flour made up. The average 
number of loaves from a barrel was 
from 130 to 140, according to the size 
of the loaves.

By reference to an advertisement to. 
a Toronto newspaper it was shown 
that pound and a half loaves were sell­
ing for six cents In Toronto, while the 
same slxed loaf was nine cents here. 
Twelve cents was the prices there for 
a three pound IxxaZ.

Commissioner Ruseell thought the 
present law was good enough.

The council then went Into a com­
mittee tof the whole to hear Charles 
Stevens and Frederick Hyatt of the 
ed the proposed change in the by-law.

Mayor Frink thought the bakers 
might be heard again, but ou motion 
of Commissioner McLellan, seconded 
by Commissioner Potts the by-law waa 
passed and ordained.

Commissioner Russell asked if the 
by-law would be carried out and Com­
missioner McLellan said be would 
guarantee It would.

Commissioner McLellan was author­
ized to pay $2 a day to a mounted 
policeman. The court sergeant’s pay 
was fixed at $2.26. The commissioner 
referred to the case of Sergeant Bax­
ter, who was reduced to a position of 
patrolman. He said there was no pro­
vision for Mr. Baxter as a sergeant, 
but If he had been able to have doue 
the strenuous work of sergeant he 
would have been kept In that portion.
