Poultry manure should never be ap-
plied directly to the roots of plants or
trees. It should he composted with
something—muck, road dust, saw dust
cut straw, etc.—as fast as made.

For the time and money expended on
them, nq branch of farnj industry pays
hétter than poultry and bees. Both the
aged and the young can profitably en-
gage in the delightful task of raising one
or both,

There is no business in which thor-
ough, systematic management will count
for more than in sheep raising. With
any gther wanagement it wiﬁ ho nip
and tuck between profit and loss, with
the odds in favor of loss.

At asale of Jersey cattle in New
York lately, King Ashantee sold for
#6500, the largest sum ever obtained at
auction, to O, Egsthape, of Niles, O.
Sixty-one head brought $32,080, an
average of a little over 8525.

A friend and his neighbor saved their
cabbages last year by sprinkling them
by means of a watering pot with water
in which aloes had been steeped—ien
cents’ worth of aloes sufticed for a large
cabbage patch.

One hundred and forty acres in
strawberries is the size of a Tennessee
“patch” of this fruit. The proprietor
uses a punch and figureslip to makg
count for each picker, instead of "the
tickets generally in use on fruit farms.

The Rural New Yorker gives the fol-
lowing as a specific for the squash bug :
To a barrel of water take half a bushel
of hen manure, mix thoroughly. Stir
every three or four days. Keep covered
to prevent evaporation. The older it is
the better, Apply to the vines with
coarse sprinkler. Do not use too much
at a time as it is a powerful fertilizer.

In the spring when parasitic pestg
are’ “troublesome to stock, and the
weather is warm enough to permit, take
common bar or soft soap, heat with a
little water until melted, then add one
ounce of carbolic acid crystals for each
pound of soap. When cool make a
strong suds by mixing about one and a
half pounds of the preparation in g pail-
ful of warm water, and was the infected
animale with the suds. Continue to
wash them at intervals of five days until
the enemy is conquered. The prepara-
tion will not take off the hair, but it
will drive off or kill all insects, and cure
mange or other skin diseases.

Farmers are too apt to think they are
the hardest-worked and worst-paid men
in the country: hence the desire of so
many of their sons to strike out for
themselves in some other bhusiness,
under the impression that they can im-
prove on the older order of things. In
nine cases out of ten the move proves a
failure. Stick to the farm, hoys; you
have a much better chance there than
in the outside world. Read, think and
observe, and determine to be the best
farmer in your county. Then will
success crown your efforts; your work
will be easy and your burden light.

Some anonymous writer in one of our
exchanges says: “ Science and ezperi-
ence have sufficiently demonstrated that
everything that bears must possess both
the male and the female qualifications ;
but perhaps it is not generally known
that such is the case with eggs. I have|
found by experience that it is, and by
the following rule: I raise as many
pullets among my chickens as I wish to,
while some of my neighbors complain
that their chickens are nearly all roost-
ers, and they cannot see why there
shquld be g difference. I will tell you
here what I told them, and for the
benefit of those who do not know, that
the small, round eggs are female ones,
and she long, slender ones are males.
This rule holds good among all birds.
So if you wish to raise pullets, set the
small, round eggs; if you wish to raise
roosters, set the long slender ones. In
this way you will be able to raise which-
ever sex you wish to.”

The American Elevator has been
looking up the history of corn. It
says: “The first we hear of corn is in
the old traditional times from Central
America. So in a time, caloulated to
be the year 960, we find a record of
corn being distributed among the
nations from some nations unknown.
But two varieties are mentioned—the
yellow and the white. Columbus found
corn growing when he landed upon his
continent. All the early explorers
found corn growing and in cultivation,
and found it growing in varieties, and
the varieties differed in different locali-
ties, some adapted to some uses better
than others.

How to Hive a Swarm of Bees.

