Many speakers criticised Lord Roberts for his Manchester speech, 
in which he said war between Germany and England is inevitable, 
the consensus of opinion being th at when England realizes that Ger- 
many is not seeking territorial aggrandizement there will be no 
more talk of war.

This morning’s dispatches from the Balkan war 
announce a great victory for the Bulgarians, the entire 
Turkish front being driven back. Adrianople is now 
hemmed in. The fighting lasted three days and was of 
the heaviest. Lule Burgas, the scene of the Turkish 
defeat, is a small town close to the railway line between 
Adrianople and Constantinople, and is about 100 miles 
from the Turkish capital and 50 miles from Adrianople. 
The Servians appear to be well into Macedonia, and two 
towns, Prisrend and Diakova, about 100 miles from

London Township Will Strenuously 

Oppose Attempt to Grab
Territory.

,The Ontario railway and municipal 
board will hold a session in the city 
hall on Nov. 15 to consider the annex- 
ation of Pottersburg, Ealing, Chelses 
Green and Knollwood Park.

H. C. Small, secretary of the board, , 
letter, notifying him of the meeting.

The letter in full is as follows: 

Dear Sir,—Re Annexation to the City of London: I have the honor, 
by the direction of the chairman of 
the board, to advise you that the 
board has appointed Friday, the 
15th day of November, 1912, at the 
hour of half-past two o’clock in the 
afternoon, at the city hall, London 
for the hearing therein. The board 
has arranged that the hearing be 
held in the city hall so as not to 
Interfere with any courts that will 
be in session at that time.

"Kindly attend on the hearing, 
with court crier and one constable."

. The city will be represented at the 
hearing by City Solicitor Meredith, 
while the petitioners from the various 
suburbs will also have representatives.

It is expected that strong opposition 
will be made to the annexation of those 
places. The council of the Township 
of London is opposed to this step, as 
it will mean that nearly one-third the 
assessment of the whole township will 
be added to London. Mr. W. R. Mere- 
dith has represented the township at 
all the hearings, and he will present 
the case before the board.
The opinion prevails in the city that 

the annexation will go through without 
any difficulty, similar requests having 
been granted last year in Hamilton and 
other cities.

DP Not a Startling Number.
Dr. Hill, director of the Institute of 
Publie Health, was asked by The Ad- 
vertiser as to the seriousness of fif- 
teen infants dying in one month. He 
said that the number might not be 
considered startling, as the percentage 
was not great, in view of the fact that 
there are so many more children than 
adults.
, "It is nevertheless a good time to 
drive home the fact that 80 per cent, 
of infant deaths are directly due to 
the lack of natural feeding," said the 
director. "There is not the slightest 
doubt of this. The children fed from 
the breast die in the proportion of one 
to five o those that are fed artificially. 
The public should know this. It should 
be hammered home constantly. The 
lives of many babies would be saved in 
a year. Of course, there are scores of 
babies that are carefully fed from a 
bottle that will thrive. In my opinion, 
children should have nothing but the 
purest milk until they are at least 9 
months old.

It was the Progressive party 
and no other which offers to the peo­
ple of the United States relief from 
the tyranny of the few.

Col. Roosevelt's Address.
Colonel Roosevelt, who delivered 

his first address since he was shot 
at Milwaukee on Oct. 14, said, in part:

mighty days of Abraham Lincoln, the 
man who thought and toiled and suf­
fered for the people with sad. patient 
and kindly endeavor. To our fore­
fathers the chance came in the trou­
bled years that stretched from tie 
time when the first Continental Con­
gress gathered to the time when 
Washington was inaugurated as first 
president of the republic. To us, in 
our turn, the chance has come to : 
stand for liberty and righteousness as 
in their day these dead men stood 
for liberty and righteousness. Our 
task is not as great as theirs. Yet it 
is well-nigh as important. Our task 
is to profit by the lessons of the past, 
and to check in time the evils that 
grow around us, lest our failure to 
do so may cause dreadful disaster to 
the people.

