NEWS OF DOUBLE BEREAVEMENT
SERVES ONLY TO INCITE LONDON
GIRL TO HARDER PATRIOI'IC WORK

She Receives Word Two Brothers Have Been Killed in
Action and Proceeds to Bean Patch, Grief-Stricken, Yet
Determined to Receive ‘““The Torch” From Their Hands.

She got the news that her two
brothers had been killed at the front
on the way back to her work of pull-
ing beans, and this is the way the
brave little farmerette in khaki took
it: “I recelved the papers with the ter-
rible news in it, and, oh, I was so
taken by surprise. I can hardly real-
ize it even yet. I always thought I
would be seeing W— agaln and can't
believe or even think that he has been
killed. I received the papers on my
way back to the bean patch after din-
ner, and it gave me a strange, sav-
age feeling, and made me pick those
beans as if the rest of the boys' lives
depended upon it. I know now that I
am going to work until there is no more
work to do. You see, {f we have a
good harvest and help enough to get
it in, why, we can hang out longer
than the Germans.”

Heroism, this! In the very hour of
the big appalling grief, the first
thoughts of the little farmerette who
has written home this letter, have been
for the boys that remain. She is go-
ing to keep faith with the brothers who
died on Flanders' field. She can't give
way to her grief.

The Herolc Attltude.

She is one of the young girls who
enlisted at the local branch of the wo-
men's government employment bureau
to help with the harvest this summer.
It has taken a considerable amount of
courage for the Canadian girls in khaki
to stick to their task in the fields and
berry patches and orchards with the
thermometer sizzling round 100 in the
shade this summer.

Many of them have been buoyed up
by the feeling that they have been
holding up their end of the line, and
on their manner of doing it has de-
pended brother's success at the other
end. The heroine habit has refused to
allow the young farmerette of the
| double bereavement to let go for even
an hour’s indulgence in grief. Instead
she makes an appeal for still more
workers to come to her aid that the
| cause for which she is suffering may
be sustained.

“They are calling for help all around
here,” she continues. ‘““We have gone
to the factory, at V— to help them can
the beans which we picked during the
day. We have been working twelve
and thirteen heurs a day. They can't
get the people of the town to work,
so they have applied to the Government
to make the people work. Why, last
Friday night, we could not go to the
factory for we had to pack, so the two
girls who did not come with us went
over and when they came home at
10:30, they said that bushels and
bushels of beets and tomatoes were rot-

ting, just wasting to be canned. There
are 25 girls here now, and 50 more
coming. There are to be 30 tents.
There are about 15 up now.

The Feeling of Wrath.

“I have so much to tell yoa that Is
new, I don’t know where to start, but
listen, if I tell it all, don’t thint that
I forget about the boys, will you, be-
cause 1 don’t, and I seem to have a
feeling of vengeance when 1 start
working. In fact, I pulled the beans
80 roughly that more than one whole
plant came up.”

Concerning a change from one camp
to another in the Niagara district, she
adds: ‘“We are only a few miles back
from the centre of the town, so we
found it easily. Talk about seeing
sights! We passed through Caledonia,
Grimsby, Grimsby Beach, Beamsville,
and Vineland, where there are large
camps, and also Winona. Talk ahout
seeing sights! All along the way we
saw orchards and grapes, whole fields
of them. We can work in the factory
or fields, which are both on these
grounds, and we have electric lights
in each tent. You ought just to see
down each aisle. There are electric
wires and posts. Then, -=ach tent
has three cots, wash basin and water
jug. The girls name their tents, too.
“Dunhoyn” (done hoeing), and “'Tak-
alot” (take a lot), ‘Neverdunfiln”
(never done filling). We think we will
name ours “Blighty.” You see, it
seems rest and home, too.

“This is some place. We saw two
aeroplanes over us last night, and we
were wakened up this morning to find
six more over our tents. By the noise
I hear now I think some more are com-
ing. There goes the last boat horn!
You see, we can sit here in our tents
and see the boats going out into the
harbor.

Plenty of Water.

“Then we have a ten minutes’ walk
down to a private bathing beach, to
which the camp girls are allowed to
EO. There are a lot of waterfalls
here, dams, I mean, and we hear the
continuous roar of that.

The following is in regard to the
tent that means ‘‘rest and home’:

‘““We have our tent all fixed up fine
now. There are three beds. My trunk
is directly behind the post, and the
heads of the beds come up to the
trunk. The post is exactly like a
porcupine, and we hang our clothes on
the quills (or nails). I must close now,
as church parade will soon be ready.”

And so the plucky young farmerette
brings to a close the first letter home
after the experience which has tested
the kind of fibre of which she is made
and found it of the quality that is

The U. S. fuel administration has!|
this week appealed to all stay-at-home |
patriots to exercise rigid economy in |
the consumption of gasoline during the‘
next few weeks in order to meet the |
increasing demand for gasoline and to |
fulfll the paramount obligation of meet-
ing promptly and fully all overseas re-
quirements,

The Appeal.

To quote from the appeal:

“War necessities ae being and will
continue to be promptly and fully met,
but this is the period of the year when
consumption of gasoline is at its high-
est, and the increased domestic de-
mands, together with the extensive
military operations in France, have
rendered necessary, for a limited
period, the adoption of safeguards
against possible shortage.

