tion for a board of conciliation to medi­
ate in the matter of wage reduction 
proposals affecting the employees of 
the Canadian National Railways was 
received by the department of labor 
this morning. The application was the 
result of a conference in Ottawa yes­
terday and today of representatives of 
the employers in the stationary trades 
on the national lines, including clerks, 
freight handlers, station, roundhouse 
and other employees, also parlor, sleep­
ing and dining car employees.

This constitutes the first step taken 
by employees of any branch of railway 
service in order to prevent the railroads 
putting into effect wage reductions 
based on reductions suggested by the 
United States railroad labor board for 
the railways of that country.

Not Submit Tamely.
Asked regarding the intentions of the 

employees in event of a board being 
refused, Mr. Mosher said: "We do not 
propose to tamely submit to this un­
justifiable action on the part of the 
management in proposing to reduce the 
wages of the lower-paid employees from 
25 to 30 per cent, and allow the higher- 
paid men to go with a reduction of 5 
per cent. *

“We are clearing our decks for 
action. If necessary we are prepared to 
go the limit to prevent the carrying 
out of the intentions of the railways, 
and believe that the general public 
will back us up when they are ac­
quainted with the true facts of the 
situation."

Officials of the employees organisa- 
tions of the other railways are watch- 
ing the outcome with keen interest, 
and it is intended that they may also 
apply for boards under the Industrial 
disputes act.

GOVERNME The question of securing the legisla­
tion necessary for the proper function­
ing of separate schools was discussed 
with great interest and considerable 
warmth. That public utilities in which 
Catholics are interested equally with 
non-Cathollcs should pay all their taxes 
to the public schools was characterized 
as a crying injustice that demanded im­
mediate redress The present provision 
for the division of the taxes of Incor­
porated companies in proportion to the 
amount of stock held by Catholics and 
non-Cathollcs respectively was shown to 
be ineffective and entirely unworkable 
except in the case of small companies 
whose shareholders were known. In the 
case of companies where shares are 
widely held and are bought and sold 
daily, it is an obvious impossibility to 
determine the proportion of stock owned 
by separate school supporters. This has 
been recognized in Alberta and Sask­
atchewan and a suitable legislative pro­
vision has been made for such cases.

Secondary Education.
In the matter of secondard education 

it was pointed out that in 1863 when the 
separate schools act was passed the 
common school system embraced the en­
tire course now divided between the 
public and high schools. It was there­
fore held that Catholics have by the 
British North America act the full right 
to establish high schools where their 
numbers warrant such separate high 
schools. In any case the right to the 
fifth class in the elementary schools has 
never once been questioned; but sepa­
rate school supporters are taxed for 
the fifth class work in high schools even 
though they maintain their own sepa­
rate school fifth class. This is a plain

TURKISH STEAMER SEIZED.
Athens. July 26.—A naval statement 

issued by the admiralty announces the 
rapture of a steamer belonging to the 
Turkish Nationalists. Russian and 
Turkish gold to the amount of several 
thousand pounds was seized on board 
the vessel.

ONLY 25 PER CENT LEFT.
Athens, July 26. — An announcement 

by the Greek official agency late yes- 
terday said the Turkish losses In killed, 
wounded, prisoners and missing 
amounted to 75 per cent of their entire 
fighting strength in Asto Minor.

rebellious prisoner he captured at 
Ecorse, Joseph M. Sheridan, a state 
trooper, succeeded in landing his charge 
and four kegs of contraband beer at 
the foot of West Grand Boulevard to­
day. after an eight-hour struggle 
against the current of the Detroit River 
in a disabled launch.

The prisoner, Charles Ellison. 45 
years old, was found sleeping in the 
launch in the rear of a river-front es­
tablishment at 1 a.m..

CONSUMERS DISSATISFIED.

