HOP-OFF FOR CROSS-CONTINENT FLIGHT.

Chicago, Ill., Nov. 3.— The American 
Farm Bureau Federation has de­
manded an immediate embargo on 
Canadian wheat. A telegram to the 
Interstate Commerce Commission 

1makes this demand, it was learned to­
day.

Losses amounting to millions have 
been sustained by United States 
grain growers, and the losses will be 
doubled unless a ban on Canadian 
wheat. now monopolizing lake boats 
and eastern elevators and railroads, 
is placed at once, farm bureau officials 
declare. I

The farm bureau claimed that the 
embargo would release enough boats 
to move more than 20,000,000 bushels 
of United States wheat in the remain­
ing five or six weeks of navigation, 
and would release 21.000 grain ears 
from carrying Canadian grain be­
tween Buffalo and the seaboard, thus 
solving the ear shortage problem in 
the grain belt.

Returns 
were not by any means complete 
however, and in view of the fact 
that roughly 70 per cent of the pros­
pect cards had not been reported, it 
was decided to set the total objec­
tive at 100 new members.

President E. S. Little congratu­
lated the members of the teams on 
the excellent results so far attained, 
and urged that continued efforts be 
made to increase the number of 
members from the names of those on 
the cards still out.

Was an Inspiration.
Meigs B. Russell of the Canadian 

City Bureau, and the American City 
i Bureau, said that it was an inspira­
tion, and a source of pride to see the 
spirit shown by the workers in so 
short a time.

“It’s a splendid example of what 
you can do," said Mr. Russell. "Forty- 
four new members—that’s fine. 1 
think you can easily set your goal at 
100—there are still three-quarters of 
the cards out. and in a few days you 
can bring the total up to that num­
ber.”

Mr. Russell emphasized that the 
Chamber of Commerce should aim to 
be bigger, and more powerful each 
year. Some were always dropping 
out. moving away, or not taking the 
active interest they formerly did.

“You can make London's Chamber 
of Commerce the best in Ontario," 
said Mr. Russell. “But you will have 
‘to work. You may justly feel proud| 
of the results announced tonight. 
They bespeak a. live and active or- 
ganization."

But results, he said, were not al­
ways visible in numbers of members. 
In analyzing the citizens in one city, 
fifteen per cent were always sure to 
support the Chamber of Commerce 
with their money. Two per cent 
gave their efforts, and were always 
willing to work. Twenty-five per 
cent stood by to idly criticize, and 
the remaining fifty-eight per cent did 
not care, and could not be counted on 
for anything.

Criticism Good.
“It is a rather good thing to have 

these men who criticize, in our 
midst." said the speaker. "They may 
be knockers, but they at least have 
the energy to protest over something 
they think is wrong. In many cases 
they have the vision to see ahead 
that a damaging influence is at work 
in the community. But when he is 
wrong, it is up to the Chamber of 
Commerce to change his view—to 
change his criticism from destructive 
fault-finding to constructive sugges- 
tions."

Mr. Russell cited a case, that of a 
Rhode Island City, where conditions 
were about as poor as they could 
be. There were no industries, the 
population was a mixed one. The 
whole situation was out of economic

UNDUE

How Writing Was Invented £
- TODAYS INSTALLMENT—47.

IN preceding installments we have 
sketched in broad outline the de­

velopment of the chief human com­
munites from the primitive begin­
nings of the heliollthic culture to the 
great historical kingdoms and em­
pires in the sixth century B. C. We 
must now study a little more closely 
the general process of social change, 
the growth of human Ideas, and the 
elaboration of human relationships 
that was going on during these ages 
between 10,000 B. C. and 500 B. C.

What we have done so far is to 
draw the map and name the chief 
kings and empires, to define the rela­
tions in time and space of Babylonia, 
Assyria, Egypt, Phoenicia, Cnossos 
and the like; we come now to the 
real business of history, which is to 
get down below thèse outer forms 
to the thoughts and lives of indus­
trial men.

By far the most important thing 
that was going on during those fifty 
or sixty centuries of social develop­
ment was the invention of writing 
and its gradual progress to impor­
tance in human affairs. It was a 
new instrument for the human mind, 
an enormous enlargement of Its range 
or action, a new means of continuity.

