:lYou mar hare obfcryed that all the difputca about religion cam* ki-

tlierto froin the prieU, tor Pietro VaUo, the mcichaiu of Lyons,

wua pafTct :or th« author of the feft of the VaudoiS| was not fo, but only

aflembled togcthtir his Wether*, and encouraged them to perfift in what

they had begun. He himrelf w<ts the folluwer of the dodnnf of Beienger,

of Charles bithop of Turin, and ofieveral other* of the fameopinien } anil

it was not till after Luther's time that I'uch crowds of laymen began to take

up the bufinefa of teachers, in cotifequen':e of the rarloua trai)flationt of the

Bible, which, as they di^erud in their interpret*tiona, k*^* "(c to as many
different opinions as there were ditfereni palTagcs to explain.

The Lutherans were for haring aew vcriions or' the Bible, in all the mo*
dern languages, and that ihefe verHons ihould be purgfd from all the inac-

curacies §nd errors with which the Vulgate it charged. InfaA, when the

council fectahout printing the common rcrfion, the fix perfons appointed to

fuperintend the work, difcerered no lels than )tO30 faults in the jld verfion,

and Icveral learned men pretended there were many more ; fo that at lenght

the council declareclthe Vulgate verlion to beauth^'-ntic, without t^eing at

the pains of the propofed corredion. The prelent German Bible was
tranflated by Lutitcr from the original Hebrew ; but it is i^id he knew very

littisof Hebrew, and that his traiilUtioit'is much more faulty than the Vul-
gate.

Luther infifted that ail moaaftic yows Ihouidbe fe^ aide, becaufe not of

prim'tive inftitution ^ that priclis lliouldbe allowed to marry, becauie

feme of the apoftles had wives married; that the laity ihould partake of

the cup, becaufe Jefus Caid, Drink all ofy« ; that no worihip Ihould be p lid

to images, becaufe Chrift worihipf ed no image. In a word, he agreed with

the church of ^ome in no one point but that of the trinity, baptifm, the in-

carnation, and therefurie6tioa; points Mtich,neverihelefs, had been for-

merly fuhjeds of the iharpeft difputes, and Ibme of them had been adua|ly

controverted in late days, fo that there i« no one point of deTotiou conccvn*

ing which maakind have not been divided at one time or another.

Had both tides confined themfelves to inv.deves and abufc, Luther would

have done lefs hurt to the church of Rome than Erafmus ; but fome bold

dodors having joined Luther, raifed their voices, and began to exclaim r.c(

only againft the dogma's offchools, but aifo againit the ri;;ht which the

popes, erer fitice thti time ot Gregory VII. had aflumed to thetntelves,

of difpofing of kingdoms. They likewife inveighed againit the fliameful

tralKck made of every thing belonging to religion, againft publick and pri-

vate opprellion, and both in their writings, and from pulpita, diew amov-
ing piAure of five hundred years of pruiecuiion. They reprefentedC^ermany

bathed in blood, through the quarrels between the' diaJem and the tiara, the

people treated like wild bealts, ano heaven o; eued or fhut for money, by

wretchca guilty of inceft, murder, and poifoning. With what face, faid

they, could Alexander VI. the horror and fcand/iluf hum<in kinJ, dare to

calt kimfelf the vicar of God f or how could Leo X. funk into the moft

At length the virgin herfelfdcfce'.ded iiuj his 'cil througluhe deling,
attended by twn anguh, and commanded htm to declaie to the world th it ^c

was bornin oiiG;inal An, and t',at the Cordeliers \. ere the greateA entmi^:«

ox' her fon } «nd then ihe concluded with telling hitr., that ihe would hor.ojr

him with the five woundi with wtiich St. Lucii and St.' Catheiine hid beei^

honoured.

The next night, the monk having made the lay-brothet drink hearrilj i)f

wine, in which they had infufed aquantiiy of opium, they picrceo his hand,,

his fcfci, and his fide, while he w^s afleep. When he aw ke, he to nd
hinf«;lf all over blood. The monks cried aloud that ihi; holy virgin hnd
imprinted thti Itigmt on him, ana in this condition tiiey expofed him at the

altar to the view of the people.

