Uncle Sampson.
On a certain week-day morning, near the 

close of the revolutionary war, two coloured 
men were threshing wheat in the barn of a 
gentleman residing on St. Jones’ Neck, near 
Dover, Delaware. One of them was Samp­
son, one of three brothers who were slaves 
ot the same master. As Sampson and his 
fellow-labourer plied their flails, they talked,

’ ainoug other things, about the Methodist 
preachers who had for some time been visi­
ting the neighbourhood, and producing u 
wonderful sensation among all classes of 
people. One of these, the Rev. Freeborn 
Garrettson, was that morning expected to 
preach at Gum Swamp, at that lime and 
the present tr prominent place of worship 
on Dover circuit. Sampson was anxious to 
hear Mr. Garrettson preach, and resolved, 
in spite qf the discouragements of his fellow- 
servant, to ask leave of his master to go that 
day to Gum Swamp. Accordingly, when 
his master came to the barn, Sampson.asked ; 
and, alter some hesitation on the part of his 
master, obtained the desired permission.— 
lie went, and found a large congregation 
inside and outside the meeting-house. In a 
short time the preacher arrived and ascended 
the pulpit. After singing and prayer he 
opened the Bible and read his text, lie 
then began to preach, and as he advanced 
Sampson, as he has often told me, thought 
that everything the minister said was intend­
ed for him, and that somebody had told Mr. 
Garrettson what a bad fellow he was. But 
he concluded afterwards that it could not he 
so, for the preacher was a stranger in the 
neighbourhood, and liad no opportunity of 
hearing anything-about the character and 
conduct of any of his congregation. As it 
was, however, Sampson thought the sermon 
suited him, and he resolved to profit,by it.— 
Conviction fastened on bis heart, and he 
never rested till he felt that his sins were 
pardoned. Immediately he made his con­
version known to his fellow servants, and 
had the happiness, very soon, of seeing his 
youngest brother, Hodger, a professor of the 
same blessing. His mistress, on witnessing 
the effect of experimental religion in the 
two coloured men, and hearing them speak 
so exultingly of the peace and joy they 
experienced, was induced to seek the same 
divine comfort, afid very soon her prayers 
were answered in her own conversion.— 
Benjamin, the oldest of the three brothers, 
and the favourite servant of his master, was, 
at the time, employed as an overseer on 
another farm. As soon as Sampson and 
Badger could find leisure and opportunity, 
they made Benjamin a visit, and,after telling 
him of their own conversion, appealed to him 
earnestly io seek the salvation of his soul.— 
Bcu, though an honest and faithful fellow, 
was very profane in his language. At first 
he cursed and swore, and tried to cast ridi­
cule on every idea of religion. Ills bro­
thers, nevertheless, persisted in exhorting 
him every time they had opportunity, and 
prayed for him daily till their efforts were 
successful. Ben was ultimately awakened, 
most pungenlly, to a sense of his lost condi­
tion, and, after strong cries and fervent 
prayers, was as powerfully converted. The 
moment lie experienced relief from the sor­
rows that oppressed him, he ran to his master, 
and, lay ing hold of him, fell prostrate at his 
feet. He narrated to his master, in artless 
hut expressive language, the story of his 
conversion, and then implored him at once 
to get about the work of his personal salva­
tion, assuring him that, though a kind mas­
ter and moral man, he would be eternally 
lost if he did not obtain a better qualification 
for heaven. Though his master listened to him 
attentively, and treated his exhortations with 
respect, no visible effect mmedlately followed. 
The devoted and affectionate slave was,howe­
ver, in no wise discouraged. He resolved to 
persevere in the use of all honourable means 
to induce his master to seek the salvation of 
his soul. After a while he asked his mistres 
to obtain, if possible, his master’s permission 
for him to pray in the family. Ills request 
was complied with. The family, coloured 
and white, were all called together in the 
family room. At Bqn’s request, his master 
read a chapter in the Bible, and then they 
all knelt in prayer. Benjamin led the devo­
tions, and was as eloquent as he was fervent. 
He prayed to the Lord to convert all the 
family, black and white, and especially be 
implored God to change the heart of his 
beloved master, and enable him to help his

nevertheless indulges a hope tliat he, with 
his surviving brother, “ when they shall have 
accomplished as hirelings their day,” may 
have an entrance ministered unto them into 
the pilgrim’s endless rest.

I ought to have remarked, that my hon­
oured father, immediately after experiencing Moses? 
religion, manurfiitted all his slaves, in accor­
dance no less with his inclination than with 
his sense of religious duty. They repaid 
his kindness by an ardent and abiding 
affection for him and his family, and by sub­
sequent good conduct. They severally pas­
sed through life and descended to the tomb 
with characters unsullied by the slightest 
reproach. They were uuiformaly held in 
high esteem and confidence by all who 
knew them. Sampson survived liis brothers 
several years ; and, after attaining a great 
age, died in 1848, in the city of Wilmington, 
jn great peace and triumph. I have never 
ktyown a coloured man who possessed so 
large a portion of character, or who united 
in a louder expression of regard and esteem 
the testimony of all who enjoyed his ac­
quaintance. For many years he resided at 
Smyrna, and was sexton of the Church 
there. His upright walk and conversation 
gave him an elevated position in the contem­
plation of the citizens of tliat village.— 
Everybody in the Church and out of it re­
garded him with veneration, and treated him 
with the utmost respect. To deep personal 
piety be added great elevation of character.
He never—so to speak—forgot himself.—
On all occasions, and under all circumstan­
ces, he was distinguished for a high sense of 
propriety. Though unobtrusive and modest 
in his intercourse with his fellow beings, he 
used every fitting opportunity of doing good, 
by precept as well as example. His admo­
nitions were always taken in good part, and 
doubtless many of them did clBcient service 
to the cause of religion. The prominent 
trait in his character was humility. Though 
his society was courted by-white persons as 
well as coloured, and the attentions paid him 
were marked and flattering, he was never 
injuriously affected thereby. No one, at any 
time, was ever known, either in his presence 
of absence, to charge him with self-compla­
cency or forwardness. He never lost sight 
of his social position, though hi hi* company 
■11 distinctions of colour were forgotten, 
except by himself. It revivals of religion, 
and at the bedside of the sick and dying, 
whither he was frequently summoned, his 
prayers and consuls were a signal benefit ; 
and many now in heaven, and others on 
the way thither, have reason to thank God 
that they ever knew Uncle Sampson. He 
was, in truth, an extraordinary, man, and 
endowed with extraordinary attributes of 
character. I have never seen, nor do I ever 
expect to see, his equal on thi* earth, in all 
respects. I enjoyed much of his society 
during my residence in Wilmington a few 
years since, and it is to me a source of un­
speakable pleasure that I had it in my power, 
so shortly before his exit from the world, to 
contrj^ieite to his earthly comforts, while he, 
in return, strove to benefit me by his prayers 
and advice. My ideas of heaven are greatly 
enlarged by the thoughts of his being there 
and, if 1 ever reach that eternal abode of 
the faithful, 1 shall expect to see, close by 
the throne of God, and not far from our 
blessed Redeemer, the sainted image of good

Was not this the course 
pursued by the apostles, and to a great ex­
tent by the early Christians ? lias it not 
always been one of the cardinal secrets in the 
life of those who have been eminently sue 
cessful in turning men to God ?

