WITH BRIEF DESCRIPTIONS OF THE DUTIES OF
HEADS OF DEPARTMENTS.

AUCICPTANCE OF OFFICE.-Undér the Rev. Stat. of Can.,
cap. 2, sec. 9, the holder of an office of emolument under
the Govt. of Can., the Sheriff, Rogistrat, Clerk of the
Peace and County Crown Attorney in any of the provinces,
is ineligible to sit in the House of Commons. Under sec.
12, any member of the Con-imons accepting office must
vacate bis seat in Parliament. Exception is made as to
a Minister of the Crown, provided ho ia electèd. to Parlia-
ment while ho holds such office. A Minister may be
transférred from one office to anotber without re-election.

ADjounNmicNr i8 a postponement of the -sittings of
proceedings of the House from one ti me to another speci-

fied for the re-assemblage. It is a right belonging to each
Rouae, and thon are no restrictions to this power. By

previous permission of the House, the Speaker may Jeave
the Chair for a certain number of hours, but this does not
améunt to an adjournmont, and canbot be noted as auch

by the Clork - ']'ho adjournment of one House dSs not
adjourn the other. The Crown may, pending an adjoum-
ment, sumrnon by proclamation eitlier House or both,
and may direct either House nr both to adjourn. to any

An individual inember may, for a time,
interrupt the progreu of business lby succimive motions
for adjournment, which may bé repeated indefinitely,
with this restriction: no second motion to adjoum can be
made until after sortie intermediate proceeding shall have
been had.

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Whole House, at the aittings of which ita details am con.
sidored clause by clause, as- its principles were ait e.*ch of

its several roadinge. Members are at liberty to discutas
ite principles at any of ila stages, but no one Le con&Ïdered
toi bave declared d"ively in favour of its principle unIm
by his vote he support& its second rêading. In Co'mittee
the Bill is debabàd clause by clause; the blanks left for

amonnt of penalties, salaries or granta, etc., are filled up,
and sometimes the Bill is entirely remodelled. The
blanks, sa thiBy are called, which are usually filled. up in

italics, are agreed to without a question being put, unless
a member should propose to alter thezn. TLe next pro-
ceeding is, that the Chairman of the Committee ahould

make a report to the Hou8e of the changes that the Bill
bas undergone, which he does by presonting it to the
Speaker in its altered form. The Bill, if amended, may
be thon considered and amended on report of the Com-
mittee. It is then read the third time, whon any further

amendments may be made by going back into Committee
of the Whole, exce t in the case of a verbal and unim-
portant change. We lait question but one lis that the

Bill do pus -" after this nothing remains except to deter-
mine its titie, which used to be a general one for all the
Acta passed in the emion, but in modern times distinct
titles are used for each Statute. During the progress of
the Bill, the House, may divide on the following questions
lot, on the second reading; 2nd, that it be committed;

(but a division at this stage is now practically obsolete);

Immediatley after the.passing of
a Bilt it is taken to the Bar of the Senate, desininc their
concurrence, where it pasm through the same form as in
the Commons. If the Bill be rejected, no further proceed-

inge ensue. Whou the Senate rees -ith the Commons
in the principle of the measure, but differa on matters Of
detail, the Bill l'a returned to the Commons bearing the
an monts the Senators propm; these am conaidered
by the Commons, and if disagreed to, the Bill is returned
back to the Senate with a message assigning reasons for
the d sagreement. If thé Senate adheres to their amend-
monte, it is for'the Comm one to recede, or else the BiUz f*
lost. Or a Conférence (now very--rarely held) may4t4ke
plaS between the Houffl.s. The same proceedings are
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adoptedmulatii mutandis, when the Bill originates in the
Senate. The Bill, having thus passed both Hotises,

remaînsýwith the Senate, except in the case of a Bill of
Supply,*hich in sent back to the Commons, to be by them,

BiLi..q (MoNFY).-All Bills relating to pilblie income
and expendittire.. and all Tax or Revenue Bills iistially

called Money Bills, must originate in the Commoùs and
be introduced by the Government.

