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This decrease was anticipated for the reasons stated in the report which I had
the honor to submit under date 10th January, 1875, in which it was estimated that
the revenues of 74-75 had been anticipated by about $680,046.

Comparing the receipts of the two years 1873—4 and 1874-5, with the receipts of
the two preceding years ended on 30th June 1873, there has been an increase of
$1,542,822, If the receipts of 1874-5 are compared with the average receipts of the
three preceding years an increase of only $123,203 iz shown, or if for the purpose of
excluding the exceptionally large Revenue of 1873—4, the receipts of the year last
¢losed are compared with the average receipts of the three years ended on 30th June,
1873, an increase will the shown of $610,484 or nearly 11} per cent, and this appears
to be the most satisfactory comparison.

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Making the comparisons with the averages of the three years ended 30th June,
1873, e find that the quantity of spirits made in 1874-5 was greater by 71 per cent.
‘han the average of the three years, while the quantity taken for consumption was
10} per cent. less.  This was evidently due to the advance on the rate of duty in
April, 1874, the anticipation of which, as was shown in my last report, induced dis-
tillers and dealers to ex-warehouse their stocks. The average of the last two years as
comparcd with the average of the previous three years shows an increase of about’
5} (5-46) per cent. in the quantity made and of about 6% (6%8) per cent. in the
quantity taken for consumption. It is probable therefore that the increased duty

from 63 to 75 cents per wine gallon has not checked consumstion to any material
extent.

It is proper to bear in mind, however, that there is & cause which may check
comparative consumption under a high rate of duty, which has not yot had time to
develope itself. I mean Illicit Distillation. For several years past labor of all kinds
has been well remunerated, and no one has been tempted by enforced idleness to
engage in illicit trade, and I am inclined to believe that there has been no great
amount of fraudulent manufacture carried on. But if the present dearth of employ-
ment continues I shall not be surprised if illicit stills are set up to an extent that will
malke some impression on this source of revenue without the quantity consumed heing
at all reduced. To prevent this the utmost vigilance on the part of our officers will
be necessary as well as a rigorous administration of the law in all cases when a con-
viction can be obtained.

The quantity in bond at the end of the year 1874-5 appears to have been greater
than at the end of any previous year. It was more than double the quantity in bond
on the 30th June, 1874, and nearly 58} per cent. greater than the average quantity
in bond at the termination of each of the three previous years. These facts may be
considered as indicating that dealers’ stocks have been run low during the past year
and that we would be justified in anticipating a considerable increase in the quantity
taken for consumption in 1875-6 as compared with 1874-5, with a corresponding in-
crease in the revenue, but up to the present date these apparently reasonable antici-
pations have not been realized to any very large extent.

The quantity of spirits exported during the past year was 202,451 proof gallons
as against 197,676 in 1873-4, while the average exports for 1871-2-3 were 343,512
proof gallons. In this Lranch of the business there is therefore a decided decline.
There has, however, been a steady increase in the quantity of spirits nsed in bonded
manufactures, chiefly for the production of vinegar and methylated spirits. The
exac! figiies wili be found in column 6 of the above statement.

Stides and Booms.

The revenue derived from these works in 1874-53 amounts to $121,627, as compared
with-$130,775 in 187374, showing a decrease of $9,148. The uncollected balances
have increased from $160,446, due on 1st July, 1874, to $201,576, due at the end of
the last fiscal year. A large portion of these balances consist of claims against t.he
mill owners at the Chaudiere, which they dispute, and the payment of which has
been from time to time delayed under various pleas, but there are also considerable
undisputed sums for which time has been asked.

Hydrawlic Rents and Minor Public Works,

The outstanding balances on account of hydraulic rents have been somewhat
decreased during the past year.  On the 1st July, 1874, they amounted to $188,264.
On the 30th June, 1875, ﬂfey amounted to $175.901. This reduction has, however,
been entirely due to authorized abatements of claims, which amounted to
$26,483. The rents accrued during the year amounted to $37,804, of which only
$23,684 had been paid when the account was closed. There are several debits car-
ried to account against parties who dispute their liability. During the past and pre-
ceding year, payment of the several balances was demanded with but little result, in
so far as relates to those in dispute, and I fear that legal proceedings will have to be
resorted to before any substantial progress is made in the collection of cven such
arrears as are open to no reasonable question.

‘CuLLING TIMBER.

The fees for culling timber amounted to $89,597, as against $95,912, but the
collections during the past year amounted to no more than $78,966, compared with
$92,772, collected in 1873-74. The cost of the Supervisor’s office for cullers’ fees,
salaries and contingencies, amounted during the last year to $81,774, being consid-

erably within the vote for that service. The above figures indicate a very important
