An Act to authorize the Sisters of the Grey Nunnery of
Montreal to dispose of certain Property at Point St.

W HEREAS the Superior and other Members of the community Preamble,
of the Sisters of Charity of the General Hospital at Montreal,

known by the name of the Grey Nuns, have petitioned the Legis-
lature with respect to their Farm at Point St. Charles near Mont-

30 p'rice of such sales or alienations, and the capital sums of the consti-
tuted or ground rents, or to leave the whole amount in the hands
ofthe purchasers for any term or terms.

II. And vhereas by an Act passed in the ninth year of Her Act 9 vie.
Majcsty's Reign, and chaptered ninety-two, the said Sisters of Cha- cP-92e'lx
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ritv of the General Iospital of Montreal, were authorized to sell or
alienate their property and dependencies at Pointe à Callières, in the
City of Montreal, for a price or sum of money, or for constituted
rents, aid doubts have been entertained as to whether they were
eml)owcred( to sell or alienate them for a ground rent or for other 5
lands; he it therefore enactud, That the said Act shall be under-
stood to give power to the said Sisters of Charity to sell or alienate
the whole or any part of their said property at Pointe à Callières, in
the saine manner as they are hereby enpowered to dispose of their
property at Point St. Charles, for redeemable or unredeemable 10
ground rents or for other lands.

the immoveable property, lands taken iii exchange, constituted and
ground rents so acquired, in the ianner prescribed by this Act, 2q
all laws of Mortmain or other Acts or laws to the contrary, not-
withstanding.

authority of this Act, and of the capital sums of money which they
shall have received arising from such sales and alienations by them
made under the authority of this Act. 30
