The alleged slave was take.: up as a fugitive
from Virginia and lodged in the Marion county
jail for trial,  On the day of the trial an un-
asual number of jersons assembled at the court
house to learn the result. The witnesses were
examined, and counsel heard, but the judge
reserved his decision till the next morning. In
the morning the judge decided in favor of the
prisoner. We copy an account of what follow-
ed from the Manon Visitor :

As soon as the decision was ended, the pre-
tended owners seized the prisoner—the
standers resisted and endeavoured 1o rescue
him, decle..ng him to be free, and desiring
them to let Hin run at large, but the Virgin-
ians still maiatained their possession by force,
and presented pistols, bowie knives, dirks, &e.
threatening the lives of all them who would
lay hands on them or the negro, and all this
in open court.—Our citizens and friends from
the country stood out in defence of their tram-
pled and insulted laws which were thus s t at
defiance.

In the scene of confusion e negro was tak-
en down stairs, anc dragged by his captors
through the streets. Those who forced him
onward were arme ! with »istols, bowie knives,
and daggers. At this uousaal and horrible
sight, the populace became enraged, and at-
tacked them with stones and whatevcr missiles
l'l!') could get hold of —they at lenght succeed-
ed in getting him into one of our Justice’
office, and ther' guarded him, (as is stated for
a new trial.)

The full ength portrait of Her Majesty the
Queen, painted by Sully fur the St. George’s
Society of Philadelphia, has arrived in Que
bec, and is now in course of exhibition at the
Picture Gallery opposite the Upper Town
Maurket Place.  Much integest bas been cre-
ated in this painting in the United States,
from the circumstance of its being the produe-

troversy with respect to the exclusiv: propri-
etorship of it, which aiose between Mr. Sully
and the Society. “Yhe particulars of that
controversy having already appeared in the
Transcript, it is unneccssary to repeat them,
further than stating that Mr. Sully gained his
point, and is now exhibiting, in the United
States, a copy of the picture, for his own be-
nefit.

Of the merits of the picture, we are not
competent to give an opinion of our own, but
we have been fa roured with « erifigue on it
by a talented artist in Quebec, which will be
found below. From this it would appear that
the talents of the American painter are some-
what overrated by his countr ien, as usual
with them ; but a sig!t of th tore is weell
worth the price of n admission tcket, not-
withstanding the defects that are apparent!to
professional eyes, and, were it even a mere
daub, the British inhabitants ~f Quebec would
with great pleasure, we are sure, contribute
towards the prosperity of a charitable society
of Englishmen in the neighbouring republic,
founded with views similar to those of the
three national societies in this city.
