THE BEGINNING AND THE END.

Meeting held in October of the same 
year, a Boy’s Committee was added to 
the list of regular committees. The 
first Chairman was Mr. (now Rev. ) Dy­
son Hague. The chairmanship was as­
signed to different persons each year un­
til 1879 when Mr. Charles (more famil­
iarly known to the boys as Charlie) Ed­
wards, took charge and was retained in 
office until his departure for New York 
in 1882. Under his direction the work 
was well sustained, and his departure 
was regretted by all, The work is now 
under the charge of Mr. J. J. Findlav, 
and is progressing as favorably as could 
well be expected. We hope that in the 
proposed alterations iu our building the 
claims of the Boy's Branch will not be 
be forgotten.
