1t should then be easy
to deduce that there must be a sanc-
tion— a teaching from a source much
higher than mere human reason or
authority—the revelation of an infinite
superior intelligence. Those traths
may be hard to accept by many be-
cause they appear to involve things
which seem opposed to the dictates of
reason .,

We use the term seem to be opposed
to reason. The difficulties are not dif-
ficulties so much to reason as to imag-
ination. You cannot conceive how a
thing is to be done or what it will look
like when it is done. Reason says
there may be millions of ways in which

it can be done ; imagination says: ‘I
cannot cunceive how it is possible.”’
St. Thomas was incredulous, IHe

In replying His Grace thanked the
clergy of his diocese for their address
and presentation.

[t is a country too often ignoved by
ourists, sho are ignorant of what they
miss. Spain has a peculiar history. It

possesses a peculiar character that has
unever changed through all the ecen
turies : it is the same haughty, re
gerved, grandiloquent Spain to-day as

when it was a great world power and
the sun never so; on its dominions
(Cervantes was not the dminating

genius in his country as Dante was in
his, but he sums up all Spain as the
Italian poet sums up Italy for all time.
He is the impersonation of its charac
ter, its temperament, its folly and wis
dom, its wit and humor, so deep and
rich and yet so peculiarly simple and
genial, unlike the epigrammatic pro-
duet of our times ; its high flown senti
ments, not to be confounded with senti
mentality. Ualike Dante, he did not
have to go through hell or heaven to
understand this life. 1lo found his
university in the streets and inos and
quiet country places of his native land,
as Charles Dickens found his university
in the east end of London.
And the two characters he has set up
against this simple background, the
dreamer and the man of hard common-
sense, have never of fashion,
but have made more poopls laugh and
weop than any characters in
fiction. That they still retain their
hold on the hearts of humanity after
four centuries is the best argument for
the geniuns of their creator. Perhaps
no book is more quoted than Don
Qiixo.e. We constantly guote from
it unconseiously as we do from Shakes
peare, a sign of its immortaliby. In
comparing Shakespeare and Cervantes,
we find that they were kindred spirits ;
the closest harmony existed botween
them though they did not know each
other.

However, let us not do him an in
fustice. e can, on occassion, be as
povere against Protestants as against
this Fresch Catholic. Indeed, while
he never forgets his manners, he perhaps
ocomes the nearest to losing patience
altogether over the lact that Bremond
being a Catholic, accepts Our Lord’s
elaim to be the supreme manifestation
of God in Humanity. Such an appre-
hension of the Gospel he treats very
distinctly as simply unendurable, in
sulting to the essentially equal rank
and worth of the other great religions.
His cersure therclore strikes equally
Catholies and believing Protestants.
He is willing that Christianity shounld
subsist, provided that its adherents
will cease to he Christians. Otherwise
they and their religion are alike in
tolerable. 1 think that even the Grand
Orient of France might be willing to
admit this position as at least a hope
ful instalment towards its great aim of
abolishing Christ, and with Him the
Father and the Spirit, utterly out of
the world.

True, Renan, while wavering hetween
atheism and a belief in the world as
% the dream of a sickly God,"” main

Twenty First Sunday After Pentecost,

GOBSIPING.
Laying hold cf him he thrbtt'ed him sayiog ;
Pay mo what thou owest. (Words laken

from te-day's Gospel )

The Gospel of this Sunday, my dear
brethren, inculcates in the strongest
possible way the distinctively Chris-
sian virtue of brotherly love—the daty,
that is, of cherishing a spirit of caarity
and consideration for other men, aud
especially of forgivirg sny ipjuries
which they may have done us. This
obligation is, however, g0 clearly and
irequently and earnestly enforced in
the New [l'estament, and from our
earliest days has been brought home to
us in 0 many ways, that at first sight
it might seem that I could do some-
thing better this morning than to go
back to such an old and familiar sub-
ject. And yet, old and familiar as it
is, every-day life affords so many proofs
that we do not carry our knowledge
into practicoe that [ am sare that nive
in every ten, perhaps ninety-nine in
every hundred, stand in need of being
reminded of this old and tamiliar
thongh badly learned lesson.

For of wrat is the every day talk of
most women and a great number of
mer made up, if nov of ill Latured
eriticism and deprecziation of their ac
quaintances, neighbors and even
friends ? In the words of St. Paul, are
we not continually biting and devour-
ing one another? Are not the news-
papers filled with stories which pander
to tais uncharitable spirit 2 What, in
short, is more common than detraction,
and even slander ? Yet even these
evils, grave and deadly us thay are,
are but small compared with other man-
ifastations of this same uncharitable
spirit. Why, I have beea told of
people who have worked side by side
in the same workshop, attended the
same church, ever kuelt at the same
altar-rail, ye’, from some trifling canse
or other, have refused to speak to one
another for years! What troub'e priests
have with people who come to confession
to them! Sometimes the very mostthey
can get is a vague, half hearted ex-
pression of forgiveness, but <n no ac
count can they in some cases induce
thoir penitents to extend to one
another that which is due to every man,
be he Jew or Tark, Catholic or Pro
testant—the ordinary salutations which
civility requires.

Now, that all this is wrong is evi
dent. Not one of vs is so blind as not
to be able to see thal., But what the
Gospel to-day ypoints ont, and what [
wish to present to your serious eon
sideration this moruving, is the very
unpleasant cousequences which will in
tallibly follow npon such conduct. We
know the story very well. A slave is
in debt for a very large amrount—an
amount which, while quite willing, he
is utterly uvable to pay. His master
releases him ifrcm this debt.

appear-d to me, a scheme of wide
reaching benevolence, of Christian
charity, of universal brotherhood under
the highest religions sanction. Free-
masonry seemed to me ‘ to supply a
want, ' and, within a year, being punc-
tual in attendance and working at it
most enthusiastically, [ was ' raised to
a ‘*sublime degree.”’”” 1 copy this
from an entry in my diary ‘on the
tenth of November, 1857. And as
evidence of the serious earnestness of
my intentions at the time, I may copy
this note from the diary which runs
thus: ‘May the blessing of God be
with all those who, in deed and in
truth, act up to the priciples of Mas-
onry and the faith of a Christian.’

We have been treated to a Free
thought Congress during the last week,
says the Paris correspondent of the
Glasgow Observer, and a righ; merry
gathering it has been, too.

The congress made itself so ridic
ulous by its antics that some of our
Freethought luminaries, ashawed to
have to own to such proceedings, svg
gested that the Jerunits were at the
bottom of the trouble, snd that the
red-hot radicals and atheists who tried
to smach the variety whose redness and
botness were not so great were only
Jesuitical hirelings who had been paid
& “ louis " apiece to turn the congress
into a bear garden. Methinks the
Jesuits' knowledgo of the world is too
great for them to waste their money to
such purposes,

One of the congress’ most prominent
acts was bo pass a resolution demanding
the immediate release of a man pamed
Malato, who is in jail pending bis
trial for the attempt which was made
on the King of Spain durirg his visit
to Paris, and to send a deputation to
the Minister of Justice to request him
to give immediate eflest to their
modest demand, M. Chaumie, the
Minister, who is by no means a Jesuit,
politely showed the deputation to the
door, and it seems a pity that he ever
condescended to receive it at all,
