Milwaukee Citizen.
Dr. George Atkinson,a leading Brooklyn 

physician, died last week. In performing 
rgical operation on a patient who 

suffering from an infectious disease, the 
first joint of the doctor’s middle finger 
was accidently scratched. “The wound 
at first was apparently insignificant. To - 
wards the end of November the doctor 
began to sutler greatly, 
ago his right side became paralyzed and 
his mind began to wander. Next day, 
only bis left hand could be moved. Since 
then he has been under the constant 
care of half a dozen of the most distin 
guished medical men in the country. 
Dr. Pearse said, last night, that the 
patient’s pulse reached 160, and that the 
end was not far off.” Similarly fatal 
cases from altogether different but 
equally slight causes, have frequently 
occurred. A young man, during the 
course of a convivial gathering, heed­
lessly imbibes a glass of liquor. The act 
“at first was apparently insignificant.” 
But there is a proverb : Sow an act and 
reap a habit; sow a habit and reap a char­
acter; sow a character and reap a destiny. 
Blood poisoning and soul-poison in g 
analagous. The heedless act swells into a 
taste and thirst for liquor, 
pulsations of a fast and reckless life go 
up into the hundreds, nud “the end is 
not far off.” The victim may not die, 
but he is dead to all intents and purposes 
of decent living. He is dead to his own 
self respect: dead as respects his duties 
to his family and to society; dead 
spects his duties towards God. 
such as that ot Dr. Atkinson are not of 
frequent occurrence. In the whole range 
of medical literature, there are not half 
a dozen such instances. But cases of 
moral blood-poisoning from the first sip 
of alcoholic stimulants are reckoned by 
hundreds of thousands, and the records 

spread out upon every police court 
docket in every locality in the land ; 
upon tombstones in every graveyard, and 
furrowed deep in the recollection of 
ruined homes and blasted prospects.

“We did not yield nor Hindi to their 

bullying and intimidation. They sur­
rounded the house where we lodged, 
flung stones at the windows, threw 
large stones at the walls and set up all 
sorts of hideous noises outside.

“Having concluded these Missions, 
determined, even at the sacrifice of 
lives, to complete the one we had opened 
at Bay Roberts. But a few days re- 
mained to us, as we had made arrange, 
ments to leave for New York by the 
Allan mail steamer Hanoverian. We 
communicated with Bishop McDonald, 
and'our plan was to meet tho Bishop at 
Bay Roberts.

WithoutDecision> of the Congregation <f Indulgence» 

regarding the I'encdictio in Articulo 
Mortis

1. This Indulgence can be given only in 
e veto articvlo mortis, and not before this

stage of sickness has been certainly 
reached.

The Congregation seem to evade the 
adoption of the principle that this Indul­
gence can bo given whenever the Last 
Sacraments can be given, that is, when the 
periculum mortis is prudently and reason­
ably presumed to have come.

2. Thu Congregation declares that 
Prinzivalli is incorrect when, in his collec­
tion of Decrees, he represents the Congre­
gation as deciding that this Indulgence in 
Articulo Mortis may be received more than 
once in the same »ickue>.s, whether from 
the same or different prients: and that, on 
the other hand, thu decision given in 
Pustet’s Edition of the JJ^rct i Authcntica 
ludulgentiarum is light, which savs that 
this Indulgence can lie given only once in 
the same sickness, even though the dying 
person have many distinct claims to it ;

ing glance at the advantages of alms­
giving, bearing on this point, is to 
be found in the book of Tobias. Almsgiv­
ing, he says, frees from death, not tem­
poral death. It is not to be supposed that 
alms free us from sin, hut the soul of the 
giver may receive grace and mercy from 
God. Giving alms to advantage is 
obligation. On this point mam deceive 
themselves by imagining that charity may 
be discharged or left aside at discretion. 
The divine law commands us to give alms. 
St. Paul in his epistle to Timothy enjoins 
him to command those under his 
charge to give alms and 
freely, under threat of the 
punishment. God commanded the Israel­
ites to open their hands to the needy and 
poor, so that they might secure the founda­
tion of eternal bliss. God provides for 
the whole human family, and more especi 
ally for the poor, by making tho church 
His agents here below. In order to 
you from being deceived by unworthy 
applicants Holy Mother, the Church, has 
provided for this by banding together a. 
body of men, as founded by St. Vincent do 
Paul, to judiciously administer the funds. 
They go around secretly, find out, not 
cases of chronic poverty only, but cases 
where the respectable workingman’s 
family are trying to hold up their heads, 
their next door neighbors not being 
that they are suffering and in poverty. 
The bread winner of the family may be 
stricken down, and they may he com­
pelled to ‘ell their last article to prevent 
death from starvation. Having still a 
certain amount of honest pride that pre 
vents from making their wants public, 
they may reveal it to their pastor or 
clergy who will visit tho family 
and apprise the members of St. Vincent 
de Paul, who will strictly preserve the 
secret of their want and a sist them until 
the breadwinner may be restored to 
health and employment again. Ilis 
Lordship said it was his pleasing duty 
to call attention to the Chief 
Magistrate of the city, (Mayor 
Mason), whose forethought and fatherly 
care were shown in providing fuel for thu 
poor and giving employment to the labor­
ing men, calling together the heads of the 
charitable societies, St. Vincent do Raul 
included, in order to distribute relief to 
the needy, lie fervently prayed for God 
to bless him here and hereafter.

