The Imagination of *he Hebrew 
Propbcts ~Its Propriety.

Another noticeable feature m tbe imagi- 
nat'on of the Hebrew Prophets is its pro 
priety The themes upon which they ere 
inspired to speak are those of the most ele 
va ed and soul-stirring nature. And the 
vehicle of thought which they employ is 
adapted to the thought itself. Tbe imagery 
they use adds grandeur end loftiness to what 
was already grand and lofty. There is a

imagination of the prophet some 
times seems wild and incoherent, it is not 
the wildness, the ravings and ranting* of 
mental aberration, or of a blind infatuation ; 
but of a heaven-inspired enthusiasm. Does ' 
he, at times, seem, as it were, possessed with 
demons,—they nre angels of light, and they 
descend on Jacob’s ladder. Does he some 
times seem to dream—hie dreams are the 
prophetic annunciations which some heaven­
ly messenger has whispered in his ear ; and 
they nre pregnnnt with tbe glorious or fear­
ful realities which the future is about to 
nnfold. They are not the erased, libidinous 
visions of tbe Koran and the Sbarters,—of 
Emanuel Swedenborg, or of the more mo­
dern polygamous importer.

In the prophet-poet’s more than Homeric 
epics, there is no perplexed end bewildering 
machinery. He introduces no fancy sketches 
of fearful encounters of gods with gods, gods 
with gients, or of gods with men. Bat be 
•peaks like • man “ clothed and in his right 
mind.” And be speaks to men like himself. 
He has been trained to tbe proprieties of 
univerm! humanity. He indulges his fertile 
fancy in no uncouth hazardous Phss onian 
flights,—in no grotesque, misshapen crea­
tions, wbo*e counterpart can nowhere be 
found in nature. His imngery is no auroral 
fire, appellioit tbe •* pale nations ” with Us 
rtrange tokens ; but like the while wings of 
the noble ship of commerce, beaotifu! and

n fitted to its end, it bears the "burden ” 
ie prophet’s song along tbe streams of 
time, till all prophecy shall have Its glorious 
consummation In the greet ocean of eternity.

At the termination of two hours can­
nonading the 86ib regt. was ordered to car­
ry the position et the point of tbe bayonet 
Led by Major Keane they rushed on with a 
cheer, end were perfectly successful. The 
carnage among tbe enemy wss terrible, no 
less then 6,000 being killed, while the lues 
to the British did not exceed 40 killed end 
wounded. Mundeaoro was immediately 
evacuated, and n Spaniard, who had turned 
Mussulman to save hie life, on being taken, 
slated that tbe rebel army in and about 
Mnndesore, now annihilated, numbered no 
fewer than 21,000 men.

Brigadier Campbell reports by telegraph 
on tbe 6th inet., that he had encountered the 
revolted Ntxam and his followers, io the 
neighborhood of Secunderabad, and killed 
350 of them, with the Iona of only ooe pri 
vita killed, trad one wounded, and fifteen 
bones killed and wounded. Tbe whole of

IN BEHALF OF INDIA AND CHINA, ADDRESS­

ED TO THE MINISTERS AND FRIENDS OF 
THE WE5LEFAN SOCIETIES CONNECTED 
WITH THE CONFERENCE OF EASTERN BRI­
TISH AMERICA.

Beloved Friends and Brethren,—
At a period when events so momentous, 

md fraught, in all probability, with issues 
e ninently auspicious to the rapid extension 
of the kingdom of God our Saviour, are 
tr inspiring simultaneously in Iniii and 
China, I feel constrained to draw your atten-
ti >0 to those intere^tin-r fyuinlviee—avmrain-
icg at least one-half of the population of the 
globe—and briefly to indicate what 1 con­
ceive to be HRr argent and peculiar claims to 
the prompt and efficient consideration of all 
who love our Lord Jesus Christ in sincerity. 
As it respects India, recent occurrences 
have comp!etely|rent the veil which shroud­
ed so long from the general eye those cham­
bers of imagery now clearly shown to have 
bsen all along connected with the unhallow­
ed policy of the Eist India Company, un­
happily connived at by the Imperial Go­
vernment. And what have we seen ? Pa­
gan idolatry, with its obscene symbols and 
ceremonies, patronized, whilst Christianity 
bas been proscribed, the false prophet re­
cognized and his deluded votaries respect­
ed, whilst the Redeemer of fhe world has 
been virtually dishonored, and even the de­
sire manifested among the heathen tq seek 
Ilis salvation, cruelly discouraged and re­
pressed. Can it be any matter of surprise 
that a course of proceeding so iniquitous,— 
unrelentingly persisted in, save when exter­
nal pressure compelled a deviation, while 
three successive generations have passed 
into eternity,—should have drawn down 
upon us that withering rebuke of Divine 
Providence, under which the nation stands 
at this hour horrified and humiliated ? 
Thank God 1 the chastisement has not been 
without a most salutary effect,—of which 
we have the best proof in the important 
change,—1 might say, perfect revolution,— 
which it has produced in public sentiment, 
in regard to the duty of a Christian govern­
ment towards its Pagan subjects. This sig­
nificant fact augurs well for the coming des­
tinies of India, it authorises the hope and 
the confilence, that, henceforth, the policy 
of England in guarding it, will be dic­
tated by a species of wisdom not learned 
in the schools ol secular theorists, or of com­
mercial cupidity, but from the monitions of 
the world and providence of God ; that 
instead of rearing insuperable barriers, it 
will-afford unprecedented facilities, to the 
onward course of the Gospel of Christ, 
s Undue reliance, however, must not be 
placed in the altered tone of public senti­
ment on this suject. For, after all, if India 
is to be evangelized—if tljje shrines of her 
false divinities, counted by millions, are to 
b-l superseded by Christian sanctuaries ; and 
the unblushing lie of Mohammedanism to be 
compelled to shrink abashed before the 
mighty demonstrations ol the truth as it is in 
Jesus, the Churches of Evangelical Chris­
tendom must gird themselves for the con 
fiict, and, dreading infinitely more than 
death the bitter curse of those who came not 
up to the help of the Lord against the 
mighty, they must be valiant for the truth, 
and do exploita.

Dear Brethren ; in speaking thus, I am 
sure I am only giving expression to the con­
victions and impulses of tens of thousands of 
the Lord’s people of eve ry denomination.-— 
Already the Church of England is meditat­
ing great things. The Baptists, who won 
the enviable distinction of pioneers in the 
work of India’s evangelization, will not now 
desert the field. The Presbyterians are no­
bly represented in soch men as Dr. Duff, 
nor will they be left much longer to so un-

Letter from England,

It is said in England, with how much truth 
let the readers of the Provincial Wesleyan 
declare,—that Her Majesty’s liege subjects 
in Nora Scotia are among the most loyal of 
her people, if so, the English papers of 
the last month must have contributed large­
ly to the flame of their loyalty, for the sta­
ple of paragraphs and “ leaders” in all pa­
liers from the mighty “ Thunderer” of Print­
ing-House Square down to the most abortive 
attempt at local journalism, at a penny a 
week, has been the marriage of thh Princes* 
Royal of England to the heir-presumptive 
of the Prussian throne. The religious jour­
nals have not been behind-hand,—-the Pa­
triot, the Record, the Standard, the Christian 
Times, and last, though not least, our own 
Watchman, have vied with one another in 
satisfying the cravings of loyal curiosity, 
and swelling the grand old English chorus
of “ God bless her !” with which the depar­ture ui iue royal unuc him, ner miner (ana
has been sped. It is impossible to convey 
any adequate idea of the interest which the 
Royal marriage has excited in all classes.— 
Sturdy and ungracious old radicals, sorely 
tempted to encourage bilious secretions when 
questions of “ expenses” and dowry were 
mooted, have been fairly converted to a 
temporary Toryism, and many a man, noto­
rious for democratic harangues before a se­
lect audience in the “ parlour” of the pub­
lic house, was detected among the crowd 
which thronged St. James’ Park, on the 
bridal day, whirling his hat round with true 
English vigour, and perilling his lungs with 
stentorian enthusiasm.

Not among the least interesting para­
graphs relating to the Riyal Princess, have 
been the desenptim* of her trousseau, about 
which almost every young lady in England 
knows as much as she does of her own ward­
robe Si anxious, indeed, has the English 
public been to secure all possible informa­
tion respecting the Princess, that the arti­
cles of her dress have been described seria­
tim, and that nothing might be wanting to 
complete the picture, we have been favour­
ed with a description of Her Royal High­
ness’s hose,—concerning which we have 
learned, among other particulars, that the 
Prussian Coronet and the letter V. are 
worked under the welt of each stocking.— 
It is to be hoped therefore that the “ things” 
of Her Royal Highness will not be lost in 
the “ wash.”

