" ARMIES BEAT DISEi

Surgeon General's Comment on Slckness Among
'Canadian Troops--Gunfire Victims Propor-

tionately Fewer Than i- 1861. .+

When .statistics are extreme
enough one way or the other, they
are capable of reassuring or. disturb-
ing the most unmathematical of per=
sons. A striking illustration of that
is found -in the latest official figures
showing the ecasualties of Canadian
troops -since the beginning: of .the

war. The total of wounded; missin
and dead fromf all ‘causes’'is 89,8439
but. the .whole number of ‘deaths
from sickness in camp and irench
has beeé ‘only 49 officers and 1,191
men or -1, 240 all told. On the other
hand, 15,329 officers and mgn. have
been kilRq in aetion and 5,242 have
died’ of 'wounds, making “a total of
20,871 ,deaths dué to. _gunfire. - To
that sum must

ing the @éaths ‘from “all” catiges 23,-
636.

In other words .the deaths from
sickness constitute less than 6.3 per
cent. of all deaths and-less than 13§
per cent, of -all ‘cadwalties.

It will be impossible in a news-
paper article to go into the subject
exhaustively on account of lack of
space, so the writer will according-
ly confine himself to presemnting a
few pointed passages of scripture
with some pertinent remarks there-
on for serious consideration by the
reader.
