of all parties in France and Belgium
is conspicuous, which is a factor of
no small importance, if only because
of the quietude of the great cities.
Germany Will be Pinched First
“Germany, whose industries are
stopped, fields neglected and credit
imminently threatened, will feel the
pinch long beéfore the allies begin to
feel it. F\ery day the internal press-
ure will increase the political educa-~
tion so strangly arrested for the last
half century, and the country will be
forced into a life of repressed hosti-
lity. North and south will burst the
bounds and social democracy will take
on an altogether new aspect. There
has not been a flicker of revolution
in Germany since 1848. The great
fact on the eastern frontier two

months hence may well be not war,
but revolution.”

Guarding Important Points
One of the important duties of the
department at present is arranging
tor guarding all public works and all
the channels of communication agafinst
attempts by Germans or Austrians;
now in Canada to blow up bridges,
public buildings, canal locks, etc. It
is realiZed that there is a very seri-
ous ' need of this, and hundreds of
plainclothesmen sworn in on instruc<
tions from the department here are
now stationed all over the Dominion.
Every big railway bridge is guarded,
and extra precautions are being taken,
in outlying districts, such as those;

Railway and in the northwest. All
German and Anstrian Conguls who
are not Canadian cmzens have been
given forty-eight hours in which to,
leave the country.
Units Ordered Out

Special précautions are being taken
to strengthen the forces at Halifax,
Sydney and Esquimalt and additional
troops are being sent there. For
service of this kind the department
is not waiting to raise troops by the
volunteer system, but is ordering out
whole militia units under the pro-
visions of the militia act. In the
case of St John, which is exposed to
attack from any cruiser of the en-
emy, it is pointed out that since St.
John is not fortified and is an open
port under the international agree-
‘ment governing war conditions, there
could be no bombardment to destroy
property unless resistance were offer-
ed. If an enemy’s criser appeared at
St. John, at Vancouver, or at any
other unfortified port of the Domin-
ion, the troops stationed there would
retife’ and not invite the penalty of
having the port shelled. . .

~ THE SITUATION.

What a remarkable Old Country it
is, to be sure. Here at the commence-
ment of a European war there is con-
fidence, without the slightest sign of
panic, and money—that most sensi-
tive of all barometers—is plentiful.
The Bank of England rate has been
reduced to five per cent.,, and some
banks have received more money than
was paid out. No other land under
like circumstances could make such a
showing

The -earlier reports—not any of
thenr of vital importance—have been
to the disadvantage of Germany, es-
pecially with regard to the spunky
defence put up by the Belgians. It
may be taken for granted that this
will not always prove to be the case,
although if the German troops are
handled after the fashion of close
order, the method adopted before
Liege, their military men must have
been asleep. They worked that plan
successfully in the Franco-German
struggle, but the system has long been
obsolete. The British learned a valu-
able lesson in this regard during the
Boer war. Since that costly experience
her troops have been trained to fight
in skirmishing order, with at least 25
paces between each man, and cover to
be taken whenever possible. ¢

The outstanding feature of the
Courier’s special wire service this
morning is the fact that Portugal has
placed herself unconditionally along-
side of her old ally, John Bull, and,
further, that the members of Parlia-
ment there gave enthusiastic cheers
for England and ‘France. Thus the
ruler by “Divine Right” Kaiser gets
another husky jolt. Portugal from a
navy standpoint figures at zero, and
her fighting forces are numerically
small. The peace establishment of
the army is 32,000 and estimated war
strength 100,000. They are good fight-
ers, as Napoleon found to his cost.
When the Emperor ordered the Por-
tuguese King to seize British mer-
chandise in that country he refused.
Napoleon thereupon notified him that
he had forfeited his throne. He so-
licited the protection of England,
which was promptly granted. The
French occupied Portugal, but were
forced to withdraw on their defeat at
Vimera by British and Portuguese
allies ‘under command of Sir Arthur
Wellesley in 1808. Wellington’s dc-
fence of the triple lines of Torres
Vedras against Marshal Massena m
1810 completzd the deliverance of
Pcrtugal from Napoleon’s tyranny. It
will thus be seen that there are very
special reasons for friendship betwecn
the two lands. Portugal’s pluck in
bearding “Nap” at that periad shows
the kind of stuff of which her people
are made.

