This
theory then is directly opposed to the
system ot motetaking It should not
g0 8o far as to have a depressing effect
upon the mind. 1'he reason for this is
that it spoils the memory, leaves the
heart untouched and the mind un-
trained in originality. The late Princ-
ipal Grant, ot Queen’s College, King-
ston, did not wish his students to take
notes. He preferred them to fall back
upon their own ability and to seek
after ideas rather than words. The
use of the mechanical method doesj not
r-quire much ability on the part ot the
teacher. It lays emphasis upon the
ability to reproduce all that is poured
into the ears. Better is an ounce of
originality than a pound of dry facts.

]| It seemed to him that our educational

system, np to very recent dates, has
been to encourage the return of a single
pound, to force our pupils to give back,
ounce for ounce, pound for pound and
word for word.

UNDERTAKING
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Emperor Says His Troops Have Been: Victorious
in Every Battle.

P

Fighting at Port Arthur Continues and Japanese
Seem Depressed. ; ;

A Tokio cable: The Japanese have
captured and now hold 203-Metre Hill.

The height known as 203 Metre Hill
is a commanding position north-west
of Port Arthur. All the harbor and a
large part of the new or Russian town
ake at the mercy of guns mounted up-
on it.

Imperial headquarters made the fol-
lowing announcement last night:

“Our force operating against  203-
Metre Hill advanced at 10 o’clock to-
day from trenches already captured
near the summit of the hill, -and are
now struggling for the south-eastern
portion of the fort on the summit.

“A fierce battle was still in pro-
gress at 7 o’clock to-night.

PORT ARTHUH DOOMED.

No Refuge for Stoessel’s Troops—At the
Mercy of the Japs.

A Tokio cable despatch says: The Jap-
anese have captured and now hold 203-
Metre Hill. With this last range of
hills in possession of General Nogi no
part of the harbor nor of the city of
Port Arthur will be concealed from
the view of the Japanese gunners. The
prompt destruction of the warships
and burning of the city will follow un-
less surrender is offered without de-
lay.

There is no refuge for General Stoes-
sel’s army except on the line of hills
southwest of Port Arthur, kpown as
the Laoti Mountain. There is no
water there for the army’s supply, and
there would be no way of obtaining
food except that carried in the flight
which would follow the final assault of
the Japanese.

This is accepted in Tokio as practi-
cally the end of the struggle at Port
Arthur. The final charge against the
splendidly equipped line of final earth-
works, undoubtedly will cost the Jap-
anese soldiers many lives, but their suc-
cess will give them command of the
entire city and harbor, and mark the
capture of the great fortress. Its fall
is expected not later than Ffriday.

The Other Was to Have Been Taken
Last Night.

A Tokio cable: Reliable information
has been received to the effect that
the assault of the Japanese at Port Ar-
thur has resulted in the complete oc-
cupation of Chifinshan Hill, 300 metres
north of the 203 Metre Il Tt was
the intention to carry the latter »osi-
tion last night. 1t is reported that the
army is continuing its operations
against the Sungshusham fort, but has
changed its tactics.

A steamer from Yinuow, reports
that last Saturday morning, when off
Mort Arthur, she saw the Japanese
fleet severey bombarding the fortress
with indirect fire.

JAPS FALLING BACK.
They Have Abandoned Attempted Tu-n-
ing Movement.

A St. Petersburg cable: Official and
private despatches received here to-
night indicate that the Japanese are
falling back below Sietsintin, where
for several days they had apparently
been attempting  a turning movement.
After four days of severs but unsue-
cesful fighting they are now retiring,
with the Russians in full pursuit. It
is impossible to tell whether either
movement has real strategiv signifi-
cance.

BLOODIEST FIGHT OF THE SIEGE.

Ficrce Attack of Jap Swordsmen on Port
Arthur Forts.

A Tokio eable: official  advices™re
ceived at the \\ar Office from Japanese
headquarters at Port Arthur state that
the attack upon the fortress, which
began in the afternoon of Nov. 26, 1s
still in progress.

That day was one of disappointment
to the Japanese, Generals Nakamura
and Saito, leading  speeially  trained
bodies of swordsmen, charged into the
fo-ts utterly regardless of the wither-
ing nre divected at them. Many of the
attackers were shot in their tracks, but
the others continued the wild rush
over the bodies of their dead ard
wounded, and finally reached = the
parapets.

The attatk was directed against the
Sungshushan and Shrlungshan fortifica-
tions and the noribern*forts of east Kee-
Kwanshan.

