The campaign for Local Option in
i Athens and Township of Rear Yonge
'and Escott was initiated in the
| town hall on Friday evening in a way
:, to mnke glad the hearts of those who
| have championed the cause of Temper
| ance or Prohibition for years and reap-
ed little reward for thew labors.
Such a demonstration of Temperance
sentimént was never before witnessed
in Athe's. and there was what the po-
liticans call “the swing of victory in
the air,”

Nearly five hundred ~peopl- from
village and township were present,
Rev W N Scott (Baptist) prerided and
with him on the platforms were the
other pastors of the village, Rev D.
Anderson (Holiness Movement), Rav
R. B Patterson, ( \nglicsn), Rev I. N
Beckstedt, (Presbyterian), Rev F. A.
Read, {Methodist), and the speaker of
the evening, Rev T. E Burke, B. A,
ot Kingston.

The meeting opened with devotional
exercises, and then Mr Scott in a
brief, eloquent address outlined the
object of the meeting and the character
of the campaign that was to follow.
It was an excellent opening address
and tended to inspire with confidence
and enthusiasm the large audience.

A chorus by a company of little boys
pmoved very ppular.

Rev T. E. Burke was then intro-
duced and fully met the expectations
of all in his musterly presentition of
the need of prohibition and the effici
ency of Local Option. The chairman
bad stated at the opening of the meet-
ing that there would be no exuravagant
statemen’s, no personal antagonismy,
during this campaign ~ With this Mr
Burke heartiiy agreed, saying that the
Temperance people were fighting the
liguor tra'fic, not the men engaged in
the business. In oprning his address
the speaker quored fiznres showing to
what extent the Local Option wave
had swept over the United States,
where now 40 per ceut ot the couutry
was “dry.”  Ontario, ron, was rapidly
extending its *dry” area, over 50 per
cent of the townships being under
Local Option and many ot the incor
porated yiliages, towns and cities hav-
ing adopted this form of prohibition
He then took for his text the storv of
“the ox that goreth,” as recorded in
Exodus XXI. and likening the liquor
tyaffic unto this vicious beast he called
in evideuce from all walks of life that
showed most clearly thai the existence
of the traffic was hurtful to the social,
commercial and religious life of the
people. . The ownership of this “ox”
wus also clearly established and the
great responsibility of the owners
wade plain.. Mr Burke then turned
his attention to Loca! Option as it bas
been tried and proved® in Ontario,
and declared the results to be over
whelmingly in favor of this form of pro
hibition. He instanced many iwpor
tant centres in western Ontario where
Local Option was woi king successfully,
and then coming nearer home he spoke
of Mountain where he had assisted in
planting prohibition so firmly that it
would naver be moved ; then of Car
dinsl where Local option was carried
by &' majority of 7 and three years
Jater was re-atfirmed by a majority of
77. Baut, he said, many people declare
it to be the “old Scott Act over again.”
This be said was not true. The Scott
Act was a Dominion measure and con-
tained no adeguate provisions for its
enforcement ; Local Option was a part
of the Ontario License Act and had all
the powers and fnancial resources of
tbe government behind it. The Scott
Act penalties were very light and
evasion  was possible ; Local Option
penalties were 8o severe and certain
that they acted as a powerful deterrent
on would.be law breakers. Other dis
tinctions, all faycrable to Local Option,
were pointed out, and Mr Burke closed
his address with an earnest appeal to
the people to bring this law into effect
in these municipalities.

The Joy of Forgiveness.—Psa. 32: 1-11.

