RicHTS oF TICKET-HOLDERS.—Few per.
sons who buy tickets for places of amuse.
ment know cxactly the rights which the pur.
chase confers upon them, and not every pro-
prietor of such places is aware of the powers
which he really possesses. The English Lax
Journal in an article on the subject mentions
a case where a gentleman of distinguished
social position invited a sufficient number of
children to fill the front row of the dress
circle at Drury Lane. It was the pantomime
season, and wonderfully Eﬁy did the circle
of gaily dressed children look. The complete
effect, however, was marred by two men in
the midst of the children. They had pur-
chased tickets for the places, and they stuck
to what they werepleased to call their rights
They would listen to no arrangement what-
ever to compensate them by other andas
good seats, or with money. Yet it was com-
petent for the proprietors to have forcibly
ejected the men, sinece a purchased license
to witness a performance is legally re-
vocable. On another occasion, a man who
bad paid a guinea to be within
the enclosure at Doncaster races, was ordered
out, and refusing, was put out, by order of
Lord Eglinton, one of the 8 ds. He
brought an action for assault. Baron Rolfe,
in charging the jury, told them that, even
assuming the ticket to have been sold to
plaintiff under the sanction of Lord Eglin.

assigning any reason for what he did, to
order the intiff to quit the enclosure; $nd
