His death
was the result of old age, as he enjoyed
good health up to the day of his death.

His ecyesight was
good, and he read the newspapers up to
the time of his death without the use of
glasses. In speaking of his remarkable
health and preservation, he said a few days
before he died: “ 1 was never sick an
hour in ‘my life. I don’t know what a
headache, a backache, a sideache, or a
toothache is, but nevertheless | can't
live much longer.” He added with a
smile: “Well, it's time for me to go at
any rate.” O'Malia came to America
twenty-five years ago. He was then in
his 80th year, and tollowed the occupa-
tion of a day laborer. He was a hard
working man up to his 95th year, since
which time he Lun lived with his son-in-
law. He was a large, tine-looking man,
with dark hair and eyes, and broad
shoulders, and stood about 3 feet 11
inches in height. His hair retained its
naturgl color until he was past 93, and
was of an iron-gray color at the time of
his death. He often said that, as he
looked over his past life of more than a
century, it was with a feeling of satis-
faction that he could truthtully state
that during his entire lifv he never had
a quarrel with a person, never struck a
man in his life, and was never struck by
anyone. His conscience was clear, and
he died in perfect peace with man and
God. Up to within a few hours of his
death he took pleasure in recounting the
scenes of the old Irish rebellion of 1798,
He was then 19 years of age, and lefl his
native village of Brayo to join the United
Irishmen, who were then mustering at
Castlebar and were being drilled by
French officers. The garrison at Castle-
bar had been captured from the English
forces, and the insurgents were waiting
the arrival of the French allies, who
were expected to land at Westport, nine
miles distant.

Irisn arrains still continue to occupy
a large share of the world's attention.
That unfortunate country is in a state of
transition. It is emerging from the
state of feudalism into which it was
plunged by foreign conquest, and re-
tained in for so long a period by influences
beyond its control.

best to be done in the premises. Some
advise that the cure for the manifold
ills of Ireland should be administered in
homapathic doses, while others, and
among them Parnell, go in for a speedy
and a radical cure. Emigration on a
large scale is recommended by many as
the sovereign remedy, but the Irish
people themselves are averse to it
They say that this panacea has been
tried very often and found deficient;
they point to the fact that when Ireland
had a population of only two millions
she suffered from famine, and they quote
figures and statistics, compiled by Eng-
lishmen and foreigners, showing that the
country could maintain a population of
15,000,000 in comfort. A. M. Sullivan,
in his reply to Goldwin Smith, in the
Nineteenth Century, has proved this pro-
position to the satisfaction of all im-
partial and intelligent men; and A. M.
Sullivan is neither a fire-brand nor a
doctrinaire.

It
is anticipated that the Irish will be
assimilated to the English franchise next
year, and registration abuses corrected,
in which case Parnell will sweep the
Island through and through and find
himself with a following of nearly a
hundred members. Meanwhile the land
revolution goes on apace, and nothing
the Government may do can stay its
progress. The Irish landlords, as I’ Arcy
McGee poetically puts it, are the rocks
which stand in the way of National
progress; but the waves are sweeping
over them, when not uprooting them
altogether, and the time will soon come
when the landlords will be willing to
yield upon almost any terms. The
emigration scheme, the last resource of
the Government to shield and save them,
will be a dead failure. The migration
scheme proposed by the Bishops is more
likely to be wmccessful. The Irish
Bishops, as sagacious an hierarchy as
exists, and as patriotic, advise that the
money voted for the removal of 200,000
Irish people from their native land be
dedicated to their removal from the
poor and congested districts instead,
and their settlement on the millions
of acres of rich pasture land whence
they were formerly driven, now used
for. the raising of stock, which can
be more cheaply and easily raised in
Texas and Dakotah for the English
market. That is the policy of true
statesmen, and it is a great pity the
Bishops have not the power vested in
them to put their theories in practice.
That it must and shall be done, how-
ever, in the near future admits not of a
doubt. When this last wretched at-
tempt has failed, peasant proprietary
will be established. The country is ripe
for it, the rocks must give way to the
waves or be swept away with the cur-
rent.

The Whest Crop in the United States.

Frox the statistics furnished by the
Agricpltural Bureaux in the United
States, it would appear that while a
larger area is under cultivation this year
than in 1882, the crops will not be as
heavy. According to the estimate of
Mr. W. 8. Chamberlain, compiler of the
Ohio crop repart, who speaks for- the
whole, there will be a shortage in
the wheat crop of that country of
120,000,000 bushels, if not more, as com-
pared with that of last year, and wheat
will sell in Chicago before the first of
December, if the law of supply and
demand have full force, for $1.25 a
bushel. The reason he gives for the
faith that'is in him is that the European
crops are no brighter now than in 1881,
when wheat reached that figure, while
the cholera along the Suez Canal and
Asia scems likely to seriously interfere
with the importation of wheat from
India to England. To this statement
the Boston Advertiser objects that though
wheat be short it does not follow it will
be very dear provided all other food sup-
plies are abundant, and if the surplus
harvest in 1882 be any way considerahle.
