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WOSTOK CHURCH 
PREY TO FLAMES

Fine Edifice of Greek Orthodox 
Church Burned—Loss $10,000 

Insurance $3,000.

Bulletin Special.
Wostok, Alta., Oct. 29. — The hand­

some church edifice of tfte Orthodox 
* » l eek church, was burned to the ground 
here at 9 o’clock yesterday morning, the 
origin of the fire is unknown. It start­
ed inside in the vicinity oL the altar. 
Painters, who were working on the* roof 
of the church first noticed the smoke 
issuing from the windows. The residents 
in the neighborhood hurried to the scene 
but before a bucket brigade could be or­
ganized, the fire had got beyond the 
possibility of being extinguished by the 
fire fighting apparatus available.

The loss on tÿe building is estimated 
at $6,000. Insurance of $3,000 was car­
ried in the Canadian Pire Insurance 
Company at Edmonton.

The church was the first to be erected 
in Canada by the Orthodox Greek church 
It was built 9 years ago, under the pas­
torate of Rev. J. Korcyzinski, well- 
known Greek church minister, who re­
turned to Russia 5 years ago. The pres­
ent pastor is Rev. J. Fekula. The church 
has a membership of 350. Until the con­
gregation can erect a hew church they 
will J Mil yith St. Paul's Greek Ortho­
dox church, 5 miles east of AVostok 

Was a Fine Building.
The burned church was a building 70 

feet long by 3> feet wide. It had a 
tower 80 feet high. The church build­
ing was an exceptionally- fine structure. 
It was built to last for centuries, it 
was on a heavy Jog foundation ; the wails 
were also of heavy timber, linishe'et on 
the outside with cedar siding. It was of 
gothic architectural design, with three 
cupolas, the entre one being 80 feet high 
and all three surmounted by gilded iron 
crosses.

The entire furnishings of_the church 
were also destroyed by the fire, the loss 
being estimated at $4,000. There was no 
insurance on the furnishings, which in­
cluded cost, alear appointments lour 
silver and one gold sacrament goblets, 
the priest’s vestments, a dozen costly 
oil paintings "recently purchased in Rus­
sia, and three bells, costing over $250, 
besides the pews and their appointments.

'The loss of the- church will lie a severe 
blow eo the congregation. Not only ’s 
the monetary loss heavy, but the des­
truction of the church edifice, which was

SOU LIS WAS JEALOUS.

Inquest Into Death of Winnpieg Man 
Adjourned Until Friday.

Winnipeg, Oct. 29—The inquest into 
the death of Carroll Soulis was ad­
journed until Friday at the request of 
W. H. Hastings, who represented the 
attorney general. The chief witness 
was J. H. Mowers, late of Forest, 
Sask., now part proprietor of the liv­
ery. Mowers was a reluctant witness 
and had to be reminded of the penal­
ties which might be inflicted, and the 
crown counsel cross-examined him 
very closely, stating the opinon. that 
much was being kept back. Mowers 
said he saw Soulis talking with a girl 
whom he was reluctant to identify. 
Soulis had something in hjs hand 
which Mowers thought was likely a 
revolver, but took no action. Later, 
he saw him lying on a vacant lot with 
some men stooping over him. The 
men picked him up and carried him 
home. He had a difference with de­
ceased in the summer over the hire of 
a buggy. Deceased was not friendly 
since.

Miss Winnie Ellis came out from 
England a year ago. She had no regu­
lar occupation and lived with a sister. 
She was speaking to Soulis on the 
night of October 22, and Soulis was 
jealous and would have her go with 
no one else and was unhappy that 
night. He threatened to drink car­
bolic acid. He had before threatened 
to shoot himself and to shoot her. She 
thought him under the influence of 
drink.

Mrs. Bailey, sister of the former, 
testified that deceased had never been 
in her house. She objected to her 
sister’s intimacy with deceased,though 
unavailing. At this stage Hastings 
asked for an adjournment.

Court Cases at Brandon.
Brandon, Oct." 29.—The fall assizes 

were opened here to-day by Chief 
Justice Howell. In his address to 
the grand jury, the judge referred to 
the large list, there being two mur­
ders, one indecent assault ease, and 
a case of being drunk in charge of a 
locomotive.

I 
do so, not that I am anxious for the 
position, because I have on several 
previous occasions declined to consid­
er it at all, but through a sense of 
duty which I feel I ewe, in common 
with all good citizens who have the 
welfare and prosperity -of the city at 
heart and who should if opportunity 
offers, be willing to sacrifice their in­
clinations for the public good.

“If elected as mayor I can only 
promise to freely give my time, and 
to use my best endeavor^ to advance 
the best interests of our city as com­
prised within the four corners of the 
corporation, and to do justice to all 
sections without fear or favor and in 
such manner that I will earn—difficult 
though it may be—the approval and 
win the commendation of all sections 
of the city and all classes of rate­
payers.”

INVESTIGATION OF THE LEAGUE 
LUMBER COMBINE RESUMED.

The case against Wr. H. Clark & 
Co., a member of the Alberta Retail 
Lumber Dealers’ association, charged 
with unlawful combination in restraint 
of trade, was resumed before Inspect­
or Worsley at the R. N. W. M. P. 
barracks at 10 o’clock this morning. 
Before adjournment at noon two wit­
nesses were examined, H. C. Man­
ning, salesman for the Mundy Lumber 
Co., of -Revelstoke, B.C., and Isaac 
Cockbum, of Winnipeg, secretary of 
the Western Retail Lumber Dealers’ 
association. Considerable document­
ary evidence was obtained through 
this witness. Pior to-the organization 
of the Alberta Retail Lumber Dealers’ 
association in July, 1906, the Alberta 
dealers were members of the Western 
Retail Lumber Dealers’ association, 
among whom 4,as the defendant’s com­
pany. The fact was elicited from Mr., 
Cockburn’s evidence that an arrange­
ment existed between the dealers ahd 
the manufacturers whereby no dealer 
should purchase from a manufacturer 
who sold to other than members of 
the association, and no manufacturer 
should sell to dealers not members of 
the association. These manufacturers 
were" termed “harmonious” manufac­
turers.

Morning’s Evidence.
H. C.Manning was the fifst witness. 

The fact that he was called was due 
to a reference made to him by C. R. 
Filtness in his evidence at a previous 
session^ of the court, when Mr. Filt­
ness stated it was Manning who in­
formed him he was to be admitted as 
a member of the Alberta association.

The evidence was taken subject to 
objection. Mr. Woods and Mr. Bennett 
crossed swords in a duel of wits". Mr. 
Bennett went so far as to declare it was 
Mr. Woods’ effort to overawe the court 
by reason of the façt of his position 
as deputy attorney general": Mr. Ben- 
nett’s , objection was on ground that 
the witness should not be asked lead­
ing questions.

“Did you indicate any preference to 
Mr. Stuart, as to whether this custom­
er should be admitted to the associa­
tion?”

“I didn’t indicate any preference, 
although I knew the man capable of 
conducting a business.”

“Did you recommend him to your 
emtioyers?”

“No.”

Isaac Cockburn, Winnipeg, ex-secre­

tary of Western Retail Lumber Deal­
ers’ association, was the next witness. 
Mr.Bennett objected to his evidence be­
ing taken on the ground that this as­
sociation was not charged with con­
spiracy. The objection was noted.

The minute book of the Western as­
sociation, the bylaws of the associa­
tion up to 1905 and up to 1907, in­
cluding amendments during the in­
tervening years, were put in as ex­
hibits.

Asked as to what constituted an 
honorary member of the association 
as defined by the bylaws witness stat­
ed an honorary member was a manu­
facturer or wholesaler. Succeeding 
questions referred to the fourteenth 
annual meeting of the association in 
Winnipeg in 1904.

Witness stated that a resolution re­
ferring to the establishment of line 
yards was objected to dëcidedly by the 
Alberta- representatives at the meet­
ing. A line yard system was a mon­
opoly by which a manufacturer con­
trolled a certain district. In the aut 
umn of 1004 the manufacturers with­
drew from the association. Subse­
quently the manufacturers expressed 
their desire to be indirectly allied 
with the association. They were cal­
led harmonious manufacturers.

“What would happen to a manufac­
turer who failed to sell to retail deal­
ers only?”

“His name would be eliminated 
from the list of harmonious manu­
facturers, and the members of the 
association would he notified of his 
alienation.”

“What is meant by the clause in 
the bylaw referring to such a case, 
namely, that the members of the as­
sociation must take cognizance of the 
unfair tactics of a manufacturer by 
failing to confine his sales to the mem­
bers of the association?”

“It means a member of the associa­
tion shall not deal further with such 
an unfair manufacturer.”

Referring to the substitution in the 
1907 bylaws of the clause “regular re­
tail dealers,” for the clause in the 
1905 bylaws, “member of the associa­
tion,” witness said there was no dif­
ference in the meaning. This clause 
referred to the dealers to whom manu­
facturers might sell and not lose sta­
tus with the association.

Definition of Legitimate Dealer. 
Witness was asked what legitimate 

dealer meant.
“A man doing a legitimate lumbar 

business,” he replied.
“Does it not mean that he must be 

a member of tha association before he

BOILER EXPLODED.

Railway Commissioners in a Wreck in 
Ontario.

Toronto, Oct. 29—The boiler of a 
special G. T. train conveying the Do­
minion railway commissioners from 
Chatham to Hamilton, exploded to­
night near Newbury. Engineer Robt. 
Rutherford was killed and Fireman 
Robertson was badly hurt. Both be­
long to London. A report received 
here at 11 a.m. says the commission­
ers were not injured but six doctors 
have gone down from London. A. C. 
Killam, former chief justice of Mani­
toba, is chairman, Hon. M. E. Bern­
ier is assistant chairman and James 
Mills, the remaining member of the 
commission. It is not known if all 
three members were in the accident.

WAREHOUSE COLLAPSED.

At Port Arthur, Burying Nine Men in 
Ruins—One Fatality.

Port Arthur, Oct. 29.—Ope of the 
worst accidents in the building his­
tory of the town occurred at 5.30 this 
afternoon, when a large feed and flour 
warehouse owned by Mayor Clavet, 
situated on Court street, collapsed, 
burying nine men in the debris. The 
building was three storeys of solid 
brick, 120 by 33 feet. The cause of 
the accident is unknown- The only 
fatality was a foreigner, name un 
known. Immediately after the crash 
the fire alarm was sounded, and hun­
dreds rushed to the scene and scotei 
of willing hands started to clear the 
debris for tile victims.

The witness stated retail dealers, 
members of the association who 
bought lumber from unfriendly deal­
ers were liable to suspension Irom'the 
association. He knew of no case in 
which a retailer had been suspended. 
As secretary of the association he rer 
ceived a salary of $2,100 a year. His 
business was to investigate com­
plaints.

Control Number of Yards.
Referring to the yard system in 

vogue in the Western Retail Dealers’ 
association, witness stated there was 
supervision over the number of yards 
in any one district. His business as 
secretary was to regùlate the number 
of yards. A new yard was not often 
established if the consumption of 
lumber was less than 35 ears per an­
num. The establishment of a second 
yard was generally objected to by the 
retailer already establish'd.

‘Suppose a rash outsider went into 
a district and established a ygrd with­
out tile authority of the association, 
what happened to him?” ,

“Unless he was a member of tip» 
association his chances of doing 
business successfully were diminish­
ed?”

“Do you know of any case where an 
independent retailer was successful 
in fighting.the association?”

“Not many. Some have started but 
invariably became members of the as­
sociation.”

Witness stated that there never had 
been any agreement between the West­
ern Retail Lumber Dealers’ associa­
tion and the Mountain Millmen’s as­
sociation as associations. There was 
no reciprocal agreement as associa­
tions,but as individual honorary mem­
bers of the W. R. L. D. association the 
members of the Mountain Millmen’s 
association were considered in the 
same light as other honorary mem­
bers.

In reply to a question witness stat­
ed tluit. every member of the associa^
tion was urged to patronize only the 
manufacturers in harmony with the 
association. He was urged to do this 
even though it cost him more for his 
lumber In the case of the retailers 
in Southern Alberta in 1903 when Am­
erican dealers were selling lumber 
lower than the mountainmen’s assoc­
iation, the mountaimnen rather than 
change their prices for this particular 
district informed the dealers in 
Southern Alberta that they were at 
liberty to buy ! from the American 
dealenj.

The court adjourned until this aft­
ernoon, when Mr. Cockburn complet­
ed his evidence.

THANKSGIVING 
AND HALLOWE’EN

Unusual Celebration of These Two 
Festivals on the Same Day 

This Year.

HOMESTEADER SHOT
NEAR RANFURLY.

Shooting Said to Have Been Done in 
Self Defence by Neighbor.

Bulletin Special.
Vegreville, October 29.—A shooting 

tragedy occurred here on Monday 
afternoon, when I. J. Hollar", a home­
steader near Ranfurly, shot a neigh­
bor, Richard Harper, and wounded 
him so seriously that he may possibly 
die of it. The discharge entered the 
side of his face. Hollar has given 
-himself up to the police, stating that 
he did the shooting in self-defence.

From such details as have yet reach­
ed here it seems that Harper, in a 
state of rage, struck down Hollar’s 
child, tearing his clothes from his 
back. He j-hen struck down Hollar’s 
wife, and grasping a pitchfork made 
to attack Hollar. Hollar reached out 
for his rifle, discharging its contents 
in Harper’s face, the latter saving 
himself from instant death merely by 
a movement of his head.

Blood flowed profusely from his 
wounds, but he refused all aid from 
the man who had shot him. Hollar, 
feeling the- seriousness of his act, 
drove to Ranfurly, the nearest station, 
and surrendered to Constable Blythe, 
who placed him in the guard-room 
here.

The prisoner is known,to be a res­
pectable industrious settler, and people 
believe he would only have used the 
rifle under great provocation.

Nothing can be learned yet of the 
condition of the wounded man, 
Harper.

Tomorrow sees in Canada the unus- 
al combination of the mystical old 
Celtic festival of Hallowe’en. and the 
more modem one of Thanksgiving, as 
the Canadian government selected Oc­
tober 31st this year to be the annual 
national" day of thanksgiving.

Both festivals are attended with 
rnucii ceremony and merry-making in 
the home, Thanksgiving day having 
come now to mean a day of family 
reunions in the autumn, while* Hal­
lowe’en from ancient times has been 
set. aside- as. an appropriate day for 
parties of younv people. Benifleent 
fairies were supposed in- the olden 
days to reign that night, and to lend 
to simple household games with nuts 
and apples the power of divining fu­
ture partners in life.

Gay in Erin and Scotia.
In Scotland and Ireland this festi­

val of Hallowe’en is one of the gay­
est and greatest of all the .year, and is 
awaited by youthful swains and their 
lassies with tile keenest of anticipa­
tion. Burns “Hallowe’en” gives a 
humorous and richly imaginative pre­
sentment of the old time, ceremonies 
and superstitions still practised on 
this night, which lias been endowed 
by the Celtic race with the mysterious 
qualities ascribed in Germany to the 
midsummer feast of St. John’s Eve. 
Children born on Hallowe’en are sup­
posed to have wonderfùl intuitive 
powers.

The name is literally Hallow-even, 
the eve or vigil of All Hallows or -All 
Saints, which, according to the 
church calendar, falls on November 1.

This latter feast, dating from the 
first centuries of the Christian era, is 
a commemoration of all the dead, of 
great or Little note- who have passed 
from earth to heaven. The following 
day, November 2, All Souls’ Day is in 
like manner set apart as a commem­
oration of the souls of all the dead 
who may be in some preparatory state 
before entering the kingdom of saints. 
On the eve ot" this day many of the 
Celtic race still shudder if in the 
darkness they pass a country church­
yard, and, in fact, rather avoid going 
out at all this night.

Tiiis is simply an ingrained tradi­
tion in the hearts of the people that 
"the souls are about tonight,” as on 
Hallowe’en the good fairies are sup- 
pdeed to smile propitiously upon 
young folks’ dreams.

Significance of Thanksgiving.
Thanksgiving day is an annual fes­

tival of thanksgiving for the mercies 
of the closing year. The custom of 
having a thanksgiving festival dates 
back many centuries, prayers for the 
feast forming pan of- old church ritu­
als as it still does. But the celebra­
tion was mainly limited to the religi­
ous ceremonies, until in New England 
the Pilgrim Fathers made it their 
great home festival for the year

The earliest harvest thansgiving 
was kept by them in 1621, and since 
that day the celebration has grown 
from year to year in importance in the 
United States, spreading also to Can­
ada in later years. In both the States 
and our Dominion government procla­
mations fix the date to be annually 
observed by these nations as a day 
of thanksgiving for the benefit and 
welfare enjoyed by them.

Garrson is freely mentioned as a pro­
bable opponent.

ing^ engineers regarding the tenders 
for the power scheme. The former 
advises the acceptance of the lump 
tender of the Anglo-Canadian Engi­
neering Company, of London, amount­
ing to rather more than three mil­
lions, but the board recomménds the 
acceptance of joint contracts, the 
largest of which is the Swedish Gen­
eral Electric Company for a hundred 
and fifty thousand and the Westing- 
house people for four hundred thou­
sand. A special meeting of the con­
trollers and aldermen is called for 
tomorrow to consider the propositions.

Hill COUNTRY

Rumors That C. P. R. is Acquiring 
Western American 

Project.

Spokane, Washy Oct. 29. — An an­
nouncement, declared to be semi-official 
was made here that tlie right of way, 
property and- franchises of the north 
coast railroad projected from Spokane 
to Seattle of which Robert F. Strahorn, 
of Spokane, is president have been ac- 
quired by the C.P.R. Co., the executive 
officers of which recently visited this 
part of, th$ country. It is given out, by 
the press <f eastern .od western Wash­
ington that the invasion bv the C.P.R 
of so-called Hill territory, is to be push­
ed with vigor, regardless of circum- 
stances. This ÎTnè when completed, it 
is reported, together with a road to be 
constructed between the boundary at 
Sumas and Puget Sound will give the 
Canadian Co. a belt lié* thus tapping 
wheat districts of eastern Washington 
as well as the principal forests west of 
the Canadian mountains. While Mr. 
Strahorn admitted the pcssibilitv of the 
deal, by which the C.P.R. wilt absorb 
his company the only information ob­
tained at the headquarters of the North 
Coast railway was that the company was 
going ahead with the preliminary -work 
necessary to the construction of the rail­
road, and is in no particular hurry. Mr. 
Strahorn displays the confidence of suf­
ficient backing and is proceeding sys­
tematically with the work. Purchases of 
Front Avenue, between Howard and 
Wall streets, in the heart of the busi­
ness district of Spokane, have been cred­
ited to local North Coast representatives 
and it is deduced that having secured 
terminal grounds, in Spokane and at 
Seattle, the Canadian Pacific is now 
about ready to make a formal announce- 
ment of plans, though G. M. Bosworth, 
of Montreal, fourth vice-president of the 
C.P.R., said in an interview here a few 
days ago that the company had no plàns 
to build a tine to Portland. He added 
"under our traffic arrangement with the 
Oregon Railroad and Navigation C< 
(Harriman property) we are in : 
tion to handle through business 
the Spokane International to the Paei 
tic coast as well as is required. No ef­
forts, however, will be spared in the de- 
vefopment of traffic over the Spokane In­
ternational. Preside,.c Gorbin has al- 
ve.dy lnadb the line as good a piece of 
rohd bs therè can be found in this part 
of the country which is a great showing, 
considering the short time it has been in 
operation. We are pleased with the 
growth of traffic over the new line and 
we anticipate more.” The North Coast 
road was incorporated several years ago 
as _ part of a transcontinental system 
and has done considerable surveving and 
construction work on the projected line 
from Spokane to Walla Walla. A con­
struction crew is now at work 10 miles 
out on Hangman’s creek.

