Use a
woollen rag. This is claimed not only
to cover scratches and disfigured
parts, but restores the wood to its
natural color and gives it a fine lustre.

White feathers of any kind, es-
pecially white willow plumes, can be
cleaned at home te look like new at
a very small cost. Take one quart of
gasoline and 5 cents’ worth of plaster
of paris and mix together to the con-
sistenicy of whipped cream, -dipping
the feathers in this mixture, and
squeezing and ‘patting for a few min-
utes. Then hang up in the open air
to dry thoroughly and until all the
gasoline‘evaporates.

For disinfécting the sick room, take
half a cupful of common salt and
two or three ounces of sulphuric acid.
Upon the salt pour one-half ounce of
the acid and stir; every fifteen min-
utes repeat this until all the acid is
used. Tainted meats, fish or other
stuffs can be purified by being con-
fined in a tight box with salt anq sul-
phuric acid. All effluvia of an animal
nature can be removed from a room
by burning pulverized coffee upon a
fire shovel.

The top of a pineapple should al-
ways be left on to hold the fruit while
peeling. Remove a few of the small
prickly leaves so you can get a good
hold. With the fruit setting on a
board or table, peel downward tc-
ward the bottom with a sharp Knife.
Still holding firmly by the top, turn
upside down and remove all eyes with
an eye scoop. With a sharp, thin
knife slash the meat down and across
in as large cubes as you wish, right
into the core, then cut across the core
into a bowl, holding by the top all the
time.

Inthe Assembly

The A.ssembﬁ‘ met on Saturday to
facilitate the closing of the session
on Thursday next. After the peti-
tions were disposed of, the Prime Min-
ister, in reply to question asked by
Mr. Kent, tabled the following infor-
mation regarding the Company inter-
ested in the Deer Lake pulp proposi-
tion: The captal stock of the Com-
pany is $800,000. Of this, $625,000 is
subscribed and about $400,000 of it
paid up. It is not the intention of the
Company as now constituted to itself
manufacture. Arrangements are com-
pleted between the Company and oth-
ers for the formation of a large com-
pany to carry on the work. The new
Company will be ‘registered under
the laws of this Colony, and will have
ample capital to carry out the under-
taking. All the necessary capital is
arranged for, and the actual registra-
tion of the new Company and com-
mencement of business will be pro-
ceeded with immediately.

In Terribie State.

Miss Emily Day, who was one of
the victims of the fatal avalanche in
Tilt Cove, but who escaped with her
life after being terribly burned about
the back and other parts of the body,
arrived here to-day by the Fogota
and was taken to Hospital. She had
to be kept in the smoking room, and
Capt. Barbour, Purser Kelloway,
Stewart Wright and the other officers
were most assiduous in their atten-
tions to her. Dr. Leslie was on the
round trip on the Fogota, but seeing
the terrible sufferings the woman en-
dured and the terrible condition she
was in, forbore going to a patient
who would have paid him. well and
attended to the woman. He said it
was the most desperate case of burn-
ing he ever'saw. The woman's back
is roasted, and about two pounds of
dead flesh was taken off by the doc-
tor as the ship came along. Not much
could be dome for her at Tilt Cove,
and the wonder is that without ex-
pert treatment the woman lived. Ac-
tuated by purely humane motives Dr.
I.eslie took charge of the case and
he deserves some remuneration from
the Government for so doing. Hon.
J. C. Crosbie and Mr. Coaker were
wired from Herring Neck to look after
this and other patients on landing,
and these gentlemen did all in their
power for them.

The Fogota Here.

Fogota, Capt. B. Barbour,
arrived here from the north at 6.30
a.m. to-day.
