The Home Rule debate in the House 
of Commons yesterday developed no­
thing new. The Unionists moved the 
rejection of the second reading of the 
Home Rule Bill. Sir Edward Grey 
spoke for the Government. He stat­
ed the Government adhered to the 
Ifosition that they were not prepared 
to make any concession beyond six 
years’ exclusion of the Ulster coun­
ties from the operation of the hill as 
offered by Mr. Asquith. This to our 
mind is regrettable. It wjoukH be 
far better to give each coimty the op­
tion of staying out as long as it liked, 
while it would be all right to oall up­
on it to say whether or not it would 
come in at the end of six years. His 
reference to a General Election com­
ing on before the question of Ulster 
could arise IrtSUis’UbtUing'tnore than 
within the next six years a general 
election must come, and if the Union­
ists win, they could make provision 
for dissentient counties staying out 
as long as possible. If the Unionists 
did not win, these counties must come 
in automatically. We do not see how 
the Government can adhere to this at­
titude, and we shall be surprised if 
they do not change it. The whole 
situation appears as if both sides are 
lining up for a final bargining for a 
settlement. Sir Edward Grey's refer­
ence to the need of a federal system 
and his offer to consider an imme­
diate general election on the terms of 
the passage certain bills show that 
the Government has not given up the 
idea of making a hard bargain. Sir 
Edward was, however, properly firm 
in his pronouncement that if there 
was any insurrection or if any at­
tempt was made to set up a Pro­
visional Government, the army would 
be called upon to put down such acts 
of rebellion.

ind unprecedented, and express ad­
miration for his boldness and cour­
age, which, they believe, will touch 
the imagination of the country, and 
restore the Government’s prestige.

The Daily Chronicle declares that 
the Premier’s assumption of control j 
Df the War Office is a plain intimation 
to all concerned, that the Government 
is determined that the civil power 
must prevail in conflict with the mili­
tary ; d}id adds: “In Mr. Asquith the 
Imperial sovereignty of Parliament, 
md the outraged sanctity of civil 
freedom have the strongest champion 
available.”

The apprehension raised in the 
minds of the Unionist Party, at the 
way Liberals imd Laborites have seiz­
ed on the election cry of “Parliament 
versus Army,” is illustrated by an 
editorial in the Times, warmly prais­
ing Asquith for having done the right 
thing ig taking the War Office. The 
Times says: “We welcome the pros­
pect of bringing back these unhappy 
controversies, from issues involved 
in the jjkrmy, to their proper sphere 
in political wrangles, and most de­
voutly desire that they be left out of 
them. Now that Asquith is next to 
the King, and at the head of the Army 
and administration he owes a new 
and special duty to the Army, namely 
to shield it from the wanton attempts 
of his own lieutenants and his allies 
in the Labor and Nationalist camps, 
to raise a new electioneering cry of 
Army against People.”

Yesterday's Snow Storm.Every Town And
Village in Canada.THE HERALDS OF SPRING The worst snow storm for the sea­

son, and probably one of the worst 
felt in the city for many years, visit­
ed us yesterday. The storm came on 
early yesterday with a light south­
east wind accompanied by snow- 
squalls, which gradually increased 
towards noon, when the wind increas­
ing in velocity and veering more 
from the north indicated that the 
squalls of the morning had developed 
Into a regular blizzard. Business 
was practically suspended along the 
water front, and early in the after­
noon the street cars were forced to 
stop as ban,ks of snow, heavier than 
for any time during the winter, were 
piled along the track. Towards even­
ing the streets were practically de­
serted, and at night the attendance at 
the clubs and theatres was the 
smallest for many months. A very 
small congregation attended the dif­
ferent churches last night, and great 
lifficulty was experienced in climb­
ing Garrison Hill. In the harbor a 
heavy undertow was running and ves­
sels moored in the stream had to put 
rut extra anchors. The landing 
stage in Àyre & Sons Cove was 
smashed in pieces by the waves. 
Huge seas broke across the Narrows 
naking it impossible for shipping to 
inter or leave port. The storm was 
nore severe along the line of railway 
’han in the city, and as a result prac- 
ically all the trains were tied up. 
The telegraph lines worked well dur- 
ng the storm which is rather unus- 
lal, and from advices from many of 

‘.he offices we learn that the snowfall 
was the greatest for the winter. 
\bout midnight the storm abated 
up the country, but it continued to 
drift until about nine o’clock this 
morning. So far is we can ascertain 
no serious damage has been reported.

LONDON, March 31.
Basing their attack on Asquith’s 

resignation the Unionists renewed 
their assault on the Govenment to­
day, when the Home Rule Bill came 
up for its second reading. Waitei 
Long, leading the debate for the Un­
ionists, moved the rejection of the 
measure. He Indicated that the Un­
ionists had decided to adopt new tac­
tics. when he said that it was a ques­
tion whether the opposition ought to 
continue the debate in the Prime 
Minister’s absence.

