HOW OUR “SOUND-SHIPS” HELP
MARINERS.

WHAT ARE WE BID?

lighthouses, but also by a large num-

ber of lightships. Mariners are warned

off dangerous sands, such as the Good-
wins, or the Sunk, by lightships.

Now there are more wrecks in fogs
than in storms, and in fogs lights, of
icourse, are useless. Warnings in
thick weather have to be given, and
are given entirely by sound signals,
and the so-called lightships might
really be better designated sound-

ships.

In earlier days lightships were pro-
vided with bells and, sometimes,
'gongs. To-day the methods employed '

for producing ‘warning sounds are
, most ‘various and interesting. The
usual form is the syren. By steam
! power air is blown through a number
of metal trumpets, and the sound is
collected and intensified in a very in-
genious fashion by means of what is
called the “mushroom” trumpet.: " The
mushroom trumpet distributes . the
sound equally in all directions.

The North Goodwin lightship has a
tremendously powerful syren which
sounds a high and a low note in quick
succession, followed by a silence of
52 seconds. The sea-captain groping
in a fog can tell what lightship he is
approaching b ythe mnature of its
werning sound :

Some lightships use a hand horn.
On these, when a ship is heard
aproaching, the intervals between the
sounds are shortened as the ship
aproaches. If she comes dangerously
near, the horn is blown continuously.

The submarine telephone is being
fitted to many lightships, but is use-
ful only to such merchant ships as are
fitted with receivers. To such it is
invaluable, for water conveys sound
to greater (istances and more
accurately than air.

Shall We Blow Up ?

Yolcanoes That Return to Life.

About a year ago something hap-

pened which but for the war, would
have caused a considerable stir all
over the world.

Mount Elburz, the tallest peak of

the Caucasus suddenly burst into

eruption. Scientists knew that Elburz
was originally a volcano, but Elburz
had been dead a million years, and
geologists would have been no more

surprised if the Malvern Hills had

suddenly begun to fling out steam and
lava.
A Second Innings.

Mount Elburz is not the only vol-
cano which has had. a second “in-
nings.” Shasta, in Northern Califor-
nia, which has been extinct so long
that its great head and sides were
simply buried in glaciers woke up not
long ago with serious results. -Bar-
ren Island, in the Bay of Bengal, per-
formed in similar fashion, and Mount
Vesuvius is a comparatively new vol-
cano standing on the site of the long
extinct Mount Somma.

The fact is that we have no guar-
antee that any volcano is really ex-
tinct, and as we do not:as.a rule as-
sociate the British Isles. with. vol-
canoes, yet it is true that a great
part of our country is purely volcanic,
and that wé have a very fine selec-
tion of extinct volcanoes all over the
country.

Brent Tor, that queer pointed hill
on the western edge of Dartmoor, is
purely a volcanic one, and all those
strange tors of the moor .itself are
made of igneous, or fiery, rock. Far-
ther north we have the Malvern Hills,
which are old volcanoes.

That pic-
ture of the daring shipmates dropping
the under-carriage which was used in
making the start and would have
served to make a landing in Ireland
safe, and sweeping out to sea above
the Newfoundland cliffs, resolved to
do or die on the sea and take the risk
of disaster if they ever reached Ire-
land, will live in the memory. The
risk was desperate, but the spirit was
the spirit that is stronger than fears
of the flesh and triumphs over it, so
that full success becomes of minor im-
portance when the record is made up.

If, as now seems apparent, they fell
short by only a few miles, their feat
is hardly less remarkable than if they
had actually reached Ireland. They
have come nearer to accomplishing a
‘“transatlantic flight” (the term is
somewhat ambiguous) than any one
else, and have established a distance
record for non-stop flying. It is to be
hoped that the eleventh-hour succor
sent-by the Admiralty will have been
in time to save hoth men alive and in
good health.—N. Y. Times.

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WELCOME NEWS.

