What Will Happen ?

-If the inclinations of Holland
toward the Kaiser can be guag-
ed by the reports contained in
the cabled despatches, the deter-
mination of that little countiry
to protect the arch-crimnal is
equally as strong as that of the
‘Allies in pressing for his ex-
tradition in order that he .may
be brought to the bar of justice
to be tried and punished for his
many crimes against humanity
during the progress of the late
war. So far every indication
points to the refusal of the
Dutch Government to surren-
der the former Emperor of Ger-
many to the Allies for formal
trial. Holland’s stand may
have been taken because of the
apparent weakness of the Allied
note which did not take the
form of a demand, in the first
instance, but was rather of the
nature of an appeal. Since then
a further exchange of notes has
taken place and, as if profiting
by previous experience, these
have been made more firm and
emphatic. Should Holland con-
tinue to persist in her refusal
not to give up the ex-Kaiser,
what then? Will the Allies make
a demonstration in force
against the Dutch, or will they
use their power of blockade
‘against that nation? If they
are sincere in their desire for
extradition Holland’s defiance
should not be permitted to
stand in the way, though it
would look like the act of a
bully if force were used. But
failing the attainment of the
Allied wishes by ordinary inter-
national means, what is left but
a display of force,” which may
have the effect of causing Hol-
land to recede from her trucu-
lent attitude and hand over the
person of the much wanted
ex-Emperor.

Though outwardly Germany
does not appear particularly in-
terested, yet deep down there is
a feeling that Holland should sit
tight and not relinquish any
advantage which her position
gives her. The attitude of
Germany toward the Allies with
regard to the surrender of a

number of German oM'l
guilty of crimes and outrages
against civilization, may be in-
tended to stiffen the resistance
of the Dutch Governmert, and
undoubtedly Holland will follow
the lead given by Germany,

hand over the former Emperor,
Baron Von Lersner, Germany’s
chief representative in Paris,
voices this sentiment when he
declares that he . is absolutely
sure that the Dutch Govern-
ent will never surrender Wil-
helm II. for trial on charges
that are not provided for in any
constitution, or in any laws -or
treaties regarding extradition.
According to this the Allies are
impaled on the horns of a dil-
emma. They have no precedent.
Buonaparte, after Waterloo, was
not extradited. He gave him-
gelf up trusting to the justice
of the English, and was exiled
to St. Helena. With all his
faults and blood lust of con-
quest, Napoleon was not the
type of criminal, whom Wilhelm
of Germany personifies, and his
voluntary surrender was not so
much to secure his own person-
al safety as to ensure that his
soldiers would be immune from
punishment. William of Ger-
many fled from his country ig-
nominiously, leaving everything
and everyone, caring nothing so
long as his own carcass was un-
harmed.
* %
Opinion varies considerably
as to the desirability of haling
the Hohenzollern from Helland.
What purpose will it serve to
have this done? The once war
lord has already been tried by
public opinion and condemned.
Would a further trial before an
international tribunal change
that which has already been
done? What sentence would
meet the crimes with which
the prisoner at the bar would be
charged? The death penalty
would make a martyr out of an
assassin. = Exile could not be
commensurate with the deeds of
blood and outrage for which the
former Emperor is largely, 'if
not wholly responsible. Such are
some of the arguments ad-
vanced by writers who do not
approve bringing the man of
blood out of the obscurity of his
present  surroundings. And
there is much to be said in favor
of these premises. Sympathy
would surely be aroused by
wmaking a public exhibition of
the German paranoiac on trial.
The Allied Governments have
declared that they have not any
intention of inflicting actual
physical punishment upon him.
Why then the necessity for a
trial? In Holland the ex-Kaiser
is far less dangerous - than he
would be if taken elsewhere.
His death would not alter the
Hohenzollern succession. But
there is a principle involved.
Holland has steadily and stead-
fastly declined to accede to the
Allied requests for extradition.
The child is defying the giant,
but Holland is not sufficient of
a David to stand in the breach
against the Goliath strength of
the Allied powers, and must ul-

Thus, if “Westerland”
sold his skimmed rilk for 20 cents
per gallon (which he says he can) he
would deliver 123% ounces milk per
gallon without cream. His price to the
congumer is now 96 cents. The na-
tural inference is therefore, that for
43, ounces of cream, he is getling
76 cents. Thus, for the privilege (?)
of giving their customers three per
cent. cream in the milk our farmers
are charging the consumer at the rate
of $21.62 per gallon for cream.

