An Act to Regulate the Ex­
portation ot Salt Codfish.

Be it enacted by the Governor, the Legislative Council and House
of Assembly, in Legislative Session convened, as follows :—

1. There shall be a Codfish Exportation Board (hereinafter 
called the Board) which shall consist of seven members, namely 
the Minister of Marine an<? Fisheries, who shall be Chairman, 
four members appointed by the Governor-in-Council, who shall 
be licensed exporters of Codfish, and two members appointed by 
a majority of the exporters of Codfish holding licenses thereun­
der. Three members shall constitute a quorum of the Board at 
any meeting thereof for the transaction of business. The Min­
ister of Marine and Fisheries sljjall have power to appoint a 
substitute to act in his place as Chairman at any time during hi-, 
absence. A vacancy in the Board shall be filled in the same man­
ner as the original appointment was made, and in the temporary 
absence, through any unavoidable cause,' of a member, the 
GovernorMn-Council or the licensed exporters, as the case mav 
be. may appoint a substitute tp act in his place during such ab­
sence,- Failure on the part of the said exporters to nominate 
of appoint any members of the Board shall not prejudice or in­
validate any acts or proceedings of the Board.

2. It shall be the duty of the Board to advise the Governor- 
in-Council generally as to the exportation and marketing of sa". 
Codfish; and more particularly to reiconunend to the Governnr-
in-Council rules to regulate;—

(1) The issue, holding, suspension and cancellation of licen­
ses to export salt codfish.

(2) The conditions and terms of

(3)

abroad.

The minimum prices for the sale of salt codfish in par­
ticular markets at particular times.

(4) The maximum quantity of .salt codfish which may he sold 
for or exported to any particular market at any particu­
lar time.

(5) The Board may also from time to time recommend the 
modification, suspension, or repeal of any rule already 
approved and published in the Royal Gazette.

3. Any rule recommended by the Board, apprflved by the r, 
ernor-in-Councll and published in the Royal Gazette shall hav 
the same force of law as if included iû this Act. Such rule ;nov 
be modified, suspended or repealed by a new rule, recommended 
by the Board, approved by the Governor-in-Cotmc!l and puhti !wl 
in the Royal Gazette.. Immediate notic* by telegram of an- 
rule or the amendment of any existing rule shall'he given by 
the Minister of Marine and Fisheries to all licensed exporer- 
of codfish. In recommending any rule respecting the-fixing - f 
prices the Board shall not have power to interfere with any con­
tract lawfully made under Rules and Regulations existing ' 
the time of the finalizing of such contract.

4. (1) No salt codfish shall hereafter he exported except un­
der license. Such license shall be granted to any ap­
plicant who undertakes to comply with the rules made 
under this Act A fee of Fifty Dollars ($50.00) shall 
he payable by the applicant on the issue of every li­
cense, and in addition a fee of ten cents per quintal on 
every quintal of cured salt codfish, and live cents per 
quintal on all green codfish; provided that the initial 
fee of Fifty Dollars shall not be payable by any fisher 
man exporter who exports codfish in shipments of less 
than one hundred quintals each. The Board shall have 
an absolute discretion to" determine whether or not 
any applicant is a fisherman exporter.

' (2) Such license shall be in force until the thirty-first day
of December of the year in which it is issued.

(3) Such license may be suspended nr cancelled by the 
Governor-in-Council for non-compliance with, or 
breach of, the provisions of this Act. or the rules is­
sued under the authority of this Act.

5. A meeting of all exporters of Codfish shall he convened by 
the Minister of Marine and Fisheries during the first week in 
September in each year to consider and discuss with the Codfish 
Exportation Board all matters relating to the exportation of Cod­
fish for the ensuing season. Such meeting shall he held at St. 
John’s and two weeks' notice thereof shall be given.

6. It shall he the duty of the Minister of Marine and Fisher­
ies to carry out the provisions of this Act; to forward to the 
Governor-in-Council the advice and recommendations of the 
Board: and to report to the Governor-in-Council the non-com­
pliance with and breaches of the provisions of this Act or the 
Rules issued under the authority of this Act.

