GENIUS WHO INVENTE]) COAL-GAS

LIGHTING. i '

There is no more inspiring story
in the annals of science and invention
than that of William Murdoch, the
Scotsman who, by his discovery of
coal-gas lighting, won fame, but not
a fortune. !

The son of a millwright of Old Cum-

nock, a village in Ayrshire, Murdoch :

was born more than one hundred and
sixty years ago in a low-roofed that-
ched cottage. In his youth he show-
ed ingenuity in mechanics, and =&
wooden horse of his own contrivance,
on which he and his brothers rode
to school at Cumnock, is8 claimed as
the forerunner of the modern loco-
motive.

At the age of twenty-three the
young inventor came to England and
entered the servige of Messrs. Boul-
ton and Watt, of Birmingham. He
changed the spelling of his name from
Murdoch to Murdock, out of consider-
ation for the Englishman’s natural
inability to pronounce the guttural.

Pald £1 a Week.

In Birmingham he made the ao-
quaintance of another genfus, for the
Watt of the firm was the famous in-

ventor -of the steam-engine.

It was when he found it necessary
to light his way on his walk home
from work that Murdoch began to ex-
periment with the distillation of var-
fous classes of coal, with the resuilt
that he made his great discovery. Af-
ter that he used to carry at night a
gas-filled bladder under his arm. He
squeezed the gas out with his elbow,
and it dburned at the end of a pipe at-
tached to the bladder.

It is not necessary for a student to|
| do a full university course, but, if he !

wish, he may attend this school arterl
his day’s work.

There he can study accountancy,
economic theory, mathematies,  and
statistics, commercial’ and ' industriz}
law, logic and scientific method, eccn- |
omic history, and all the many sub- '
jects that may emable anybody to be-
come the ecouomist er legislator of .
the fature.

The school is less than thirty years |
old. It began in October, 1895, in two
rooms at John Street, Adelphi. Seven
years later it moved into bigger prem-
ises in Clare Market, Kingsway. Tho
foundation stone of the new building !
was laid by his Majesty the King on
May 28th, 1920. 1t is now complete
except for one wing.

In addition to the London building,
the school has a large athletic |
ground near Malden, just outside
London; and at Midhurst it has a
country mansion, with an estate of
about one humdred and sixty acres,
which is available to the students
for holidays and private study.

Britain’s Little Deserts.

LAND THAT CANNOT BE CUL-
TIVATED.

It may seem absurd to talk of
deserts in a em&ll and over-populat-
ed- island like our own; yet if by
deserts you imply a considerable area
of wild, uncultivated land, you can
find quite a number in the ‘country,
and two within a moderate distance
of London 1itself. .

The nearest, of course, is Salidbury
Plain, which has s0 thin a soil that
it never has, and never will, pay for
cultivation. The other is much less
known, and in a way much more in-
teresting. This is the Great Heath of
Dorchester, which stretches from

i Poole and Canford Magna in the east

to Lorchester in the west.

As Desolate as Dartmoor.

A waste of heather, gorse, and
bracken, it has remnnod unchanged
for gt leaqt twenty centuries. Its most
curious naturzl features are certain
great pits or hollows, the best known

of which is 'called Culpepper’s Dish..

Here 1s an enormous concave pit of
considerable depth, of which the or-
igin remains. unknown. But it must
be natural, for there is no sign of
earth heaped around the rim, as
would be the case had it been. ex-
cavated by man.

Devon and Cornwall possess con-
siderable areas of absolutely desert
country. The largest of -three is the
Forest of Dartmoor, a vast tableland,
roughly twenty by twenty-two miles.
It covers 140,000 acres, and lies at an
average height of 1,700 feet above
sea level. Yet it has 'no summits
which exceed 2,000 feet. It is, in fact,
the worn-down stump of an ancient
mountain range. Its strongest fea:
ture is perhaps the coppice of ancient
oaks standing above the West Dart,
and known as Wistman’s Wood.

At the time a heavy sea and
current were running. The moment
she struck she fired distress guns, and
a party of volunteers, under Lieut.
Hopper, sprang into a boat to get &
line ashore. The boat was overturn-
ed, and some seven of her crew were
washed out to sea, and drowned, but
Hopper, grasping the gituation, swam
ashore with the line, and making it
fast, stood by while the ship’s com-
pany were passed safely over. His
brave act has already been broadcas-
ted over the world by wireless, and
the men who served under him .were
full of praise for his gallant effort,
and when they got to England- took
care to see that it was suitably recor-

ded.
