RELIEVING THE DESTITUTE.

HALIFAX, April 8.
The cry for relief of the hungry 

and destitute families of the '12,000 
miners Involved in the conflict be­
tween the British Empire Steel Cor­
poration and its employees, rose to­
day above the argument over appli­
cation of the Provincial Government's 
grant of $20,000, and with the purpose 
of the fund definitely limited to al­
leviation of suffering among the sick 
and infirm, fresh appeals for assist­
ance were issued by relief committees 
of Glace Bay, Sydney Mines and 
Springhill. Dr. Smith Walker, Red 
Cross Commissioner for Nova Scotia, 
spent a busy day at Glace Bay, re- 
porting to-night that the work of or­
ganizing tor the extension of the 
Society’s work had been greatly ad­
vanced.

$500 to the general relief fund from 
the organization’s own savings.

Intimated the 
grant of $20,000 might be increased»- 
to $40,000 pr even $50,000 withinT the 
next ten days. Up to a late hour to­
night the United Mine Workers if 
America had received no word as t6 
the intention of the International Or­
ganization in the matter of relief.

KAROLYI ON HUNGARIAN MINIS­
TRY.

MONTREAL, Que., April 8.
The Government now ruling Hun­

gary Is a menace not only to that 
country but to the peace of Europe, 
which will be plunged into a series of 
wars before many years, if the present 
Hungarian Administration continues 
in power, declared Count Karolyi, for­
mer President of Hungary, to several 
newspaper men here this morning, in 
the Windsor Hotel, where he and 
Couütess Karolyi are staying, prior 
to their departure to-morrow night 
for St John, N.B., where they will 
sail for England. Prefacing the in­
terview with a statement that he had 
been waiting three months to speak. 
Count Karolyi painted a gloomy pic­
ture of political conditions in Hun­
gary, affirming that the government 
which had made him a “political ex­
ile,” and had consistently “persecu­
ted” him because, as he admitted, he 
was “extremely radical,” was threat­
ening the whole of Europe, not only 
with another war, but with a series 
of wars which would be none the less 
bitter, owing to their political origin.

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Age of Fish Can be
Told by Its Ears

CROSS-WORD PUZZLE

JUST INHeretofore It has been Impossible 
to tell the age of a fish with any de­
gree of accuracy, but now Prof. W. 
J. K. Harkness, of the University of 
Toronto, says that by looking into the 
fish's ear one can tell its age.

In the internal ear of the fish there 
is a little bony pocket. In this pocket 
there is a tiny stone called an 
“otholith,” which rolls about as the 
fish tips this way and that and helps 
him to know it it is right side up. As 
the fish grows older the otholith 
grows larger, Prof. Harkness has made 
a study of the rate of the ctholith 
growth and can now tell from the size 
of this "ear stone” just how old the 
fish really is. •

CALGARY, Alta., April 1.—The jack 
rabbit has multiplied so rapidly in 
Alberta that It has become a distinct 
menace to several districts through­
out the'province, according to W. H. 
Fletcher, of Brant, Alberta, who has 
petitioned the department of agricul­
ture to encourage their eradlction.

An Historic Treatise
The length of the Budget 

Speech delivered in the House of 
Assembly yesterday by the Hon. 
Sir John C. Crosbie, Minister of 
Finance, and appearing in to­
day’s issue-may at first appear 
so formidable a document that 
some of our readers will be in­
clined to give it nothing more 
than a casual glance, but long as 
it is, and weighty as it seems to 
be, we advise everyone who has 
the welfare of the country at 
heart to study it closely and se­
cure a grasp of the salient facts.

It is not by any means a task 
beyond the ordinary reader, and 
although dealing in the main 
with figures, the Minister has in 
a remarkable manner compiled 
a document simple in character, 
of intense interest, and the im­
portance of which is more fully 
appreciated the more closely it 
is perused.

In this Budget Speech the 
country learns for the first time 
for years the financial position 
as it actually is, and while the 
references to the mismanage­
ment of the past, which is brief­
ly reviewed, show how closely 
we skirted a catastrophe, it is as­
suring to learn that the danger 
has been averted, and that once 
more placed on an even keel, the 
ship of state gives every indica­
tion of being buoyant and cap­
able under the new management 
of resuming the voyage with 
every chance of success.

