The Mount Forest Homicide.
From our own Correspondent.

No doubt the melancholy death of
one Cosgrove, of the Township of Arthur,
has been anticipated by telegraph, and,
in consequence, we will only glance at s
few of the lamentable facts elicited by
the inquest. At an early hour on Thurs-
day morning, Thomas J. Graffs, Esq., se~
lected the jury, and proceeded to take
evidence according to the usual form.
The sad occurrence having taken place
on fair day, and a large number of people
being present at the time, entailed the
onerous duty upon the court of a lon
and protracted investigation, the hear-
ing of a large number of witnesses and
their cross-examination, many of them
being brought in from the country from
time to time. About nine o’clock on
Saturday night, the jury, after a few
hours deliberation, brought in a verdict
to the effect that “Deceased, Cosgrove,
came by his death by Arch. McKechnie,
who punched the deceased in the head
near the base of the brain, with an um-
brella, whilst quarrelling in Mrs. Ross's
hotel.” Large crowds of people attended
the inquest 0a Thursday, Friday and Sa-
turday, and uotwithstanding the excite-
ment, the people were very quiet and
thoughtful at the sad end of one of their
neighbours. It appears from the evi-
dence of the surgeon who performed the
post mortem examination that the singu-
lar weapon of death penetrated about
two and a balf idches into the brain,
causing death in a few hours. The
unhappy man who is now committed to
appear before 2 jury and take his trial
for the crime has the reputation of be-
ing a very quiet person, one who is but
seldom in public, and only a few years
from the “land of the mountain and the
flood,” and has a large family depending
on him for support. Poor Cosgrove was
in the prime and vigour of manhood, *
and but recently married. The cause of
this lamentable calamity is what may
fairly be called the curse of society. Bad
whiskey taken in an intemperate man-
ner has probably been the cause of hur-
ryngione human being into eternity, and
of virtually ruining another,

THE GORE BANK.

The Hamilton Times says that the
Committee appointed to investigate
the affairs of the Gore Bank have
completed their labours, and believes
that among other changes the follow-
ing will be recommended : —

“ That aftcr the capital of the Bank
shall have been reduced by the Legis-
lature as proposed, from $800,000 to
$500,000, and after all the bad debts
bave been written off, there will be an
available balance of over $500,000 to
the credit side of the institution. In
other words, the available assets will
exceed the liabilities by more than
$500,000.The real property held by the
Bank was_not heavy, and a very large
proportion of it has alrecady been
realized. It isproposed also to change
the name of the Bank to that ol the
* Bank of Hamilton,” which we can-
not but think a very prudent move-
ment, for the  Gore”’ has long since
ceased to be at all applicable; and as
it is the intention of the Directors to

make the institution more locally use- |

ful than it was formerly, the new name
will be peculiarly appropriate. The
number of officers connccted with the
Bank will be reduced, and this move-
ment with others in the direction of a
severe economy will greatly diminish
expenses, while @e will necessarily
be a corresponding increase in the
profits. We are satisfied that when a
detailed statement of the assets and
liabilities of the Bank, and of its real
condition, together with the changes
proposed to be m.ade, are laid before
the community, public confidence in
the management of the Gore Bank will
be completely revived, and the for-
mer prosperity of the institution be
thoroughly re established.”

ATTEMPT TO BREAK JAIL—On Tues-
day evening last Brown, imprisoned for
theft of a carpet bag and money,and Mul-
ligan awaiting trial for cattle stealing,
made an attempt to gain their liberty.—
Having been kept in the same ward
they employed their spare time in
cutting through two bars of one of the
windows with a fileand small saw,which
had been by some means conveyed them.
The blocks of wood between the cell
doors were also cut, and about eiglt
o'clock Brown gained the ward, ha-
ving made a light of soup skim-
mings, using a piece of rag for a week
and a sardine can for a lamp. But by
some means the grease took fire,and cast-
ing a sheet of light on the wall it aitract-
ed the attention of the turnkey’s son,who
at once gave warning to his father. Brown
had extinguished the-lamp immediately
after the blaze, but he relit
rag at the end, and then proceed
ed to help Mulligan out of his
cell. But their proceedings were
now watched by both the gaoler
and turnkey, who interrupted their con-
gratulations on the prospect of a speedy
liberation.

