C Q Captives in the
Camp of the Enemy, Who Were Ir-
regular Kuki Levies in the Service of
the Manipur Government.

SiMrA, March 31.—Further particulars re-
wived from the scene of the Manipur mas-
jcre show the insurgent tribes have cap-

. tured a number. of prisoners, including the
Rajah of Manipur, whose deposition by a
powerful chieftain of Assam was the cause
of all the present trouble. ,

The insurgents have also captured Chief
Commissioner Quinton. F. . G. Grimwood,
the political agentat Manipur,and Col.Skene,
who com ded the detachments from the
42nd and 48rd and 44th Goorkhas, which de-
fended the camp of the commissioner, may

- have escaped. Mrs. Grimwood, the wife of
the political agent, two assistant-commis-
sioners and one of the officers of the Goorkhas
escaped in the direction of Silehar when the
insurgents made the final charge upon the
¢amp. The fate of the remaining
officers is still unknown. Four regi-
ments have already  started for
Manipur with the object of effecting
the release of the prisoners and punishing the
rebellious tribes. These regiments include
two native regiments which were in garrison
at Assam.. The Third Bengal Infantry, sev-
eral mountain batteries of artillery and a
force of cavalry are also being prernred to
take the fleld in Assam immediately. The
general opinion seems to be that the military
authorities will have to punish the insurgent
tribes severely and promptly in order to
avert a more serious revolt. X

The seat of the Government of Assamis at
Bhillang, which bas a Fopulat.ion of only
2000. The population of the province of
Assam is estimated at 5,000,000. The hostile
tribes are composed of well-armed, brave and
cunning fighting men, who are liable to give

_the British forces considerable trouble before
the revolt is entirely ended.

Manipur is in Assam, closeto the borders
of Burmah, and is the original home of the
game of polo.

Four of the regiments of Goorkhas form
part of the Beogal native troops in the Brit-
ish service, while the fifth is attached to the
Punjab frontier force. The men are of small
stature, and are noted for the dexterity with
which they handle the short and broad
cleaver-like blade which they carry, and with
which they rush into the thickest of the fight
backing right and left.

AN ARAB REVOLUTION,

Three Hundred People Massacred in the
Comuro Isiands.

Loxpox, March #1.—News has come to
this city from Zanzibar of the outbreak of a
revolution in ‘tho Comoro Islands, in the
Mozambiqua Channel, about 350 miles north-

" west of the Madagascar coast.
On tke Island of Anjouan the natives, after

the death of Sultan Abdullah, supplied them-
selves with arms and. spread over the coun-
try. massacreing 300 “people and carrying
desolation far and wide.

The war vessels of the French squadron,
now in the waters of the Indian Ocean, have
been directed to proceed to the islands und

ut down .the insurrection. The Comoro

slands are under French protection, but are
noninally ruled by Arab princes.

OTHER NATIVES RESTLESS.

Tnless Prompt Punishment. is Meted Out
the Revolt Will Sprend.

CALCUTTA, March 38l —Fifteen  [fugitive
Goorkhas who have reached Kohima report
that Mr. and Mrs. Grimwood, Col. Skene
and Mr. Simpson escaped into Cachar, where
the natives are becoming restless. The party
included 12 Europeans. It is surmised that
Mr. Quinton was seized at Mr. Grimwood’s
house, which was four miles from the can-
tonment of the main Goorkha guard at
Langthabat, and that 10,000 irregular Kuki
levies in the service of the Manipur Govern-
ment were ordered to.attack and massacre
the troops.

EARL GRANVILLE DEAD.

The Former Leader of thq,British Liberal
Party No More.

Loxpon, March 31.—Earl Granville died
to-day.

Earl Granville’s death was due to exhaus--
tion following an operation for stone,
Rosebery succeeds to the leadership of the
Liberals in the House of Lords.

The Right Honorable Granville George
Leveson-Gower, K.G., the late Earl Gran-
ville, was the eldest son of the first earl. He
was born May 11, 1815, educated at Eton and
Christ Church, Oxford, where he took his
degree in 1834, He became attache to the
Embassy at Paris in 1835 and was elected to
the House of Commons for the borough of
Morpeth in 1836, being re-elected in 1837. 1In
154G he acecepted’ the Under-Secretaryship
for Foreizn Affairs, which he held for some
morths, and shortly afterwards took his seat
as member for Lichfield. Whilein the House
of Commons he supported the Liberal party
and was an able and consistent advo-
cate of free trade. . In 1846 he suc-
ceeded 1o the peerage, in 1848 he
was appointed vice-president of the
Board of Trade, in 1851 he obtained a seat in
the Cobinetgnd in December of that year

- LoNDON, March, 81.—William Mowbray, a
mémber of the Norfolk regiment, stationed at
Yarmouth, deserted some time ago and was
traced to London, where he was arrested and
condemned to military trial, which he has
been awaiting a week, It is now learned
that Mowbray is not a British subject, but
an American. It is further ascertained from
his own admissions and the testimony of his
fellows in the regiment that he enlisted in
the British service for the purpose of filling
the minds of his comrades with socialistic
ideas and desires, with the ultimate purpose
of inciting a revolt.

