His Bills Were Queer, and So Wers
His Eating and Praying.

In 1729 there died at Romtord, in
Hssex, England, a well known butcher
of that town named Wilson. Ar. Wil
#on, it appears, was notable for his in-
tegrity in business and for the gen-
tleness of his manners—two qualities
which, perhaps, would scarcely have
entitled him to the notice of posterity
had be not also exhibited a remarkable
addiction to psalmody, extraordinary
proficiency in penmanship and a high-
ly pecullar manner of eating his din-

mer.

Such butcher’s bills as he sent to his
customers had never been seen before
and have never been seen since. I'bey
were all exquisitely written by his
own hand, but the top line would be,
perhaps, in German text, the second in
Roman letters, simula the finest
print; beef would be in Ome style of
writing, mutton in anothber, lamb in a
third, while each of these kinds of
meat would be still further distinguish-
ed by a different color of ink.

He was a great friend to the church,
observing all its ordinances and a tri-
fle more. Every Sunday he entertain-
ed the congregation with a solo, sing-
ing the psalms by himself until the
minister came into the desk. And on
every fast day, while all the rest of
the congregation went home to their
refreshment and rest, between morn-
ing and evening service, he never
quitted the church, but went about
from pew to pew repeating the Lord's
Prayer and singing appropriate psalms
until he bad performed these favorite
devotions in every pew in the church.

Mr. McCormick Tells the Legis-
lature a Few Things,

(From the London Adverticer).

Toronto, Feb. 16.—No more popular
speaker is heard in the Legislature than
Mr. R. J. McCormick, M.P.P. tor East
Lambton. Vesterday he discussed the
speech from the throne, and, as usual,
put the House in good humor. He was
heartily cheered by both sides on re-
suming his seat. It was a witty address
all through.

One of his pet themes is discussing
model school. For years he has consist-
ently advocated the restoration of these
iustitutions and in bis speech congratu-
lated the Government that they had
come to his way of thinking. Some of
them.had been restored, but more were
badly needed.

““The model schools were once the
glory of the province,” he stated. *‘In
every land they were prized. Then the
Government took them away. I urged
you to give them back. You gave us a
few last year, I thank you for that, but I
won’'t be satisfied until we have as many
as before. You are coming to my way of
thinking., It shows that I know more
about this subject than the whole Gov-
ernment,

“‘I do not like the way the Government
has acted with the schools at all. Why
in North Bay, they have both a normal
and model school. In Kingston, it 1s the
same, You have no business putting
two in one city. These schools should
be distributed where they will do the
most good, not put in one place. The
model schooi is the peor man’s college.
Since the school has been given back to
Chatham, 56 scholars, nearly all qualify-
ing for teachers, are studying there,
Last year there were a few over 4oo0 who
became teachers in the whole province.
If we had model schools there would be
no scarcity of teachers. The Government
should do more for the poor people of
this province.

‘‘Two years ago, I presented a petition,
asking the Government to introduce a
bill to tax land, not improvements. I
wanted the assessment act amended, so
that the townships could do this 'if they
desired, but the Government would not
listen. I tell you that it is the only just
way of doing business, and the people of
Ontario will have to have it, It is right,
and it must come, ;

*‘I am opposed to the election of coun-
cillors in the townships by the aggregate
vote, We should have the ward system.
I think it is the only just way of doing
business. Inthis way every portion will
be represented, and justice done to all.
I want the Government to give the town-
ships power to divide into wards or to
remain a whole as they see fit.

I want to say a few words about Sir
James. He came into my riding, aud
never gave me an invitation to come to
his meeting. I think that he should

| have done so—we are such old friends.

He told the people of Alvinston that I
was not a bad sort of a tellow, but that I.
shoild give way toa younger man, I
think Sir James should practice what he
preaches He is getting to be an old
man, and the nicest thing he could do
would be to step out and let Mr, Rowell
run the province.

“I wanted Hon. Mr. Hanna to come
and help we out at some of my meetings,
and he said that he would 1f he had time,
The question rather bothered him for a
time. However, he went into my riding
occasi.nally, but he did not do me any
harm. He never told me he was coming,
either. {

“] am in favor of larger grants to fairs
and exhibitions, I do not think the
Minister of Agriculture is doing justly by
the tarmers of the province,”

DRESDEN CHINA.

Its Three Periods and the Marks the

Pieces Bear.

Dresden china began its reign at the

fair of Leipzig, 1721, where it was of-

fered for public sale for the first time.

It has had three perlods—King's, Mar-

coline and modern.

The factory marks traced on the bot-

tom of each plece vary according to

the period—the oldest (King’s) being

the monogram A. R. and the wand of

Aesculapius. The familiar crossed

swords, with the dot or circle between

the handles, were first used in 1721,

and the star took the place of the dot

in the Marcoline period. The modern

mark is the simple crossed swords,

sometimes accompanied by letters and

numbers.

Although the methods of work are
still jealously guarded in all factories,

the essentials are an open secret, and
the following rough outline may satis-
fy the lazily curious: The ingredients
of porcelain are kaolin feldspar, sand
and selenite. These are ground fine
dnd mixed in lmewater. The paste
is then molded into forms and fired in
an oven of moderate heat. When tak-
en out it is in an opaque state and is
‘then dipped in the glaze, which is feld-
) ground fine, with a little alkali.
Xfai.: now subjected to a firing of great
beat, which results in the beautiful
polished surface so familiar the world
over. !

This second firing is attended with
risk, for if the plece is allowed to re-
main beyond the exact proper moment
the whole melts together and is ruined.

Measuring Moonlight.

The full moon is said to give a great
deal more than twice the light of the
half moon. The ratio is approximately
as nine to one. Taking advantage of
the extreme sensitiveness to light of
a selenjum cell, experimenters have
measured the amount- of.light coming
from the moon at different phases,
with the result above mentioned. The
reason for the remarkable difference
shown is to be found in the varying
angles of reflection presented by the
roughened surface of our satellite to
the sun. The moon is brighter be-
tween first quarter and full than be-
tween full and last quarter. The
cause of this is evident in the more
bighly reflective character of that
part of the moon that lies west of its

” meridian.
