itably fatal. The water in which mush­
rooms bad been boiled was far more poi­
sonous than even the raw mushrooms, 
while the mushrooms thus boiled could be 
taken without hurt to the amount of 10 
percent of the weight of the dog’s body. 
Washing with cold water does not remove 
all the poison,so that mushrooms thus pre­
pared were poisonous when taken in large 
quantities. Dried mushrooms are still 
dangerous for from twelve to twenty days, 
and also the water in which they had been 
boiled. They require to be dried for at 
least a whole month, and are only really 
safe after four months' drying.

Trio Stinging Tree.

Among the luxuriant and beautiful 
shrubs of Queensland is one known as the 
“ stinging trae,” which is exceedingly 
dangerous, and often fatal to life. It 
grows from two or three inches to 10 or 15 
feet in height, and emits a very disagree­
able smell. It is also easily distinguished 
by the peculiar shape of its leaves. • Some­
times,' says a traveller, ‘ while shooting 
turkeys in tho scrubs, I have entirely for­
gotten the stinging tree till warned of its 
close proximity by its smell, and have 
often found myself in a little forest of 
them.

OLD THEORIES TURNED TGPSY 'TURVY.— The cultivation of bulbs is a favor 
he employment of the florist, flowers 
produced therefrom are among the most 
beautiful of the floral kingdom. The 
variety and brilliancy of colors, the 
lovely forms and exquisite perfume of 
many of them can hardly be excelled, 
while their culture is exceedingly sim 
pie. The out-doUr culture of bulbs we 
will not treat of, but this being the 
season to prepare them for winter 
blooming in the parler, we will give a 
fough idea of the method of cultivation, 
which we consider will prove the most 
successful, and first we will speak of 
that, in our opinion, most beautiful of 
a l bulbous flowering plants, the Ilya* 
Cintb- We have grown it out of doors 
in the garden, in the house in flower 
pots and in glasses. We prefer to 
cultivate it in pots, because if grown in 
glasses the bulbs will not grow another 
year, vvheie is, if grown in pots, they 
C»n bo taken up after they are dona 
b’ooming and the loaves are complete­
ly wilted and dried, and stored away in 
n dry, cool place until the following 
fiutumn, when they may be replanted. 
Our method of raising Hyacinths which 
gave the greatest satisfaction, was to 
make a soil Consisting of one part good 
sandy soil, one part of thoroughly 
decomposed stable manure, and one 
part of leaf mould from the woods. 
We"then about the first week in Octo­
ber, got 5 .inch flower pots and till 
frd them two-lhirds full of soil, pressed 
It down rather firmly, but not too bard, 
jfbeh we put on about a quarter of an 
inch of line sand, (silver sand is best). 
On that we planted the bulbs, root end 
down of course, and then tilled up the 
pot with 11)9 prepared soil* leaving 
nearly a third of the bulb exposed. 
The pots were then set out of doors 
hnd thoroughly watered, and when 
the surface of the earth got somewhat 
dry, which would be in 15 to 20 hours, 
we placed the pots in a large box about 
a foot deep, then filled the spaces 
between and around the pots with ash 
bs or saml level with the tops of the 
pots, and lastly we filled up the box 
with straw or leaves, and put it in the 
barn or a cold cellar where they would 
bo j ist kept from freesing. and there 
we let them remain at least six weeks, 
hfter which we removed the pots from 
the box, brought them into the house, 
placed them in rather a cool room, and 
gradually brought them to the light 
and sun, watering them at first sparing 
ly, and always rain water, for we found 
by experience that hard water was 
injurious. Hyacinths treated in this 
way will be sure to do well. Poly 
an thus Narcissus should be similarly 
treated.