The season for swarming is fast ad-

vancing upon us, and the next bright

day, perbaps, the bees will be rushing

out to migrato to » new celony. If

you have box hives and black bees,

and wish to refcrm from the errors of

your way, now is the golden oppor-

tunity’ Have your movable frame

hives ready and hive your new swarms

in them. A new colony of my golden

banded Italians have filled a ten frame

Langstroth hive with brood and honey

in twenty-one days, without the as-

sistance of foundation. When the

bees swarm, have no ringing cf bells,

beating tin pans, and such nonsense;

wait patiently. and nine times out of

ten they will settle of their own

accord ; if they don’t, all the racket

you can make about it will have lit-

tle effect in altering their determina-

tion. They may say what they like

about using a fountain pump, throw

ing sand, and discharging fire-arms

among the swarm ; but, in my experi-

ence, when they strike for the woods,

your only hope is in following them,

and they may gn a hundred yards,

or, as has been kv yn. even u8 far as

seventeen milc- tefore alighting.

After the swarm setiles, brush your

hive out nicely {no need offooling with

pench leaves and salt water,) set it

where you wish it to remain, saw off

the limb with the bees on it, lay it on

a board at tho entrance of the hive,

and in a short time the bees will be

established in their new quarters. If
it is not convenient to cut the limb,

or other olject on which they may

light, take an dld waool hat, secure it

to a pale and hald it near the cluste~,

shake nr smoke a portion of the bees

off ; when they attempt to return, put

the hat in the way by the side of the

cluster, until quite a number bave
settled upon it, after which you will

have no difficalty in gelting the
whole swarm. When they have all

~ettled on hat, walk gently to your
hive, and deposit tham on the board
as you would the limb. If they
should be deposited to clog the en-
{trance to the hive by stopping to hum
satisfaction, keep it open by gently
vushing them aside with a twig.
You may facilitate their march by |
pushing forward the rear of the com

pany iu the same manner. They will |
go to work at once, and build small
bits of comb by tho next morning.
<aise the raro end of the hive three
inches above the level of the front, to
make them build strait combs. If
two swarms should be out at the
same time, cover the first to alight
with a tablecloth or sheet, to hide
them from the others, Otberwise
they will all light in the same cluster,
much, perhaps, to your dismay.

If at any time during swarming,
you can discover and secure the queon,
you have the muatter in your own
hands. Cage the queen, take the
bive in which you dewxire the bees,
and set it in the place of the hive
trom which the swarm issued. The
bees will soon discover the absence of
tbeir queen and return to the old

ed recently in the Agricultural Gazette.
In this cuse a crop of oats ruined by
the wet season was saved by ensilag-
ing it, tho oats sheavea having been
*“in a thoraughly sodden conditivn
and tho corn in them so generally
sprouted that apparently all was
worthless except for manare.” The
process of ensilage consisted in putting
the oats in a sila or pit, and adding
about threo hundredweight of salt to
thirteen tons of the green fodder.
When the pit was opencd last menth,
after baving been olosed nearly eigh-
teen weeks, the temperature was
found to be 110 degrees, the mass was
in good condition, giving a fragrant
odor, and was readily eaten by horses
and cattle. The theory of the process
is that when green fodder ia pluced
in a water-tight pit wnder pressure
heat is generated and fermentation
ensues. The oxygen in the intersti-

tial air is speedily absorbed and its

place taken by carbonie acid gas, so
that the fermentation and its accom-

In the dry climate of
our Eastern States and in the North-
west, where premature autumn frosts
often injure growing crops, the more
extended introduction of this system
would doubtless give us fatter cattle,
and both cheaper and richer milk
than can now be had, while the
farmer's profits would be inoreased.

How to plant Oelery.

The old method of setting celery at

Celery is one of the
plants with which little is gained by

Market gardeners grow celery as a
second crop, to follow an early one
for which the soil bas been well
manured ; if this cannot be doune, then
the soil must be well enriched before
planting, It rarely pays to raise
celery plants in a private garden, if
one is where they can be purchased.
In buying plants, select those that
look strong and stocky, a condition
produced by proper cutting back their
leavea while in the seed-bed. The
plants are to be set in rows, four feet
spart and six inohes distant in the
rows. They require cirefal planting,
and should be no deeper in the ground
than they were originally in the seed-
bed. In all transplanting, it is im-
portant to have the earth closely io
contaet with the roots of the newly
set plant; this may be done by going

Tu Make Fine Butter.