“It is our business’ to show that 
nine-tenths of wisdom consists in be­
ing wise in time. Woe to our nation 
if we let matters drift, if in our in­
dustrial and political life we let an 
unchecked and utterly selfish in­
dividualistic materialism to riot to Its 
appointed end! That end would be 
widespread disaster, for it would mean 
that our people would be sundered by 
those dreadful lines of division which 
are drawn when the selfish greed of 
the haves is set over against the sel­
fish greed of the have-nots. There is 
but one way to prevent such a divi­
sion, and that is to forestall it by the 
kind of a movement" in which we are 
now engaged.

"Our movement is one of resolute 
insistence upon the rights and full 
acknowledgment of the duties of 
every man and every woman within 
this great land of ours.

Same Old Principles.
"Again, friends, do not forget that 

wo are proposing no new principles. 
The doctrines that we preach reach 
back to the Golden Rule and the Ser­
mon on the Mount. They reach back 
to the Commandments delivered at 
Sinai. All that we are doing i to 
apply those doctrines in the shape 
necessary to make them available for 
meeting the living issues of our own 
day.

"We propose to stand for the sacred 
rights of childhood and womanhood. 
Nay, more, we propose to see that 
manhood is not crushed out of the 
men who toil, by excessive hours of 
labor, by under-payment, by injustice, 
and oppression. When this purpose 
can be secured only by the effective 
action of your people through their 
Governmental agencies, we propose so 
to secure it. We brush aside the argu­
ments of those who seek to bar action 
by the repetition of some formula 
about ‘states’ rights' or about ‘the 
history of liberty' being the history 
of the limitation of Governmental 
power,’ or about the duty of the 
courts finally to determine the mean­
ing of the constitution. We are for 
human rights, and we intend to work 
for them in efficient fashion.

The 
typical Briton of 1312 is not the snob 
or the landed magnate battling for 
crumbling privilege, but the modern- 
minded Asquith, Birrell or Lloyd 
George, the deep-thoughted Haldane, 
the opportunist F. E. Smith, the intel­
lectual swordsman such as Wells, 
Chesterton or Sir Oliver Lodge. Our 
would-be British jingo is no lover of 
British advance. He would be man- 
Friday to some absurd representative 
of mouldered ancientry. Gap and bells 
would suit, but wit would be called for 
in that case.

The truth is that in the recent, sud­
den, amazing natural growth of Can­
ada, when Max Aitkens, touched by 
some magic wand, have started out of 
obscurity in a night into the compan­
ionship of dukes, these mushroom mil- 
lionaires, with purses full, but brains 
often empty enough of higher ideas, 
fix their dazzled, hungry eyes upon the 
glitter of a social show which has al­
most ceased to interest modern Eng­
land. A book like "Tono-Bungay" re­
veals what intelligent Englishmen 
think of the last pretensions of the old 
social regime. But our quick-rich group 
lives still in the nursery, so far as their 
view of British institutions is con­
cerned. At the same time they exer­
cise an influence in this country out 
of all proportion to their age and 
weight. The tone of reactionist Can­
ada is caught in part from them. And 
one thing they are eager to forget is 
that they are Canadian. Canadian sug­
gests the thought of the small be­
ginnings from which their greatness 
grew.

Prof. Edgar calls for a national Can- 
adianism if we are to have a literature 
worth the world’s attention, or other 
higher things. He has to reckon with 
the crowd that wants to slough off 
Canada and be a bogus imitation of an. 
tique British. As he says, however, 
"every true Canadian" believes that we 
shall yet emerge from the stale ideas 
of the nouveaux riches and their vas­
sals, “from our years of tutelage and 
trial."

The world is such a big place now­
adays and the current of events rushes 
along with such impetuosity and such 
a mighty sweep that even the import­
ant statesmen of one decade become 
scarcely more than names, even if they 
are not quite forgotten, in a short space 
of time. This statement is true of 
such a prominent politician as Henry 
Hartley Fowler, who was elevated to 
the House of Lords in 1908 as Viscount 
Wolverhampton. The late viscount 
narrowly escaped becoming leader of 
the Liberal party in 1898. It was felt, 
however, that he was too cautious a 
man to capture the popular imagin­
ation, that he lacked an enthusiasm 
for extremes, so he was passed over. 
Henry Fowler was in reality a gentle­
man of the old school, a mid-Victorian 
who believed in quiet, moderate states- 
manship, and who had a great respect 
for dignity. It was probably because 
of this primness and moderation that 
he was greatly liked by Queen Victoria, 
who often consulted him regarding her 
private affairs; and there can be little 
doubt that this same quiet tempera­
ment has caused the memory of him to 
fade rapidly from the mind of the 
present generation.