“In view of the difficulty, if not the
impossibility, of differentiating be-
tween the various uses to which auto-
mobiles are applied, the United States
fuel administration believes that the
greatest measure of economy can be
effected with the least interference
with the business of the country
through the discontinuance of the use
of all classes of motor vehicles, motor
boats and motorcycles on Sundays.

“The United States fuel administra-
tion therefore requests that in the sec-
tion of the United States east of the
Mississippi river there shall be a dis-
continuance of use of the vehicles |
above specified, including all such as |
are operated for hire, on each Sunday |
hereafter until notification that the |
need for such iscontinuance has
ceased.”

Some Exceptlons.

Exceptions are made of certain
classes of motor vehicles used in work,
the nature of which renders Sunday
operation an actual necessity. In addi-
tion to the above, appeal is made to
the women of America to undertake,
voluntarily, additional conservation in
the operating of their own automobiles
whenever possible, The U. S. fuel ad-
ministration believes that all consum-
ers of gasoline will observe the spirit
of the request, making unnecessary any
mandatory order on the subject.

Andre Tardieu, Noted French
Statesman, Says Enemy
Morale Is Dwindling.

WASHINGTON, Aug. 29.—Andre Tar-
dieu, high commissioner ef Franco-
American War Co-operation Commis-
sion, who is now in Paris, has given
to the Associated Press a comprehen-
sive statement summing up the mili-
tary events of the last five months and
showing their presént bearing on the
present war situation. He savs Ger-
man prisoners declare that if the whole
American army shows the same dash
as those who have been in action so
far the German causze is lost.

He continues: ““The instructions giv-
en by the German high command to
the German troops are now of a de-
cldedly defensive nature. They confess
that the situation {8 serious for Ger-
many. Judging from reliable documents
it seems that only 24 fresh divisions,
that is to say, 24 divisions having been
withdrawn from the firing line for at
least a month, are now all the actual
German reserves.

"“Twenty-three others are being re-
formed. Forty-seven divisions whose
morale was considerably shaken, con-
{ stitute the Germans’ last reserve in
the present battle.

Germans Between August
21 and 26.

LONDON, Aug.

German losses in killed alone now
reach a total of more than 2,000, -
000, and probably approach 32
000. These figues were giv
after a study of tables of German
and Allied losses, which have been
published.

The total captures by the Allies
on the western front since July 18
now approach 120,000 prisoners and
2,000 guns. The British captured
more than 21,000 prisoners between
August 21 and 26, while the Brit-
ish total losses in the same period,
including all killed, wounded and
missing, were only slightly in ex-
cess of that figurs. A considerable
proportion of the British casualties
are in the slightly wounded class.

Fhe total captures by the Brit-
ish since August 8 exceed 47,000
officers and men, and the captured
guns number nearly 600.

Foe Must Shorten Front.

British military observers say it
is now clear that the Germans in-
tend to retire to a shorter line on
the western front, where they can
obtain better defensive positions
against the constantly repeated
Entente Allied blows, and so that
the enemy can economize his
forces which has become an urgent
necessity on account of his lessen-
ing man power.

Moreover, the moral
any kind of retirement
proved to be very
German people and
the enemy’'s present intention is
apparently to make a stand on
some line well west of the Hinden-
burg line, if possible.

The Germans are watchlng a very
favérable line along the Ailette,
Oise, Somme and Tortille, but it
remains to be seen whether they
will be permitted to make a stand
there, or even carry out a retire-
ment ‘“‘according to plans,” to this
line without it being broken some-
where else by the eager Allied
forces.

The most important obstacle to
- the German scheme at present is
the recent British advance on both
sides of the Scarpe, which is a
serious flanking threat to the whole
Hindenburg position. The British
are almost in contact with the
famous Drocourt-Queant “‘switch’
running from Queant to Liile.

Tribute to Women.

He pald a glowing tribute to the
women for the part they had taken in
patriotic work, and also in the manual
Jabor on the farm. No organization is
going to succeed unless it is conducted
on a business basls, he declared, and he
urged that the farmers should first get
together in buying in quantities and
tpen develop into a marketing organiza-
tion.

,He pointed out that farmers had
often sold below cost because they did
not know what the cost was and below
the market because the individual far-
mer cannot keep always in close touch
with the market changes. He urged
that the farmers’ organizations should
pay enough in salaries so that they
would get good men to conduct their
co-operative businesses and warned
them that every deal would not always
show a profit and that a reasonable
reserve should be piled up for the or-
| ganization to work on.

Corn out of the can has
We used to take our lunches to school, and the
memory still clings to me of the dried corn heated up for the dinner for us
children in the evening.” It was a young matron from the prairie provinces
who a few days ago thus recalled a simple, sure and inexpensive method of con-
serving corn for winter use. It isn’t by any means a trick of the memory which
endows that dried corn with the appetizing flavor. The mother in question had
almost forgotten about drying corn, but daughter’s mention of it recalled im-
mediately the process and advantages of the system. She said: I didn’t even
make a special occasion of boiling the corn for drying. When preparing it for
a mea, instead of cooking just enough, I filled up the pot. I took all the ears
that were left, and, using the bake board and a sharp knife, cut the corn off
the con, and spread it on a pan. I dried it in a alqw oven, leaving the door open
to prevent browning or scorching. About twenty-four hours of such treatment
was sufficient, then I put the corn In a bag, and hung it up in a dry place. The
salt bags were excellent for corn containers. The dried corn must be soaked in
water or milk for some hours before it is heated for the table.”