TORONTO, July 25.—Natural gas 
rates for the Counties of Essex and 
Kent have been decided upon by G. F. 
Henderson, referee, following the in­
quiry July 11, 12 and 14. 1920, at Chat­
ham. Briefly, consumers in all the ter­
ritory covered by the Union Gas Com­
pany other than Petrolea, Sarnia and 
the border cities and the four pro­
ducing townships will pay 45 cents per 
thousand. For Petrolea. Sarnia and 
the border cities the rate will be 50c. 
The four producing townships will pay 
35c. A service charge of one dollar for 
each of the five summer months will 
be made.

In his judgment Mr. Henderson says 
these rates should remain in force until 
November 1922, and should be effective 
as of the date upon which accounts are 
rendered.

Basis For Schedule.
The rates were arrived at on the 

basis of evidence given that the gas 
has a value to the company, unsold, of 
30 cents.

The judgment was resented at the 
Parliament Buildings today, when the 
referee met representatives of munici­
palities and the Union Gas Company.

Mr. J. M. Pike, K.C., representing 
the townships of Howick, Raleigh and 
Howard, asked that the case be re­
opened for the admission as evidence 
the report of Warwick, Mitchell, Peat 
& Company, showing the cost of gas 
to the Union Company for six years 
for 1911 to 1918, which shows the cost 
of the gas to the company as 4.38 cents 
and 30 cents as claimed by G. D. Clark­
son.

There is far 
less visionary idealism and far less 
uncontrolled passion and a great deal 
more practical common sense than there 
was in 1918, and the prospect for real 
achievement is correspondingly brighter. 
Besides this there is a deep, brooding 
realization of necessity that sobers inen 
and urges them to the great work of 
reconstruction.

and not in kind. Mary, who had the 
little lamb whose fleece was white as 
snow, was cosmically conscious. So 
also was Dante, who conversed with 
spirits in the after-world. Mary’s ex­
periences are confined to the earth. 
Dante’s knowledge of the universe is 
much wider, and extends to two 
worlds; but the mental agency by which 
the expediences take place is the same 
in both cases. It is self-consciousness.

2. Cosmic consciousness may also 
signify that the cosmos (universe) is 
a conscious entity. This is a panthe­
istic conception, and ranges all the way 
from the absorption of all mental life 
into God, or the world spirit to the idea 
of H. G. Wells, for example, in which 
God himself rises to self-consciousness 
in humanity.

3. Again, cosmic consciousness is in­
terpreted as a kind of philosophic mys­
ticism analogous to religious mysti­
cism. Personal consciousness is sur­
rendered to the spirit of the universe; 
by obeying wholly nature’s laws and by 
being in tune with infinite one attains 
to the most efficient life. By far the 
strongest and most intelligent modern 
philosopher who holds this view is 
Eucken. He calls his theory activism. 
The individual retains his own self- 
consciousness and never transcends it. 
This is only religious mysticism put into 
philosophical dress.

A learned writer gives marks or notes 
for determining the state or condition 

|of cosmic consciousness. Every one of 
them is interpreted through individual 
self-consciousness, and not by any form 
of consciousness beyond it. No psy­
chologist of standing, as far as I know, 
regards cosmic consciousness as being 
a stage higher than self-consciousness. 
If those who hold the cosmic conscious­
ness theory wish to be taken seriously, 
they will be obliged to do at least two 
things: They must give an intelligible 
statement as to what cosmic conscious­
ness is, and they will have to show how 
and to what extent certain intelligences 
have entered into it.

Alfred Austrian, attorney for the Chi­
cago American League Club, will 
strengthen the state’s case by telling of 
the concessions Cicotte, Jackson and 
Williams made to him before going to 
the grand jury room. Harry Brigham, 
foreman of the grand jury before whom 
the confessions were made, will be called 
to verify the court reporters* stenogra­
phic stories. The confession testimony 
is expected to consume the entire day, 
and if the state decides to call William 
Maharg and Joe Gedeon, their two re­
maining witnesses, they probably will 
not take the stand before tomorrow. The 
state, however, may decide its case is 
complete without their testimony.

Meanwhile preparations are going for­