We have seen how in later Palaeo­
lithic and early Neolithic times the 
elaboration of articulate speech gave 
men a mental handhold for con­
secutive thought, and a vast enlarge­
ment of their powers of co-opera­
tion. For a time this new acquire­
ment seems to have overshadowed 
their earlier achievement of draw­
ing. and possibly it checked the use 
of gesture. But drawing presently 
reappeared again, for record, for 
signs, for the joy of drawing.

Early Picture Writing.
Before real writing came picture 

writing, such as is still practiced by 
the Amerindians, the Bushmen and 
savage and barbaric people in all 
parts of the world. It is essentially a 
drawing of things and acts, helped 
out by heraldic indications of proper 
names, and by strokes and dots to 
represent days and distances and 
such like quantitative ideas.

Quite kindred to such picture writ­
ing is the pictograph that one finds

The Sumeran picture writing, which 
had to be done upon clay and with 
little styles, which made curved 
marks with difficulty and Inaccu­
rately, rapidly degenerated by a con­
ventionalized dabbing down of 
wedged-shaped marks (cuneiform- 
wedge-shaped) into almost unrecog- 
nizable hints of the shapes intended. 
It helped the Sumerians greatly to 
learn to write, that they had to draw 
so badly. They got very soon to the I 
Chinese pictographs, ideographs, and 
phonograms, and beyond that.

Most people know a sort of puz­
zle called a rebus. It is a. way of 
representing words by pictures, not 
of the things the words represent, 
but by the pictures of other things 
having a similar sound. For ex­
ample, two gates and a head is a 
rebus for Gates-head, a little stream- 
let (beck), a crowned monarch, and 
a ham, Beckingham.

HOW the practice of writ- 
ing grew out of the early 
life of man?

1.A Real Man’s Job
----------------- By A. R. K. ------------------- 
JOHN W. DAVIS, former United 
8 States ambassador to Britain, has 
no doubt in his own mind regarding 
the feeling that should and must 
exist between these two nations. He 
is no student of or apologist for the 
doctrine of splendid isolation that 
is taught so freely in the republic.

The appreciation of the British 
Empire expressed by Mr. Davis is a 
sincere compliment, and written with 
a knowledge of facts and an ac­
quaintance with recently-made his­
tory.

"One-fourth of the human race," 
he writes, “is under its allegiance; 
no doubt the greatest number as­
sembled under a common flag in all 
the history of mankind. The very 
size of such an aggregation is im­
pressive; and the great war proved 
that the ties which bind this heter- 
ogeneous. mass together are some­
thing more than ropes of sand. What 
nation in all the world can afford to 
be ignorant of its true relation to so 
great a factor in the affairs of man­
kind?

“Least of all can America, for 
many urgent reasons. In the first 
place, the British Empire is—Mexico 
alone excepted—our nearest neigh­
bor. Look at the map. To the north 
lies Canada with a common bound­
ary of 5,400 miles, open and unde­
fended. Off our Atlantic seaboard 
are the Bermudas and the Bahamas, 
while in the Caribbean our outposts 
are ringed about by British Hon­
duras, Jamaica, Barbados and Trini- 
dad. In the Pacific the nearest 
Islands to the Hawaiian group are 
owned by Great Britain, and the 
Philippines, trading on the north to 
British Hong Kong, look out upon the 
south to British North Borneo, with 
Australia and New Zealand standing 
guard lower down. Turn where you 
will, and wherever fly the Stars and 
Stripes, hard by is the Union Jack.

“Lay down the map and take up 
the commercial reports. You will see 
there record of the fact that the 
British Empire is Incomparably our 
best foreign customer. In the year 
1921, for instance, it took more than 
one-third of all that we sent abroad, 
and we in our turn took from that 
source from one-fourth to one-third 
of all our imports. During the first 
six months of 1922, more than forty 
per cent of our exports went to the 
same great purchaser; Great Britain 
alone taking as much as all the rest 
of Europe, outside Germany, com- 
bined, and Canada, an amount once 
and a half times that of Germany. 
The American farmer sends his to­
bacco and cotton and foodstuffs to 
the British Isles, the manufacturer 
his goods to the dominions and to 
India. Our foreign trade and domes­
tic prosperity would be in bitter 
straits if markets such as these were 
ever closed.