However, weak ti brother Yetfer wa«, he im^^gined he had diftinj^uifhcd

the v.iice ot'the fub-priur in thu ntibn blefTed vir>^in, a.dbegHtito think

the whole an impofture ; upon which, thi.* moak«, without furthi:r ceremony,
rufelved to poifon him j and accordingly, when he came next to take the

facrament, they give him a confecrated wafer, which they had prcviouily

fprinkled thick with the powder of corrofive fuhjim^te ; the liiHipief* of

which upon his tongue obliged him to fpit out the wafitr, ;'nd there pon the

monks inftantly cried out facriiege, and loaded him with chalii«. To fave

his life, he promifed upon another hoiV, that he would ncvcir revCHl the !••

cret : however, havingfound means, f'tmetime nftowa'ds. to make his

cfcape out of the convent, he went ani made a dilcovciy oH the whole affair

to amagiftrate. The oaufe was two ye.irs depeiid ig ; nt the end of which
time, four Dominicans were burnt belore the gitc ot Rome, the ta(t day ot

Mayi50y, O. S. in coni'equenre of the leiucnce pronounced upon him by

a bifhop ft nt from HQpie for that purpofe.

This adventiifj brou!;ht the monks into that abhorrence which thfcy juftly

deferved ; »nd thofe who heg^n the ref friaiion, did not fail t' revive the

(tory with all the aggravations they could devil'e, never oixe veflofling, that

the tuthor ot this lacrilegious aft had b en punifhed by the fee of Rome it-

ftlf, in the moft exemplary manner. In (hurt, every thing was forgot but

tbeaflion; the people who had I een witnelTes to this ihocking affair were
r-ady to believe eveiy title of the chirgr. of [;rofauatit)n and faonlege

as;^inft the monks, efpecially thove of the. mendicant order, .and in which
the whole church was ncluded. If tttofe who (tiU adhered tj the worihip

of the church of Rome ohjedted, that the holy fee was not anfwerable for

the crimes of the monks, they wevet-ld of thfi vile tftion* of fevaral popes,

who had been a difgrace to their f^cred charaAer and function. Nothing is

more eafy than to render a whole bndy odious by a detail of the crimes of

fome ofits members.
The opinion that it is fufficient to be virtojus to merit eternal happinefs

has been adopted by a great nnmhf^r of the learned meo of our modern
linada } they have thought it abominable to look upon cht father of all nature

SEVERAL conjeflures prcfent tkemfeWei conccraing the

origin of navigation. Various accidents aiid event* nuglit

have given birth to that art. The fea-coads in mnny pljcrs

are fullofiflandi, at no great didance from the continent.

CurioAty would naturally infpire men with an inclination to

pafs over into thefe iflands. Ai this paffage would not appear
either very long, or very (kiRgfrous, they would attempt it.

Succcfi in one of thefe attempt! would encourage to a fecond,

Pliny relates, that anciently they failed only among iflantfi, k
that on ratti.

Fifhing, to which fevcral nations applied themfelves In the

earlieft ages, might alfo contribute to the origin of navigation.
I am, however, much inclined to think, that the ftrft ideas of

this art was owing to thoft nations which were featcd near the

mouths of rivers, where they fell into the fca. As they failed

upon thefe rivers, they would fometimes be carried oat to fea,

either by the current, by a dorm, or erftn by defign. They
would be terrified at firll at the violence ot the waves, and the

dangers with which they threatened them. But when they had
got over thefe firft terrors, they would foon be fenfible of the

great advantages the fea might procure them, Ac of confequence
would endeavour to find out the means of failing tpon it.

In whatever way mankind became familiar with that ter-

rible element, it is certain, that the firft effays in navigation

were made in the mod ancient times. ~ Mofes informs us» that

the grandfons of Jephet paffed over into the iflands near the

continent,, and took pofTefTion of them. It is alfo an undoubt-
ed fa£^, that colonies very foon failed from Egypt into Greece.

Sanchoniatho afcribes the invention of the art of bjiiding

(hips, and the glory of nndcrtaking fea-voyages, to the Cabe-
rites. The ancient traditions of the Phccnicians make the

Cabcrites cotemperary with the Titans.

Experience foon convincing them, that fhips dt*fij»ncd for

navigating the fcas ought to be of a different condru£lion from

ihofe intended for rivers, they would make it their tUdy to I

give fuch a form and folidity to (hips defigned fur the fca, as I

wduld enable them to re(ift the impetuofity of its waves.
*

They would next endeavour to dnd out a method of guiding
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and dircAing them with eafe and fafecy. Sculls and oari were
the only inftrttments that occurred to them for fome time. It

maft have been long before they thought of adding the helm.
The ancients imagined* that it was the fins of fiihet which firft

fuffgefted the idea of oars, and that the hint of the helm was
taken from obferving how birds direft their flight by their

tails. The fliape of (hips, excepting the fails, fcems to me to

be copied from that of £(bes. What the fins and tail are to

<i(hes, that the oars and helm art to (hips. But thefe are only
conjeAures more or lefs probable, and not worth examining to

the bottom.