THE NATURE OP THE HUMAN SOUL.

The doctrine of the soul’s traduction ap­
pears from the very consideration of sin ; 
ior the soul is transmitted, eitherxpur« or 
impure. If pure, it would be free from 
original Sin, tire primary seat of which is in 
the soul. But the word of God, and actual 
experience, prove this to be void of truth.— 
If it were conveyed pure it would be treed 
Irom that Original Spring of iniquity » hence 
proceeded such foul streams of transgre-sion ; 
but as all “ are estranged from the womb,” 
and “ go astray as soon as they are bom,’’ 
and, in too many instances, are early guilty 
of “ s[leaking lies,” we must believe that the 
soul is tainted with original impurity ; or 
otherwise that it became contaminated by 
being connected with a polluted body, which 
is absurd. And if the human soul were 
transmitted immediately impure, then God 
would he the author of impurity, which is 
utterly impossible.

The immediate derivation of the soul, by 
generation, may also be proved from the 
doctrine of regeneration ; for that which is

The benediction pronounced by God, upon 
our first parents may be adduced in proof of 
the natural generation of the human soul.

God blessed them, and said unto them, be 
faithful and multiply ;” (Gen. i. 28.), and 
this blessing does not merely relate to a 
part the body only, but to the whole man, 
including soul and body. When God spake 
thus, did he not address himself to the tout, 
as well as the body ? Can the body, with­
out the spirit, either understand or execute 
a command ? Is it not highly reasonable, 
the relore, to conclude, that by [virtue ot the 
divine appointment and blessing, the whole 
man cAn ‘ be fruitful and multiply ?’ And 
cannot the soul, under proper circumstances, 
generate a soul, as a thought begets a 
thought ? or can it not kindle the flame of 
life, as one taper lights another ? without 
impairing its immortal nature ?

This appears evident from the generation 
f Seth. Moses informs us, that fallen 
■' Adam begat a son in his own likeness, 
after his image ;” (Gen. v. 3,) and this image 
principally consisted in the soul. But had 
lie generated a body without a souljie would 
not have begotten a son in his own likeness, 
si [fee he was not a mere mortal man, but a 
fallen embodied epirit.

The soul is certainly produced by natural 
derivation. This appears from the nature 
of both the begetter and the begotten. They 
are of one specieeiA. but the begetter consists 
of a lotd and a body, consequently the be­
gotten must be possessed of both, for a soul 
without a body, and a soul and body united, 
are not of one species. Animals have power 
to propagate their respective species ; they 
can generate animated bodies : why then 
should man be half a father ? Did God 
stint him to propagate the mere shell of bis 
p ;rson, the body without the soul ? or did be 
not rather invest him with power to produce 
the whole man, his own image, both body and 
soul ?

It is agreed, by universal consent, that 
under God we receive life from our parents ; 
and if life, then certainly our soul, which is 
the principle of life. This is confirmed 
from the procession of the soul from the 
parent mentioned in Scripture. Thus we 
are informed of “ all the souls which came 
out of his loins.” (Gen. xlvL 26.)—The 
doctrine before us, may be proved by the 
confession of David ; “ Behold I was sha- 
pen in iniquity, and in sin did my mother, 
conceive me ;” (Vs. li. 5.) which words 
cannot possibly relate to the body only.

The soul is conveyed by natural traduc­
tion il evident from facti ; for children

Thus it is said, “ that which is bom of the 
flesh is flesh, and that which is born of the 
spirit is spirit ; and be ye renewed in the 
spirit of your mind.” (John iii, 28.)

The argument, which is generally intro­
duced, against the traduction of th* human 
spirit is, that the doctrine of its Aneration 
tends to' materialism. THIS, WWwKr, armée 
from a mistaken view of that in which the 
procreation of a human being lies. It does 
not consist in the production, out of nothing, 
of either of the parts of which the com­
pound being man, is constituted, but in the 
uniting them substantially with one another. 
The matter of the body is not, then, first 
made, but disposed ; nor can it be supposed 
that the soul is, by that act, first produced.— 
The soul and body were originally created 
by God himself ; but he, in his infinite wis­
dom, gave him, with the rest of his crea­
tures, power to propogate his own species ; 
and the human species consisting in the 
union of both body and soul, it is absolutely 
requisite, that these should be immediately 
produced by procreation.

Although it lias been allowed tliat the 
soul is transmitted, by the natural mode of 
generation ; yet, it is evident, from reason 
and scripture, that it, as well as the body, 
was not only originally made by God, but 
still, by his power and permission, is brought 
into existence. Matter of fact, and the 
infallible word of God, demonstrate this 
important position.

Thus the human soul is that spiritual, 
reasonable, and immortal substance in man, 
which was originally by and from God ; 
which is now immediately produced by pro­
creation, man having received power from 
his Creator to propagate his own species ; 
which soul is the origin of his thoughts, de­
sires, and reasoning ; which distinguishes 
him from the brute creation ; and which 
bears a very great resemblance ts its Divine 
Maker.

Learn to Labour and to Wait
The child, who sows flower seeds in his

It savours not a 
little of selfish vanity, which yearns to feed 
itself on the proofs of its power to accom­
plish moral results. It indicates that earth­
ly aims are mixed with his religious labours; 
otherwise the mind would find its reward in 
the consciousness of duty done ; of God’s 
approval ! It would not fret itself because 
the seed delayed to show its shoots above the 
soil.

Thè man of faith learns to wait as well as 
to labour. He comprehends that it is liis 
mission to sow, to plant, and to water.— 
These things done, he is satisfied to wait. 
He knows, that the tardiness of the seed to 
throw out its shoots is not always a proof 
that its vitality is lost—that a moral harvest 
is often reaped a long time after it is sown— 
frequently after its sower has gone to his 
long home. Therefore, he waits in hope.

Jenkyn, the biographer of Baxter, says :— 

“In preaching, Baxter's heart burned within 
him ; and while he was speaking, a live coal 
from the altar fired his sermons with seraphic 
fervor. Into his pulpit he brought all the en­
ergies and sympathies of his entire nature.— 
He had e large mind, an acute intellect, a 
melting heart, a hqly soul, a kindling eye, 
and a * moving voice,'—and he called oil nil 
that was within him to aid him in his preach­
ing. Being deeply earnest himself, he wish­
ed his hearers to be deeply earnest. Himself 
being a burning light, he wished to flush the 
hallowed fire into the hearts of others. He 
seems never to have studied action or * the 
start theatric.’ The only lonelier that gavo 
him lessons in action and attitude was feel­
ing— real, genuine, holy feeling ; and this 
taught him how to look, how to move and 
how to speak. In preaching, as well as in 
every thing religious, he believed with Vau I, 
that * it is a good thing to be always zealous­
ly affected ;’ and, consequently, that earnest, 
fervid preaching is truly apostolic." Hear 
Baxter's own heart-stirring thoughts on the 
best style of preaching ; * How few ministers 
do preach with all their might !

lie surely must perceive that there is ample 
evidence to prove that baptism and circum­
cision were in their original institution design­
ed for and performed upon the same classes 
of persons, viz., Believers and their offspring. 
Can there then be the least doubt in the mind 
of the reader that on the question, “ Does 
Baptism come in the place of Circumcision ?” 
the answer roust he—certainly.