BILLS (PIRIV.ATIC) are chiefly introdured to enable in-
dividuals or bodies corporate tn undertake, works of public
utility at their own ri@k and chiefly for their own emolu-
ment and benefit; but there are nther Private Bill.Q whivh

freqilently come before Parliament, such ai; Bills for
adjustinir claims to property between individual, claim-

ants, and Bills relating to, divorce, naturalization. etc.,
etc. The expenses of legislation in sileh matters milst be

paid by the parties seeking the relief; and a dppnâit of
V.00 must be made immediately after the sçcond reading
of the BilL -- Aller the second reading, if all the rules of
the House have been complied with, Private Bills go to a
Select Standing Committee, and it is before tliiB Com-

mittee thaf, prnper attention miié§t be given hy the parties,
intere8ted. Individuals or companies may appear by
Parliamentary Agents.

BuDG", Tffz-lm the financial statement laid annually
by the Finance Minister before Parliampnt, of the esti-

mated publie income and expenditure of the following
year, commencing Ist Jilly. In it he mentions what taxes

it i8 propoéed to repeal, reduee, or augment, and what
new ones are to be impwed. In his speech on this occa-
sion, the Minister reviews the financial, condition of the
cou n try . com ng the incorne and expen littire of the

previous yearleh those of preceding yeorsjnstifying the
changets that are proptaed to be made and ewtiinating
their probab1e effects This statement is gpnerally made
in the Canada Httuse on the motion to go 'ntoCommittee
of Ways and Means, with the Speaker in the Chair.

CiffAiRmAN op, CommiiTiom-He presidea when the
House in in Conimittee, and nits at the table in the mat of

the Clerk of the House. Hia vote in never given in Com-
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mitteeq except when, on a division, the members are
equal. If the Speaker leave the chair, he may call upon
him to preside as Deputy Speaker. (See Rev. Stat. of

Can., c. 14.)

CLERR OF THE QUEE-N'S PRIVY COVN.-CIT., FOIR CANADA ig
appoinied by the Crown under the Great Seal, and is the
confidential Secretary of the Government of Canada. He
is the custodian of all State papers.

CLERK OF imic Housim oF la appointed by the
Crown by commission under the Great Seal. It is hie
duty to make minutes, inot of the argumenta used in the

House, but the decisions at whieh it arrives-in other
words, to make a true and faithful record of all the pro-
ceedings in whieh it may be engaged; to see that they
Ère correctly printed and distributed to the members; to
read aloud all such documents as the House may order

to be read ; to perform the duty (without taking the
chair) of president or moderator' du ring the choire of a
Speaker, putting a question and directing a division in
the same manner that a SPaker would do. He site at
the upper end of the table, wîth one amistant.

CLERK OF THE CROWN iN- CiiANci§Ry is appointed by the
Crown. He imues writs for elections, makes certificates
to the House of Commons, in due form, of the return of
members. and performw other funetions relating to elec-

tions. He attends the House with election retums, and
amende the same when so, ordered. The varlous pro-

clamation8, summoning, proroguing and dissolving, are
issued by command out of Chancery. At the close of &
session, when the Governor attends the Senate to, give
the Royal amnt to Mils, it is the duty of this officer
to read the titles of the bills in the English and French

languages.

Comm iTmE%.-,r. - Parli amen t has an inherent power to
punish all contempt of their authority or disobedience of
their mandates. Each House is airmed with power to
repress any aggmssion committed upon its rights, or any

interfèrence with its privileges, but in the case of the
Commons, the operation of this power is limited to the

session of Parliament, committale by that House being
invalidated by a. prorogation. Either House can delegate
to a committee the power of 8ending for papers and
records, but in case a witnew refuses to appear,, the com-

mittee rnust seek power from the House to enforce his
attendance.
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Commi-rrEns.-Are, first, those of the Whole House,
which may he to consider certain resolutions, as to the

nature of which conisiderable latitude prevails; or the
Bouse itself re8o] veB into such Com mittee to, consider the
details of a Bill, the principle of which may be diseilosed

at any or all of its other stages; or there may be Com-
mittees for financial purpoaes, as those of 'ý Supply," or

Ways and Nleans," (which sS). Secondly, Select Com-
mittees, chosen by ballot or othêrwise. for some, specific

purpose. The number composing such bodies seldom
ip exceeds fifteen members, except by permission of the

Bouse, or in case of the large Standing Committxàe (like
the Banking and Commerce and Railways, Canals and
Telegraph Lines,) appointed at the commenSment of each
session. Thirdly, Committeeiî on Private Bills (which iwe).