succeed in INSULTING OltANUE ARCHES.
“At 10 o’clock on Sunday morning last 

we set out from Holyroad, and the 
Bishop from Harbor Grace. At the time 
appointed we all met at the rendezvous 
previously decided upon. Bishop Mc­
Donald was to celebrate Pontifical High 
Mass, and the Redemptorist, Father 
McGivern, was to preach the Mission 
sermon. The greetings of the Bishop 
and Fathers on meeting were scarcely 
exchanged when a mob was observed 
collecting in the street. The crowds 
were dressed in anything but holiday 
attire. Some distance down the road 
the Orangemen had erected arches and 
had raised Orange Hags. The Bishop 
turned round to the Fathers and said, 
with great firmness : ‘We cannot and will 
not say Mass or conclude the Mission if 
we are constrained to pass under these 
Orange Hags and arches.

Invested with the authority of Jesus 
Christ and that given the apostles, the 
Church may excommunicate any rebel­
lious subject, that is, deprive him of her 
worship, her sacraments, and her suf.

Thus, for instance, a bishop 
may suspend from hie functions an un­
worthy minister, or he may put a cer­
tain place under interdict, or prohibit 
public worship in a certain parish, or 
even in a whole country, author of a par­
ticipation in some great crime or enor­
mous scandal. In practice every Chris­
tian should lirmly believe in the legis­
lative power and authority of the Church 
and faithfully observe that which the 
Church prescribes.

the government are illiberal, but we do 
hold that the City of Ottawa has never 
received proper treatment at the hands 
of the Federal authorities. The city, to 
raise itself to a level with its position as 
capital of Canada, has had to overburden 
itself with a taxation such as few other 
communities would or could stand. 
This it has done out of generous regard 
for the wants and conveniences ot the 
national legislature and the large num­
ber of visitors its sessions yearly bring to 
the Capital City. We are glad to see 
the government so willing to enter into 
négociations with the city. It augurs 
well for the future. The fact that the 
government has acknowledged itself, in 
fairness and equity, bound to do some­
thing for Ottawa, indicates the coming of 
the time when some such radical change 

that spoken of by the Sun must take 
place if Ottawa is to be properly and 
economically governed. Several months 
ago we took the ground that a Federal 
district should be formed, inclusive of 
the city of Ottawa and two or three ad 
jacent townships in Ontario and Quebec. 
We adhere to the view we then expressed 
that this is the only wise course to he 
followed if the difficulties that are now 
felt in the municipal government of that 
portion of the country are to be removed. 
In any case it were but proper that the 
federal government should not be situ­
ate in any one province, or subject to the 
laws of that province, 
and becoming that the government of 
Canada should rule the nation from a 
neutral territory belonging neither to 
one province nor another, but to the 
nation itself.

masonry has hitherto avowed respect fqr 
government and established authority, 
and that it has not had any immediate 
action on politics, its members being ns 
numerous on one side of politics as the 
other. But it has never failed indirectly 
to use its influence for the advancement 
of its members against outsiders. Eng­
lish and American Freemasons disclaim 
for the order any other purposes than 
those of a fraternal and mutual benefit 
association, but no one can fail to see 
that Freemasonry, even in English- 
speaking countries, leads to indifferent 
ism in religion. The fact is, that the influx 
of Jews and foreign Masons into England 
and America is rapidly bringing the 
Masonic bodies in these countries down 
to the level of European Continental 
Masonry. Canon Innés himself would 
seem to recognize this sad fact :