But, however puerile some of these things 
may seem, they indicate on the whole the 
existence of a very worthy and affectionate 
feeling on the part of the English people 
towards their Sovereign and all her family. 
Our gracious Queen possesses the heart of 
her subjects, and enjoys the rich harvest of 
(heir faithful prayers. The Court of oor 
land is a part of the home of every English­
man,—and during the last month every 
English mother has fell her heart warm 
towards the amiable daughter of our Queen, 
as though she were her own child. Hence 
the most attractive feature in the gorgeous 
ceremonial at the Chapel Royal was not the 
glittering pageant, the flashing of gems, 
the beaming beauty of England’s fairest 
daughters, the sacred group within the rails 
of the altar, the veteran princes and nobles 
who thronged the aisles, and whose names 
are identified with the history of Europe 
during the last fifty years : the one para­
graph in the eloquent description furnished 
by the correspondent of the Times, upon 
which no tearless eye rested, and which no 
father read to his children without quiver­
ing lip and choking voice, was that which 
told us that when the ceremony was con­
cluded, and the Royal Princess had become 
the wife of a foreign Prince, forgetting the 
pomp of state and the dictum of fashion,— 
heedless of the gaze of the proudest nobili­
ty in the world, she turned from the altar 
and, throwing herself into the arms of her 
mother, was strained again and again to that 
breast, which though royal and shrined in 
peerless jewels held yet the heart of a 
mother bating with love for her child. In 
the homes of England that scene will not 
be forgotten when the hair of the now 
youthful bride shall have grown grey with 
the winter of age.

For several days after the Ceremony a 
favoured company fere privileged to exa­
mine the costly presents which grateful and 
admiring friends gave to Her Royal High- 
pess upon her marriage. Among stately 
and splendid gifts were many precious little 
tokens of that friendship which the Princess 
lias enjoyed for many years with the young­
er brandies of her mother’s court. There 
were broaches and studs, and bracelets, ex­
pressive of the simple and tender affection 
of her royal brothers and sirtors- But in 
all that glittering array, among suit* of dia­
monds, opals, and pearls, there was one gift

which will be remembered when all the rest 
are forgotten. Clasped with gold, and gor­
geously boend in the costliest and rarest 
Style, was a copy at the Holy Bible, the gift 
of the British and Foreign Bible Society, 
with a beautiful an I pious inscription sign­
ed by Lord Shaftesbury, the President.— 
This gift has its significance now, and there 
are few among the people of God who do 
not pray that it may have its results “ after 
many days.”

Shortly before the departure of Her Roy­
al Highneee, a deputation consisting of a 
few yooog ladies waited upon her, commis­
sioned to present her with an address from 
the maidens of England, accompanied by a 
beautiful copy of Bsgster’s English version 
of the Polyglot Bible, sumptuously bound, 
and enclosed in an oaken case of elaborate 
workmanship,—the gift of the 
England to their royal sister. She accept 
e,l their address and sacred present most 
graciously, and expressed a hope that she 
should be remembered by them in their 
prayers. It is to be hoped that this volume 
will be the companion ol her devotions, and 
lb»', while it wakens sweet memories of her 
father-land in her new home, it will lead her 
to a closer walk with that God who has 
ever been her father-land’s protector, and a 
more hearty profession of that'Faith which 
has ever been her father-land’s greatest 
glory. Her union with a royal son of Prus­
sia, accompanied by such incidents as these, 
promises happily for the interests of Pro­
testantism, and the purity of the future 
monarchy. Already signs of a better state 
of things have been manifested, for when 
the first programme of the entry of the royal 
pair into Prussia was published all the god­
ly of England were pained to learn that on 
the first Sabbath of her residence in her 
new home Her Riyal Highness would take 
a public drive in the afternoon, and attend 
an operatic performance in the evening,— 
but in the second edition of the programme 
it was announced that the royal party would 
attend Divine service in the Cathedral in 
the morning, and spend the rest of the day 
in private.

The Leviathan,—symbol of the might 
and enterprise of the day, is afloat. A wri­
ter in the Record, the organ of the “ Evan­
gelicals” in the English Church, laid the 
reiterated failures of Mr. Brunei in attempt­
ing to launch his vessel, to the fact of its 
bearing a name synonymous with that of 
the Devil He probably belongs to that 
band of seers and sages who interpret the 
Bible by the newspaper, and who discover 
in every incident that transpires, whether if 
be the erection of a Crystal Palace, the fail­
ure of a Bank, the visitation of a pestilence, 
or the launching of a Steamer, some fulfil­
ment of the mystic prophecies of Daniel, or 
the august oracles of Patmos. It is passing 
strange that “ the prophets of our day" 
have published nothing respecting the at­
tempted assassination of the Emperor of the 
French ! Poor Faber is dead, or his pen 
would be busy,—but where is Doctor Cam­
ming? However, whether bearing a cog­
nomen of the Arch-fiend or not, the Le­
viathan is launched, and perhaps the di­
rectors of the company would atone for their 
sin in the eyes of his saintship of the Re­
cord, as well as provide for the exorcising 
of any evil spirit which may be supposed to 
haunt the unfortunate vessel if they would 
offer a free passage to twenty missionaries, 
on her first trip. It is a monstrous under­
taking. and will probably inaugurate a new 
era of ocean transit .It is one of those 

signs of the times” which the Christian 
Church cannot but regard with interest, for 
all that facilitates the intercourse of the na­
tions promises the speedier dawn of that 
aay fc-nen me niusibnanes oj me raitn 
shall preach the Gospel to every creature.

The hero of the day is Dr. Livingstone. 
When he first came before us it was under 
the style and title of the Reverend David 
Livingstone ; but now he seems to have got 
rid ot hi* “ orders,” for in the Court Ga­
zette of a few days since we read that “ Her 
Majesty has been pleased to appoint David 
Livingstone, Esquire, Her Majesty’s Consul, 
Scz., Ses.” The popularity of the enterpris­
ing Doctor has been sufficient to satisfy the 
menus even of the ill-used Bruce. A grand 
farewell dinner was given him (for we Eng­
lish people can do nothing without a dinner, 
we consecrate Churches and scheme ceme­
teries, we endow hospitals, and pennon he­
roes, gwe celebrate victories and mourn 
calamities, with a dinner—nothing touches 
the sympathy, evokes the patriotism, or 
rouses the wrath of John Bull so well as a 
public dinner,) at the Freemason’s Tavern, 
on Saturday evening last. The Chair was 
taken bjr the veteran Murchison, the Presi­
dent of the Royal Geographical Society.— 
Among the company were the Duke of Ar­
gyll, representing the English government, 
under whose auspicies the Doctor is now 
going out, Lord Ebury, who responded to 
the toast : “ Success to the Missionary So­
cieties !” and last, not least, the Bishop of 
Oxford ! The shade of his sainted father, 
the illustrious Wilberforce, the Wilberforce 
whose name will live when that of his sons 
has perished from among men, might have 
prompted the learned Tractarian Bishop to 
identify himself with the public recognition 
of a Baptist agent of the London Mission­
ary Society. But perhaps the High Church 
Prelate bethought himself of the paragraph 
in the Gazette, and ignored all memory of 
the once Reverend in the Esquire of the 
present. Dr. Livingstone’s book, which 
your correspondent dare hardly say he re­
gards ms tedious, has commanded a most ex­
tensive sale, having reached the almost un­
precedented number ot thirty thousand cop­
ies. HU wife, a daughter of Moffat the 
Missionary, who is familiar with the lan­
guages of South Africa, and who, according 
to her husband's definition, can act the part 
of a maid-of all-work, is to accompany him 
on hU projected expedition. If the Doctor 
is reaping the proceeds of hU book, he must 
have made a little fortune by it,—and with 
all due deference to Mr. Murray, the pub­
lisher, we cannot but hope that the traveller 
himself holds the copy-right, for it U only 
just that a man who has been seventeen 
times laid down by the fever, in peril of his 
life among divers hostile tribes, and almost 
swallowed by a lion, to say nothing of the 
comparatively trifling annoyances of going 
for days without food, losing all his pro­
perty, absenting himself from his family for 
years, and living in utter isolation from civi­
lized life, should realize something more 
substantial than a public dinner ; the free­
dom of a City or two, and popular applause. 
Ilis new expedition will open op a vast 
sphere of missionary enterprise, and will 
probably reveal to us that we are but on the 
threshold of the mighty work of evangelis­
ing the world.

So far as we can gather from local authori­
ties, it does not seem as though thegreat com­
mercial distress has seriously interfered
with the funds ot Christian enterprise._
Cheering accounts are given weekly, from 
varioos quarter*, respecting the success of 
Missionary meetings. Yet we cannot but 
look forward with anxiety to the final result 
of toe year’s contributions. For this year, 
at least, we dare not hope that the income 
of oor Missionary Society will reach the 
proposed sum of one hundred and fifty 
thousand pounds. If we realize es much m 
we did lest y ear, we shell have greet reason 
- thank God and take courage. The

leaving some substantial good behind it.— 
English society, like that of the United 
States, has been sadly superficial. The 
habit of livieg above one’s income,—or at 
least, of making sack an appearance abroad 
as could not have any correspondence with­
in the circles of home-life, without the ex­
ceeding of income,—has been one of the 
fatal follies of English social life for many 
years. People have been driven into debt in 
order to be respectable—as though there were 
any respectability in dishonesty. Christian 
society has come under the baneful policy of 
fashion ; and the tone of primiti/e Christian 
simplicity and integrity has been sadly low­
ered. Grievous scandal has been cast npon 
the chnrch lately by the disclosures of the 
Bankruptcy Court ; but it is to be hoped that 
the adverse state of commerce and the 
dearth of money will exert a salutary in­
fluence, and contribute to a more substantial 
and genuine style of living in the future. 
It is to be hoped, also, that those whom God 
has prospered, and who by their adherence 
to solid Christian principle have been en­
abled te stand firmly in these days of storm 
and overthrow, will take care that the funds 
of religious institutions shall not be allowed 
to suffer in the general depression.