In the States all the papers worth
while continue to applaud John Bull
for standing by his allies and zealous-
ly guarding the interests of himself
and‘ the Overseas ‘Dominions. In ef-
fect they practically express the view
that Germany got in wrong and will
end the same way. Papers of the
Hearst type talk differently, of course.
He owns a chain of sensational papers,
and their regard for the truth couldn’t
be discerned even under a microscope.
For instance, in Harper’'s Weekly a
well-known correspondent tells how
/he accepted a commission to repott

THE GERMAN EMPEROR’S MIS-
TAKE. *

The special correspondent of the
New York Herald in London, Eng-
land, thus advises his paper:

“With the war there has come to
England a great feeling of relief that
t he worst is known and decisive steps
have been taken.

England, leading to the declaration of
war, has been hailed as an actual op-
portunity of salvation.

“In Russia gloom has been swept
away by the fact that the British em-
pire has found its true place in the
alignment of nations.

“In Berlin the fact that Britain has
cast her lot with the other members
of the Triple Entente undoubtedly
had a heartbreaking effect on Tmper-
or William.

“The fact that Germany declared
war on England before England de-
clared on Germany does not indicate
that war was any more welcome  at
erlin, but in the preliminaries to this
unparalleled trouble there has been a
singular miscalculation of the under-
lying forces.

“William I1., as I have explained to
readers of the Herald, could not pos-
sibly have dreamed that Austria-
Hungary’s attempt to chastise Servia
would bring Russia into the field-as an
open antagonist, He could not have
dreamed France would: show the stiff
backbone that has characterized her
every move.

The Emperor appears to have been
dragged along by an irresistible des-
tiny into his present position. Having
got started, he could not help himself.
“With Russia on one side of him
and France on the other, he appears
to be determined‘that France must be
attacked and defeated quickly or he
is gone, horse, foot and guns.

“Thus irresistible destiny drove
him into Belgium in* order that
German Emperors Mistake

he might get into France in a hurry,
and all the while Germany’s Ambas-
sador il London, Prince Lichnowsky,
with ‘honeyed words seeking to
persuade the Liberal government to
remain neutral.

“Those who have looked on believe
now the German Emperor must be
the greatest gambler in the world. He
staked his empire, his army, his navy
lxjs crown upon the neutrality of
Great Britain, and that same firresis-
tible destiny that has dragged his
dominating, strong-willed character
onward has decreed that the Liberal
government should be willing to fight,
whereas William divined there was
no fight in it at all.

“So at the last moment, to save his
face, he made war upon Great Britain,
knowing that he had gone so far in
Belgium that he could not retreat, and
that England surely would declare
war upon him.

“Everybody’s hand is mow against
Germany,

“German policy is being execrated
wherever the English tongue is
spoken.

“The statement is made here that
Germany, in order to frighten the
English financial interests, actually
spent $710,000,000 bearing stocks dur-
ing the two or three days preceding
the closing of the Stock Exchange.

“Scotland Yard detectives, in
se;arching the German quarter, have
discovered in possession of German
butchers and others large numbers of
bombs and rifles, indicating that the
prospect of a ‘German uprising right
in the city of London has not been
entirely a dream on the part of E.
Phillips Oppenheim and novelists of
that type.”

PROVES FRANCH CONTENTION

PARIS, Aug. 8.—An official state-
ment issued to-day says that German
mobilization posters placed on walls
in the owns of Vic and Moyenvio, in
Alsace, Lorraine, prove the French
contention that the war was premedia-
ted on the part of Germany.