Simultaneously othér Japanese at-
tachmenis b ht mounta’n and field
guns within range of the points of at-
tack.: While the swordsmen sealed the
parapets and hurled themselves against
the defenders. (e guus  shelled the
breastworks with awful  results. The
moaning of the wounded, the yelling and
shouting of the attackers and defend-
ers could be heard distinetly in the ¢al-
I*yv helow.  Dead and wounded  rolled
dowr the inelired approaches.

Noon the attack, which was meant to
be an onslanght of sueh .overwhelming
foree that it wonld sweep the parapets
clear of their defenders, developed into
a hand-to-hand fight of such fury and
fireceness as eclipsed any that has oc-
curred since the beainning of the siege.

The valor of the defenders might well
be termed unparalleled. Tn the face of
the well-aimned slashes of determined
swordsmen and the havee wroncht by
the Japanese shells from  holow, thev

held out. at first cnlv defendine every |
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driving Lack the at{ashers,
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pressed into service at the points where
the Japanese onslaught occurred. Hun-
dreds fell, killed or disabled. Their bod-
ies, pile high, served as an addtional
means of defence. Rifles were thrown
away and swords took their place, and
after a while even these weapons be-
came useless, so close was the fight. As
the evening progressed it developed into
fights of man against man, hundreds of
them locked in deadly embrace at ome
time, the Russians endeavoring to drag
their antagonists over the edge of the
breastworks, the Japanese straining ev-
ery muscle to hurl themselves with'
their victims down the inclines, leading
to the Japanese approaches. When this
stage had been reached the Japanese
guns had become useless,

A single shell would have killed as
many friends as foes, more perhaps of
the former, owing to their exposed posi-
tions. Then the fight began to grow
uneven, and the order was given to re-
tire.

Half an hour later the fortress was
steeped in darkness. Not a sound pro-
ceeded from the spot where shortly be-
fore the most awful struggle of the past
month had ocecurred.

BN NOGP'S TELEGRAM.

Anncunc the Capture of Metre Hill
Cheered by the Populace of Tokio.

A Tokio cable says: Gen. Nogi’s tele-
gram announcing the storming and eap-
ture of 203-Metre Hill was received with
cheers by ‘the Japanese people. It re;
vives the hove of an early capture of
Port Arthur proper. 'The people have
never despaired of the success of the
besiegers, but the fortitude of the de-
fenders and the prolongation of &he
siege which exceeds by months the most
liberal preliminary estimate of the time
required to accomplish the reduction of
this stronghold has been a source of
deep regret, combined with the los of
life and disappointment over the . tact
that the siege has ocupied such a large
force of men, decreasing Field Marshal
Cyama’s strength at a time when he
needed every available man.

To-day was the date set under the con-
seription act. when recruits could join
the army. Cheered by the news from
Gen. Nogi, thousands of reeruits through
out the empire marched to barracks
and donned uniforms for the first!time.
Following an honored custom the' rala-
tives of the reernits carrying flags and
badges escorted the new soldiers to their
barracks. In Tokio to-day there have
been scores of little processions -eseort-
ing detachments of popular conseripts.
The number of men who have joined

act has not been made public.

FALL OF METRE HILL,

+ The Russians Admit, Wil be a Desperate
! Blow for the Port Arthur Defences,

St. Petersburg cable: The war of-
fice here is not yet prepared to accept
the report that the Japanese before Port
Arthur have taken 203-Metre Hill, but
if it is subsequently officially confirmed
the War Office admits that it will be
a desperate blow for the gallant defend-
ers of the fortress. The position com-
mands the harbor and if the Japanese
can mount siege guns on its summit they
can force out the Russian squadron or
destroy 1t at its anchorage. ‘I'hose
familiar with the supporting plans of
the forts think it is by no means cer-
tain that even if the Russians are forced
to retire from 203-Metre Hill the Japan-
ese can place in position heavy zuns
against the fire which the other forts
can bring to bear upon it.  Still 1he
War Office officials deluctantly agrce
that such a breach in the chain renders
the position extremely critical, and al-
though the garrison might be able for
hold out in the Golden Hill, Tiger’s ‘Lail
and Liaotie forts for some time it may
mark the beginning of the end. I'he
War Office is convinced that with the
approach of the Russian second Pacific
squadron the Japanese considered that
the elimination of the Port = Arthur
squadron as a fighting factor was abso-
lutely vital, thus accounting for the
reckless sacrifice of life in order to se-
cure a position directly comanding the
harbor.