Commentary —I{. Confession and for-
giveness (vs. 1-5). 1, 2, Blessed—“In tho
Hebrew this word is plural and an ex-

odlamation, thus, “Oh, the blessednesses!”
Only a forgiven man can know the de-
lights of pardon.” Transgression, etc.—
Bin is described, as in Exod. 34, 7, in
three different aspects, as transgression,
sin, iniquity; the Hebrew words thus
rendered mean respectively, (1) defection
from God or rebellion against Him; (2)
error, wandering from the right way, miss-
ing the mark in life; (3) the perversion
of right, depravity of conduct.—Cam. Bib.
Forgiven—Lifted off so that the par-
doned sinner is eased of a burden and
enjoys pardon Is covered—Sin makes us
loathsome, filthy, and abominable in
the sight of God, and utterly unfit for
communion with Him. When it is par-
doneyt it is covered from justice by di-
vine mercy.—Benson. Imputeth—Charg-
oth not to his account; “does not require
for sins the debt of punishment,” but
pardons them. No guile—No deceit, no
false estimate of himself, nor insincerity
before’ God.—J., F. & B. The motives
and aims of the human nature, the sub-
tle roots of sin, the deceitfulness as well
as the desperate wickedness of the heart
that make it blind to its own depravity
and leave it to irretrievable loss.—Simp-
son. Sin is the only cause of misery, and
forgiveness is the beginning of a sin-
ner’s happiness,

3. When I kept silence—Before I hum-
bled myself and confessed my siu. It
seems that David, before Nathan came
to him, had often been exceedingly tor-
tured in his conscience on account of the
crimes he had committed (II. Sam. 11,
27; 12, 1, 6), yet reluctance to humble
himself before God, or to be considered
a criminal by men, led him to kecep si-
lence.—Scott. My bones waxed old—
“My spirits failed and the strength of
my body decayed.” Roaring—Moaning
or groaning because of the continual hor-
rors of conscience and the sense of God’s
wrath. This shows the depth of his re-
pentance,

4. Thy hand—God’s correcting hand,
whereby He scourgeth His children,
bringing a remembrance of guilt. My
moisture is turned—There is a spiritual
drought when the soul is in anguish in-
stead of refreshing seasons from the
presence of the Lord. David lived i
country where parching heats and sﬁtf-
rating moisture alternate, and the val-
leys, sometimes green and fruitful and
fragrant, were at other times desolate
and parched. 1t is quite possible taat
sin in David’s case, as in 80 many others,
brought physical illness as a result, Se
lah—This is used in Hebrew poetry and
music to indicate a pause; to emphasise
the truth and exoress a devout response
of the heart unto God. 1t indicated also
that at that point the writ:r had heen
inspired and taught some new lesson.
It sometimes indicates a chang: in the
subject.

5. I acknowledged. .thou forgavest—It
was after much anguish and struggling
that David was brought to confession,
bui his reward was abundant, for mercy
was extended. He had covered his sin
unsuccessfully, yet when he uncovered
it God covered it effectually. Where be-
fore he had felt hardness of heart and
distress of soul he now felt forgiveness
of his sins and the mercy of the Lord
extended. Although God forgave, many
of the consequences of his sin still fol-
lowed him. “Repentance could not ward
off the bitter trouble to come from his
polygamous household in the death by
the sword of his two grown-up sons; it
could not preserve Bathsheba’s child
aiive; nor bring back Uriah from the
dead; could not keep some from blas-
pbeming God down to the latest ages
(2 Sam. 12, 14).”

10. Many sorrows, ete.—Sin and misery
go together. Those who are insubordin-
ate God will curb and chasten by afflic-
tion, both to humble them and to show
them his power.

IIe shall find mercy and favor
everywhere—at home, abroad; by day,
by night; in society, in solitude; in sick-
ness, in health; in life, in death; in time,
in eternity.

I Confession. “I asknowledge my sin”
(v. 8.) David’s confession was as public
as his transgression. This psalm was
written for use in the congregations of
Israel. David sinned before the nation,
and his confession was given to the na-
tion and te the world. If your sin is
known only to God confees it to him.
If you have wronged others let them
know your penitence and obtain their
pardon. “A little way out of Dayton,
LOhio, a young man met an old gentle-
man one day and asked, ‘How far is it
to Dayton?” ‘Twenty-five thousand
miles,” was the answer, ‘if you keep on
as you are going now, and a quarter of
a mile if you turn square around.’”