DRUG ON MARKET.

Catt^Flooding. Winnipeg Stock Mar- 
1 ket and Prices Drop.

Winnipeg, Oct. 30.—The informa­
tion received to the effect that the 
packers of the middle west are cut­
ting prices ten per cent, all around 
for the finished product, does not 
cause much surprise here, the same 
thing having taken place in Winni- 
peg during the past few weeks, owing 
to the enormous amount of cattlê 
which has been rushed on to the 
local market. During the last week 
over five thousand head in all were 
dumped on this market, and after al­
lowing for export and the eastern 
market, over eleven hundred head 
were left for the local butchers’ trade, 
far too large an amount to be econ­
omically handled here. This lias 
been going on for some weeks, ap­
parently due to the rush of the small 
ranchers to get out of the cattle 
busines before another winter. Much 
of the stock put on the market is 
poor in quality, and the values have 
accordingly shrunk- Pressed hind­
quarters are worth now about seven 
cents, as compared with ten cents a 
couple of months ago, and this flood­
ing of the market with poor stuff 
promises still leaver prices. It is 
clear that the Very high -prices cur­
rent for all grades of grain are tempt­
ing farmers to take quick profits by 
selling feed, which necessitates their 
getting rid of their stock. The indi­
cations -«re, however, that the price 
of young stock will be very high next 
summer, the country being almost de­
pleted by the reckless policy of the 
stock raisers. Enquiries here show 
no likelihood nf a corresponding cut 
to meat bv American packers, as the 
prices locally already -sag far below 

, Omaha or Chicagu.

TO SASKATOON THIS AUTUMN.

Dr. Martin Murphy, the govern­
ment inspecting engineer,, has jilst re­
turned from Saskatoon. Since his 
lest visit here he drove from Edmon­
ton to Saskatoon on the new=G. T. 
P. grade inspecting it. To a Bulletin 
representative this morning he stated 
the grade was in excellent condition 
throughout.

Questioned concerning the progress 
of the railway Dr. Muphy etated that 
tack laving has been already Com­
pleted for a distance 200 miles west 
of Portage la Prairie. At Saskatoon 
there are rails and ties sufficient for 
60 miles, ready to be shipped east to 
continue this track laying. >i

“It is expected." he said, “that the 
line, will be laid to Saskatoon this 
autumn.

"Thence to Edmonton,’’ continued 
the doctor, “there are about 160 miles 
well graded, without a gap ready to 
take the rails. Another month of fav­
orable weather would see the grading 
complete to Battle River. Messrs. 
Foley Bros.’ construction force, that 
has been previously employed east of 
Battle River is now being pushed on 
w-est of that point, and will be em­
ployed between Battle River and Ed­
monton. Consequently the large forc­
es of construction are not being con­
centrated on that portion of the line, 
betwee Battle River and here."

Dr. Murphy reports that the work 
is being pnslîed oh well anil with 
vigor, and that good order is being

kept. During his visits he has not 
seen one man on the works mtoxicat- 
ed;r,nor any man grumbling of his 
wages or treatment. In all his ex­
perience of railway construction he 
has never seen such good order main­
tained.

The substructure of the Saskatoon 
bridge is now ready to receive the 
steel superstructure, which is being 
delivered and men on the ground to 
proceed with the work. The. Battle 
River bridge is now being erected, 
and a strong force of men and ma­
chinery are occupied at this point. It 
will "be "completed in time to allow 
material to pass ovèr for the construc­
tion of the Clover Bar bridge, if such 
material is. not delivered M Edmonton 
by the C. N. It. before that time.

SCHRE1BER says HERE
NEXT YEAR.

Ottawa, October 28.—Mr. Colling- 
wood Schreiber, chief consulting en­
gineer to the government, has just re­
turned from an inspection trip of the 
Grand Trunk Pacific line now under 
construction betxv^n Portage la 
Prairie and Saskatoon. Mr. Sehrei- 
ber reports that with favorable wea­
ther conditions for the next few 
weeks the rails will be laid all the 
way from Portage la Prairie to Saska­
toon.

At present 123 miles of road are 
opened for trains, and nearly another 
hundred is now ready to be opened. 
“The great difficulty in the way of 'the 
constructors,” says Mr. Schreiber, “is 
the lack of ties and the scarcity of 
labor.” While he was in the west 
some three hundred men in one sec­
tion of the road left wotk to go into 
the harvest fields, where thé wages 
paid are as high as $3.50 per day. 
The contractors are now paying $2.25 
per day for ordinary labor, and even 
at that figure find it almost impos­
sible to obtain men. At Saskatoon 
everything has been in readiness for 
thrée weeks to begin laying the rails 
eastward to join the completed end of 
the' line out from Portage la Prairie, 
but though several hundred men were 
booked for employment only thirty- 
two were Obtainable.

The cost of the prairie section is 
averaging between $23,000 and $24,000 
per mile, although it was originally 
estimated that the cost would only be 

,°" about $13,000 per mile. Wages were 
po -.50 psr cent, higher than three years 

r” ago, and the cost of supplies rrins 
from 50 to 100 per cent, higher. Set­
tlement along the new line is going on 
rapidly, and Mr. Schreibcr states that 
his observation of the crop conditions 
leads him to believe that the western 
farmers, in view of the high prices 
will realize as much in cash lor grain 
this fear as they did last year. By 
the end of next year he expects to see 
the G.T.P. trains ^running from Win­
nipeg to Edmonton.

LUMBER PRICES WILL
NOT DROP.

Vancouver, Oct. 28.—Is the price of 
lumlrer going to drop?

This is the query put probably more 
frequently than any other these days. 
Not only is this question one of 
local interest, but it is likewise a matter 
of more than ordinary moment through­
out the prairie provinces at the present 
time.

The lumber dealers on the prairies say 
sure, and base their conclusions on the 
experience of past seasons, when with the 
slackening trade in the fall the millinen 
were obliged to reduce prices to induce 
oumness.

Tjbe lumber dealers, line yardmen, pur­
chasing agents, etc., for construction 
and railway companies throughout the 
prairies when spoken to concerning the 
subject of prices say they have large 
orders "to place presently, but are wait­
ing for the slump which they say is sure 
to come.

The coast mills, they say, are filling 
up their yards with stock, they are ship­
ping nothing, and presently the banks 
will begin to press for the reduction of 
overdrafts, and then we will see prices 
crumble and we will buy cheap lumlier.

When questioned as above the Van­
couver lumber manufacturer says no, 
and says it so positively and so conti- 
dontly that it is impossible to escape 
the conviction that his confidence is 
based On unusual grounds. A study of 
the present conditions relating to the 
lumber business reveals a good mahy 
features of an entirely new character. 
Which seem to afford ~a at rong warrant 
for the statement that present prices 
n-rfi at the very least be maintained. 
Locally the contractors with very few 
exceptions are strongly opposed to a 
bleak in prices. Most of them liavo 
been building to sell, and have one, two 
or three houses on their hands built of 
lumber bought at present fist, nnd any 
drop in prices would immediately bring 
down property values. Consequently 
while every contractor is willing to get 
some concession cn his purchases it 
possible, the possibility of a break ton 
present' list tills him with dismay.

Used Üp Stocks iiv Summer.
Another set of conditions prevails 

amongst the'Limber dealers throughout 
Manitoba, Saskatchewan ahd Alberta. 
The shipments of coast lumber last win­
ter, owingfto the unusual severity of the 
season and consequent congestion of tra­
ffic did' not arrivé at their destination 
until the late spring. The tardy aéd 
unpromising seeding followed by a cool 
and discouraging sumtner put a sudden 
stop to building operations of all kinds 
throughout the prairies, except such as 
were absolutely imperative. The general 
financial stringency forced a conserva­
tive policy Op the dealers, and orders 
throughout the past season were less 
brisk than they have often been, yet 
notwithstanding this the majority of the 
coast mills were shipping for several 
months in excess of their cut. The local 
demand for lumber in Vancouver dur­
ing- the past season has been far in ex­
cess of anything ever experienced in the 
past, and between supplying the local 
and outside markets the majority of the 
coast mills found themselves at the end 
of August with light stocks on hand.

Otner Markets Developed.
In previous years the local demand 

has with the crofting of wet weather 
shut efi filth a snap. This season 
pcsSihlv owing to the extraordinary 
prolongation of dry weather, the local 
demand liés as yet berel.v begun lo 
*rcken, and although the prairie trade 
has been qniet during the past two 
months, orders are continuing to come 
in in a small degree and shipments 
are going oqt every day in greater 
volume than is generally supposed. In i

the early summer many of the millmen 
anticipating a slack prairie trade be­
gad casting about for other avenues 
and it has come to pass that lumber 
is now going out in large quantities 
on every Blue-Funnel steamer for var­
ious quarters of the world. The Mdxi- 
can market is taking British Columbia 
lumber; Australia and New Zealand 
specifications are being handled by 
many of the mills. In former years a 
condition of affairs similar to that now 
prevailing in the prairie and eastern 
markets would have meant the closing 
down of the majority of the coast mills. 
Now all this is changed.

The millmen say that the aggregate 
stock of material suitable for, the 
prairie trade in the yards of the coast 
nulls at present is barely forty million 
feet. They say that the dealers in the 
Northwest purpose reducing their stock 
and holding off purchasing Until the 
anticipated lower prices come into effect. 
The money results of the crops, they 
argue, are turning out very much better 
than even the most sanguine anticipat­
ed a few months ago and the building 
operations which were deferred through­
out the prairies this season will be car­
ried out next, as well as the accessary 
extensions incident to the coming season 
itself, and there will be a sudden general 
awakening next spring on the part of the 
dealers to the fact of their rapidly emp­
tying yards, and a sudden and importun­
ate demand for an immediate supply of 
lumber, which will tax the railway com­
panies t6 supply cars for.1

Saving Stock for Spring Trade.
This is the development which the 

millmen look forward to, and they Are 
presenting an unbroken front in this 
respect, and are saving such of their 
stock as is not going to foreign markets 
for the «bring trade. Occasionally ru­
mors tf some small mill selling or try­
ing to sell at reduced prices arc heard, 
but this does not disturb the serenity of 
the manufacturers. They stand pat. They 
will, as usual, shut down their mills 
for a fqw weeks in December itnd Janu­
ary for repairs and overhauling, but it 
is known that some of the larger plants 
will not be able to overtake present ord­
ers until the latter end of December.

As to the shingle situation. Frices 
daring the past twelve months have been 
firmly maintained, and the mills have 
all been busily occupied in filling (heir 
orders.

The demand ceased very abruptly ’n 
the latter half of Septemebr, and as 
things now stand the mills are simply 
clearing up old orders, , and it is ex­
pected that by the end of October or the 
first wee kin November, there will be no 
orders for shingle shipment in any of 
the mills.

During the past few weeks several 
mills have been clearing up orders 
taken over a year ago when prices 
were forty to sixty cents lower than 
at present. These orders going out on 
the market at old prices gave rise to 
the belief that singles had broken 
but dealers find that they cannot place 
new orders at any price below "the pres­
ent list.

Close Down Fcr Winter Monthe.
To correct any possible tendency to­

wards a panic, and in view of the sud­
den slackening in the demand for 
shingles, the mills are going to shut 
down on or about November 1, by which 
time they will have- cleaned up all old 
orders, and in closing thus, they will 
close down with little Or no stock on 
hand, so that there will be no shingles 
to sell at slaughter prices during the 
winter.

They will likely remain closed until 
February or March, by which time the 
market will again have resumed a nor­
mal condition.

Apart from the demand for shingles 
there are several potent factors which 
prevent the return of cheap shing es. 
A few years ago the mills got their 
supply of bolts and shingle cedar prac­
tically at their doors. Good bolts could 
be bought for $1 to $4.25 per cord deliv­
ered at the mill, while cedar in the log 
was bought at $6.50 to $7.50 per M.

The nearby supply of bolts is now 
exhausted, and the mills have to go 
further afield for them. The price dur­
ing the past season has been $5.5) to 
$5.75 per cord, and in some cases $6.00, 
and foi* cedar logs $9.50 to $10.50 per 
M. Labor is much more expensive now 
than ever before and'even-at present 
list prices the shingle manufacturer who 
is making n fair profit is doing so only 
by the exercise of the greatest care'and 
vigilance ail along the line from the 
camp to the railway car.

This is the general situation as work­
ed out from information gathered from 
both ends of the trade.

The dealers are basing their expecta­
tions on the experience of previous years 
When prices sagged under slackening 
trade.

The manufacturers on the other hand 
say the (tellers have been predicting 
lower prices since last June, and the 
prices have held firm in spite of the 
slack trade, and now under the new and 
growing conditions, when -local and for­
eign trade is affording such an important 
outlet on one hand, and with the cer­
tainty of a heavy demand in the prairies 
for lumber next spring, any cutting of 
prices at this juncture is quite needless 
and would be an act of supreme folly.

This gentleman 
will doubtless make an admirable Mayor 
if he were elected, and after he "had. to 
use a vulgar expression, “got the job” 
and mastered to some extent the muti- 
tudinous detail of the Office and of our 
Municipal Routine and Oiganization, 
but I fear that be would be sadly handi­
capped by reason of the fact that for a 
great many years, during a period when 
many important changes have been 
brought about, he has not beon in touch 
with Municipal Matters.

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THE INCREASED TAX-RATE.
The city assessor sitteth at the re­

ceipt of customs these days, and the 
ratepayers are receiving practical and 
personal demonstrations of what it 
costs to run the city.

The total rate of taaxtion for the 
current year is 13% mills on the dol­
lar—an increase of 3 mills over the 
rate for last year. This increase is 
made up of increases in each item 
going to make up the total rate. The 
general municipal rate has grown 
from 7% to 8 mills; the debenture 
rate from % to 2% mills, and the 
school rate from 2% to 2 5-6 mills-

Interpreted, this means that the 
current expenses of the city, paid 
from the general funds, are more than 
ten per cent, heavier than last year, 
that the amount required for sinking 
funds to meet debentures is three 
and two-thirds as large as that last 
year ; and that the school expenses 
this year are 13% per cent, heavier 
than last year. The phenomenal in­
crease in the debenture rate is ap­
parently due in part to the fact 'that 
last year’s debenture rate was far be­
low the normal.

The increase of the total tax rate 
indicates a tendency which, if con­
tinued, must be attended in future by 
very undesirable results, and sug­
gests that one of the standing rules 
of next year’s council should be the 
most stringent economy in non-essen­
tials, to the end that the tax rate 
may not be increased, if it cannot be 
reduced.

It will be remembered that the as­
sessment of 1906 was made on a very 
much higher rate than that of preced­
ing years, being practically an as­
sessment at face value instead of an 
assessment at two-thirds value, which 
was understood as the general rule in 
previous years. As a counter-balanc­
ing prçvision, the tax-rate was cut 
from 16 to 10% mills. This meant, 
and was intended to mean, that while 
a ratepayer’s property was assessed 
much higher than formerly, his taxes 
were not proportionately increased.

The assessment this year has pre­
sumably been made on the eamc 
basis as last year—the market value 
of the property. Unfortunately, how­
ever, the counterbalancing provision 
of a low tax rate does not appear to 
have been kept sufficiently in view. 
While the assessment has been ad 
vanced in keeping with the advance 
in the value of property, the tax rate 
has also been allowed to mount up 
to 3 mills more than last year’s rate. 
This means not only that the rate­
payer pays taxes on an increased 
valuation, but that on this increased 
amount he pays a rate nearly one- 
third greater than "he paid.last year 
on the smaller sum.

The result of this tendency is not 
far to seek. If allowed to increase 
next year as rapidly as during the 
present year, the rate of taxation 
would be about up to the former rate 
of 16 mills. But this rate would be 
paid, not as formerly on two-thirds 
the value of the property, but on the 
full value. Under this condition, the 
ratepayer, while taxed at nominally 
the same rate, would be paying one- 
third more taxes in proportion to the 
value of his property than he paid 
two years ago. This means that if 
on a lot worth $500 two years ago the 
taxes then were $5-33; the taxes on 
the same lot next year if worth $1,000 
would be $16.

A “high” assessment is endurable 
only when accompanied by a “low” 
tax rate. But the experience of the 
present year points the moral that a 
tax rate is one of the things it is hard 
to keep down. A council with a 
large assessment to work on is very 
apt to forget that a seemingly small 
tax-rate may not correctly represent 
the burden on the ratepayer, and to 
scrutinize expenditures less carefully 
than if confronted by a much small­
er assessment and a tax-rate which 
dare not be increased. It should be 
the first and constant duty of next 
year’s council to prevent any increase 
in the rates, and to reduce them if 
possible. A high assessment coupled 
with a high tax-rate spells trouble.

INCONVENIENT HISTORY.
The inconvenience of having a his­

tory was revealed the other day when 
the Regina Leader reproduced an edi­
torial which appeared in the Regina 
Standard some two years ago. The 
Standard has recently been condemn­
ing the Federal Government for not 
turning the public lands over to the 
new provinces. This is what the 
Standard thought when the Autonomy 
Bills were under diecMssion :

“The Dominion,” said the Stand­
ard at that time, “will retain control 
“of the Territorial public lands. 
“Perhaps, under the circumstances.

“this is best for all concerned. The 
“two great needs of the new Prov­
inces at first will be population and 
"railway development. To secure the 
“former, the inducement of free 
“hdtoesteads must be continued to be 
"offered, and to secure railway exten­
sion, lands, and the proceeds of 
"lands, are usually granted. Thus, 
“we see that if the new Provinces 
“owned the unallotted lands they 
“should have practically to give them 
"away. At the same time the cost of 
“land administration would have to 
"be borne. The duties of the Immi- 
“gration Department, too, would fol- 
“low the land. The new Provinces 
“could not be easily equipped for 
“these onerous duties. It took the 
“Federal authorities many years to 
“bring immigration work up to its 
“present status/ They have it now in 
“a state of high efficiency, with ex- 
“perienced agents at work in various 
“parts of the world. It is important 
“that the good work shall continue 
“to go on undisturbed. A handsome 
"equivalent, either in cash or in in­
terest bearing credit, will suit the 
“new Provinces much better than the 
“extra responsibilities which are in­
volved in the ownership and control 
"of the public domain."

Along the same line the British 
Whig of Kingston refers to the opin­
ions past and present of a journal 
nearer home. Says the Whig:

“The Edmonton Journal, a year ago 
“called for the abandonment of Fos­
ter, Fowler, Pope, Bennett, all the 
“politicians who were mixed up in 
“the insurance scandals.

“We cannot,” said our contempor- 
"ary, ‘afford politically to carry these 
“passengers in the Conservative boat 
“any longer,’ and it spoke as if con­
versant with the councils of the 
‘•party.

“Recently the Journal said that 
"Mr. Foster was received ‘with every 
“mark of confidence in the East,’ and 
‘‘that- he was ‘welcomed by his friends 
"for the enemies he had made.’ Every 
“friend of public honesty, it added, 
“should see that attacks upon him 
"were rendered ineffective.

"What prodûced this most singular 
“change? There has been some talk 
"of subsidized papers by the Journal, 
“and there would be less occasion to 
"make a note of it but for the per­
formances of the Journal and otner 
“organs of its kind." •

CASTING THE BURDEN ON THE 
PATRON.