The promise of a violent debate 
had attracted large crowds. When 
Sir Edward Grey arose, in the place 
of Asquith, to speak on behalf of thé 
Government, he was cheered by the 
Liberals. In answer to a question 
from the floor, he replied that the 
Government had not given any writ­
ten guarantee to John Redmond that 
the Home Rule Bill would be passed 
without an appeal to the people 
through the medium of a gênerai 
election. Such a report had beeg cir­
culated before the Commons aipem- 
bled. He said that Ministers are. not 
prepared to make any concession be­
yond six years’ exclusion of the iUl­
ster counties from the operation of 
the bill as offered by Mr. Asquith. 
Each country must, he said, settle 
the question at the end of that time. 
Meanwhile the question of Ulster 
could not ariçe until after a general 
election, but if there were sporadic 
outbursts in that province, force must 
be used, and if any attempt be made 
t@ set up a provisional government, 
to defy the Imperial Parliament, the 
Army would be called on. He be­
lieved that if the difficulty was not 
solved by the introduction of a fed­
eral system, the country would go 
under .through the inability of Parlia­
ment to transact business. If, he ad­
ded, an election could be assured on 
terms of securing the abolition of 
Plural Voting Bill, and the placing 
of the Home Rule and Welsh Dises­
tablishment Bills on the Statute 
Book, the method would be worthy of 
consideration. The

Foreign Secre­
tary’s suggestion as to a federal sys­
tem was received by the House with 
marked attention.

It is reported from Dublin that Mr. 
Asquith will be opposed in the elec­
tion at East Fife by James Larkin, 
who, as head of the Transport Work­
ers’ Union, was leader in the Dublin 
strike last autumn ; and in connec­
tion with which he was sentenced to 
seven months’ imprisonment for in­
citing to riot last October, but was 
later released.

Lord Morley, of Blac.kburn, Presi­
dent of the Council, has abandoned 
his intention of resigning, and has so 
intimated to tile House of Lords. At
the Cabinet meeting the strongest
pressure was brought to bear on him
not to add to his colleagues’ difficul­
ties.

In the House of Commons, last 
night, F. E. Smith, one of the chief 
supporters of Carson, endeavored to 
take up the pre-arranged plan of op­
position, and attack the Government 
on the Army question. His speech, 
however, fell flat under the new con­
ditions, the only striking sentence be­
ing where he declared that Unionists 
were prepared to go to all lengths 
rather than see Home Rule forced on 
Ulster, whatever the consequences, 
civil war or any other cataclysm that 
might dismember the whole Empire. 
The Unionist party would support 
Ulster whatever the consequences 
might be. This is the first time that 
anyone has gone to such lengths, and 
the papers have seized the opportun­
ity for long articles. The Evening 
News goes to the length of saying 
that, the cry of the Army or the peo­
ple, is raised to hide the failure of 
the Insurance Act.

It seems impossible that the Gov­
ernment can hold on much longer, 
but it seems equally certain that the 
opposition will fall in the pit which 
they have digged for themselves, and 
that the campaign will be chiefly 
fought on the lines as to whether 
Parliament and King, or Army is to 
rule, with the election outlook for the 
Government much better than a fort­
night ago.

It has not yet been decided whether 
the Unionists will contest Asquith’s 
seat. A large section of Unionists is 
in favor of allowing the Premier’s 
re-election without opposition, which 
would permit his return to the Gom­
mons a week earlier than if opposed.

The Daily Mail and other Unionist 
papers accuse( the Premier <?f run­
ning away deliberately and taking 
the course he adopted in order to be 
able for a fortnight to avoid ques-

Docker-Dramatist’s Rebuke to Hi
Critics.-—Reply to Pulpit Attack.
Mr. James Sexton, the Liverpool 

city councillor, Justice of the Peace 
and well known trade union leader 
has been taking his critics to tasl 
over his new Labor play, “The Riot 
Act.”

Speaking at Liverpool recently, tr 
a large meeting, among whom wer< 
several suffragettes. Mr. Sexton said 
“For staging ‘The Riot Act’ X hav- 
been accused of pandering to tin 
smiles and vanity of the privilege* 
class and ridiculing men whose hard 
earned pence rescued me front com 
mon-place obscurity.

“The criticism is from the pulpit; i 
is more worthy of some itinerant lec­
turer on the Wellington monument 
‘The Riot Act’ is an accusatioi 
against the present state of society 
and an object lesson preached fron 
the stage to the privileged class.”