Hawker and Grleve are safe.
Buch was the welcome news
flashed around the world on
Sunday, bringing to all peoples
and nations interested in the
great flight a message that
caused them intense satisfac-
tion and pleasure. The obituar-
ies of the gallant aviators had
nlmost been written, but that
ray of hope which is ever pre-
dominant, even when misfor-
tunes are at their worst, lit up
the darkness of doubt, and
though everyone feared that the
Inevitable had happened there
was d feeling that some good
news would come, from some-
where, that the fliers had been
rescued from whatever peril en-
rompassed them. And so it has
been. They are safe and re-
celving the hearty congratula-
Hons of their friends on their
marvellous escape from almost
pertain doom. Newfoundland
joins in the universal rejoicing
that two dauntless lives have
been spared, two heroic mortals
snatched from the jaws of
Reath. In the full flush of man-
hood and with their minds fixed
»n achieving victory over aerial
zpace, they left us, and almost
was the prize within their grasp,
when one of those complications,
which are sometimes foreseen,
but not always possible to guard
against, occurred and ‘he com-
plete measure of final success
was taken from their grasp.
Another few heurs and the goal
would have heen reached, the
great adventure safely accom-
plished and the victors acclaim-
ed with the plaudits of the mil-
lions whose e7es were fixed on
the air route of the Sopwith bi-
plane. TUnfertunately the pur-
pose of Hawker and Grieve was
defeated kut the men them-
selves, we believe are undismay-
ed and undaunted. The experi-
ence gained by them on this
trial flight, as it were, will be in-
valuable in making prepara-
tions for future attempts, at-
tempts which will not be frus-

trated because of disaster over-
taking the initial one.

The Danish steamer “Mary”
which rescued the ill-fated
aviators is honored by the
chance given her by fate to be
pear the spot where they were
forced to descend, and her sig-
nal to the Butt of Lewis, “Sav-
ed all hands Sopwith aeroplane”
is as brief a message of joy as
ever electrified a world which
feared and hoped alternately.
The Mary is immortalised by
her Captain’s short but mo-
mentous sentence which the sig-
naller on Scotias most norther-
ly point read from the string of
flags hoisted by the rescue ship.

To the brave - woman who
waited, believing that all was
well and refusing to be oppress-
ed or convinced by the' almost
positive evidence of the loss of
her husband, this message came
when hope was at the vanish-
ing point, but her confidence
was supreme and unshaken in
the darkest hour. Now she has
her reward in the glorious know-
ledge that he for whom an Em-
pire draped itself in mourning,
is not lost but found, is not dead
but alive. Let us leave her with
her wonderful happiness and
learn a lesson in unshaken cour-
age from her splendid optimism.

POLITICS.

The political events of the
past week have moved with
such bewildering rapidity that
it has almost been impossible to
follow their course. One thing
stands out very prominently
however, and that is that Sir
Michael Cashin has formed a
Government of such strength
that its defeat in the House
need not be considered for a mo-
ment. The personnel of the
new Executive, completed yes-
terday, is a strong and repre-
sentative one, comprising as a
whole some of the best elements
of the political parties of the
past.

Following this formation of
an entirely new administration
out of old components it is to be
expected that a pronouncement,
either for or against, be made
by the Telegram. No people or
press can have followed the
trend of recent politics without
having formed an opinion of
the course to adopt—approval
or opposition.

So far as the Telegram is con-
cerned it is willing to accept the
present Government on its
merits, and judge it by its re-
cord of legislative proposals and
progress between now and elec-
tion time. There is no need, at
the moment, to confuse or ob-
scure the issue and with the
present declaration we trust
that our position is perfectly
clear.

Currie and Piccott yesterday the Cab-
inet is now complete.

W. F. Coaker, member for Twillin-
gate promised to treat' the Assembly
to a sensation at to-day’s session.
That there is ample material on both
sides to make a spicy sitting this
afternoon is well known and when
Greek meets Greek, in this instance
Messrs. Coaker and Stone, th:re will
be a war of words unsurp:ssed in the
history of our local Parliament, with
the advantage in favor of Mr. Stone,
who has something up his sleeve,
which he will use with effect.