It is not to be supposed, however,
that *“Westerland” can go to a cus-
tomer and receive this amount for a
‘| gallon of cream, but according to his
own statement, he is receiving from
his milk customers just this amount
of $21.62, for supplying 6 per cent.
cream in his milk. Of course no one
could dare suggest profiteering, but
after all it appears that the milkman
is not the only one who works for

the line, The Prussian Corps of Les-
toca, a small but determined irag-
ment of the campaign of Jena, ap-
peared at tthis critical moment in the
rear of the Russian left, and charging
with much gallantry, they drove back
the French and restored the Russian
line. Marshal Ney, with a fresh
division, at length arrived and suc-
ceeded in occupying the village of
Schlodditten, on the road to Konigs-
berg. To regain this place, and
thereby recover the means of eoma-
munication with the King of Prussia,
Bennigsen deemed necessary, and it
was at length retaken at the point of
the bayonet by the Russians at ten
o’clock at night. The French ar2 sup-
posed to have had 90,000 men under
arms at the commencement of the
battle, the Russians not more than
60,000. The battledeld was covered
with 50,000 bodies, of whom at least
half were French. After fourteen
hours of fighting, both armies oc-
cupied the same positions as in the
morning. Both leaders claimed the
victory; Bennigsen, owing to the cap-
ture of twelve eagles, althougnh Lis
army was inferior in numbers to his
adversary, and Napoleon, who kept
possession of the field, the enemy hav-
ing retired the very night after the
battle, out of anxiety for the personal
safety of the King of Prussia.

A Terrible Awakening.

It comnstantly happens in life that
human beings imagine that, whatever
may happen to other people, they
themselves, by some miracle, will es-
cape the consequences of their own
foolish or eriminal actions!

To Marie Biere there came one day
a tarrible awakening, for she learnt
that she was to become a mother. So
little did she know of the world that
she actually believed, at any rate for
@ little while, that, whatever - her
shame and serrow, Robert Gentien,
instead of Joving her less,. would love
her more: Far from that being the
case, he was perturbed and angry. He
persuaded her to keep ‘everything
from her mother.

Jealousy was soon added to the
poor soul’'s other tortures. Robert
Gontien becamo intimate with 23
beautiful yvoung ‘actress, who often
dined with him at his rooms. As soon
as Maria learnt ¥his fact, she hired a
cab, hy the hour, and used to sit in it
in tho street where he lived, walting
to see her hated rival go in and out
of her lover’s door. The last entry !n
her diary ;an:—

“Mlle. Colas dineéd v4th kfm at
eight o'clock to-night, I saw her go
off to the theatra”

That same nrwint she wrols on a
photoghaph of Gentien: “This is Rob-
ert, whom Marie has condemned to
death.”

The next evening' Marfe Biere again
hired a cab, and sat waiting fn it for
Robert Gentien to appear. Suddenly
she saw him walking towards his
front door with a lady on Lls arm.
Opening tho cab door, she jumped out
and fired two pistol shats full at him;
the one went into his back, the other
into one of his legs, and he fell griev-
ously wounded. Soon &l was turmoil
in the quiet street, and Marie Biere
was, of course, at onec arrested.

Guillotine or Freedom?

Three months later, Gentien being
up by this time, and well enough to
appear as a witness, though still suf-
fering acutely from the effects of hir
wounds, Marie was put on trial for
attempted murder, the penalty, were
she found guilty, being death.