7. The Governor-in-Council shall have power to appoint Trade 
Commissioners or Government Agents, to act in any country or 
place in the interest of this Colony and its trade, and shall have 
powers to prescribe their duties and fix their salaries, which 
shall be payable out of the revenue of the Colony. The Minister 
of Marine and Fisheries shall have power to authorize,and direct 
the carrying on of research work in connection with the fisher­
ies of the Colony, the cost and expense of which shall be payable 
out of the revenue of the Colony. All fees paid under the pro­
visions of section four of this Act shall be collected by the Min­
ister of Marine and Fisheries and paid by him into the public 
treasury.

8. Sections 3 and 4 of this Act shall have effect as though 
they were included in Chapter 22 of the Consolidated Statutes 
(Third Series), entitled “Of the Customs"; and the provisions 
of that Chapter, and of any Act amending or extending tha* 
Chapter shall apply accordingly; and if any person ships, or at­
tempts to ship, codfish in contravention_of any rules made under 
this Act with respect to exportation, he shall be liable to a pen­
alty equal to the value ot such codfish including the duty thereon

Antagonizing Customers
The very important fact that Mr. 

Coaker seemed to ignore in his fish 
regulations, was that one cannot an­
tagonize his customers with impunity. 
Necessity might compel them to sub­
mit to an arbitrary fixed legal price 
when they can get the commodity 
from nobody else, and you may put 
the gun to their heads and say, “you 
must buy at my price whether you 
like it or not.” But when, as in the i 
case of dry codfish, Norway, Iceland. 
France and other countries have got 
it to offer, our customers will say, 
“you cannot compel me to buy your 
fish, as we can get it from others who 
are free to bargain with us and will 
serve our turn just as well as you 
can.” This is the feeling in all our 
former markets to-day, especially in 
Portugal and Brazil, and the fact that 
three large steamer loads of Nor­
wegian fish have already arrived at 
Oporto, should bp sufficient to make 
Mr. Coaker doubt tbs wisdom of his 
minimum price-fixing.

A new Army Order substitutes a 
system of Army numbers in place of 
regimental numbers. Army numbers 
will now be allotted on one continu­
ous series to all soldiers serving in 
the Army and the Territorial Forces, 
and in the -Army Reserve; to recuits 
enlisting in future in the Regular 
Army, Militia, Special Reserve, and 
Territorial Forces ; to men who may 
re-enlist and who had not been previ­
ously allotted an Army number ; to 
men transferred from the Royal Mar­
ines; and to deserters who may rejoin 
and who have not already been allot­
ted a number.

A soldier will retain throughout his 
service the Army number originally 
allotted to him, irrespective of any 
subsequent posting within a corps or 
transfers to another corps; and an 
ex-soldier who re-enli»ts will resume 
the number he previously bore. The 
blocks of numbers allotted to the vari­
ous corps range from 1 to over 8,000,- 
000.

j with revolvers.
There had befin no trial of any 

kind. Before their death the cap- 
I tives were subjected to ill-treatment, 
; amounting to horrible torture, men­
tal if not physical. After death the 
bodies were taken to the woods and 

| completely destroyed. These acts 
had been premeditated and the mur­
ders elaborately prepared.

It is established beyond doubt that 
the ex-Czar fell a victim to his loyalty. 
He had refused offers from the 
enemies of Russia's Allies proposing 
that he should endorse the Treaty of 
Brest-Litovsk. Attempts to inveigle 
him into an unholy alliance undoubt­
edly preceded the murder. All the 
Romanoffs who died violent deaths 
were, like the Czar, inconvenient to 
German as well as to Internationalist 
plans.

At Ekaterinburg in April. 1919, I 
met the investigating magistrate who 
had been specially appointed by the 
Supreme Ruler (Koltchak) to con-- 
duct the inquiry into the Czar case— 
Nicholas Alexeievich Sokolov. I was 
for many months in constant touch 
with the course of the inquiry, and 
personally took part in the search for 
the remains of the victims.

When the fall of Omsk appeared to 
be imminent, Sokolov departed east­
ward, taking with him all the docu­
ments, material clues, etc., which by 
right could be in no other hands save 
his. At Harbin Sokolov’s life being 
in danger, he hid the rossier in my 
car, which had the protection of the 
British flag, and, with his approval 
I took charge of the dossier, it being 
understood that, given certain con­
tingencies, I should be free at my own 
discretion to make it public in whole 
or in part. The contingency has now 
arisen.

In the Death Room.
Sokolov took me over the house at

Ekaterinburg where the murders took 
place, explaining step by step the 
enactment of the tragedy. We stood 
in the Little basemént room, noted the 
trace of the bullets, the direction of 
the bayonet thrusts, and the splashes 
of blood on the walls.