In the increase of revenue dur­
ing the past eight months of 
$681,384.75, it is gratifying to 
observe that this amount in­
cludes no less a sum than $209,- 
200.57 which represents arrears 
due in the form of duties, royal­
ties from Besco, outstanding 
Customs bonds, undervaluations, 
etc., losses which the Colony had 
suffered owing to the incapacity 
of the Minister responsible for 
the system, or because of prefer­
ence shown or timidily in enforc­
ing the law. There is still a huge 
balance outstanding but this is 
being collected. In June.1924, it 
amounted to nearly $1,000,000. 
This does not apply to any one 
department in particular but in­
cludes practically all of them.

During the current eight 
months not only,has revenue in­
creased but expenditure has been 
considerably reduced, as a result 
of which the gain to the .Colony 
so far is $1,705,530.11. In this 
connection the pre-audit system 
which has been introduced has 
been found to work effectively in 
acting as a brake on the spend­
ing powers of the departments, 
in enforcing the intentions of the 
Legislature and in preventing 
overdrawing.

The Government in assuming 
office found themselves faced 
with an indebtedness incurred by 
the previous administrations of 
$435,500 as a result of the Hous­
ing Scheme, the Militia Depart­
ment, the purchase of navsl 
ships, airships and other imped­
imenta of this kind, but by 
scrupulous economy and more 
systematic methods, a sutwtnn- 
tlal surplus for the year la assur­
ed. The anticipated revenue la 
$9,483,000 and current expendi­
ture $9,177,803, leaving a bal­
ance of $276,487, a splendid 
showing in view of the circum­
stances.

The Minister reviews the vari­
ous industries and trade gener­
ally, but m a brief summary such

as this, reference to his remarks 
is impossible and will be made
later.

Of particular interest are the 
statements made in connection 
with relief work, which this 
year will cost the country $320,- 
000 less than the amount ex­
pended in 1923-24.

For the year 1924-26 the esti­
mated revenue is $9,560,000 and 
expenditure $9,353,000 leaving 
an estimated surplus of $207,000. 
The aims of the Government are 
to redtice expenditure to the low­
est possible point without caus­
ing dislocation of public affairs, 
and to make taxation apply as' 
equitably as possible to all class­
es of the community. With such 
ideas in view and with the intro­
duction of business-like systems 
the estimates are made on 
sounder basis than ever before.

One other matter calls for par­
ticular attention, and that is the 
Railway. In 1920, the loss incur­
red by that service was $1,776,- 
128.59. In 1924-25 a profit of 
$152,137,68 is shown on the 
train, steamship and dock ser­
vices!

Turning to the Resolutions the 
reader will find much to cause 
gratification, and perhaps the 
most important decision is to 
scrap the previous system of cal­
culating duties. Surtaxes and 
super-taxes are to be done away 
with and a simple straight tariff 
substituted. The Sales tax is al­
so reduced and simplified and no 
longer will apply to freight, in­
surance and cartage. Anti 
dumping regulations are to be 
enforced and measures taken to 
protect the Colony against other 
countries which have raised up 
a taxation barrier to keep out our 
products,

The Minister of Finance is 
heartily to he congratulated up- 
on presenting such a eemprehen- 
live treatise on the financial posi­
tion of the country and upon his 
dear exposition of the various 
methods adopted by the Govern­
ment to restore our credit and 
pave the way to future prosper­
ity. That our feet are turned in 
that direction is most clearly 
shown by the fact that in the 
year that is past Savings Bank 
deposits were increased by near­
ly one million and three quarter 
dollars.

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mind waa to refuse the giver of a 
dishonoured bond any extension of 
time. What did happen, however, was 
that although the bonds of the per­
sons concerned had been dishonour­
ed,—they were given renewals and 
extension of the dishonoured bonds— 
they were still permitted to issue new 
bonus. One firm whose indebtedness 
to the Customs ran as high as $60,- 
000.00 in these bonds, was still fur­
ther accommodated in the sum of 
$10,000.00, although his neighbours on 
either hand had to go hat in hand to 
the Banks for similar accommodation, 
and were often refused although hold­
ing better securities than the firm re­
ferred to. The whole Bond question 
to my mind was a case of discrimina­
tion of the most glaring kind. The 
amount outstanding on these Bonds 
at the present time is $49,583.58, some 
of which will never be collected.