IMPROVEMENTS AT THE GOLDEN LION.
—~Beveral important improvements have
lately been made in the internal arrang-
ments of Mr. John Hogg's dry goods
store, which gives much more room, and
adds greatly to the convenience of carry-
ing on the business. The whole of the
basementhas been turned into one large
wholesale wareroom 107 feet long, with
an entrance from the centre of the store.
In this place is stored immense piles of
blankets made specially for the propric-
tor, as also all descriptions of woollen and
other staple goods.

The spiral
stairs are the only ones of the kind in this
place, and though light to the appearance
are yet sufficiently strong for all the pur
poses required. They were designed and
made by Mr. S. Boult, and reflect the
highest credit on his skill as an architzct.
Every part is firmly glued and bound to-
gether, and the whole structure though
apparently very fragile is yet strong, and
at the same time compact and elegant.
The plastering about the stair cases and
at the end of the store has been tastefully
done by Mr. Wm. Day, and the fine effect
s greatly enhanced by a splendid mamoth
mirror, in which one can get a bird’s eye
viewrof the whole store. The improve-
ments add very much to the accommoda-
tion and appesrance of thestore, and afford
Mr. Hogg greatly increased facilities for

WAELLINGTON FALL ASSIZES.

The Assizes for the County of Welling.
ton opened in the Court House, Guelphs
&t noon to-day, his Lordship Hon. Justice

Morrison presiding.

With
regard to the duties of the Grand Jury in
the cases of homicide, as the law under-
stood malice in the case of one person
| killing another with & weapon, unless it
were proved to them that there was not,
it would be their duty to find a bill for
the higher crime. The weapon his lord-
ship referred to was one that was likely
to kill, or to be used for the purpose of
taking life. But much depends on cir
cumstances, and the use of such weapons
in self defence cannot be construed as
murder. In the two cases of manslaugh
ter which would come before them their
finding would also depend on the nature
of the evidence produced to them. If
a person converts into a weapon, a
stick that he may be in the habit of
using, and in a moment of passion,
with malice, but in order to demonstrate
his dirapprobation of something that may
have been spoken, strike a blow anadeath
follow the crime is no more than man-
slaughter. In the other instance death
had been produced by the pushing of the
point ofan umbrella againsta mortal part.
Here again the weapon would have to
be considered before deciding the de-
@ree of the crime, and it was also neces-
| saray in this case that the person who
| ured it should be identified. An umbr-
ella is certainly not such & weapon as is
used for the purpose of killing, and it
was jrobably the object of the person
who ueed it merely to create gome diver-
| 8ion in tavour of one of the parties engag-
|ed in the fight, without entertaining
malice, or the stroke may have been in-
tended for another. In all instances,
however, where death follows from a
blow, even though it be light, it there
are signs of malice it is better as a matter
of public policy and in the interests of
justice to find for the higher crime. It
was melancholy to find so very many
cases of homicide, but these events will
happen. In the case of forgery they must
be satisfied that the person indicted had
either forged the name of some one to a
| note or ded, or that he had uttered such
paper knowing it to be forged. In the
larceny cases before they found a true
bill they must satisfy themselves that the
goods were stolen, and that the persons
charged were the individuals who took
them. Cattle stealing is a very sericus
offence, once a capital felony, but now
punishable with imprisonment in the
Penitentiary . With regard to the killing
of cattle, there were two phases of the
crime. They might be slaughtered with
the intention of selling the carcase,or kill-

that this venerable prelate died on
Wednesday at the advanced age of 74.
He was son of the Recorder of Rochester:

and was educated at Oxford, where he dis-
tinguished himselt as a first class in clas-
gics. He was afterwards head master of
Harrow School, in which post he remain-
ed till 1836, when he was appointed the
first Bishop of Ripon. He was translated
to Durham in 1856, and vo the death of
Archbishop Musgrave, in 1860, to York.
In 1862, on the death of Archbishop Sum-
ner, Dr. Langley was appointed to the See
of Canterbury. He was Primate of all
England, and among the other honours
e was that of patron of King’s
Scotia.