French declares that Smith robbed the house
in front of which the Coleman woman was
found ‘while she kept watch to avoid detec-
tion. When Smith emerged from the house
with his plunder the woman demanded a
larger share of the booty than he was willing
to give up, and in the consequent quarrel she
threatened to expose him to the police, where-
upon he murdered her and fled.

A Wonderful Submarine Gun,

LoNpoN, Margp 31.—A very successful
experiment was made to-day in the Lake of
Como with the submarine gun invented by
Signor Iselli. The cannon was sunk to a
depth of 350 feet in the lake, but in spite of
the pressure of the water the projectile was
fired with sufficient force to sink a boat. The
authorities have decided to make further
trials with a still larger gun.

JMALY 4D THR OUTRAGE

SHE RECALLS HER MINISTER TO
THE UNITED STATES,

For the Reason that the U;S. Government
Will Give no Assurances that the New
Orleans Avengers will be Punished«—
Much Exci t at Washington Over
the Move.

WasHINGTON, March 3L.—In an official
note dated to-day Baron Fava, the Italian
minister, has declared to the BSecretary of
State that the U.S. Government not having
given assurances that the murderers of the
Ttalian subjects acquitted by the American
magistrates and murdered in prison while
under the immediate protection of the
authorities of New Orleans would be brough t
to justice, the Italian Government has found
itself under the very painful necessity of show-
ing openly its dissatisfaction by recalling the
minister of his majesty from a coantry
where the Italian representatve is unable to
obtain justice. The baron will soon leave
the United States, leaving the secretary of
legation in charge only of the current
affairs,

This action by the Italian Government has
caused much'surprise:in _official circgs, as it
was generally s sed the Italian Govern-
menge w:l:ldya?a’}go the action” of the New
Orleans grand jury charged with an investi-
gation of the jail episode. A reason for the
récall is - found in the fact that when the
Ithlian Minister sought for some assurance
that the persons concerned would be pun-
ished such assurance’ was not forthcoming.
Whilea recall under the circumstances of
the case is a serious anatter, it does nob sig-
nify that neutral explanation and diplomacy
cannot restore the old status.

The reason given for the recall is, “the
King of Italy is dissatisfied with the progress
of a§ justment between the two countries in
regard to the New Orleans massacre.”

LA GRIPPE'S FEARFUL HAVOC.

There Were 130 Funerals im Chicago
Easter Sunday.

CHICAGO, March 31.—Easter Sunday was
the first really beautiful spring day that
March has given to Chicago, In spite of its
balmy pleasantness it had an undue exhibit
of sackcloth and ashes, for there were no less
than 150 funerals. Thé funeral processions
began to arrive at the cemeteries before
noon, and from that tims on the processions
were filing in and out until nightfall.
The deaths last week were 934, showing an
increase of 225 over the previous week. The
past three weeks of March this year show
almost double the death rate of the same
time in 1890, La grippe is a very insidious
disease and a great many deaths result from
imprudence and exposure that the victims
might avoid by taking care. The Commis-
sioner of Health says that the great increase
in the death rate is due solely to the preva-
lence of influenza, together with the preva-
lent atmospheric conditions, which are extra-
ordinary and most unusual,

A Reading Room for the Homeless.

Editor Werld:- Kindly allow me space in
your paper ‘for the purpose of bringing be-
fore the Christian public a matter which
experignce has taught me would be a great
boon to a large class and at the sathe time
accomplish a good work. At the present
time there is not, to my knowledge, a single
place in our great city where the poor home-
less man (I refer to the tramp ciass) can go
in and sit down, away from temptation, and
read the paper ot book of a wholesome
character, and at the same time feel that he
is welcome there. In most instances the
lodging houses turn the men out about 10
o'clock in the morning, and consequently
they must either walk the streots or resort
to the tavern, where, surrounded by evil in-
fluences, they are led to drink, the endof
which is the jail. :

I am aware that there is thepublic library,
but at this place there is nothing to sit doZ:
on, and soon they must get weary of that
and find some place of rest, and even if there
was the accommodation for such as I speak
of, and they were to take advantage of it, it
would be to the expulsion of others,
for they could not ‘stand _the smel
of their clothes, which oiten do not come
off their backs for weeks at a time, and the

wt;xted. o

ow, sir, if I can get the support and gy#i-
pathy of those who g::ax'e for their fellow-
creatures, I would secure a large airy room
and fornish it with chairs, benches and
tables, where these men_ can enter and sit
down and read, or even come in and sit.and
rest. I amable to get-from my fellow-
workers enough to take charge of it, and two
or three times a week have a noonéay meet~
ing for them, and thus try and getv them up
to where God would have them, and at the
same time keep them out of harm’s way.