Lilies should be planted in deep pots 
and about three inches below the sur­
face. The Auratum and Lancifolium 
lillies are our favorites. Lancifolium 
rubrum is splendid. The Amaryllis is 
another beautiful lily, but it does not 
bloom until about the third year after 
planting. The pretty little crosses 
should have a place in every collection, 
and the best way to grow them is to 
plant them, a dozen or more bulbs, in 
pots or shallow boxes about an inch 
below the surface ; but there is no 
necessity for covering them up in a 
dark place as we do Hyacinths. The 
Cyclamen is a very ornamental plant 
for the parlor; they should be planted 
singly ih small pots not over 4 inches 
in diameter, watered freely after they 
conimence to grow, and should have 
plenty of light and air; a cool room is 
best foi- them.

Tulips are very pretty grown in 
maste? in boxes, and make a splendid 
show in the window. There are many 
other bulbous plants that are suitable 
for window cultuie, but those we have 
mentioned are the best. Every win* 
dow, to be complete, should, however, 
have a hanging basket of oxalis ; these 
should be planted about an inch deep, 
and about six or eight bulbs in a pot.

.Hyacinths cost from 20c. to 40o. per 
bulb, Polyanthus Narcissus, 10c. to 
15c. each, Lillies, from 25c. to 75o. 
eicJ), Crocuses, 20c. to 25o. per doxen.

. Oxalis about 40c. per dozen bulbs.
A few pots of bulbs in full bloom 

amid the Fuchsias, Geraniums, &o., in 
a parlor in mid winter give an air 
of cheerfulness, when, perhaps, out of 
doors the weather is cold and stormy. 
Ten times the cost of house plants 
expended in artificial ornaments would 
not produce half the beauty or plea­
sure. Vases, pictures, wall-brackets, 
&o., are very well, but we so soon 
become acccustomed to them that we 
give up noticing them, whilst the cul­
tivation of window plants gives a pleas 
ing and constantly changing variety.
We hope more attention will in future 
be given to window gardening in this 
county.

Ohio, in a recent letter to the 
Tribune relates his experience in fight­
ing pear blight by pruning and tben 
setting grafts from a healthy tree. He 
is inclined to attribute his success 
more to the influence of the grafts 
than to the pruning, considering the 
grafting as a kind of inoculation or 
vaccination. In this supposition he is 
in error. Grafting differs entirely from 
inoculation or vaccination in animals.

Geraniums for Winter.

A correspondent of the American 
Rural Home, writing on this subject, 
says : ' Almost all plants, to have them 
do well in winter, must have special 
treatment during the summer months. 
Not all the varieties are good winter- 
bloomers, but some kinds are to be 
specially recommended for that pur­
pose. Plants lifted from tbe garden 
which have grown to a considerable 
sise will disappoint you by taking a 
long time to recover from the effects 
of lifting, if they do at all. It is bet­
ter to take young plants in 
Then we have blossoms in November 
all and all during the winter, until 
time to turn them out into the gar 
den in spring and summer blooming. 
You want young, healthy plants to 
begin Witb, which set in pots of a Small 
size, say two or three inches, shift 
occasionally but always use the next 
size, never making larger shifts. This 
course may make a little trouble for 
‘Trying out where there is 
house for the small pots, but a shallow 
box to sqt them into with moss or sand 
packed around them and kept damp 
will prevent all this trouble. The 
effect of the foregoing treatment is to 
obtain stocky plants and to prevent 
premature blooming. Good winter­
blooming geraniums can only be ob- • 
tained in this way. Make the last 
shift in August for the largest-sized 
plants, the others ip the months fol­
lowing. Scarlet require larger pots 
than the other colors. Pink, salmons, 
and whites thrive in a somewhat 
traded space. Pinch out all flower- 
buds, until tbe plants are taken in for 
winter. Of all the geraniums, be 
and have some of the scented-leaved 
ones. They 
thrifty growers, and never bothered 
with insects of any description. The 
common rose, large rose, skeleton 
leaved, and little gets are my choice.
I have often been asked why 
niums do not bloom in winter. In 
nine cases, out of ten, 1 find the trou­
ble is the want of stimulants. A ger­
anium will grow on earth and water 
alone, but will not bloom well. Soap 
suds is splendid for all house-plants. 
Soak the pots once a^week in soap­
suds; the dirtier the suds are the bet 
ter. Drain and rinse off with clean 
water and note the results.”