The process of muking butter, eays
the New York Times, is an important
one, for the best may be spoiled and
poor butter may be improved in the
working. When the butter is churn-
ed it is taken from the churn and
placed on a sooth wmaple, birch or
chestout table or other butter worker,
or put ina boul. If the churn will
admit of it, the buttermilk may be
drawn eoff, and clear, cold water pour-
ed into it, and the butter washed in
that way in separate waters until it
runs off quite clear, and the butter is
quite free from milk. This is indis-
pensublo if the butter iy expected to
keop well, It is then salted at the
rate of one ounce to the pound of
butter. The butter is pressed out
with the ladle, and never to be work-
ed by the hands under any circum
stances, and the salt is xpread overit;
it is then doubled and pressed out
again and cut and gashed with the
ladle, but mever rubbed or plastored,
but only squeezed and pressed, until
the salt is pretty evenly mixed; it in

Value of Ewe Lambs.
The tempting prices abtainable for
roally choice early lambs<has yearly
proved a greater temptation than
many owners oould resist, and the
result has been that quite a number
of owe lambs are sacrificed at the
shambles, to the serious detriment of
flock improvement, as will as ultimute
loss to owners of country. Asin a
majority of instances the sires of thoso
lamb are better bred animals than
are the dams, their preservation would
prove a long stride in the direction of
flock improvement, and if the owner
feels compelled to restrict the number
of animals handled, a rigid culling
from the older ewes and filling their
places from the choicest ewe lambs,
should be a policy from which no
temporary demand for “lamb and
spring peas " tempts him to deviate,
So long as the ewe lamb is a superior
bred animal to its mother (and the
breeder who does not have it so has
mistaken his calling,) it will prove
the more profitable to retain in the
flock. Not only does such retention
insure the commingling of fresh and
better blood, but it reduces the ex-
pense and dangers of management by
the owmission of animals which bave
passed their prime and filling their
places with those that in the nature
of things will grow better instead of
worse, for at least several succeeding
years.

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Testing a Silsby Engine.

A new Silsby fire steamer was successfully
testad lately at New IHaven, Conn., having
having just been purchased by that city, and
the trial was entirely successful. As wa
have an engine here of that make, the fol-
lowing description of the test from the Fire-
man's Jowrnal will bs interesting to our fire-
men :—

The fire was lighted at 2 55 o'clock, and in
two and ane-quarter minutes the guage indi-
cated ten pounds of steam, fifteen pounds
three minutes, twenty in three and one-half,
and thirty ponnds in four and one-half min-
utes. A minute later, a stream was playing
on the green. In order to make the test
thorough, the steamer was made to pump its
water from the cistern at the corner of Court
Street, which held at the start 20.000 gal-
lons. Thagteamer for over two hours worked
with the greatest yigor, pouring out immense
streams of water wheraver the pipes were
directed. She carried 120 pounds of steam,
and in no instance no matter how severe the
test, did she fail to respond. The new
steamer i by far the most powerful and
handsome oue in the city. One big test waa
forcing the water 10 the top of the City Hall
tower, 160 feet high, and throwing of »
stream out upou the green, a distance of 274
feet. The throwing of a stream a distance
of 2060 feet through a one and a balf inch
nozzle, and 250 feet through & one and three
quarter inch nozzle, excited the admiration of
old firemen, as did the supplementary test
suggested -by Mr. Denne, in order to fully il-
lustrate the great power of the steamer in
throwing a .stream a long distance through
100 feet of hose, siamesed with a ouve and
oue-quarter inch nozzle. The stream was
carried the remarkable distance of 319 feet.