If anything can perpetuate his name, 
however, it will be his biography writ­
ten by his clever daughter, Edith 
Henrietta, whose sister, Ellen Thorney- 
croft Fowler, has achieved fame as a 
novelist. A man who had two such 
clever daughters certainly should have 
found his home life congenial. Perhaps 
the fact that both of them became so 
witty was due to his own solicitude 
that they should tell him every day 
that they had learned something new, 
and that they should amuse him at 
the table by the sparkle of their con­
versation. The picture of family life 
in the Fowler home is one of the most 
interesting features of this book.

LORD ROBERTS AND THE GER­
MAN SCARE.

The British Foreign Secretary and 
the president of the British Board of 
Agriculture have rebuked Lord Roberts 
for his Germanophobie speech, which 
Canadian papers have been exploiting 
for party purposes. Lord Roberts is 
the most distinguished living British 
soldier, beloved by his fellow-country­
men, and justly so, but that he has 
shone on the field of war is no proof 
that he is an authority in the field 
of diplomacy and foreign relations.

Sir Edward Grey, when asked in 
the House whether the German Gov­
ernment had protested against Lord 
Roberts' speech, went to the heart of 
the matter when he said that he should 
“greatly deprecate any suggestion that 
either Government should make rep­
resentations about unwise or provo­
cative speeches either in Germany or 
here by persons who are not in a po- 
sition to control the policy of the re­
spective Governments."

Lord Roberts is qualified to pro­
nounce on the condition of the British 
army, and even of the German army, 
but he knows no more about the de- 
signs of the German Government than 
the ordinary civilian, and not nearly 
so much about the possibilities of war 
as the civilians—the members of the 
British Government—who happen to 
hold the strings of foreign policy. The 
recent assurances of Mr. Asquith and 
Sir Edward Grey that the relations 
between Great Britain and Germany 
are excellent, outweigh all the panic- 
mongering in high and low quarters, on 
both sides of the Atlantic.

The professional soldier or sailor is 
habitually given to the expression of 
alarmist views. As a rule, he looks at 
the international horizon through army 
or navy spectacles, and it is naturally 
disposed to aggrandize the service 
with which he is connected. This helps 
to explain why the great war minis­
ters are usually civilians: their point 
of view is detached from professional 
bias or preoccupation. This is illus­
trated by a naive confession made a 
fortnight ago by Viscount Haldane, 
minister of war in the present British 
Government until his recent promo­
tion to the lord chancellorship. In a 
speech to the students of Bristol, he 
said:

“Seven years ago, when a new 
Ministry was being formed, the late 
Sir Henry Campbell-Bannerman sent 
for me, and suggested one or two 
offices. I replied to him, ‘There is 
another office I should like. I do 
not know much about it, but it is full 
of the most fascinating problems.’ 
Sir Henry asked, ‘What is that?’ I 
answered. The war office—is it full?’ 
Sir Henry exclaimed, ‘Full! No one 
will touch it with a pole.’ (Laughter.)

“Well, I went to the war office, and 
really had a very easy task. I found 
a number of young generals, with 

.their minds full of our shortcomings 
because they had come fresh from 
the South African war, with its evi­
dence of unpreparedness. The army

With the prevailing high prices of 
meat, the housewife who is trying to 
provide on a slender income satisfac 
tory menus for her family is certain 
to welcome any suggestion that will 
tend to the solution of her difficult 
problem. Here is a collection of re­
cipes for excellent dishes which may 
be prepared at reasonable cost:

Pressed Beef.
Boil a soup bone gently until the meat drops from the bone While the 

meat is hot remove from the bone and 
cut fine, rejecting the gristle and nearly 
all the fat. Season to taste with salt 
and pepper and add a teaspoonful of 
melted butter, and moisten with a half- 
cupful of meat liquor. Pack in a gran­
ite basin or pan, and put a dish on top with a flatiron on the dish to press 
down the meat. Let it stand until cold. 
Then slice it down. The rest of the 
liquor may be used for soup the fol­
lowing day.