"Put to one side strategic and com­
mercial questions, and there remains 
the indisputable fact that the people 
of the British Empire, at least those 
who speak the English tongue, are 
our next of kin. Many races have 
given their blood to nourish the 
mighty tree that has grown upon the 
North American continent: but the 
root stock still remains English or 
Scotch or Welsh or Irish in its deri- 
vation.

"What, therefore. Is the conclusion? 
A patriotic American, in exact pro­
portion to his concern for the present 
welfare and future peace of his coun­
try. will recognize that the power 
which rules the destiny of men has 
decreed that the British Empire and 
its people shall touch the life of 
America and Americans at more vital 
points than any other nation does 
or can do. He will concern himself 
to see that this inevitable contact 
is made a source of blessing and not 
of bane to both peoples and to 
mankind."

IT is increasingly certain that old 

party lines have been rather thor­
oughly broken down. One English 
writer, referring to the attempt at 
making capital out of old party 
slogans as a battle with bladders, 
where every person makes a great 
deal of noise, but no person gets hurt. 
The fact that old party lines have 
lost their strength may be accounted 
(or on the ground that the men head­
ing them are not as forceful as they 
were in the past. DISRAELI was a 
great force and a great fact, so was 
GLADSTONE, and it did make a differ­
ence which of these facts and forces 
guided the affairs of the empire. It 
is harder today to get back to the 
old party lines because there are no 
old parties to get back to in the 
strict sense of the word.

The Liberal party is showing evi­
dence of strength, but it is split. 
ASQUITH brings to the followers who 
recognize him a prestige and an ora­
torical ability, but it is a fact that 
the party’s strength has been sapped 
by followers who have gone over to 
the Labor group. It is somewhat 
parallel to the situation that has de- 
veloped in Canadian politics, where 
the Liberal party has been drawn 
from more than the Conservative to 
make up the group that now sits in 
the House under the leadership of 
the U. F. O. chief.

* * *
IS there a Unionist party left?

There was a time when it was so 
Conservative in its attitude that it 
became to a great extent dominated 
by the Tories. It stood in the first 
place, and stood stubbornly, for the 
union of Ireland and Britain, and 
against inroads of the teaching that 
called for the separation of church 
and state. The Unionists fought 
home rule for Ireland for years, even 
to the point of imperial embarrass­
ment. Then when they came into 
the Coalition they supported things 
that gave Ireland for greater scope 
than measures they had formerly 
opposed. They had proved to their 
own satisfaction that Gladstonian 
home rule would be disastrous to 
England and worse than that for 
Ireland, and yet finally supported 
Dominion home rule, which is much 
nearer the line of complete separa­
tion than anything GLADSTONE ever 
proposed. And in this same connec­
tion, when cleaning up the Irish 
trouble, they voted to pardon men 
who were guilty of worse offences than 
had ever been committed at the time 
of the Land League in the eighties. 
Then the church has been disestab­
lished in Wales, so a big point has 
been lost there. In fact it looks as 
though their thunder had departed.

• • •
HAS, there been a set-back for 
* Labor in the municipal Elec­
tions in England that will be fur­
ther reflected in the voting on No­
vember 15? That is the problem 
that will be uppermost in the minds 
of the Labor leaders, and of their 
opponents as well. There can be no 
doubt that the returns, showing as 
they do a series of decided set-backs 
for Labor, will have to be considered 
serious, as they must, to some ex­
tent reflect the attitude of the voters 
who will again go to the polls on the 
15th.

Labor can at least claim that al­
though driven back to some extent, 
it has at least kept the ground it 
gained in the elections of 1919.

Suppose we were making up a sort 

of picture-writing in English, then 
it would be very natural to use a] 
square with a slanting line to sug- 
gest a lid, for the word and thing 
box. That would be a. pietograph. 
But now suppose we had a round' 
sign for money, and suppose we put 
this sign inside the box sign, that 
would do for "cash-box" or "treas- 
ury." That would be an ideogram. 
But the word "box" is used for other 
things than boxes. There is the box 
shrub which gives us boxwood. It 
would be hard to draw a. recogniz­
able box-tree distinct from other 
trees, but it is quite easy to put our 
sign for shrubs as a determinative, 
to determine that it is that sort ofi 
box and not a common box that we 
want to express. And then there is 
“box," the verb, meaning to fight with 
fists. Here, again, we need a deter- 
minative; we might add the two 
crossed swords, a sight which is used 
very often upon maps to denote a 
battle. A box at a theatre needs yet 
another determinative, and so we go 
on. through a long series of phono- 
grams.