The ad^ion of the wind, whofe eflfeAs are fo fenfible and fo

frequent, might foon fugged the ofeof fails. But the manner
of adjufling and managing them was more difilcult, and would
not be fo foon difcovered. This, I am perfuaded, was (he

very laft part of the conftruftion of fhips which was found out.

I am confirmed in this opinion, by the pra6lice of the favages

and other rude nations, who make ufe only of oars, but have
no fails. It would be the fame in the firft agei . The iirft na-

vigator! only coailed, fcnd cautioufly avoided lofing fight of

land. In fuch circumftances, fails would be more dangerous

than nfeful. It required the experience of feveral ages to

teach navigators the art ofemploying the wind \r. the direction

of ihips.

Ifwe believe, however, the ancient traditions of the Egyp.
tians, this art of ufing the wind by means of maftt and (ails,

was exceeding ancient. They give the honour of this difco-

very to Ifis. But over and above the little credit wliich is due
to the greated part of the hiftory of that Princefs, we (hall fee

by and by, that this difcovery cannot be afcribed to the Egyp-
tians.

Men mud foon have endeavoured to (ind out fome method
of ftopping (hips at fea, and keeping them firm at their moor-
ings. They would at Attt make ufe of various expedients for

this purpofe, fuch as large ftones, hampers or fackt full offand
or other heavy bodies. Thefe they fixed to ropes, and threw

into the fea. Thefe methods would be fufficient in the firft

ages, when the vefTels they ufed were only fmall tc light barks.

But at navigation improved, and larger (hips were builtffome

other machine became neeefTary. We know not at what

time, or by whom the anchor, that machine at once fo (imple

and fo admirable, was invented. We find nothing certain on
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this fubjeft in ancient aothori. Only thrjr agree i i placing

this difcovery in agei greatly poftcrior to thofe wt* are no*"

examining. They afcrioe thii inreotion to feveral diflferen

perfoni. I imagine, the anchor, like feveral other machir"s.

mighi be found out in many different countries, much abouit

the fame time. If is certain, that the firft anchors were liot

made of iron, but of done, or even of wood. Thefe lail were

loaded with lead. We are told this by feveral writers, and

amongeft others by Dindoros. This author relates, that the

Phoenicians, in their firft voyages into Spain, having amafled

more filver than their (hips coufd contain, took the lead from

their anchors, .ind put filver in its place. We may obferve

further, that the firtl anchors had only one flook. It was not

till many ages after, that Anacharfis invented one with two.

All thefe difTercnt kinds of anchors are ftill in ufe in fome
countries. The inhabitants of Iceland, and of Bander-Congo,
ufe a large (lone with a hole in the middle, and a (lick throft

through It. In China, Japan, Siam, and the Maailles, they

have only wooden anchors to which they tiegreat (tones. In

the kingdom of Calicut they are of (lone. The ignorance of

the firil ages, and of many nations to this day, of the art of

working iron, has been the occaiioB of all thefe rude and
clumfy contrivances.

Though the fir ft navigators coafted along the fliores, and
took all poiiible pains not to lofe fight of land, yet,in the very

iirft ages, they mud frequently have been driven ofi* to fea by
(torms. The confufion and uncertainty they found them-
felves in when thefe accidents happened, would pat them upon
iftudying fome method of finding where they were in thefe cir*

cumdanccs. They would foon be fenfible, that the infpeAion

of the heavenly bodies was the only thing that could afford

them any diredion. It was in this manner, probably, that

aftroBomy came to be applied to navigation.

From the firfl moment men began to obferve the motion of

the heavenly bodies, they would take notice, that in that part

ofthe heavens where the fun never paffes, there are certain

(lars which appears conftantly^ every night. It was eafy to

difcover the pofition of thefe (lars in refpeA of our earth.