But it may be, and it will he said, “ Cir­
cumcision was p'erformed on the servants of 
believers irrespective of piety.” This ha* 
been generally allowed, but 1 can see no suf­
ficient cause for such a supposition. Abra­
ham’s servants were to be circumcised, but 
there is reason sufficient, to my mind, that 
they were pious men who believed God. In 
the first place God never consents to force 
His ordinances on aifiy ayainst their will, but 
if Abraham’s servants were hot believers in 
God, governed by His fear, and confident 
that obedience to Him was a duty and privi­
lege, would they have submitted to so pain­
ful a rite as circumcision ? It is the nature 
of the impenitent or carnal mind, to rebel 
against every attempt to compel to religious 
observances, and if Abraham’s servants were 
carnal and impenitent, would the three hund­
red and eighteen have submitted to God in 
this rite ? We think not. Why, one reason 
—the grand reason—assigned by our im­
mersing friends for our refusal to submit to 
their rite, is that we are either unconverted, 
or shrink at the cross, i. e., the pain and 
shame of being laid down in the water by 
them ; and their writers profess to believe 
that Abraham’s servants, though carnal, and 
in fact heathens, submitted at once to be cir­
cumcised at the command of Abraham ! Be­
sides, look at the conduct of Abraham’s ser­
vants in going with him against a superior 
force by far, aud readily risking their lives ; 
and also at the faithfulness and God-honour­
ing conduct of Eliezer ; and at the testimony 
which God gives to the ctfecU of Abraham's 
family government. See Gen. xiv, 14—15 
—16 ; xviii, 18—19, and xxiv, throughout, 
on the conduct of Eliezer.

But the most conclusive proof against the 
doctrine that Hebrew servants were not in 
general circumcised, is found in Exodus xii, 
45—“ A foreigner and a hired servant shall 
not eat thereof,"—i. c. of the passover ; 48, 
—“ And when a stranger shall sojourn with 
thee, and will keep the passover to the Lord, 
let all his males be circumcised, and then let 
him come near and keep it.” The proof lies 
in the first passage, which takes for granted 
that the hired servants of the Hebrews were 
not ordinarily circumcised, and therefore for­
bidden to eat the passover ; and in the second 
passage, which, by enjoining circumcision on 
such as wished to keep the passover to the 
Lord, shews, that in order to circumcision 
there must be sufficient belief in God, and a 
sufficient desire to please God and to enjoy 
His favour, to induce the wish to keep the 
the passover to the Lard which no one can 
conceive rationally, would be desired by an 
utterly impenitent and godless stranger or 
servant. Besides, would God, who gave the 
above law, and who “ dgsireth truth in the 
inward parts,” sanction an impenitent sinner 
in engaging in Ills holy service ?

Votes of thanks were then formally presented 
to the Lecturer ; to the Ladies ; and to the 
young men, for their labour in preparing the 
place, and for the assistance they rendered during 
tbe evening,

It was eleven o'clock before this interesting 
meeting could be closed and after it had been 
closed, several persons stayed to see some Botani­
cal illustrations by the Mag.c Lantern, which 
could not be brought into operation during the 
lecture. Among these illustrations was shewn the 
“ Embryo" of a “ Bean,” largely magnified ; two 
dissected leaves, one a “ Calla leaf” and the 
other a leaf of the “ American Olice,” “ Olea 
Americana various sections of wood, both of 
Exogenous, and Endogenous growth ; with a 
beautiful illustration of the “ Frond" of the 
“ Common Brake. ”

Tbe Ladles at whose instance this meeting was 
called, and by whose kindness it was supplied, 
deserve to be spoken of with great respect for 
the deep interest they constantly feel in the 
domestic comfort of the resident minister and his 
family.

Often with much personal effort and inconve­
nience, they attend their semi-monthly meetings 
in order to provide articles for their annual 
Bazaar ; and have of late in addition, ’ held an 
annual Tea Meeting, that from these two sources, 
adequate funds may be at their disposal to pro­
vide a sufficiency of furniture, that their minister 
may have a home ; and feel at home among 
them.

The abominable slave trade reeked with 
evil, and the pestilential climate of Western 
Africa swept ruthlessly into the grave almost 
even- white man who should dare to linger ever 
so briefly upon her shores. Commercial expe­
ditions, though entered upon with every advan­
tage that zeal could urge, and sustained by the 
wealthiest and most powerful nations, had been 
unsuccessful in effecting any considerable im­
provement in the condition of Africa* In fact, 
the white race, almost boundless as its energy 
and its enterprise have seemed to lie, must stop 
here, and confess the undoubted truth that it 
cannot of itself colonize Africa. In 1841 a
noble expedition was fitted out in England__
On arriving at its destination, of one hundred

His 
address, as well as those of the other speakers, 
was listened to with becoming attention ; and 
the objects of the meeting having been secured, 
we laid our plans for the morrow, and then 
separated,;—not suspecting for a moment that 
a terrific snow-storm was then brewing, and 
which came down upon the Cornwallis Valley 
in one blinding cloud, and continued through 
the whole of the night, and the greater part of 
the next day. We managed, however, to get 
to Horton by nightfall on Wednesday, but this 
old-fashioned storm had laid a spell upon the 
YY eslevans of the place, for to a man they had 
abandoned the idea of seeing the Ministers for 
tliat night at least, and therefore we had no 
meeting.

Reman Catholic Items.
Conversion of Romanists.— Among the 

revivals of religion in different portions of the 
country, ws hear of the conversion, from sin to 
holiness, of numbers of Romanists. This is espe­
cially the case, where there are not resident 
priests. Here their people go, to a greater or 
less extent to Protestant worship, and mingle in 
Protestant families. Hence their bold on Roman­
ism in mars cases is greatly weakened, and in 
several insfcnccs they have -renounced their sins 
and their Iopery, and become good Christians. 
In Lebanos, O., during the present revival, it is 
raid that sone six or eight Catholics have expe­
rienced relision, renounced their Popish errors, 
and have bicorne Protestants. The priest, in 
his monthly visits, we learn, has recently been 
lecturing thim on the sin of bearing heretics. 
A young Irthman, who had attended Protestant 
worship, wai taken in hand. The priest wished 
that he woid promise not to go to Protestant 
worship, anl spoke very angrily to the young 
man. Afte* urging the promise, the youth 
would not nake any such promise. Whereupon 
the priest stiuck him with considerable force on 
tbe head to1 his disobedience. A few nights 

'er the yorag man experienced peace to his 
miiRj at Proestant worship, united with a Protes­
tant Church and bid adieu to Rome forever._
Let our Protestant ministers and people endea­
vour, in lore and by the truth, to bring Catholics 
to the knowltdge of the truth, and the Lord will 
bless them. Popery has already lost millions in 
this country, and it will lose millions more. Let 
them be only converted to Christ, and they will 
fomke Popery,— Western Christian Advocate.