When the whole House is in Coinmittee, the Speaker
vacates the chair, the Mare is placed under the table,
and some member is called to preside (generally the

Chairman of Committees), who sits in the seat of the
Clerk of the House.

-S BOUSE OF,-According to the theoiry of the
English constitution, the Houseof Commons repreaents

the whole population. Although the member8 returned
by the country voters are presumed to represent the

interest concerned in agriculture, and the mernbers
returned by town8 have their attention most directed

towards the interests of trade, yet it is -unconstitutional to,
811ppose that memberis are delegates of any special com-

munity. Esch member is held to represent the interests
of the nation. The proceedings of the Commons are
regulated by Standing Orders. The Speaker takes the
chair at 3 p.m. daily. If there be a quorum. the business

is proceeded with; if not the House is adjotirned to the
next day, at 3 p.m. Early meetings take place before the

termination of the Session, in order to expedite business
and bring matters to a el'sé; the Ilouse does not usually
meet on Saturday, nor doe8 it assemble on any holiday.

Nio one can be admitted to hear the debates without an
order from the Sorpauttat-Arrns, ýwhieh is generally

obtained throtigli a member. Twenty members, inclu&
ing the Speaker, constitute a quorum.

-cm, A, is a specieis of negotiation between
the two Bouses of Parliament, conducted by managers
appointed on both sidéli, for the purpoee of producing con-
currence, in cases where mutuai consent is neces8arv; or
for the purpose of reconciling differences which may have
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arisen. It is the sole. privilege of the %,,-nate to name, the

time and place for holding a conféreDce, no matter by
whié-h bouse it may have been demanded. Reuons in
writing for the cour>e. resolved to be taken are usually

furiii8hed to th.e managers on both side8, in which case it
is simply called " a conference." Should this groceeding

fail, 46 a free conférence " muet be held, whie gives an
opportunity for ti e managers individually, and unre-
strained by any precise form of agreement, to urge such
reasons as, in their judgment, may be8t tend to influence
the House to which thev are addressed. A free conférence
is usuallv demandpd ifter two conferences have been

holden without effect. After one free conference, none
ol lier but free conferences can be held touching the saine
-ubject. Under modern practice, however, conferences
are now obviated by sending reasons to either House in
case of a disagreement on a Bill.

CON-TIROVERTE.D ELECrIO-.Ns.-The trial of election peti-
tions is now regulated, by Rev. Stat. of Can., Cap. 9. which
transfets the entire jurisdirtion to the Courts of Law.
A petition, complaining of undue election, muet be pres-

ented within 30 days after the day of publication in the
Cavada Go,-.efte of the reeeipt of the return to the writ of
election by flie Clerk of the Crown in Chancery, unless it
questions the return or electicn upon an allegation of

corrupt practices, etv., in whieh case it may be presented
at anv tirrie within 30 days after the day of payment. At
the time of presentation of a petition, a de"it of $1000
in gold or Dominion notes, is to be made with the Clerk
of the Court, by those presenting it, as sectirity for pay-
ment of all costs, charges and expenses, that may become,
payable by the petitioner.

COVNT OUT.-Tf a rnember takes notice of the number
misent, the Speaker countp the House, and if 15 Senators
in the case of the Senate, and 20 members, in the case of
the Honse of (."ommons, be not present, the Speaker

adjourns the House without question put, until next
sitting day.

VOTES AND PROCREDIN,-GS, are the entries printed and
published daily of the transactions of the House mad8
at the table by the Clerk, from, which the journals are
compiled.

NOTICES OF «.NIOTIO.N-.-Tlie notice of au intended motion
must, as a rule, appear on the Business Paper of the
House on the day when it is to, be moved.