“He said the moral tone of the time- 
honored order was not what it formerly 
was, or what it ought to be. There was 
a tendency to deterioration. Those who 
truly followed out their obligations were 
few. Why was this reproach cast at the 
most sacred and respected benevolent 
institution in the civilized world ? Be 
cause, with many of the fraternity, reji- 
g ion was but a coat put on by custom 
and fashion ; brotherly love was a pre­
tence and charity a mere name. What 
was wanting was true service of the 
heart ; ft service rendered tor the ,very 
love ot it : also fidelity to God ; keeping 
His commandments in all things. The 
man who had least regard for himself was 
the man who is truest to himself and his 
God. No man could be faithful to him­
self who was absorbed in himself. If the 
tendency of Masonry was not to elevate 
mankind, the sooner it was wiped out 
of existence and replaced by something 
nobler and more worthy of public appro 
hation and respect the better. But he 
claimed that this was the aim of Masonry, 
and the man who did not luifil his obli­
gations was not a true Mason, no matter 
if he had received the highest honors at 
the hands of his brethren. All that 
tended to deteriorate and lower the 
tendency of the craft should be shunned 
and denounced. They should be faith­
ful to themselves, their fellowmen and 
their obligations. These things which 
God has joined no man could put asun­
der. All Masons accepted these truths some pleasure, 
in theory, but if they were not put into 
practice, the fraternity would expose 
themselves to the ridicule and disrespect 
of their fellowmen.”

We give the worthy Canon credit for 
an earnest desire to make of the Ma­
sonic association something Christian.
But, as oil will not mix with water, 
neither can pantheistic teachings and 
principles be reconciled with revealed 
religion. We beg respectfully to direct 
the reverend gentleman’s attention,and 
that of ouiotht rMasonic fellow-citizens of 
London, to the pastoral of the Fathers 
of the Council of Baltimore, wherein, 
speaking of Freemasonry, they say that :

When 
one of our bishops speaks ex cathedra, or 
as n divinely commissioned teacher of 
his flock, on questions of faith or morals, 
or any duty in which they are concerned, 
we know how to listen with reverence 
and obedience; but upon ques* ions purely 
political we are only piepared to give 
any man, even the Archbishop of 
Toronto, such consideration as meets our 
own experience and judgment, and by 
so doing we forfeit none of our rights as 
Catholics and Christians. When a 
clergyman takes the stump in politics, 
unless when faith and morals are in­
volved, he must do so in his capacity of 
an ordinary citizen, and be prepared to 
share the fate of those in wno-te behalf 
he allies himself.”

CHURCH AND STATE IN AMERICA.

“Hierarchies and priesthoods do not like 
this doctrine, because it interferes with 
their monopoly. It also gives the State 
such a dignity in men’s e> es that priests 
and churches are not allowed to override 
it. It is the only safe position for the 
Siate to take. Let men be taught that 
the Church alone represents God’s will on 
earth, and unless they are practical atheists 
they will begin to exalt the Church over 
all other institutions and to deny the 
rights of those others. If the background 
ut the infinite belong to the Chureti only, 
then the State will either become atheis­
tic as it is in France, or it will become the 
minion of the Church as in Ecuador.”

under institutions exactly like our-. It is 
to be expected that the recent convert, 
who finds few of his countrymen Catholics, 
should mistake facts for principles, 
effects for causes, and conclude 
that whatever Ins been prevalent in Cath­
olic countries aud approved by Catholics,

At midnight the 
President announced th.it the pledge had 
expired. By a ui an i mu us vote it was re­
newed for another \ ear, and some twenty 
new names were added to the roll. The 
peculiar penalty proves an attractive nd 
vertisement., m d the matter is thn t-'k of 
the neighborhood. Nearly every resident 
wears the society’s badge. * The badge is a 
blue ribbon, with a lump of tar filled with 
chicken feathers attached.

that the C. M. B A in Canada should be 
financially separated from the U K. is 
growing stronger We would reap many 
advantages from a separation.

with the United States. We would have 

much cheaper insurance it separate, 
for we now pay over $1500 in an 
ment and have alrea ly p ii i 1» assess­
ments this year, whde there has been 
only 7 deaths in Canada during the same 
time. It is hardly fair that the Supreme 
Council should compel us to buy our 
supplies from them,since there is a heavy 
custom duty imposed on these articles 
and they could as well be got in Canada.
It may seem somewhat ungrateful on 
the part of the Canadian members to ask 
separation since it is to the American 
members they owe their existence as a 
society,but the Canadian Branch has long 
since paid for its rearing and the Su­
preme Council would only act the part 
of a wise parent in allowing Canada to 
shift for itself. The Canadian Branch 
would make no great risk in setting up 
house for itself, as it is a pretty healthy 
organization. Let each Branch pass a 
resolution favoring separation, as our 
respected brother from Prescott has 
suggested ; Branch 23 has already done 
bo. Let the Grand Council petition the 
Supreme Council to hold a special ses­
sion for the purpose of granting us sep- 
aration. Perhaps now they may more 
fully realize the position in which we are 
placed and may accede to our just de­
mands. It not, I believe we would be 
justified in separating of our own accord, 
tor we are su tie ring as we now are. Hop­
ing that ) ou Canadians will give this 
important question an early and careful 
consideration.