The latest news from India, is on the 
whole, cheering ; and it is very likely that 
Lord Palmeiston will have greater difficulty 
in dealing with the question of the future 
Government of our vast Eastern Empire 
in the House of Commons, than the gallant 
Sir Colin Campbell will have in crushing the 
rebellion on the spot. But it is to be feared 
that the work of the latter will be attended 
with many a tragic scene ; the tide of blood 
is not yet stemmed. An additional list of 
“ casualties ” in India, has just been publish­
ed, spreading over fifty folio pages, and con­
taining among many other names that shall 
be iliustrioA in the annals of heroism, the 
name of tjie gallant Havelock. Many vic­
tories in the future will not dissipate the 
gloom which baa fallen upon England 
since the tad tidings of his death. For 
days after the arrival of the telegram, the 
face of almost every man one met in the 
street told of some national calamity. Our 
government, tardy enough in bestowing 
honours on the truly deserving, has granted 
a site in Trafalgar Square, side by side with 
the monuments of Nelson and Napier, for a 
colossal statue of the deceased hero. His 
widow and sou will not be allowed to sink 
into obscurity, but will enjoy the honours 
intended by the nation for its illustrious war- 
rior. Efforts have been made in England 
to throw discredit on the stories ot Sepoy 
cruelty which have appeared in the public 
papers. But it has been announced recently, 
on the testimony of Sir Charles Locock, the 
eminent physician, that a lady is now living 
in England, whose nose and ears have been 
cat off, and whose infant has lost both its 
feet. An Indian officer asserts that he was 
nailed to a tree by the hands, that his tongue 
was slit by the dastardly mutineers, and that 
they were proceeding to further atrocities, 
when he was rescued by hit companions.— 
Many more could give similiar testimonies, 
but they naturally shrink from publicity.

The Adam Clarke Memorial Fund has 
reached the sum of nine hundred pounds. 
In the last published list are found the 
names of Mr. Justice Grampian ; the Pro­
vost of Trinity College, Dublin ; the Lord 
Bishop of Meath ; and his Grace, the Lord 
Primate of all Ireland. The uniting of 
those learned prelates and gentlemen in the 
project of raising a memorial to a Metho­
dist preacher, indicates bow much the old 
bigotry against our system is waning, and 
how the learned and the sensible are rising 
above the lestriétions of ■eetmtiauism. to re­
cognize true merit wherever it may be found. 
Mr. Mason has just issued a detailed pros­
pectus of the forthcoming life ot Dr. Clarke, 
by Dr. Etheridge. The volume is to be 
post octavo ; with a portrait engraved ex­
pressly for the work. We are all looking 
eagerly for its appearance on the twenty-fil th 
of March, and our appetite has been sharp­
ened by the programme of contents, which 
Mr. Mason has issued. It seems to promise 
that while all prominence will be given to 
the records of the late Doctor’s scholarship, 
and literary labours as a servant of the 
State and a coadjutor of the Bible Society, 
the main division of the book will be de 
voted to the tile and labours of the itinerant 
Methodist Preacher,—the character under 
which the people of Methodism, after all, 
love most to regard their favourite minis' 
ters. Mr. Mason may confidently-anticipate 
a very extensive sale,—the more so as all 
true and loyal Metbqfiists, will be glad to 
avail themselves of the opportunity thus 
presented of making themselves acquainted 
with the story of the Doctor’s life as it was, 
without the perversions of sectarianism on 
the one hand, or the false colourings of 
a democratic tendency on the other. The 
only fear that can be entertained as to its 
probable sale is grounded upon the price— 
six shillings is rather a high figure for a 
popular book.

Every person who wai present the oth< r 
day at our Normal College, Westminster, 
when the Principal delivered his annual 
charge to the students, was delighted to wel­
come Bishop Simpson, who had just return­
ed from hie Continental tour. He and bis 
colleague, Dr. M'Clintock, have endeared 
themselves to the Methodists of Great 
Britain, and they will not leave our shores 
without the sympathy and affection of minis­
ters and people. The Bishop was in a very 
low state of health, and will doubtless be glad 
to get home again. The work of a tourist, 
supplemented by that of a popular Bishop 
of American Methodism, is no light matter 
for a man whose grey-grown locks and fur­
rowed brow indicate the play of long year» > 
'It appears, from a recent number ol the 

Provincial Wesleyan, that you have already 
elected the successor of our present Presi­
dent. In England we have not yet begun 
to talk about the matter. It would there­
fore be quite premature for me to ratify or 
to make void the speculations of your cor­
respondent. Happily our choice of a Pre­
sident is never necessitated by the dearth of 
right men for the place. It would be as 
easy to elect twelve Presidents as one from 
among the ranks of our senior ministry, and 
the manner in which the minister who now 
occupies the chair discharges the functions 
of his office, gives further proof of the tra­
ditional wisdom of the Conference.in its 
elections.

In my next letter I hope to give some 
fuller account of the remarkable movement 
which is being ms Je in England with re­
gard to the religious improvement of the 
working-classes,—as also of the Spurgeon- 
ism which is manifestly moulding the most 
popular pulpits of the day. The Westmin 
ster Abbey services are still attended by 
crowds, as also the Nonconformist services 
at Exeter Hall.

A 
paragraph has gone the round of the papers 
to the effect that Mr. E. T. Smith, a well- 
known theatrical manager and purveyor of 
public amusements, has announced his inten­
tion of opening the Panopticon, of which he 
is the lessee, for Divine service twice a Sun­
day during the present month. A reverend 
gentleman is to preach in the morning and 
evening, and the admiesion to the morning 
service is to be free. In the evening, how­
ever, the sermon is to be followed by a selec­
tion from the “ Messiah,” and the charge 
for admfoaion is to be a shilling ! In other 
words, the lessee is to provide a sort of semi­
secular, semi-religious entertainment on Sun­
day evening, at a shilling a head ! Whether 
this is a boni fiide speculation, or only a 
skit upon the popular Spurgeonism of the 
day, I cannot tell. If it be the latter, it is 
right richly deserved.

Trial of the King of Delhi—Constitution of 
the Court—Charges preferred against him

Calcutta, Jan. 23, 1858.
At length the King of Delhi is placed 

upon bis trial, and as it may be a matter of 
interest to understand the constitution of the 
tribunal before which he is arraigned, as 
well as the specific charges preferred against 
him, the particulars may be given here with­
out abridgment The Court is a military 
commission, and is composed as follows :— 
President, Brigadier GL G. D. Showers, 
Bengal Army. 'Members, Lieot.-Co!onel M. 
Dawes, Bengal Artillery ; Major F. R. Pal­
mer, H.M. 60th Rifles ; Major J. P. Red- 
mont, H.M. 61st Foot; Major C. Sawyer, 
H.M. 6th Carabineers. Government Prose­
cutor, Major F. J. Harriott, Deputy Judge 
Advocate General.

Copy of charges preferred against Maho­
med Bahadoor Shah, ex-King of Delhi.

1st For that be, being a pensioner of the 
British Government in indie, did at Delhi, 
at various times, between the 10th of May 
and 1st October, 1857, encourage, aid and 
abet Mohumod Bukht Khan, Subadar of the 
Regiment of Artillery, and divers others 
"Non-commissioned Officers and Soldier* un­
known, of the East India Company’s Army, 
in the crimes of mutiny and rebellion against 
the State.

2nd. For having at Delhi, at various times, 
between the 10th of May and 1st of October 
1857, encouraged, aided and abetted Mirza 
Mogul, bis own son, a subject of the British 
Government in India, and divers others un­
known, inhabitants of Delhi, and of the 
North-west Provinces of India, also subjects 
of the said British Government, to rebel 
and wage war against the State.
• 3rd. For that he, being a subject of the 
British Government in India, and not regard­
ing the duty of his allegiance, did at Delhi, 
on the llth May 1637, or thereabouts, as a 
false traitor against the State, proclaim and 
declare himself the reigning King and Sove­
reign of India, and did then and there trait­
orously seize and take unlawful possession 
of the City of Delhi ; and did, moreover, at 
various times, between the 10th of May and 
1st of October, 1857, as such false traitor 
aforesaid, treasonably conspire, consult and 
agree with Mirza Mogul, bis son, and with 
Mohumud Bukht Khan, Subadar of the 
Regiment of Artillery, and divers other 
false traitors unknown, to raise, levy, and 
make insurrection, rebellion and war against 
the State ; and further to fulfil and perfect 
his treasonable design of overthrowing and 
destroying the British Government in Indie, 
did assemble armed forces at Delhi, and 
send them forth to fight and wage war against 
the said British Government

4th. For that he at Delhi on the 16th of 
May 1857, or thereabouts, did within the 
precincts of the palace at Delhi, feloniously 
cause and become accessory to the murder 
of 49 persons, chiefly women and children 
of European and mixed European descent, 
hd I d d moreover between the 10th of May 
end 1st of October 1857, encourage and abet 
divers soldiers and ethers in murdering Eu­
ropean officers and other English subjects, 
iueluding women and children, both by giv­
ing and promising such murderers service, 
advancement and distinctions ; and farther 
that be issued orders to different native 
Rulers, having local authority in India, to 
slay and murder Christians and English 
people, whenever and wherever found on 
their territories, the whole or any part of 
such conduct being a heinous offence under 
the provisions of Act 16 of 1857 of the 
Legislative Council of India.