WHAT METERS DO

Brantford, Ont., Aug. 7, 1914.
To the Editor Courier:

Sir,—The board of Water Com-
missioners are in receipt of a letter
from Mr. Levi Fisher, 9 Peel street
this city, regarding the use of water
meters on domestic services. Feeling
that it would be of interest to water
consumers in the city, I would ask
you to kindly publish the facts the
quotes. (He has always been a strong
advocate of the meter system.)

“] quote you one instance of what
I am sure frequently occurs through-
out the city. A friend of mine ques-
tioned me about the placing of a me-
ter upon his service, and I strongly
advised him to do so. He at that time
remarked that there was a small leak
in the flush tank of his closet, but
did not presume it amounted to any-
thing. He had a meter placed, and to
his great surprise found that it was
wasting 70 cubic feet of water per
day, or a little over 400 imperial gal-
lons in that time, enough for ten or
twelve families ordinary use. Need-
less to say, he did not allow this
state of affairs to continue.  After
having the repairs made he found
that he was using 6 c.f. a day in place
of 70, and he has not gone beyond
that average. The consumption at my
own premises from June 30, 1913, to
June 30, 1974, was an average of 3-3
8 cubic feet per day for the year.”

When you consider that this is any
ordinary house service with kitchen
and water closet, (the other' conven-
iences being connected with soft
water) and compare it with the aver-
age consumption per capita of nearly
150 gallons a day for every ‘man, wo-
man and child in the city, they will
appreciate what meters will do. :

As far as flour goes, there is little
prospect of prices going much higher
than at present. The present prige is
somewhat higher than usual, but can-
not go much higher, the reason be-
ing that wheat is available from many
sources besides the Canadian fields.

Conditions are no better in St.°
Louis, where Schwab, after a study
made among 7,000 garment workers,
found that 25 to 30 per cent suffer
from aeurasthenia. According to his
view the nerve weakness is due large-
ly to overfatigue, speeding up on
piecework during the rush season,
and the lack of work during the pro-
longed ‘slack season and the worry
incident thereto.

In the same city the. Jewish Alli-
ance Exchange found that a very large
majority of demands upon the so-
ciety’ for relief were due to sickness,
and whether the sickness -was the
cause of lack of employment or not,
the two conditions were so intimately
related, that permanent cure was not
thought possible without adjusting the
employment at living wage.

When a substantial part of any
community is working on a level much
below a hygienic minimum there will
be an mcreasmg demand upon the
charity organization, especially on
account of sickness.

In fact, the index of the general ef-
fects of Industrial conditions upon a
community may be obtained by as-
certaining the amounts expended for
aelief work. by .charitable ;ands otherfss;
organizations. When - the industries
fail to meet the cost of hygenic living
by their employes, the burden is shift-
ed to the public.

18,000 Men~
From -Canada
For Europe

[By Special Wire to the Courier].

OTTAWA, Ont, Aug.  7— An-
nouncement is made by the militia
department to-day that the British

War Offige ‘has notmed the Dominion

Government that it is the intention

to send the Canadian contingent of
18,000 men to the firing line as soon
as they arrive in Englland, which will
be in about three or four weeks time.

In addition to recruiting these 18;-
0000, Col Sam Hughes proposes to
raise 7,000 volunteers to be used for
garrison duty in Canada. According
to present p'ans, the main contingent
will be mobilized at Quebec some
time next week wheu they will be
well drilled for about two weeks .be-
fore "they sail for London un-
der sealed orders. Enlistment
began to-day and promises to he gen-
eral and enthusiastic. The Govern-
ment has not yet decided to take any
action on the suggestions made by
prominent business men that the ex-
portation of food stuffs to the United

States be, prohibitedt intgider to con-i{:

e ——

serve the food supply for Great Brit-
ain. Leading millers informed Pret
mier Borden yesterday that there is
no cause for concern about the food
supply in Canada.