U. S. PRESBYTERIANS

Devise Scheme of Federation of Their
Churches.

Pittsburg, Dec. 5—The commission
representing the seven branches of the
Presbyterian Church in this country at
a meeting here to-day decided on a plan
of federation for the various churches.

Rev. Dr. D. J. Steele, secretary of the
commission, says the plan provides for
the establishment of a counci! whish will
be called the Federal Council of Re-
formed Churches in America holding
the Presbyterian system. This council
will have no power over the worship,
creed or government of the churches,
which will remain the same as they al-
ways have been. The council, Dr. Steele
says, will be practically a board of arbi-
tration. It will be composed of four
ministers and four laymen from each
of the denominations represented, with
an additional minister and elder from
each Church for each 200,000 communi-
cants over 200,000. According to ‘this
agreement, the Northern Presbyterian
Church, with about 1,000,000, will have
sixteen répresentatives, and the other
churches will be represented in propor-
tion.

UNHED STATES COAST DEFENCE.

Gen. Storey Wants Torpedo Defence of
Al Fortified Ports.

Washington, Dec. 5.—Brigadier Gen-
eral Storey, Chief of Artillery, United
States Army, in his annual report.to
General Chaffee, the Chief of Staff,
dwells upon what he regards as the most
urgent demands of the coast defences.
He says that the best and most eec-
onomical use of the entire armament for
the coast requires one complete relief
to man each and every element of de-
fence. He says that if torpedoes are
co-operated with a proper armament as
at Port Arthur and Vladivgstock, it is
not probable that any enemy, however
enterprising, would attempt to force
their line of defence. He adds: “It would
be criminal neglect if I did not urge, as

earnestly as I can, the iinmediate com-
pletion of the torpedo defence of all our
fortified ports. To-day this defence la-
mentably deficient, both in material and
personnel.” \

Continuing, General Storey says: “If
we were suddenly confronted by war, no
amount of money could procure sub-
marine mines in time to be of service for
our harbor defence.”

“Even with complete material for tor-
pedo defence,” the report continues, “it
is practicaly valueless without a train-
ed personnel carefully instructed how to
operate it and that to-day the U. 8. are
substantially without such a force.”

Gen. Storey is of the opinion that the
field ‘artillery falls fifteen batteries
short of the numbér practically needed
for the present infantry and cavalry
organizations, and in this connection,
says:

“There is mo first class power which
has so systematically neglected its field
artillery- as the United States.”

In his judgment the experience of the
Russo-Japanese war shows the foreign
practice of having wsually about four
guns per one thousand men, is hetter
than the one proposed for the U. S. ser-
vice.

DELUSION AND SNARE,

Campbell-Bannerman’s Opinion of a
Colonial Conference.

London, Dee. 5.—Sir Henry Campbell-
Bannerman, referring at Manchester to
the rise in the price of sugar, said that
that was the first fruit of retaliation
and colonial preference. The people in
the West Indies gained a few thousands,
but Great Britain lost millions. It was
bad for the consumer, the manufacturer,
and for employment, and precious little
good for the colonies. Mr. Chamberlain’s
mistake was in treating lmperial senti-
ment as a marketable article. The sen-
timent uniting Great Britain and her
colonies would not be strengthened by
identifying it with any huckstering pol-
icf, by treating the colonies as if they
were items in a comnany prospectus. still
less by suggesting that they were in the
mirket and salable to the highest bidder.
A colonial conference under present aus-
pices would be a delusion and a snare.
Why should the fiseal pretence be kept
up any longer? The whole proposed
policy was a colossal blunder and delu-
sion.

The home counties division of the Na-
tional Union has passed a resolution
welcoming the pronosed eolonial eon-
ference to discuss freelv fiseal relations
with a view to neeortainine what
chanres, if any, are desirable and prac-
ticable.

GUESSING CONTESTS

Declared to be Unlawful by the U. S.

Supreme Court.

Washington, Dec. 5.— Th Attorney-
General laid before the Cabinet to-day an
opinion which he has rendered on th re-
quest of the Postmaster-Genera., in re-
gard to the status, under the Federal
anti-lottery laws, of the so-called guess-
ing contests which are conlucted Dby
many publications in various parts of
the country.

The opinion was asked for because
Postmaster-General Wynne beheved that
the rulings of Assistant Attorneys-Gan-
erzl for the Post Office Depirtment ux-
der which the Department has been act-
ing for several years were no* consistent
with certain opinions recen''y handed
down by high courts of law.