_EL Divine protection. “Thou are my
hiding place” (v. 7). When we will not
hide in sin we may hide in God. As the
pursued man-slayer found safety in the
city of refuge, and the forgiven child
flees to the father’s arms, so the for-
given sinner is held close to the Fath-
er’s heart and can say, “Surely” (v. 6),
“Tl}ou forgavest my sin Thou are my
hiding place. ... Thou shalt preserve me
....Thou shalt compass me” (vs. 5-7);
Gal. 2:20). “Thou shalt preserve me
from trouble” (v. 7). The “godly” man
(v. 6) is never in trouble as other men
are. For him there is either deliverance
from trouble (Luke 4:30), or deliver-
ance in trouble (Acts 16:26; Dan. 6:22).
He is either save from trouble (Acts
12:9), or victorious in trouble (Josh.
10:12-14).

1II. Divine guidance. “I will guide
thee with mine eye” (v. 8). Israel in
the wilderness was always under the
guidance of the cloud. “At the com-
mandment of the Lord they rested in
the tents, and at the commandment of
the Lord they journeyed” (Num. 9:18-
23). When the tabernacle was building,
the minute directions were given evep¥|
about “hooks” and “pins” (Exod. 27:10-
19). When Jerigho was to be taken
God told them how (Josh. 6:2-5). David
was victorious when he “enquired of
the Lord” (2 Sam. 2:1; 5:17). When
Jesus sent out his disciples he gave
them minute directions (Matt. 10:1-38).
He promised when he went away, “The
Spirit. ...will guide you into all truth”
(John 16:13). We have a record of the
fulfilment of the promise to the disci-
ples at Pentacost (Acts 2:4); to Philip
(Acts 8:29); Peter (Acts 10:19); Aga-
bus (Acts 11:28; 21:11); Paul and Silas
(Acts 16:7, last five words); and the
disciples of Tyre (Acts 21:4). With
God’s word in our hands and God’s Spir-
it in our hearts and the light of the
knowledge of his glory shining upon us
in the face of Jesus Christ (2 Cor. 4:6),
we ought not to need to be “held in
with bit and bridle” (v. 9), the restrain-
ing or chastening hand of Providence.

A young lady, whenever she rose to
give a testimony, felt pressed to sing.
She thought it was the Holy Spirit, but
was not sure. She went to her pastor.
He said, “If you get such whims into
your head you will run into a snag.”
She decided, “I will not sing.” For years
she wandered in darkness.

The young girl trembled. They were the
words given to her years ago when she
said: “I will not sing! No one else
sings!” On her way home the stranger
overtook her and began telling his ex-
perience. How he was a colporter in
New York City, and passing one day a
home where there was a funeral was
bidden by the Spirit to enter. He went
in and sat down on the stairs. After
the sermon the minister turned to him
and said, “ Have you not a word for
these sorrowing friends?” He arose
bewildered, but the Spirit said, “Sing.”
He sang, “’Tis So Sweet to Have a
Home in Heaven.”- When the last verse
was sung he went on his way. Seven
years afterward, at a camp meeting love
feast, he heard a young man give the
following testimony: “Seven years ago I
was called to part with a bosom friend.
He was taken suddenly with diphtheria.
I had a telegram to go to New York to
attend hfs funeral. In that house of
mourning there came a stranger. No
one knew who he was or why he was
there. The preacher said to him: ‘Have
vou no word for these mourning friends?’
e arose and sang, ‘’Tis So Sweet to
Have a ITome in Heaven.! I've hunted
everywhere to find the song. The singer
| T shall never see. But I did want the
| song, and T wanted to tell him that
| little song saved me, and to-day T stand
| on the walls of Zion preaching a full
| salvation.” Tere he broke down and
| sobbed aloud. Then the colporter arose

directly behind him and sang, “’Tis So
Sweet to Have a Home in Heaven.” He
had not sung one verse when this young
man had his arms around his neck,
| shouting: “Oh, hallelujah! Praise the
| Lord! T've found him.” Waving his
hand to the ministers, he said: “Ilelp
me to praise the Lord!” And then a
mighty shout went up all over the en-
campment, and not a dry eye could be
seen.  As the colporter stopped telling
this young girl his experience, he added,

CORONATION OATH.