The concluding paragraph in the 
application form which a prospective 
patron of the city waterworks system 
is required to sign, reads as follows :

It being understood that the Ed­
monton City Water Works have.the 
right at any time to substitute in 
lieu of the above special rates, the 
rate of 25 cents per 100 cubic feet, 
and . . . further covenant and
agree that . . . will protect and
save harmless the Edmonton City 
Water Works'from all claims for 
damages caused by the bursting of 
any pipes used for the supply of 
water under this application.
In other words, if the water pipes 

burst and flood a cellar, the city iÿ 
not to be held responsible, whether 
>r not the bursting was due to over 
oressure on the pipes, faulty mate­
rial or improper workmanship of the 
city employees.

This is surely safeguarding the city 
it Jthe sacrifice of the citizen. It is 
necessary of course that the city bo 
safeguarded against actions for dam­
ages caused by carelessness or fault 
if a patron, but surely it is not fair 
that the patron should be forced to 
suffer the loss of damages done to his 
nroperty through fault of the city. 
Yet it is tne apparent purpose of this 
clause to force him to do so. That 
the clause would be upheld by a 
court is doubtful, but in the major­
ity of cases the citizen would suffer 
the loss rather than risk the uncer­
tainties of litigation.

8o long as the citizens are free to 
take or not take service, the city may­
be1 able to inveigle its patrons into 
signing away their rights to justice; 
but when the city tries to enforce the 
installation of services there will be 
trouble a-plenty. To force a rate­
payer to install a water service and 
at the same time to deprive him of 
the common right to sue the city for 
damages caused by the breaking of 
the service, would be coercion of the 
double-barrelled variety.

TRANS-ATLANTIC WIRES IN 
EVERYDAY USE.

Marconi's wireless system was open­
ed for commercial business last week 
between Glace Bay, Nova Scotia, and 
Cliiden in Ireland. Years have elaps­
ed since the great inventor accom­
plished the feat of transmitting a 
wireless message across the Atlantic, 
and this delay in bringing the inven­
tion into practical use doubtless ac­
counts for the moderate degree of in­
terest agouaed by the opening of the 
system for business a few days ago. 
The glamor quickly disappears even 
from so novel a discovery as the 
means of projecting sound through a 
few thousand miles of air, and the 
inventor who Cannot bring hie contriv­
ance into everyday use directly its dis­
covery is announced suffers a loss of 
prestige. The intervening months 
have doubtless been a period of pa­

tient and arduous toil for Mr. Mar­
coni, but just because these months 
had to elapse before practical use 
came to be made of the apparatus, 
public interest is not remarkably 
aroused by the announcement (hat 
wireless messages are passing daily 
between America and Europe. Wire­
less telegraphy has already ceased to 
be a novelty, and is counted among 
the commonplace.

Nevertheless, the opening of the, 
Marconi wireless trans-Atlantic sys­
tem is one of the triumphs of the age, 
and according to the inventor, the 
system is accomplishing everything 
that was hoped or could be demand­
ed of it. As yet only press messages 
have been handled, but these have 
been transmitted rapidly and accur­
ately, and in a few days the system 
will be opened for private or commer­
cial messages. The transmission was 
carried on without a hitch, and dur­
ing the first day ten thousand words 
were shot across the Atlantic with no 
medium but the atmosphere. The 
messages included a large number of 
congratulatory despatches from scien­
tists, statesmen and others of public 
note. Mr. Marconi is credited with 
the statement that not a single word 
had to be repeated. This is really a 
remarkable performance, and gives 
splendid reason for believing that 
trans-Atlantic wireless has passed be 
yond the experimental and the doubt­
ful stages, and become an accom­
plished and reliable factor in the in­
tercommunication of the continents.

THE MENDACIOUS ORGAN.
For whole-souled enthusiastic lying 

the Mail and Empire earns the laur­
el. Whatever may be thought 
of the consequence or char­
acter, admiration is commanded by 
the persistent devotion with which 
that journal sets itself to the task of 
destroying and avoiding the truth. 
There is nothing perfunctory in its 
prevarication, no weak yielding to 
the voice of conscience, no deferential 
bowing to the decalogue, no hesi­
tancy about assaulting the better 
knowledge of its readers, but a whole­
hearted abandon to the cause of sub 
stituting fiction for fact. Perhaps it 
would be unfair to say the Mail pre­
fers prevarication when the truth, 
would better suit its purpose; but the 
truth seldom suits the purposes of 
the Mail and Empire. Its character­
istic is disregard of truth rather than 
hostility to truth. It simply follows 
a prescribed course to a pre-determin- 
ed goal. When the path crosses the 
straight and narrow way, the Mai.1 
has no objection to travel therein for 
a season. But the paths seldom cross, 
and when its chart makes another de­
flection the Mail plunges again into 
the underbrush without regrets, trust­
ing that partisan blindness will hide 
from its readers the fact that it has 
left the trail.

A pretty fair sample of this un­
blushing mendacity is afforded by 
the Mail’s treatment of the Prince 
Albert bye-election. As every reader 
knows, the unchallenged ballots gave 
the Opposition candidate a majority 
of one, but the tied-up votes turned 
the scale the other way, and gave 
Mr. Turgeon a very respectable ma 
jority. The Mail, of course, accepted 
the count at the close of the poll as 
final and correct, published the re­
sult as a Conservative victory, and 
editorially figured out that both the 
Provincial and Dominion Govern­
ment’s were tottering to their doom- 
Then, when the count of the chal­
lenged votes began to turn the scale 
the Mail began to yell that the elec­
tion was being stolen from Mr. Brad­
shaw. All this, of course, was ac­
cording to programme. The election 
law of Saskatchewan permits any vote 
to be tied up, however unquestion­
ably qualified thê voter. In Prince 
Albert Mr. Bradshaw's scrutineers 
challenged voters who have resided 
in the district for twenty years; The 
only conceivable reason why they 
should do so is that by being able to 
proclaim a victory on the night of 
election they would be able to cry 
“thief” if the challenged votes, when 
counted, threw the decision against 
them. The decision having gone 
against them, the Mail performs its 
part by raising the cry. In doing so 
it proclaims its willingness to oblit­
erate the truth and affront the better 
knowledge of its readers for the op­
portunity of venting partisan spleen; 
and its equal willingness to endorse 
and applaud the dirtiest of party tac­
tics as its contribution to the cause of 
electoral purity.

A CONFESSION OF FAITH.
There is hope for the most harden­

ed after this from the Calgary Her­
ald:

“The Liberal convention which is 
taking place in Calgary to-day is in 
many respects a notable event. Two 
years ago the Liberals of Alberta 
organized, and that they organized 
ably was demonstrated by results 
at the Provincial elections. They 
now propose to repeat their per­
formance ase far as possible in the 
coming Dominion campaign.

“With the Liberal party in Alber­
ta The Herald has few differences. 
A little less Edmonton, perhaps, 
and a little more Southern Alberta, 
would make the political dish more 
savory to those in this portion of 
the province. We do not grudge

in a well-fought contest. We do 
grudge Strathcona the university, 
not from ill-will toward Strathcona 
but because Calgary was robbed of 
the university by a breach of faith.

“These differences and others of 
a similar character aside,. Alberta 
has many reasons to be proud of 
her government. The ministers of 
the crown have worked hard to or­
ganize this new province on a 
sound basis. There was much to 
do, and much hae indeed been done. 
The administration of a province is a 
matter of ordinary business rather 
than of politics, and the govern­
ment of Mr. Rutherford is worthy 
of congratulation on the way Alber­
ta’s business has so far been con­
ducted.”-

PEOPLE USE THE ’PHONES.
There is every reason to believe the 

Alberta Government telephone system 
will be a paying concern. Vegreville 
is a town of less than a thousand 
population, and yet the government 
exchange there already hâs sixty sub­
scribers, and once the system is in 
full swing the number will be con­
siderably increased. The list of 
subscribers at Vegreville shows that 
the people of Alberta towns want tele­
phone service. That service the Gov­
ernment is giving them and loyal pa­
tronage of the systems is the result.

“BECOMING CONVINCED."
The Stettler Independent opines 

that "the good Grit organs are be­
coming convinced that government 
"ownership and operation of public 
“utilities is what the country needs." 
If the Independent were a few gen­
erations older, it would know, if will­
ing to admit the knowledge, that 
“good Grit organs” were advocating 
the public ownership of monopolies 
long before either Stettler or the In­
dependent came into being. And from 
its observations within the two past 
years the Stettler Independent does 
know, if it would admit the knowl­
edge, that what progress the cause 
of public ownership has made in Al­
berta it has made because endorsed, 
advocated and inaugurated by the 
Liberal party in face of the most de­
termined resistance of the provincial 
Opposition and the corporation allies 
upon whom the Opposition relies for 
support.
1-ln Alberta the Liberal government 
has already constructed over 500 
miles of a government telephone sys­
tem, and at the end of next month 
nearly twenty exchanges on this line 
will be in operation, and Stettler is 
one of the places (hat will have this 
connection. The Alberta government 
has also maintained government 
creameries enabling the fanner to get 
a market, and therefore to get better 
prices for Iris creàm. It also estab­
lished poultry fattening -stations, and 
their existence means that the poul­
try raisers get better prices than they 
would if they had to fatten the’ fowl 
and market them. Surely not a bad 
record for those who are only “be­
coming convinced" of the benefits of 
public ownership.

If the Independent is still skeptical 
it may secure some valuable informa­
tion by observing the three provinces 
in which Conservative governments 
hold power. Ontario has a govern­
ment-owned railroad, but it was es­
tablished by a Liberal government, 
Manitoba proposes following Alberta’s 
lead in installing a government sys­
tem of telephones, but up to the 
present it has not strung any wire. 
British Columbia loaves everything 
to private ownership, from the ad­
ministration down. Clearly these 
governments have yet to demonstrate 
wherein they are "becoming con­
vinced” of the benefits of public own­
ership.

In the Federal arena Mr. Borden 
has yet to persuade both his followers 
and the country that he is even “be­
coming convinced” of the benefits of 
public ownership. When the G. T. 
P. project was before Parliament, Mr. 
Borden Offered in substitution for a 
government-owned railway from the 
wheat fields to the sea, a collection 
of words which were equally capable 
of being construed as a declaration 
for public ownership and a promise 
to maintain railway monopoly. Which 
interpretation he intended to adopt 
if returned to power may be guessed 
from the fact that his declaration se­
cured to him the political allegiance 
of the C. P. R. His more recent ut­
terances on the question of national 
telegraph and telephone systems are 
clothed in mystery and beclouded by 
provisos. Neither the country nor 
the party knows yet what Mr. Bor­
den means by his nationalization pro­
paganda—save that it would involve 
an expenditure of many millions of 
dollars if it means anything at all— 
surely poor evidence that Mr. Borden 
is “becoming convinced” of the bene­
fits of public ownership.

A still further duty awaits Mr. 
Borden—to persuade the country, that 
his corporation owning and corpora­
tion owned followers in Parlia­
ment are “ becoming convinced ” of 
the benefits of public ownership—a 
task considerably larger than that 
of elucidating his own views on the 
matter. If a two months’ tour has 
not enabled him to make plain what 
he himself thinks, how many months 
will be necessary to persuade the

people of Canada that Mr. E. B. 
Osier and Senator Lougheed arc “be­
coming convinced.” The conversion of 
these gentlemen will be a slow and 
laborious undertaking, but until Mr. 
Borden accomplishes it he will be 
unable to rally a united party in fa­
vor of public ownership, even should 
he desire to do so. There is at pres­
ent no sign that they are “becoming 
convinced."

THE MAN FOR MAYOR.
The announcement that a petition 

is in circulation requesting Mr. John 
A. MacDougall to become a candidate 
for mayor, and Mr. MacDougall’s 
statement that he will accept the re­
quest if the petition is largely signed 
by representative citizens, will give 
very general satisfaction. Edmonton 
has probably no citizen better quali­
fied to discharge the duties of chief 
magistrate under the present trying 
conditions. Mr. MacDougall has been 
signally successful in the conduct of 
a large business enterprise, a splen­
did testimony that he has both the 
ability and the experience to man­
age the business of the city. The 
mayor of Edmonton for the coming 
year will have need of rare ability 
and more than usual experience alike 
in the management of large enter­
prises, and the handling of a diffi­
cult financial situation. The success 
that has attended Mr. MacDougall’s 
private affairs is proof that he has 
the ability; while the fact that tne 
success was achieved is quite as good 
assurance that he has gained the ex­
perience. The position of mayor of­
fers little by way of financial reward 
and frequently brings little thanks 
for the onerous public service it de­
mands. It is fortunate for Edmonton 
that a foremost, business man to 
whom the financial reward can be lit­
tle attraction is willing to devote his 
services to the business of the city 
for a term in which the duties of the 
mayor must be unusually heavy.

A SUSPECTED PROPOSAL.
The people of Strathcona, or at 

least the press of that city, do not ap­
pear to be very favorably impressed 
with the proposal of the Edmonton 
city commissioners to purchase or of­
fer-to purchase the Strathcona street 
railway franchise. On the contrary, 
they appear to resent the proposal as 
a presumptuous interference in their 
civic affairs—not on account of . the 
proposal itself, but of the circum­
stances under which it is made. The 
Plaindealer dwells on the fact that 
the Strathcona ratepayers are to vote 
.at an early date on the question of 
turning over their franchise to the 
Strathcona Radial Railway Company, 
the inference being that the offer 
from Edmonton was designed to af­
fect tire result of the referendum. 
The inference is reasonable, and be­
cause it is reasonable it is the more 
likely to incite the people of Strath­
cona against what they consider an 
un-neigliborly meddling with their 
affairs.

This is about the reception which 
the proposal might have been expect­
ed to meet, and which, under the cir­
cumstances. it deserves to meet. Sus­
picion lurks about this proposal as 
the odor about a barrel of herrings. 
Strathcona suspects it as a covert at­
tempt to prevent her doing as she 
pleases with her own property, and 
both Strathcona and Edmonton will 
suspect it as an attempt to unite the 
franchises of the two cities to the end 
that they may be handed over to a 
company. To what other end can 
the possession of the Strathcona fran­
chise be desired under existing condi­
tions? On the one hand, it is being 
urged that the Edmonton franchise 
should be sold because we cannot 
utilize on our own behalf immediate­
ly; on the other, that we should se­
cure the Strathcona franchise. If we 
cannot use one franchise what would 
we do with two? And if we are urged 
to sell our own franchise on the 
ground that we cannot use it, for 
what possible reason should the,1 
Strathcona franchise be desired ex­
cept that it could be sold also? The 
suspicious circumstances under which 
the proposal is launched will defeat 
it—if not in Strathcona, then in Ed­
monton.

Why not drop this species of nego­
tiation, whose purpose no one knows 
and whose sincerity no one trusts, 
and go to Strathcona with an, open 
and above-board proposition to join 
hands in constructing an inter-muni­
cipal street railway system, connect­
ing and serving the cities, owned by 
them and operated for their mutual 
benefit? The advocacy of such ar­
rangement would serve every possible 
strategic purpose which it can be 
hoped to gain by the present- proce­
dure. The purpose of the negotia­
tions would be known and would ap­
peal directly to the general senti­
ment of municipal ownership in both 
cities; the negotiations themselves 
would be freed from the possibility 
of suspicion and lifted to the plane 
of a candid and definite business pro­
position. There are excellent reasons 
for believing such negotiations could 
be brought to a successful conclusion. 
If so, the street railway problems of 
both cities would be settled finally 
and satisfactorily, on a basis of pub­
lic economy and of fairness between

city and city. Surely the end is worth 
working for, and the best time to 
work for it is now.

OUR RESPECTS TO EDMONTON.
(Calgary Albertan.)

Here are our compliments to the 
people of Edmonton. There are none 
better. There are few as good. They 
want the earth, but they deserve a 
large portion of it. Something is 
coming to them. They fight for their 
own, and insist upon getting it, but 
they are ready to give up their own 
when they aie approached in the 
right way.

Edmonton had claims upon the Do­
minion fair. Just a few years ago 
Edmonton had a better exhibition 
than Calgary. Whether Edmonton 
has had a better fair than Calgary 
during the last few years is a matter 
of opinion, which need not be discuss­
ed here. But it had it over us a 
few years ago, unquestionably, and its 
claims for the fair were strong. But 
Edmonton gave up all claim to the 
Dominion exhibition and hooked up 
with Calgary in the effort to land it. 
That was pretty decent for a rival 
town to do.

And that is just the beginning of 
MacDonald. Senator Kirchoffer, Ed- 
patent right on Dominion Day for 
their exhibition. It has held the ex­
hibition at that date for some years, 
and the habit has grown into a well 
established custom. This Dominion 
Day feature is a rich thing for Ed­
monton.

But Edmonton has gracefully yield­
ed to Calgary in this, and has given 
up the holiday for Calgary. In other 
words it has not only sacrificed its 
own claims to the Dominion fair, but 
has done more. It has given up a 
big share of its own fair.

This bit of courtesy on the part of 
Edmonton is very much appreciated 
by Calgary people, who hope some 
day to be able to return the favor. 
Already it has made a better feeling 
between the two rival cities.

THE LIBERAL CONVENTION.
Calgary Albertan.

The Liberal convention which was 
held in Calgary yesterday was a reve­
lation to some people and established 
beyond a doubt that Alberta is Liberal 
to the core. Despite the fact that this 
is the busy season, more than 300 peo­
ple from every part of the province 
were present. There were less than 
fifty" delegates present at the Conser­
vative convention at Red Deer.

One feature of the convention was 
the enthusiasm and unanimity. At 
the Liberal convention which was held 
in Calgary two years ago there was not 
the same peace and harmony prevail­
ing. There was the sectional feud be­
tween north and south- There was also 
a president. Two ridings, Red Deer 
and St. Albert, sent down two sets of 
delegates, and there was not much 
unity in Calgary. But all is changed 
now. With such enthusiasm and such 
unanimity nothing can keep back the 
sweep of victory.

The enthusiasm seemed greatest 
where the battle seems most doubtful. 
Prophets say that the Conservatives 
hope to have a chance in Macleod. 
Calgary and Red Deer. The Macleod 
riding was well represented. Forty 
delegates took the train from Clares- 
holni which is in the heart of the 
district. The Pass towns, Macleod 
and the northern part of the riding 
was well represented. The Calgary 
district was well represented, and so 
was the northern district.

The arrangements for the conven­
tion were complete. The business of 
the meeting was carried out with thor­
oughness and despatch. The conven­
tion acted wisely in the selection of 
officers. They passed resolutions with 
independence and-wisdom. They made 
arrangements for organization which 
were very /wise.

The convention was a good one, and 
shows that throughout Alberta, Lib­
eralism is in a very flourishing con­
dition. Its real meaning is seven Lib­
eral seats in Caalgary at the next elec­
tion.

A MAN WITH A FUTURE.
Toronto Saturday Night.

When “Charlie” Cross in 1897 turn­
ed his back on college halls and set 
out from Toronto for Edmonton, Alta., 
it is scarcely probable ,he foresaw his 
own rapid advancement. Ten years 
have made him a man of prominence. 
In Premier Rutherford’s cabinet of all 
the virtues lie is one of the shining 
lights. It is no exaggeration to say 
that the skill with which he has con­
ducted the attorney general’s depart­
ment has given him a reputation for 
sagacious administrative ability such 
as many an older statesman might 
well envy. His action this last sum­
mer’ in enforcing the Lord’s Day act 
and in prosecuting the Retail Lumber 
Dealers’ association for combine, 
which by the way, is still pending, 
has drawn upon him the attention of 
the whole Canadian West. And this, 
too, indeed, without any attempt to 
pose in the limelight.