The docker-playwright added that 
there were incidents in the drama tr 
which some exception might be tak 
en. but that was no reason why he 
should be subjected to foul and per­
sonal abuse from a quarter that he 
least expected.

He admitted that the play was 
merely founded on incidents that 
happened in 1911, but denied that the 
Strike Committee as represented on 
the stage represented the original 
Strike Committee.

Regarding the suffragist objections, 
he said he would see that mention of 
the W.S.P.U. in the play was elim­
inated before it went on tour.

Celebrated English Jurist Retires 
From $he Bench—Sporting Justice, 
Who ^ns Described jts the Most 
Popular Man at, the British Bar,! 
Has Been Equally Well Liked in the 
Judiciary and is the Hero of Many 
a Funhy Story—A Born Poacher.
In ttie retirement through ill- 

health, of Mr. Justice Bucknill, the 
English ?Bench loses one of its most 
distinguished ornaments, a judge who 
has discharged his duties with zeal 
and ability, and who has won the re­
spect otf everyone who appeared be­
fore him. He has always been what 
Is known as a lenient criminal judge, 
his sentences never erring on the 
side of severity, and in one instance 
only has an appeal from him to the 
Court of Criminal Appeal succeeded, 
and that resulted merely in a slight 
reduction of sentence. Sir Thomas 
Bucknill. who is 69, has been a judge 
of the Ring's Bench Division of the 
High Court of Justice since 1899.

“If I were asked to decide who is 
the most popular man at the Bar,” 
the late Sir Frank Lockwood once 
laid, “I should say Tommy Bucknill.” 
This popularity he maintained to the 
Full on the Bench, as, indeed, in ev­
ery circlp in which he has turned. Sir 
Thomas Bucknill has been a thor­
ough sportsman ; not even the late 
Mr. Justice Grantham had better 
claim to be called a “sporting judge.”

For many years he was a well- 
known figure on many race-courses.
md none was more familiar at the 
Bar Peint-to-PoInt Steeplechases.

, Vet with- all his devotion to the sport
he himself has declared that he nev­
er made a bet. Fishing, among other 
sports, he was also keen on. and he 
recently described himself as a born 
ooacher. Once in Wales be showed a 
friend how to “tickle” trout. His 
movements were watched by a local 
lad, and on returning to the neigh­
borhood the following year he was 
fold the iboy was in prison for “tick­
ling” trout. During one long vaca- 
ion he happened to be acting as Va­

cation Jutlge. and accordingly was 
available to deal with urgent matters 

-either at his home or in Chambers. 
His homc$|'s at Epsom—he once sat 
for the Epsom Division in Parliament 
—and one day, during this .particular 
vacation, he was out shooting when 
be was accosted by two legal gentle­
men, and there and then granted an 
interim injunction in a certain pend­
ing action.^ Weeks later the action 
'ante on' fcflf trial,- and one of the 
-ounsel engaged remarked that his 
•ordship might possibly recollect, that 
his was the case in which he grant­
'd an injunction when out shooting.

“Yes. I do.” was the reply, “for I 
i earl y killed a pheasant, a barrister, 
and a solicitor with one shot.”

Once again Mr. Justice Bucknill 
vas similarly- interrupted when act- 

!ng as vacation judge, but the recrea- 
ion in which ghe was then indulging 
was golf. In his whimsical style be 
old the story to the Croydon Cham­

ber of Commerce thus:
“I had iutinAted that I might he 

found at home t between twelve and 
two. One day,1 shortly before the 
stroke of twelve, I went to the golf 
club, and was about to drive off a 
ball, when J heard a voice behind me 
calling. ‘Mr. Justice Bucknill! Mr. 
Justice Bucknill ! ’ I then saw two 
gentlemen in high hats and with brief 
bags. I held a court there on the 
Downs and gave somebody an injunc­
tion which he did not deserve, for he 
put me off my stroke.”

His lordship's humor once had ex­
ercise in the perpetration of a harm- 
'ess and delightful practical joke. He 
was in the mood wliçn on circuit to 
give a dinner to the members of bis 
police escort, who. when they arrived 
at the dining place and proceeded to 
take their places at the tables, found 
themselves sandwiched in between 
members of the Bar. Neither coun­
sel nor officers knew that the others 
had been invited, and probably to 
that was fnainly due the complete 
success of the gathering.

Some time ago a reporter In Wales 
took his 10-year-old son to the As­
sizes, at which Mr. Justice Bucknill 
was presiding. The boy’s interest in 
his father’s work attracted the atten­
tion of the judge, who sent a note 
from the Bench addressed to “The 
Little Boy by the Table,” which read: 
“I see a nice boy watching his father, 
and I send him a shilling for his mon­
ey hope.—T. T. Bucknill.”