Men Drowned.

Inspector General Hutchings re-
ceived a message from Constable
Sheppard, of Grand Bank, last even-
ing stating that the schr. James N.
Stanley, owned by S. Harris, Ltd., of
that place, had arrived there and re-
ported the loss of two of her crew
while fishing on the Grand Banks.
The unfortunate men belonged to
Jacques Fontaine, Fortune Bay, and
were drowned from their dory on the
16th inst.

Interesting Letter.

From a correspondent we have re-
ceived the following intensely inter-
esting letter, publigshed in the New
York Times of recent date, and which
it gives us great pleasure to reprint.

NEWFOUNDLAND.

A Native Gives ¥uformation About
That Just Now Prominent Island.

To the Editor of The New York Times.

I usually read with pleasure your
editorial page. In this morning’s is-
sue, however, I find a discordant note,
perhaps because you are discussing
something with which I am familiar
and you obviously are not. Discuss-
ing the accident to the two boys
whose curiosity led them too near to
the “Blimp” C-5 in Newfoundland, and
continuing to a more or less general
—though brief—discussion of New-
foundland and Newfoundlanders, you
say “the islanders, in spite of their
isolation, are far from unsophisticat-
ed, for the men all go to sea and the
women go to America, by which they
mean Boston.”

The men do not by any means all
go to sea. The industries of the is-
land are so varied as to include, as
well as fishermen, such widely differ-
ent occupations as mining, farming,
quarrying, paper and pulp making,
hunting and trapping, logging and
lumbering, shipbuilding, and of

.| course all the numerous commercial

enterprises which are the mnecessary
corollary of the aforementioned. As
to the women all going to America, by
which they mean Boston, it is per-
haps true that a small percentage of
Newfoundland women of the servant
girl class do come to this country.
Your statement is about as accurrate
as it would be to say that all the wo-
men of America work on farms and
in sweatshops.

Again, referring to the Newfound-
land climate, you say “the climate is
always Winter except for a brief an-
nual mitigation at the time when it is
Summer in lower latitudes,” Obvious-
ly you have never been in Newfound-
land between May and October. I can
assure you, since I was born in New-
foundland and lived thers nearly
thirty years, that its Summer climate
is altogether delightful, with rare ex-
ceptions.

Many thousands of sportsmen and
tourists from this country as well as
England go there every Summer, and
the country has become known as the
“sportsmen’s paradise.” Try it just
one Summer and then come back and
write about it. Or if, perchance, you
have been’there for a brief visit and
found it unpleasant, reflect that a
Newfoundlander who had spent the
past two weeks, and only those, in
New York would have anything but a
flattering opinion of New York Spring
weather,

While it is noted that there has
been some business in Newfoundland
Scotch cured herring during the past
week, the market has favored the
buyer to such an extent that there
has been little desire on the uart of
merchants to market their stocks.
The condition .of the market during
the season has steadily grown worse
in the trade opinion, because of un-
warranted extortion on the part of
the retailer. It is pointed out that
Newfoundland herring sold in the
trade at say $20 per barrel to the
jobber and resold perhaps at $25 to
the retailer, is being marketed in New
York city to consumers in some
instances as high as $75@100 per
barrel. A typical case is cited in the
trade where a retailer actually pur-
chased at $30. There are about 700
fish to the barrel, and the fish at this
price cost the retailer a little more
than 4 cents apiece. They were sold
at‘from 10 to 15 cents apiece, and the
retailer’s profit was at the lowest
czlculation $30. This, according to
factors in the trade, has restricted
the demand, for the uneconomy of
purchasing herring at this ptice is
obvious. There are a few lots of
fancy Newfoundland herring in New
York hands, and these have bheen
bringing as high $24 in some in-
small quantities.— Y.