As most people are aware, French
legal procedure is very different fro
that followed in Great Briain, Here
everything is.done to give the accused
party the benefit of the doubt. oNt so
in France. There, the only abect of
judge and jury is to ascertain the
truth, and “What the soldier said” is
regarded as quite good evidence.

This being so, more than sixty wit-
nesses were called in this sensational
cause celebre. Men and women who
had known Marie Biere from child-
hood, and later as a popular singer,
testified to her sweet, happy nature
and high character. But, of course,
the most thrilling moment in the case
arrived when the prisoner at the bar
was put into the witness-box and
confronted with the man whom she
had loved so passionately, and whom
she had so mearly succeeded in kill-
ing.

One who was present has told the
writer that Marie Biere, from having
been & beautiful and healthy-looking
young woman, looked, when in the
box, ill to death, Her face was de-
scribed by one of the reporters pres-
ent as “almost greeen.”

As she stood gazing at Gentien, she
seemed the picture of sadness and
misery. As for Robert Gentien, he
bad also changed; instead of looking
like a smart, well-groomed man-about-
town, a year or two over thirty, he
‘appeared middle-aged, and he walked
with obvious difficulty. When Marie
began cross-examining her old lover,
she displayed the most wonderful self-
command. In vain Robert Gentien
tried to defend himself and explain
away his conduct; he cut but a sorry
figure as he tried to answer the sim-
ple, straightforward questions she put
to him.

And then, at last, came the great
speech’of Marie's counsel, .the cele-
brated Lachaud, who had first won
fame at the bar when only twenty-
two years as advocate on behalf of
another Marie, the famous Mme. Le-
farge, He drew a terrible picture of
the easy-going, good-natured idle man
of fashion, who makes love to a beau-
titul, good girl with the same careless+
selfishness and lack of conscience as
that displayed by a cruel child who
catches a butterfily and then tears off
its wings. He quoted an early letter
written by Gentien to Marie, in which
he sald: “Everything in you appeals
to me; you are so délicate-minded, so
generous, so sweet-tempered, that
when T am with you I feel a betiter
men!” Then he read a later letter,
of hers: “Robert, if yon only knew
what misery rou cause me when you
let days and dGays go by without com-
ing to see me! Have pity on me,
Rubert. If you no ionger love me, 1
can no longer live. Come back to me,
and love me as you uged to do’ -

Spencer Lodge.

Spencer Lodge s the institution es-
tablished for the care and boarding of
girls ‘who wish to attend St. John’s
for educational purposes and, as the
name suggests, particularly for those
‘who wish to attend Bishop Spencer
College. Those who instituted it some
twenty years ago, with four or five
girls in attendance, little thought that
within twenty years accommdoation
would be required for as many as
forty girls, and yet such is the case
to-day. In fact it is more than likely
that in the course of the next few
years, if Spencer Lodge is to do its
duty to the community, it must be suf-
ficiently spacious and sufficiently
equipped to provide for at least sixty
boarders. :

Spencer Lodge was opened, at the
start, in Queen’s College at a time
when that institution was temporar-
ily close@ during an interregnum of
the. Principalship. Subsequently, a
‘house on Cochrane Street was rented.
At that particular time the number of
girls boarding in the institution was
so small that those in authority were
compelled to close it. A few years af-

a2 place was again emphasized and in
1912 a house on Howley Avenue was
rented. This served the purpose for
& couple of years when the spacious
house, 11 Church Hill, was purchased
by certain friends of the dinstitution
and presented to the Diocesan Synod
‘for the purpose of the Lodge; and now
that house has become too small and
it Has been found necessary to secure
more spacious quarters,

At first the institution was mmsed
by a small committee of the Diocesan
Synod, but during recent years it has

come under the management of the |

Board of Directors of the C. of E. Col-
lege. Quite recently the directors for-
tunately have been able to secure the
two attachéed houses with spacious
grounds and gardens on Forest Road,
right opposite to the Tennis Courts.