The room had been a shambles, and 
all the washing and scouring that, 
according to the evidence, had follow­
ed the murders could not remove tell­
tale signs.

We knew from the depositions of 
witnesses and the mute, gruesome 
language of the death-chamber where 
each of the victims sat or stood when 
the assassins fired their revolvers. 
The bullet-holes in the* walls and in 
the floor had been carefully cut out; 
human blood had been found in the 
wood and on the bullets.

Soon afterwards I was in the woods, 
10 miles north of the city, where the 
peasants had found jewellery and 
other relics of the murdered family. 
I saw the tracks, still clear, of heavy 
lorries crashing through the trees to 
a group of disused iron-ore shafts. 
All went in one direction, ceasing 
near a pit round which a vast collec­
tion of clues had been discovered ; 
precious stones, pearls, beautiful set­
tings of gold and platinum, some 
hacked, broken, bearing traces of 
fire; metal buckles, hooks, buttons, 
corset-ffames, pieces of charred 
leather and cloth, a human finger in­
tact, a set of false teeth.

I found topaz beads, such as the 
young princesses wore, and other 
gems, by scratching the surface of 
the hardened clay surrounding the 
Iron pit.

Several grand dukes and the Grand 
Duchess Elizabeth were murdered 
after the Ekaterinburg shooting, and 
all theories of the miraculous sur­
vival of the Romanoff children should 
be abandoned.—Daily Mail.

Un­
fortunately since my arrival in town 
I have heard that we have been trans­
gressing somewhat dowm north. That 
I hasten to assure you, Mr. Chairman, 
was not intentional. I presume what­
ever mischief has been done can be 
rectified : but at the same time I do 
not think you quite understand the 
position of affairs with us in loading 
an early cargo, particularly in a year 
like this. We may be able to load 
without difficulty a cargo of small 
shore fish

past. I know we made mistakes with 
our fish. But Italy is not the market 
for large fish after the end of the 
year, and therefore I would give ad­
vice to everybody shipping fish, to 
keep in mind, whenever they have 
any large fish, by all means keep it 
clear of Italy. I have not thought 
this matter of regulations over. Sev­
eral matters connected therewith are 
very puzzling, but I presume when all 
the speeches made by the various 
speakers are published, and the 
country is enlightened, we may be 
able to find out just how we stand. 
I would like to have a free hand to 
sell my fish where I please. Hike 
everybody else I am only too glad to 
give good value in what I sell, but I 
must have a free hand to place it 
where I wish. Then there is another 
very important matter ; and, as I said 
before, I do not wish to impute any 
wrong doing to any man But sup­
pose, as last year, that the price of 
fish was fixed eay at 80| and we try 
to sell at that rate and cannot suc­
ceed. Then I hear by cable from the

Halifax under $12, we will have to ex­
port our fish abroad, and it will still 
compete with our regular shipments. 
I do not think it is fair to set such a 
high price on Halifax fish. All fish 
sent to Halifax from the West Coast 
is eo much sold and kept out of our 
other markets. Regarding the West 
Coast, I may say that I refrained 
hitherto from saying anything], be­
cause I have just returned from Can­
ada. I have heard Mr. Patten speaking 
and he has ably set forth the view of 
shippers on that section of the coast. 
However, I will read the following 
message from the Burin Board of

NO I)RUBY LANE PANTOMIME.

For the first time for many years 
there is to be no pantomime at the 
Theatre Royal, Drury Lane (London’s 
premier playhouse) next Christmas. 
The management has decided that if 
the present success of Robert Hich- 
ens’ “The Garden of Allah" continues 
it will be more profitable to keep it on 
until next spring. It is possible that 
an entertainment suitable for child­
ren may be presented at matinees on­
ly, but the regular pantomime will be 
suspended until the following year. 
The very heavy expenses attached to 
a Drury Lane pantomime in these 
days carry off most of the profits. An 
additional reason for carrying on 
“The Garden of Allah” is that this 
play appeals to and attracts an en­
tirely new audience, the vast theatre 
being filled less with regular play­
goers than with readers of books and 
magazines who like to see their heroes 
and heroines on the stage. The Drury 
Lane management always felt that it 
was a mistake to have taken off “The 
Whip” in favour of a pantomime be­
fore the war. Though “The Whip” was 
filling the house and bringing in large 
profits, it was taken off in favour of 
the traditional pantomime, which, in 
spite of its success, made only a small 
profit. Double staffs are at present 
working in all the Drury Lane box of­
fices to cope with the rush for “The 
Garden of Allah," and the average 
performance brings in $4,000—a re­
cord sum.