Another avenue of escape from the 
payment of duties was that opened up 
by the submission of false involves 
and carelessness in the examination 
and appraisal of goods. Enquiry into 
this fully proved to me that the pres­
entation of false invoices was a fre­
quent occurrence, especially in cer­
tain quarters.

I may cite for the information of 
the House one particular case in 
which the delinquent tendered a 
cheque for the sum of twentv thous­
and dollars in settlement of short paid 
duties.

There was another instance of goods 
being delivered on a Temporary Per­
mit which came under my notice. The 
goods were delivered in the month of 
June and in the month of August this 
particular firm presented invoices 
covering the same shipment of dry 
goods to the amount of $948.61. My 
demand to see the goods for appraise­
ment purposes was met with the 
answer that they were sold. Upon 
presentation of the invoice for $948.61, 
we taxed the goods on a value of 
$3,000.00 on which sum duty was 
pal'd.

As a third illustration certain 
goods were invoiced in one of the out- 
port stations at $375.00, and upon ap­
praisement duty was collected on 
$1,450.00. The total saving cn these 
three items alone amounted to $21,- 
656.29, in cash but the effect is I 
imagine reflected in the phenomenal 
increase in the Customs duties both 
in St. John’s and the Outports dur­
ing the year.

In connection with the direct pos­
sible loss on the above three items, 
had the duty not been collected, I may 
say that my action in connection with 
the latter two meant a saving of 
$1,656.29. With regard to the first 
item, that is to say the collection of 
the $20,000.00 cheque, it is impossible 
to say what the Colony’s total loss 
really amounted to, as the payment 
was a compromise one as already 
pointed out.

While I cannot attest to the fact, at 
the same time I am reasonably cer­
tain that millions must have been 
lost to the revenue of the Colony dur­
ing the past 20 years through the 
presentation of false invoices and the 
undervaluing of goods generally. 
There has been a regrettable absence 
of details as to the contents of pack­
ages which have undergone examina­
tion, as a result of which the Long 
Room officials have often had to take 
too much for granted when entries 
were passing through in respect of 
appraised goods.

Before leaving the subject of the 
present year’s revenue and dealing 
with expenditure, I wish to ask the 
attention of the House to an item in 
the Auditor General's report, Page 8 
Here appears a summary of arrears 
of revenue due the Colony on June 
30th, 1924, amounting to the consider­
able sum of $924,541.82, as follows —

counts and I am glad to say that they 
have practically all been paid up. 
Some balances must necessarily be 
carried by outport offices to meet 
money order advices and calls for 
stamps. A considerable amount of 
these arrears are due the Telegraphs 
by city firms and these are collectable. 
But there are others outstanding in 
the City Ledger which will, I fear, 
have to be çharged to the Profit and 
Loss Account of the Colony.

There are considerable amounts ow­
ing, also, in respect of the shortages 
discovered in Outport offices, an in­
vestigation of which was instituted by 
me after a tour of inspection last 
Fall. These matters are now in the 
hands of the Justice Department and 
will po doubt be adjudicated upon in 
due course. This matter of shortages 
has beep found so serious and far- 
reaçhing that the Government felt it 
necessary to appoint auditing inspec­
tors, whose duty it will be to visit 
and examine all offices without warn­
ing. Under the old system it was im­
possible to tell, through lack of pro­
per inspection, the condition of any 
office financially, at any given time.

The Finance Department is owed 
the sum of $36,282.22 (including in­
terest) by the St. John’s Gas Light 
Company on account of an advance 
made by the Squires’ Government in 
1921, for coal.

Lobster Fishery as a whole had to be 
considered if we were not to be faced 
with the absolute extinction of 1 lie 
lobster in our waters.

I may add that according to the 
report submitted by the -Fisheries 
Department, the 1923-1924 lobster 
catch is one of the lowest on record, 
and those who claim to know place 
the responsibility on the fall pack of 
the previous year for which special 
permission had been given.