The registry office, which was opened this
winter, closed last Saturday, and those who-
were interested in it can testify to the'good
L.that it was the means of doing, and although
we did not get them as much work as we
hoped on account of the hard winter, yet it
was the means of keeping the men out of bad
¢ompany, and to such au extent was it taken
advantage of that often the room was
crowded to its utmost capacity, and having
provided leather, cloth and tools for them,
about 75 pairs of boots were mended by the
men, and coats and clothes patched, so as to
make them more respectable,

mother, and who knows but vhat this effort
may be the means of bringing them back to
their mother’s God?

The cottage meeting has no revenus or in-
come whatever, and as it would be au addi-
tional expense I leave it to the citizens to
say whether they think well of the project,
and doubtless the public librarian will agree
with me that it would work well. It would
also serve for an employment bureau, where
housebolders could get help when needed.

The estimated cost for rent and incidentals
would be about $25 to $30 a month, We are
ready to do our part, are the citizens ready
to do theirs?

ONTARIQ'S MINING CONVENTION.

The Need for a Provincial Department of
Mines—Important Discassions and
. - Resolutions Yesterday.

A mining convention was opened at the
‘Canadian Institute yesterday morning for
the purpose of considering measures for the
advancement of the mining industry and the
advisability of establishing a Provincial De-
partment of Mines.

The convention was called in pursuance of
a resolution adopted by the Canadian Iyﬁi-
tute declaring that the geological and mia-
ing section of the Institute were of opinion

that until a Provincial Department of Mines
is established the mining and metallurgical
interests of Ontario could not receive that
attention which their importance demands.

The first business was the registration of
the delegates. Mr. William Hamilton Met*-
it tvas voted to the chair and Mr. George
Mickle and Mr. Thomas A. Gorham were ap-
pointed assoeiate secretaries. The delegates

It is al-
together probable from some intimations
made by the chairman last night that repre-
sentatives from the Boand of Lrade will co-
operate in any eifort which made be made
by those directly interested in mining inter-
ests in any proposition which the latter may
make to the Ontario Government. /

The committes on resolutions presented this
report: :

Resolved by Mr. Conmee: That to secure the
advancement of our mining intersts as well as to
encourage and foster this promising industry this
convention is of opinion that the most important
step is the estavblishment of a provincial
Department of Mines, to b3 presided over by a
responSivle Minister, whose duty it should be to
set in motion such machinery as would lead to
the estaolishment of our inining and metallurgi-
cal industry on a firm basis, . While some may
think tihat a Bureau of Mines, presided over by
one of the existing Ministers, would answer our
requirements for vhe preseut it appears to this
couvention that nothing iess than tne establish-
ment of & separate depariment will' meet the
exigencies of the case or properly, serve the pub-
lic wuterests, and that every year the estabiish-
ment of such a depargment is delayed will
seriously retard the due development of our
mining resources.

A bureau of mines will cost as muchasa de-
partment and cannot render efficient service. A
burdau lacking executive power and having no
will of its own couid ‘not grapple with the com-
plicaced and important queston involved in the
developmeut of our mining resources.

A responsible head is needed to deal with the
scientinic development, the educational advance-
ment aud the practical measure of legislation
which in the near future much be initiated. This
convention heartily endoises the action of the
Canadian Institute in calling it tégether for the
purpose of considering the establisnment of such
a deparcment.

The residents of the West Eud are all ex
citement over a supposed case of catalepsy,
coma or trance. On Sunday last the ‘death
was anaounced of Mrs. Owen, wife of Frank
Owen, a moulder who resides at9 Brookfield-
street. Mrs. Owen had been ill for a num-
ber of months and latterly has been failing
very fast. On Sunday she was very low and
Dr. Woods of King-street west; was called in.
The woman, no doubt, died on that day and
the doetor made no mistake in signing the
burial certificate. Her appearance after
death, however, was so patural and lifelike,
the skin so pliable and the lips so red that
several of the women and children in the
house became p of the idea
that Mrs. Owen was mnot dead, but
simply in a trance. To make the theory more
probable, it was learned that her mother had
some years ugo been 1n a trance for three or
four days. All sorts of foolish stories were
noised abroad. One highly sensitive and
imaginative woman started the rumor that
the supposed dead person had risen up in her
coffin, another it that she had opened
her eyes, and yet another that she had
soveral times moved her arms. The matter
soon became fthe talk of the neighborhood.
and the excitement was increased by the cir-
pumstance that the funeral, which was to
bave taken place yesterday, has been post-
coned until to-morrow.