Fall Treatment of Gardens.—We 
cannot too often repeat the adv ee 
that if gardeners will use the garden 
fork and turn the soil up full fork deep 
and allow it to remain in lumps all 
winter exposed to tbe frosts, it will 
put the soil in excellent condition, and 
tend greatly to add to the production 
of next year's crops. This is especial* 
ly the case with ground not so treated 
frequently, and we would mention that 
every other year is best, instead of 
every year as some gardeners do. Gar­
dens, and especially old ones, should 
also be limed about twice in five years, 
and salted about every other spring, 
applying of lime about thirty bushels 
to tbe acre and of salt from eight to 
ten. In applying salt keep it from 
coming in contact with box-edging and 
all other evergreens, very small trees, 
etc. Such a course will bring up your 
old gardens in a surprising manner. 
Turnips, radishes, etc., will grow as 
well as they ever did, and all other 

| vegetables be largely benefited.

Weeds Going to Seed.—-Just at this 
season, when cultivation is mostly over, 
and the main crops harvested or laid 
by, we are most in danger of allowing 
our old enemies, the weeds, to go to 
seed. This is a most culpable and 
expensive practice, entailing untold 
labor in future years. We have had in 
hand the present season an old garden, 
where every weed was left undisturb­
ed, and no crops was planted last year. 
Pig-weed, milk-weed, dock and bur­
dock, dandelions, fennel, mustard, 
quack-grass, plantain, purelain, jack-in- 
the-pulpit, mallows, and divers, other 
sorts have sprang up in their season, 
and disputed possession with the crops 
planted. There is only one excellence 
about them’—they insure frequent cul­
tivation of all crops, if you would have 
any harvest. The labor of subduing 
one year’s seeding of these pests is im­
mense. In the garden especially, no 
weed should ever be allowed to go to 
seed. When one crop is off, put in 
another, and when the last is gathered, 
plow, or rake, or harrow, and let the 
frost have free play at the soil.—.Ame­
rican Agriculturist.

—The 
most urbane and sympathetic of men, 
never aggressive, nor vehement, nor 
self asserting, he was yet thoroughly 
independent, and the individuality of 
his genius held its tranquil way as sure­
ly as the river Charles, whose placid 
beauty lie so often sang, wound through 
the meadows calm and free. When 
Longfellow came to Cambridge, the 
impulse of Transcendentalism in New 
England was deeply affecting scholar 
ship and literature. It was represent­
ed by the most original of American 
scholar, Emerson, and its elevating, 
purifying, and emancipating influences 
are memorable in our moral and intel­
lectual history. Longfellow lived in 
the very heart of the movement. Its 
leaders were his cherished friends. Lie 
too was a scholar and a devoted stu­
dent of German literature, who had 
drank deeply also of tbe romance of 
German life. Indeed, his first impor­
tant works stimulated the taste for 
German studies and the enjoyment of 
its literature more than any other 
impulse in this country. But he re­
mained without the charmed Trans­
cendental circle, serene and friendly 
and attentive. There are those whose 
career was wholly moulded by the 
intellectual revival of that time. But 
Longfellow was untouched by it,except 
as his sympathies were attracted by 
the vigor and purity of its influence. 
His tastes, his interests, his activities, 
his career, would have been the same 
had that great light never shone. If 
he had been tbe ductile, echoing, 
imilative nature that the more ardent 
disciples of the faith supposed him to 
be, he would have been absorbed and 
swept away by the flood. But he was 
as untouched by it as Charles Lamb by 
the wars of Napoleon.- Hamer's Maga'