New DBrunswick, Nova Seotia and P, E.
[sland, and as such, is distributed free to rail-
way and steamboat travellers, to the extent
of 10,000 copies, or, as it states itzelf, ** 5000
in the Eastern Provinces, 2,000 in the Upper
Provinces and 3,000 in the Uuited States.’
In the prefacs of this book we find * it wiil
bs devoted to the jrint interests of New
Brunswick, Nova Scotia, and Prince Edward
Island, and will endeavor to point out and
describe the many and varied attractions of
wach impartially, and in such a manner as to
induce strangers to visit us, and compel our
citizens to admit that ¢ there is no place like
home.’ It is the aim of the publisher to
wake the Gurde an indispensible necessity
for travellers, and & powerful agent for the
dessemination at home and abroad, of such
wformation regarding the industries, re-
sources, and attractions of these provinoes,
as will dissipate some of the foggy mis
conceptions, that hide us from the eyes of the
world,’ and then it proceeds to give the lie
direct, so far as this 2ity at least is concerned,
in the fellowing sketch which is published of
Fredericton :—

** Fredericton, the capital of New Brune-
wick and of York County, is beautifully
situated on a level plain on the right or west=
ern bank of the St. John River, 84 miles
from its mouth, and nearly opposite the
wouth of the Nashwank. The streets are
wide, airy and quiet; cross each other at
right angles—those running parallel with the
river ‘are over a mile long, and lined with
shade trees, whose foliage is so dense that
the city is almost hidden from the view of
passers by on the river.

A military uniform bas a peculiar attrac-
tion for some people, and when they become
%o impressed with its appearance as to thisk
that there is nothing to compare with it or
its wearere, they aré said to have the soarlet
fever. The departure of the troops from
Fredericton has alwaye been regretted by a
cortain class of its citizens. Persons unac-
%uninlﬁ with its history, might infer that

redericton was a very uohealthy and un-
pleasant place to live in. Such is not the
case. It is one of the healthiest towns in
the Province—the small increase in pupu-
Iation is dus to the attention paid to the
advice to * go west '—and its only drawback
is the manner in which the law regulatiog
licenses to commercial travellers is enforced.
[t is one of the prettiest, if not the prettiest,
place in the Province, and would be a very
desirahle place for a visit or residencs, and &
thriving manufacturing and trade centre only
for two reasons, The *ecarlet fever® nrd
there very badly several years ago and it has
not fully recovered from its effrcts—the pest
housea (barracks ) are still standing, constant
and mute rswinders of the * lameuted depart=-
ed.” It has such au exaggerated idea of its
importance and. prestige as the capital, the
seat of the University of N. B.,and the legal
headquarters of the Province, and has exist-
ed 5o long on ¢ Government pap ' that strang-
ers are looked upon as interlopers on vile
mischief bent. The actions and business of
strangers visiting the city are subjscied to &
svstem of espionage which is » disgrace to
this fres land, and scarcelv warranted in the
regions of dvnamite and Nihilism. Straog-
ers visiting Fredericton are advised to keep
their mouths closed upon all matters of busi-
ness, unless they are prepared to contribute a
fuw dollars for the support of the place.
You can't give them a lecture without pay-
ing for the privilege. It will pav to go there
however, to examine the different public
buildings, enjov its scenery and climats,
visit its hotels, (which are A 1), and study
the effects of exclusiveness. The population
has increased very rapidly (P) in :E:
vears, in 1871 in contained- 6,008, and in
1881 6,218 inbabitants—1,160 families,”

We indeed confess surprise, that any New
Brunswicker should issue such a libel on the
political capital of bis native Province, as the
foregoing cuntains. We have a great many
visitors here, and there are few we believe,
except soms objectionable fellows, (perhaps
the writer of the guide book is one of them,)
who dodge around to aveid the license law,
that do not go away pleased with our city
and our people, who are always glad to wel-
come worthy strangers, and extend their
courtesies. Fredericton is not open to the
untruthful insinuations contained in this
scandalous guide book, and the writer dis-
plavs his bad taste, as well as bis ignorance,
in his diseription. The book otherwise ie in-
complete; and incorrect in many of jte state-
ments, Gibson for instance is given as the
rent of the lumber king's new cotton factory.
The guide book ought to be suppressed, and
its publisher prosecuted for criminal libel,
The latter action we presume will be taken
by the Miscellaneous Tux Collecior, and
Mavor Fisher may ba expected to adopt the
former. He owes it to a grateful city, which
has thrice wlected him by overwhelming ma-
jorities to the civic chair.