Meat Popovers.
Mince very fine half pint of cold, 

cooked meat; if from the leg use the 
marrow from the bone. Beat two eggs 
and add to each a cup of milk, a pinch 
of salt and dash of cayenne. Stir this 
gradually into a cup of sifted Hour 
making a smooth batter, then add the 
meat. Have the gem pans hot and 
well greased, and drop a good table- 
spoonful into each pan and bake fifteen minutes in quick oven. Eat at once.

Brown Fricassee of Veal.
Take tw pounds of lean well-grown 

veal from the cheap part of the leg. 
Remove fat and bone, and cut the meat 
into cubes two inches square. Put the 
bones in a stew kettle, cover with cold 
water and let them simmer. Season 
each piece of meat with salt and pep- 
per and roll in flour. Heat a table- 
spoonful each of butter and beef drip-

Princess Pauline is widow of the late 
Prince Richard Metternich, whom she 
married in 1856. She was then Coun- 
teas—and heiress—of Sandor-de-Szlav- 
nicza and other unpronounceable places 
in Moravia and Hungary.

But now, when Princess Pauline says 
she is old, no one believes her. The 
reason for incredulity is that her only 
proof of antiquity rests on the fact she 
can no longer dance. Princess Pauline 
was the greatest dancer In Europe. For 
half a century, without a break, she 
has planned out the winter’s "redoutes’’ 
which Vienna loves, and at every re­
doute she danced harder than the girls. 
Last winter the princess organized no 
redoute, and after some months' mys­
tery. the official explanation came: 
princess is growing old."

A week after the proclamation of 
antiquity, the princess, with scanty 
luggage, was seen in a fast train, for 
Munich, for Dresden, for Berlin. A 
week later she returned in triumph. 
She announced that she would reform 
the Vienna taxi-cab system, which is 
certainly the worst on earth. “Hence­
forth," she said, “I shall see that every 
taxi-station has a telephone, as in Ger­
many. All you’ve to do is to ring up 
and order a cab.”

She Got Busy.
Next she went round and bullied the 

postoffice. "In Munich," she said, “the 
postoffice does the work. There you ring 
up the postoffice, which sends a man 
to the nearest cab stand and he sends 
you a cab. That’s a good idea. Do It 
here."

Austria's kaiserly and kingly post- 
office has a rule never to do anything. 
Under Princess Pauline’s stimulus it 
awoke, and now Vienna will copy the 
latest triumphs of Munich.

Evidently Princess Pauline was not 
so old as she said. So reasoned Vienna. 
A few days later Vienna heard that she 
was off to the Semmering. What was 
she after now?

Princess Pauline has decided that 
winter sport is an excellent thing, 
especially for women of about eighty, 
who are old enough to dance. And she 
declared that henceforth through her 
instrumentality the winter sports of 
Semmering would be improved. The 
princess would go to the Swiss En- 
gadine to find out all about rinks, skat, 
ing, slides, ski-ing, snowballing and 
breaking records, without breaking 
necks.

News and Leader, gives prominence to an article on international 
negotiations, in which it says:

"The most satisfactory thing in connection with the Balkan 
war is that all the powers remain on friendly terms. The quar­
rels and differences of the last few years seem to have disap­
peared like magic before their new portent. Great Britain and 
Germany are freely exchanging views, and, what is even more 
remarkable, the consultations of France and Germany are close 
and constant. The fear that the superficial class interests of 
Austria and Russia will lead to open differences has also been 
removed."

The writer of the article intimates that the question which 
is absorbing the powers is whether the territory which the allies 
conquered should be restored to Turkey. The powers would 
never agree to the taking of territory from Turkey, but when 
the conquest is fait accompli the question has another aspect. 
"It is satisfactory to know that no power has yet proposed 
the restoration to Turkey of territory which the allies have 
conquered," says the writer. “Should such a proposal be 
made. Great Britain would Jo her utmost to prevent the concert 
of nations from acquiescing."