Now it is manifest that here in 
the Chinese writing is a very pecu­
liar and complex system of sign-writ-, 
ing. A very great number of char- 
acters have to be learned and the 
mind habituated to their use. The 
power it possesses to carry ideas and 
discussion is still ungauged by west-, 
ern standards, but we may doubt 
whether with this instrument it will 
ever be possible to establish such a 
wide, common mentality as the sim-

still in use today in international 
railway time tables upon the con­
tinent of Europe, where a little black 
sign of a cup indicates a stand-up 
buffet for light refreshments; a 
crossed knife and fork, a restaurant; 
a little steamboat, a transfer to a 
steamboat, and a postilion’s horn, a 
diligence.

Similar signs are used in the well- 
known Michelin guides for automo­
biles in Europe, to show a postoffice 
(envelope) or a telephone (telephone 
receiver). The quality of hotels is 
shown by an inn with one. two, three 
or four gables, and so forth. Sim­
ilarly, the roads of Europe are 
marked with wayside signs repre­
senting a gate, to indicate a level 
crossing ahead, a sinuous bend for a 
dangerous curve, and the like. From 
such pictographic signs to the first 
ele ments of Chinese writing is not 
a very long stretch.

Tn Chinese writing there are still 
traceable a number of pictographs. 
Most are now difficult to recognize. 
A mouth was originally written as 
a mouth-shaped hole, and is now. for 
convenience of brushwork, squared: 
a child, originally a recognizable 
little mannikin, is now a hasty wrig- 
gle and a cross: the sun. originally 
a large circles with a dot in the 
center, has been converted, for the 
sake of convenience of combination. 
Into a crossed oblong, which is easier 
to make with a brush. By combin­
ing these pictographs, a second order 
of ideas is expressed. For example, 
the pictograph for mouth combined 
with pictograph for vapor expressed 
"words."
“Ideograms" or Combination Words.

From such combinations one passes 
to what are called ideograms, the 
sign for "words" and the sign for 
"tongue" combine to make “speech:" 
the sign for "roof" and the sign for 
"pig" make "home"—for in the early 
domestic economy of China the pig

Counsel For Editor Declares 
Duty of Press To Publish 

Article.

QUEBEC, Nov. 2.—(By Can­
adian Press.):—On an order of the 
Quebec Legislative Assembly, 
John H. Roberte, editor of the 
Montreal weekly The Axe, was 
this afternoon handed over to the 
custody of the sergeant-at-arms 
of the House, J. O. Delisle, who 
will produce him either in the 
House or in any law court where 
hia presence might be required.

QUEBEC, Nov, 2.—At the after­
noon session in the case of John 
H. Roberts, editor of the Axe, a 
weekly publication of Montreal, who 
is charged with seditious libel, 
Armand Lavergne, K.C., counsel for 
Roberts, declared that the article 
complained of was not seditious and 
contended that it was a duty as a 
newspaperman to have done so. It 
is about a rumor that the article was 
written, he claims, and there was no 
direct attack against the administra­
tion of justice.

Judge Choquette reserved hie de­
cision for tomorrow. In the mean­
time Roberts will remain under the 
guard of the high constable and if bail 
for $5,000—or even less, said the 
judge, is produced, “as I understand 
he is a stranger in town, he will be 
granted his liberty." Judge Cho­
quette also decided that a warrant 
issued by a magistrate can be 
executed in any part of the province.

Mr. Lavergne had contended that 
the warrant was illegal because not 
indorsed by a judge of the Montreal

The inquirer of late Thursday 
afternoon had the same slender fig- 
rare, the same delicate features, dark 
hair and eyes as her younger self, 
who might have posed for Hope of 
the Broken Lyre.
| Four or five years had made her 
erect of carriage, with head carried 
high, as if sho were listening to in- 
ispiration from the stars. Tn four or 
five years a new hope and new soul 
Iliad been born, as revealed in the 
eagerness and happiness of expres-

than any other country in the world. !