They appear always on the left hand of the obfervator whofe
face is turned to the eaft. Navigators were foon fenfible that

BciDg near the pole, it

hat.dly ever feti, with refpetft to thafe placet which the Phos-

niciana frequented. We know not in what age navigators

iirfl began to obferrc the northern (lars, for the direflion of
their courie. But it mull have been in very ancient times.

The Great Bear it mentioned in the book of Job, who feems to

have converfed much with merchants and navigators. The
nam^ by which that conllellation was known among the an-

cient inhabitants of Greace, and the tales which they related

about its origin, prove that it was obfervcd for the dire^lion of

navigators in very remot* ages.

But the obfervation of the ftars in the Great Bear was a very

imperfect and uncertaia rule for the dire^ion of a fhip's

courfe. The truth is this conftellatlon points out the pole only

in a very vague and confufed manner. Its head is not fufK-

cienily near it, and its extremities are more than forty degrees

diilant from it. This vafl extent occafions very direrent af-

pedts, both at different hours of the ni^ht in the fame fea-

<on of the year, and in the fame hour in different feafons.

This variation would be conflderably increafed, when it came
to be referred to the horiaon, to which the courfe of naviga*

tors mud necefTarily be referred. They meft have made an

allowance for this variation by gucfs ; which could aot but

occadon great midakes and errors, in thofe ages, when they

were guided only by praAice inflead of geometrical rules and
tables, which were not invented till many ages after.

It mud have been long before navigation arrived at any to-

lerable degree of perfe^ion. There is no art or profcflion

which requires fo much thought and knowledge. The art of

failing is of all others the mod complicated, its raoft common
operations depend upon various branches in diii'ercnt fciences.
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It tppetri, however, that, even in the tgei we tie now exa

mining, fome nationi hid made fome progrefi in maritime

aiairi. Thefe difcoveriea can be afcribed to nothinj^, but

that love to cominerce with which thefe nations were animated

and their great ardor for the advancement of it.

Ide Saniorin, in the ARCHIPELAGO, in 1707.

THE IjUnd Santorin ivas knoxvn to the tincients ty the PAme
cf Thera tr Tieramefra, and fwasJamoui for its iuri>h„

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Majt at daj-irtakt the ijland in quefticn 'watjeen to rift out of
ibefea, m Uagut/rom Santorin. Its appearance was preceded by

a flight earthfuabe, oecajioned no doubt by the motion of that enor-

mous maft of matter^ ^uhich was beginning to break offfrom the

bottom, andgradrtallytoafcendto'mardstbejurfaceoftbe water.

Some mariners, perceivingfrom theflforefotntthing nuhich Jisemed

tofloat upon tbefea, imagined it might be part of a nureck, and
went towards it in their boats ; butfinding that it confifled of a
large mafs ofrock andearth, which inere'vifibly tiling hiakerythey

were terrified, and returned to Santtrin with all fteed, where
they fpread a general conflernation by their refiort.—^At lengthfame

ofthe inhabitants, njoho had more courage aiJ curiafity than the

refl, rifolved to examine into the affair tha.i/elvei. Accordingly

they went up to the nevti/laad, andfeeing no i^aKger^ they landed

upon it . Ingoingfrom one rock to another, they ehjsr'vcd the g round

every where covered with white Jlones, aseaftlytobe broken eu

bread, and very much like it. Theyfeund likewife a large num-

ber offrejh oy/lers flicking to it, nvith *which they were gi>ing to

fill their veffels ; but perceiving the rocks rife under their feet they

*werealarmedt and immediately made offin their boats. Thisflta-

king Vius occafioned by the rifing of the ifland, vthich in a few
days gainedabove tnventyfeet in heighth andfortyfeet in bread^^

'yi that by the beginning of June itflood upward of thirty feet a-

bove thefurface of tbefea, and might befive hundredpaces round.

But thefive orflxfo/iowing days, its increafe bein% almofl im-

perceptible, it voas imagined it would rife no higher, fhe part
that now appeared was round and eonfifted ofa white earth,from
whence ikey gave it tie name ofthe IVhite Ifland^.

The diflerent motions of the ifland, and the rocks that were dc
tacbedfrom it, whichfonutimes rofe above the fea and fometimes

funk down again, often changed the colour of the water. For

fime hours it appeetredgreen, then yellsvi or reddiflf, according to

the different minerals which camefrom the bottom of this abyfs.