Catholic Church of Genoa. — Rev. II. 
Hast ins Well, now travelling in Europe, speaks f 
thus of a Roman church which he entered at ! 
Genoa, Italy : Tbe churches arc thronged with 1 
priests, hut the people are not there, and often, 
in going through them, I have seen more of the 
former than the latter. There will be a very few 
persons, from five to twenty, kneeling upon the 
cold pavements, in different parts of the church, 
looking around upon strangers, and at the same 
time listlessly counting their beads. I saw one 
well dressed, interesting looking voting woman at 
the altar, repeating her rosary, and while doing I 
so, a gentleman approached her, bowed politely, 
and carried on a very animated and pleasant 
conversation for some minutes, in which she 
heartily joined, at the same time keeping her 
place on tbe rosary, by holding in her thumb 
and finger tbe last bead she had said. And when 
he left her, she took it up again at that point.— 
At the door of the same church, in large letters, 
was posted conspicuously, the following sentence :
“ full indulgences are granted in this church, at 
all times.”

Roman Unity.—XYe quote the following 
from an English paper for the benefit of those 
deluded persons, who look with favour upon 
Iiotpe as a city that is “ unity in itself."—Banner 
of the Cross.

The Rev. Henry Allen, Vicar of Patcham, 
Sussex, has recently addressed two letters to Dr. 
Wiseman, inquiring whether the Oriental Ma­
ronites were considered to be in strict and 
perfect communion with the Church of Rome, 
inasmuch as he had been informed that they 
received tbe Communion in both kinds, and that 
they had a married Priesthood, and that their 
public service was not conducted in the Latin 
tongue. Dr. Wiseman’s reply is in the affirma­
tive on all these points. He says that they differ 
in no doctrine from the Iloly Sec; that their 
Ecclesiastical language is Syriac ; and that tbe 
‘ use of tbe cup,’ and tbe marriage of Priests 
before Ordination, arc permitted, as being merely 
matters of discipline, allowed lo the Maronites 
in common with * many Churches in communion 
with Rome.’ The correspondence has been pub­
lished in the Brighton Gazette.

Popery in Peru—A correspondent of 
tbe London Christian Times rays : A worthy 
priest in Lima—the capital of Peru—about a 
year ago ray, published an extensive work in 
tliat city, condemnatory ot the Pope's usurpation 
and aggressions on the civil and on the ecclesias­
tical authorities. The nail was hit on the head.— 
The Pope felt it, and in consequence the work 
was formally condemned and prohibited to he 
read. A pamphlet was puplished by the priest 
in Lima, in which he refuted all the grounds 
which the Pope had alledgcd for condemning the 
work. This pamphlet was circulated extensive­
ly, as it was easier of access and sooner read than 
the work about which it treated. This again 
brought the work more into notice. A second 
and an abridged edition was then published, and 
to th|s the Government of Peru openly subscri­
bed, in the face of the Pope’s prohibition. The 
subject has been taken up with interest in that 
country, both in a civil and religious point of view 
—Xiw York Observer.

Continental Tour oe Cardinal Wise­
man:—On Monday week Cardinal XViseman 
presided over a ceremony at Cambrai, to inaug­
urate a miraculous statue ot the Virgin, stated to 
have caught larks into its mouth upon the occa­
sion of a famine. lie also headed a procession 
of another miraculous picture of the Virgin, of 
which the tradition is tliat it would shut its eyes 
and whistle whenever a heretic went by ! At 
X’aleùoicnness he was pleased to accept a locket, 
containing a lock ot hair that is recorded to have 
been Cut off Samson’s head by Dalilah, and he 
was also shown the scissors with which the opera­
tion was performed. What makes the preserva­
tion of the latter relic still more miraculous is, 
that it has retained to the present day the mark 
stamped upon one of its blades.^The mark is 
distinctly, “ Sheffield.”—London Paper.

Very Fair.—1 Protestants,’ says the Catho­
lic Telegraph, “ are bound to bear our argu­
ments, and examine, each for himself, all our 
claims ; but we are not bound at all to hear 
them." Another dogma of these gentleman il, 
that while it would he a mortal sin for a Protest­

Spanish Nunneries.—The number of nun­
neries now flourishing and prosperous in Spain h 
2,386, and the desire to enter them is prevailing 
to a singular extent among the young women. 
Since the establishment of the Concordat, 75 of 
these cloisters have been established in the dio­
cese of Seville alone, containing an aggregate of 
3,153 nuns, who devoted themselve, to the lives 
of teachers, or to benevolent objects. Previous 
to this present constitution, the number of nun­
neries was 3,310.

Archbishop Cullen, of Dublin, has issued 
a pastoral letter to his clergy, in which he de­
fends the prosecution of Madiai, and denounces 
all Romanists who will not do tbe same. He 
claims tbe act to be thoroughly Romish and 
right ; that it is the principle of Papists to per­
secute Protestants even to death. The princi­
ple on which he proceeds is, that when one pro­
selytes a Romanist to Protestantism, he ruins a 
soul, and death Is too good for him. That is 
Romanism judged out of its own mouth.

The Reflector says a Roman Catholic young
man, in Boston, recently informed father_____ ,
the priest, that he was about to he married by 

j Rev. P. Stow, the Seaman’s chaplain. “ If you 
are married by him, and not by me," raid the 

! priest, “ you may drop dead ; yon will be cliain- 
; ed by the devil, and that chain will follow you 
j through life ; it will reach you in another world,
! aid yon will be lost to God and man.” The 
j young man, however, was married by Mr. S.

The Late Earl of Shrewsbury, well 
known as a zealous Roman Catholic, left his 
estate by will to his executors, who are both per­
verts from the Church of England. It is supposed 
to be an evasion of the law which limits the 
amount devisable for religious purposes, and that 
the whole, amounting to £400,000, will go to 
build up Romanism—unless the heirs set up an 
effectual opposition. The Earl was a very honest 
but a very weak man.

A Favourite Scheme of the Jesuits 
Defeated.—During the last year so manv lega­
cies have been bequeathed to the Jesuits in 
France, that the Council of State consider the 
practice to have fallen into abuse, and have de­
cided that while gifts or legacies of money may 
be authorized, the government will not sanction 
any donation of real estate.

Literary and Scientific,
Wrought Iron Masufactvnrn by a 

Nl w Process. —- An important improvement 
in tbe manufacture of wrought iron, was made 
at Newark, X. J., two or three years ago, and a 
few weeks since an association at that place put 
it into successful operation. Tbe improvement, 
it is said, consists in the production of pure 
wrought iron, directly from the ore, with mineral 
coal, thus dispensing with the time'"and money 
consuming process of reducing it first to pig iron, 
and thence into wrought iron by puddling, or with 
charcoal. The Newark Advertiser says :

“ The chief advantages claimed for the inven­
tion are that the iron is produced for some twenty 
dollars per ton less than the puddled or charcoal 
iron, and tliat it is worth ten dollars per ton more, 
on account of its superior quality : that a greater 
quantity of the iron is extracted from a given 
amount of ore than by tht^old process, and tliat 
it is the only process by which pure wrought iron 
can be produced.

“ The rationale of the invention is that the iron 
is deoxidized by heating a mixture of the pul­
verized ore and coal in close tubes, so that by 
the combustion of the coal the oxygen is absorbed 
from the oie, and passed oft in an aeriform state. 
The residuum is taken from the tubes and work­
ed into balls weighing ai>out 100 pounds each.— 
These are taken to the trip hammer, by which 
they are reduced .to blooms. Two tons of the 
iron are now made per day, and it requires about 
two tons of ore, and one ton and a half of coal to 
produce one ion of the wrought iron. The iron 
is extracted and perfected by a continuous pro­
cess, very simple in its operation, and therefore is 
said to be more uniform, and altogether superior 
to that made by other processes by which the ore 
or iron must undergo two successive exposures 
to the fire Ixfforc it can be reduced to 

rought iron.”