OATHS OF Mj@mBme.-New members may take ànd
subscribe the oath at any time during the sitti of the

House before the orders of the day and notices iD motion
have been entered upon, or after they have been disposed
of, but no debate nor business may be interruj)tý-d for

that purpose. After the first day of a new Parliament
(wheu the members are sworn in by Commissioners per

dedimm protestatan at the Clerk's table) members are
sworn in, and sign the roll in the Clerks office, fur con-

venience sake.

0imuR.-By this word is meant ébedience to certain
rules and regulatïons intended to facilitate, the despateh
of business, and preserve that decoru m necemary in ail
deliberati ve fflemblieg. The rule8 by which the business
of Parliament is conducted are of two, kindis: one kind
the House posmmes in commun with ail deliberative
semblies another la peculiar to, its own existence and
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powers. For the proper application of all the" rules, the
ýpeaker or Chairmanle decision i8 bad,-and to this decis-
ion due deference à at all times paid. The Speaker,
while in the Chair, takes no part in the debate, it being

hie duty to regulate the manner in which busiiie98 Bhall
be transacted ; to eonfine those members who address the

Bouse to, the subject under consideration; to give hie
ppinion in all things which relate to order; to, put the
matter in dispute intothe form of a question, upon which

the votes of the mombers are taken, and to, declare the
majority au soon as it is conimunicated to Iiiiii by the
Clerk. It is also hie duty to state when the business of

the House is closed, and to see. that de transactions are
correctly and properly recorded. After routine, lie calla

u n the raember whose motion standm firet on the paper
ornotices, or who is otherwise entitled- to precedence. A
motion muet be seconded or fallâ to the ground; being
seconded, the motion is handed in writing to the ,Speaker,
who has to read it before debate can be, liad upon it;

baving been road, objections may be urged. Thore are
several ways by which a motiSi may be oppoeed ; it may
be met by a direct negative, oîr by au amendaient, or by a
motion to postpone, or by proceeding to, the next order of
the day, or by movingi-the previous question, or by the
simple motion of adjournment. A motion once read

cannot be withdrawn without the permission of the
Bouse. «Unless a speech is made objecting to a motion,
neither mover nor seconder can èpeak. a second time, ex-
cept in explanation. If, however, a debate doee arise, in
which opposition is offéred to the mover of a motion, he

bas the right to reply; but this priviloge does not belong
to the mover of an amendment. AU are permitted to
explain. The debate being ended, the Speaker or Chair-
man puta the question, and calls upon thoBe in favour to
say '« Yea,"I and thoBe of a contrary disposition to say

Thuis
a number of successive amendments to the original
motion may be dispoeed of. Any member is at liberty to
interrupt another by " rising to, order," which means that
he rises in his place and calls the attention of the Chair
and the House to, a breacli of order thon bei-ng committed.
In debate it is contrary to, order to mention any member

by name; the same rule prevails in Cominittee of the
Wholep ex-ce t as regards the Chaiirman, who is some-

time8 called his name, and not Mr. Chairman.

ORDERS OF THE DAY.-Are the bills set down for con-
sideration on a particular day.

PARLIAMENT, the nime of the Supreme Logislature of
Great Britain, wu first used in the reign of Henry III.

It wu firet applied in Canada by the B.N.A. Act.

PARLIAMIONTAny A-cEN.-T..-In England all the business
for ivate corporations and individùàls is transacted by

ParUamentary Agents, who eonduce to the intere8ts of
their clients, as well as to the convenience of Committees
and Memberis through thoir familiarity with Parliamen-

tary practice. Theïr em loyment is sanctioned in Can-
ada, every agent being ýR(uk 72î personally responsible
to the House and to the Speaker for the observance of the

rules, orders and practice of Parliament, and for the pay-
ment of ail fées and charges ; and all agenta must have
received the express sitnetion and authority of the

Speaker. As a rule they are professional. gentlemeu.

Puri iox.s.-The following rules >respecting Petitions
should be carefully obeerved, as deviation therefrom. will
involve rejection :-

(1.) Petitions involving publie, expenditure, such as
grants of money or lands, claims for arrears of pay or for

remuneration for publie service rendered, or other de-
mands imposin a burthen u n the people, cannot be

receiyed by the lhouse, which Uas not the power of initia*
ting such imposition.