It will be seen that the above indictment 

is framed in such a way as to insure con­
viction on one or other of the four counts, if 
not on all, and the doom of the nonogenarian 
will be all the more signal and influential aa 
the award of a fair, impartial and dispas­
sionate investigation. It will be remem­
bered that when the capture of the Queen 
and bis favorite begum was effected, Hudson 
—the officer who conducted the operation— 
deemed it politic to promise that the life of 
the royal culprit should be spared. Some 
anxiety is felt as to the scope of that guar­
antee, there being a degree of uncertainty 
whether it simply pledged protection from 
the summary justice executed by the same 
officer on the two sons of the king, whom he 
shot on the spot, or forestalled ulterior pro­
ceedings. It is not believed that the Com­
mission will recognize any obligation that 
would involve the interruption of the law, 
and yet doubts are freely expressed that 
some pretext will be found to favor a miti­
gation of the justly merited penalty of the 
flagitious crimes with which the chief of the 
rebellion stands accused. The Military 
Commission, so far as it has gone, has acted 
with dignity, and leaves but little reason to 
complain of mistimed leniency. It remains 
to be seen if the same vigour that has char­
acterized the previous inquiries will be as 
fearless and as uncompromising in the case 
now pending. Another Rajah, a Hindoo, 
bas been hanged at Delhi. This man was 
of low origin, and was only raised to opu­
lence and distinction by the favor of the 
British Government in rewarding him muni­
ficently for some service he had rendered. 
When the ex-king of Delhi was declared 
Sorereign of India this infatuated ingrate 
was one of the first to offer his allegiance, 
and was one of the most violent in resisting 
the power that had raised him from obscu­
rity and penury to a position of honor and 
affluence. ‘At the termination of a long 
•nd patient trial, when he found there was 
■o possibility of averting hie fate, he ut­

tered the following significant and beacon- 
like words : “ Before this unhappy mutiny 
began, 1 was sitting on the strong and plea­
sant bough of a green and prosperous tree, 
but I was not content, and I sawed off the 
branch which supported me, and now; this 
is the result.” Such was the testimony of 
the Bat uleghur Rijah, in whose possession 
was found clothing that had been made for 
H.M. 32od Regt., and which he intended 
for a corps of bis own raising in the service 
of the Kmg of India. Hidaet Ali, the De­
puty of the Newab of Futtyghur, has at last 
met with his deserts. Sir Colin Campbell, 
it is stated, sent a message to the Shroffs 
(native bankers) and Maluijuns (merchants) 
intimating that unless the Mahommedao 
ringleaders of the rebellion were immediate­
ly produced, the town would be sacked— 
a threat that bad the desired effect, as the 
Deputy was sent into the camp in the morn­
ing to begin with, and after being soundly 
flogged by the marines in the force—one of 
the greatest indignities to which a Mussul 
man can be subjected—he was hanged. For 
the present the Newab has made good his 
escape.

Sir James Outram continues to hold Alum- 
baugh, though his possession is by no means 
undisputed. On the morning of the 12ih 
inst the position was attacked by a force of 
80,00!) rebels from Lucknow. The enemy 
was repulsed with a loss of 400 men ; our 
loss being only in wounded to the number oi 
six men disabled ! On the 16lh, the attack 
was renewed by a strong body of the insur­
gents, headed by a Hindoo fanatic named 
Beedeekedas Hoonooman, who was severely 
wounded and at length captured. Tbs at­
tack lasted from 10, a.m., until 9, r.*., with 
but little interruption, and resulted, as in 
the previous instance, in a heavy loss on the 
part of the assailants and a very trifling dam­
age to the British. The policy of the skulk­
ing cowards is to keep as much as possible 
under the cover of several tope, or clamps 
of trees, at some distance from the camp, 
and, avoiding a general engagement, keep 
up a harassing and distracting series of ag­
gressive operations at different points, the 
more effectually to weaken resistance by 
dividing the defence. Distance is overcome 
by the rifle, however, as even the well-train­
ed marksmen of Oude are beginning to dis­
cover to their cost Rifle-pits have been 
dug all round the Camp, and from these the 
Minic does its work with telling effect 900 
yards off—a distance that prevents the firing 
being heard in anticipation of the deadly 
discharge reaching the aim. How sad it is 
that human ingenuity should be employed of 
necessity in effecting improvements in the 
art of shedding blood I It is stated, Meerza 
Kochuk, son of the king of Delhi, with the 
arch-traitor Wulee Dad Khan of Malagarh 
in the Boolundshahar District who were in 
Furruckabad, guests of the Nawab Races, 
have arrived at Bareilly ; as tbeymve false 
accounts of the proceedings at Futtyghur, 
they were received with démonstrations of 
greet joy. But a few hours were sufficient 
to upset all their fabrications, and Khan

be forgotten ; they were characterized by origi,. 
•lity of thought and method, great strength, aad 
beauty of expression, and the rich unction of the 
Holy Spirit attended iheir delivery. Th»y 
were much blessed to our people. He delivered 
seven Missionary addt estes, each nearly an hour 
in length ; and, although people in general are 
averse to long speeches, there was evidently „0 
weariness on the patt of the people—the Speaker 
arrested, and held, their attention until Le had
uttered bis last sentence on each occasion__
These addresses were emphatically Missionary 
in * charade r and spirit. The topics di,cus». 
ed were various, the range ol thought wide 
and elevated, the inloi[nation given was impor- 
tant, and encouraging to further effort. All 
seemed to feel that a master mind was pouring 
forth its rich treasures, which bad been acquired 
by hard study, and diligent application. ((, 
has left us this morning highly respected for his 
ability and zeal, and truly beloved by his Bre­
thren in the Ministry, and the numetous mem­
bers of our Chnrch. May be long live to assist 
our infant Conference in the discharge of its 
high vocations.

My truly excellent colleague, the Rev. James 
Tweedy, is laboring in conjunction with myself 
on this mammoth Circuit, with commendable
zeal, general acceptability, and some success._
Daring the present year we have been favored 
with seasons of refreshing in different parts o 
the Circuit, which have resulted in the conver­
sion of many souls. To God be all the glory.

Sussex Vale, A’ B, Feb. 26th.

Bahadoor Khan, the self-stvled King of Ro- 
hiheand, is now sitting in Bareilly with two 
to labs of opiom in his pocket and a black 
ribbon round his neck in token of his intend­
ed departure to Paradise. A short time 
before ffiis change in the aspect and in the 
prospect* of the rebel cause in that direction, 
the Bareilly rebels advanced to attack the 
British treops at Haldiranee. The force 
attacked consisted of 300 Goorkha* of the 
66th Regiment and a reinforcement of 290 
men recently furnished from Nepanl. 1 be 
rebels, 2,000 strong, charged, but were beat­
en off with the loss of 50 of their number, 
and a considerable quantity of ammunition. 
The Goorkha* bad not a man killed or 
wounded. Khan Bahadoor Khan has had 
a longer reign than any of his associates in 
guilt, having assumed the powers of royalty 
on the 31st May 1857, now nearly eight 
months ago, and certainly if ferocity and 
cruelty surpassing the sanguinary propensi­
ties of the tiger be held as fitting qualities 
in one who would govern—govern wisely 
and well according to the Asiatic idea of 
sovereignty—his claims cannot be question­
ed. Not satisfied with the carnage caused 
by the revolt of the Sepoys, this crimson- 
stained miscreant laid violent hands upon 
the Commissioner, the Judge, and several 
others, who, entrusted with official duties, 
had lingered after the residents generally 
had fled, in the vain hope of restoring order, 
and arraigning them before a mimic court, 
he went through the mockery of a trial, charg­
ing them as representing the British Go­
vernment with having illegally and treason­
ably administered the affairs of the Slate— 
—an accusation which was supported by 
the evidence adduced, and having found 
them guilty the sentence of death was passed 
and immediately executed opon them—they 
were hanged ! Not satisfied with even this, 
he put to a cruel death the Christian inhab­
itants of a neighbouring native village on 
finding that they would not abjure their re­
ligion and become Mussulmans. Well, long 
as his reign has been, he will find it not less 
true in the end that “ the triumphing of the 
wicked is short” Sir Colin Campbell is 
now advancing upon Bareilly, and if the 
opium do not foreelal the event, his life will 
speedily be the forfeit of hie unutterable 
crimes. The probability, however, is, that 
even be will have the benefit of a judicial 
enquiry, although it seems an excess of hu­
manity to imagine the possibility of any cir 
cuinstance that would sanction the interrup­
tion of the course of justice for a moment. 
After adjusting matters in Rohilcund, the 
Commander-In-Chief is expected to march 
against Oude strongly reinforced, while Jung 
Bahadoor with his 10,000 Ghoorkhas, now 
holding Gorruckpore for us, will advance 
from that direction in concert with the move­
ments of the British so as to prevent escape 
for the rebels from the Province. A report 
is prevalent that Nana Sahib with a large 
army of rebels is about to proceed to Saugor. 
He is himself a Mahratta, and his natural 
courte it towards the Mahratta Provinces. 
His property, seized at Bhitoor, has been 
sold lately at Cawnpore. He also will 
shortly be brought in for retribution.

have their names enrolled on our class-papers, 
and on Sunday thj* 7th of February, sixteen 
perrons who have been made partakersVtbe 
Saviour's love presented themselves at the com­
munion to receive the ordinance of baptism._
This was a season long to be remembered,—the 
house was crowded beyond all precedent, and 
after the administration of this sacred rite some 
forty persons commemorated the last sufferings 
of tbeir adorable Lord. May ÿicse youthful 
converts bold the beginning of tbeir confidence 
steadfast unto the end.