The inquiry instituted by the Gov-
ernment .to prevent the inflation of
prices by Canadian dealers, using the
war as an excuse, is regarded here as
a salutary action. The board of in-
quiry consists of F. €. T. O’'Hara, dep-
uty minister of trade and commerce;
Mr. R. H. Copats, statistician of the
labor departnient, and one of the legal
officers of the department of justice.

'BANDITS - PLUNDERED
‘HOME "‘AND BURNED IT

Parly Took Refuge in{Large Wood
and Was Rescued by a Young
Man.

LoNpoN, August 8.
N: a Jetter published invthe North China
Hercld, Mn, Chngtle, wife of an Ameri-

can missionary at Mir ) chow, tells of an|

adventure of mission women with the
" dreaded White Wolf bandits, who cap-
tured. the town of Minchow and sacked it.

“We women folk,”™ says Mrs. Christie,
“went upstairs and watched from the bed-
room windows. Our horses were taken—
three in all—and we believed all was over,
but the brigands camé again demanding
watches, stockings, &c. We gave them |
what they wanted, but they soon came
back: A young evangelist rushed upstairs
and put us three ladies in a closet and we
weaited. The young native women ran
away. This enraged the brigands and six
times Mr. Christie had a gun at his breast,
with the trigger ready to snap if he did
not produce them.

“Mryg Christie then rushed upstairs and
said we had better try to escape. So
taking little Hazel out of bed—she had
gone to sleep—also taking four, pieces of
bedding with us, we jumped over a low
wall out of the compound (enclosure).
We did not wait to take one cash (small
coin) or a bite of bread. It was a case
of *flee for your lives.’

“We waited a little and prayed and
congulted what would ne best to do. We
found our faithful coolie outside the wall,
trembling with fear, having been threat-
ened with death if he did not produce his
wife,"a pretty‘gir] of seventeen years. Two
of olir evangelists came along and said
we could escape by the north gate, and so
we started out. This wag the last I saw
of our home. Ag I now write, our house!
ie in ashes and all our household stuff,
great and small, plundered and burned.

“We returned to the city last evening,
having been chased from one place to an-
other for three days. We walked on to a
large wood. At dark they came again,
and we heard shots near us. Most of us
thought the hour for our death had come
and the suspense was tetrible,

- ‘“A"young man crept up to us in the dark!
and told us he could escort (s to a place of
safety, so we got together and 'crawlml‘
down the hill. Our party now consisted
of the guide, Miss Hanpberg, and Miss|
McKinnon, the wife of an evangelist, and
two children, the cook and his wife, our-|
selves and little Hazel. After getting|
down the hill we got safely to a lonely |
valley. ’ |

“Miss McKinnon became so ill and|
weak that she had to be carried. We trnv-{
elled up the valley and rested in a straw |
hut at night, going up to the mountain
all day. When Miss McKinnon got strong- |
er we returned to the city, walking all|
the way.”

CURIOUS letter from a physician
was read in the Paris courts at the
hearing of a case in which Mr, Pierre
Jukin and Mr. Jean Juillard, chemists,]

of No. 91 Rue Damrémont and No. 140
Rue Lamarck respectively, were charged
with the illegal sale of certain narcoties. |

The letter in question, says the Presse,
which was signed by Dr. Gaudin, of No. 3
Rue de Vienne, stated that the writer had
treated Mmie. Delvigne-Dambricourt, of
No. 4 Rue Damrémant, in an effort to
cure her. of the drug habit., After her use
of morphine and cocaine had been com-
pletely stopped, Dr. Gaudin made out for
gicr a prescription into the composition of
which blaeck drops (vinegar of opium) en-
tered.. -The letter concluded with the fol-
lowing curious sentence:—

“This: prescriptio? should be renewed ac-
cording to_the needs of Mme. Delvigne-
Dambricourt, and I advise her to con-
tinue . with it, s=ince she finds it suits
her, ‘or, if not, to have recourse to ab-
sinthe or to suicide, which is, after all,
the best way to escape from all the manias
-and miserles of existence.”

It was this letter which Mr. Jukin ad-
vanced g8 higs excuse for having supplied