For example, the Court of Appeals of
New York on Aug. 5 last ruled that ery
of the guessing contests referred to
which lacks the elements of a legitimate
business enterprise is a lottery within
the meaning of the law affecting the
transaction of lottery business through
the mails.

For some time the Post Office: Depart-
ment has been acting with respect to the
so-called guessing contests under depart-
mental rulings which held that when
“caleulation, foresight, knowledge. in-
quiry and information are employed
which enables the participants to approx-
imate the correct result,” the use of the
mails for carrying on such contests is
not in violation of the daw.

The United States Supreme Court and
the Court of Avpeals of New York, how-

ever, have maintained that cases iden-
tical in principle with those under con-
sideration are guessing contests, and are
in effect lotteries. .

. The Attorney-General bases his opin-
lon squarely on these decisions, and
henceforth the guessing contests con-
ducted by publishers will be carefully
serutinized by the postal authorities., 1t
is not the intention of the Postmaster-
General to enforce the new order indis-
criminately, but he will take up each
case on its merits as it is presented.

PREPARIRG FOR GREAT STRIKE.

President of Argentina Confers
Ministers and Police.

With

Buenos Ayres, Dec. 5—In view of

the fact that a general strike will be
inauguwrated to-morrow, President Quin-
tana had leng conferences to-day with
the Ministers cf the Interjor, War and

Marine, and the chief of police, to ar-
range measures for the suppression of
possible disturbances. An official state-
ment was given out to-night that the
police are fully prepared to prevent
any interruption of necessary public ser-
vices, and to protect the purveyors of
foodstuffs and those who are willing to
work. The Government also has an -
nounced that it is in the possession of
sufficient power to mget any emer-
gency. Cavalry has ‘been brought to
the capital to aid in the preservation of
public order, and prevent in‘erference
with railway or street car service, should
it be necessary.

A state of siege has not been declared,
owing to the fact that so far no serious
breach of the peace has occurred.

The general strike  movement has
beéh planned to continue only two days,
but the present signs indicate its pos-
sible extension. There is complete
tranquility in the city, and full confi-
dence in the Government.

THE FOOL-KILLER.

Balloon Believed to Have Caused Peter
Nissin’s Death.

Chicago, Dec. 5.—Peter Nissin is believed
to have either smothered or frozen to death
in his rolling balloon, the “Foolkiller,”” in
which he started for a trip across Lake Mich-
igan yesterday.

The opinion that Nissin was lost became
general to-day, when it was found that, af-
ter 24 hours of silence, there was still ab-
solutely no word from the inventor, who
some years ago shot the Whirlpool ~Rapids
at Niagara Falls in a barrel. Possibility of
Nissin's smothering to death was considered
more definitely, when it was learned that
his only supply of air was that pumped
into the ‘‘Foolkiller”” before the crait was
launched. It was said by Nissin’s brothers,
however, that the navigator had computed
his air supply carefully and figured that it
would last him for many hours.

At the Weather Bureau it was said that,
even if Nissin reached shore, he would suf-
fer from the cold, as there was a snowstorin
blowing near the Michigan shore, and thut,
as his boat had no means of heating and
permitting of exercise, the navigator would
suffer severely. The wind toward midnight

Dazzling Career of the Wood-
stock Woman.
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Latest Particulars of He
Monetary Affairs,

Cleveland, O., Dec. 5—The story of
the suspension of thq Citizens’ National
Bank, ‘of Oberlin, 0/, which closed its
doors because it l;éld much paper of
Mrs. Cassie Chadwick, formerly of
Eastwood, Ont., and wife of Dr. Le Roy
Chadwick, of Cleveland, who is being
sued by Banker Herbert Newton, . of
Brookline, Mass., and others for $500,-
000, is a riot of splendid amounts. Mys-
terious millions glitter all through it.
The name of a man as rich as any
man in America, if not in the world,
figures in the tale. According to the
Cleveland newspapers, this man would
be able to sign a valid cheque for $300,-
000,000. The name is not disclosed, but
it is stated to be Andrew Carnegie.

A promissory note with this signa-
ture is said to have been part of the
wealth that induced Herbert D. Newton
to lend Mrs. Chadwick $190,800. But
the main mountain of wealth that daz-
zled the money lenders who accommo-
dated the physician’s wifé was a heap
of securities amounting to $5,000,000,
which were supposed to be locked up
in the yaults of the Wade Park Bank-
ing Company of this city.