Mr. Asquith Says There Will be No
Change In the Oath.

London, Oct. 19.—In consequence of
the action of Premier Asquith in pre-
venting the carrying of the Host in the
procession that brought the late Euch-
aristic Congress to a conclusion, Lord
Talbot, son of the Duke of Norfolk,
Conservative member for Sussex, asked
Mr. Asquith in the House of Commons
this afternoon whether the Government
would introduce legislation repealing
such statutory enactments affecting Ca-
tholics as placed.them in an inferior and
disadvantageous position as compared
‘with the members of other religious bod-
es.

The Prime Minister replied that the
Government had no present intention of
introducing such legislation. It would,
however, %ully consider any proposals
for relieving Roman Catholics from le-
gal disabilities which gave rise to prac-
tical grievances.

QUEEN’S COLLEGE.

Trustees Favor Separation Fren the
Presbyterian Church.

Kingston, Ont., despatch: Queen’s trus-
tees held a midnight session last wglt,
having under consideration the 1:n:ch
discussed question of Queen’s separation

from the Presbyterian Church. The
trustees had under consideration th: me-
morial from the Senate advocating that
application be renewed to the Gemeral
Assembly to make the changes deaired
in the constitution. After a proloayed
fervent discussion, by a vote of 16 tu 3,
this resolution prevailed: “The trustees
express their opinion that the altsred
conditions with which the university ras
had to deal in these later times call for
the removal of the denominational &s-
abilities in the charter.” Principal Cor-
don and D. B. McLelland, Cornwall,
moved the resolution, the three voting
contra being Dr. Campbell, Montreal;
Dr. MacKie, and G. M. MacD mndll,
Kingston. Moderator Campbell made an
impassioned address opposing the reso-
lution.

IN NORTH SEA.

Balloon Dropped There and Two
Occupants Rescued.

Berlin, Oct. 19.—The German bal-
lon Busley came down yesterday
morning at five o’clock in the North
Sea. The two men on board were
rescued by a passing steamer.

This news was received in a tele-
gram from Edinburgh and caused the
greatest relief for there was great anx-
iety regarding the fate of this air-
ship. The Buslev is one of the 23
balloons that started in the race for
the International trophy last Sun-
day from a suburb of Berlin, mad now
every one of the contestants have been
accounted for.

The two men rescued from the Bus-
ley were Dr. Niemeyer and Hans
Hiedemann.

Failing that, he is to
demand a notice of such parades so that
a strong force of police may be held to
accompany the parades and arrest om
the spot all who misbehave themselves.

Dean Farthing Mentioned For

Bishopric of Montreal.

Montreal, Oct. 19.—That Very Rev.

'Dean Farthing, of Kingston, will be the

next bishop of the diocese of Montreal,
in succesison to the late Bishop Car-
michael, is the opinion not enly held, but
even freely expresed in Anglican circles.
Though such a choice would mean going
outside the diocese for a chief pastor,
there are many precedents for such a
proceeding, even in the history of the
Anglican Church in Canada.

Half a dozen names have been most
prominently mentioned for the position,
but inability to fix the bulk of support
for any one candidate has resulted in a
shifting of support, sufficient, it is
claimed, to ensure the election of Dean
Farthing to the office.

TRAMPS MISSING,

Firemen Burned and Seven Horses
Cremated.

Niagara Falls despatch: Fire to-night
destroyed the hotel of A. F. Wepndt, at
Sanborn, and the big barn adjoining,
burning seven horses to death, and en-
tailing a loss estimated at $25,000. The
fire “originated in the hay mow, and is
beliéved to have been caused by tramps.