I Mr. Cross will be able to count 33 
'years on November 30. Born at Ma- 
jdoc, Hastings county, Ontario, lie ob­
tained his education at Upper Canada 
college, Toronto university and Os- 
goode Hall. At ’Varsity he belonged 
to the year ’95, famous for the bril­
liant group which was graduated 
from the course in economics. In this 
group Cross was a leading figure.

After taking the law course, he be­
gan its practice in Edmonton,,, enter­
ing the firm of Short, Cross, Biggar & 
Ewing. In the fall of 1905 he was 
elected to the provincial house. It 
was an exciting campaign, and he de­
feated the redoubtable “Billy” Gries- 
bach, now mayor of Edmonton. This, 
in short, has been his career. Mr. 
Cross has been equal to his ofljbrtpn- 
ities as they presented tliemslvVs. Be­
hind tpany of his apparently easily 
won successes has been much deep 
thinking and .diligent application. In 
his present position he has gained 
strength and prestige. He is undoubt­
edly a man with a future.

THE WEST’S BEST FRIEND.
Lethbridge Herald.

Frank Oliver is making good or ra­
ther he has made good. He is strong­
er than he ever was in the West to­
day. The people believe in him ; 
they trust him. They know he is hon­
est and sincere and is doing his ut­
most to assist the west.

He is a man. He is Frank Oliver 
to everybody. Success in public life 
hus not swelled his head. He is not 
of the type that imagines himself bet­
ter than other mortals when raised 
to cabinet rank. He considers him­
self, and rightly too, a servant of the 
people. He wants to do what is best 
for the citizens of the West. In order 
to ascertain their views, he visits 
nearly every important point in the 
four western provinces .and mingles 
with the people. He goes back to 
Ottawa and to parliament knowing 
that he is intouch with western sen­
timent and prepared to frame legisla­
tion that will be acceptable to W’eet- 
ern people. That is the kind of a man 
Western Canada admires.

CHEAPER LITIGATION.
The Vegreville Observer says :—
At the Edmonton bar dinner several 

of the members of the bar who were 
replying to different toasts took the 
occasion to impress upon the attorney 
general, so we understand, that they 
had serious objections to those clauses 
in the new Courts act which so mater­
ially reduced their law costs. In all 
actions under $400 the costs that a 
lawyer can tax are very much reduc­
ed. Hon. Mr. Cross, who was pres­
ent, showed no disposition to accede 
to their request but on the contrary 
in his speech he stated that the main 
object of this act was to make litiga­
tion as cheap and expeditious as pos­
sible to the litigant. This announce­
ment will please the public generally 
and will prove to them that the Al­
berta government is anxious to give 
them a fair deal. In Ontario there is 
a campaign for law reform at the pres­
ent time and pricipally due to the ex­
cessive cost o' litigation. Alberta’s at­
torney general display his usual fore­
sight and protected the public against 
any such possibility.

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CITY COUNCIL MEETING
Early Closing By-Law Repealed—Fire Limit By-Law Suspended to 

Three Applicants—Committee Appointed To Consider the Ques­
tion of Municipal Insurance.

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The persistent agitation among the 
East End storekeepers agaihst the 
early closing bylaw culminated in the 
repeal of this legislation at the regu­
lar meeting of the city council on 
Tuesday night. The motion for repeal 
was made by Aid. Picard, and was 
seconded by Aid. Manuel. Aid. Picard 
referred to the fact that originally he 
supported the bylaw. IJut circum­
stances altered cases. There was pro­
nounced opposition to the bylaw and 
it was not a good policy to insist upon 
the operation of a bylaw simply be­
cause the bylaw was a bylaw. His 
support of the early closing movement 
was because he believed the majority 
of storekeepers endorsed the project.

Aid. Daly, who has maintained a 
consistent opposition to the passing 
of this bylaw from the start, said he 
believed the early closing bylaw was 
a most pernicious piece of legislation. 
The effect of it was to make the East 
End appear bankrupt with all the 
stores closed in the evenings. Fur­
thermore, the closing of the stores 
meant a reduction in the amount of 
electricity consumed in light, and con­
sequently a city utility suffered.

The mayor stated he approved the 
early closing bylaw and would sup­
port another qn the same basis. Hi­
re ason for favoring the repeal was be­
cause there was a large question as 
to the validity of the bylaw as pas­
sed.

It was asked if the city would be 
held liable for damages brought by 
storekeepers fined under the bylaw. 
Assurance was givn that no proceed­
ings could be taken against the city.

The motion to repeal was passed 
unanimously.

Who is Entitled to Interest?
The sale of 139,400 pounds of 5 per 

cent, city bonds at 93 to the Bank 
of Montreal, London, England, has 
developed an interesting point, in­
volving a sum of some $2,800. The 
point and the sum named refer to 
accrued interest. The bone of conten­
tion is that on thé one hand the city 
claims it is entitled to the accrued in­
terest as vendors of the bonds and the 
Bank of Montreal contends the ac­
crued interest is due them as purch­
asers. The Bank of Montreal has 
notified the city to this effect.

A difference in procedure enters into 
the question. In the sale of deben­
tures in Canada the accrued interest 
is appropriated by the vendors, while 
in England the purchasers benefit. In 
view of this procedure in the London 
bond market the Bank of Montreal re­
fuses to allow the city the accrued in­
terest in dispute.

The city’s position is a strong one. 
When the sale of the city’s debentures 
was negotiated by D. R. Wilkie, gen­
eral manager of the Imperial bank,act­
ing as the city’s representative to the 
Bank of Montreal in London, a reso 
lution was passed by the council sanc­
tioning the sale. This resolution in­
cluded a clause to the effect that the 
accrued interest involved was payabl i 
to the city. This interest arises from 
the dating of the debentures, Oct. 1st. 
and the fact that the purchase money 
is not actually paid until Oct. 31st.

E. C. Pardee, manager of the local 
branch of the Bank of Montreal, the 
agents for the London office, did not 
cable in full the resolution of th.' 
council sanctioning the sale, but mere­
ly the fact that a formal resolution 
had been passed approving the sale.

For this reason the council considers 
itself entitled to the accrued interest 
and does not hold itself responsible 
for the oversight of the solicitors of 
the bank’s agent in Canada.

The matter has been referred to D. 
R. Wilkie, the city’s representative. 
A motion was passed confirming th’ 
previous resolution passed by the 
council.

A Grist of Communications.
The Bitulithic company wrote ask­

ing permission to use a concrete base 
for Jasper avenue pavement instead 
of a gravel and crushed stone foun­
dation. The company claims that 
gravel is not now readily obtainable. 
The matter was referred to the city 
commissioners and the city engineer 
for report, and to ascertain the differ­
ence in the cost of the two founda­
tions The company asks for 30 cents 
per square yard additional to their 
contract price, claiming that the con­
crete foundation costs 46 cents per 
square yard additional to construct.

W. G. Harrison, solicitor, presented 
the account of E. C. Hopkins, archi­
tect of the Isolation hospital, and 
asked for its immediate payment.

The special committee appointed to 
consider the account, reported recom­
mending its non-payment, and advis­
ing that the building inspector be pro­
vided with plans and specification;", 
of the hospital, and requested to re­
port as to whether the building was 
constructed in compliance with these 
plans and specifications. The report 
was approved.

Rev.- A. J. Law, pastor of the Nor­
wood Methodist mission, applied for 
exemption from taxation of lots 9 and 
15, block 43, in the Norwood addition. 
The practice of the city has been to 
exempt church properties. On this 
ground the request was granted.

A. J. Healey, corresponding secre­
tary of the Trades and Labor council, 
wrote asking the council to restore to 
the laborers in the employ of the city, 
the eight hour day in vogue some time 
ago under an agreement between the 
city and the Trades and Labor coun­
cil. The request was referred to the 
commissioners for report, and to bring 
down all data in connection therewith.

Mrs R. Lampman, 35 Water street, 
asked permission to canvas the city as 
a book agent without taking out the 
regular license. The applicant stated 
her husband was a cnpple and this 
was her only means of support.

Aid. Daly vouched for the accuracy 
of this statement and the request was 
granted. , '

Mr. Justice Harvey formally noti­
fied the council of the dismissal of the 
C. P. R.’s assessment appeal.

Despite the fact that the city fire 
limits bylaw is not many moons old

council found several cases in 
which it was agreed to waive the .op­
eration of the bylaw. That is, per­
mission was granted for the erection 
of frame buildings within the pro­
scribed area.

Driscoll & Smith made application 
for permission to repair the lower 
storey of the post office recently gut­
ted by fire, to accommodate the post 
office authorities and the general 
public. Aid. Smith, who is a part 
owner of this building, stated that the 
government lease of the building 
could demand the repairing of the 
building. The lower Storey could be 
repaired by reducing the building to 
a one storey building. He said it was 
the intention of his firm to build a 
fine structure on this site within a few 
years, and until that time he consid­
ered it would be less of an eye-sore to 
have a one-storey building than nu 
building.

The request was granted on motion 
of Aid. Picard and Anderson.

The Mechanics’ Construction Co. 
made application for permission to 
erect a fourteen foot extension to the 
Mechanics’ hall on Third street to ac­
commodât* the post office. This build­
ing is within the proscribed fire area 
and it required the sanction of the 
council to make the fire limits bylaw 
inoperative.

J. A. Kinney, Trades and Labor 
council secretary, stated the expendi­
ture in the construction of the addi­
tion would not exceed $300, and the 
building being isolated the fire risk 
would not be increased. The request 
was granted provided- the addition 
were equipped with rubberoid or metal 
roof, and provided the consent of the 
abutting owners were secured.

John I. Mills asked permission to 
repair a lean-to on a building on lot j 
27, river lot 8, Rice street. He had 
been refused a building permit for 
this. The request was granted on con­
dition that the expenditure on the 
building be not more than $100 and 
provided no objection was filed by the 
owners of the abutting properties, land 
provided the roof were rubberoid or 
metal.

S. W. Sanderson, photographer,mad ; 
application for permission to construct 
a frame building at the rear of 544 
First street, south of Jasper avenue, 
in the rear of the new buildings erect­
ed by Mrs. Hannah, adjoininig tin 
Windsor hotel. The proposed build­
ing would be a sectional structure 3 ) 
feet by 12 feet. Some opposition de­
veloped to this application.

Aid. Picard pointed out that this 
building would increase the fire risk. 
He stated there were other vacant 
buildings which the applicant could 
secure for his business. Mr. Sander­
son stated tlie'proposed building would 
not increase the fire risk. He declar­
ed there was no available building in 
which he could re-open his photo­
graphic studio.

Aid. Daly was of the same opinion 
as Aid. Picard. The operation of the 
fire limits bylaw should not be sus­
pended indiscriminately.

A motion was made that the re­
quest be not granted.

An amendment was submitted be 
Aid. Gariepy and Walker to refer th i 
question to the building inspector an-1 
fire chief for report as to the bazar 1 
involved in the request. The amend­
ment was carried.

A Question of Rival Stables.
The application of C. J. Carter for 

the amendment of the by-law defin­
ing the localities in which livery and 
feed stables may not be established 
—an application made as a result e? 
the insistence of A. E. Potter, of Pot­
ter & McDougall, that the provisions 
of the by-law be enforced—in order 
that his livery and feed stable ad­
joining that of Potter & McDougall 
on Queen’s and Fraser avenues, may 
be maintained, gave rise to a long 
discussion.

The report of the commissioners on 
the facts in the case, was as follows :

In March, 1904 a by-law was passed 
defining the localities in which livers-, 
boarding or feed stables should net 
be established, the block in question 
being within the proscribed area ;

In November, 1904, Mr. J. W. Fordo 
appeared before the council and re­
quested permission to erect a feed 
stable on the premises then owned bv 
him in this block. The council re­
fused to take action in the matter un­
less the request was supported by 
petition of the neighborhood. Later 
on, in the following month of Decem­
ber, a petition was presented largely 
signed by the property owners and 
residents in the neighborhood, sup­
porting Mr. Forde’s request, and in 
consideration of this petition the 
council by resolution granted Mr. 
Forde’s request, and waived the oper­
ation of the by-law for the current li­
cense year. This stable has been in 
operation as a boarding or feed stable 
ever since that date, no exception 
having been taken to the renewal of 
the license from year to year. Mr. 
Forde’s successor in title, Mr. J. A. 
Powell, has, during the present year, 
made an 'addition to the stable, build­
ing permit for which was granted, 
and the tenant is. at present in pos­
session and operating a feed stable 
under a license granted by the citv.

Mr. G. J. Carter, another of the 
property owners in the same block, 
not being aware of any objection to 
the establishment of a feed stable in 
that block, arranged to build and ob­
tained a permit for the erection of a 
stable, which was at that time in­
tended to be for hie private use. He. 
however, later decided to rent, and 
has rented his premises for a feed 
stable. The tenants applied for and 
have been granted a license for a 
feed stable, which was issued on the 
19th inst., the license having been 
issued on the wrongful understand­
ing that all objections to feed stables 
in this neighborhood had been re­
moved.

On objections having been raised ny 
Mr. A. E. Potter, whose premises lie 
between the two stables above refer­
red to, and Mr. Potter claiming pro­
tection under the by-law, as it at

present exists, action has been taken 
and both parties have been notified 
that licenses issued will have to be 
revoked, and they will be compelled 
to discontinue their business in ac­
cordance with the conditions of the 
by-law. Mr. Carter, one of the par­
ties in fault, now asks that the coun 
cil amend this by-law exempting this 
locality as the enforcement of the by­
law would entail considerable loss 
and damage to him, although he 
claims he was innocent of any inten­
tion of law-breaking.

There appears a considerable 
amount of reason in Mr. Carter’s re­
quest as his stable is only one of 
three large stables in operation in the 
immediate vicinity, the large private 
cartage stable of Potter & McDougalJ 
being situated and in operation on 
the premises of the complainant, Mr 
A. E. Potter, and presumably as oh 
jéctionable, from a sanitary stand 
point, as a pub.i • feed stable. The 
locality appears, therefore, to be tc 
a large extent a stable neighborhood 
and no objections have been raised by 
other disinterested property owners. 
In the meantime, beyohd the notice 
served by the police, no further ac 
tion is being taken in this matter 
pending the decision of the council.

Mr. Potter addressed the council 
and declared that from a sanitari 
standpoint the stables of Powell & 
Carter were objectionable. His own 
was not. Because of the proximity 
to the yards of the Powell stable he 
said he had been compelled to move 
his residence to Fraser avenue.

Alderman Manuel fought Mr. Pot 
ter’s objection hard. He said that 
the other two stables were as much 
entitled to their location as Mr. Pot 
ter was to his. The statement that 
the Potter stable was a private stablr 
and the others were livery and feed 
stables was a distinction without r 
difference. The horses and rigs hous­
ed in the Potter stable were at the 
service of the public to the same ex­
tent, the horses and rigs in the other 
stables were.

The other members of the council 
were apparently not disposed to en­
tertain Mr. Potter’s objection, al­
though his statement in reference tc 
the unsanitary condition of the Pow­
ell & Carter stables will be investi­
gated by the medical health officer. 
The commissioners will report on the 
question.

The Insurance Project.
The proposal that the city carry its 

own insurance on city buildings will 
develop into a question of some im­
portance before it is disposed of. The 
city commissioners, in a report pre­
sented at a previous meeting, recom­
mended that the council consider the 
advisability of carrying its own in 
surance by providing a sinking fund 
invested in some safe securities. The 
proposal was made because of the ex­
cessive amount paid yearly in pre­
miums by the city for the insurance 
of the various public buildings.

Alderman Picard moved, in ordei 
to get the question before the meet­
ing, that the city undertake the in­
surance of its own buildings as sug­
gested in the commissioners’ report 
He drew attention to the fact that at 
present the city buildings were in­
sured at half their value.

Alderman Gariepy asked the ques­
tion how would the city fare were one 
of the city buildings to be destroyed 
before the sinking fund reached an 
amount sufficient to meet the loss.

“That would be a contingency that 
would have to be met by Creating a 
deficit in the insurance sinking fund.”

Aid. Walker gave some pertinent 
information on the question, which 
he considered a big one, not to be 
decided offhand. From government 
reports in the last thirty-three years 
in all but 5 or 6 years the premiums 
received by insurance companies had 
not been sufficient to meet the fire 
losses, and the insurance office main­
tenance, the companies having to fall 
back on the profits made from in­
vestments. He said the proposal tc 
charge a flat rate of Insurance on all 
buildings was absurd. There was no 
reason why, if the city undertook to 
carry its own insurance, that the 
same rate should be charged on a 
building which, according to insur­
ance companies, which had reduced 
the matter of insurance to a science, 
was a 300 per cent, greater hazard 
than some other of the city build­
ings.

The mayor concurred in this. He 
stated his idea would be to collect 
premiums on the same basis as in­
surance companies until such' time 
as a large enough sinking fund had 
accumulated to meet any possible 
losses. After this a flat rate might be 
charged.

Alderman Manson suggested that 
the city undertake to carry the in 
surance on half the value of the city 
buildings. In explaining the point 
he referred to the fact that the city 
buildings were insured for only half 
their value. He proposed the insur­
ance be continued as at present, the 
city carrying the insurance on the 
difference between the amounts set 
forth in the respective insurance po­
licies and the actual value of the 
building.

The whole question was referred to 
a committee composed of the com­
missioners, Aldermen Picard and 
Walker, for report.

Reference was made to the cold 
storage by-law containing, concessions 
asked by the Edmonton Produce Co. 
Alderman Daly, chairman of the com­
mittee which has this matter in hand 
stated that he was not prepared to 
submit a by-law to the ratepayers em­
bracing greater concessions on the 
part of the city than were Contained 
in the original bv-Iaw, which was de­
feated at the polls. -

The committee was instructed to 
secure another proposition from the 
applicants setting forth what conces­
sions they would be prepared to ac 
cept.

Dealing With Vehicular Traffic.
Alderman Picard moved that the 

committee on by-laws and special lee 
islation bring down a by-law regul it- 
ing the width ot tires on waggons 
used within the city limits. This *>>• 
l.nv will have in view the requiring 
of four-inch tires on all vehicles used 
in heavy traffic on the city- streets.

A by-law authorizing the borrowing 
of $25.000 to meet current expenditure 
was given its various readings and 
passed. n

Alderman Smith—“Are the concrete 
walks to be laid on Eraser avenue 
this year?”

“A delegation of residents of the 
street waited on the commissioners 
this morning," replied the mayor, 
"and when they were told that the 
walk would be laid on only one side 
this year, there was a difference of 
opinion among the delegation as to 
which side this should be . Finally 
they admitted they could not come to 
a satisfactory agreement among them­
selves, and were prepared to allow 
the commissioners to decide the mat­
ter. The walk will be constructed on 
one side of the street before the end 
of the year.”

CO-OPERATION IS SUGGESTED.
From Tuesday's Bulletin.

The following letter, with the proposi­
tion to be submitted to the Strathcona 
city council with reference to the street 
railway franchise has been sent to the 
secretary treasurer of Strathcona by Ed­
monton and will likely come up for con­
sideration at the meeting there this ev­
ening. A

“We enclose hnedwith for the consid­
eration your council copy of a report 
brought,down by (the Commissioners of 
this city and adopted at the last meet­
ing of our council. As will appear from 
this report the citÿ of Edmonton is de­
sirous of extending its street railway 
system to the city of Strathcona upon 
terms to be agreed upon. If, after dis­
cussion, it should be found it is not in 
the interests of the city of Strathcona 
to acquiesce in these proposals, the prin­
ciple set forth in the last clause of the 
report looking to some mutual arrange­
ment whereby a policy could be adopted 
looking to joint operation, either as a 
municipal enterprise, or a sale of the 
joint franchises to one company, might 
be adopted. It will be understood by all 
concerned that no such arrangement can 
become binding until formally agreed to 
by the burgesses of both cities. However, 
inasmuch as discussion must be com­
menced in some manner, the Commis­
sioners merely forward their report and 
express the hope that the Council of the 
city of Strathcona will appoint a com­
mittee of three members to meet with a 
committee already appointed by the city 
of Edmonton, consisting of His Worship, 
th Mayor, and Aldermen Gariepy and 
Manson, which committee will be pleased 
to meet with any committee which may 
be appointed by the council of Strath­
cona.