It
was not by accident that the pilot of
this sublime insanity was one of that
South Sea breed which had 317,000
casualties out of 400,000 of its men
engaged in the late war, and which
lost in all its battles only 438 prison-
ers. It took a man of such antece-
dents to sit unwaveringly hour aftor
hour in the darkness, above the roar-
ing Atlantic, holding his little bird
craft irm on her course, knowing,
and knowing that his companion
knew, that they had only the barest
fighting chance.

The American expedition will give
the world more of scientific value.
Hawker has not shown that it is ad-
visable to throw every precaution lit-
erally to the winds and try to cross
the Atlantic with death riding in the
gale behind. But these two young
men, Hawker and Grieve, have done
better than make a sober addition to
the science of flying—they have givén
us a lesson in the art of Iliving and
dying. How pitiful our daily precan-
tions, our comfortable provisions
against penury and old age, our dam-
nable prudence, in the-light of such.a
spirit as was in these men. They
have not glorified a country; they
have enriched mankind.—The Globe
(New York.)

Blood is of Four Sorts.

WHAT KIND HAVE YOU?

Transfusion of blood from one per-
son to another is a very ancient prac-
tice in surgery, and has saved many
lives during the Great War.

But it does not follow that, because
you are a healthy person, your blood
would be useful to a- man who had
been wounded, and had lost a lot of
blood by haemorrhage. ‘It has been
discovered that all human beings over
one year old can be classified as re-
gards the quality of their blood into
four classes.

These classes have nothing to do
with races or nations. A negro, a
Chinaman, and a white man may all
belong to the same class, or four
English people may represent four
different classes.

The doctor must know what sort of
blood the giver possesses before in-
jecting it into the veins of another.
If not, the results may be dangerous,
even fatal to the recipient. Blood
transference is, however, always a
rather risky operation, for there is
the chance of a blood clot forming
auring the process, and there is no
need to explain the peril of a blood
clot in the veins.

The knowledge of this fact is caus-
ing doctors to rely on a saline solu-
tion for injection than upon blood. A
persen who is dying from haemorr-
hage is not suffering because he has
not enough red corpuscles, but simply
because there is not enough fluid in
his veins to keep the heart pumping.
The result is that warm salt and
water will do the trick. Modern prac-
tice is to add to the salt and water a
six per cent. solution of gum arabic.
The gum represents in a way the
serum which is the base of all blood.

If you inject blood from one ani-
mal into the veins of another of a dif-
ferent sort, the blood of the former is
rapidly destroyed and is in any case
completely useless to the recipient.

This thing of cultivation is
more or less spoken of by garden
writers, but not half enough.

A seed or a tender seedling cannot
| Prosper when it is cutting its throat
on the razor edge of a clod. The baby
sprout, trying to push up from  its
grave into its brief but fruitful heav-
en, needs a St. Peter at the gate to
prepare the way.

Only a weed will flourish in hard
pan, or along the baked road. Culti-
vate after every rain, .after every
shower; cultivate whenever you get
through irrigating.

Not only must your garden be clear
of all weeds, but the soil must be
kept as fine as dust. This brings
light and air and =oil food to: the
plants. It allows the sub-surface
moisture to reach up and bathe the
roots of the tenderlings.

When in doubt, cultivate; a cultiva-
tion is usually better than an irriga-
tion,” and two-thirds of the fertiliza~
tion in the garden could be dispensed
with if the hoe was & daily visitor.

Cultivate lightly, stir but the top
two inches of the soil, but stir it thor-
oughly and frequently.

Paste this around your hoe handle,
and hang the hoe over your bed.—
Vancouver Sun.

From Guns to Gannets.

The Royal Society for the Protex
tion of Birds has suggested that the
island of Heligoland shall be set
apart as a sanctuary for birds, and
the scheme if it can be worked, will
be an excellent one.

For this little island has been
celebrated for many years among bird
lovers as the visiting place of more
different kinds of birds than any
other island in the Northers Hemis-
phere.

Its wonderful record includes no
fewer than three hundred and ninety-
six different sorts, and it is universal-
ly allowed to be the finest spot in Eu-
rope for the observation of the mi-
gration of birds.