HOLIDAY BOOKS.

We shall pay yet more for our books 
next winter. Prices are distinctly go­
ing up, and booksellers say they do 
not see where they are likely to stop. 
One of the disappointments of this 
holiday season is the discovery that a 
half-crown (60 cents) label has re­
placed the two shilling (50 cents) one 
which had seemed already as if it 
ought to be beyond the dreams of 
avarice. Three of the most popular 
libraries .of reprints of the classics 
have adopted the new price, and pro 
bably other libraries will come into 
line. Curiously enough, while Dickens 
and Scott and Plato have gone up. 

•many of the most popular living wri 
ters remain for the present at two 
shillings. I am told that among the 
cheap books the ones selling best for 
holiday reading are those by Gertrude 
Page, Olive Wadsley, and Zane Grey, 
and the whole appalling Tarzan ser­
ies. Of more expensive books Joseph 
Conrad's new “Rescue" is the best 
seller, but this proof of the discretion 
of the public is counterbalanced by 
the fact that Ethel M. Dell is as po­
pular as ever. The lending libraries 
are very busy—one of the pre-Bank 
holiday sights was the number of 
queues waiting at the library counters 
—but in spite of the advanced prices 
the sale of books has not diminished.

THE EX-EMPRESS EUGENIE’S PRO­
PERTY.

The publication of the ex-Empress 
Eugenie’s will is expected with much 
interest, although it is not thought 
likely that there will be important 
public bequests. The ex-Empress gave 
liberally to charity in her lifetime, 
and she had very few possessions 
which were historical in a national 
sense. The famous black pearls which 
she wore during the Empire were sold 
to Lord Ilchester soon after she reach­
ed England as a fugitive, and they are 
now, I think, in the possession of the 
Dowager Lady Ilchester. Her jewels 
are expected to go to her nieces, the 
Spanish property to her Spanish re­
latives, and Prince Napoleon is under­
stood to be her heir to the-main pro­
perty. It is believed that Lord Revel- 
stoke is one of the trustees, her af­
fairs having been chiefly managed by 
the Barings since she came to Eng­
land. Her estate at Farnborough, in 
Kent, is expected to go to Prince 
Napoleon, who will probably let the 
place. Although very wealthy, the cx- 
Empress might have been one of the 
wealthiest in Europe if she had carri­
ed out the intention she expressed 
thirty years ago of buying the whole 
district at Cap Martin, where she had 
her villa. v.

RESTORING THE ABBEY.

Though only $560,770 of the 53,750,- 
000 required for the restoration of 
Westminster Abbey has so far been 
forthcoming, the Dean of Westminster 
has put in hand the work of repair. 
For the present only the most vitally 
necessary work is being undertaken, 
but when more money rolls in the 
scope of the operations will be ex­
tended in different directions accord­
ing to the particular urgency of each 
part. At the moment a network of 
scaffolding is being built up between 
the two magnificent towers, and as 
soon as this task—itself a difficult and 
complicated one — is completed, the 
workmen will commence the much 
more perilous operation of removing 
the decayed stonework corroded' dur­
ing the centuries by the acid of the 
air. The unusual danger attaching to 
this task is imparted by the mass of 
pinnacles and flying buttresses with 
which the beautiful old building is 
enriched.

The Mystery
of Playing Cards.

THEIR ORIGIN REMAINS UN­
KNOWN.

The man who aske, “What are 
trumps?” often has little suspicion of 
the romance that lies hidden in the 
cards he holds in his hand.

What was the origin of these ob­
longs of cardboard, with their pictured 
kings and queens, their red array of 
hearts, and their sinister-looking 
spades? Frankly, nobody knows.

Some declare they were cradled in 
the East and transported to Europe 
from India or China; others, that the 
Arabs, Saracens, or Moores first intro­
duced them by way of Spain ; while a 
few credit the nomad gipsies with 
first revealing their magic to the Con­
tinent.

The wisest men declare that such 
stories are mythical. They say that 
the first pack of cards made its bow 
to Europe about the year 1350; but 
how or whence they came they do not 
know.