CANNING OF FISH PRODUCTS.
While on this subject, l think It well 

to inform the Houen that the Govern­
ment has urnler ctmsltlerallen the 
matter of promoting the canning of 
fleh good#, The idea Is to have the 
ftih packed at eentral depots under 
supervision of the departmental In­
spectera instead of the present met­
hod of packing in hadly equipped and 
often unsanitary outhouses.

The Minister of Marine and Fisher­
ies is of opinion that Permits or Licen­
ses to pack should not be granted 
indiscriminately, but should be lim­
ited to factories of a certain capacity 
and with an equipment which hflfi 
been passed by the Inspectors as ef­
ficient.

The Government, on the recommen­
dation of the Fishery Board, has con­
sented to enter into negotiations with 
F*rofessor Cobb, of the Vniversity of 
Washington, Seattle, U.S.A., with "a 
view of securing a man experienced 
in the canning trade, but no reply has 
as yet been received with regard to 
the matter.

There was never a complete 
j audit of these offices taken, so that 
j any Postmaster handling Money Or­
der, Telegraph, Customs and Stamp 
cash in the one office (and most of 
them do) might very easily cover a \ 
shortage In cash on Money Order by 
cash from any of the other accounts, 
and the eame thing applied as far as 
the other accounts were concerned.
In other words, there was no con­
current effort on the part ot the sev-. 
eral Inspectors ot the Service; the 
Customs' Inspector simply Inspected 
the Customs ; the .Money Order In- 
pector, the Money Orders; the Tele­

graphs, thte Telegraphs and so on.
Of course It wlH be evident to Hon­
ourable members that an audit in­
spection of this kind was useless In­
sofar as the cash check of any com­
bined office in the outports could be 
taken.

Before concluding I wish to take 
this opportunity of placing on record 
the views of the Government in re­
spect of its general financial policy. 
Its first aim is to reduce expenditure 
to the lowest possible point at which 
It can be placed without unduly Im­
pairing the welfare, progress and ex­
pansion of the Colony. Secondly, to 
so arrange the taxes as to meet this 
irreducible minimum of expenditure 

-end at the same time to see that these 
taxes bear upon the several taxpay­
ers proportionately to their means of 
paying. We believe that we have 
already made a very long stride In 
that direct!oh. Thirdly, we are try­
ing- by every possible means to in­
crease the prosperity of the Colony by 
encouraging every sane project for 
the development of its resources, min­
eral, scenic and sporting as well as 
its fisheries, its pulp anl timber and 
other industries. Too long has it re­
mained an Isolated adjunct of the 
great British Empire; too long has the 
undeniable versatility and energy of 
its people been confined to one pur­
suit. Recognizing this the Govern­
ment are determined to give them a 
chance to exercise these attributes, to 
encourage any sane measure which 
will tend to the development of our 
undoubted resources and to lift the 
Colony out of the condition of Isola­
tion in which it has existed in the 
past.

Permit mc'now to make a few re­
marks in relation to some of the de­
tails of this policy.

The Govi#nment had decided, as 
the House i| aware, on a road-build­
ing policy, ft>r which a sum of $2,- 
000,000 has Been voted. The work of 
constructing the roads contemplated 
by this policy will be placed in the 
hands of a Commission appointed for 
the purpose by the Bill recently pass­
ed both Houses. This road-con­
struction policy is so designed as to 
combine local advantages and tour­
ist attraction. The principal roads 
of the Peninsula of Avalon will be 
reconditioned and Improved and, 
where necessary, linked together by 
the building of sections of new roads 
which will be advantageous. On the 
West Coast it is proposed to take in 
hand the building of roads through 
its farming, sporting and industrial 
areas, and In other portions of the 
country a beginning will be made in 
the way of connecting Important 
sectons of the coast with other areas 
and with the main line of the railway 
system. It is hoped that as a result 
of this policy there wjll be an In­
crease of communication between the 
different sections of the country, that 
settlement will be stimulated» and 
agriculture encouraged, that fine 
sporting areas will be rendered ac­
cessible, and that the establishment 
of new Industries will naturally fol­
low.

With the Grand Falls and Corner 
Brook Industries actually working 
and the Gander River project in 
prospect, roads to facilitate motor 
communication with these places and 
the surrounding country will be help­
ful in rendering these industries 
more widespread and advantageous to 
the public generally.