A orld reporter called at the house
last night and found & number of women
and ldren talki in subdued whisrers
and walking about with quiet aud stealthy
steps. The corpss was laid out in the front
room, and the scribe was not at all surprised
that the trance theory had gone abroad
when he had once seen the body. There was
hardly a trace of the emaciation which
might be expected: the lips are quite red, the

MARRIED HIS OWN SISTER,

A Nova Scotia Couple Make an Awful Dis-
covery and Both Commit Suicide.

Hirwax, March 20,—From the little town
of Newport, on Avon River, near Windsor,
comes ‘the story -of {an unusual_ tragedy.
Three days ago the dead body of Mrs. Made-
line Duval, the pretty young wife of Lucian
Duval, was found drowned in the river.

A
letter was found in his pocket stating that
ever since his marriage he had been en-
deavoring to ascertain who his wife’s parents
were, she being an adopted child, and about
a week vefore had made the awful discovery
that hi8 wife was no less a person than his
own sister. ' £t appeared that his mother and
father had separated, the latter going to
Prince Edward Island, taking the son with
him. After the separation the daughter,
Madeline, was born. The mother, too proud
to ask help of the father, never told him of
the birth, The girl was adopted and brought
to Newport, where Duval married her. Be-
ing religious, they were overcome with hor-
ror at she discovery. Mrs. Duval evidently
became insane and committed suicide, and
remorse drove Duval to the same end. They’
were buried together to-day.

Funeral Reform.,
[The Canadian Practitioner.]

The subject of funeral reform has been
much discussed in England during the last
few years. It has been noticed that the ex-
posure produces very serious and sometimes
fatal results to the mourners in attendance.
This is especially the case with® those ad-
vanced in years. The_ extremes of our
climate make such danﬁ: d!.nore pronounced

in Canada than in Engl

Efforts should be made, espacially by phy-
sicians and clergymen, to inst
these evils. The aged and infirm lho:fd‘ be
prevented as far as possible from exposing
themselves to such unnecessary perils.  In
all cases those attending funerals, whether
young or old, whether rous-or weak,
should be warmly clad. This is especially
true with reference to the head, neck and

tially un:overing the head during the
funeral service.

In England a special woollen scarf is re-
commended sufficiently broad and long . to
cover the head (incimding forehead), neck,
and ‘¢hest. A garment known as the
“iguardian cloak” is also recommended, and
sometimes furnished by wundertakers for the
use of the mourners at each funeral, This,
however, is objectionable on account of the
dangers from infection. People at funerais
had better wear-their own clothing, and any
device employed to guard against chills is
not likely to be wasted during our cold
winters. In conclusion, we would like to
urge that those who are not in good health
should always be prevented .from nttendm
funerals. Our respect for the dead sho
not include any perils for the living.

The Luck of the House of Belgium,

In respect to fatal- coincidences, so far as
the BelgiumRoyal Family is concerned, they
are not only unlucky, but have a specially
unlucky month. Thas it was on Jan. 1, last

ear. that the Royal Palace of Laeken was
destroyed by fire, When the Queen of the
Belgians heard of this she exclaimed that
the month of January always brought
misfortune to her family,. In was in
the month of January that the Em-
press Charlotte, sister of the king of
the Belgians and wife of the unfor-
tunate Maximilian, who tried to be Emperor
of Mexico, lost her reason. On Jan. 23, 1869,
the Duke of Brepant, the son of the King and
the heir to the Crown of Belgium, died; and,
as the Salic law applies in that country,
Prince Baldwin, nephew of the King and
now also deceased, bécame the next heir. It
was in January, 1881, that the palace inhabit-
ed by the ex-Empress Charlotte was entirely
consumed by fire, and in January, 1889, the
Archduke Rodolpbe, who was .son-in-law of
the King of the Belgians, committed suicide
at Meyerling. On Jan. 1, 1800, as already
mentioned, the Palace of Lacken was burned
down and a magnificent collection of objects
of ary, of family souvenirs, among which was
the only portrait of the King's son that exist-
ed, were destroyed. Fina ly, on Jan. 23,
1891, Prince Baldwin died.