The 
Turks have retreated in disorder. The 
town of Lule Burgas has been taken.

It is officially reported that the Turk­
ish troops at Adrianople have made 
several sorties, chiefly to the west and 
northwest, but have invariably been 
repulsed.

Adrianople is now completely sur­
rounded by the Bulgarians, whose at­
tacks are meeting with great success, 
according to the Mir. The position 
of the Turks is critical.

There are persistent rumors that the 
Bulgarian cavalry has reached Ro- 
doste, where the Turks have been 
landing troops brought from Asia 
Minor.

Public attention has been centred 
in the operations around Adrianople 
and the movements of the Bulgarians 
against Lule Burgas. This town is an 
important point in the Turkish second 
line of defence, which stretches from 
there westward to Dimotica. Its cap­
ture would indicate that this second 
line has been broken. The Turks 
would then probably retreat to Tchor- 
lu, where they might possibly make a 
stand.

— Mr. Winston 
Churchill, first lord of the admiral­
ty, in a speech at Sheffield tonight 
said there were many signs which en­
couraged the hope that the long, dis­
mal chapter of human history un­
folded in the Balkans will be closed 
forever when the present war is 
ended, by the united action of the 
powers. -

If Europe had really been animat­
ed by the passions of hatred and 
ambition which were occasionally 
ascribed by its pessimists, said Mr. 
Churchill, recent events might easily 
have brought about the predicted 
Armageddon, but so far as could be 
seen, ail the governments without ex­
ception were honestly striving to ad­
just their differences so as to pre­
serve their unity and bring their com­
bined influence to bear to terminate 
the long, fierce and disastrous quar­
rel and secure a settlement which 
would be just to the belligerents and 
beneficial to the populations concern­
ed. So long as this loyal, hon­
est spirit continues, declared Mr. 
Churchill, no problem will arise in the 
Balkan struggle which cannot be set­
tled to the common advantage and 
to the lasting good of the Balkan peo­
ples.

Glory of War.
When face to face with the explos­

ive strife now proceeding, who would

be bold enough, asked Mr. Churchill, 
to say that force was never a remedy? 
Who would be false enough to say 
that martial virtues do not play a vital 
part in the health and honor of every 
people? Who would be vain enough to 
suppose that the long antagonisms 
of history and time could in all cir­
cumstances be adjusted and made into 
compacts by the smooth, supercial 
conventions of politicians and am­
bassadors?

"We in England sometimes have 
been assured by persons who profess 
to know that the danger of war has 
become an illusion, and that this dan­
ger would not exist at all, but for the 
machinations or statesmen and diplo­
matists, for the intrigue of financiers, 
aided by the groundless suspicions of 
generals and admirals, fomented by 
the sensationalism of the press.

Britain's Attitude.
“Well, here is a war which has 

arisen from none of these causes, in 
spite of all that rulers and diplo­
matists could do."

Referring to Great Britain’s atti­
tude, Mr. Churchil said: "We can 
survey our past without a pang, sur­
vey our future without a grudge, but 
we must be prepared for all eventuali­
ties. It is good to be patient; it is 
good to be circumspect; it is good to 
be peace-loving, and that is not 
enough. We must be strong; we must 
be self-reliant; we must be united."

from the shells of their artillery, 
thrown from the "lofty summits of a 
dairy farm overlooking the city. 

Fresh troops are arriving daily, ac- 
cording to these dispatches, to the 
reinforcement of the Bulgarians, and 
instead of being thrown back they are 
drawing closer the grim lines around 
the besieged city.

■ Between Veles, captured by the 
Servians, and Salonica, the Turks 
have massed some 35,000 men be­
sides the whipped remnants of the 
army that ran before the Serbs at 
Koumanova.

In all the Servians claim the cap­
ture of 22 towns in Macedonia.

There is not a Turk force worth the 
mention in the whole Sanjak of Novi- 
Bazar, according to dispatches from 
Belgrade, and the Montenegrin and 
Servian forces there can strike hands.