“The direction of those markets, in 
view of the recent U S. A. tariff, can­
not be ignored. During the twelve 
months ending Aug. 31, 1922, Canada's 
exports of wheat and wheat products 
to Great Britain trebled the total of 
1921, and during the same period her 
exports of wheat products to the U. 
S. A. decreased to a total of less than 
one-third the total of 1921. And this 
was before the new tariff came into 
effect.

“Canada is becoming an increasingly 
important dairy country. The exports 
of butter alone have doubled in twelve 
months. The industry is faced with 
ruin unless it can find net only ex­
panding markets. but alternative 
markets to the U. S. A. Quebec alone 
has sold $17,000,000 worth of dairy 
produce to the U. S. A., from which

: Constantinople, Nov. 3.—New Tur­
key has abolished the sultan. The 
National Assembly at Angora passed 
yesterday a law suppressing the 
Turkish sultanate and the law of suc­
cession to the throne.

The present sultan, descendant of 
a thousand absolute monarchs, is to 
1be the last of his line.

A khatif, who will take over the 
holy duties hitherto exercised by the 
sultan as prophet of the Moslem 
world, is to be elected periodically. 
His office is to be ‘of the church, not 
the state.

The National Assembly will hold all 
the power in Constantinople and 
throughout Turkey, according to the 
new law.

A salute of 101 guns roared out in 
celebration of the law's passage.

Kaisim Kairabekir Pasha was im­
mediately dispatched from Angora to 
Constantinople to give the sultan an 
opportunity to resign and to take over 
the city administration in the name 
of Mustapha Kemal’s Nationalists.

WILD SCENES FOLLOW.
Constantinople, Nov. 3.—(Canadian 

Press).—Violent scenes marked the 
proceedings of the first Angora as­
sembly during the discussion yester­
day of the status of the sultan. A 
number of the opposition deputies left 
the hall; others favored postpone­
ment of the question until after the 
conclusion of peace.

Dr. Rizu Nur Bey, member of the 
Nationalist delegation to Lausanne, 
the day before presented a motion 
indorsed by 76 deputies, declaring that 
a new Turkey had sprung from the 
ruins of the Ottoman Empire, and 
proclaiming the sultan non-existent.

Putting Up New Fences.
In order to patch up some of its 

brokendown fences. Labor seems to 
be hedging a bit from its first boom­
ing cry for a heavy levy on capital. 
The Times says that this plank in 
the platform is not rallying satisfac­
tory support in the constituencies, 
and that even in Glasgow, a strong­
hold of extreme Socialism, the 
Labor speakers have been instructed 
to make it clear that the levy is 
"only a suggestion—not a definite 
proposal.”

One of the constant contentions 
of the opponents of the Labor party 
is that the latter has taken its 
policy, not from bona fide workers, 
but from theorists and doctrinaries, 
"many of whom have never done a 
day’s work for their keep.” And it 
is the view of these anti-Labor 
elements that the capital levy is a 
pet theory of the doctrinaries which 
does not appeal to the genuine work­
ers. On the other hand, however, 
such unquestioned toilers as John 
Robert Clynes, chairman of the par­
liamentary Labor party, and Albert 
Thomas, director-general of the in­
ternational labor organization, 
strongly urge the justice and prac­
ticability of the proposed capital levy.

Bonar Law Favored Levy.
Writing to The Times, Mr. Clynes 

recalls that Prime Minister Bonar 
Law favored such a levy when he 
was chancellor of the exchequer dur­
ing the war. The Labor leader says, 
however that his own party is not 
wedded to the levy, which it recog. 
nizes as unpopular, and likely to 
cause Labor to lose many votes. He 
intimates that Labor is willing to 
consider alternative proposals for re­
ducing the debt.

The fact of the matter is. accord­
ing to The Times, that the Laborites 
have already sought an alternative 
less objectionable to the electorate 
and have failed to find one. The 
Daily Herald denounces “schoolboy 
objections" to the levy, charging its 
opponents witli engineering a panic 
over the matter, hoping to blame 
Labor for the disturbance once it 
gets under way.

cept a handful of Coalition Liberals 
and Conservative wanderers in the 
wilderness, like Birkenhead. Whilst 
Lloyd George has been striving to 
establish his Coalition Liberals under 
the name of National Liberals as a 
compact party able to extort terms 
from the Conservatives as the price 
of co-operation, the Coalition Lib­
erals throughout the country have 
quietly been joining forces with the 
Independent Liberals.