Sulphur was the mofl prevalent ; andfor twenty milts round, the

waterj v/ere tinged with it. The boiling of the nvaver about

this new iflandveas very extraordinary ; and an exceflive heat was
felt as one came near it. All the fides were covered with dead

fifls, which were driven afloort by the daflting of the viaves, and
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the air nttas tainted nuith an abominable fteuth which ri

farae Santorin.

The whole month of June and half J«fy, tbingt remaine,

ly in thejameftate ; hut on July \o there was a new pheno,

nore terrible than any of the former, Towards funjet *wasfee

i fixty pacesfrom the fFhite Tfand, a column conf/ting of eighteen

black rocks, *which roft dut ofa part of the gulph, tvhich nuas fo
j

deep that it could never yet be fathomed, Thefe eighteen rods,
nuhicb atfirft appeareda little diftancefrom each other, being utii'

ted,formed afecond i/land, which is called the Black IJland, and
whichfoon afier wasjoinedto the White Ifle,

Hitherto neitherfire norfmoke had beenfeen. But on the appear^

ance of thefe eighteen rocks, clouds offmoke mixed with fire begun

to rife, which however were onlyjeen by night, but ut thefame
time horrible noifes nuere heard accompanied nvith fubterraneous

thunders, whichfeemed to come from the center ofthe ifijnd. It

was obfervod thatfrom the fVhite I/landproceeded neither fire nor

fmoke ; but the Black Ifie continued to throw them out with fo
much violence, that they werefeen atfar offas Candia, which is

thirty-two leaguesfrom Santorin,

^ The firt increafed as the Black Ifiand rofe higher, and as iho

rtadhes in it gave it more vent. The fea became more agita-

^ted, the boiling ofthe vjatert more violent ; and the air, nuhich

every day grenu more noifome, joined vjith the fmoke vjhich the

I/land threw out, almoft took away their breath at Santorin, and
abfolutely deftroyed all their vineyards.

In the nightfrom the i/f to the 2d ofJugufi a noife was heard

like the difcharge ofcannon, and at the fame time, two Jheets of

fiame burjl outfront one of the mouths of the Black Iflani which
Vfore extinguififod in the air. The following days the noi/e in^

creafedand refembled the mofi dreadful claps »f thunder, fo that

the doors and viindows in Santorin vterefor the mofi part either

broke or very muchfibaken. Red hot/ones ofan enormousfize vitre

feen flying in the ear. From the largefi meuth ofthe volcano iffued

njlliintains offmoke mixed with aflus, wMch, being driven by the

February lo. thefirey .the /moke, the Juhterraneous

ncij'tj^tbe btiVtng of thefea, and the ivhirling of hit fiones became

fiisl more dreadful thane-very and increa/ed by the l^th of April

tsjuch a degree, that it nvas imagined the neiv ijland mufi have
keen quite biofwn up, B»t after that, the claps »f thunder bc"

came lefs terrible, the ^waters mnre calm, and thejitrich n^asfcaret
perceived : though thefmoke ftillgrevj thicker, the Jhovjir oj ajhes

ftill increafed tiivards thefouth.

On the i^ihofjuly fome eccltjtafttcs ventured near a part of
the ifiand vjhere there nvas no fife orfmoke, v:ith an intention */

landing* But vohen they came v^ithin 200 paces, they tbjerved

t he ivater gren,v hotter as they advanced. ^ heyfounded, bat could

find no bottom, though their line vjas g^fathom. While they voere

dtlibernting vjhat they Jhall do, they difcovered that the caulking of
their bark melted, upon nvhicb they immediately haftened avtay to

Zantorin. They vicre no fooner returned, than the large mouth of
the volcano began its ufual erMptions , andthrenju out a quantity 0)

large fiery /tones, ivhic^^ll on the place they hadjuft hft. Mea-
juring this new ifiani^ vihicb they didfrtm the larger Cameni,
theyfound it ZOO feet high, 100 broad, and 5000 round.

In 1710 it burnt again, and torrents offire andfmoke ifjued out

from it, and thefea boiled up all round,—In 1711 the ifiand nuas

near three leagues round. But neither any motion nor increafe nvas

cbferved. Thefury of the larger mouth nvas Jo much abatea,that

no fubterranous noifes nvere heard i there only ijfued fome fmoke,

ftill, and a liquid matter, fometimes red, but moftfrequently green,

nvhich tinged thefeafor more than a league. PUny affures us,

that the ifiand of Santorin itfelf rxffie out of thefea, and many other

ifies in the Archipeiago artfaid to have been produced in the Jame