Discovery of a Buried City.—A buried 
city has been discovered in Egypt, named 
Saekarach. It appears to l»e situated alicut five 
hour’s journey from Cairo near the first cataract. 
An Arab having observed what appeared to lie 
the head of a sphynx appearing aliove the ground 
near this spot, drew the attention of a French 
gentleman to the circumstance, who commenced 
excavating, and laid open a long buried street, 
which contained 38 granite sarcophagi, each of 
which weighed about 68 tons, and which formerly 
held evidently the ashes of sacred animals. The 
French gentleman has got a grant of the spot 
from the Egyptian Pacha, aud has exhumed 
great quantities of curiosities, some of them 
ancient earthenware vessels of a diminutive size. 
This street, when lit up at night, forms a magni­
ficent sight. It is upwaids of 1,600 yards in 
length.. Many of the curiosities dug out have to 
be kept buried in sand to preserve them from 
perishing.

The Tomb of Daniel the Prophet.—A 
letter from Persia mentioned in the Boston 
Chronicle (U. S ), sU i» tliat in the course of 
works on the line between Persia and Turkey, 
the commissioners have come upon the remains 
of the ancient palace Shushan, mentioned in the 
sacred books of Esther and Daniel, together with 
the tomb of Daniel the Prophet. T he reader 
can turn to Esther, and there lie will read of a 
“ pavement of red, and blue, and white, and black 
marble” in tliat palace. .That pavement still ex­
ists, and in the marble columns, dilapidated ruins, 
the sculpture, and the remaining marks of great­
ness and glory that are scattered around, the 
commissioners read the exact truth of the record 
made by the sacred j»enman. Not far from the 
palace stands a tomb ; on it is sculptured the 
figure of a man bound hand and foot, with a 
huge lion in the act of springing upon him lo 
devour him.

The Scientific American says that cam­
phor lias been discovered to be an antidote to 
that terrible poison, strychnine. A man who 
had been thrown into convulsions by two doses 
of the poison, one-sixth of a grain each, adminis­
tered for the rheumatism, was relieved by twenty- 
grains of camphor, taken in six grains of almond 
mixture. Dr. Suddock, in a letter to the London 
Lancet, claims to have made the discovery.

A Steam Man.—A mechanic in Russia is 
said to have succeeded in making a steam man 
It is, probably, one of the most interesting inven­
tions ever offered to tbe public. It is a large 
colossal statue, the feet of which are placed upon

iel will, it is supposed, treat with Omar Pasha, 
and matters will remain as they were before the 
breaking out of the war. ,

1 he news from India announces the formal 
annexation of Pegu. The notification of the 
Cammimler-in-Chief states, that if the King of 
A va docs not renew his friendly relations with 
England he will bo dispossessed of his territories;

From China we learn that a serious riot had 
occurred at Amoy, which the English marines 
were called upon to quell. They were compel­
led to fire on the mob, and some lives were lost. 
The United States Steamer Susquehanna had 
proceeded to Amoy to look after American in­
terests. A ■

According to intelligence from Vienna, Austria 
appeared determined to take measures against 
Switzerland and Piedmont, which she regards as 
two hot-beds of revolt.

The I’ienna Gazelle contains the names of 38 
political prisoners condemned by Court! martial 
to periods of imprisonment with hard labour in 
hfcavy chains.

Dr. Mazzinghi, whose case we lately noticed 
has been pardoned by the King, but notwith­
standing this, immediately on coming out of pri­
son, has been ordered to leave the kingdom with­
in five days, and to be expelled from it by public 
force upon non-compliance. The popular press has 
begun to express indignation in the most irapas- 
s oned terms. The Gazette del Popolo declares 
roundly, that the King's,pardon was nothing but 
a Jesuitical deception:—a measure adopted merely 
to evade the consequences which the atrocious 
sentence against the Madiai at Florence has 
brought upon the renegade Grand Duke of Tus­
cany.

The London Morning Advertiser's correspon­
dent mentions a report tlhit a packet of eight let­
ters has been stolen from the Emperor's private 
apartment. Suspicion rested on Mrs. Howard, 
ami the letters, which implicate the first men in 
France, are thought to be in possession of the 
Orleans princes. 300,000 francs arc offered for 
their recovery.

Commander Inglefield, who was captain of the 
steamer Isabel during her search for Sir John 
Franklin, is appointed to the command of the 
Phœnix steamer now fitting out at Deptford, to 
sail the first week in May for the Arctic regions.

There is a report that the East India Company 
intend to increase the number of Europeans in its 
army. The total of the Indian army is at present 
no less than 222,000 men.

Odd.—The Due d<- Montpcnsier, son of Louis 
Philippe, by virtue of his marriage with the sister 
of Queen Isabella, is tbe head of the Spanish no­
bility. According to the Spanish law, daughters 
of nobles inherit their titles, and transmit them to 
their husbands when married:" Thus, if the Em­
peror Napoleon accepÉjflhe title of nobility from 
his wife, he must, under the law, make a declara­
tion ol his acceptance to the Duc de Montpensier.

The Maine Law.—This great measure is in 

the hands of Hon. M. Cameron, who introduces 
in upon its own responsibility, and will support it 
and obtain all the support he can for it, on its 
own merits.

We shall not be 
surprised however if every member of the Go­
vernment with one or two exceptions votes for 
it. We do not expect that a majority will be 
found willing to “ toe the mark" this session, but 
the pressure from without if vigorously kept up 
will not be long in pushing through a Prohibitory 
Liquor Law. We look upon the passage of such 
a measure as if the friends of Temperance act 
with prudence and with energy.—North Ame­
rican.

The boy was six years 01 
age at the time he was stolen by a party of Chip­
pewa Indians, who kept him for some time 
concealed and afterwards sold him to a Western 
tribe. The latter resold .him to the Blackfeet 
Indians, among whom he continued to live, and 
married a daughter of one of the chiefs. The 
young man waa totally ignorant of the place ot 
his parents, residence during fourteen years, but 
succeeded finally in ascertaining it, and at once 
made a visit to his father, living near Detroit—his 
mother having died during his absence. He is 
attached to the Indian mode of life, and has no 
wisli to change his habits or residence. Several 
white children are now in possession of the 
Blackfeet, according to his story ; who were 
doubtless obtained in the same mode that he came 
into their hands.

A Touch or Nature.—A car, full of passen­
gers, recently passed over the Western rail road, 
in which occurred a simple but touching scene, 
worthy of record. One of the passengers was a 
woman, carrying in her arms a child who annoyed 
every one by its petulance and cries. Mile alter 
mile the passenger# bore the infliction of its noise, 
which rather increased than diminished, until, at 
last, it became furious, and the passengers nearly 
so. There were open complaints, and one man 
shouted—“take the child out.”

The train stopped at a station, when en old 
gentleman arose, and made the simple statement 
that the father of the child had died recently, 
away from home, that the mother had been on a 
visit to her friends, and had died while on the 
visit; that her dead body was on board the train, 
and tl^at the child was in the arms of a woman 
whe was a stranger to it. It was enough. There 
was a tear in nearly every eye, and sll were 
melted into pity and patience. All selfishness 
was lost in thinking of the desolation of the poor 
little wanderer, who would have found a warm 
welcome in hands that, a moment before, would 
almost have visited it with a blow.—Springfield 
Republican.