Petitior4g of this nature should be addrmed to " Hia
Excellency the Governor-General in CounciV' The cor-
rect form is to forward them. to, the Wretary of State,
who will then, «« by command," refer them to the MinW
ters of the Cýrown to whoee Department their subjecta
respectively relate; and they will thereafter be dealt with

ested. In point of fact, however, the forwarding of such,

r titions by members of Parliament, with covering letter,
irllè,ct to the Department concerned, at any time and with-

Iii this way, petitions may be brought before the execu-
tive in ample time for considerat ion hefore the meeting of

Parliament, when the. representatives can, if desired,
bring on a discussion upon the merita of the case.

Alihough such petition8 may not be presented to the
Hoiléie, which has not the power of izranting them, it is

quite in order (alter ppoceeding as above) to bring them.
under the conizauce of Parliament by moving an address
to His Excellency for them, and any other papers con.

nected with thom in the Departmènts, to, ýý broujiht
down ; and the Government, upon its responsibility.'to
Parliament, can then be broughi to account for the exe;ýý

cise or non-exercise of the power vested in it of granting
the pecuniary or other relief prayed for.

(2.) It haq been decided that aliens, non-residenta of
the Duminion of Canada, have not the right of petitioning

thio Parliament. Excepticn ifi made, however, in eau of
private bills. See Bourinots'Prowdure, P. 265.

Pétitions may be either writtW or pnnted; pro-
vided always, that the sig'natures of à% least ' three p.eti.

tioners (in case of a number of petitionem,, are subscribeil
on the sheet containing the prayer-of the petition. Any
single individual may petition Parliametit

(4.) Signatures to, petitions -must bë original ; no
agent should sig'a petifion to, Parliament for any pur-
pose. No chairman can sign fur a peic meeting, but
the com mon wal of a corporalimis received » the petition
of the whole body.

(5.) AU petitions must be in respectfül and temper-
ate language, an& must not contain any matter in breach

of the privilffle of the House, such au animadversion
upon the conduct of the Parliament, or reference to any
subject under debate, or to a motion in course of prepara-
tion.

(6 Petitions,",to the House of Commons should be
add ressed 'l io th# Honourabk Ow Commons of Canada, in
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Parliament assembled ; the statement of grievance or cause
of complaint should be clearly and succinctly set forth,
and they muist close witb a bpecific prayer, thus:

1171erefore you-r petitioner pray.R iliat," &c., setting
forth the redress and relief that is souglit.

(7.) The inember presenting a petition should en-
dorse bis name ibereon, and present it, in bis place in the

House, confining himself, w lien doing so, to the statement
of the parties from whom. it comes, the number of signa-
tures attached to it, and the material allecrat.1011S'it con-
tains. Be is responsible that it does not contain imperti-
nent or improper matter.

(S-) After a lapse of two days for scrutiny by the
Speaker and Clerk of the House, every petition which

proves to, be properly receivabke is (Rule 86) " brought to,
the Table by direction of the Speaker, who cannot allow

any debate, or any member to, speak upon or in relation
to such petition; but it may be read by the Clerk at the

Table, if required ; or if it complain of some present per-
sonal grievance, requiring an immediate remedy, the
matter contained therein mav be brought into imniediate
discussion. In ordinary course, it may, upon motion, be.
referred to a committee, or resolutions may be based

upon it," etc.

PREMIM, T]qE.-IS the beard of Her Majesty's Gov-
ernment in Canada-is the connecting link, between Her

Majesty's representative and ber Privy Cotincil for
Canada; selects his colleagues in the Ministry, and is.
virtually responsible for the entire patronage of the
Crown.

PREVIOUS QUESTTSz, Tii& -Is a mode of attempting to,
avoid a direct expression of opinion upon a motion. lt is.

effected by proposing, in lieu of the original motion, a
motion " that this question be now put." A vote is taken
on this, and if negatived, the original motion is practical-

ly rejected, although the motion may be proffled again
at a subsequent sitting.