The good work at Horton Point ,has continued 
to extend. Oor religious meetings both social 
and public, have been seasons of refreshing from 
the presence of the Lord ; and up to the present 
time the power of, God to comfort and awaken, 
is being experienced in our midst. Many of ear 
friends who reside nearer the Horton Chapel 
have from the commencement been sharers in 
the gifts of God daring the meetings at the Point 
and at Lockhartville, and in some cases whole 
households have been brought under Divine m- 
fluences.

We base recently secured the use of the Tem­
perance Hall for prayer meetings on Sabbath 
alter noons, and those meetings^ conducted by 
our leaders and brethren, have been and continue 
crowded, and gracions influences rest upon the 
people. The revival having extended its blessed 
influences, we now hold meetings in our church 
in Lower Horton consecutively with those alrea­
dy mentioned. On the 21st nit., four more who 
had not previously received the ordinance were 
dedicated to God by baptism in the Horton 
Church, and many others in the different loca­
tions of our meetings have experienced the favor 
of God and have united with His Church.

1 am not at present able accurately to state, 
but think that nearly one hundred precious souls 
have shared more or less in this wonderful work 
of God Throughout all our meetings I have 
not discovered the least manifestation of impro­
per excitement that could offend the most fasti­
dious ear ; there has been indeed a deep feeling 
inspired by a conscious sense of the Divine pre­
sence, bat its manifestations have ali been in 
accordance with the Word of God.

Many of those who have experienced the favor 
of God are the children of our beloved people— 
the subjects of many prayers and the hope of the 
Chnrch. Some of oor sged members who have 
borne the burden and beat of the day, have been 
led to cry out in lioly ecstacy, “ Lord now lettest 
thou thy servant depart in peace according to 
Iby word, for mine eyes have seen thy salvation.” 
For more than ten weeks we have continued our 
extra services, and with the exception of the few 
days Bro.

From tho San.
Monday, March 8.

Tbe close of tbe debate on tbe Elective Legis­
lative Council Bill was expected, and tbe galler­
ies, soon after opening, became crowded ny an 
attentive audience. As expeeted, tbe question 
vu taken, but Hon Mr. Young and Hon Mr. 
Johnston, contrary to expectation», retrained 
Ircm addressing tbe House at length, and allow­
ed the vote to be taken without their ndtiitional 
appeals.

Hon Mr. Ifiowc took tbe floor between 3 and 
4 o’clock, and spoke tor more than two boars and 
a ball. His speech was occupied for tb- most 
part, with answers to preceding speakers, inclu­
ding the principle ot the bill, personal explana­
tions, railroad affairs, insurance of Provincial 
property, and Responsible Government. His 
remarks were argumentative, complimentary, 
satirical, or humorous, as the particular themes 
varied, and were listened to with much apparent 
goo-1 humour by moat ol.the gentlemen to whom 
be s’ood opposed.

Jt call of the House was taken.
Mr. Locke’s amendment oo tbe amendment 

moved by Mr. Young, was put, and negatived, 
83 to 9. . , . ,

Mr. Locke's amendment provided for the abo­
lition of the second branch of tbe Legislature, as- 
letting that one House waa sufficient.

Tbe Speaker moved as an additional amend­
ment, that the committee recommend to the 
House that tbe further consideration of the bill 
be deferred for three months. This was put, 
ind on division there spptared 26 for and 2«> 
against the amendment, The chairman, Mr. 
Ryder, gave hi» vote in favour of the bilL

The amendment moved by Hon Mr. Young 
was them taken up, and Mr. Archibald Was 
about preparing another amendment when, sub­
sequent to cousuitation, Mr Young withdrew 
his amendment. Mr. Archibald declined to 
move one, aud tbe question was taken on tbe first 
clause ol tbe bill, which passed by tbe casting 
vote of tbe chairman.

Tuesday, March 9.
Petitions of a public nature and by special 

leave, presented.
Tbe Mines and Minerals Bill came from tbe 

Legislative Council, agreed to.
A Hill in relereoce to that just named also 

came from tbe Legislative Council, agreed to, 
with an amendment concerning tbe time provid­
ed for by the Bill. •

q return relating to tbe railroad claims, waa 
laid on tbe ta"ble, with reports by Mr. 1 orman 
and Mr. Laurie on the same.

A report hom tbe Post Office committee re- 
commending a grant of £1000 a year for a 
l earner to run four times a week between New 
Brunswick and Nova Scotia, caused some dis 
mission. Tbe report was adopted.
» Hob Att General staled that in consequence- 
of i be division of last evening, the Elective Coun­
cil BUi would not be pawed during tbe present

session. The Bill was withdrawn, with tbe in­
tent that it should be printed and circulated. Tbe 
Attorney General laid on the table a reso’otion, 
as notice, affirming the principle of tbe bill. The 
Atty General withdrew the House of Assembly 
Representation Bill also, for the present session, 
stating as a reason, the time that had been ] 
already occupied by debate, and tbe affairs that 
had accumulated and ihat required consult ia 
lion of tbe House. Tbe Bill is to be printed and 
circulated.

Wednesday, March 10 
Considerable discussion took place on a bill 

concerning a piece of public ground in the town 
of Lunenburg. The Church of England estab­
lished in lhat town, hold possession of the ground, 
and certain of the inhabitants claim title on be­
half of the public. Tbe merits of the case ap­
peared to be as follows :—Many years ago, tbe 
Crown granted certain lots of land there, lor the 
use of the public ; tbe title to which was vested 
in'trusteea. In lapse of time all the truite» dis­
appeared from this earthly scene, leaving cone 
to legally represent the public claim to the lots 
in question. In 1854 a bill was introduced re­
viving the title by appointment of new trustees 
instead of tbe former; but it omitted two lots 
which immediately surround the English Church 
ot that town. Tbe bill before the House at pre­
sent was to extend the provisions of the former 
to tbe two lots omitted, providing, however, that 
tbe Church should have tit c to tbe ground on 
which it was hoilt, anil to inch reasonable space 
beyond as might be deemed requitite lor purpo­
ses ol enlargement, repairs, &u. The hill had 
been before tbe Legislature in 1856 and '57- It 
passed the House io the former year, but was 
feat in the Legislative Council in consequence ol 
not having been read at the sessions, when a 
committee referred the parties fo a Court of 
law. On Wednesday several members were for 
adopting tbe same coarse; bat friends ot the bill 
replied, ihat at present there were no parties who 
could make such an appeal, and ihat tbe bill 
was to give such power to the proposed new trus­
tees It was finally referred to the Law Com­
mittee ot the Honse.

Hon. Mr. Howe remarked, relative to ibe in­
spection of Hallways and Bailway Accounts, 
that by the arrangement with Mr. Laorie, that 
gentlemen was to receive S500 a month, wiih 
travelling expenses Under the circumttarccs 
of the country, and as tbe Province was not in 
the habit of paying its servants at the rate of 
£1500 a year, it would be well that the expen­
diture should not continue longer than was re­
quisite.

Hon. Attorney General admitted tbe propriety 
of the advice, bat expressed bis disinclination 
that Mr. Lrurie should leave tbe Province until 
the committee on Bailway aflairs should have 
opportunity of consulting wiih biro, and having 
bis evidence relative to extra claims, and oilier 
questions. '*

Thursday, March 11.
Tbe Financial Secretary made his Financial 

Statement for Ibe year, and explained its parti 
oulars and tbe estimates which H included. An 
earnest debate followed, in which the Atorney 
General, Financial Secretary, Messrs. Young, 
Howe, McLellan, Archibald, Wade, Parker, 
Wier, Tobin, and others, took part, dealing with 
the condition and demands, and prospects of the 
province.

Among tbe Bills reported was one for the 
abolition of the Biver Fisheries system, and 
giving the regulation to the Sessions."

The Finnncinl Statement exhibited figures as 
follow ;

Towards the cloee of debate, Hon. Mr. Howe 
took a cheerful view ol Provincial affairs, and 
rather congratulated the country, that with tbe 
heavy expenditures on tbe Bailways, and their 
comparative unproductiveness at tbe present 
time, the financial responsibilities were not more 
thtn appeared from the statement and explana­
tions.

Estimated income of tbe year, £181,294
bich reduced by certain sums due for previous 

leave nett available revenue, £150,- 
estiroated expenses, were staled at 
leaving unprovided for, Agricultural 

Societies, Navigation Securities, Militia arrange­
ment. and Biver Fmbcries superintendence, and 
only £8 4a Ud. towards tbe usual road grant.— 
The Bailway interest for the year was estimated 
at £45,000. The Financial Secretary proposed 
a loan of £20,000 for Hoads and Bridges.