A Mr. Ira Reynolds is presented as
the trustee of this vast fund that was
said to pay Mrs. Chadwick $175,000 every
six months, but Mr. Reynolds will make
no statement concerning the securities
that are in his charge. /

Dr. Chadwick has long been a prom-
inent physician in the middle west,
and was such long before he married
the present Mrs. Chadwick in 1897.
Neither Mrs. Chadwick nor her son
would tell anything of the history of
Mrs. Chadwick before- she became the
wife of the physician. The doctor is
said to be in Europe, but his present
abiding place is not divulged, which
certainly does not lcssen the present
mystery.

Ohio financiers are/in a daze over the
closing of the bank, for half a century
deemed one of the most solid in' the
State.

At a meeting of the Board of Direc-
tors, President C. B. Beckwith said that
the bank is so heavily involved on
Chadwick paper that unless there is an
immediate settlement it cannot sur-
vive. Frem unofficial sources it is
learned thet Mrs. Chadwick has on
different occasions borrowed from the
bank sums said to aggregate $400,000.

President  Beckwith told a corre-
spondent that he and Cashier Spear
had made heavy loans some time ago
on what he termed “gilt edged” secur-
ity. These loans fall due on Jan. 1.

Hypnotic Theory.’

The theory that Mrs. Chadwick used
hypnotic powers to borrow large sums
of money was strengthened by a state-
ment by Deputy Sheriff Potter, who 18
on duty at tne Chadwick residense.

“Every time she looked at me I be-
came dizzy,” he said. “I tell you 1
can’t , understand those eyes. They are
a mystery to me. The first time Mrs.
Chadwick got a good square look at
me I began to blink and blink under
the piercing gaze, until 1 was forced to
turn my eyes in an opposite direction.
I grew dizzy from the effect, but some-
thing,’ some strange power, invariably
caused me to return iy gaze to hers,
with like results again.”

Local merchants told of Mrs. Chad-
wick’s extravagance. One said she was
the most richly gowned woman he ever
saw. A jeweler said she bought tens
of thousands of dollars worth of goods
from him.

Money No Object.

“AMoney secmed to be absolutely no
object to her. She bought silver by the
chest, dinmonds, and other - jewels
worth thousands,” he said. *“A [few
years ago she took a party of young
women to Europe and paid all expenses.
When she returned she showed me a
necklace of graduated Oriental pearls
worth from $8,000 to $10,000, which she
said she bought in Europe. She brought
back with her two dozen miniatures,
bkand-painted on ivory, of great value.
Wwe Louned these two-dozen miniatures
in l14-karat gold, and Mrs. Chadwick
presented them to her friends.

“We sold to her as Mrs. lloover for
several years,” said Charles Cheney,
vice-president of the Vincent-Barstow
Company. “When she married  Dr.
Chadwick ske had the account changed
to her new name. The first Christmas
after she beeame Mrs. Chadwick she
came in and said she wanted to give
the doctor a little surprise. So she
bought $6,000 worth of furniture. She
took the doctor to the theatre Christ-
mas Eve, and had the furniture put in
during his absence. She always paid us
promptly, and we have not sold to her
for several years.”

Has a Lien on Andrew.

From New York there comes the news
that Mrs. Chadwick was in that city
untid Monday afternoon, when she dis-
appeared from the Holland House. ‘I'he
most interesting item is that Andrew
Carnegie had apparently come under her
spell. Mr. George-E. Ryall, Newton’s
New York attorney, is giving a state-
ment respecting a meeting of her credit-
ors in that city pesterday, said : *“Mr.
Newton said that he had seen a note
for $500,000 which was given by Mrs.
Chadwick as collateral for a loan from
the Citizens” National Bank of Oberlin,
Ohio, which failed ~ yesterday. My
client told me that this note carried the
signature ‘Andrew Carnegie” 'I'his will
have to come out sooner or later, sg |
tell it now.” 3

The following statement was made

not at all unexpected. %

“The lawyers tell me a woman talks
too much when she is interviewed,” she
says. Perhaps that is why she has a
lawyer at her side, but his services ap-
parently are not needed. Mrs. Chadwick
does not tell too. much, She keeps =
remarkable control over her tongue.
When she speaks she looks her listener
in the eye, Her glance is full of force,
her brows are prominent and heavy,
and there is a world of power in the
dark gleam of her eyes beneath. She

She laughs at the story that she hyp*
notized the men from whom she secured
large loans.

Did Not Commit Suigide.