So rapidly did the flames spread that
the entire town was threatened, and a
call for aid was sent to Niagara Falls.
Several chemical extinguishers and nine
firemen were hurried to the scene on a
flat car.

John Dewald, a hostler in the barn
adjoining the ‘hotel, said he locked the
building at 7 o’clock.

He saw two tramps loafing around,
but is not sure that they entered. Other
men claim to have seen the hoboes
going in.

DR. DANIEL C. GILMAN DEAD.

President of Johns Hopkins University
for Quarter of Century.

A Norwich, Conn., despatch: Professor
Daniel Coit Gilman, of Baltimore,
fcrmerly President of Johns Hopkins
University, and one of the best known
educators in the country, died sud-
denly of heart disease yesterday after-
ncon at the home of his brother, Wil-
liam C. Gilman, in this city. Only &
few minutes before his death Dr. Gil-
man had appeared to be in his usual
health, He had, however, been a suf-
fcrer from heart disease for more than
a year.

Dr. Gilman was President of Johns
Hopkins from 1875 to 1901, and during
this period so devoleped and organized
his university that he changed the
whole course of higher education in
the United States. In 1896 he served
on the Venezuelan Commission, \\'_hich
settled the boundary between British
Guiana and Venezuela.

Plans have beep d d for the i
of the city, but they are not likely to get
beyond ‘‘talk’ for years to come.

Rome, in the course o1 40 years, bhas dou-
bled its population without doubling its
house-room. Hence the prescnt deadlook.
Then, again, since Rome pecame the oapital
of Italy, the number of its religious houses,
convents, monasteries, oolleges, seminaries,
etg, has been steadily increased, and they
now occupy many of the choipest positions
in the central quarters of the city. The
“Vita” has just published a plan of Rome,
showing the large portion of the city oocu-
pled by these establishments. The reason
for their multiplication yrobably les in the
fact of the great development of the monas-
tic or semi-monastic orders which have been
multiplying for years past. Every new order
or congregation, to facintate Wts business
with the Vatican, seeks to have a central
house in Rome, and for this accommodation
is prepared to pay handsomely enough to
tempt house owners to get rid of their ex-
isting tenants to make room for the wear-
ers of some picturesque habit more or less
mediaeval.

An English lady of my scquaintance, forced
to leave a flat which she had occupled for
some years, because her rent was raised 40.
per ocept., suceeeded In finding another in a
perfectly new house in a less aristocratio—
or, to put it plainly, in a rather slummy
quarter of the city. She was no sooner in-
stelled than she was informed that ~ she
might have to leave at any moment as a re-
ligious order was in treaty for the purchase
of the building, and in the event of the
premises changing hands, the contract mads
by the tenants with the existing landlord
would become void. And the uncertainty is
still hanging over her head.

Rome, then, whether for the poor or the
moderately well-to-do, is probably the most
expensive caplital in Europe, for the increase
in the price of provisions has kept pace with
the rise in rents. Here and there, it is true,
model dwellings are slowly rising, but near
them, too, are rieing big faotories, which
will supply the tenants. No attemppt on &
sufficiently large scale is being made to
solye the difficulty as far as the poor are
coazesned.

As for the middle classes ,they vccaslon-
ally utter a wail, but no notice is taken.
They see around them on every side pala-
tial convents, monasteries, and colleges,
with pretty roof g dens, and arcaded ter-
races, while they themselves have to live
in stuffy rooms, in which there is not space
to swing a cat. The enormous increase in
these religious houses no doubt brings money
into the city. The communities are large
buyers and constant customers. For that
very reason they ere able to buy of the
best at contract prioces, and ‘in the end live
much more cheaply than the struggling fami-
lies who envy their spaclous and comfortable
quarters. Corporate boaies of this kind are
rich, and the poor Roman householder can
make no stand against tnem. And the worst
of it 16 thut the tendencies of the time, be-
ing mostly in a clerical direction, there 1is
little or no chance that the municipal eleg-
tions now imminent in xome, will do mul
to relleve the woes of the house-seeker.