SMOTHERED TO DEATH
BY CAVE-IN.

From Tuesday’s Bulletin.
Elmer Erickson, aged 22, employed 

by the Canadian White Co., on the 
trunk sewer excavation Work on First 
Street, was smothered to death by a 
cave-in of the trench at the comer 
of Sutherland ^street at 7 o’clock this 
morning, a few minutes after having 
commenced work. Two other work­
men, S. Perry and J. H. Nursey, who 
were working at the side of the 
trench, fell in on top of Erickson, 
when the cave-in occurred. It was 
half an hour before the unfortunate 
man could be got out. He was re­
moved to Dr. Redmond’s office. First 
street, but life was extinct, and ef­
forts to resuscitation were unavail­
ing.

When work was completed Monday 
evening, the crane of the trenching 
machine, which is located at the 
point where the accident occurred, 
was raised from the trench for re­
pairs. As usual the walls of the ex­
cavation were timbered to prevent a 
cave-in. This morning, the machine 
being ready, Foreman J. W. Griffus 
gave orders to some men to go down 
into the trench and remove the tim­
bers so that the crane might again 
be lowered into position. Erickson 
went down, while the two oilier men 
remained on top to assist him.

The first timber was taken out, as 
was also the second, and there was 
no likelihood of a cave-in when Erick­
son commenced on the third timber. 
Without the slightest warning, the 
earth for two yards along the surface 
and for a yard back on the east side 
of the ditch caved in. The ditch is 
some fifteen feet deep, so that Erick­
son, who was at the bottom, was bur­
ied under ten tons of -earth. The 
workmen around immediately start­
ed to release the man. but though 
they worked heroically it was at least 
a half an hour before he was taken 
out.

The ambulance was called and Er­
ickson was immediately taken to Dr. 
Redmond’s office, where for forty-five 
minutes, efforts were made to resus­
citate him. The body was removed to 
the undertaking parlors of Moffatt, 
McCoppen & Bull, and Coroner 
Braithwaite was notified- After view­
ing the remains he decided an inquest 
was unnecessary.

Erickson had worked for the Cana­
dian White Co. all summer, in the 
capacity of teamster. A week ago he 
asked to be given a trial at laying 
sewer pipe, and was taken on. He 
was unmarried. His father lives in 
Stettler.

No Sign of Cav*in.
The workmen who were on the 

ditch, state there was no indication 
of a cave-in, before it occurred. Not 
the slightest crack was visible.

DEATH LURKS IN
THESE RAPIDS.

From Tuesday’s Bulletin.
N. A. Fielders, son of J. A. Fielders, 

government road inspector, who was 
a member- of F. T. Cromwell’s party, 
which left Edmonton on July 18 on à 
trip overland to British Columbia, 
has returned to the city. The other 
two members of the party, Mr. Crom­
well and Hugh E. Ritchie, are still 
in British Columbia, the former be. 
ing at the coast and the latter at Ash­
croft.

The Cromwell party packed the 400 
miles between Edmonton and Tete 
Jeune Cache, and from there made 
the remainder of their journey in a 
dug-out. They went 200 miles down 
the Fraser to Clearwater, and up the 
Clearwater river 40 miles to the north 
fork of the Fraser. They remained 
at this point a month, doing some 
timber cruising, proceeding at the end 
of that time to Ashcroft by steamer 
and stage from Quesnel.

Saw the Unfortunate G.T.P. Men!
Mr. Fielders was perhaps the last 

men to see Harvey Cummings, one of 
the Hiree G.T.P. surveyors, who were 
drowned in shooting the Griscombe 
rapids, alive. He tells of the tra­
gedy and the unfortunate circum­
stances which led up to it.

On the Fraser, between Tete Jeune 
Cache and Clearwater there are a 
number of hard bourses to run on the 
river—the Grand Canyon, Griscombe 
Rapids, Fort George Canyon and the 
Cottonwood Canyon. The Griscombe 
Rapids are the worst in the river. 
They are about six miles long. 
Against a head wind the Cromwell 
party made the trip in 30 minutes.

“There is as much excitement in 
running those rapids as an ordinary 
man wants to experience during his 
whole lifetime,” said Mr. Fielders.

Speaking of the accident by which 
Wm. Lusby, Harry Cummings, the 
two Edmonton men, and William 
Symington, the G.T.P. surveyors, lost 
their lives, Mr. Fielders said that it 
was not due to a lack of knowledge 
of the river, but to the current; 
Lusby, who was steering the canoe in 
which lie and five companions started 
down the rapids, was an old hand at 
the business. He had been through 
the rapids many times.

The Irony of Fate.
“It Was he who told us,” said Mr. 

Fielders, “that when we shot the 
rapids we were to be sure to keep to 
the light hand side for half the dis­
tance. During the last two months 
the water in the river has been low, 
and when it is in this condition the 
rapids are a veritable death trap. It- 
is a peculiar fact that for a long dis­
tance above a rock a current runs 
dead on it. When a canoe gets into 
this current nothing can save it from 
destruction.'- The currents on either 
side of this centre run past the rock. 
It was this centre current that Lusby 
struck just after starting, and the 
canoe went to pieces on the very first 
rock in the rapids. It seemed strange 
that Lusby should lose his life by his 
failure to carry out the instructions 
which he so carefully gave us, and 
which he took pains to impress on us 
before we shot the rapids. He was a 
fine fellow. Cumings, another of the 
men who lost their lives, intended 
coming home with me to Edmonton, 
where his people live.”

Mr. Fielders says there is much fine 
timber in the country around the 
Fraser river, and there were many 
cruisers out there this summer. Mr. 
Cromwell is now in Victoria filing his 
claims with the British Columbia 
government. The party did not go 
through to Prince Rupert, as was at 
first proposed.

OFFICERS INDICTED.

G.T.P. CLOVER BAR BRIDGE
The Largest Bridge on the New Transcontinental Road Between Win­

nipeg and Edmonton—Substructure Alone Costs About $500,000.

In Connection With An Accident On 
• An Illinois Railway.
Charleston, Ill-, Oct. 29.—Seven 

bench warrants were issued from the 
Coles county circuit court to-day for 
the arrest of officers and employees 
of the Matoon city railway company, 
operating the Charleston and Matoon 
Interurban line, as the result of a 
wreck near this city last August, in 
which eighteen passengers were kill­
ed. Judge Peter Grosscup, of Chicago 
is among those indicted. Others are 
Directors Underwood, Hampsell and 
Rose of Chicago, President F. A. Pot­
ter, Superintendent Moore and Mo- 
torman Charles Botts, of Charleston. 
Motorman McClar who, it is claimed 
by the company, was responsible for 
the accident by running an express 
car between the stations without or­
ders, has not been indicted. Criminal 
negligence, tending to produce man­
slaughter, is charged against the men 
named, and it is now believed the in­
dictment against McClar, if one is 
returned by the present jury, will be 
upon a more serious charge. The 
bonds of the indicted men were fixed 
at $5,000 each, and security wds fur­
nished in each case. Judge Grosscup 
was informed of his indictment just 
as he was about to take the bench for 
the afternoon term of court. He said : 
“This thing hurts. My friends are 
sure and know that I have a tender 
regard-for human life and suffering, 
and a desire to deal justly with all 
men. In thirty years I have never 
once been sued in a civil action. Be­
yond this there is nothing more I can 
say except that the accident at 
Charleston was due no defect in the 
construction or machinery, was due 
solely to a human error in. carrying 
out orders, and that my sole connec­
tion with the accident is that I was 
a director in the company at the time 
it happened.”

Kipling in his story of the bridge 
builders and a score of minor writers 
have brought home to offices and even 
to boudoirs, the great worth of the 
achievements of the modern engineer­
ing world and the fascination there 
lies in the details of the work as it 
çrogresses month by month.

This Edmonton may see for itself 
any day as the Bulletin’s representa­
tive did in a visit with Dr. Martin 
Murphy, the government inspecting 
engineer, to the new G. T. P, bridge 
being built across the Saskatchewan 
at Clover Bar. The bridge, which is 
over a quarter of a mile in length (in 
exact figures, 1,560 feet), is the longest 
and highest and largest bridge in ev­
ery way on the new Transcontinental 
road from Winnipeg to Edmonton. The 
steel superstructure will be laid across 
four massive concrete piers, 100 feet 
high above water—and extending al­
most as many feet below. Fourteen 
sets of double pedestals with two huge 
abutments, all of concrete, also go to 
the support of the airy-seeming but 
actually weighty steel superstruc­
ture.

The length of each span between the 
piers will be 290 feet. The approxi­
mate cost of the concrete substruc­
ture which is being built by the May- 
Sharpe company, will be in the neigh­
borhood of $500,000. The construction 
of this portion of the bridge began 
last autumn and several months will 
still ' be occupied in the slow, steady 
work that goes to build a bridge that 
will endure.

Scene of Interest.
The scene at Clover Bar crossing 

now is one of picturesque interest. Om­
ni assive pier complete towers^ skyward 
in grey obelisk-shape, tall iron der­
ricks with out-grasping iron arms rise 
up from the river where the other 
piers are building and the high east­
ern slope of the Saskatchewan ‘bank 
is dotted with concrete pedestals, like 
the pier severely beautiful in line, 
mounting in varying sizes to the wide 
abutment that crowns the slope, and 
where the bridge will run out to meet 
the graded track.

Along both shores primitive tempor­
ary buildings lie to form the 
that must house 400 men and stable 
70 teams of horses, all busily employ­
ed at present upon the works. The 
men mostly live on the east side of 
the river, where construction first be­
gan, and where the substructure is 
now complete. Several long bunk- 
houses have been built by the con­
tractors for their accommodation, but 
many have preferred to erect tents 
for them4elves and the hillside is ac­
cordingly dotted with tents of varied 
designs and more or less comfort, but 
all at least possessing the quality 
precious to feeling humanity pnv-

The new quarters of the engineer­
ing staff under Mr. MacGregor, C.E., 
and of Mr. Grant, the G. T. P. in­
spector of bridge concrete construc­
tion, are admirably located high on 
the hillside with an outlook that ap­
propriately enough sweeps over their 
own mess room, the store houses and 
offices of the construction company 
and the living quarters of the hun­
dreds of employees. The building is 
typical of the scores of such buildings 
that dot the continent in this period 
of expansion and railway construc­
tion ; they are indicative of the “sim­
ple life” of their hard working, cul­
tured occupants.

The board walls of the engineer’s 
office are lined with shelves which 
contain a business-like array of plans, 
books aryl instruments. Mr. Grant’s 
living quarters and laboratory for test­
ing the quality of the cement are fit­
ted up in the same excellent wav with 
an eye to utility. A tidy mess room 
whose shelves bear a resplendent ar­
ray of tinned delicacies sees each day 
three excellent meals served up to the 
officers ’staff by their Chinese cook.

Like Saxon Feasting Hall.
Over the way the great kitchens and 

dining rooms. From the chimney and 
doors of th.' former tomes the - met! 
of good things cooking A l earer re­
connoitre discovers through these frag­
rant steam clouds a chef with an as­
sistant and a staff of twelve helpers. 
The supper hour approached and two 
huge boilers of beef stew had just been 
lifted off the stores. In a broad bake- 
pan, two or three feet square, lay a 
pile of roast beef already carved; an­
other equally large was filled with a 
savory hash of minced meat and veg­
etables.

In the long dining rooms were rows 
of tables neatly arranged for the even­
ing meal. Cloths of white oilcloth 
covered them and a goodly array of 
white enamelware marked the men’s 
place. Each table held also plates of 
good cakes in several varieties, jams 
and relishes.

That it is no small task to provide 
lor the regiment of workers is evi­
dent from the amount of meat and 
flour alone consumed. Twenty-four 
sacks of flour suffice for one week 
only, and in the same time more than 
one carcass of beef and large quanti­
ties of fresh pork and of bacon are 
used.

Detail is Bewildering.
To the uninitiated eye bridge build 

ing enta ils a bewildering complexity 
of detail—a combination of much ma­
chinery and many forces that together 
after many months produce the mas­
sive scattered portions of concrete sub­
structure.

These when complete give no hint of 
the immense amount of work neces­
sary for their upbuilding. Their 
smooth surfaces are às placidly un­
communicative as officials endeavor to 
be with the omni-inquisitive press, 
while these monuments to human in­
dustry are going up.

Looking on the camp from a dist­
ance it is a half deserted place with 
a forest of derricks and scaffolding 
stretching across the river. At close 
hand, it is a bee-hive—a human 
mole hill with men’s forms looming 
up at every angle of timber and in 
each dim underground recess in pro­
cess of excavation.

There are 15 engines in Use. pile- 
drivers, 9 derricks on excavating 
work, one orange-bucket excavator and

one other. The 100-feet piers are to 
extend almost as far under water as 
they do above it. At their summit 
they will look small but the base, deep 
under water, is 87 feet by 41 ; they are 
iu feet massive towers of concrete.

The bell-shaped pedestals are of 
varying size, those with a summit of 
6 feet square having -their origin in 
an underground base 25 feet square, 
rhe clay in which the excavations are 
being made is very firm. In digging 
for one pedestal a layer of coal was 
come upon and sent up to burn in 
the engines.

At present all the pedestals and 
abutments and one pier at the east 
end of the bridge are complete, the 
pier having a massive steel-cased pro- 
jectiou on, the side facing the current. 
This will act as an ice-breaker when 
the ice comes down in spring.

Pprogress t. „„rk.
On two of the piers men are active­

ly at work excavating ; in a third 
they are ready to pump out the water 
and begin excavation. The process 
of work on each pier is vastly inter­
esting. When, by the engineer’s cal­
culations, the exact site of the pier 
has been located a timber casing is 
floated out to this point and sunk 
by means of boxes of heavy stones. 
Piles are then driven about this at a 
distance of six feet, forming a coffer 
dam which when the water nas been 
pumped out and excavation complet­
ed, is filled with clay.

A frail-looking gangway, used as a 
footbridge and for carrying out loads 
of concrete, is built on treaties across 
the river. Underneath it the Saskat­
chewan, which is good Cree for Swift 
Current, swirls along at a violent 
rate, justifying its name. A narrow 
footbridge, opening by a cable ar­
rangement for boats to pass through, 
shivers threateningly under the feet, 
but like the gangway it is safer than 
it looks and the crossing and recros­
sing of it are exhilarating exercise. 
The present gangway is the third 
structure at this place since spring, 
its predecessors having been swept 
away by the high water and pounding 
of loose logs carried down stream from 
the rafts.

As excavation proceeds ladders are 
let dowi. into </. e pd at-r. wlic* it has 
reached a great depth the men below 
picking out the clay or guiding the ex­
cavation bucket look like dwarfed be­
ings in the dusky recesses below. Then 
comes the filling process, when bucket 
after bucket of concrete is dumped 
into the pitjand casing that rises far 
above the water. The work of mixing 
the concrete is in itself interesting. 
The gravel is first washed by being 
run through a sluice of running water, 
then mixed in fixed proportions with 
cement and sand. These are dumped 
into huge mixers and the outfit hur­
ried off to the pier or pedestal in 
course of erection.
_ Then by degrees the concrete work 
rises in splendid strength to some day 
hold the steel spans of a bridge over 
which transcontinental trains will 
whirl-, passengers, secure in the bridg­
e’s safety but without a thought of 
the hundreds of men whose months of 
work went to its making and whose 
camp will then have disappeared 
from sight.—K.H.

Politicians at Kenora.
Kenora, Qnt,, Oct. 29—Messrs. Bor­

den and Bergeron addressed a large 
audience here tonight on the political 
situation. Lawyer McLellan occupied 
the chair and the platform was filled 
with the usual party supporters. After 
referring to his tour, which ended the 
previous night at Winnipeg, Mr. Bor­
den could not refrain from giving a 
pressing invitation to Ontario to sup­
port the views of the opposition. The 
subject of railway monopoly was 
touched upon as well as was the ad­
ministration of internal affairs by the 
present government. He advocated 
the enlargement of the railway com­
mission, the abolition of telegraph and 
telephone monopoly which the speak­
er added ought to belong to the state, 
and also the remodelling of the post 
office and civil service, the last nam­
ed to be made into a permanent- affair 
and to be filled by examination in 
open competition. Mr. Borden spoke 
for over an hour. Mr. Bergeron fol­
lowed by drawing comparisons that 
were not favorable to the present gov­
ernment.
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THE DAYS Of THE 
RED-tilVEfi CART

Rev. John R.Matbeson, Well Known 
in Alberta, Tells of the Life of 

the Old Timer.

Winnipeg, Oct. 28—Interest is never 
lacking in the early history oi the 
west and with the growth of civiliza­
tion the desire to learn more and more 
of the happenings when the west 'was 
young becomes insatiating.

Modern inventions have so rapidly 
driven out the customs of the pioneers 
that there are a great many old-tim­
ers still living in the country who 
were hen' whçn Fort Garry was but 
a little village, hundreds of miles fnTni 
the nearest railway and the fur har­
vest was the great business that occu­
pied all attention. Red river carts in 
summer were the only carriages in use 
bût travelling by horseback and on 
snowshoes were the only meaps of get­
ting over the country.

It is hard to get the old timers to 
tell of things as they were for the men 
who lived the pioneer life are reticent. 
One of the men who was born near 
Fort Garry and who lived the strenu­
ous life of that day is Rev. J. R. Math- 
eson, now an Anglican missionary at 
Onion lake. A descendant of the Sel­
kirk settlers, his has been a checkered 
career since the days of his boyhood 
when he joined the -buffalo hunters 
and for years lived on hie horse.

/ Scourinig the Plains 
of Alberta between Calgary and Ed­
monton. There was excitement in the 
life which had a lure for young men. 
As buffalo hunter, scout for the mount­
ed police and guide for government 
pafties, miner, prospector, he roamed, 
over and knew ever foot cd the grèat 
west from the great lakes to the Pa­
cific. When sixteen years ago next 
St. Patrick's day he Was converted in 
New Westminster and preached his 
first evangelistic sermon, his whole 
life was changed and from that time 
onward his life has been devoted to 
the cause of Christianity as a mission­
ary among the Indians and his labors 
have been blessed. He has followed 
the teachings of the Bible as he says 
hinfeelf, “I believe in the old Book 
from cover to cover."

Survival of the Fittest.
The greyheaded pioneer, large of 

stature, shows in his rugged features 
the tale of early days when the life, 
devoid of luxuries,was one of the “sur­
vival of the fittest” and one who talks 
with him can understand how his 
wonderful physique carried him 
through. He was born on his father’s 
farm near the old Kildonan church, 
60 years ago. His maternal grandfath­
er, John Pritchard, and his paternal 
grandfather, Angus Matheson, were 
two of the original settlers brought 
out by Lord Selkirk in 181,1. The for­
mer was the only white survivor of 
the massacre of Seven Oaks. Angus 
'Matheson, father of the subject of this 
sketch, was bom in Kildonan and died 
there in 1864. Mrs. Matheson is stil) 
living with her daughter at 252 Austin 
street, Winnipeg, at the age of 82 
years. There were seven children in 
the family oi whom four are now liv­
ing. Mr. Matheson is a cousin of 
his Grace Archbishop Matheson.