The reason is this.
right in the track of the most im-
portant migration routes of the
Eastern Hemisphere. Being twenty
miles from the nearest land, and be-
ing also the sole remains of what was
once a great tract of country, it
offers not only a good land mark, but
also a resting place for the weary
wanders on- their long journeys
north or south.

Birds arec mcst plentiful in Heligo-
land during the autumn migration,
wvhen the birds that have been resting
up in the Far North are on their way
south to warmer climates.

Three different flight lines join at
Iieligoland. The visitors come from
Scandinavia, Denmark, and North
Germany. Practically all cross the
North Sea to England, arriving on the
coasts of Yorkshire and of Norfolk.

The death roll is terrible. Basket-
fuls of birds are picked up dead under
the great Heligoland lighthouse after
a dark night during the season of
migration.

Scrapped Titles.

We’ll all be Commoners Soon.

Lenin and Company have abolished
all titles of every description in Rus-
sia, and now Bavaria has done the
same. It is many years since France
created any new peers, and the same
may be said for Norway, Sweden,
Denmark and Switzerland.

Hereditary titles do not exist in any
part of the New World, and ours is
now the only country left which pos-
sesses an Upper House entirely com-
posed of hereditary peers.

In Spain and Italy, both countries
where titles still are plentiful, the
Senators are named by the Sovereign
and sit for life; in most other coun-
tries the Upper House is elected, like
the Lower. "

There still exist in France five
different ranks or grades of nobility,
just as we have. Before the. Revolu-
tion of 1789 there were no fewer than
nine grades,—which began with the
King, who stood by himself— and end-
ed with noblesse de finance, the sort
of title that was bought for money.

But the French are more - sensible
than ourselves. Any French nobleman
is merely “Monsieur.” There is no
addition of “Grace,” ‘“Most Honour-
able,” “Right Honourable,” and so on.

Lieut. Gen. -Sir Robert 8. S. Baden-
Powell, who has come to this country
to stimulate interest in the organiza~
ticn of the Girl Scouts of Americs,
gaid recently that he believed one
of the best guarantées of the idea of

‘| the League of Nations would be uni-

versal interest tn the boy and girl
scout movement in  all countries,
General Baden-Powell originated the
scout movement in England in 1908,
after he had retired from active ser-
vice in the English army. :

“If peoples threughout the world
were in real accord, and a real per-
sonal sympathy, based upon know-

{sted among them, the possibilities of
wars would be greatly reduced.,”
said 8ir Robert.

“There has been no way of bringing
peoples and nations together, and
much of the lack of sympathy and
understanding has been due to lack
of knowledge. The success of the
League of Nations, of the co-opera-
tion of countries of civilization and
the preservation of peace, in the
future, will depend largely upon the
ideas inculcated in the younger gen-
eration to-day.

“The boy and girl scout organiza~
tions stimulate interest in-the ideals
and ideas of other peoples, and we
have boys in England and in this
country writing letters to boys in
China, 'Japan and other countries,
and, in that way, becoming acquaint-
ed with them, their customs and
ideals. That is ope of the funda-
mentals of the success of the League
of Nations.”

Although General Baden-Powell,
one of the originators of the hoy
scout movement, ‘does not contem-
plate the organization of an inter-
national society mow, he considers
that such a movement probably will
follow in the allied countries within
a few years. Speaking of the ideals
of the movement, he said it was the
intention of the leaders to stimulate
the personal initiative of each mem-
ber so that he would be anxious to
lcarn and to train himself, in opposi-
tion to the German method of thrus-
ting ideas and systems upon the
children despite their natural in-
clination.

During the war the English Boy
Scouts and the girls’ organization,
called the Girl Guides, contributed
greatly to the defence of the coun-
try and to the comfort of the soldiers
and sailors, General Baden-Powell
said. Within two days after the be-
ginning of the war they had taken
the places of 30,000 members of the
Coast Guard and throughout the war
kept a continuous watch for air
raiders and submarines off the
coast. Their activities resulted
in the capture and destruction of at
least four submarines. General
Baden-Powell said, and timely warn-
ings to the cities in several air raids.
Members of the crews of watchers
reccived rewards for sighting sub-
marines and hostile craft.