Italy seems to have been the scene 
of their debut. We know that in 
1377 the Swiss were playing games 
of cards; and that Charles VI. of

France was staking his gold on them 
in 1392.

But the cards which lured four­
teenth-century gamblers to the table 
differed materially from the pack we 
know so well to-day. The Venetian 
pack, for example, consisted of sev­
enty-eight cards—twenty-two of them 
marked with emblems of various 
kinds; and fifty-six with numerals, 
divided into four suits of fourteen 
cards each. Each of these suits con­
tained four court cards — kings, 
queens, knights, and knaves, and ten 
cards numbered from one to ten.

Reducing the Pack.
Gradually this unwieldly pack un­

derwent salutary changes. The 
twenty-two “emblematic” cards (with 
pictures illustrating various condi­
tions of life and human vicissitudes) 
were dropped ; and of the remaining 
fifty-six cards, four disappeared, thus 
reducing the pack to its present num­
ber—fifty-two.

age; money, Charity; and swords, 
Justice.

The Germans, however, thought 
they could improve on these symbols, 
and substituted hearts, bells, leaves, 
and acorns;'while the French adopted 
spades, hearts, clubs, and diamonds.

The heart, it is said, corresponds 
to the original Italian cup; and thus 
is the oldest of the four suits. The 
club closely resembles the old-time 
German acorn. The spade is the off­
spring of the old German leaf (of the 
wild plum) ; while the diamond ap­
pears to have been a French inven­
tion.

The index-pips at the corners were 
introduced by Dr. Normandy as re­
cently as 1860; and the double-headed 
court-cards are also a comparatively 
modern innovation.

For more than three centuries play­
ing-cards have paid their toll to the 
Exchequer—ever since 1615 each 
gross of packs paid a modest 5s. in 
duty. A century later, a duty of 6d. 
was imposed on each pack. In later 
years the toll grew, by sixpenny in­
creases, to as much as half a crown 
a pack in 1801; and from that "bad 
eminence” it has since been reduced 
by stages. ,

And what a fascinating story one 
could tell of the gambling to which 
these cards gave rise—how, for ex­
ample, King “Hal” lost a small for­
tune at “Pope Julius's game” to Anne 
Boleyn ; how Lady Castlemaine, one 
of Charles II.’s favourites, won £26,- 
000 In a single night and lost £15,- 
000 the next night; and how Marie 
Antoinette squandered £300,000 in a 
single year's gambling.—Tit-Bits.

The two brothers were so much 

alike in appearance that they were 
able alternately to convince a wife 
that 4hey were married to her; that 
was the defence put forward recently 
in a bigamy charge, says Pearson’s 
Weekly.

It sounds extraordinary that such a 
thing should be possible, but it has 

I certainly occurred more than once in 
the past.

There is the amazing instance of 
Arnold du Tilb, a Frenchman, who 
for three years passed himself off as 
i bogus husband, the woman's real 
husband having left the country.

Du Tilb, who resembled him in age 
and appearance, made himself fa­
miliar with his habits and peculiari­
ties, and when one day he presented 
himself as the long-absent spouse, he 
was received with tremendous joy. 
The neighbors even welcomed him ! 
with a special song and dance !

But an old uncle persisted that du 
i Tilb was a fraud. For a long time 
the wife protested with tears in her 
eyes that he was her lawful husband. 
At last, however, she consented to a 
prosecution. ;

! Twenty-One Years a “Man." { 
Large numbers of witnesses sup­

ported the old uncle, but the imposter 
was not without friends, for the ] 
court was astonished to hear four 
sisters of the real husband solemnly 
declare by all the stars that dii Tilb 
was “their dear brother."

That sounded fairly convincing, 
but, unfortunately for him, someone 

| succeeded in discovering the real hus- 
I band.

Many people will hardly credit the 
possibility of such deception. Yet it 
is no more remarkable than the well 
authenticated cases in which women 
have successfully posed as husbands.

I An individual who was under the 
name of James Allen was married for 
twenty-one years before a fatal acci­
dent happened, and the wife learnt 
for the first time that “he" was a 
woman. The marriage took place at 
Camberwell Church, and was the re­
sult of the bride’s attachment to a , 
“smart, well-groomed young man” | 
who was employed by the same mas­
ter as herself.

Afterwards, "he took great pains to 
live up to the part. When the two 
were separated for a time “he” wrote 
her long, passionate, love-letters, end­
ing by describing “himself" as her 
"most loving and affectionate husband 
until death.”