Incidently, it is expected that the 
improvement in the roal system on 
the Peninsula of Avalon and on the 
West Coast will attract Urge numbers 
of tourists to the Island, and the 
Government look for a steadily in­
crease traffic of this sort. But we are 
not unmindful that the most direct 
and probable result will be in the 
growth of local traffic as these roads 
are carried farther and farther 
throughout the country.

this country during the past ten years 
has been very great. The desire for 
better road construction found ex­
pression some three or four years ago 
in the creation of a road commission 
which functioned parochially In and 
around St. John’s and adjacent dis­
tricts. It is generally admitted that 
the Commission did good work, and 
possibilities of an enlargement of 
that work were so clearly proven that 
the Government felt that they could 
safely embark upon further expan­
sion.

Consequently we decided last year to 
raise $2,000,000.00 for road-buildmg 
and at this session to create a Com­
mission as the channel through which 
to carry on the work. We feel that 
better work and better value will be 
secured by appropriating this money 
to an independent Commission in­
stead of doling out allocations indis­
criminately and without regard to the 
qualifications of the persons handling 
the money.

We beligve that the first fruits of 
this new policy will be a very substan­
tial increase in the number ot motors 
imported and used by our own people, 
with a consequent proportibnal in­
crease in all the accessories that go 
towards the maintenance of motor 
traffic, and that by metns of . this 
agency our people will be steadily

which would not otherwise have been 
undertaken. .

We expect that as the road system 
Improves, this country will enjoy a 
larger share of the advantages In this 
regard which are enjoyed at present 
by all our neighbours on the main 
land.

Every member of the Legislature 
who has travelled in late years knows 
well that I do not exaggerate when I 
say that the advance made in road 
construction everywhere on the 
American Continent since the War 
has been tremendous. The same ten­
dency is being exhibited on the Euro­
pean Continent and especially In -the 
British Isles where road construction 
is one of the foremost measures i 
adopted by the Imperial authorities to 
restore the economic life of the people 
of the Mother Country.

Both in respect of its local advant­
ages and of Its tourist atiractions, 
such a policy here can, I maintain, be 
abundantly justified Indeed if this 
policy can be considered in no high­
er light than that of an extension of 
the ordinary annual vote for roads, 
it can stand on its own merits. There 
is no form of assistance given from 
the Treasury to the various districts 
and localities which is so acceptable 
as money for road extension and road 
building, and this is all the more de­
sirable from the Colony’s standpoint 
if we can see to it that the money is 
well spent The House is flooded with 
petitions every year for road grants ; 
the Members are never free from re­
quests fee road ‘improvement and the 
story of the material well-being of 
our people is largely becoming a ques­
tion of better roads and increased 
facilities for communication. -,

We are now proposing to make a 
start in the establishing of a better 
class of road than heretofore, which on 
this side if the Island will radiate 
from St. John's to the different parts 
of the Peninsula of Avalon and which, 
on the West Coast, will link up the 
most populous centres there, and in 
other centres of the country will 
serve the same useful purpose.

I have every confidence that two or 
three years from now, when these 
roads have been built or improved, the 
wisdom of the Government’s policy 
will be evident to even the most hos­
tile critic and that Its success will be 
more than justified in the eyes of the 
people at large.

In connection with the tourist as­
pect of this policy, the erection of a 
modern hotel at St. John’s is highly 
durable, and the Government are 
giving the matter of its construction, 
the very best consideration.

RAILWAY.
The necessity for re-railing the sec­

tion of railway from St. John’s to 
Clarenviile with seventy pound rails 

•has Been fdund extremely urgent. 
This seventy-pound rail is to replace 
the fifty-pound rail formerly in use. 
During the last six months, so I am 
informed by the General Manager, no 
less than two hundred and twelve 
broken rails have been located in the 
St. John’s-Clarenville section, caused 
by old and dilapedated equipment.

The increased freight traffic demands 
more cars, as it is impossible even at 
present to find sufficient an(d suitable 
cars to accommodate the business- re­
quirements of the Colony. We are 
building two new sleepers and 1st 
class cars and converting sotoe of the 
first class to second class. According