No news has come from the Turkish 
war minister, Nazim Pasha, reported 
yesterday to be facing in desperation 
the Bulgarians Who were circling 
round , his flank in the country be­
tween Lule Burgass and Eski Baba. 
He said yesterday that an important 
battle was in progrès all along his 
front. Today he tells of the sortie 
of the Turk garrison at Adrianople to 
the north of him.

The dash of Bulgar cavalry to Ro- 
dosto on the shore of the Marmora 
Sea reported yesterday, is verified.

Captured the Aviator.
Above Adrianople today there

thisTen-Inch Guns Were Hurled Forty 

Reet by Havana Explosion.
[Canadian Press.]

Havana, Oct. 31.—Divers engaged in the 
work of removing the shattered remnants 
of the forward section of the battleship 
Maine for the purpose of restoring the 
harbor ot its normal depth, discovered 
today the forward turret intact, contain­
ing a pair of 10-inch guns and mounts, 
weighing upwards of 200 tons. The turret 
had been hurled 40 feet from its original 
position.

It had been believed that the turret was 
lying under the barbette which was dis­
covered months ago in an inverted posi­
tion near the side of the ship. The 
turret lies In 32 feet of water, and no 
attempt will be made to move it.

The discovery was most surprising to 
the engineers, who thought that their 
work was practically finished. It will 
necessitate two months’ more work. by 
several charges of dynamite the turret 
will be sunk further in the harbor bed.

The twenty-seventh Vice-President 
of the United States and the only one 
renominated was christened James 
Schoolcraft Sherman. But, in nearly 
a quarter of a century of public life, 
"Jim" Sherman he was to his inti- 
mates, and probably half the nation 
referred to him as "Sunny Jim."

To the House of Representatives of 
the Fiftieth Congress he was elected 
in the winter of 1887, just past his 
27th birthday.

Vice-President Sherman was born 
in Utica on Oct. 24. 1855. He was 
married in 1881 to Carrie Babcock at 
East Orange, N. Y. They have three 
sons, Sherill, Richard U., and Thomas 
M., all living and in business in Utica. 
The Vice-President was an Elk, a trus- 
tee of Hamilton College, a member of 
the Dutch Reformed Church, a mem­
ber of many clubs, and a businessman 
of wide interests.

Sherman played an important part 
in Republican politics both in this 
state and in the nation. He was al­
ways "regular" and always active. As 
stated before, his political career be­
gan almost as soon as he was gradu­
ated from college, and he held office 
practically continuously for the last 
29 years.

A gold watch, chain and locket, 
with the words, “Presented to Joseph 
T. Marks, by the London Trades and 
Labor Council, for Twenty-Seven 
Years’ Service, Oct. 30, 1912," en­
graved on the case, was presented as 
a testimonial, the feeling of the coun­
cil being expressed in an illuminated 
address read by Mr. James Hussey. 
Mr. J. L. Goodburne made the pres­
entation, while Mr. Harry B. Archer 
made an address, to which Mr. Marks 
replied. Mr. Marks has held the 
confidence of labor men and the pub­
lic generally. His Integrity has been 
demonstrated again and again, and 
he has been an honest and fearless 
fighter for labor’s interest.

Not Leaving Through Choice.
The recipient of the gift declared 

that his going to Toronto from Lon­
don was not a matter of choice, but 
of necessity. However, he added, he 
will be in a position to better serve 
the Trades and Labor Council under 
the new arrangement. The rapid 
progress of the council was alluded 
to by Mr. Marks, who asserted that 
he has a distinct remembrance of 
the time when but five delegates used 
to gather to discuss labor matters.

Peterboro Examiner: Why should not Bishop Fallon's Appeal at Stratford 
Met With Liberal Response. 
[Special to The Advertiser.]

Stratford, Oct. 31. — Bishop Fallon is 
making a tour of the district in con­
nection with his campaign for raising 
funds for the new seminary to be 
built in London.