Many of the Manchester Liberals, 
who were rapturously applauding 
Lloyd George at the Reform Club 
luncheon three weeks ago. have now 
united with the Asquithians. One 
example is Sir William Milligan, a 
Georgian three weeks ago. but an 
Asquithian candidate today for West 
Salford.

Viscount Grey speaks at a demon­
stration in Manchester tomorrow, 
when Milligan seconds a resolution 
calling on all Liberals. Manchester 
and Salford, to work for the return 
to parliament of Liberal candidates.

This means there has been a re­
union of the warring Liberal sec­
tions in Manchester. The same thing 
has happened in Leeds, where Inde­
pendent and National Liberals have 
joined forces.

A Mix-Up Here.
In this reunion there has been no 

formal renunciation of the leadership 
of Lloyd George or any declaration of 
allegiance to Asquith. There is a 
tacit agreement to waive temporarily 
the question of leadership. The final 
adjustment is likely to be made on the 
basis of the pledge proposed by the 
Liverpool Liberals, requiring candi­
dates to waive any personal issue of 
leadership and accept and loyally 
support the leader chosen by a ma­
jority of the elected Liberal members. 
As Asquithian candidates double the 
number of Georgian candidates, there 
is little doubt as to the attitude of 
the majority of elected Libera! mem­
bers. They will be for Asquith.

Lloyd Georges friends say that at 
one word of invitation from the In­
dependent Liberal leaders he will 
swing round for Liberal reunion.

It is also said that Asquith, al­
ways magnanimous, is anxious for 
reconciliation, but the other Liberal 
leaders. Lord Grey, Lord Gladstone 
Donald MacLean, and the multi­
millionaire, Lord Cowdray, will make 
no concessions to George.

Failing a Liberal reunion, the Na­
tional Liberals will be in a sorry 
plight. They have at present 164 
candidates, 34 of them opposed by 
Conservatives. 50 promised support 

: by Conservatives, and the remainder 
iundecided about the Conservative at- 
|titude.

Thus, if the Georgians take repri­
sals against Conservatives for oppos­
ing 34 of their candidates, they will 
invite Conservative opposition to all 
their other candidates.

Of all the religious festivals 
Thanksgiving is the only one that 
embraces all the peoples of the earth. 
We have Christmas and Easter, and 
a whole series of church festivals, 
but they are celebrated only by the 
Christians. The Jews have their 
Rose Hashana and the Passover. The 
Mohammedans have their Ramadan, 
and the Chinese have their particular 
feast days, but no matter whether a 
nation worships God througli the 
teachings of Jesus, Moses, Moham­
med or Buddha, Thanksgiving ap­
peals to all without distinction.

Next to its religious aspect its 
best essence has always been its 
hospitality. It is the home rallying 
point of distintegrated families. How 
often we hear the question asked: 
"Going homo for Thanksgiving?" and 
it has to be something of tremendous 
importance to keep us from answer­
ing in the affirmative.

HOW IT ALL BEGAN.
About 325 years ago the people of 

England did not have the freedom of 
religious worship they possess today. 
The king proclaimed that unless the 
people prayed as he prayed and wor­
shiped as he worshiped prison would 
be their lot. A number of those who 
desired only the liberty to worship as 
they pleased left the shores of Eng­
land for Holland, and ten years later 
we find them landing at Plymouth 
Rock, on November 20, 1620, from the 
“Mayflower."

After a winter of hardship, in 
which this enterprising band were 
reduced by death to half their orig­
inal number, and of which it is said 
only two or three escaped sickness, 
they set about cultivating the land. 
The harvest was a wonderful one, and 
Governor Bradford, who headed them, 
ordered a three days' feast in com­
memoration.

Edwards Winslow, whose name 
stands third in the signing of the 
original compact, which was drawn 
up in the cabin of the Mayflower, 
writes this about this first Thanks­
giving:

"Our harvest being gotten in, our 
. governor sent four men on fowling, 

that so we might, after a special 
manner, rejoice after we had gath­
ered the fruits of our labor."