Great Gathering or the IItde Family.— 
There was a large gathering of all the bearing tbe 
name of Hyde, or connected with the family by 
marriage, lately at the ^United Slates Hotel, to 
raise means to send an agent to England, to 
examine records there for the purpose of ascertain­
ing whether or no, they (the Hydes of this 
country) are heirs at law to the large estates and 
unclaimed dividends in the Bank of England, and 
unclaimed dividends in the East India stocks, 
which have been laying there for years awaiting 
claimants. There have been advertisments in 
the London Times several times in the last fifty 
years, for heirs to Jiie above named estates ind 
dividends, which amount in the aggregate to 
several millions of dollars. There were nearly

Traveller

1 wo More Territories.— Bills have pissed 
the lower House of Congress to establish two 
more territories within our expanded area. One 
ie the Territory of Nebraska, to embrance all the 
territory lying west <>f the States of Iowa and 
Missouri to the Rocky Mountains, runing south 
to Utah and north to latitude 43 degs N The 
other is the Territory ol Washington, which is to 
embrace allof Oregon lying north of the Columbia 
river, eastward to the Rocky Mountain» on the 
line of 46 deg». N., from the point where the 
river touches that parallel of latitude.

One or the Little Giei s in Maine.—Mise 
Isabella Dunham, aged 15, daughter of George 
Dunham, Lsq., the enterprising aliip-builder, 
recently took passage in a stage coach at the 
residence of her father, for Hampden, where she 
was sttending school. There were with her 
the coach several young gentlemen (?) who set 
the Maine law at defiance by drinking from a 
bottle which one of them took from hie pocket. 
Considering herself insulted, she called on the 
driver to atop, and jumped from the carriage. 
Although solicited by the driver to return, she 
persisted in walking the remainder of the distance 
—about a mile —to the no small mortification of 
the nice young men.—Mass, l ife Boat.

Waksino to Bovs.—At the United States 
Hotel on the 26th ult., a son of Mrs. Bowles, of 
Roxbury, started to go from a room in the third 
story to a room in the lower story. He attempted 
to slide upon the bannisters of the stairs, when 
by some means he lost ins hold, and fell twenty 
five feet to the marble floor below, striking upon 
his head and killing hiu; instantly. A sister and 
brother of the boy w itnessed the accident. The 
boy was about J1 years of age. Some years ago 
the boy was lamed in a similar manner.

The nexteven- 
ing they went at it ogsm, and in the morning 
one of the two was loser, during the night, thirty- 
si t thosand dollars! He gave a check for the 
money.

Seventeen States have passed Homesteod Ex­
emption Laws. Ol the Southern States, Georgia- 
exempts twenty acres, not exceeding in velue 
$400 ; Florida, forty acres, $400; Alabama, forty 
seres, or bause and lot in town, $300 ; Texas two 
hundred acres, $500, California the land of gold, 
$600 ; South Carolina forty acres, $500.

Chinese Inlustev.—Parrott's buildings in 
San Francisco, of one hundred feet front, seventy 
or eighty feet deep, and four stories high, all on 
solid granite, was put up in Canton, block by 
bleck, by Chinese workmen ; and the blocks be­
ing all numbered, the building waa then taken 
down, put in aboard ship, brought acroea tbe 
Pacific, and re-erected in San Francisco by the 
same hands.

On splitting off a piece of marble, at the Wash­
ing ton Navy Yard, a abort time since, by Com­
modore Rodgere, there waa discovered, four inch 
below the surface, several hole» about the diame­
ter of a small pistol bullet, in each of which there 
was a muscle alive and kicking .

New Jersey and the Pacific Railroad.— 
A bill for the incorporation of an 44 Atlantic and 
Pacific Railroad Company,’' we see, has just been 
introduced into tbe New Jersey Legislature.— 
It embraces a large number of corporators, who 
are prominent men in that and other Slates.— 
The capital is stated at $70,000,000, with the 
privilege of $150,000,000.

An 1 m fort ant Movement.—It is staled that 
the wealthiest and most influential commercial 
organization in Europe has determined to send 
an agent to the United States for the purpoee of 
ascertaining whether or not the cotton growers 
of the Southern States are disposed to throw ofl 
the Liverpool monopoly ol cotton. The proposi­
tion is to create a continental depot for cotton.

Price or a Man's Nose.—In the Court of 
Common Pleas of New York, on Friday, Judge 
Paine rendered a decision against John Lauber- 
stein, and in favour of Joseph Batter in the auui 
of $10,000 for biting off the end of plaintiff*» noie, 
though u waa aaid the plaintiff had previously 
attacked defendant and severely bitten hia thumb.

Steamers from Baltimore to Boston.—The 
Wheeling Time» urge» that a line of first class 
steamships be at once put on between Baltimore 
and Boston, equal to the capacity of the Haiti- 
more and Ohio Railroad, for the transmission of 
freights and passengers, in order to supply more 
promptly the manufacturing regions of Massachu­
setts with flour and other product» of the West.

Colonel Chrystie of New Orleans has received 
a letter from Mr. Crittenden, his counsel, slating 
that the suits of Col. Chrystie to recover a large 
tract of land in Texas has been decided in his 
favour, by the Supreme Court of the United 
States. The lands in question are estimated to 
be worth a half a million of dollars.

The MosquiTo Proctorate Abandoned sv 
Great Britain.—In the U. S. senate on Friday, 
Mr. Everett communicated some important docu­
ments, convey ing a proposition from the British 
government relinquishing its protectorate over 
his sable majesty of Mosquito. England wants 
the United States to unite wilhjier and declare 
San Juan del Norte (or Nicaragua) a free port, its 
rulers to be chtieen by its own citizens, and to 
pay to Nicaragua an indemnity for any claims 
she may have upon the the territory. England 
also wants the United States to appoint an agent 
to act in concert with one appointed by her to 
forward this measure, and also*10 take measures 
for the completion of the ship canal across the 
isthmus. England disclaims intentions of undue 
interference with the affaire of the Central Ame­
rican States. Mr. Everett urges the appointment 
of full ministers to each of these states, in order 
that the interests of this country may be fully 
looked after.

A Lusus Natur.e.—We recently saw what we 
regarded as one of the greatest animal curiosities 
which ever came under our notice. It was a 
lamb yeaned on the farm of a gentleman, at Tur­
key Point, in Cecil county, Md It has two per- 
feet heads, with the double complement of ears, 
eyes, &c., just as perfect as if attached to two 
animals—the tail is also double, and there is 
every indication that the animal ie double 
throughout, two bodies being covered with one 
skin.

New Granadian Congress___ Don .Justo
Arosemena and Gen. Thomas Herrera left Pana­
ma on tbe 6th January, for Bogota, the first as 
representative in Congress from Panama, and 
the second as Senator Irom the adjoining province 
of Azacro. Congress was to meet on the 1st of 
March, aud would remain in session until about 
the middle of June. Among the subjects which 

ill come before it is a proposition to divide the 
Republie of New Grenada into ten sovereign and 
independent states, for the purpose of internal 
legislation, under one federal head, and the prin­
ciple adopted by the United States—and to adopt 
the name for it of the Columbian Confederation.