PRIVILEGE, A QUESTION OF, is founded on a matter
directly coDcerning the privileges of the House, recently
arisen, and calling for its immediate interposition. Such
a matter may be considered without notice, and talles

precedence of all other business.
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PRIVILEGES OF '.NIEN.ll',ERS.--Under Rev. Stat. of Can.,
cap. 2, sec. 3. every member of the Senate and House of

CQmmons enjoys the like privileges, immunities and
powers as at the time of the pasgino, of the B. N. A. Act,

1867. were enjoye(l by the British Hoilse of Commons,
and such privilé-.ges as are, from. time to time defined by
any Act of the Parliament of Canada. These privilezes
include freedom of speech and person, and freedom from

legal arrest and sqivire under process from the Courts (f
Law ' and Equity. This dot-s not extend tx) indictable
offences, or to actilal contempts of the Courts of Justice.

They are exempt froin all duties, the performance of
which mioht interfere with their prompt attendance to

their Parliamentary calls.

PIRIVILEGES OF PARLIAMENT.-Amongst, the privîleges
which the Commons claim are:

The power of committing individuais to prison ; the
power of publishing matters which, if not issuing from.

such high authoritv, might beconie the subject of proced-
inus in a court of law; the power of directing the Law
Officers of the Crown to prosecute persons accused of
offences azainst the laws or affecting the privilpges of
Parliament; and finally, of doin2 anything not directly
contravenino, an existing Act of Parliament, whioh may
1)e necessary for the vindication and protection of its own
rightB, in the exercise of its constitutional funetione.

Privilege of Parliament, such as it 18, continues for a
convenient time after prorogation and dissolution.

PROPERTY QUALIFICATION-of members of the Commons
is not now nocessary. A Senator inlist be possessed of
$4000 real and personal estate over and above all liabilities.

PROROGATIO.; OF PARLIAMENT, is an interruption of its
sittings by Royal authority. All unfinished business ter-
minates and dies with a prorocration. Prorogation never

extends beyond forty days, but it may be repeated from
timetotimeb proclamation. and continueto be renewed

until it is intended that Parliaraent shall meet for the
despatch of business. Tho Crown can summon Parlia-
ment to Ineet at any time by giving fourteen days'notice.
By the British North America Act. Sec. 30. it is provided
that 1' there shall be a Session of the Canadian Parlia-
liament once, at least, everv year, so that twelve months

shall not intervene between the last sitting," etc.

PUBLIC WO.Ks, MINISTER OF, has the charge of da's9
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bydraulie works, the construction and repair of harbours,
piers and work-s for improvino, the navigation of any
water, works for facilitaiing transmission of timber, roads

and bridges. publie buildings, vessels dredges, scows and
maebinery for the improvernen t of navigation, telegraph

lines and all other property which belong to Canada.

QUALIFICATION OF ELECTOIR.S.-A voter in a Commons
election must be of the full age of twenty-one years, a
British subject, and otherwise qualified as sbewn in the
table on page 90.

QUEEN'S PIRINTERY is bead of tbe'Department of Publie
Printing and Stationery, and subject to the Secretary of
State.

QUEEN'S PRIV-Y COUNCIL FOR CAN--ADATH,, is the Conneil
to aid and advise in the Government of Canada. B. N. A.
Act, 1867, Sec. 11.

RAILWAYS AND CANALS, MI.\-ISTER OF, bas the charge
and direction of all the GoverDment Railways and Canals,
and of all works and property appertaining or incidental,
thereto; also of Railways and Canals placed tinder his
charge and direction by any Act or Order in Couneil.

REVISIN.-G OFFICER, revises and completes, in accord-
ance wil li the Elecioral Franchi,,qe Act, the lists of persons

entitled to be registered as voters in the electoral district
for wbich he is appointed. He holds office during good
behaviour.