Friday, March 12.
The Pro. Secretary laid on the table a de­

spatch, concerning proposed steam communica­
tion between Neva Scotia, Canada, Prince Ed­
ward Island, and New Brunswick. The sum 
named, as requisite tor the service, was stated at 
£7,000, of which it was understood, New Bruns 
wick was ready to contribute its share.—Hen. 
Mr. llowe remarked, that such intercommuni­
cation would be of consequence fo New Bruns- 
wick, because of Ihe piece of KailrSxd which bad 
been constructed there ; and that if the R.iilway 
to Pictou were completed, it would be of impor­
tance to Nova Scotia. At present he consider­
ed, the Province was not in a condition to take 
proportionate advantage from tbe proposed im­
provement—The Pro. Secretary acqueisced in 
that view ; but remarked, that sums were already 
paid to such communication, that tbe proposition 
might tend to improve the system in operation, 
ana that it would be well to reler the documents 
to tbe Poet Office committee. It was referred 
accordingly.

Tbe House in committee passed several local 
Bills, among which was one lor tbe asscssmc nt 
ol tbe city of Halifax for interest on one tenth 
of tbe Bailway stock up to £100,000 —The Bill 
contemplated the collecting of the arrears of in­
tercat in one year. Hon Mr. Young described 
that as ot burthensome and impracticable char- 
acter, in consequence of the great increase of 
demands on tbe city. He alluded to tbe finan­
cial aspect of city aflairs, and said tbai be otwerv 
ed, by a report of City Council proceedings, that 
the amount to be raised this year, by taxation 
m tbe city, was £1250. He suggested that tbe 
purposed railway assessment extend over three 
years.—Mr. Wier explained and argued to sim­
ilar effect, referring to heavy charges at present 
on the-city, relative to City Prison, and Hospital 
Buildings, Ac., the Bill was amended in accord- 
dance with Ibe suggestion, respecting distribution 
over three years.

Hon Mr. Young laid on tbe table, as notice, 
a series ol resolutions, relative to certain dismis­
sals from office, and appointments thereto,—The 
cases were classified, and distinct declarations 
proposed in each class.

Tbe resolutions on dismissjÉt, related to E II. 
Frenchville, Gnyafeoro’; Alfln Hamilton, Sbel- 
bnrne ; J B. Davidson, Wallace ; E. McDonald, 
Pictou ; B. Huntingdon, Yarmouth. The reso­
lution on appointment», bad reference to 371 
Justices of the Peace appointed since February 
25ih, 1857, and specifically to tbe appointment 
ol Mr. Condon, as Superintendent of Light 
Houses, and of Mr. McKeagney, as Inspector of 
Mines.

Hon. Atty General laid relurns on the table 
relative to river fisheries in Annapolis.

Mr. McLellan asked for returns relating to ex­
tra claims of Bailway Contractors.

Mr. Robertson laid on tbe tabic, as notice, a 
resolution concerning tbe appointment ol Mr. 
Dickey to the Legislative Council.

Saturday, March 13.
The Prohibitory Liquor Law came up for se­

cond reading./ Mr. Morrison, Mr. Moses, Mr. 
Cbnrchill, and Mr. McLellan urged ihe adoption 
of tbe measure. Tbe Atty. General declared 
hie principles in favor of restriction, unchanged, 
but considered that the regulations of tbe bill 
were not practicable at tbe present time. He 
alluded *o a similar measure adopted a few years 
ago for the province of New Brunswick. Mr. 
Shaw spoke to somewhat similar effect Hon. 
Mr. Young spoke against sending the bill to com.
BOo*the question for referring the bill to com 
mittee, there were—against 20, lor 10.

New Brunswick.
Provincial Legislature— On Wednes­

day last Mr. Cudlip's Usury Bill was rejected. 
He was more fortunate with bis Bill relating lo
co-partnership, which tbe House agreed ta 
The College Bill was discussed, and Ihe debate 
was returned on Thursday, and Friday, and 
again yesterday, but without coming to a division. 
On Thursday tbe Pari-h School Bill was submitt­
ed by the Provincial Secre-ary, and 500 copies 
ordered to be printed. Progress was reported 
on a Bill to increase the representation, and the 
Bill of Mr. Wiliiston to disqualify certain per­
rons from bolding sea's in tbe Housed Assembly. 
On Saturday a petition was presented by the 
Presbytery of St. John, praying that the House 
will withdraw ail grants Horn schools in which 
ibe Bible is uot lead. A Hi 1 to enable the 
Corporation of Si. John lo effect certain im­
provements on the streets was passed Mr. Gray 
introduced a Bill to authorise investigation into 
the causes ot fires in St. John and Portland—a 
bill which is much required, and is likely to do 
much good. Mr. M Leod obtained leave to 
bring in a Bill to auihorise the erection of a 
Begistry Office in tbe vicinity of Hampton 
Ferry. On Monday progress waa reported on a 
Bill to increase Ibe representation. Tbe Hon. 
Mr. Tilley denied some gross charges made 
against tbe Government, in tbe Freeman of Ibis 
city, in respect to certain grants ol land. lie 
said tbe article was a base fabrication, and tbe 
person who could deliberately pen i! only re­
quired courage to make him an assassin. The 
House in Supply passed tbe whole budget, aub- 
mitied by tbe Government, educational grants 
and alL It was fixed that the House go into 
Committee on tbe School Bill to morrow (Thurs­
day). Mr Grays Bill to investigate the causes 
of fire passed yesterday. Progress was again re­
ported or. the Presbyterian Church Bill. A Bill 
waa passed to enable the Society of Underwriter! 
of St. John, to sue and be sued in tb# name of 
their Clerk for tbe lime being-—Church Witness, 
March 10.

We have received says tbeCAurct Witness, a 
copy of “ a Bill relating to Parish Schools," sub- 
milted to tbe Legislature on Thursday last, by 
the Honorable tbe Provincial Secretary. It 
does not difler very materially from tbe Law 
now in force, and ia by no means the measure 
we anticipated. It seems to be framed with a 
view to compromise matters with all parties, and 
it is most likely that it will meet the tate-of B.11» 
of (bis character, namely, be rejected by all 
For instance tbe principle of taxaiioo is left op­
tional wiih tbe Parishes, and tbe use of the Bible 
is not directly, though it appears to be indirect­
ly, provided lor. One of tbe clauses on tbe lat­
ter point ia in tbe following terms:—

Ibe Board of Education shall bave power to 
provide for tbe -establishment, regulation, afid 
government of School Libraries, and tbe selec­
tion of Books to be used therein ; but no works 
of a licentious, vicious, or immoral tendency or 
hostile to the Christian Beligion, or woiks on 
controversial theology, shall be admitted.

The Bible, therefore, it is evident may be de­
posited in the Library, and it may be taken 
therefrom, it ia presumed, by any boy who de­
sire» it. Tbe Bill, however, provides further, 
that,

Every teacher shall take diligent care and ex­
ert bis best endeavors to impress on tbe minds ol 
the children committed to his care tbe principles 
of Christianity, &c., but no pupil shall be requir­
ed to read or study in or from any religious ! 
book, or join in any act of devotion, objected to | 
by his parents or guardians.

It needs no argument to show that this clause ; 
can never be carried out—unless, indeed, the | 
teacher baa the Bible in bis bands. How is it1 
possible to teach tbe piincipiescf Christianity I 
without it ? He may teach Popery, Paganism, 1 
or Mohamedanism, but not Christianity. It may j 
be said that it is intended that the Bible shall be j 
vised in 'eaching “ the principles ot Chris­
tianity ;" but if so, why not provide for it boldly 
ar.d openly ? To our view, therefore, the Bill 
in Ibis respect is uiisalisiactov.

Tiik Religious Awakening.— ll can 

hardly have escaped general observation that 
there is now being n-aniicated, in thia city, an 
unusual and increasing attention to religion. 
A remarkably earnest state of feeling on thia 
subject lia, been developing itself lor tome time 
past among all classes ol tbe community here— 
from the highest to Ibe lowest—including those 
cut of the church a# well as those in it. Nor 
has this quickened interest in religion, and this 
increased attendance on religious meetings, been 
in anywise confined or peculiar to this city ; lor 
it extends in an equal and, in many instances, in 
a still greater degree to all parts ol the country. 
Tbe exchange newspapers, both religious and 
secular, that come to us from all quarters, speak 
of an unwonted revival ot religious feeling in 
their vicinity, and in tbe country far and near 
around them. In fact, a sudden fervor seems to 
have seized the public mind. Everywhere men 
are crowding to religious meetings, and the spirit 
with which the crowds are impressed, and which 
incites them to so general an attention to religion 
and religious services, seems to be animating the 
whole land. ,

The revival spreads almost like contagion. Jt 
is everywhere expected, like an epidemic. A 
meeting is organized in one place, and in a day 
or two afterwards another is sure to follow in the 
nearest neighbourhood. One church breaks out 
into a revival, and in a few weeks the next, in 
the village, or the town, or the city, fol.ow the 
example, until the whole district ia awakened 
and aroused. In somo instance».the enthusiasm 
seems to have spread from place to place with 
all the rapidity of a fire on a prairie. It is be­
lieved, for instance, that as n ariy m a hundred 
n-ayer meetings have teen established in difler 
ent cities and towns throughout the country , 
from tbe single example of the noonday meet­
ing held in this city in the “ Old North Dutch 
Church.” Not all these meetings arc held at 
the same time of day, or even daily, yet they 
have been called into existence trom life (act that 
this was called into existence before them.