New York, Dec. 5—Mrs. Cassie L.
Ohadwick, the Cleveland woman who has
been made the defendant in a series of
sensational suits for the recovery of
large sums of money said to have been
loaned her by individuals and banks, is
seriously ill at the Holland House. Two
maids and a nurse are in constant at-
tendance, and a physician is always with-
in call. While the greatest secrecy is
maintained at the hotel, and her pres-
ence there is not announeed, it is said
that Mrs. Chadwick is on the verge of a
nervous breakdown. Up to yesterday,
while it was believed that Mrs. Chadwick
was still at the Holland House, where
she registered last week, there was no
certainty that she had not left the city.
At the hotel it was said that she left
there several days ago, and that her
whereabouts was not known. Last night,
however, when a report reached the
lice that Mrs. Chadwick had committed
suicide, a prompt investigation disprov~

Yyond quetion that she was still at the
hotel. A meeting of attorneys represent-
ing the claimants and attorneys repre-
senting Mrs. Chadwick was scheduled to
be held in this city to-day or this even- ~
ing. It was understood that the meeting
had been arranged in the hope of effect-
ing a Settlement of the many claims for °
large sums of money filed against her
by banks and individuals. Where this

That God always |
has a man of choice spirit and noble in-

IL in the passage cnosen for study
from II. Kings i., 7, we have an account
of the sympathy of a great and power-
ful prophet for a poor womap distressed
by debt and harassed by cruel creditors.
1. The woman made a powerful appeal |
to his sympathy on the ground that.her |
husband feared the Lord. On devoted !
servant of God is sure to love another
whose life is devoted to the same Mas-
ter. 2. God has unsuspected ways of
relieving distress. ‘Who would ever

III. The Shunammite was a woman of |
remarkable character.

ITALIAN PARLIAMENT OPENED.

Brilliant Royal Procession Through the
Streets of Rome.

Rome, Dec. 5—King Victor Em-
manyel, who was accompanied by Queen
Helena, reopened Parli t to-day.
From his seat in the senate at the Pa-
lazzo Madama the King delivered the
speech from the throne, expressing lib-
eral and peaceful principles, which were
enthusiastically applauded. The weather
was magnificent. The passage of the
King in procession, to and from the pal-
ace of the senate, was a gorgeous spec-
tacle.

The streets through which the Royal
cortege passed were lined with troops
and behind them the people were packed,
while the windows, balconies and ter-
races were crowded with sightseers. The
sovereigns were accompanied by Prince
and Princess Francis Joseph, of Batten-
berg; Princesses Edenia, of Montenegro,

and- Elena, of Servina; the Count of
Turin, the Duke of Genoa, and the
Duke of Urbino. Their Majesties rode
in beautiful, la, silver-mounted ear-
riages, escorted by a guard of honor of
mounted cuirassiers, whose helmets,
breastplates and swords sparkled in the
sun. As the procession passed through
the streets the cannon of the Castle of
St. Angelo boomed, the historic bells of
the Capitol rang out a welcome, the men
shouted “Long live the King!” and the
women waved their handkerchiefs. The
hall of the senate was crowded and
there was an especially brilliant gath-
ering in the diplomatic tribune. The
whole assembly stood and applauded for
several minutes when the sovereigns en-
tered. Premier Giolitti called the roll
call of the members of the senite, who
took the customary oath, and then the
King, sitting on the throne, read his
speech.

DR. MONTAGUE IN BOSTON.

Gives Elogquent Spcech at the Banquet
of Home Market Club.

Boston, Dec. 5,—The banquet of the
Home Market Club, which took place in
Losten to-night, was one of the greatest
banquets which have ever taken place
in this city. Over eleven hundred people
prominent in business and political life
from al over New England were pres-
ent, there being senators, congressmen,
governers and lieutenant-governors from
a number of States. The guests’ table
was filled with leading statesmen, in-
cluding Vice-President-elect Fairbanks,
Secretary of the Navy Long, and Gov-
ernor Bates of Massachusetts. The audi-
ence rose en masse and sang “The Maple
Leaf Forever.”

Hon. Dr. Montague spoke for an hour
and a half, being constantly applauded,
and when he concluded his speech the
audience rose again and gave three rous-
ing cheers and called and insisted on him
ng:li:/z;ing and bowing his thanks. He
spoké of Canadian progress and institu-
tions, and dealt fully with the history
of tariff matters in the Dominion. He
said that Canada stood for Canadian in-
custry, and would not give up her in-
dustry for any reciprocal arrangements.
He declared that Canada was British to
the core, and that she would never de-
sert the empire. In a splendid perora-
tion he pictured the United States and
Great Britain policing the world, and
thus assuring to the nations for all time
political and religious liberty.