WHERE W. WRIGHT FLIES.

Le Mans a Fine Old French City
With a Long History.

Le Mans, where Wilbur Wright is per-
forming azerial marvels, is about 125
miles southwest of Paris and thirty miles
north of Tours. It is a fine old French
city of about 60,000 inhabitants.

The history of Le Mans goes back to
even before the time when the Romans
took possession of it. The present thea-
tre was built on the site of an old
Roman amphitheatre. Under Charlemagne
the city was one of the most important
in the whole kingdom.

There are two fine old churches in Le
Mans, the cathedral being one of the
most noted in France. It contains the
tomb of Queen Berengaria, the wife of
Richard Coeur de Lion. Henry II. of
England was born in Le Mans in 1133,
the first of the Plantagenet Kings.

The town is the chief place in the
Department of the Sarthe, and is the
headquarters of the Fourth Army Corps.
The flights made by Mr. Wright take
place on a plain which is used in the
military manoeuvres in which the French
army is especially addicted.

To accommodate the crowds attracted
by the airship flights the town has half
a dozen hotels, none of them particularly
good. In ordinary times the prices at
the best of them was moderate—from 60
cents to §1 for a room, 25 cents for break-
fast (rolls and coffee or chocolate), 60
centis for luncheon, andi 70 cents for din-
ner. Since Wright's aeroplane has been
soaring, ¢he hotel prices have doubtless
followed its example.

YIELDS OF MILK.

In one British Columbia Cow Testing
Association last month the average
yield of one herd of 10 cows was 1,143
pounds milk, 30.2 pounds fat each

Another herd of eight cows gave an
average of only 568 pounds milk, 20.5
pounds fat, or only a fraction over half
as much,

The wighest individual yield from any
single cow was 1,680 pounds milk, tesf-
ing - 3.4; the lowest yield in this herd
was 200 pounds milk, testing 5.2.

One herd of cows had an average pro-
duction of 1,034 pounds milk each, test-
ing 3.3. The lowest yield in this herd
was 465 pounds milk, testing 3.5.

In 13 out of 19 herds were several in-
dividual cows giving 1,000 to 1,590
pounds of milk each in the month,

Several cows gave less than
pounds of milk each.

~ue general average production of all
the 260 cows recorded in this association
was 812 pounds of milk, 3.5 test, 28.7
pounds fat.

This last statement, it will be observ-
ed, completely obscures the individual
extremes noted above. Although a good
average and one full of encouragement
to dairymen, it is manifestly only valu-
able in so far as it is typical of general
results in 19 herds.

The shrewd dairyman goes much fur-
ther. He inquires into and ascertains
the ability and performance of each in-
dividual cow in the herd for the whole
year; then he uses the information gain-
€d, and retains in the stable only such
cows ag attains an economical and pro-
fitable standard of production.

Britain, Russia and Framce Agree
On a Programme.

Bulgaria Refuses Pecuniary Com-
pensation For Independence.

Secret Treaty Between Austria and
Bulgaria,

London, Oct. 19.—Great Britain, Rus-
da and France have reached an ee-
ment on a progra to be submitted
to the other powers as a basis for dis-

sussion by the proposed European con-
ference to settle the Balkan situatiom.
Che proposals to be laid before the pow-
wrs are eight in number.

The first propesal is to the effect
that articlea 1 to 22 of the treaty of
Berlin, which resate to Bulgaria and
Eastern Roumelia, shall be replaced by
stipulations recognizing the independ-
ence of Bulgaria as at present consti-
tuted, and determining the financial ob-
ligations of Bulgaria toward Turkey.
New clauses probably will settle also
the question of the Oriental Railway.