In the days of the first Riel rebellion 
"Jack” Matheson, as he was famili­
arly known by his friends on the 
plains, was with Gabriel Dumont and 
the buffalo hunters of Saskatchewan. 
There were n6t more than a dozen 
white “freemen” in the Edmonton 
country in those days and the proud 
frontier city of today was then but a 
collection of log shanties where the 
great fur company did their business. 
The tide of immigration had not thefr 
set towards the prairie lands.

The young buffalo hunter had his 
first chase after the monarchs of the 
plains forty years ago when less than 
20 years of age. There were 407 rid­
ers who left Edmonton on that fall 
morning very early but of all the num 
ber there was but one white person, 
J. P. Matheson. He had been injured 
a few days prior and was somewhat 
frightened about taking part in the 
chàse, but his blood was stirred with 
the prospect and he joined. Part of 
the band of Indian and halfbreed 
hunters had crossed the river- the 
night before the start and some of 
their horses were stolen by the Black- 
feet Indians, but were recovered again 
after a brush with the thieves in 
which some of the culprits were kil­
led. The horses which were stolen 
had been placed inside a ring made of 
the carts belonging to the party and 
were thought to be secure.

10,600 Buffaloes.
Soon the hunters came upon the buf­

faloes in large numbers and the kill­
ing began for they were after their fall 
supply of meat and also wanted the 
hides to bring to Winnipeg for sale. 
There were probably 10,000 that they 
attacked. Mr. Matheson’s first hunt 
was a most satisfactory one to him 
as he shot three cows and a calf, 
which was more than some of the 
older members of the band secured 
Of course the veteran hunters shot a 
larger number, but the total kill on 
that hunt was about 1,500 buffaloes. 
The buffalo hides were sold to the 
Hudson’s Bay company for from four 
to seven ahilliings and an extraordin­
arily good skin sometimes brought as 
high as ten shillings. The meat was 
cut in strips by the Indian women 
and was dried for food, being ground 
and made into pemmican, which kept 
well and was the staple article of diet 
in those days. Bread was a rarity 
and often for months during both sum­
mer and winter pemmican was the 
only food.

When the time came to trek to Win­
nipeg and dispose of the hide and 
pemmican harvest there would be up­
wards of 1,000 carts in the brigade 
and they took a long time to make 
the 800 miles to Fort -Garry, killing 
their meat on the way. After so long 
a time in the wilds of the west they 
relaxed somewhat when they got to 
civilization, for Fort Garry to then) 
was what a big city is to the resident 
of a small town in the country. Horse 
races- were often hqld at Fort Garry 
when the buffalo hunters were camp- 
gd oülside thé town for a few days and 
usually the town was “painted red.”

Carried First Government Mail.
At the time of the Fenian raid Mr. 

Matheson was a scout for the mountéd 
police force in the west and he was 
also the first man to get a governmeht 
mail contract for carryiing the mail 
from Fort Garry to Fort Pelly, the 
headquarters of the police in the west 
at that time was let during the first 
winter that the police were out here 
on duty, 1875. Matheson was then a 
young man in the prime of life and 
had the reputation of being one of the 
best “mushers," as snowshoe travel­
lers were called, in the west, It was a 
400-mile trip away to the northwest to 
Fort Felly, and the mail for the police 
and for the Hudson's Bay men whs 
carried. There were also at that time 
some surveyors for the C. P. R. in 
that part of the country and their 
mail was in the same contract. The 
mail package was a good sized bundle 
when it was rrlade up at Fort Garry, 
but as it was only carried in the win­
ter during the first year it slipped 
along easily over the snow on a sled 
drawn by three or four dogs. Mr. 
Matheson preferred a team of three 
dogs as they were more easily man­
aged. His dogs, however, were the 
very best available. No friend or com­
panion accompanied the mail driver 
on those long trails through the snow 
and cold, but he travelled alone but 
for his canine friends. The route fol­
lowed in carrying the mail on/that 
first winter was northwestward by 
Lake Manitoba and the chain of lakes 
to Swan river. There were occasional 
Indian encampments along the trail. 
The lakes and Indians were very con­
venient as it was not necessary to 
carry so much food for the dogs. Fish 
could be caught in the lakes or pro­
cured from the Indians. At night, 
when it was time to camp, a hole 
was scraped in the snow and some 
brush or grass was piled on the 
ground upon which the blankets were 
spread to make a bed. And a most 
comfortable couch it made for those 
hardy men accustomed to the nipping 
atmosphere of a Manitoba winter, and 
they look not upon such things as 
hardships. .In Winnipeg Mr. Mathe­
son’s headquarters was at the Gerald 
hotel, the “Farmer’s Hem».” which 
was situated somewhere about where 
the Queens hotel is now located. Pem­
mican was the “staff of life” on these 
long tramps, but Mr. Matlesoa tool* 
the precaution, to take along a few 
luxuries in the way of a .V’iall quant­
ity of flour, tea and sugar. When he 
made camp and boiled the ki ttle, a 
bannock added to ’h® regular fare was 
a treat which appealed to him. But 
pemmican was “what he trained on.” 
Persons nowadays are too apt to be 
of the opinion that snowshoe carrying 
was a slow process, but it is but an­
other of the mistakes. As an instance 
of what a man can do on a stunt Mr. 
Matheson made the trip from Mani­
toba post to Winnipeg, a distance of 
120 miles between six o’clock one 
morning and ten o’clock the follow^ 
ing nigi'. This was 28 hours and 
would make less than five miles per 
hour but time must be allowed for 
sleeping and for eating, which will 
show what endurance the human 
framfe is capable of when in perfect 
condition and exerted to its utmost.

Free Press in Early Days.
The next year the mai1 route was 

extended to Edmonton and Hon. Jas. 
Maekay got the contract.

Mr. Matheson, however, still con 
tinned to carry the mail sacks Ahoueh 
he had then a trip of nearly 800 miles 
to make. It was carried by horses and 
cart in the summer months and by dog 
train in the winter.. Many a copy of 
the Manitoba Free Pres ; was carried 
over the plainsAin these days to tne 
men who were isolated from their 
homes and families. It was a dis­
tance of 5,000 miles that was covered 
by the mail carrier during the sec 
ond year of the government mail eys 
tem in the west.

Colin H. Inkster, now sheriff, once 
made the trip on snowshoes from 
Prince Albert to Winnipeg with- the 
mail carrier.. The sheriff was then a 
boy of 17 years, but was an excep­
tionally strong man phÿsically and 
good for a tramp of any distance on 
snowshoes. ' He happened to be in 
Prince Albert and wanted to come 
home so travelled along with Mr. 
Matheson.

Ran Faster Than a Horse.
One of the supreme tests of a man 

in those early days was a , footrace 
and many a man showed his prowess 
by making a race across country at 
phenomenal speed. "Jack” Matlie- 
son was a contestant who came off 
with all the credit from a race from 
the corner of Portage avenue and 
Main street to Headingly against the 
best horse in the settlement. The 
manner in which the race came 
about was somewhat peculiar. The 
horse was owned by a cousin of Mr 
Matheson’s and he was driving to 
Headingly, 14 miles, that night. Ma­
theson asked him for a “life” that 
far and it was agreed that they should 
drive out together. Matheson was at 
the Gerald hotel, and when his cous­
in came along with another passenger 
aboard. This led to some good-natur­
ed chaff and Mr. Matheson informed 
his relative that “he could run to 
Headingly faster than his old horse 
could go.” Further talk led up to a 
wager of £25 being put up. At this 
moment “Jim” Hill (now J. J. Hill, 
of the Great Northern railway) hap 
.péned along on horseback- He was 
then looking after, goods shipped to 
Fort Garrv from the Twin Cities. Hill 
inquired what all the discussion was 
about on such a fine Sunday evening. 
He was informed and the stakes were 
placed in his -hands. He at once gal­
loped off to Headingly to see the con­
testants come in and the race started 
soon afterwards. The sky -was over­
cast and looked threatening, but it 
was hoped (by the driver of the 
horse) that rain would not come. The 
racers pulled away to the westward 
with the cheers of their friends be­
hind them. Mile after mile man and 
horse kept up a good speed and at 
Sturgeon Creek they were abreast, the 
driver evidently waiting till near Jhe 
end of the coffrée when he would put 
his man out of business with a spurt. 
Alas, he counted without the elements. 
Just as they reached Sturgeon Creek 
rain began to come down in torrents 
as though a cloud had burst. This in­
terfered but little with the runner but 
the horse could make but little bead 
way in the Manitoba mud. The horse 
was compelled to go "into camp” and 
Mr. Matheson romped into Headingly 
and took the £25 note from the hands

of the futuré railroad king of the 
cohtinent. Though he won the race 
the old veteran says a man cannot 
ton against a horse on a long distance 
and the rain was all that saved him 
that day.

Good Deed Repaid.
. 8uch were but a few of the inci­
dente which made up the active life 
of the buffalo hunter and as he him­
self says, “I have lived 150 years in 
my short 60.” Since that memorable 
day in New Westminster the life of 
the buffalo hunter has been consecrat­
ed to the work of God. He went to 
Onion Lake Indian reserve there to 
takg^up the Work of bringing the red 
men to know their Creator and to live 
up to His teachings. Some mission­
ary work had been carried on there 
prior to Mr. Matheson’s arrival, but 
he put new.vigor into the work. There 
are 900 Indians in the Onion Lake, re­
serve and in ‘the missionary’s congre­
gation are the remnant of Big Bear’s 
band aiid some of the Stony Mountain 
prisoners as well as some of Pound- 
maker’s warriors, though the latter’s 
reserve is eighty miles distant. The 
Indians are all Créés, and the great 
majority have embraced Christianity.

As a proof of the value of a good 
deed to future generations there are 
in the Onion Lake reserve and at­
tending Mr. Matheson’s boarding 
school a number of the great grand­
children of Cuthbert Grant. It is a 
long look back to 1815 when the 
“Warden of the Plains” saved the 
life of Mr. Matheson’s grandfather on 
that fatal day at Seven Oaks. Angiis 
Matheson lay on the ground wound­
ed and his life would have been sud­
denly ended by the Indians, but 
Grant called them off, saying (he 
slaughter had gone far enough. It- is 
interesting to note that now the de­
scendants of the famous leader of the 
redmen are being ministered to by the 
grandson of the man whose life he 
saved from the bloodthirsty Indians 
so long ago.

Missionary Work among Indians.
In addition to the Anglican mission 

at Onion Lake there is also a Roman 
Catholic mission with 11 nuns as 
teachers in the school. • In conneotion 
with his work of preaching the gos­
pel, Mr. Matheson has organized a 
boarding school for the Indian dhild- 
ren and now has sixty-four pupils. 
There is a large residence, where the 
children live, so that they are taken 
care of all the time during their .at­
tendance at the school. There are 
four lady teachers besides the-'mis­
sionary and his wife. The children 
are taught not only academic sub­
jects but also useful trades and tljey 
assist in the building of the houses 
that are ercted for the use of the 
school and mission. The mission con­
sists of several large buildings in ad­
dition to the school and residence, 
but the old residence has become too 
small for the accommodation of the 
rapidly growing number of pupils and 
it has recently been converted into a 
hospital, where the sick can be cared 
for properly. The Indians have not 
vet been gotten to take to the soil, 
but all of them have from ten to fif 
teen head of cattle, and by means of 
hunting in winter and fishing during 
the summer they make a comfortable 
living. The soil around Onion Lake 
is not well suited to agriculture as 
it is the bed of an old lake, and has 
not the deep layer of humus which 
makes the prairies so'fertile. There 
is a large garden at the mission and 
nearly everything can be raised suc­
cessfully.

His Great Assistant.
When the mission work was first 

taken up by Mr. Matheson at Onion 
Lake, there was no medical doctor 
near and it was then that his wife 
showed the courage of the pioneer 
women of the west. She left her chil­
dren at home and went to Toronto, 
where she continued her studies until 
she graduated as an M.D. She then 
returned to the mission, where her pro­
fessional- skill greatly enhances her 
work among the natives. A. few years- 
ago she returned to Winnipeg and 
took a post graduate course at the 
Manitoba Medical college. Medical 
skill was badly needed at the mis­
sion as the bodies as well as the 
minds of the redmen need healing. 
Mr. Matheson gives all credit for the 
work that has been done through him 
as a missionary to the Supreme Being 
who is directing him and .the work. 
He has spent all his life among the 
Indians and half-breeds, and is pecu­
liarly well adapted to the work which 
he is now pursuing with such sue 
cess. .

Mr. Matheson’s fame as a guide was 
pretty widely known, as is instanced 
by the fact that when Lady Selkifk 
and Lady Shrewsbury came over to 
Canada at the time the Seven Oaks 
monument was erected, about twenty 
years ago. they were conducted by the 
old time buffalo hunter. He was at 
the coast, but was called to Montreal 
and accompanied them clear across 
thé country and showed them the 
great country for the supremacy of 
which the rival fur companies had 
struggled in the early part' of last 
century.

Snowshoes Faster.
Mr. Matheson is at present in the 

city visiting his mother and sister at 
252 Austin street, as it is vacation 
time at the school at Onion Lake. He 
was in the city last March and came 
down at the time of the snow block­
ade. and in speaking of that trip he 
knew he could have made better time 
on snow shoes as he traveled in the 
old days. Up at Onion Lake, there is 
a government telegraph wire, and 
news of the world reaches there early. 
At the time of the Stanley cup hockey 
matches at Ottawa Mr. Matheson sat 
in the operator’s room and got the 
moves from the ice as—they were 
made. He returns to his work in the 
north next week.

Mayor Milts presided, and on his 
right wàs Mayor Griesbach of Ed­
monton.

The feature of the meeting was the 
avowal of Mayor Mills that he would 
support the street railway franchise 
by-law. It was also supported in 
strong speeches by F. C. Jamieson, 
solicitor for the company, and J. R. 
Lavell, acting solicitor fot the city, 
while it was opposed by eX-Mayor 
Sheppard, T. P. Malone, D. H. Mc­
Kinnon, Capt. Carstairs and others. 
The general sentiment of the meeting 
seemed to be opposed to the granting 
of the franchise, though all of the 
speakers received attentive hearings 
and warm applause.

Mayor Mills Explains By-Laws.
The chair was occupied by Mayor 

Mills. In opening the meeting he ex­
pressed the regret of the council that 
there was-not a larger hall to accom­
modate, the ratepayers. On Wednes­
day next, there was to be an election 
at which three by-laws were to be 
submitted. The first was a money 
by-law to raise $96,000. Of this 
$39,000, for waterworks and sewerage 
construction had already been voted 
upon in 1905. but as it had been de­
cided to change the sewerage con­
struction from local improvement to 
general city assessment, this portion 
was re-sùbiflittèd ; $11,000 was to pay 
the remainder of the Deitz and Main 
contract, and $46,000 was for new ex­
tensions to the waterworks and sew­
erage.

The secopd by-law was to authorize 
the dividing of the city into wards. 
In this connection the mayor, after 
outlining the proposed divisions, said 
the ward system might produce larger 
attendance and closer scrutiny of the 
work of the council by the different 
wards

The third by-law was the street rail­
way by-law. This was outlined by 
the mayor at considerable length. 
The feature that appealed most to 
himself and the council, he said, was 
the radial feature of the franchise, 
this making Stratheona the centre of 
a large outlying district. The coun­
cil desired that the question be left 
entirely to the ratepayers. ■ In ex­
plaining why no penalty was exacted 
for non-fulfillment of contract, he 
said Stratheona owned no charter and 
only granted a franchise, and he had 
vet to learn of a municipality grant 
ing a franchise only, enacting a pen- 
alty. ;

D. H. McKinnon asked ii the by­
law" and the agreement, as published, 
had no discrepancies between them, 
md the Mayor replied that they had 
not.

A. G. Baalim—“Do I uderstand you 
to say that this company' owns a 
charter?”

The Mayor—“They own a charter, 
but not a franchise.”

Mr. Blackwood—"Could an exten 
sion be granted without another voti 
of the ratepayers ”

STRATHCONA DISCUSSES

Large and Representative Meeting of 
the Ratepayers Present—Mayor 
Griesbach Present, and Makes a 
Plea for Co-operation tSy the Two 
Cities.

Probably the most interesting mu­
nicipal meeting in the history of 
Stratheona was held last night îii the 
Stratheona City Council chamber to 
discuss the street railway franchise ’ 
and other by-law^ to be submitted to1’ 
the ratepayers on Wednesday. The 
hall had been filled with seats which, 
however, did not afford sufficient ac­
commodation and many were compel­
led to stand outside.-

The Mayor replied that no injustice 

was being done.jio anyone as no work 
had yet been constructed under this 
system. The sewerage already con­
structed had been done on general as­
sessment. and the provision now was 
‘.hat all extensions should be paid for 
in the same way as the original sys­
tem.

• On the suggestion of Capt. Car­
stairs the by-laws were taken up one 
by one for consideration.

The Money By-Law.
Mr. CampbéTl—“Why was the Deitz 

& Main contract not completed?” 
-Mr. Jamieson replied that Deitz & 

Main’s contract was thrown up by 
them, and the city was now finishing 
it and a lawsuit was now on to see 
where they were at.

A. T. Mode endorsed the construc­
tion of the sewerage by the general 
assessment system.

The Ward By-Law.
The Mayor said one gentleman had 

objected to the by-law, pointing out 
that the city would likely grow south 
and west, making those two wards 
larger, or if a new ward, Ward 5, 
might be in the opposite end of the 
city from Ward 1.

I think this 
iranchise is the best thing for the city 
of Stratheona, and I don’t care how 
it affects anyone else.”

J- H. McDonald asked for particu­
lars as to the charter and its provi­
sions, which were explained by Mr. 
Jamieson.

D. H. McKinnon criticized the char­
ter, which he,said in one part provid­
ed that the company would be dead 
and in the other part alive. The 
company if they did not do certain 
work in a certain time would expire 
with reference -to their radial lines, 
but would still be alive within the 
city.

Edmonton's Mayor Speaks.
Mayor Griesbach ,of Edmonton, be­

ing called upon by a number of the 
ratepayers, was introduced by Mayor 
Mills, who referred to the delicacy of 
his (Mayor Griesbach’s) position in 
appearing at the present time before a 
Stratheona audience.

Mayor Griesbach, upon taking the 
floor, said his status as mayor of Ed­
monton had been removed by the re­
marks of the presiding officer, Mayor 
Mills. He, therefore, would speak as 
W. A. Griesbach. barrister, on behalf 
Of a ratepayer of Stratheona, who-own- 
cd large interests in the city, but was 
unable to be present at the meeting. 
To strengthen lijs position he present­
ed his credentials in the form Of a 
letter from Mr. McGrath, of McGrath, 
Hart & Co., authorizing the mayor to 
appear and speak for him as his (Mr. 
McGrath’s) sentiments “were those 
as expressed by the mayor of Edmon­
ton in the press on this question.” 
There has been rivalry between the 
two cities in the past,the speaker said, 
in commerce and in athletic sports 
and he himself bore the scars which 
he had received on the football field 
from the muscular youth of Strath­
eona, but as these were liealed so he 
hoped all other ill feeling would be 
healed. The question of the proposed 
bylaw is not a local one, Edmonton is 
also interested not from ulterior mo­
tives but for the common good of both 
the cities. He quoted statements made 
by the Stratheona looal press which 
he answered.