Members of the organizations also
were detailed to duty on all the ships
of the Grand Fleet and the auxiliary
fleets as signallers, cooks and od-
derlies. As soon as the boys pagsed
18 they enlisted in the Royal Navy
or the Army. They served also as
messengers in the Admiralty and
War Offices, collected magazines for
the soldiers, made bandages and did
many other tasks so that men of
military age might be released for
service. They maintained several
huts at the front and frequently aid-
ed the ambulance service.

Animal Martyrs.

Innocent Creatures’ Hard Lot

Thousands of monkeys to-day are
being inoculated with influensa germs,
in order that doctors may study the
progress of the disease and discover
remedies to stay its dreaded course.

Most people will agree that it is
justifiable to subject these animals to
suffering in order to safeguard hu-
man life. But during the war, thous-
ands of animals were condemned to
oruel deaths -0 that scientists could
discover the most efficacious means
of destroying human life.

Poison Gas Viectims.

Both in Germany and in this coun-
try the scientists who brought the
horrible art of poison gas'to per-
fection experimented upen dogs, don-
keys, cats, and other animals, and
judged by its results on these dumb
creatures whether it was calculated
te destroy human life with sufficient
certainty to justify its use,

slaughtered in the war, great num-
bers of guinea pigs, white mice, aing-
ing birds, and owls have been offered
up as sacrifiees to safeguard soldiers.

Even when actual cruel~
ty is not employed by their exhibit-
ors in trainnig them, their existence
under unnatural conditions is best
described as “martyrdom.”

Performing monkeys seldom live
more than a few months. Many of
them die of fright while being train-
ed, and it is consequently necessary
for trainers to keep a large-number
of animal understndies.

Performing birds are often taught
by starvation. How many are aware
that the pretty doves that fly when
released to the bespangled artiste,
and form themselves into geometrigal
patterns on her head and out-stretch-
ed arms, are often the sole survivors
of hundreds which have heen starved
and then only fed when they perched
upon an exwt spot on their- mm
arms. :

A duel with deadly germs was seri-
ously proposed by a Chicago physician
in 1916. -The preliminaries were ar-
ranged, but at the last moment <he
challenged party shrank from the cr-
deal. '

Even this seemingly novel method
of settling an affair of honour, how-
ever, merely serves to show that in
reality there is nothing new under the
sun. For so long ago as the latter
part of the eighteenth century, that
prince of charlatans, Count Caglios-
tro, proposed a duel with poisoned
pills. The trouble arose because ne
had called a physician a quack.

Cagliostro, on the ground that “a
medical controversy should be settled
in a medical manner,” proposed that
two pills, one deadly, the other harm-
less, should be put in a box and shak-
en up. Each was to draw a pill and
swallow it.

In due course the duel came off.
Cagliostro lived, the other man di=d.
From what we know of Cagliostro’s
character, it is highly probable that
this result was a foregone conclusion.
He was a clever sleight-of-hand per-
former, and thoroughly unscrubulous.

Some years before the war an Am-
erican student in Paris, challenged by
a Frenchman, chose as his weapon—
baseballs. There was immense jeer-
ing, and the American was accused of
everything from insanity to coward-

no one could possibly be hurt by a
baseball.

But the American, taking his stand
at pitcher’s distance, threw with such
force and accuracy that the flying
sphere struck his opponent between
the eyes and laid him out flat, though
he recovered later on.

There was, however, a duel with
billiard balls in 1843 in which a man
was killed. Two French officers namn-
ed Lenfant and Mellant quarrelled in
a Parisian cafe over a game of bil-
liards. A duel on the spot was agreed
upon, billiard balls to be the weapons.
Lots were drawn to see who should
have - first throw. Mellan{ won, 21d
threw with such good aim and force,
that Lefant, struck on the temple, rell
dead.