An Amazing Man-Woman.
Neither did ”'-e” forget to be duly 

jealous, upbraiding the wife soundly 
if “he" caught her casting glances at 
a man, and even at times chastising 
her.

Even more remarkable is the case 
of a Sheffield woman who posed as a 
husband for twenty-five years. At the 
end of that time she began to get in 
arrears with the housekeeping allow­
ance, and her “wife” in complaining 
to a Manchester solicitor named 
Thomas said she had just begun to 
suspect that her "spouse” was a wo­
man. The latter then admitted the 
soft impeachment.

This remarkable person had dis­
guised herself as a boy at an early 
age. and rather liking the role, she 
decided to continue it. She was ap­
prenticed to a Mr. Peacock, a build­
er. of Bawtry, Yorkshire, and her de­
portment and manners soon made her 
popular among the "flappers" of that 
period.

In due course she made a choice, 
and the marriage took place at Shef­
field Parish Church when the bride 
was only seventeen.

Masculine qualities were strongly 
developed in this impersonator. For 
a time she acted as a special consta­
ble, and so far from displaying ner­
vousness, she always took particular 
care to be present when riots or other 
disturbances were expected.

Plenty of Young
Wives in France.

Polygamy Seriously Suggested.
London, Aug. 18.—Since the armis­

tice, says the Paris correspondent of 
the “Daily Telegraph," public atten­
tion has been drawn with increasing 
insistence to the necessity of increas­
ing the population of France, which 
has suffered so gravely as a direct re­
sult of the war, quite apart from the 
voluntary limitation of families which 
has for many years been a growing 
evil. During the past year polygamy 
has been seriously suggested at the 
Paris Faculty of Medicine, who point 
out that at present there is a surplus 
of 2,000,000 young women who cannot 
expect to marry, makes an interesting 
suggestion.

I He calculates that out of every three 
French women of marriageable age 

, one is condemned to a solitary exist­
ence, and that this means a lose of 6,- 
000,000 children—four times the num­
ber of the war loses. Dr. Carnot con­
tends that the existing preponderance 
of women might be met by inducing 
Americans, particularly Californians 
and Canadians, to settle in France.

He bases his proposal on the pres­
tige of France in those countries, 
where in many districts there is a 
great lack of women, and on the de­
sire of young Americans and Cana­
dians to secure French wives as well 
as to assist in the re-birth of the na­
tion. in whose victory they took part.

Queen’s College
Forward Movement.

Bishop’s Court, 
$t John’s, Sept. 11, 1920. 

To the Church People of St. John’s.
Our Theological College owes its 

origin to Bishop Spencer and was 
started in the year 1841. It was sub­
sequently endowed and established 
on a sound footing by Bishop Field. 
During tfie eighty years of its exist­
ence it has supplied some 140 men 
tor the sacred Ministry, and forty- 
six out of the eighty clergy working 
in our Diocese at this moment were 
trained within its walls. '

Every one of my four predecessors 
! has had to depend on this College for 
the main supply of his clergy, and 
each one has borne testimony to its 
value in such a Diocese as ours. 
Bishop Spencer in his day wrote: 
“The advantage of the Institution as 
at once supplying the outports of St. 
John's with lay readers, and es­
tablishing a seminary for future mis­
sionaries is obvious: and I am deeply 
grateful to the S: P. G. for enabling 
me to confer so great a benefit on the 
Colony ’’

Bishop Field in the year 18C6 when 
he was appealing for $30.000 for the 
Endowment Fund of the College, half 
of -which he raised within the next 
two years in this country, used these 
words: “The support of our Theolog­
ical College is the most certain or 
most likely means of obtaining a sup­
ply of men for the work of the Min­
istry of this Diocese; and it ought 
to be generally known, that it is vain 
to look to other Colonies or to Eng­
land for clergy; as not only in the 
Colonies, but in England it is found 
impossible at present to meet the 
pressing and increasing demand for 
them. The College .presents an in­
ducement and affords an opportunity 
to young men in the Colony to devote 
and prepare themselves for the ser­
vice of the Church, who might other­
wise want the mind or the means of 
seeking and obtaining the necessary 
education and training elsewhere."

Bishop Kelly, at one time Principal 
of the College, took a large share in 
the extension of the building by the 
addition of the library, chapel, com­
mon room, and two bedrooms.