$15,000. Of this amount $11,000 came 
from St. Joseph’s and $4,000 from the 
Church of the Immaculate Conception.

all municipalities within the hydro-elec­
tric zone have equal advantage from 
cheaper power? It is pointed out that 
Toronto and Hamilton get cheaper power 
than places nearer the source of sup­
ply, and on sound commercial principles, 
too—because they use a larger quantity 
—they get wholesale rates. But there is 
discrimination that cannot be accounted 
for in that way. The little town of 
Dundas, of 4,197 population, gets power 
for heating and lighting for $16 under 
the revised rates; London, with a popu­
lation of 46,177, has to pay $27. No one 
will say that Dundas uses as much elec­
tricity for power and lighting as London, 
yet, London lias to pay $9 more for 
power; but with more than ten times 
the population, London pays a ten times 
larger proportion of the cost of trans­
mission simply. It would appear, because 
the cost of transmission is proportion­
ately greater. It costs no more to send 
a letter, through the post, three thous­
and miles in Canada, than it does to 
send it three miles; it costs a house­
holder, in the most distant portion of 
the city no more for his light than it 
does a man within a hundred yards of 
the generating station. Then why should 
there be discrimination in rates of pay­
ment for a service paid for equally by 
every portion of the Province?

Rates Should Be Equal.
As to the reduction in rate proportion­

ate to quantity used, there seems to be 
a reasonable doubt as to whether that, 
even, is altogether fair. If that is to 
be admitted the initial rate should be 
the same everywhere for the distant, as 
well as the near, municipality. That 
would equalize the conditions more fairly 
and would not give such large advantage 
to places like Hamilton and Toronto over 
smaller places in the way of offering 
power inducements to locate Industries.

This reasoning, or suggestion, may be 
pronounced, and may be impracticable; 
but it seems that it contains elements of 
reasonableness worthy of consideration, 
even if to no greater extent than to ex­
plain why such a way of dealing with 
the provincial and municipal power prob­
lem cannot be applied. If such an expla­
nation can be fairly made.

Blue GrassWHAT TO DO FOR COMMON GROUP.
[BY A PHYSICIAN.]

CROUP is the small child’s aliment 
Though the symptoms are often 

alarming and always distressing, death 
from an attack of croup, pure and 
simple, has probably never or rarely 
ever occurred.

Croup is an acute laryngitis of child­
hood usually occurring between the 
ages of 2 and 6 years. The trouble 
frequently arises as a part or a fore- 
runner of a cold. It is often heralded 
by some hoarseness during the day, 
which increases toward night. The 
child may then be slightly feverish. He 
goes to bed and to sleep. Toward mid- 
night he awakens with a hard, harsh, 
barking cough and difficulty in breath­
ing.

When the air is drawn into the lungs 
there is a sort of whistling or crowing 
noise produced from obstruction in the 
throat, due to a spasm of the muscles 
and to dried mucous coating the lin­
ing membrane, or to a swelling in the 
larynx.

The whole household is probably 
aroused. The child and the parents 
are frightened. The child struggles 
and adds to his own difficulties.

Heat a kettle of water over 
a lamp or small stove in the room 
where the child is. Attach a rubber or 
tin tube to the spout and run this 
under the bedclothes through a sort of 
sheet tent.

A severe attack may make it neces­
sary to employ a surgeon to pass a 
tube down the throat into the larynx, 
or to open the child’s windpipe and in­
troduce a tube through the neck to 
prevent suffocation.

If ipecac causes nausea or vomiting 
it will be best to reduce the doses.

To prevent the disease there are 
some simple ways. A simple diet, es­
pecially at night, should be followed. 
Enlarged tonsils and adenoids should 
he cared for or removed. A daily 
sponging in cold water before break- 
fast, while the child stands in a hot 
foot bath is excellent.

An outdoor life, plenty of fresh air 
and well-ventilated rooms should be a 
part of the preventive program.

A warm bath, before bed time with 
a thorough rub over chest and neck, 
using hot camphorated oil, will prob­
ably prevent the cold which often starts 
the croup.

Wirless at the Front.
Berlin. Oct. 31.—The Greek, Turkish 

and Bulgarian armies, fighting in the 
Balkans, are well supplied with wire- 
less apparatus. Fourteen complete 
equipments were acquired In Ger- 
many shortly before the outbreak of 
hostilities by Greece, five by Turkey, 
and two by Bulgaria.

The Turkish Front.
London, Oct. 31.—The eastern wing