The Pilgrims’ reasons for this 
Thanksgiving have remained to this 
day, and to them has been added so 
many others that “Our whole life 
should speak forth our thankfulness; 
every condition and place we are in 
should bo a witness to our thankful­
ness. This will make the life and 
the places we live in better for us.

you from again making the attempt.
Most of the failures in this art are 
in not bringing the syrup to the 
right temperature.

thermometer handy, so that the 
syrup may be removed from the heat 
at exactly the right moment.

If there is no thermometer handy, 
it is better to make a list of the 
various stages in sugar boiling and 
learn how to test sugar. The follow­
ing gives these tests:

First stage is know as the "thread," 
equal to 216 degrees F to 218 de­
grees F. This stage is reached 
when on dipping the finger and 
thumb into cold water, and then 
into the syrup, you can draw the 
finger and thumb apart, leaving an 
unbroken thread.

Second stage—The "pearl," 220 de­
grees F. After the sugar has dis­
solved let it boil from eight to ten 
minutes, then dip a wooden skewer 
into the syrup to obtain a drop of 
it. Dip the finger and thumb into 
cold water, then rub the drop be­
tween them. If it feels smootli then 
this stage has been reached.

Third stage—The "blow," 230 de- 
grees F. Dip a spoon into the syrup 
and shake it from side to side, blow 
through the hole so formed. If 
sparks of light or bubbles be seen 
you may be certain you have reached 
this stage.

This is followed by the "Feather.
235 deg. Fah. Dip a spoon into the 
syrup, and when it may be blown 

easily from the spoon in long shreds 
it has reached the right degree.
'Next comes the "Ball," 240 to 250 deg. 
Fah. Dip finger and thumb first into 
cold water, then into the syrup; the 
latter can then be rolled into a soft 
ball between finger and thumb. A 
little longer boiling gives us the 
“hard ball." This in turn is suc­
ceeded by the "Crack." 290 to 300 deg. 
Fah. To test this stage drop a little 
of the syrup into a dish of cold water: 
if it breaks oft sharp it has reached 
the crack.

The final stage, the “Caramel." 350 
deg. Fah. This comes very quickly 
after the crack, the syrup becoming 
first a pale yellow, next a rich brown, 
and finally black or burnt. When it 
reaches this stage the pan should be 
removed from the fire, a little lemon 
juice and water added, and the whole 
can then be re-boiled until it comes

by the statement that deals have 
just been completed in St, Pierre for 
the importation there of not less 

than 90,000 cases of American whis- 
key to be delivered as soon as pos- 
|sible.
I "Temperance advocates in Halifax 
point out how the will of the people 

! of New Brunswick has been flouted 
! by the provincial political leaders. 
They declare that the Scotia Import 
and Export Company, Ltd., would 
never have been in operation today 
bottling whiskey for export in a big 
warehouse on the Halifax front had 
not the political high command of the 
Dominion itself stretched out its 
powerful arm at Ottawa to protect 
it."

The article claims that although 
local prohibition enforcement is ef- 
festive, these legalized export bottling 
operations make it possible for the 
fishing craft to smuggle booze both 
In and out of Halifax. This 
smuggled booze, it explains later, 

finds Its way into the United States 
ports.

A favorite trick of the fisherman 
rum-runners is to hide rum barrels 
taken on at St. Pierre, beneath car­
goes of second-hand salt, which with 
a little sea water, forms a hard crust, 
as hard as concrete.

CALEDONIA MAN 
MISSING FOR 30 
YEARS RETURNS
Charles Forbes of Chicago 

Shows Up To Claim Part 
of Estate.

WAS PRESUMED DEAD

Mr. Justice Middleton En­
larges Case Heard At 

Osgoode Hall.
TORONTO, Nov. 2.—How does a 

man feel when he has been missing 
for thirty-odd years, presumed to be 
dead in a court order, and then comes 
to life, reporting in the flesh at his 
old home in Caledonia, Haldimand 
County?

Charles Forbes alone can answer, 
for he’s the man, as told in Mr. Jus­
tice Middleton’s single court at Os­
goode Hall today.

William Forbes of Hamilton died 
on January 26. 1918, intestate, and 
without issue, but leaving a widow, 
three brothers and a sister.