Australia.
The Sydney Empire of Dec. 6, has the dis­

tressing intelligence that a boat belonging to H 
M. brig Phantom, recently from that port, was 
upset in Poirua, ie Cook's Straits, when the 
surgeon of the veeel and five of the crew were 
drowned.

The majority of -the passengers who came up 
in tbe Larne are Americans, who emigrated 
from California to Australia about a year ago.— 
Since their landing in that country they have 
been principally engaged in mining, and all 
bring borne with them a goodly pile, and are 
perfectly satisfied. None of them have less 
than two or three thousand dollars, and some 
have upwards of twenty pounds weight of tbe 
pure metal.

They all speak in the highest terms of the 
country and climate, their only objection being 
to some of the revenue laws, which they think 
rather stringent, and the want of protection to 
property.

The emigration into Melbourne from Great 
Britain and.the United States is said to average 
about one thousand daily.

The American ship Ticonderoga, from Eng­
land, with one thousand government emigrants, 
was in quarantine at Port Philip. One hun­
dred and twenty-five of tbe passengers had died 
of measles.

Board at the hotels in Melbourne was worth 
about eight shillings sterling (*2) per day. The 
government was paying ten shillings sterling 
($2 50) for labourers en the public works.

Agriculture.
Shoulder-Slip in Horses,

Shoulder-slip consists of * rupture, and 
subséquent wasting of the fleshy fibres com­
posing those muscles which lie outside the 
shoulder blade, but pass from it lo the upper 
arm hone below. In a healthy condition, 
the action of these muscles consists in mov­
ing the arm bone backwards and forwards, 
and ill keeping ils upper end or head in con­
nection with the body when weight falls 
upon the shoulder joint. The fleshy sub­
stance of the muscles is attached to sinews 
which pass outside of the joint, and add 
materially lo its strength and aecurily ; bul 
all motion in the sinews is promoted by 
muscular or fleshy contraction. If any 
injury (such as strain, for instance) should 
lacerate the fleshy fibres, they cannot, of 
course, determine any action to their sinews, 
and the latter become so relax as not to retain 
the shoulder bones in their natural position 
during motion ; the bead of the upper arm 
bone, in short, slips outward from under the 
weight, which, if its fleshy and tendinous 
relations were intact, it would support and 
still keep its own proper situation. Tjtis 
rupture ol muscular fibres is accompanied 
hy wasting ol the fibres themselves. This 
process is frequently observed in the animal 
frame, and occurs in parts which are from 
any cause deprived of their usual functions. 
The affected shoulder, under the disease in 
question, becomes consequently much di­
minished in size ; and the wasting being for 
the most part confined to muscles outside 

, the shoulder blade, the outlines of this bone 
may sometimes be visibly seen. The out­
ward rolling motion of the shoulder joint is 
greatest when the horse is going down hill, 
and is sometimes so excessive in a trotting 
gait that the animal seems in danger of 
falling. If sufficient lime be allowed, and 
the horse not put lo work soon, he will 
usually recover from this affection. Months 
are sometimes required to ensure complete 
restoration ; and in addition to the rest 
needed, much benefit is derived from an 
occasional application of blisters to the 
whole outer surface covering the shoulder 
blade and shoulder joint.—North British 
Agricultural.

Sandy Soils—Modes of Recover­
ing Them.

Sandy soils, like ill other soils, differ 
widely in quality, and hence it is difficult 
to apply a common remedy lo them all. In 
answer to W. K., however, whose soil, 
from the tenor of his letter, is evidently 

^blowey, we would recommend the following :
His immediate neighbourhood must 

doubtless contain much swamp muck, as 
his soil seems to be denuded of much vege­
table matter, and has probably yielded up 
its original organic constituents lo floods 
passing over its surface. This muck should 
he returned lo his sandy soil lo supply it with 
organic matter. In its return he should de­
compose it by such of the means we have 
given in our former volumes, as would 
bring into requisition the missing organic 
constituents of bis soil. Thus, if by ana­
lysis it is found to be deficient of chlorine 
and soda, or either of them, decompose the 
muck before use in the soil with the salt 
and lime mixture, and he will thus supply 
the necessary deficiencies, while the organ­
ic mailer thus added will correct the mecha­
nical condilton of his soil. If clay pits are 
near, his composts should be made in part 
with clay ; ihis will have a beneficial ten­
dency in increasing the adhesive powers of 
the soil, besides permuting the clay to re­
tain the ammonia consequent upon the fer­
mentation of his compost heap. Clay once 
charged with ammonia, and properly sub­
divided in a sandy soil, loses some of its 

' mechanical peculiarities, and ceases to 
form a mortar with the soil, In localities 
where muck cannot be procured, and or­
ganic substances are not readily obtainable, 
charcoal dust may lie used lor the purpose 
of rendering the soil retentive of ammonia ;

miscellaneous.
A Lake pf Pitch.

A correspondent of the Troy Daily Whig, 
writing from the Port of Spain, Island of 
Trinidad, under dale of February 3, Bays :

“ Last week l made an excursion to the 
Pitch Lake. Early on Friday morning l 
embarked on the steamer * Lady M’Leod,' 
for Point la Brea, a distance of about forty 
miles southerly along the coast. There 
was one passenger only to land with me al 
La Brea, Mr. Clapham, of Si. -Vinceul. 
An introduction by a fellow passenger to a 
neighboring planter, and to the supervisor, 
procured us mules to prosecute our enier- 
prisc. Mr. C'laphaut having a lew miles 
further to go, to visit a plantation on busi- 
ness, and his route being the same as mine,
I accepted his invitation to bear him com­
pany as far as the lake.

‘Imagine a black surface—a dreary, de­
solate black—spread out lo the length of 
nearly half a utile, by an eighth hi width, 
slightly varied hy many fissures, some of 
ihein but a step across, some just loo wide 
to jump—a few of these fissures filled with 
sliuit shrubbery, hut roost of them mere 
ponds of waier, of water clear ss ihe moun­
tain spring ; and then imagine the whole 
bordered by a thick growth of trees snd 
the graceful, bending bamboo, and this 
whole border thickly hinging with a pro­
lusion and variety of beautiful flowers—I 
know not the spot elsewhere where the eye 
can rest on such a profusion of flowers at 
a glance ; and this may possibly convey 
some general idea of the peculiarity of a 
general new. For a closer inspection of 
the central part of the like, I was obliged 
to repeal my visit tit# next morning, secur­
ing the services of a negro to carry a plank 
to bridge the unjuntpable fissures.

*' I then found spots where the surface of 
the pitch would gradually sink beneath my 
feel, so that in a lew moments I stood in a 
cavity ankle deep. Not wishing to pitch 
deeper, l changed my position. In oilier 
places it seemed lo be boiling below, for 
the surface around me was bubbling and 
simmering like that of a pot over the fire, 
while the gas thus disengaged was very 
strong. Though the surface of the lake 
is generally loo hard lo receive a footprint, 
it is just hard enough to cut readily with 
an axe, there are places where the pitch 
oozes out in nearly a liquid state, so that 
one may dip it with a spoon. Some of the 
water fissures are quite deep, afford good 
bathing, and ate tolerably well stocked with 
fish.