ROYAL ASSENT, the Act by wbich the Crown agrees to
a Bill. It is usually given af the end of a Seýssion, unless
there is urgent necessity for the Act becomirig law with-
out loss of time, in which case the Governor-General, or

tlie person administering the Government, comes down to
the Senate Chamber, and tbere, in the presence of both
Bouses, gives bis assent. Bis Excelleincy specially mani-

fests his assent to the Supply Bill. Bills to which the
RoyalAssent is not given are pronouinced to be reserved.

for the signification of Her Majesty's pleasure -thereon,
and, arp, mentioned in the Official Gazette as baving, been
reserved for Ber Majesty's consideration. Unlessn a re-
serve is made in theAct itself, so soon as the Royal Assent

is given, the Act be-comes a law, and can be proceeded on
before any competent Court.

SENATEY TnE, is composed of 80 members appointed
by the Crown, distributed as follows: Ontario 24, Quebec
.4, NovaScotia 10, New Brunswick 10, Manitoba 3, British
Columbia 3rP. E 1. 4, and N W. T. 2. A Senator must
be a natural born or a naturalized British subject, of the
full age of 30 years, resident in the Province for which he

is appointed, and possessed of real and personal estate to,
the amount of $4000 over and above all liabilities. The
time for the ordinary meeting of the House is 3 p-m-,

unless some other time shall have previously beffl or-
dered. If a quorum is not present at thirty minutes after
the time of meeting, the House is adjourned until the

next sitting day. Fifteen members, including the Speaker,
constitute a quorum. The Speaker of the Senate is an
oflicer appointed by the Crown.

SERGE.ANT ATAiRms.-Thl'F3 officer, although in attend-
anee on the House of Commons, is appointed by the

CroWn. It is bis duty to obey the commands of the
House, to, apprehend and take into eustody all those who

are committed for any offence by the House -All the
messengers and servants of the House, except the Clerks,

are under bis orders He bas 'a seat within the Bar, and
directs all arrangements for the maintenance of order in
the approaches -thereto, and in the galleries. He is, of
course, in immediate attendance upon tÂhe Speaker, from,
whom he takes all orders in connection with bis duties
He is assisted by a Deputy.

SPEAKER.-He is the preÈiding officer of the House.
He reads all communirations which come frôm the

Queen's Representative or the Senate to the Commons;
be bas to, present and read such addresses and petitions
as are carried up to the Governor-General -by the whole

House, and to, deliver the usual speeches, on the art of
the Commoins, when prosenting the Supply Bill, and
otber Bills calling for peculiar note and remark. Through
him all witnesses and prisoners at t'ne Bar of the House

are examined, and he directs all arrangements when the
House is to be addressed by c0unsel. It is bis duty to,

deliver the reprimand of the House to, any one who bas
ineutred the penalty of receiving it; it is also bis duty to
issue warrants of committal or release for breach of privi-

lege; to communicate with any parties, wben so instructed
by the House. He enforces the Rules of the House; he

cannot join in any -débate unless in Committee of the
Whéle ýouse. As the presiding officer of the House. ho

bas all the duties attached to, such an office. The Speaker
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is cliosen by the mpmbers of Parliainent, and liolds his
oflive until the Parliament in which lie je elertp(j ig dis-

solved. Shotild a member persevere in disobeving the
order of tho Speaker, and of the Hoilse, the Speàer mayfi name him," a course tiniforiniv followed, as the term.
implie,,s. bv the (ynsýiire of the flouse. On divisions 'when the numbers liappen to be equal, he gives-the cast-

ingvote, generally Nvith his reasons for voting Init lie never
otherwise, votes.

The series of resolutions in vorn., when reported,
are read the, er8t tIM05 Proforma; then the second îime en
bloc,.(not the fir.Rt resolution the second time, as formerly
the - actice in Canada) at which place qeneral discussion
of the subject takes place. The resolutions are then read

singly, when discussion is confined to, the subject matter
of each. Those whieh may be adopted are embodied in
a Bill or Bills, and in due course and form become the

law of the land. As in the case of Supply Bills, the
Senate may reject these Bills, but can not amend them.