A similar religious feeling bas not been known 
in this city lor twenty five years About twenty- 
five year» ago a revival of great poser, whic 
excited the sympathy and co-operation ot gteai 
numbers ot persons, both church members and 
others, occurred in New York, though its e*'KDl 
and résulte were far less remarkable than those 
which have been already witnessed in tbe pre­
sent instance. Public religious meetings were 
then held in unusual places, and at unusua 
hour», and were throngingly attended, but we 
believe that a n.iilday piayer meeting, held in 
the centre of the business circles ol the city, and 
sustained largely by tbe most prominent business 
men, is a novelty that was not then well known 
In fact, if the idea of such a meeting had b®80 
proposed six month» ago, with any probability 
that it would soon be attended to such an extent 
as to require three rooms lor the divided and 
overflowing audience, it would have been re­
garded as hardly icss than preposterous.

And it is a precisely similar feeling to that 
which is exhibited at these ami other religious 
meeting, in this city, that is now spreading 
throughout the country.—Ni 1. I rAnne.

The Judgment of Naples.

F.rents, like buildings, need 10 be wen 
from a distance before their fell proportion» 
esn be apprecisted. Perspective is quite 
as potent • magician in history ae in art 
The great ones of history are nerer under­
stood by the men of their own generation 
Only when Irom a distance we can measure 
their stature by thé asersge level of their 
age, do we see how they tower above it. 
There were great ones in the Esst in the 
days of Cyrus, but which of them shares 
his pinnsclc ? Alexander manda clear of 
comparison the one grind Cgere of the 
Macedonia# host. In tbe mellow distance 
the salient points and corner-stones of the 
edifice retain their individual outlines, the 
ret melts into brosd sunlight ot purple 
shadow, sod helps to compose tbe bsrmooy 
of the whole. The same law rules over the 
events of bisicry. We hire lived over tbe 
last few months, with sufficient celmnees, 
through an era, tbe history of which will 
make the hearts of coming generetioes to 
shudder, and to wonder how Englishmen 
lived and worked while such things were 
done. Tbe Indian mutiny of 1867 will be 
raatked ages hence aetheers of the new 
birth of Asistic civilisation. It is evident 
that Providence is in msny wonderful ways 
preparing to bring tbe whole force of 
Western civilisation to bear op the teeming 
millions who cover lbs southern elope of the 
great mountain range which is the axis ol 
the Asiatic continent from Seleueia to 
Peltin. But to use all this is vague end 
unsubstantial. We are so occupied wills the 
lesser interests and work of our generation, 
that the grsod character which will mark 
it when aeen ie tbe perspective of bietory 
escapes us. We work on hnlf blindly—we 
leave it to our grandchildren to see end 
estimate our work.

Bui 1857 was not to end without another 
catastrophe ae terrible in ite way as the 
Indian mutiny, and needing equally some 
distance of time to roessure ite full sig­
nificance. Toe earthquake at Naples ia 
ooe of the most horrible calamities reforded 
in history, uod 1e full of étrange limons, 
when we consider the morel and apeeial 
condition of that most beautiful, but moat 
unhappy land. It ia more than a hundred 
veara atnee anything like it was known in 
Europe. Tbe earthquake at Lisbon, in 
1755, filled all Europe with consternation 
—in five minutes ($0,000 persona perished, 
and the greater part of the city was des­
troyed. A general sense of insecurity per- 
vsded the European Statea—men lilt for 
the moment that they were all firing and 
sinning over a cauldron of #eethiog and 
bubbling fire. At any moment it might 
bunt through the thin crest of earth and 
sweep them to inalsnt destruction. And 
what hindered f What hinders at tbia mo- 
moment, here in England t What but the 
hand ol a wise and merciful Godt These 
dread outbreaks of the furious elemeoti are 
Buffered, in order to remind 01 of what we 
have to trust .to, and to abow tous tho Hand 
that holda ua safe amidst them all. Tbe 
accounts from Naples bid fair to rival in 
horror thole of the great earthquake at Lis­
bon, which, even after 1U0 years, ram sins 
the very symbol of all cateetropbee of its 
class. Alieady, it » said, that 30,000 per 
sons have perished, while tbe collateral 
miseries it entails are, peihep-, more dread 
ful, inasmuch 11 it spreads through e whole 
province, and plunges a kingdom in all but 
universal roin. Two hundred and fifiy 
thousand persons are supposed to have 
suffered severely in peraoo, properly or 
k rndred ; and at the date of the lilt accounts 
the earth waa «till trembling, and Naples 
itself, in spite of ill safety-valve volcano, 
was kept in constant alarm. ’ Towoa con­
taining thouaaoda of inhabitants have been 
utterly destroyed, large hilfa have been cleft 
asunder, so that the eaverni withlo can be 
seen ; and tbe calamity ia so unparalleled, 
10 universal, and 10 lamentable, that even 
tbe official journal declares tbit .every re­
port draws tear». Thirty thousand buried 
alive, and a quarter of • million houseless, 
were an awful visitation, even ie e wealthy 
end populous country; but in beggared, 
scanty, blighted Nsples, it is ruin indeed. 
It waa Goethe who said of Nsplea tbit iba 
climate was so delicious” that tbe Mention 
of life was bliss " But the bltas his its 
counterpoise, 11 in all human things. These 
feireat gardens of the world, Naples, Cintra, 
8t. Jago, are planted over beds of fir#.— 
Storms, earthquakes, eruptions, tornadoes,

ere the price men pay for the luxury of iheir 
loveliness ; and them records make ea con­
tested with the hard fare of oor temperate 
regions, and convince ua of the truth of tbe 
old adage, which has inch woedroea illur 
traiioea both from life and history, “ J* we- 
this tntissimus ibis." ,

Bet Naples hsa other thing» m the scales 
ega.nsl her besides her wiotoo hunricei 
climate, her eloudlen abiea. her golm ,nllL 
With the exception of Spanish America, 
perhaps Naples if the wiebedeet place ie 
Christendom. The vices wh.ch two thou- 
ssod years ago filled Pompeii with lb# ob­
scenities which ate neared in the Merci 
chamber of the Museum flourish there Mill. 
Eaery ooe who is acquainted with Naples 
sod ill lit* will know very well what we 
mean. Now we hold the principle to be a 
most vicious one which concluded that tbe 
Galileans, whose blood Pilute mingled with 
their sscrifiees, were sifcners shove all the 
Galileans; bat equslly do we reject the 
notion that God never sends special judg­
ments as Attribution on personal or national 
sins Great wisdom and charily does 11 
need «6 to discern thsse, as to «void the 
error which Christ-iebukeaeo sternly ; but, 
on the other hand, we believe that we should 
be guilty of grievous neglect of the spiritual 
faculty which God baa given to all 01 ua, il 
we were to conaider it impossible to discern 
them at all. God intended the deatruction 
of Sodom 10 teach the nation! the end ol 
unbridled ai»; God intended the destruc­
tion of Pompeii, that second Sodom, to 
teach the same lesson to the nation! at the 
dawn of the Christian dispensation, and we 
believe that there is something more than 
an accidentel relation between tbe political 
profligacy, the moral iniquity, of Nsplea, 
and this dread catsstrophe, which the future 
historian of Europe will appreciutu more 
fully than ourselves. How society could 
exist under such couditiona 1» obtain io the 
king*dom of Naples hsa long been tbe won­
der of Europe. Tbsl God would not suffer 
it to continue without some lignai mark of 
bis displeasure, his long been the conviction 
of the roost charitable Christian men. But 
none could anticipate the mode in which 
the blow would fall. Most men probably 
anticipated that some bloody revolution 
would be the doomsmsn of the ayitem, 
which leave! nothing but martyrdom for 
patriots. But God has seen fit to visit the 
whole kingdom, aid to make the whole 
people understand, by the trembling earth 
beneath them, bow near inch moral corrup­
tion ever ia to ruin and death. The Gov­
ernment ie vicious and malignant as a Gov­
ernment cen be : bat what are the people ? 
Let those acquainted with Naples answer. 
For the wretched degradation of the people 
the Government are largely responsible; 
but the vices of the people make aucb gov- 
ernment possible, and allow it from year to 
year. God bas spoken to both. The King 
and bis Council are dull acholxri : their 
apathy, indolence, and «•lfiahner», at this 
dread lime, are more conspicuous than ever. 
Let ua hope that the people will be more 

tiling bearers, and put away tbe reproach 
which haa long made them 1 bye-word 
among the European nations. We confess 
that for the present we have but small hope 
of ibe regeneration of priest-ridden Naples 
—but these baptisms of file are, perhaps, 
the beginning of the process. Nothing, at 
any rate, can ever he p auch a reformation, 
which does not lend 10 detàch Nsples from 
her priests, and lead her to her God.—J.on- 
Jon Christian Timts.

The Political Aspect of Affairs 
in the United States.