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WRECKER:3 OF TRAINS.

Demands of Elackmailers on Canadian
Railways in the West.

New York, Dec. 5—A despatch to
the Herald from St. Paul, Minn., says :
In spite of extraordinary precautions 1o
prevent the fulfilment of threats made
by a band of desperate criminals, the
Dispatch announces that the Canadian
Pacific and Canadian Northern roads
have been unable to entirely suppress
the band. Within three weeks eighteen
attempts to wreck through passenger
trains at widely different points have
been made,,|and only by the exercise of
stringent. prpcautions, coupled with good
luck, has at least one terrible wreck
been avoided. s

The railroads refuse to make public
any of the details of the attempts to
wreck the trains. F. W. Johannson,
Superintendent of a St. Paul detective
agency. returned yesterday from a trip
over the Canadian roads, having sta-
tioned a dozen of his best men at vari-
ous points along the line,

J. G. Bury, -General Superintendent
of the Canadian Pacific, received in
August a threatening letter demanding
$50,000 from his road and $50,000 fromn
the Canadian Northern. He paid no
attention to the letter save to place de-
tectives on the trains. Toward the
close of the month another letter was
received and then a third.

The letters.all demanded that the com-
pany show white instead of green mark-
ers on the through trains to/indicate
that negotiations might be begun. No
attention was paid to the demand, and
within the last month narrow escapes
from derailment have been of daily oc-
currence.

The band is believed to be very expert
and those who have done the actual
work are thoroughly versed in railroad
knowledge. It is now thought that the
accident in which Lord Minto’s train ran
into an open switch, killing several per-
sons, was one of the first moves of the
band, for the railroads say that the op-
ening of the switch could not have been
an accident.

There have been two train hold-ups
in western Canada, and scores of bank
| and other robberies, all of which are at-
| tributed to the unsuccessful black-
| mailers of the railroads. ‘The Canadian
and Americap police and the Canadian
Secret Service are in constant communi-
cation concerning the robberies.

Failures i.n. -énl.l.ada.

Commercial insolvencies in the Domn-
ion of Canada during the month of No-
vember, as reported by R. G. Dun & Co.,
were 99 in number and $649,757 in am-
ount of defaulted liabilities, which ex-

' ceeded slightly the 89 failures for $620,-
513 in the same month last year, and
compare with 80 failures and $460984
liabilities mn 1902. Manufacturing de-
faults numbered 25, and involved $1908,-
484 liabilities, against 20 failures for
$280,494 last year, while trading sus-
pensions amounted to 74 with debts of
$451,273, as against 67 for $3156,969 a
year ago. There was no especial feature
in the November statement of failures in
Canada. No single concern suspended
for as much as $100,000, and the only
class with that aggregite was general
stores, where 24 firms owed $106,789.
It was an unusually satisfactory month
in the Dominion as well as in the Umted
States.

Bradstreet’s on Trade.

Bradstreet’s advices say : Wholesale
trade at Montreal is fairly active. In
many lines there is a better movement
to country stocks of seasonable goods.
Dry-goods and the fur trade are those
which have mostly complained of the nn-
seasonableness of the weather. Other
lines are moving. fairly well.

According to reports to Bradstrect’s,
wholesale trade circles at "l'oronto con-
tinue busy. Stock-taking is in full swing
at the moment and this has a quieten-
ing effect upon the volume of wholesale
business. Christmas goods are being
placed on the market with fair rapidity,

. Groceries are moving fairly well and
hardware men report a good business do-
ing. Sorting orders in dry goods are n-
clined to be light. The farmers are mak-
ing fairly large deliveries of grain and
general produce here, and prices are fuir-
ly well maintained. Collections are still
a little slow.

At Quebec general business in this-sec-
tion does not show any improvement
over past weeks. The depression in tle
lumber market is likely to affect the
winter’s cut, which it is believed, will be
considerably less - than for some sea-
sons past. In the city retailers are
preparing for the holidays.

Advices from Winnipeg say : The cold
spell which struck this part of the coun-
try early in the week has alrendy begin
to have some effect upon the movement
of retail stocks generally and more par-
ticularly in dry goods. Money is flow-
ing a little easier and collections have
taken on a better tone. ‘I'he whoie-
salers report that the movement of new
business is heavy and the outlook gen-
eraly bright.