The second and third proposals are
that the powers shall take note of the
snnexation by Austria-Hungary of Bos-
pia and Herzegovina and the return of
the Sanjak of Novipazar to Turkey.

The fourth article relates to Crete.
It replaces article 23 of the treaty of
Berlin by clauses recognizing the an-
nexation of Crete to Greece, and deter-
mining the financial obligations of
Greece, in respect to Crete toward Tur-
key. It is understood that the four
owers under whose protection Crete
as been, Russia, Greau Britain, France
and Italy, will settle the Cretan ques-
tion in concert with Turkey before re-
ferring it to the conference. It is pro-
posed also that the second part of arti-
cle 23 of the Berlin treaty, which pro-
vides special regulations for the goverm
ment of other parts of European Tur-
key shall cease to have force when the
powers are assured that a satisfactory
settlement has been effected.

The fifth proposal is to the effect
that arrangemnts similar to the above
shall apply to the Armenian Provinces
of Turkey.

The sixth article deals with Montene-

The Montenegran rights of sove-
reignty are limited to article 19 of the
treaty of Berlin. It is proposed that ar-
ticles 26 to 33 inclusive of the Berlin
treaty shall e condensed to & single
article abrogating all the restrictions
imposed by the treaty under the original
article 29, which it is proposed to sweep
away.

The seventh point in the programme
is the statement that it is desirable to
give compensation to Servia and Mon-
tenegro by a rectification of the Bos-
nian and Herzegovinan frontiers adjoin-
ing Novipazar. This is taken to imply
that a strip will be taken from the ter-
ritory annexed by Austria-Hungary.

The eighth proposal concerns the River
Danube, and declares it is desirable to
revise the regulations governing Danube
traffic so as to give larger rights to the

States bordering on the river.

The eight articles of the programme
are followed by a declaration, as the
amew Ottoman constitution foreshadows
a reorganization of the judleial system
and a remodelling of Turkish legislation
in conformity with the principles of
other European States, the powers are

repared to consider in concert with
g‘urkey so soon as these reforms are
realized, the best means of doing away
with capitulations.

The draft of this programme makes
no mention of the straits between the
Black Sea and the Mediterranean, which,
of course, mecans the Bosphorus as well
as the Dardanelles. But these straits
have been a subject of protracted dis-
cussion between Sir Edward Grey, the
British Foreign Secretary, and M. Is-
wolsky. the Russian Minister of Foreign

Dinners, Balls, Etc., Postponed—
Off Cape Shiomi.

Tokio, Oct. 19.—The announeement of
a day’s delay in the arrival of the Am-
erican fleet, made in special editions of
al! the daily papers has caused some-
thing akin to consternation in Tokio and
Yokohama, because of the necessity for
wide departures from the programme
of entertainment which had been arrang-
ed up to the last minutes detail. Offic-
ers of the Japanese navy who have tak-
en an active part in the preparations,
have been in constant consultation with
Commander Dougherty. the naval at-
tache at the American Embassy.

CHINESE FIRE
ON JAP TROOPS.

Japan Wants to Send Troeps Into
China to Retaliate.

China Objects and There May be
Treuble About It.

The Situation Begirning to Look

Seoul, Corea, Oct. 19.—Serious compli-
cations affecting the peace of China and
Japan threaten as the result of an en-
gagement between Chinese and Japanese
troops in Kantio, Northern Corea, in
which several were killed and wounded.

The refusal of the Chinese War Office
to permit the pursuit of a detachment
of soldiers who are said to have been the
aggressors may result in the crossing
of the frontier by Japanese troops.

Chinese soldiery are reported to have
opened hostilities by firing upon a police
station occupied by the Japanese troops,
who were sent into Kantao as a guard
for the Coreans resident there. The
fighting that ensued lasted several hours,
and while the exact number of casual-
ties is not obtainable, there was a num-
ber killed and wounded. The commander
of the Japanese garrison immediately
called on China for permission to cross
the frontier into Chinese territory, and
pursue the assailants, who appear to
have been worsted in the engagement.
The request was refused by the War
office.