If Stratheona disposes 
of the franchisé all control is gone for 
thirty years; if she keeps it now it 
will grow more valuable yearly and a 
mutual agreement can be reached be-

PRINCE ALBERT BOY DIES
FROM GUN WOUNDS.

Victim of Step-Father’s Anger,—Pre­
liminary Hearing of Charge of 
Murder.

Prince Albert, Sask., October 29.— 
B. Johnston, the hoy who was' shot by 
his step-father at his homestead on

the prairie not far from Prince Al­
bert on October 14th, died in the his- 
pitXl last night, and G. K. Garrett, 
who fired the fatal shot, is’held on a 
charge of murder. The inquest open­
ed this morning before Coroner Dr. 
David. The prisoner, Barrett, was 
put in charge of the Mounted Police, 
but his wife, who witnessed the shoot­
ing, was too sick to attend. The prin­
cipal witness heard this morning was 
Blem Thompson, a teamster, who 
was staying at a farm-house three 
miles away froni Barrett’s on the 
night of the tragedy. “I was sleep­
ing in the kitchen,” he said, “and 
about half-past twelve I was roused 
by a dog barking. Mrs. Barrett ran 
in crying ‘Will you go and save my 
children?’ I replied ‘What is the 
matter?’ and she said, ‘My husband 
is shooting them all down.’ I dress­
ed and front over to Barrett’s place, 
half running and half walking, anil 
when I got there knocked the door in 
and! walked straight in. The boy was 
lying on the floor by the stove, anil 
Barrett was kneeling beside him bath­
ing his arm, from which blood was 
flowing at two wounds. I asked him 
if he had shot the bay, and he said 
it was an accident. 1 asked him for 
the revolver, but he refused to give it 
to me and asked me to fetch "the boy’s 
mother. I took the prisoner’s team 
and brought Mrs. Barrett back, but 
she refused to go into the house until 
I had secured the gun, saying she was 
afraid her husband would shoot her. 
After some persuasions Barrett gave 
me the g nil, which, was under the 
baby in the cradle, "and Mr. Barrett 
then went in and nursed the boy. I 
sent my own team to Prince Albert 
for the police and the doctor, and at 
seven o’clock went on with Barrett’s 
team, leaving neighbors, named Gra­
ham and Viggets. at the house.”

HARD MARKET TO REACH.
Just wnat an Alberta cattle shipper 

runs up against in shipping cattle 
from here to the Chicago market is 
given below. The difficulties which 
the small, less-than-trainload, ship­
per experiences are described, and the 
obstacles which the trainload shippers 
encounter are also given.

A rancher near Brooks had a couple 
of carloads of fat cattle to ship, and 
decided to try the Chicago market.
He communcated- with the C.P.R., 
and asked for cars, which the com­
pany absolutely guaranteed to supply 
by October 8. On that date the 
rancher was ready, but he did not get 
the cars until October 9th, too late to 
connect with a full trianload going 
from another station nearby.

48 Hours Without Feed.
At 10.30 that morning the cattle 

were loaded at Brooks. This was on 
a Wednesday. They arrived at 
Moose Jaw at 11 a.m. on Friday morn­
ing, having taken over 48 hours to 
make the trip of about 327 miles.
During that time, tire- cattle received 
no feed. For two whole days they 
starved on the train; and finally were May in Minneapolis. Thirty loads 
unloaded at Moose Jew and fed-there,- were reported Worked for export at

government in an attempt to have the 
fine and the excess duty refunded.

And the Market Dropped.
But to return to the two cars of 

steers. The owner was fortunate 
enough to get through on his own 
valuation of the stock, so he only 
paid the 27 1-2 per cant, straight duty. 
Arriving at St. Paul, the cattle were 
given a two days’ rest. The shipper 
proceeded on to Chicago, and found 
the market was inclined to drop. He 
brought his steers in, and they ar­
rived in Chicago on Sunday evening,

been an enormous recipt of live stock 
in Chicago—38,000 cattle, 42,000 sheep 
and about the same number of hogs. 
Evan at that he saw steers, not as 
good as his were when he put them 
on the train at Brooks, bring 5 l-2c. 
He was offered 3 3-4c. for his cattle. 
When he put them on the cars at 
Brocks they- would average probably 
1,325 pounds, and when unloaded in 
Chicago they might possibly make 
an oil round average of 1,125, having 
suffered a loss of about 200 pounds 
each in weight.

Did Not Sell.
The Brooks rancher did not sell. 

He left his cattle in the yards in Chi­
cago, hoping the market would pick 
up and the cattle might also im­
prove, and he returned to Brooks. 
He states that three days earlier 
would have made a difference of $15 
or $20 a head.

On the way back he experienced 
another difference in railroading as 
seen in the States as compared with 
Canada.

Regarding Transportation.
On the Milwaukee and Chicago and 

up the Soo to Portal he was handled 
by American roads. Here all he had 
to do was to show his contract as a 
cattle shipper, and he was supplied 
with first-class ticket» free and allow­
ed to purchase Pullman accommoda­
tion.

At Portal he was given no return 
ticket. He had to pay one cent, a 
mile for his transportation when he 
showed his contract, and he only re­
ceived second-class transportation 
then.

MONDAY’S GRAIN MARKET.
Winnipeg, October 28.—Cailles were 

lower and the market was wild. The 
report that American banks had re­
fused money to the country for ele­
vator buying and the fact that the 
Duluth board of trade had closed for 
three days, refusing all trades in 
that time, was the cause.

elevators had ceased to buy through­
out the west.” A prominent com­
mission man said: ‘‘We have notified 
our customers that we can no longer 
make advances to tiiem and allow 
their wheat to remain in store at Fort 
William. For the future we will have 
to ask them to sell as soon as their 
papers are completed.” An exporter 
said ‘‘Export demand is very good, 
but we cannot get money to handle 
it. In a market like this it takes a 
good deal of time and wide margins 
to handle the export trade, and we 
cannot get the money to carry the 
wheat even over the lakes. If this 
state of things continues, the grain 
men say that it will mean much lower 
prices for wheat, especially the lower 
grades.

TUESDAY’S GRAIN MARKET.
Winnipeg, Man., October 29.—"You 

cannot give cash wheat away,” was 
the note of the Winnipeg exchange 
Tuesday morning. Early about 75,- 
000 bushels were bought for export, 
and the price dropped from 1.Ç9 
asked, to 1.06% sellers at the closè, 
which is only % over November price. 
All options were nervous, and con­
sidering the wide fluctuations the 
drop on the whole was small, being 
2% for November, 1% for December, 
and 1% for May. May showed the 
greatest range, being at one time 
$1.14% bid and selling as low as 
$1.11%. Export demand was good in 
spite of the fact that Winnipeg was 
practically 2 cents over Duluth. 
There was no change in the money 
situation, and consequently little or 
no export trade. “Wild” was the 
only word for the American markets. 
Minneapolis December showed a range 
of 4 cents and May of 4%. Quite as 
sensational ns the drop was the re­
covery which brought December with­
in 1% cents of Monday’s close. In 
Chicago the drop for the morning was 
1% for December, 1%, for May and 2 
cents for July, but in the interval the 
range was wide and the market very 
nervous. Cables were up, foreign 
bullish. Money is still the crux of 
the situation.

New York. Winnipeg opened 2 1-8 
down for October, 2 3-4 for November, 
4 1-4 for December, and 3 5-8 for May. 
Following this drop at the opening 
there was a rally and for the balance 
of the session there was surprising 
strength. It was difficult at first to 
locate where the wheat was going and 
what it all meant, but latter it de­
veloped that hedges had been remov­
ed on large bunches and this had 
helped to boost up December, while 
in addition there was pretty heavy 
buying on the part of some of the 
larger milling companies end also 
some purchases of cash wheat for ex­
port. Of ordinary export trade there 
was none. It was a difficult mar­
ket to interpret and the majority gave 
up the task early in the game. There 
were rumors galore that Winnipeg 
would follow Duluth and all elevators 
stop buying in the country. There 
wa i really no foundation for these ap­
prehensions, but under existing con­
ditions such an announcement is 
neither impossible nor improbable. 
Sunday receipts were 231 cars, of 
which 135 were contract grade.

THE GRAIN SITUATION.
Winnipeg, October 29. —Comment­

ing today on the peculiar grain situa­
tion in the United States, the Free 
Press says.as follows: “The condition 
of the wheat market has become 
more seriously complicated by the 
stringency of the money market than 
it was a week ago. On the American 
side things have reached a point 
where the banks have refused to send 
money into the country for buying at 
the elevators, and on Monday all the 
curb trading was stopped in the Min­
neapolis market. The Duluth board 
of trade has suspended trading en­
tirely for three days to see if the 
market will right itself, and Minne­
apolis is talking of taking action 
along the same lines. In Winnipeg 
the leading grain men say that they 
cannot borrow money from the banks 
to carry wheat across the lakes from 
Fort William, and that all the wheat 
must be paid for when it goes into 
store at Fort William. An unprece­
dented thing happened last week in 
the grain trade. A vessel chartered 
to come in light from Cleveland for 
a. cargo was detained four days at 
Fort William, unable to load, because 
the owners of the wheat could not 
pay for it, and the bank would not 
let it be loaded until it was paid for. 
Another vessel chartered and coming 
in light to load had to have her ex­
penses paid and leave light for Du­
luth and load there for exactly the 
same reason. The men chartering 
the vessel could not pay the bank in 
advance and the bank would not let 
tlyfe wheat go until it was paid for. 
Except to milling companies, who are 
still buying high grade wheat in 
small quantities on breaks, it has1 not 
been possible to sell cash wheat for 
the past three days. Prominent 
grain men, asked as to the possible 
reason of this tightening of the purse 
strings of the banks1, said that the 
chances are, if it continues, elevators 
all over the country will cease buy­
ing wheat. As a matter of fact,

SAW RADDLE RIVER
DISTRICT HIMSELF.

Thos. Duncan, the Canadian Immi­
gration agent in charge of immigra­
tion from New York state, who has 
been lookiing over the PeaVine prairie 
and Paddle river districts, in -com­
pany with Chas. Sutter, the Edmon­
ton immigration agent, returned Sat­
urday. The trip lasted about nine 
days and the two men were moving 
all the time.

“From here to the Pembina,” said 
Mr. Duncan, to a Bulletin representa­
tive, “the land is very suitable for 
settlers, but after crossing the river, 
it is mostly brush. The land is fine, 
very fine, hut will need lots of clear­
ing. Even on high spots, where it is 
so apt to bi barren, it is the richest 
soil a man could wish for.

“The settlers already there are high­
ly pleased with what they have, but 
the settlers going in complain of the 
poor roads. They have to go easy, 
and in oné case it took a man foui 
straight weeks to get to his location. 
Then another man had his goods tip­
ped into the river, and lost some hun­
dred dollars worth of effects. It is 
not the value of the goods so much 
that counts, but the difficulty of re­
placing them. Apart from the poor 
transportation, everything looks good.

Country Filling Up.
“We went as far • as the land has 

been cub-divided, and every short 
distance, found stopping places and 
stores. One man, where the trail 
crosses the Pembina, sells flour at ex­
actly one cent a pound more than the 
Edmonton price. This surprised me, 
because it is a hard trail over which 
to transport such commodities. There 
is any quantity of good building ma- 
erial wherever you go, the logs hav­

ing an average diameter of 8 inches, 
rnd I should judge from 30 to 50 feet 
long.

“The country through Which we 
were travelling has the reputation of 
being a fine cattle country. That! is 
in a measure correct, from my obser­
vations. In the summer no better 
land could be found in America lor 
cattle grazing, but in the winter there 
is really nothing to feed them on. The 
natural fodder grows in such places 
that make it hard to cut, and until 
some of the land is cleared it will 
be very hard to winter stock.

“There is a fortune for any one who 
will go out there, clear and break 
the land and raise the food neces­
sary for the stock in the winter.

Women's Industry.
“An interesting case came to our 

notice, demonstrating the pluck of 
the women who are pioneering in the 
district. Two women who were taken 
out to homesteads by their husbands, 
the latter returning to the, city to 
work, have broken five acres of land 
and at the came time have cut and 
stocked enough hay for thé stock for 
the coming winter. They carry their 
children on their backs (wo miles to 
the meadow where the hay grows, take 
a scythe and cut the hay as close as 
i man could. After putting in a 
good day’s work they will pick up the 
youngsters, toss them on their back 
and trudge back home as easy as if 
they had been brought up to it.,

“The rivers and streams are well 
stocked with fish, which afford a sup- 
oly of food at all times. The cran- 
jerries that the game birds are so 
fond of are very abundant, but there 
are no birds to eat them. The settlers 
say there are lots of fur bearing ani­
mals around, but unfortunately we 
did not sea any. Already two saw 
mills have been started, and before 
long everything will be running 
nicely.

“There is one thing I would like 
to repeat. There is nothing would 
help to settle that district so well as 
a few dollars spent on the roads for 
bridginig streams and levelling the 
roads in places.”1

Mr. Duncan leaves for- the east to­
night and will resume his duties at 
Syracuse os soon as he arrives.

News To Toronto Banks.
Toronto. Oct. 30.—“First we have 

heard of it,” is the answer of the lo­
cal banks to the story that the banks 
have shut down on the western grain 
men, and that the purchasing of 
wheat has practically ceased.

600 DEAD AND 1,000 INJURED

Rome, Oct. 27.—Exact particulars 
as to extent of the earthquake dam­
age and the correct number of vic­
tims are as yet unknown. Reports 
are contradictory, and there is much 
confusion in the locality of the disas­
ter. Soldiers are attempting to con­
nect, by means of the field telegraph, 
Ferruzzano with Branca Leone, where 
headquarters have been established, 
but work is proceeding slowly owing 
to bad weather.

Mothers Shielded Children. 
Meanwhile, it has been ascertained 

that the first help reached Ferruzzano 
at 3 o’clock the morning following 
the earthquake. Seventy soldiers, 
who had been employed for over eight 
hours in a march, succeeded in reach­
ing the village, and strong detach­
ments are now hastening to Ferruz- 
znno, where many persons are still 
alive in the buried and collapsed 
buildings. The soldiers recovered 
alive several children who were lock­
ed in the embrace of their mothers, 
whft had shielded their offspring with 
their own bodies. Help is urgently 
need at Ferruzzano, where, owing to 
the insufficiency of the salvage par­
ties, corpses are still tinburied and 
decomposing has begun. The sold­
iers are hurrying the burial of the 
bodies, and are using lime to pre­
vent the spread of a pestilence.

No Attention for Injured.
The injured are still unattended, 

and many are unsheltered. Doctors, 
medicine and surgical instrument* 
are lacking. Neither can transport 
of the wounded be effected, as all 
available beasts of burden are em­
ployed in carrying provisions, which 
rave been landed. The warship re 
Umberto, has been sent with 2.000 
tents, blankets and clothing for the 
relief of the destitute people. More 
troops have been sent to Calabria 
from Sicily, as well as twenty army 
surgeons and Red Cross hospital 
equipments.

Government Provides Money
The government lias authorized the 

expenditure of all money necessary. 
Besides the original $30.000 contribut­
ed, an equal sum has been given by 
the King and public subscriptions are 
being raised, but the money is con­
tributed sparingly, as the people are 
convinced that it would be misappro­
priated as on previous occasions. 
Moth withstanding the efforts of the 
government to help the sufferers, and 
the work of the soldiers, the effects 
of the earthquake are bound to last 
for many years. The Calabrians ig­
nore self help; they are illiterate and 
hence fatalists. Loss of energy and 
inaction invariably follow any etia- 
nity, even the able-bodied, instead 
of helping the troops, serve as an in­
cumbrance. Their passiveness in­
creases confusion, and their presence 
adds to the number of persons to be 
fed.

The last reports .are that there are 
800 deaij» and over 1,000 injured.

berta.

Air. S. Edwards, Edmonton manager 
-f the government system, was in town 
esterday and seemed to be well satisfied 

with the work done. All the trunk lines 
are equipped with No. 10 copper wire 
and the other lines with No. 12 iron 
wire and cable.

Six weeks seems a long time to spend 
in one town, but when you consider that 
in Vegreville alone 7 miles of'poles were 
K“t up using 22b poles, 3,500 lbs. No. 12 
wire, 1,700 insulators, 257 cross arms, 300 
dde blocks, 1,200 feet of drop wire, 250 
lbs. of steel stays, 770 fjet of 25 pair 
cable, 375 feet of 50 pair cable, 100 feet 
of 100 pair cable, 2,000 feet of inside wire 
were used, besides the wire used in of­
fices and making up pot heads for the 
cables as well as thes work of putting 
wires in cables on cross streets, six weeks 
,s decidedly short time for so much work.

BIG STORM ON LAKE SUPERIOR.
Fort William, Out., Oct. 28.—A big 

storm swept over Lake Superior on 
Sunday, and during it there was a 
heavy fall of snow. Reports have 
been received here that the steamer 
Wexford was wrecked off Passage 
island, and all hands went down with 
her. The Wexford, which is owned 
by Capt. Bassett, unloaded a cargo 
of steel rails for the G. T. P., and 
cleared on Friday with a cargo of 
grain. She would just about have 
reached Passage island when the 
blinding enow storm started.

Attempted Burglary.
A sensational attempt was made 

early Sunday morning to rob the 
Hudson’s Bay store here. The won­
der is that success did not crown 
the efforts of the burglars. About 3

o’clock a youth named Warren, an 
employee who sleeps in the building, 
was rudely awakened by an armed 
burglar, who, pointing a revolver at 
him, threatened instant death if he 
cried out or made a move. Paralyzed 
by fright, Wrenn made no attempt 
to disobey the order, and was bound 
hand and foot by a rope, and gagged 
with cheese cloth, after being relieved 
of his watch and chain. Evidently 
the two men engaged at work, as the 
vault door was drilled three times, 
and the men were evidently after the 
money in the vault. When they founds 
it impossible to reach without draw­
ing attention from the outside, they 
left the building. Wrenn, after a 
hard struggle, managed to get clear 
of his fastenings, and the police were 
sent for. They are busy searching 
for clues.

THE HUNTING OF BIG GAME.
From Tuesday’s Bulletin.

The big game season in the province 
opens on November 1st. There are a 
number of laws governing the protec­
tion of fur-bearing animals. A synop­
sis of these laws follows :

No person shall hunt, trap, take, 
shoot at, wound or kill:

Any bison or buffalo at any time;
Any mountain sheep or goat before 

the 1st day of October, 1909;
Any elk. or wapiti before the Igt 

day of November, 1910;
Any prong horn antelope between 

the 1st day of November and the 1st 
day of October in the following year, 
and in any event not more than two 
of such animals ;

Any of the. deer family, whether 
known as caribou, moose, deer, or 
otherwise, between the first day of 
December and the first day of Novem­
ber in the following year and in any 
event not more than one animal of 
any one species of such family.

Any mink, fisher or martin between 
the first day of April and the first day 
of November.

Any otter between the first day of 
May and the first day of November.

Any muskrat between the first day 
of May and the first day of Novem­
ber.

Any beaver at any time before the 
31st day of December, 1912.

The Sale of Heads.
The following deals with the sale 

of heads;
No person other than a game guar­

dian in respect to game forfeited un­
der the provisions of section 34 ex­
cept as herein provided for shall sell 
or expose for sale, baiter or trade, 
nor shall any person buy or obtain 
from any other person by,barter or 
trade or in any other manner the head 
or heads of any big game.