At least two duels have been fougat
under water. One of these had a fa-
tal termination.

1t occurred between two divers who
were at work on a wreck in Chesa-
peake Bay, U.S.A,, in 1865. They wers
both in love with the same girl, and
coming unexpectedly face to face he-
neath the surface they agreed by sigas
to fight it out then and there, using
as weapons the. long, keen-bladed
knives which all divers carry. After
a thrilling encounter one of the duel-
lists severed the air-tube of the other,
and he was drowned.

100,000 Pounds
for Butterflies.

———

PREVENTED FROM LEAVING.
WASHINGTON, May 21.

James Joicey, of Witley, who, it
transpired recently, had been spend-
ing £10,000 a year on butterflies, is by
no means singular in this peculiar
kind of extravagance.

There are at least a dozen private
collections in England which have
cost their owners from £20,000 to
.£50,000, and that belonging to Lord
Rothschild probably cost fully £100~
000.

Many rare . African species are
priced at from £20 to £25 the pair
in dealers’ catalogues, and some few
individual insects run as high as fifty
guineas apiece.

Even bigger sums aré paid by en-
thusiastic collectors for what may be
termed freak butterflies, as for in-
stance, when an insect has one side
marked with the colours of the male,
and the other with that of the female.

‘But the huge sums expended by
wealthy entomologists in improving

@ land completing their collections go

mostly into the pockets of the pro-
fessional butterfly-hunters, who are
sent into every cormer of the known
world to seek out and catch new or
rare species.

Australia and New Zealand are much |

superior to those in Canada—that in
those countries the success of the
adoption in a broad way of public
ownership and public administration
of utilities and industries has proven
such a great success that we are yet
Governmental “dark ages.”
However, we find that in Australia
there is much difference of opinion as
to how the advanced ideas and pro-
gressive experiments are working
out. An examination into the actual
position of the financial affairs of the
Commonwealth reveals conditions
which are causing serious apprehen-
sion on the part of those able to ap-
preciate where the trend of develop-
ments is leading.

Even with the mass of people it is
doubtful if the Governmental system
is very popular to judge from the
Jarge number of strikes and other
manifestations of labour unrest, but
it will be readily appreciated that it
is difficult to judge of the relations of
a.  Government and the people when
that Government has in its control an
army of 236,000 voters, representing
one in ten of the adults of the whole
country.

It is on this point of national em-
ployment that much criticism is based.
The inefficiency of Government ser-
vice is accepted as a sad actuality.
Occasionally there are such revela-
tions as those in connection with the
printing department at Ottawa to
bring to light actual conditions and
to emphasize the fact that many Gov-
ernment employees take the attitude
that they earn their remuneration in
getting the appointment and are not
expected to do any work thereafter.

In Australia, according to figures
of the Melbourne Age, there are over
236,000 Government empl8yees draw-
ing in salaries over $165,000,000. The
“Age” claims that Australia — the
most sparsely populated of all civiliz-
ed countries—is the most over-gov-
erned. The population is 1.6 to the
square mile as compared with 2.17
in Canada and every tenth is living on
the State. In the following forceful
language the “Age” sums up its opin-
ion of the menace which the mnation
faces,

“Is it any wonder that in some of
the older countries the wisdom of our
democratic form of Government is
doubted? Is it surprising that stu-
dents of constitutional Government
the world over ridicule such a condi-
tion of affairs as will permit of the
employment of one-tenth of the adult
male population of the country in
Government service? . ... : .., The
annual salary bill is in itself a most
effective illustration of what this sort
of thing means to the community as
a whole.. To have as a first call upon
its finances every year the huge sum
of £33,072,411 as salaries to persons
in the Government service is a strain
that no young country can bear for
very long.—Finangial Post.

Heroes Home.

(Pearson’s Weekly.)
The body-of the heroic Nurse Cavell,

the early days of the war, is to be,
brought to England. A similar course
has been adopted in the case of many
of Britain’s fallen heroes.