Bishop Jones, during the forty years 
of his Episcopate, was most insistent 
on the importance of this piece of 
Church machinery, and in almost the 
last charge he issued to the Diocese 
he used these words: “At a time when 
the efficiency of the training of can­
didates for Holy Orders is rightly 
claiming such an unprecedented share 
of attention in the Anglican Commun­
ion. it Is urgently felt that the Church 
in-Newfoundland must link herself on 
to this vitally important movement, 
and endeavour to keep pace with it. 
The first thing to be done is to in­
crease the efficiency of the Diocesan 
Theological College."

But the time has come in the his­
tory of our Diocese when a great 
forward movement is necessary in 
connection with this Institution. We 
have arrived, at an age when a demand 
is being made for greater efficiency in 
the training of our clergy. Nothing 
short of both a Theological College 
and a Upiversit#. training .will suffice 
Tor those who are going- to be lead­
ers of their fellow-inen in this new 
age.

Our funds will not permit us. even 
it it were thought desirable, to send 
our men to an English College to re­
ceive their theological training. Even 
were we able to double them they 
would not be sufficient for this; but 
if our Endowments could be increased 
to such a figure as would give' the 
College an additional income of 
$3,000 to $4,000 per year we could 
keep at least twelve men at Queen’s 
under the special supervision of two 
Honours graduates of Oxford or Cam­
bridge University, who would see that 
at the end of their course here the 
greater number of them would pass 
on to an English University to com­
plete their training.

We are still ready to welcome all 
the recruits we can get from other 
Institutions, but the demands of the 
Church in other Colonial and Mission­
ary Dioceses are so urgent that we 
cannot hope in the future to receive 
the same consideration that we have 
enjoyed in the past. Happily we have 
the, material in our own Diocese to 
he trained, and we 
lege to-morrow if the funds were 
available.

We have four or five vacancies in 
our mission at this moment, and we 
have several sub-divisions of parishes 
long overdue. These and others as 
they fall Vacant cannot be filled un- 
Jess we make a determined effort to 
open and keep epen our own The­
ological College.

The buildings have just received 
a thorough renovation and are now in 
a first-class condition. This has all 
been paid for so that the Institution 
is out of debt. Our main problem 
then to-day is to find funds for cur­
rent expenses. Very çareful con­
sideration has beer, given to the whole 
question of the College maintenance 
and efficiency, and it. is estimated that 
the Diocese must raise a capital sum 
of not less than $70,000 to put the 
Institution cn a sound financial basis.

The appeal for this sum has met 
with a generous response from var­
ious parts of the Diocese; but so far 
we are a good way off from the ob­
jective which it is desired to reach, 
viz., $1 per head of : onr Church

A series of terrible railway acci­

dents, followed by inquiries, at which 
these accidents were found to be due 
almost entirely to the mania for 
speed, shocked the public mind.

Common Cod Oil.—Reports from j

slump in vegetable and animal oil that 
dealers all think that fish oils are 
■out of price in proportion and hence 
there ia-’no buying worth while. The 
Norwegians have been forcing sales 
of Herring oil in New York, which in- 

' dicates a poor demand in Europe. We 
1 hear of sales from $200 to $220 per 
j tun in the local market this week, but 
'’-until there is more business doing, 
there is no liklihood of these top prices 
being continued.

j rodlirer Oil. - We regret to record 
that Codliver Oil has this week taken 
a decidedly weak turn. There is 
very little selling and the fact that 
There is. none worth while coming in 
'from ' tli'é Oütports, indicates holding 
for better price. We see reduced prices 

tfor livers for the balance of the sea- I 
son as $1.20 per gallon is the best 
price obtainable here to-day. It may be 
even less before long. j

! Lobsters.—The U. S. demand for 
Lobsters remains poor and there are 
few shipments going out. The price 
has fallen to $20.00 and there is no 
rush to buy even at this figure. It is 
possible that the price may improve 
later in the season, and those who are 
holding off may do better. The voyage 
is practically over and the catch is 
said to be nearly double that of last j

Pork.—The market, is unsettled and . 
decidedly weak according to recent re­
ports from various American sources. 
An attempt is being made by the Pack­
ers to maintain present prices; but 
the disappointing foreign demand 
makes this a difficult problem for 
them In this regard, .he Pork industry 
in the United States is in a somewhat 
similar position to our codfish bust 
ness. The gain in domestic consump­
tion of Hog products has not .°5vspe‘ 
the decrease in the exports and even 
with smaller packing the e*P°r‘™°ve" 
ment has failed to remove the surplus. 
U looks from this, as though there 
will he n still further decline. In the 
local murkm Ham Butt remains $54.00, 
others $42.00 to $54.00.