On January 7. 1919, on an affidavit 
by a brother. Dr. J. M. Forbes, of 
Caledonia, Charles Forbes was pre­
sumed to be dead; and under Mr. 
Justice Middleton’s order, Charles’ 
share of $1,800 was divided among 
his two brothers, Dr. J. M. Forbes 
and Alexander Forbes, and the sister, 
Mrs. Margaret Munroe of Plumas, 
Manitoba. Charles, presumably, had 
not been heard of in 30 years, and 
when heard from last was leaving St. 
Louis for the Yukon.

A few months ago Charles Forbesi 
wrote from Chicago, and, a little; 
later, arrived at Caledonia.

Harrison Arrell, K.C., of Caledonia, 
today asked Mr. Justice Middleton j 
to reverse or amend his original 
order, enabling the long lost Charles 
to recover his part of William’s 
estate. Alexander Forbes had re­
turned the $600 he had received; and 
Mrs. Munroe had written that she 

“was willing to do the same. But, 
according to Mr. Arrell, Dr. Forbes 
had refused.

Mr. Justice Middleton—The order 
issued is not the order granted by 
me.

St. Thomas Council Indorse , . . „ J
Disposal of Offal To Campaign Interest Narrows 

Piggery, Limited. to Miller or Smith for 
Governorship.9. Special to The Advertiser.

ST. THOMAS, Nov. 2.—A novel 
disposal of the city's garbage was 
indorsed at the monthly meeting of 
the board of works committee of the 
city council this evening. A resolu­
tion to dispose of city garbage to the 
St. Thomas Plggery, Limited, a re­
cently-formed company of local busi­
nessmen, to raise hogs at a modern 
piggery situated near this city was 
passed by the committee. City So­
licitor W. B. Doherty has been in­
structed to draw up an agreement 
with the company, and the delivery 
of refuse will commence December 1. 
The new means of disposal of the 
garbage was generally favored by the 

|committee as it means a saving of 
; $500 a year. Up till the present the 
city has been paying $500 a year for 
the disposal of the offal. The pro­
posal of the St. Thomas Piggerv, 
Limited, was to take it for nothing.

Alderman John Jagoe was of 
opinion that the contract with the 
new company should be for a period 
of years, for if the company should 
go out of business the city might not 
be able to return to the present sys­
tem.

Preparations for next year's paving 
program were discussed, but no 
definite action was taken. Among 
the streets suggested for paving next 
year are Chestnut. Manitoba. Bala­
clava. Drake, Metcalfe and Gladstone 
avenue. It is expected that petitions 
for new pavement will be circulated 
and presented this year so that the 
underground work in connection 
with the paving may be started as 
early next year as possible. This 
policy would provide work for a num­
ber of men during the winter months 
and the bulk of the extra cost could 
be assumed by the Dominion and 
Provincial governments under the 
unemployment assistance scheme.

Ald. W. Stokes stated that he 
had registered a number of com­
plaints regarding sidewalk repair­
ing in different sections of the city 
and in many of these cases no action 
had been taken by the committee. He 
drew attention to the fact that $1,500 
had been appropriated for sidewalks 
this year and he wanted to know 
what portion of that sum had been 
spent. On some streets, he stated, 
on rainy days six inches of water 
collected on the sidewalks because 
of high curbs. He thought such con­
ditions should not be allowed to con­
tinue, and added that he didn’t like 
to face the ratepayers at the coming 
election without putting forward 
some reasonable effort to have these 
nuisances remedied. It was finally 
decided to repair the sidewalk in 
front of properties Nos 229 and 223 
on north Talbot street.

The Bell Telephone Company were 
granted permission to erect poles on 
various streets in the city under the 
supervision of the city engineer.

Crowding of garbage wagons in 
the civic yard was another topic 
considered. The crowding has been 
caused by the purchase of 400 cords 
of wood by the city which is being 
stored in. the yard. A suggestion 
was made that the wagons be stored 
in the gas plant yard. The objec­
tion was raised that they were too 
odoriferous for such public parking, 
but the objection was overruled by 
one of the aldermen, who declared

Of eight London districts which labor 
formerly controlled, five were lost and 
majorities in three were reduced.

Parliamentary Laborites however, 
pointed out that in many cases muni­
cipal parties combined against labor, 
and on the basis that this will not

I occur in the general elections, I 
claimed to be undismayed.

Heavy local taxation and alarm 
over labor’s capital levy policy were 
declared responsible for complete 
rejection of the labor ticket in Ful-1 
ham and Stoke Newington.