“ Near the lake I found a black min en­
gaged in boiling the pilch, in sever*) large 
boilers. A part of this he sells after boil­
ing in a pure stile, and to the rest he adds 
a portion of lime, when it is shipped is mas­
tic.—He says he has cut from the lake a 
great many hundreds of tons, but he never 
penetrates more than ten or twelve inches 
below the surface, and the hole ie always 
filled again within two diys after the cut­
ting. The supply is doubtless inexhausti­
ble. But the pitch is not confined to the 
spot I have endeavoured to describe. There 
ate masses of it extending miles inland, and 
in several points it extends to the sea beach. 
At the last place it is cut out in large quan­
tities, to ship to this city and some of the 
islands, to use in building and flagging the 
streets. It is used by the steamers, being 
largely mixed with coal for fuel, and is re­
cently coming into use in the manufacture 
of petroleum. But wherever these cutliugs 
are made, on the lake, inland, or on Ihe 
beach, the quantity is almost immediately 
made good, and in some places gradually 
increases. The neighborhood is ill motion, 
very slow, to he sure, yet there is, as it 
were, a growing up of the surface in spots, 
so that the houses in La Brea are found, 
now and then, to have s side or an end 
raised a few inches above its opposite."

Value of a Broken Pane of Glass.
A London correspondent encloses us an 

! account of a singular accident that recently 
; happened al the shop of M. Moliere, of 
Paris. A question now universally asked in 
every society in Paris is.—" Have you seen 
the broken window I” This refers lo an 
accident of a very ordinary nature, followed, 
however, by an infinitely improbable resuii, 
which occuired in the Rue de la B iurse.— 
M. Moliere, a hoot maker in that street, lia» 
had fortune “ thrust upon him,” by a carl 
knocking against his shop-window. Rather 
late at night a restive horse hacked a call 
against the iron shutters of the shop-front, 
with such lorce that a pane of plate-glass 
immediately behind the part struck was 
cracked into thousands of splinters. M. 
Molier’s first care was to secure the address 
of the owner of the horse and cart, and in 
the morning lie was about to send for a 
glazier, whose bill he would have charged 
to the person responsible for the trespass 
upon Ins properly; but his window was 
cracked in such a manner a» no window 
ever was before, and M. Moliere observed 
that every passer-by stopped to look at it, 
and exclaimed, “ IIow curious!” “How 
extraordinary!" During the whole day a 
crowd was collected in front of the house. 
It than occurred lo M. Moliere that since 
his broken window appeared to possess such 
attactions for the public, it might answer 
his purpose to make ihe public pay for the 
gratification of their curiosity. A ceordiogly 
lie put up his out side shutter and charged 
one franc per head for admission lo Ins shop. 
Visitols flocked lo the exhibition, and in a 
few hours the fame of it spread far and 
wide. Not a single particle of the glass 
had fallen but, but Ihe cracks radiating 
from the centre with wonderful regularity 
are so numerous that the pane presents the 
appearance of a gigantic cobweb. Seen from 
ihe interior of the shop by gas light, it 
reflects the prismatic colors with extraordi­
nary brilliancy, and may be compared to 
a peacock’s tail. A speculator has offered 
the enormous sum of 4000, for Ihe purchase 
of the fragile properly, and the offer lias 
been refused—M. Moliere calculates that 
he shall receive that sum from Parisians 
alone, and afterwards the pane may be 
removed in its iron frame, and carried round 
the provinces. This event has made more 
sensation than any other that has occurred 
in Paris since New Year’s day. The 
excitement is on the increase. Crowd», loo 
poor to pay the admission money, stand 
about the house to talk over the story, and 
mathematical students in the Quartier Latin 
are working problems, in the confident 
hope of finding out how to crack another 
window in the same way.—Peabody’s 
Chronicle.

Interesting Paragraphs.
Natural Gas.—The Holmes County, 

(Ohio) Farmer stales that a wonderful natu­
ral curiosity has been discovered in that 
county in the shape of natural gas. The 
discovery was made on the farm of a Mr. 
Purdy, some eight or leu rods south of the 
house, in a curious kind of earth resembling 
dark saw dust. The owner for some years 
has been aware of the existence of some 
wonderful phenomenon. The place on which 
the discovery has been made has been cul­
tivated for a number of years, and it lias 
been observed that in a number of places 
everything planted or sown, and all kinds 
of vegetation, would dwindle and die and 
seemingly turn up. After the late rains the 
waier was discovered to be agitated, and to 
bubble up in | number of places, which led 
Mr. Purdy and others lo experiment, by 
collecting a bottle of this gas and selling it 
on fire ; when the instant a lighted match 
was touched to it, the vapour ignited and 
sent the bottle whizzing through the house.

Silk Manufacture.—The quantity ol 
silk annually consumed by women and bal­
loons is so great, that it is really astonishing 
how worms and mulberry trees keep up the 
supply. According lo the Paris Review, 
there are in France no less than 130,000 
looms for silk, of which the products amount 
in value lo three hundred millions per an­
num. The fabrics of Lyons yield about or 
nearly two-thirds of that sum—a moiety ol 
the whole sum is exported—three-filths of 
the exports from Lyons; the United Slates 
consume the greater part. Competition is 
formidable abroad, especially in Great Bri­
tain and Germany ; hut it waa acknowledged 
it the Great Exhibition that Lyons retained 
pre-eminence in design» and tissues. The 
70,000 looms of Lyons occupy 175,000 inoi- 
vidusls ; one-half of these are dispersed over 
a radius of from 20 lo 25 leagues, the others 
are in the bosom of the city. There are 300 
manufacturing firm», embracing from lour 
hundred and fifty to fire hundred names.— 
The average earning of the operatives id 30 
cents per day.—Scientific American.

The Teleoratii Lines oe the World 
up to 1853.—The extent of telegraphic 
communication, eompleted and in operation 
throughout the world, at the beginning of 
the present year, may be estimated as far 
as can be gathered from the returns, at near 
ly 40,000 inifrs. Of this amount there were 
nearly 4,000 miles in Great Britain, of which 
100 miles only were underground, wtili 
about 400 or 500 miles in cours* of con­
struction in England, Scoiland and Ireland, 
and as many more projected. In America 
there were 20,000 miles of telegraph com­
pleted and in operation, with 10,000 more 
in process of construction. Russia has just 
commenced her system of telegraphs be­
tween Si. Petersburg, Moscow and Cracow, 
and the porta of ihe Baltic and Black seas. 
About 4,000 miles are about to he cunstruc- 
ed in India. The only unsupplied portions, 
that will soon present themselves on a tele­
graphic map of the world, will be Australia, 
Africa and China.

Telegraph Between Europe and 
Amp-rica.—The idea of connecting Great 
Britain and the United States by telegraph 
is revived in London on e grand scale. The 
proposition is to extend Ihe line from Scot­
land, by.way of the Orkney, Shetland and 
Feroe Islands to Iceland, thence to Green­
land ; thence across Davis’s Straits to La­
brador and Quebec. The entire length ol 
the line will be 2,500 ; and the submarine 
portion ol it from 1,400 to 1,000. From 
the Shetland Islands it is proposed to carry 
a branch to Bergen in Norway, connecting 
it there with a line lo Christiana, Stock­
holm, Gotteoburg and Copenhagen; from 
Stockholm a line may eaatly cross the Gulf of 
Bothnia to St. Petersburgh. The whole 
expense of thrs great international work is 
estimated considerably below ,£500,000.