Was requested to take the place of
Sir E. P. Taché as Prime Minister, on the death of that

cil and was apptd. Minister of Justice and Attorney-Gen-
eral of Can.. an office he continued to fill until he and his
Ministry resigned on the Pacific Raliway charges, 6 Nov.
1873. On the resignation of the Reform Administration,

-i
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Oct. 1878, formed the present Government, in which he
became Minister of the Interior. Resigned this Portfolio
and became President of the Council and Superintendent-
General of Indian Affairs, 17 Oct. 1883. In 1871 was ap-
pointed one of Her Majesty's Joint High Commissioners
and Plenipotentiaries, together with Earl de Gray (now
Marquis of Ripon), Sir Stafford Northcote, Sir Edward
Thorniton, and Right Hon. Montague Bernard, to act in
connection with five commissioners named by the Presi-
dent of the United States, for the settlement of th'e Ala-
bama claims, and of matters in dispute between Great
Britain and the United States, the labours of which Joint
High Commission resulted in the Treaty of Washington,
signed at Washington, U.S., on 8 May, 1871. Received
degree of D.C.L. (hon.) from Oxford Univ.. 1865. Is also
LL.D. of Queen's Univ., Kingston, and of MeGill Univ.,
Montreal, and a D.C.L. of Univ. of Trinity Coll., Toronto.
Created K.C.B. (civil> July 1867, and a G.C.B., Nov. 1884.
Created a Knight Grand Cross of the Royal Order of Ia-
bel la Catolica (of Spain), Jan. 1872. Nominated a mem.
of Her Majesty's Most Honorable Privy Council, July
1872, and sworn in Aug. 1879. Unanimously elected
leader of the Can. Liberal Conservative Opposition, 6
Nov. 1873. Sat for Kingston in the Can. Assem. from
Nov. 1844 until the Union. Returned for same seat in
Commons at g.e. 1867; at g.e. 1872, and at g.e. 1874. Un-
seated on petition, 21 Nov. 1874; re-elected 29 Dec. 1874.
Contested the city of Kingston at g.e. 1878, when he was
defeated. Immediately afterwards was elected by accla-
mation for Marquetie, Man., which he vacated, on accept-
ance of office as Premier and Minister of the Interior on
17 Oct. 1878. Was then elected for Victoria, B.C. Elect-
ed for Carleton and Lennox at g.e. 1882, and subsequent-
ly decided to sit for the former constituency. Elected for
the constituencies of Carleton and Kingston at g.e 1887,
and in 1888 decided to sit for the latter constituency. The
following are among the principal measures which have
been carried through Parlt by the Right Hon. Knight,
viz :-The secularization of the clergy reserves; the im-
provement of the criminal laws; the promotion of public
instruction ; the consolidation of the statutes; the exten-
sion of the municipal system; the re-organization of the
militia; the settlement of the seat of Government ques-
tion; the establishment of direct steam mail communi-
cation with Europe; the establishment of additional
penitentiaries, criminal lunatic asylums and reformatory
prisons, and providing for the inspection thereof; the
providing for the internal economy of the House of Com.
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mons; the re-organization of the Civil Service on a perma-
inent basis ; the construction of the Intercolonial Railway
the enlargement of the canaltz - the enactrnent of a string-

ent election law; the ralification of the M'amhington
Treatv; the Conféderation of B.N.A., and extension and

consolidation of the Dominion. In his position as leader
of the Opposition, Sir Jolin, on several occasions. gave the

late Government the benefit of his ability and long ex
perience in perfecting several of their most important

measiires, notably the Insolvent Act and the Act consti-
tuting the Supreme Court of the Dominion. During the

summer of 1880, Sir Jolin visited England in company
with Ministers of Railways and Agriculture, where they
arranged the contract for the construction of the Pa(ific

Railway. to wbich Parlt. bas given effect. Visited Eng.
again Nov. 1884, and wbile there was recognized as the
pioneer of the idea of Imperial Unity. He attended the
Conférence beld in London on 18 Nov. 1884, at wbich the
Imperial Federation League was formed. and he moved

torial Government for the North-West, have all been,
more or less, moulded and directed by him. In addition,
two very important questions, which for some time
agitated the public mind and threatened the gravest
complications-the Manitoba amnesty and the New
Brunswick school questions-were satisfactorily adjusted
during Mr. M.'s administration.