The muse of history is waiting to learn 
whether the immediate pages of our coun­
try1! annals are to be written in blood. It 
seems to us that the issue of civil war ie in­
volved in the questions which now agitate 
the country. There is a great struggle in 
progress between the right and the wrong, 
and on the side of the oppressor there ia 
power. The struggle bas alresdy been long 
continued. The right has been patient and 
true. Year after year it baa borne outrage and 
calumny, and almost every form of wrong; 
yet as the yens have passed by, lie strength 
his been nourished, end with strength 
the conviction tbsl neither Christian prin­
ciple nor honest manhood could or should 
much longer abide the tnfamoua treatment 
to which it has been subjected. Yeer after 
year the national administration in the ser­
vice of tbe slave power bee trodden under 
foot the most precious rights of American 
eitixenahip, and the government in ell ite 
deptrimeum—administrative, legislative and 
judicial—has done little else thin ineult end 
outrage tbe civilization of tbe ege, the spir­
it of Christisoiiy, the principle! ol morality, 
tbe conaututional rights ofuhe people sod 
the memory of ihe louoders of tbe Republic." 
A sacred compact of our fathers haa been 
annulled, a whole race baa been tbruat out 
of ihe pale of citizenship, the president has 
declared slavery to be the companion of the 
American flag, and crime baa been heaped 
ep:m crime in order to force • great curse 
upon • people who bate it, and will not bare 
it.

There is no abatement in tbie course. 
The work which was fully begun, end 
which haa been so persistently followed up, 
ts now urged on to consummation, with all 
the power of the federal government, through 
the instrumentality of party machinery and 
government patronage. The moet unscru­
pulous ruffians are the pets of tbe adminis­
tration, and every ingenuity of nacillty la 
reaorted to in the Cebioet end in Congress, 
and in the territorial government of Kaoees, 
to force upon that territory institutions 
which the people did not construct, which 
they have nut ratified, which they will not 
ratify, and which will be scattered to the 
four wind» the moment they Isy their hinds 
on them. Now we siy that it cinnoi re­
quire a prophetic pen to tell where this will 
end. Ail these opérerions are like tbe de­
monstration oi a problem m Euclid. A 
moral certainty ia made of is stern snd un­
relenting stuff is a mathematical ; and so 
truly aa this Leeompton constitution is at­
tempted to be forced upon the people of 
Kansas, and the people of Kansas, driven to 
the wall retain their manhood, will there be 
civil war for which alone the edminianetioo 
will be responsible. The people of Kenaea 
will not be driven from their homes, nor 
will they remain in tbeir homes under in­
stitutions forced upon them, end 1 govern­
ment not their own. They would be cra­
ven and cowards should they do 10. They 
will not do eo.

The old buHying, overbearing, demi- 
neering, insulting tone ie now assumed by 
the South toward the North in Coogreia. 
The old thteat of disunion is repented, but 
this threat must ha«e loat ite power by this 
time, we should think. Tbe idea ol dis­
union by the side of aubmiesion to inch 
wrooga aa are sought to be forced upon the 
country by the alive power at tbia time, ia 
one devoid of terror to any but cowarda and 
fools. Nay, we should deny our fsitb in 
humanity and love to our country did we 
for an instsnt deprecate civil war in ceae 
the wrong intended to be mflieted upon 
Kanaaa be conaummaied. ‘ Nothing ia lift 
to honor but that. 1/ Kanaaa should be ad­
mitted to tbe Union aa a Hale, with the Le- 
compton constitution, nod the govern»# 
•bouid, undertake to eetoUltsb snd protect •

Mete of government under it, the intimée 
line which would aweep Ihe Uoited States 
troops from th# territory would receive tbe 
approval of the civilised world, and. be con- 
eecrated in history aa tbe nobles: eel of a 
free people. It would be tbe proud day of 
Kaniis, recorded io letters of gold upon her 
escutcheon, and celebrated by bonfires and 
illuminations, and public rejoicing» by her 
children and her children’# children to the 
end of time.

When tbe question ia lofted to the issue 
of personal dishonor, there can be 00 doubt 
left 11 to the course to be porewad; and if 
northern repreMolaiirw in Coogreia, bar 
mg none but a parly intereM ie ativery, be­
come eiders and abettors io the great crime 
which ia now sought to be perpetrated upon 
Kanaaa, they should forever afterward be 
treated aa traitors—hooted at in tbe atreeta, 
spurned from public iiMmblies, branded 
with disgrace. A man whose back-boo# 
becomes weak io the preaence oj the ruffian 
i»m now bending it» unaciopuloua energies 
to the accomplishment of the greet fraud, 
should be broken upon the political wheel, 
and tossed among irremediable rubbish. It 
is time that all of ua where without a sin­
gle qualm or question; we can look diiunion, 
civil war, or any incalculable evil in the 
face, as tbe consequence of the vindication 
of our right! aa American citizens, and our 
honor 11 free men. Our government ia go­
ing all wrong. No government io God's 
world can withstand the destructive power 
of inch corruption and villany 11 oura haa 
been guilty of for the peat few yeers. And 
00 people in the world can endorse such 
corruption, and submit to auch villany, aa 
the persistent policy of a government, 
without becoming 10 debased, 10 mean, 10 
spiritless, as to deserve to be awept out of 
eiiMenee. There ia but ooe evil that we 
deprecate more than the villany of which we 
have spoken, end that ia the meanness that 
ie willing to purchase commercial advantage 
•t the price of humiliation, peace el the 
price ol political freedom, and power et the 
price of blood. When, therefore the min­
ion» of this administration cry " diiunion,” 
we ssy Amen, if you ,ao will it! When 
they cry •' civil war," we respond—force it 
upon the country if you dere! Your threat» 
bare loat their power, because we see that 
the alternative of iheM ia worae than both 
'com bined — Springji;IJ Republican.

Tea Drinking.
If the question be nurowed down to that 

of ‘ Tea or no Tea,* we advocate the weed. 
The world will ha healthier and hippier by 
the moderate eve of any of tbe Chine ten 
in tbnir purity, than without them. The 
immoderate use of cold weter ie prejudicial 
to health, whether as a drink or lavement, 
•od eo ie the immoderate use of breed and 
butler. It ia the argument of * fanatic to 
isy that becaon the excessive use of any­
thing ia injurious, it should therefore be 
discarded altogether. Chemistry decide» 
that tbe easenlisl elements of lee and coffee 
•re identical, and are nutritious. Tea ia a 
stimulant, and 10 is every other nutritive 
article. That which imparti no stimulai 
is not fit for food. An ordiosrr meal stimu­
lates the pulse to greater activity five or ten 
per cent. Tea, being uaed warm, and at 
meal lime, promotes digestion by ite warmth, 
11 any warm drink will do. Any cold 
drink, even water, taken it meal time, er- 
reals the progress of digestion until it is 
raised to the heat of «bout one hundred de­
gree», and if that arrest be too long pro­
tracted, convulsion» follow, and sometimes 
death—ea hie happened many time» to cbil 
dren, by eating n couple of hard boiled egga 
hastily, or upon an empty atomacb, or, in­
deed, eating mneh of any indigestible article. 
Thus it is that, ao fir 11 tbe use of tea ban- 
iabea tbe un of cold water at our meal» it 
ia a safeguard. La’ll and hearty supper» 
destroy multitudes, either outright in 1 night 
or in the insidious progrès» of months and 
year». Lia almoat the univeraal custom to 
take tea for supper. It is a stimulant. It 
lids tbe aiomseh in digeMing more thin it 
would hive done, just in proportion to ill 
stimulating qualities. And as all eat loo 
much at aupper time, ibe general drink of 
the day, ia beneficial in ihe directions juat 
named. True wisdom lies in, the moderate 
use of all the good thing» of rtiia life. It ia 
stated that at a tea party of sixty old women 
in EogUod, it wis ascertained that they 
were the mothera of eight hundred and six­
ty-nine children. The presumption is, that 
these women were lea-drinker» habitually, 
and it ia equally inferrible that they did not 
drink it very • weak ;’ yet they were healthy 
enough to be old, and healthy enough to be 
the mother» of large families. An iaolated 
fact proves nothing, but thin ia suggestive. 
It ie then safer and healthier to take a eup 
ol warm tea lor aupper then a glass of cold 
water. With our bebita, it-ia better 10 
take • cup of warm tea, than 10 take 
do drink at all. By the extrsvagnot ua# 
of tea, msny persons pass their nigbta 
in restlessness snd diesms, without being 
•were ol tbe ciuit of it. We sdviM such 
to experiment on ibemetlvea, end omit tea 
altogether el aupper, for a few tiroea, and 
notice the result. If you sleep better, It ie 
clear that you have been ueieg 100 much 
tea, either io quantity or in strength. In 
order to be definite, we conaider the follow­
ing to be the moderate uve of tea : Aaingle 
cup at each meal 11 to quantity ; 11 to 
strength, measure it thus ; put a tea-apoon- 
ful io a hot teapot; pour on a quart of boil­
ing water ; iwo-lbitda of a lea-cup of tbia, 
adding a third of cream, or boiling milk, or 
hot water with sugar or not ; tbie is strong 
enough. We’beltev» that auch us# of Chine 
teas, by excluding cold drink» at oot meals, 
and by their nutritious and pleasantly Mimu- 
lating character, may be prectiaed for a life 
time to very great advantage, without eny 
drawback whatever; coffee also. We be­
lieve that the world and all that ie created 
upon it ia for man, and that the rational 
use of in good things* will promote the 
health and happiness of ell mankind.— 
Halts Journal of Health.