Reports from Victoria and Vancou-
ver to Bradstreet’s say : ‘There is a
fairly good wholesale trade going on,
but “in other lines there continues dull-
ness which scems to spring from the de-
pression in the lumbering trade. ‘1he
country is opening up, however, set-
tlers are filling up the farming !ands
and the fruit-growing industry promises
great things of rparts of the province
hitherto uncultivated. Collections nre
fair and there is no particularly string
to money conditions.

There is considerable activity in the
wholesale trade at Hamilton on account
of the holiday business. The grocers
are particularly busy. Ordinary busi-
mness, however, is still on the quiet sidle.
The. colder weather has helped to the
movement of retail stocks of winter
goods and collections are freer.

And Poultry Breeders Made a
Wonderful Showing.

The success which has attended tha
Canadian exhibits in all lines of live
stock represented at the World’s Ex-
Pposition at St, Louis, which closed last
night, is unparalleled in the history oi
the fair, In horses, cattle, sheep and
swine the Canadian exhibit was excep-
tionally good, while in poultry  they
practically swept the boards. Through-
out the fair the Canadian building,
wherein was located the office of the
superintendent of the Canadian ex-
hibit, G. R. Cottrell, of Milton, was
thronged with visitors. A happy fea-
ture was the number of the reception
rooms for the comfort of the guests, a
feature which was wanting in most of
the buildings erected by other nations

promote the interests of the exhibitors.
In lu.s.report to be sub’mitted to the
Dominion Department /of Agriculture,

and horses Canada won over half the
total prize money offered.

In sheep, with 17 exhibits, in nine
classes, and with a total premium list
of $27,644, Canada won $12,446 cash,
23 diplomas and seven premium cham-
pionships. In Leicesters, Lincolns, Suf-
folks, the Canadians win everything.

In swine Canada had four exhibitors,
competing in four classes, and from a
prize list of $12,451, got away with
$2,903, three premier championships arnd
six diplomas.

In view of the customs difficulties
placed in the way of Canadian exhib-
itors, the Dominion Government promis-
ed to duplicate, dollar for dollar, the
winnings of Canadian exhibitors, = und
thie will be done as soon as the cer-
tifibates from the St. Louis authori-
ties are forwarded to Ottawa.

In additions, the money prizes offer-
ed by the various separate stock associ-
aions will add handsomely to the Can-
adian winnings,

The winnings of the Cgnadians in
poultry were most gratifying, totaiing
$3,053 out of a possible 85,380, in the
clases . in which entries were .nade.
Canadians won $3,063 on 1,011 birds.
among over 9,000 entered, also having
‘the Jargest individual winner, Jucle
Billy McNeill, of London, who won
8669. This megns that nearly 60 jer
cent. of the prize money was won by
one-ninth thé total entries, which were
the largest in the world’s histery.

To get the
roots for winter forcing it as well
to allow the plants to make their full
frowth with little or no croppinﬁ of the
eaves the vious season, and above
all not to allow them to exhaust them-
selves by throwing up seed stalks, The
more liberally the plants are manured
and the better they are cultivated, the
stronger the roots become and the bet-
ter the crop they will give when forced
in the cellar. A
In preparing the roots for the cellar,
they should be dug up late in the fall,
just before the ground freezes hard.
They should then be left where they will
be exposed to severe freezing for three
or four weeks. If placed under cover in
an ofen shed, or where they will not be
buried in snow, it will be all the easier
to get at them when it is time to take
them to the cellar. About Christmas
time they may be put in the cellar, and
should be banked with earth to keep the
roots moist.

THE TIGER AND THE BICYCLE.

Two years ago we were tmvelling in
the Malaysian islands, Sumatra and
Java.

REMEDY FOR THE BLACK
GRAPE ROT.

Growers of grapes in the Niagara dis-
trict have been seriously alarmed this
year as a result of the ravages of the
grape rot, which has caused thousands
of dollars’ worth of damage. This is
the disease which a number of years ago
wiped lout many of the vineyards in the
Essex and Kent districts and forced
many growers to give up raising grapes,
In 1ts November issue The Canadian
Horticulturist will publish a special re-
port from Prof. Lochhead, of Guelph,
who recently visited the vineyards of
Ohio to see if the fruit growers of that
statc had any remedy for the disease.
It is announced by Prof. head that
Ohio fruit growers have been able to
control the disease by an application of
a special spraying mixture at certain
stages of its growth. It is probably true
tha* the application of a similar mix-
ture will save many a vineyard in On-
tario. :