The Japanese Foreign Office has made
representations to the Government at
Pekin, and the situation is beginning to
assume a serious aspect. It is intimated
that unless China takes prompt action
satisfactory to the Japanese Government
the latter may take the initiative and
cross the frontier in order to afford pro-
tection to the Coreans.

HIS BRAIN A LEGACY

Will of Dr. Alexander Wilder Be-
queaths Organ.

New York, Oct. 19.—The brain of Dr.
Alexander Wilder, the journalist and
author of many works of evolution, phil-
csophy, psychology and medicine, was
bequeathed to Prof. Burt Green Wilder,
of Cornwall University, by the will of
Dr. Wilder, which was filed for probate
to-day. Dr. Wilder was president of the
school of philosophy of New York. Prof.
Wilder has made an unusually complete
ecllection of brains and was endeavor-
ing at last accounts to add to the col-
lection the brains of 100 educated or-
derly persons.

COUNTERFEIT BILLS.

Big Find In Barns Opposite Crezier’s

Farm.

Milton, Despatch—Inspector Parkinson,
of the Dominion Secret Service, Ut-
tawa, arrived here this afternoon from
Buffalo.

The bills
consisted of 270 Quebec Bank tens, 244
Standard Bank tens, 136 Farmers’ Bank
fives, 50 Farmers Bank tens, 142 United
Smﬁm (Indian Head) fives, and 28 Ilm-
p«_'rml Bank tens. The Imperial Bank
bills were lacking the signature of the
president,

NOT FORBIDDEN.

Leader of Catholic Demccrats May
be Excommunicated.

Rome, Oct. 19.—1It is denied in Catholic
circles here that the Pope has forbidden
the Catholics of France to attend the
State universities.

14 LIVES LOST.

Another Report Says 200 Were Lost
In Fire On Train.

them.

Detroit, Mich,, Oct. 1lv.—A report
which reached this city at 9.15 says
it is reported at East Tawas that the
loss of life by the burning of the Metz
relief train may reach 200.

Sixteen People Burned.

people burned to death in the Metz re-
lief train last night, which was destroy-
ed by the forést fires.

Alpena, Mich., Despatch.—The reports
received here.say that after the relief
had been loaded with people and goods
ag Metz it started north, but was un-
able to get farther than Hawkes.

At Nowiac station the fire had burned
through a number of railroad ties, weak-
ening the track and it is reported that
the rails spread, derailing the relief
train, which was destroyed by fire. It
is ‘not yet positively known what be-
came of the o reported to be on the
train, but what information has filtered
in here says that they are believed to
have been burmed to th,

Engineer Foster and Fireman Lee took
refuge in & water tank, where they stay-
ed until the water became so hot that
they had to leave the tank and rum for
their lives. They are reported badly
burned. A later rumor is that there
were no people ‘on the train which was
destroy Another train left here early
to-day, carrying physicians for
the north.

The fires in the immediate meighbor-
hood of Alpena have receded to-day and
this city is now out of danger. It is
feared that there has been much loes
of life in outlying hamlets and farms
throughout Presque lsle county.

Fifteen Sikeletons Found

Detroit, Despatch.—A despatch to the
Journal from rsburg, nnut twenty
miles north of Mets, states that 17 peo-
ple were burned to death with the Mets
relief train, and that 15 skeletons have
been found in the burmed wreck of the
Gondola car, which made up part of the
relief train. The despatch says that the
train ran into a burned-out culvert,
which was the cause of its derailment.
Among those who perished are: Mrs. C1-
cero and her three children, Engineer
John Kinville, of Alpena, and another
member of the train crew escaped with
their lives by creeping along the track
on their hands and knees. - They were
terribly burned, however. It is report-
ed from there that Kinville is blind from
his burns and may die. ‘I'he other man
will live.