Any person who wishes to sell any 
game heads shall make application to 
the Minister of Agriculture by for­
warding an affidavit stating that said 
heads1 were lawfully acquired by him 
accompanied by the necessary fees, 
when said head or heads will be 
stamped or branded with the stamp 
or brand of the Department of Agri­
culture, and all heads so stamped or 
branded may be bought or sold by 
any person at any time. The fees to 
be collected for stamping or branding 
said heads shall be as follows1:
The head of mountain sheep .... $5
The head of mountain goat ........ $2
The head of elk.......................'......... $5
The head of moose........................... $5
The head of caribou ...........  $5
The head of deer ............................... $2
The head of antelope ........................$2

Sporting Dogs to be Confined.
No dog or dogs shall be used by any 

person or persons to hunt big game 
and no owner of a dog accustomed to 
pursue big game shall allow such dog 
.0 run at large in any locality where 
big game are usually found, and any' 
dog found running big game at any 
time may be killed by any person 
without incurring .any liability there­
for.

The Resident’s License.
No persons shall hunt, trap, take, 

shoot at, wound or kill any big game 
protected by this act without having 
in his possession a license duly issued 
to him so to do, which shall be known 
as a resident’s big game license. This 
sectfion shall not apply to the resi­
dents of that part of the province ly­
ing to the north of a line described as 
follows : Commencing at a point where 
the eastern boundary of the province 
is intersected by the North Saskatche­
wan river; thence along the said river 
to a point where the fifty-fourth de­
gree of north latitude is intersected 
by the said river; thence westerly 
along the said fifty-fourth degree of 
north latitude to a point where such 
degree intersects the one hundred 
and fifteenth degree of longitude ; 
thence south along the said one hun­
dred and fifteenth degree of longitude 
to a point where such degree of longi­
tude intersects the -fifty-third degree 
of north latitude; thence westerly 
along the said fifty-third degree of 
north latitude to the western bound­
ary of the province.

Relating to Game Dealers.
No person or persons shall buy and 

sell, deal or traffic in the flesh of any 
big game or game bird, without hav­
ing first obtained a license in that be­
half, every such license, shall be is­
sued by the minister and shall be in 
force for the calendar year, in which 
same ie issued and shall be subject 
to the provisions of the garée, laws in 
force in the province at the- time said 
license is granted ; the fee therefor 
shall not exceed the sum of ten dol­
lars.

Every such person or persons shall 
on or before the thirty-first day of De­
cember in every year return said 
license to the Department of Agricul­
ture with a statement showing the 
number of animals and birds bought 
and sold and from whom procured 
under the said license, and such 
statement shall be sworn to by such 
person or persons or their authorized 
agent.

License for Non-residents.
No person not a resident of and 

domiciled in the province shall be en­
titled to hunt, trap, take, shoot at, 
wound or kill any big game or game 
bird, or fur-bearing animal, whether 
nrotected by this Act or not, without 
first obtaining a license in that be­
half; every such license shall be 
signed by the minister and shall be 
in force for the calendar year in which 
the same is issued and shall be sub­
ject to tlie provisions of the game laws 
in force in the province at the time

tiic said license is granted; the fee to 
be paid therefor shall be $25 for a 
general license and $15 for a bird 
license, , or $10 for a license to trap 
fur-bearing animals. Such license 
shall not be valid unless the signature 
of the person to whom it is issued is 
endorsed thereon.

A holder of a general license shall 
be entitled to take with him out of 
the province as trophies the heart, 
skin and hoofs of any big game that 
have been legally killed by him.

Guest Permits.
Notwithstanding anything contain­

ed in the next preceding section, any 
guardian may grant permission in 
writing in form A in the schedule of 
this Act for a period not exceeding 
five consecutive days to any person 
not a resident of the province who is 
a bona-fide guest of any resident of 
the province, permitting such person 
to hunt, take and kill any game with­
in the period in which it is lawful for 
such resident to hunt.

Before the grant of such permission 
there shall be filed with the game 
guardian an affidavit by the applicant 
and such resident in form B in the 
schedule to this Act.

The grant of such permission to 
any person shall not exempt him from 
penalty for violation of this Act if it 
shall appear that any statement made 
in such affidavit is untrue or that 
such person has since the grant of 
such permission ceased to be a guest 
as described in the affidavit.

A fee of two dollars shall be paid 
to the game guardian for every such 
permission granted by him and he 
shall within one month of the grant­
ing of any such permission report the 
same to the minister.

Any resident accompanying or aid­
ing a non-resident to hunt or shoot 
without the'necessary permit shall be 
held equally to have violated the law 
and shall be liable to like penalties.

Residents' Licenses.
Residents’ licenses may be issued 

by the minister or someone authorized 
by him to issue same upon applica­
tion therefor and the payment of a 
iee of two dollars and fifty cents for 
each big game license.

Each resident to whom a big game 
license shall have been issued in any 
year shall, immediately after the close 
of the open season for the killing or 
taking of the animals mentioned in 
section 4 of this Act return the license 
issued to him to the Department of 
Agriculture accompanied by an affi­
davit sworn before a justice of the 
peace, or commissioner for taking 
affidavits, or a game guardian, show­
ing the number of animals killed or 
taken by him during the period men­
tioned in such license.

Any resident who in any years fails 
or neglects to return a license issued 
for him under the provisions of this 
section within thirty days from tin 
time limited for the return thereof, 
as aforesaid, shall (in addition to be­
ing liable for the penalty provided 
in section 29 of this Act) not be grant­
ed a similar license in any subsequent 
year.

Every person shall on request by a 
guardian produce and show to such 
guardian, such license or permit, and 
if he fails or refuses to do so he shall 
be deemed to have violated the pro 
visions of section under which said 
license or permit was issued.

The minister may make regulations 
regarding the issuing of such licenses 
and permits and for the remuneration 
of the persons issuing the same either 
by a proportion of the license fee or 
otherwise.

Permits for Exportation.
The minister may issue permits for 

tlie export of game to any person who 
may make application for same, who 
at the same time must furnish an 
affidavit to the effect that such game 
was lawfully killed or acquired by 
him. The fee for such permit shall 
be five dollars for each head of big 
game and one dollar per dozen for 
game birds, but no permit shall be is­
sued for a less sum than one dollar.

Possession by Taxidermist.
Any taxidermist may have in his 

possession at any time the head or 
other parts of any animal mentioned 
in this Act for the purpose of preserv­
ing, mounting or stuffing the same it 
accompanied by an affidavit of the 
owner thereof stating that such ani­
mal was lawfully killed or acquired 
by him in the province or elsewhere.

Any game guardian who has rea­
son to believe that any person or per­
sons have any game in his or tliei) 
possession contrary to the provisions 
of this section shall have power to 
enter upon the premises of such per­
sons and make search in every part 
thereof for such game.

Pertaining to Guides.
No person who has not procured a 

license for that purpose shall act as 
guide or camp helper to any person 
or persons for the purpose of hunting, 
trapping or shooting in the Province 
of Alberta.

Any person who acts as guide or 
camp helper to any person or persons 
who have not procured the necessary 
licenses as required under this Act 
shall forfeit his license in addition to 
any other penalty which may be im­
posed. This section shall not apply 
to any person while helding any resi­
dent to hunt game birds.

The minister may (subject to such 
rules and regulations as he may deem 
necessary from time to time) issue to 
any resident of the province who is 
qualified to act as guide or camp 
helper a license the cost of which 
shall not exceed the sum of five dol­
lars.

Relating to Penalties.
Any violation of any of the provi­

sions of this Act, except as herein 
provided, shall be an offence punish­
able on a summary conviction before 
a justice of the peace as respects kill­
ing or taking of buffalo with a fine of 
not less than $210 and not more than 
$500, and as1 respects any other viola­
tion of this Act with a fine not ex­
ceeding $50 with costs in either case.

SYNOPSIS OF CANADIAN NORTH-WEST
HOMESTEAD REGULATIONS.

Any even numbered section of Do­
minion Lands in Manitoba or the 
North-West Provinces, excepting 8 
and 26, not reserved, may l>e home­
steaded by any person the sole head 
>f a family, or male over 18 years of 
age, to the extent of one-quarter sec­
tion, of 160 acres, more or less.

Application for homestead entry 
must be made in person by the ap­
plicant at a Dominion Lands Agency 
or a surb-agency. Entry by proxy may 
îowever, be made at an agency on 
certain conditions by the father, mo- 
‘her, son, daughter, brother or sister 
if an intending homesteader.

An application for entry or cancella­
tion made personally at any Sub­
agent’s office may be wired to the
Agent by the Sub-Agent, at the 
expense of the applicant, and if the 
land applied for is vacant on receipt 
if the telegram such application is 
to have priority and the land will be 
held until the necessary papers to 
complete the transaction are receiv­
ed by mail

In case of “personation” or fraud 
‘he applicant will forfeit all priority 
if claim or if entry has been granted 
it will be summarily cancelled.

An application for cancellation must 
oe made in person. The applicant 
must be eligible for homestead entry, 
tnd only one application for cancella­
tion will be received from an indivi" 
dual until that application has been 
disposed of. . .

Where an entry is cancelled subse- 
lueiit to institution for cancellation 
proceedings, the applicant for cancel­
ation will be entitled to prior right 

of entry.
Application for cancellation must 

date in what particulars the home- 
■teader is in default.

A homesteader whose entry is not 
.he subject of cancellation proceedings, 
nay, subject to the approval of 
Department, relinquish it in favour 
of father, mother, son, daughter, 
brother or slater, if eligible, but to 
10 one else, oil filing declaration of 
ibandonment.

Duties,—A settler is requited to 
perform the conditions under one of 
the following plans :—

(1) At least six months’ residence 
ipon and cultivation of the land in 
each year during the term of three 
-■ears.

(2) A homesteader may, if he so de­
sires, perform the required residence 
luties by living on farming land own- 
id solely by him, not less than eighty 
80 acres in extent, in the vicinity of 
iis homestead. Joint ownership in

(3) If the father (or mother, if the 
'and will not meet his requirement, 
father is deceased) of a homesteader 
aas permanent residence on farming 
and owned solely by him, not less 

than eighty (80) acres in extent, in the 
vicinity of the homestead, or upon a 
homestead entered for by him in the 
vicinity, such homesteader may per­
form his own residence duties by liv­
ing with the father (or mother).

(4) The term vicinity in the two pre­
ceding paragraphs is defined as mean- 
ng not more than nine miles in a 
iirect line, exclusive of the width of 
road allowances crossed in the mea­
surement. ,

(5) A homesteader intending to pier- 
form his residence duties in accord-* 
ince with the above while living with 
parents or on fanning land owned by 
himself must notify the Agent for the 
iistrict of such intention.

Before making application for pa­
tent the settler must give six months’ 
notice in writing to the Commissioner 
of Dominion Lands at Ottawa, or his 
intention to do so,
SYNOPSIS OF CANADIAN NORTH- 

WEST MINING REGULATIONS.
Coal.—Coal mining rights may be 

teased for a period ot twenty-one 
vears at an annual rental of $1 per 
acre. Not more than 2,560 acres 
«hall be leased to one individual or 
company. A royalty at the rate of 
five cents per ton shall be collected 
on the merchantable coal mined.

Quartz.—A person eighteen years of 
age, or over, having discovered 
mineral in place, may locate a claim 
1,500 x 1,500 feet.

The fee for recording a claim is $5. 
At least $100 must be expended on 

the claim each year or paid to the 
mining recorder in lieu thereof. When 
$500 has been expended or paid, the 
locator may, upon having a survey 
made, and upon complying with other 
requirenlents, purchase i-ue land at 
$1 per acre.

The patent provides for the pay­
ment of a royalty pf 2 12 per cent, on 
the sale.

Placer mining claims generally are 
100 feet square; entry fee $5, renew­
able yearly.

An applicant may obtain two leases 
to dredge for gold of five miles each 
for a term of twenty years, renewable 
at the discretion of the Minister of 
the Interior.

The lessee shall have a dredge in 
operation within one season from the 
date of the lease for each five miles. 
Rental $10 per annum for each mile 
of river leased. Royalty at the rate 
of 2 1-2 per cent, collected on the 
output after it exceeds $10,000.

PROVISIONS HARD TO GET.
R. H. Knight, of the firm of Dris­

coll & Knight, surveyors and engi­
neers, returned to the city Saturday 
from an extensive surveying trip near 
Fort Assinaboia. Fort Assinaboia is 
about 160 miles duee northwest from 
the city . The country in the vicinity 
is ^mostly Mght brush.

EARLY CLOSING CASE.
Judgment was given this morning

The magistrate held 
that There was sufficient evidence tc 
prove an infringement of the by-law. 
Certain objections had been taken as 
to the validity of the by-law, but the 
magistrate did not consider that he 
could give effect to these although he 
might have doubts as to the validity 
of the by-law. These objections, he 
thought, should be decided by a high­
er court, and he felt that he should 
convict when the facts established 
an infringement of the by-law, leaving 
the validity to be decided elsewhere. 
He therefore fined the defendants $10 
and costs, and offered to state a case. 
The points on which he would state 
a case were that the by-law had not 
been properly passed, that there was 
discrimination, and that the by-law 
exceeded the powers given by the 
charter, as it Imposed a penalty both 
for keeping open and for selling. 
Mr. Hyndman for the defendants 
wished to have added that there was 
no proof of sale, but the magistrate 
said he could not state a case on a 
question of fact.

There is a strong probability that 
the by-law will be annulled at the 
next meeting of the city council.

YALE HOTEL WILL CLOSE.
The Yale hotel will close on 

Thursday next, oying to the owners 
having their license cancelled by the 
Supreme Court. An appeal from the 
judgmnt of the full bench here to 
Ottawa was contemplated, but this 
will not be made.

A large gang of men were engaged

There are now 15 cases of typhoid in 

the Public hospital, tire two last to 
come in being Mr. James Chisholm, 
of Donald street, and his mother. 
All summer there have been compara­
tively few cases of typhoid, but there 
would seem to be a number of cases 
from the East End at present.

BUILDING PERMITS.
Building permits for October total 

«78,560. a large falling off from pre­
vious months. This has’ been the 
case in nearly all the larger cities in 
the west, as well as in the east, and 
is an indication of a slight curtail­
ment of building as the results of the 
financial stringency. This curtail­
ment, however, is far less here than 
in rival cities of Edmonton in the 
West, the permits for October already- 
being largely over the two million 
mark.

HORSE-BACK PAPER CHASE.

ALBERTA FAVORED PROVINCE.
A. B. Cowan, of Galt, Ont., a mem­

ber of the firnwof Cowan & Co., Ltd., 
perhaps the largest wood-working ma­
chinery manufacturers in Canada,was 
in the city yesterday. Mr. Cowan 
has been from coast to coast within 
the last six months, and he is quite 
free to say that the province of Al­
berta has suffered less from this .off 
vear than any other province in the 
Dominion. Neither Manitoba nor Sas­
katchewan hade produced crops, gen­
erally, equal to Alberta. In Ontario 
and Quebec the prolonged drought 
during the summer has made itself felt 
in the famine prices which are being 
asked for butter and eggs. In the 
Maritime Provinces there was an ex­
cess of rain.
2Mr. Cowan states that the machin­

ery business has shown little diminu­
tion, and he looks upon the financial 
stringency as the natural outcome of 
too great an expansion in too shorf a 
time. Its effect will be not only to 
put a quietus on wild-catting and in­
judicious speculation, but also to 
bring the country to a normal condi­
tion. ,

Mr. Cowan is a brother of the late 
Thôs. Cowan, who toured the west.in 
fhe interests of the Conservative party- 
some years ago.

It is the intention of the 
city commissioners to connect the site 
of the new power plant with the rail­
way in order that the building mater­
ial, machinery and other equipment 
may be easily transported to the scene 
of operations.

The proposed basis of an 
agreement with Edmonton was pre­
sented, but was on motion ordered to 
be laid on the table till after the vot­
ing on the agreement with the Strath­
cona Radial Tramway Company.

Mayor Mills was in the chair, and 
there was a full attendance of aider- 
men.

The Communications.
F. C. Jameson, secretary of the 

Strathcina Radial Tramway" Co., stat­
ing that the company was willing to 
reimburse the city for the advertise­
ment of the by-law. in the daily pa­
pers. The communication was filed.

W. A. Griesbach, mayor of Edmon­
ton, wrote suggesting a conference 
with reference to the Strathcona rail­
way franchise and enclosing the pro­
position submitted by the Edmonton 
commissioners. The communication 
was laid on the table till after the 
by-law was voted upon.

A. T. Spohn, of the Strathcona Rink 
association, wrote stating they wished 
to take possession on November 1st, 
and asking the city to remove all 
their goods and clean up the build­
ing. The city engineer was instruct­
ed to have the building cleaned.

B. Bugg, teamster at the fire hall, 
wrote asking for in increase of his 
salary to $60 per month. The letter 
was referred to the fire and light com­
mittee.

This 
letter was referred to the board of 
health.

H. F. Sandeman, enclosing letter 
from C. S- Lott, Calgary, with refer­
ence to the purchase of tjie proposed 
park -eite on the bank of the river, 
at the rate of $500 per acre for twen­
ty-two acres. The letter was left on 
the table to be taken up later.

Officer Frank Harris, asking for an 
increase of $5 per month, as he had 
been three years in the employ of the 
city.

SHOT WHITE WOLF.
On Monday a monster specimen of 

the white wolf was killed four and a 
half miles north of Edmonton by \V. 
H. Hunter, an old-time trapper of 
this district. The department ( l ag­
riculture has, it is said, secured tile 
hide and will have it stuffed and 
mounted for exhibition purposes. The 
skin in itself is valuable, and there is 
a bounty of $15 to be paid for killing 
the animal.

For some tirrie past ravages among 
cattle in the Elm- park district have 
been ascribed to coyotes, but when 
Mr. Hunter, whose headquarters are 
in Edmonton, heard the tales he was 
convinced that a wolf was at the bot­
tom of the mischief. He set out to 
get it. From a point four and a half 
miles north of Edmonton he went 
north looking for the wolf. He had his 
boots smeared witt? “medicine’’ to 
draw the wolf. He went five and a 
half miles north, returning to the first 
point, and as expected, the wolf came' 
down south on his trail, following 
the “medicine.”

The wary hunter left rabbits about 
for feed for the animal until a favor­
able chance came tv kill him. Hid­
ing in a bluff to await a chance of 
getting him yesterday morning at 
dawn he was rewarded. He saw the 
wolf tackling a fine young colt, and 
before lie could take him down it had 
cut the two hamstrings of the colt. 
The shot that killed the wolf was 
made at a distance of 250 yards»

The wolf weighed 400 pounds, and 
from the tip of his nose to the end of 
his bushy tail, measured 7 feet, 1 inch 
in length, and 4 feet, 2 inches in cir­
cumference. His height when stand­
ing was 3 feet 6 inches. The fur h 
fine and soft, almost pure white in 
color.

Story of Hunter.
W. H. Hunter, who succeeded in 

killing the animal that has been going 
about Elm park district “seeking 
what it may devour,” is one of the 
best known old time hunters in north­
ern Alberta. He has been here for 24 
years and previous to coming to Al­
berta was a miner and trapper in the 
Algoma district.

Hunter’s Island and Hunter’s Gap 
in British Columbia, are called after 
him ; seventeen years ago he carved 
his name on the trees there, and set­
tlers coming in named the place after 
the unknown wayfarer.

With a large pack train of 16 horses 
and men he sets out soon for McLeod 
Lake, 150 miles west of Yellowhead 
Pass, whore he will spend the winter 
trapping. He has already spent eight 
winters in there and declares it to be 
a splendid country with fine natural 
resources. Mr. Hunter says the while 
wolf he shot yesterday is the large-t 
ever seen in this district. He thinks 
it must have strayed down here from 
the north.