When, for instance, Livingstone died
near Lake Bangweolo, in Central Afri-
ca, in May, 1873, his body was carried
all the way to the coast by his faith-
; ful black servants, to be finally laid
to rest in Westminster Abbey.

One of the saddest incidents of the

Zulu War of 1879 was the death of
the youthful Prince Imperial of
: France, who was ambushed and spear-
'ed by the enemy while on a recon-
noitering expedition. His body, too,
was brought to England, and laid to
rest beside that of his fathér at
Chislehurst, both being afterwards Te-
moved to the magnificent mausoleum
erected at Farnborough by the Em-
press Eugenie.

| Nearly forty years earlier the body
of the Prince Imperial’s great ances-
tor, Napoleon I, had been removed
from St. Helena—where it had 1lain
mfor some twenty years—to France,
reinterred with great pomp in Paris
in the presence of more than a million
spectators.

Napoleon’s remains were taken 0
France by permission of the British
Government, a courtesy which the]
American Government had previously
extended to us, as far back as 1821, in
connection with the body of Major
Andre, an officer of high rank in the
British Army, who was hanged as a
spy by Washington during the revolu-
tionary war. Andre’s remains we.o
conveyed to England in a magnificent
sarcophagus, and interred in West-
minster Abbey, and few Americans
ever come to London without paying
a vigit to his tomb.

In the crypt of St. Pat!'s there rest
side by side the bodies of Professor

Palmer, Captain Gill, and Lieutenant
Charrington. These three brave Eng-
| lishmen penetrated in disguise int;
the desert hinterland during the;
Egyptian campaign of 1882, and “elef
murdered by the tribesmen. For longh
their fate remained in doubt, bhut
eventually their bodies were recover- {
ed, conveyed reverently to England,'
and laid in one grave within the
walls of England’s premier cathedral.
The removal in 1880 of the emblam- '
ed body of the Earl of Crawford
from Florence, for interment in the
family vault in Scotland had a grue-
some sequel. The massive valut was
broken into some time afterwards,’
and the body removed and reinterrad
elsewhere. Blackmail was undoubdasl- |
ly the object of the crime, but the
whole affair is wrapped in mystery,'
for though one man was arrested and
sentenced for his share in the mat-;
ter, the prime instigator escaped.

The Greatest Giants.

On Saturday, May 27, 1905, a visit

, was made to the London Hippodrome,
at Leicester Square, by a celcbrated.

scientific professor of Oxford Uni-
versity, Sir Edwin Ray Lankester,
who manifests an unequalled know-
ledge of all animal life. His aobject
was to see Machnow, the Ruasian
giant, who was on exhibition there.
He was 9ft. 8in. in height, and
though only 23 years of age, weighéd
32 stone (or 448 pounds), and measur-
ed 60 in. across the chest. Professor
Lankester said that this was the tal-
lest man who there was good reason
to believe had . ever lived. Bones
have certainly been found even in the
nineteenth century which -were sup-

‘posed to have been those of human

giants who must have been 17ft., 18ft.,
20ft.,, and even 30ft., high; but they
have since been proved to be remaims
of animals. John Middleton, a native
of Lancashire, who was born in 1578
and died in 1623, is said to have béén
9fi. 3in. high, but no other giant has
béen seen in England reaching. that
stature except Machnow. ' These faets
are intercsiing, because “this height
seems almost exactly that of Goliath,
who, we are told, was six cubits and

6) This word
cubit was derived from the Latin one
for olbow, and signified the distance
from that to the tip of the ‘middle
finger, which differs in people of the
same height from 18 to 22 -inches;

meant 9in., the space from the end of
the thumb to the end of the little fin-
ger when the fingers are oxtended.
Goliath’s height was therefore about
9ft., almost exactly that of Machnow,
though the Philistine giant has beén
often represented in pictures as much
taller when rueting David, who by
slinging a stone and thus hitting
him in the forehead, stunned him and
brought about his death.