RfgL The Beef market is strong- 
er since our last issue, and Cable ad- 

received yesterday show aci-
«1,00* a barrel all round.

Scarcity of high grade cattle is
noticeable, and a brisk demand lately 
for beef products seems to account 
for the recent strength. There are
fair stocks held in local hands, which 
were bought before the advance. 
The $1 increase in Chicago alluded 
to will not therefore affect local pri­
ces, and F"all buyers will accordingly 
reap the benefit * of Importers’ beef 
speculations when they come to buy. 
The St. John’s quotations range from 
$23.00 for Plate to $36 for Special 
Family : Boneless is $29 to $31.

Strenuous' efforts are being 
made by those responsible for the 
prevailing high prices of sugar to 
pursuade themselves and others that 
their action was justifiable. In spite 
of all these protestations Brokers 
are ready to sell best American 
Granulated sugar at 14%c., less 2% 
cash per 100 pounds. It is of no in­
terest to the public here to be told 
of higher offers. What they are 
looking for is the lowest price. The 
predictions for higher sugar later are 
also of no interest to the public. If ! 
there was no Food Control Board at | 
all and the trade was left to the im- I 
porters, they would survey the exist- j 
ing outlook, and some of them would j 
sepculate at to-day’s low price and 
protect the public by their enterprise 
and secure enough sugar for the ! 
fall needs. This they would do as in 
the past at their own risk, without 
asking the Govern] .ent for any assist­
ance. Our local nrice to-day is 32 
cents retail and 27% cents wholesale; 
whereas if there had been no blun­
dering the public would be getting 
suear around 20 cents per pound.

Molasses.—The molasses imports 
were increased this week by the ar­
rival of the schooner “Dazzle” with 
241 puncheons and 75 barrels. The 
total at St. John’s is now about 7,130 
puncheons, as compared with 8.900 
this date last year. It looks now 
as if the shortage will not he so 
great as was anticipated. The local 
price of Fancy is $1.70 to $1.80 per 
gallon and Choice $1.50 to $1.70.

Oats.—Just now oats are very 
scarce, but there are some consign­
ments (old) coming from Montreal by 
next steamer. Judging from the re­
ports of the big crops in Canada, oats 
are certain to be lower in late Oc­
tober when the first new come in. The 
Quotation for old to-day is $6.50 to 
$7.20. according to quality. The 
steamer that is leaving Montreal 
September 17th will bring sufficient 
old to keep the roarkeCfcoing till the 
new oats are ready.

Poison in Golf Ball.
Analyst’s View of Girl’s Strange 

Death.
Considerable interest was aroused 

a fortnight ago by the strange death 
ol a Blackburn girl, named Ivy Tay­
lor, (says an exchange.) It will be 
recalled that she was plyaing in the 
back yard of her home with a golf 
ball which she was peeling with her 
teeth. Suddenly she ran into the 
house and said she had swallowed 
some liquid from the ball. She suc­
cumbed a few days later, and a post­
mortem examination revealed the 
fact that death was due to the clot­
ting of the blood caused by ulcera­
tion of the air passages. The doctor 
said he did not know what was con­
tained in the golf ball, but it was evi­
dent the child had inhaled some irri­
tant. At the request of the girl’s fa­
ther, the coroner adjourned the in­
quest in order that the contents of the 
ball could be analysed.

The inquiry was later resumed, and 
Dr. Bryce, house surgeon of the Roy- 

i al Infirmary, produced the analyst’s

of the golf ball was liquid which was 
contained in a rubber pouch with a 
small tubular opening which was tied 
with a piece of rubber tape. This 
pouch was enclosed by a thick rubber 
jacket. Most of the liquid had leaked 
out, but what was remaining on the 
side had a strong alkaline reaction. 
The basic principle present w.as sili­
cate of soda, and it was probable that 
the pouch had been filled with a so­
dium silicate jelly mixture.

Answering the coroner the doctor 
said this would be sufficient to cause 
death as described, and a verdict of 
“Accidental death” was returned.
