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He then speaks of God’s action towards them, of
the long humiliations and the trials through which a
God infinitely wise leads them to the degree of per.
fection fitting for His designs ; of their heroic patience;
of their inviolate fidelity; and he adds: ¢ Aunne and
Joachim have worked for justice and they have reaped
the Fruit of life. They have kindled the light of
knowledge, they have sought for the Lord, and have
found the fecundity of His justice.”

St Germanus, patriarch of Constantinople, professes
the same belief; St Andrew of Crete, one of the most
illustrious servants of St Anne, loved in his discourses
to preach the same docirine. Here is a fragment of
his second sermon on the Nativity of the ever-blessed
Virgin. :

¢ But let us refurn to the solemnily of that birth;
let our praises resound in honor of Anne, like the
strains of a nuptial song ; Anne has borne in her womb
a child given by God, earnest of the Promise. After
having obtained it by her prayers, she gave birth to
Her who, in & manner unspeakable, gave to the world
a God visible to men and living in thejr midst,

“ Is it not meet to extol to the skies, by the mnst
magnificent praises, and to hail with joyous acclama.
tions, Her who gave us such 2 child ? The names of
two women illustrious among all others shine forth
in the nuptial chamber of St Anne; the blessed names
of the Mother and of the Daughter, To-day one of
them is delivered from the shame of barrenness, and
the other will goon give us, in an ineffable manner,
Jesus her Son, Jesus like unto us.........

“ Let us therefore pay a just tribute of praise to her,
who, erewhile sterile, begets a virgin ; let us say to her
with the sacred pages : Happy is the house of David,
-out of which you come ! Blessed the womb, in which
God formed the ark of sanctification ; happy she who
was to conceive without losing her virginity | Yes,
‘happy and thrice happy, O thou who, filled with the

- gifts of God, hast given us ths humble Mary, whose
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-reat nume is worthy of all praise and honor, and of
whom came forth Christ, the Ilower of life.”

To such documents, which we might easily multiply,
let us add ouly a page from Alvarez de Paz, one of the
chief ascetic writers of the Society of Jesus.

He eoxclaims in a meditation on the Immaculate
Conception ;

« What parents | O Sacred Virgin, what ancestors
were thine l...cc.ee.eus )

+ Pious towards God, merciful towards their neigh-
bor, moderate towards themselves, they livéd soberly,
righteously, piously, because they were destined to
beget thee, O Mary | thee who always didst delight
in extreme frugality, thee whose heart was always
wholly possessed by justice and whom piety adorned
with all its gifts; they also devoted themselves to
assiduous prayer, beseeching the Lord to banish from
them the shame of sterility. Thus, O our Sovereign !
thou art not so much the daughter begotten of the
flesh as of prayer. :

« Axa sighed, and by Ler weeping and prayers,
obtained from her father Calel, a land waterred above
and below. (1) ' .

“ Anne likewise sighed, and by her weeping and
tears, she obtained Thee, Thee, tho soures of all the
bounties of heaven and earth. =

“ Such were the father and mother that God himself
chose for thee, O Virginal Spouse of the Lord | And
it was the blood of his elect that formed thy sacred
body. Bat, moreover, before it was animated, even
from thy mother’s womb, He %)uriﬁed it by the
minjstry of angels from all natural imperfection,

* Unfortunate creatures that we are ! the noxious
qualitics of the matter of which our bodies aré
formed, canse some of us to be incliced to sloth, others
to anger, vthers to still mere shameful passions. God
willed that it rhould not be so with thee, O Mary !
and before creating thy soul out of nothing, he com-

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pletely purified the dwelling it was to inhabit, so that
no troublo of the flesh might disturb its peace. Conlg
it be otherwise? When the house of God was being
built, it was built with stone already shaped and
polished. ¢ There was neither hammer, nor axe, nor
any tool of iron heard in the house, when it was in
building (1. How much more, O tho most porfect
Temple of tho Godhead, shouldst thou be composed of
the most accomplished body and sou] that can be
conceived, wherein the hawmer of contrition had
nothing to break, nor the filo of mortification any-
thing to polish.”

“ Now, my Reverend Father, writes the pious
correspondent, will you allow me to give you some
details about the feast of St Anne, such a3 we have
celebrated it here at home ? -

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On Sunday, July 29, we honored our groat patro-
ness (1). A delightful sun brightenel that lovely
day. From five in the morning until eleven, masses
wero said in the royal chapel of St Anne. The com-
munions were numerous. We feasted our bsloved
gaint with joy and happiness.

The whole day long, the grand-children of St Anne
considered it their daty to attend on the best of grand-
mothers, to pray to her, to render thanksgiving . in
return for favors obtsined, or to solicit new benefits.
How many flowers adorned her altar | Low many lights
burned before her venerated relics, anl that flamed
which went up towards her shrine was the expression
of our faith, and of our love.

But in the evening, espceially, our city wore a
festive appearance. 'When, after vespers, the proces-
gion gracefully wound ittelf through our principal
stroets, (for, happier than the great cities of our dear
France, we still have piucessions) ; when St Anne
appeared under the canopy with her royal majesty as
ancestress of Christ, accompanied by St Elzear and St
Delphine, those angels upon earth, by St Auspicius,
St Castor, St Francis of Sales, St Martian, St Margaret,
who formed her Coust, eyes were filled with soft tears
and forecheads were illumined with joy. oL

Throughout the whole line of procession, the bearers
were often obliged to stop in order to satisfy the
devotion of the Christian mothers who wished to-pass
with their younger children under the reliquary
contaiuing the relics of Saint Anne. Meanwhile, the
chants of our chorvisters relatel the ygreatness, the
glory, the gundness of our beloved patroness, and
when the procession reentered tho church, the echoes
of our ancient basilica bore our voices to heaven where
they mingled with those of angels, at the foot of the
shrine of good Saint Anne.

The benediction of the most Blessed Sacrament
ended this beautiful day, which had gome by too

PILGRIMAGE OF LACONIA TO ST. ANXN'S.

(From the Lac—;ma Democrat.)
My Editor :—

The 21st of Aogust, we left Laconia (62 of us,
children exclrded), for St. Ann de Beaupré, to pay
ozr bomszge to the great Patron Satat of Canada. (1)

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St. Ann, as you know, is the mother of Mary, ti;
mother of Christ according to the flesh. .
Harving settled down in our car we began to impress )
ourselves with the chsracter of our trip by 8aying the
beads in common, which prayer was kept up after,
wards privately by different groups. :
At 6710 the next morning we reached Point Levig,
The rain, which had come down in torrents, let
awhile till we were aboard the steamer. Just aboardp
down came the rain again. The beautiful scenery of
the St, Lawrence being partly hidden we had nothing
to distract us, 0 we sang a few hymns and said g fow
prayers, till finally at about 9 o’clock we reached gy
do-tiuation. Having landed, though tired and gome
what the worse for our long trip, we fell in Procession,
and saying our beads we walked to the basilica, Ten
minutes and Laconia’s first pilgrimage lay at the foe
of St. Ann, an a6t of thankngiving fur favors recejyeg
and of course, beggars as we all are at the hands of
God, a petition for new ones. .
Pilgrims usually come and go the same day., (.
fessions are heard aboard the steamer, the parish
priest says mass at which the pilgrims go to commg.
nion. Afterwarde, at about 130 o’clock, the plous
objects and souvenirs they have bought are blessed;
and they leave. But we had come from too groat
a distance 10 ran away in a hurry. So, hayigy
tatisfied our first devotion, we repaired to our hotel 1
rest ourselves, Coming back we began to look around
us, and there you can look around without distraction,
for everything inspives devotion. What a chureh |
I dare say our five churches coull bo comfortably
stowed away in it. What architecture | Majestic in
all its proportions, worthy of its name, “ Ia basiliqus
du Canada.” The first object to strike the attention iy
the beautiful statue of St. Ann, about five fest high;
with her Immaculate Daughter on her arm. Both
wear a crown of real gold, blessed and imposed by
Cardinal Taschereau. It stands on a column ahost

foet high, hung all around with precious ex votos,
(t)(g‘:arings o% g’mtef%l clients. Round it is a rail and
kpeeling bench. Tuside of that rail are the crutches
and surgical appliances which human gkill has invented
to relieve suffering humanity, but which being 1o
longer needed by those cured, are left, a grateful offer-
ing to the good St. Ann.  And how many’ there are!
Entering the basilica you see on each side a largy
pyramid reaching the ceiling of the c¢hurch, formed as
it were of a tier of circular tables, each surrounded
by an iron ring, forming a receptacle for crutches.
Crutches of all descriptions, of all sizes, of all shapes,
of all kinds of manufacture, but all bearing signs of
long and consiant wear, X
The church itself is of the Corinthian order. Sixteen
colamns hold up the nave of about 35 feet wide and
56 feet high , the aisles are about 15 feet wide ; along-
side of these aisles, but 3 feet lower, runs a row of
chapels, ten on each side, the gift of the several
dioceses of Canada and dedicated io their titular saint,
The chuarch itself is finished, not so the furniture,
excopt a part of the altar, a large white marble
quadiant, panneled off and richly decorated with gold.
It rests on immense marble columns and on the
entablature of the outside front kaeel two marble
angels. The outside of the ehurch is plain, yet majestic.
It has two towors and between them stands the statue
of St. Ann. The probable cost is $600,000. The
number of pilgrims to St. Ann last year was 100,000,
aud this year the number is expected to reach 110,000.
Thers wus not much occasion to go out that day, so
.we kept in the barilica, going from chapel to chapel,
.then again kneeling before the statue of St. Ann
:or the main altar, then again we went round the
istations, till at 6 o’clock, when the night prayers wers
isaid, a sermon preached, and pretty tired, we repaired
ito our hotels to take a well deserved rest.
{ The next morning our party went to confession and
gto communion ; at 8 o'clock T sang high mass for
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them, and at 11 o’clock we all went into the old church
to say our beads for all our absent friends. This little
church, now the old one, has been built out of the
materials of & still older one. Afterwards we gathered
aronnd the well of St. Ann and talked together, What
strnck me while there was the quiet happiness beaming
out of every eye. How happy they were! And, mind,
no excitement or alleluia shouting—no, but the placid
felicity of the soul being at peace with God.” The
kingdom of God does not come with ostentation.

At 1.30 we gathered a last time in tho basilica to
have our articles blessed, to venerate the relic, and
many of us to bid good-bye to St. Ann. While going
to the steamer I had occasion to notice the village, A
pretty little village made up mnstly of neat and com.
fortable boarding-houses ; but it was only when we
werg aboard the steamer and sailing up the St. Law-
rence, the sup smiling down upon us, that I noticed the
beautiful scenery. 1could mot help saying that S,
Ann had excelloat taste. No wonder she did not like
to ses us limping. What a scene ! the mighty St

- Lawrence winding its way through a most fertile

.

valley, partitioue I off in innumerable farms, one along-
side the other, forming a street miles long, dotted
right along with dwuolling-houses and immense forests
forming the background of the picture. We landed in
Quebec at 4.30. The following morning, Friday, I
lefs for Montreal, drove considerably around the town
and along the quay, visited the principal churches,
and Mount Royal. Saturday ovening I took the shoofly
&t 8 o'clock, which, true to its instinct, landed me two
hours late in Laconia. : ,

gilgrimage. If you hear of cures, do not believe them,
but go and see. Do go and see and give us your
candid opinion.

T EDWARD THE CONFESSOR.

L If it is true to say that the virtue of a man raised
... -above his peers shines with particular brilliancy, what

. govern s whole kingdom. ¢ A wise king is the stay
... ofhis poople ", saith Seriplure, and these words are
; .. realized in the life of Edward, king of England, who
... wears both the crown of a king and that of a Saint,
o Elward was the Son of Ethelred LI, and of Emma,
.. daughter of Richard, duke of Normaundy. In early
.. youth he was foreed to forego the throne, for England
tell under the sway of strangers, and the Danes
succeeded each other in power until the happy day
.. when the English, tired of a foreign yoke, hailed in
. the person of Edward the representative of royal
authority. Hardicanute having died suddeuly, Edward
left Normandy, and came with the sentiments of a
.. fervent Christian to take hold of the reins of govern-
... ment,
N On the fhrone of his forefathers, he had no-other
- ... wish than to do good to his people by making them
love religion. Free from all ambition, he would never
-have consented, said he, to shed the blood of a single
‘man_with the view of obtaining tho throue, and, in-
deed, it was not through the fear that he inspired, but
by Do agcoendency of his virtue that he became the
. friend even of thnse who detested the royal family.
. Bveryone rejoiced in having a saint as kin%; all
.. hoped that the public evils would be remedied by his
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Justico, his piety and beneficenco. The consecration
of the king-elect took place on Easter Sunday, in the .
year 1042 ; Edward vas then about foity years old.

From the very beginning of his reign, his genero-
sity showed itself wuder its most favorable aspect, by
the abolition of taxes paid by the people under his

redecessors, and by the employment of his regenues
in endowing churches and monasteries. His abnega-
tion wont so far in this direction, that his ministers,
finding the royal treasure exhausied, levied consider-
able sums which they brought to him as a gift offered
by tho liberality of the people. Edward thanked them,
and ordered to remit these donations to their generous
contributors. It was the same epirit that prompted
him to remit one day certain provinces of Wales con-
quered by his victorious army. _

St. Edward has acquired 1enown especially by his
laws. His code became common to the whole of
Epgland under the name of ¢ Statutes of Edward the
Confessor,” by which title they were distinguished from
the laws given by the Normans. The penalties inflicted
by these laws are not sovere, for before all thejr.
observance was attended to. “ Edward the Confessor,
gays o learned modern writer, that great and wise
legislator, reigned in the hearts of his subjects. The
affection, the harmony, the good understanding that _
existed bLetween him and the nation, produced a. ..
happiness which became the measure of that which
the people desired under the following rejgns.”

During his exile in Normandy, Edward had vowed
to go to the tomb of St. Peter, at Rome, if Providence.
put an end to the sffliction of his family. Restored to -
the throne, he was preparing to fulfil his promise.. -~
Magnificent offerings were being prepared, already
he Liad confided his people to the protection of Heaven,
when the noblity, dreading le. ¢ his departure might b,
the signal for fresh calamities, begged of him not to, -
leave the country. Moved by their reasons, Edward
consulted Pope Leo IX, who for a time éispensed_ .
him from his vow on condition that he should build 3, . .
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monastery in honor of St Peter. Such was the origin
oi the tvundation and rostoration of Wostminster
Abbey, as it now slands.

Iidward also professed great dovotion toward St John
the Evangelist, und he would nover think of refusing
an alms asked for in his neme. IIe met one day, in
Rome, a stranger who, in the nawme of St John, begged
rsistance from him ; Edward teok hia ring and gave
it 1o the boggar, hasing nothing elie to dispose of,
Some time after, two Englishmen, on a pilgrimage to
Jerusalem, lost their way and night overtook them,
An old man appeared, and thowing them their way,
led them to a city not far distant  Ilo told them he
was the beloved disciple of Christ, that he cherished
their king Edward on sccount of his chastily, and
that he would assist them during their voyago. At
ihe samo timo, ho remitted to them the ring he had
received from the ruyal pilgrinm, assuring them that
it was he who, under the appemance of a beggar, had
asked him for an alms. He bade them return it to
the king and iell him that, six months later, he would :
call for him to follow the spotless Lamb. These two
travellers, un their return home, related to the prince
what had happened, and presented him with his ring
as coming from St John the Evangelist. The king,
on hearing this, wept abundantly, and returned thanks
to God for so great & favor.

Edward knew theu that the moment of his death
wag nigh. He prepared himself for it, by a lifo still
moroe perfect. Having fainted away before the cere
mony of the dedication of Westminster Abbey, he
nevertheless insisted on remaining there uatit tho
end ; but he was soon obliged to take his bed. All the
loads of his coutt expressed thereat their profound

- sorrow. Seeing the queen burst into tears, he said to
her: * Weep not, I ¢hall not die, bat live ; T hope on.

Jeaving this earth, tu enter the kingdom of life.” He
expired on the 15th of January, 1066, in the sizty- .

- fourth year of his age, after a reign of more than

twenty-three years.
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In 1102, Edward’s body was found without any sign
of corruption. Somotimeo afler, a man crippled in all
his limbs was cured while praying at the Saint's tomb.
Six blind men rccovered their sight on tho same spot.

Blossed Edward was canonized in 1161 by Aloxander
11I. The date of his feast was at first January «the
pth. But later, St Thomas, archbishop of Canterbury,
having solemaly transferred bis relics, his principal
feast took placo on the thirtcenth of October. The
National Council of Oxford declared it a holyday of
obligation throughout all Eugland,

The sovereign« of England, through respect for the
Saint's memory, wore his crown at their coronation.

His remains roposc in the bosom of his country,
under tho majestie a1ches of Westminster Abbey. The
holy king still commands thaie by the power of his
sanctity. His name still lives, for ¢ their names ehall
live forever,” saith Scripture speaking of the Sainte,
It speaks to Ergland of'an age at fiicudship with the
Catholic Church. As Charity outlives Faith and ITope
beyond the grave,docs not St Edward use his influence
in behalf of an unhappy nation which forgot the faith
of its fathers ? Can he refrain from Learing the prayers
offered up overy day for those who once were the
children of the Church, in favor of a land which was
once called the Island of Saints?

PILGRIMS AND SHRINES IN CANADA.

(Continued)

Ste-Anne de Beaupi6 is most pictuiesquely situated
on the northern bank of the St{. Lawrence, a little
_more than twenty miles below Quebec. In front the
mighty river rolls its vast flood onward to the sea,
and behind Mont Ste. Aone rises nearly three thou-
sand feet clondward, its sloping »ides checkered with
farms and wrinkled with 1ail fences ; while on either
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hand a vich sgricultural district stretches away into:
the distance, solid, white-walled cottages, gray,
weather-beaten barns, and high, glistening church.
spires following so close on one another as to betoken
a population that must put no small strain upon the
regources of the land to make due provision for ity
needs. The village itself is just the ordinary clustey
of habitant cottages, with the addition of a number of
maisons de pension, whose proprietors find profitable:
employment in providing for the wants of the pilgrims
flocking thither all summer long. It must be con.
fessed that it is in some respects the least attractive
in appearance of tho long line of villages that bright:
en the river-banlk, for the multitude of hotels, restan.
rants, and boarding-houses imparts an unpleasantly
prosaic, modern air to the picture. 4
Tradition tells us how Petit Cap, that being the
primitive name of the locality, came to bo indicated
as the spot that St. Anne would delight to honor by
her special blessing. 1In the early days of the Cana.
dian colony some Breton sailors, being overtaken by
a torrible storm whilst ascending the river, made ¥
vow to St. Anne that, if she would re-cue them from
their present peril, they would erect a chapel in hers
honor on the first spot where they touched land:
Scarcely had they made their vow ihen the wind
fell, the waves sank to rest, the heavens shone blug
above them, and presently they were safe on shorsaf
Petit Cap. In fulfilment of their promise, they built
a little wooden chapel, which, beins too close to the
river-bank, speedily fell a vietim to the floods, and
" was thereupon replaced by a more substantial and
more wisely situated edifice of stone. Ed
In the year 1658 a certain Etienne de Lessart, o
of the colonists who had settled at Petit Cap, heing
moved thereto possibly by a cuggestion frem the Saint
herself, offered to M. de Queylus, parish priesi af:
Quebec, a fine lot of land with a frontage of two acres
and a depth of a league and a half, on condition thai;
arrangements were made without delay for the
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erection of & chavch theveon. The offer and condition
were readily accepted, and work began with the
utmost promptness, the first stone being laid by no
jess important & personagse than the Governor General
of New France, M. d'Aillebout. The church was
dedicated to Saint Aune, in memory, no doubt, of the
famous shrine of Saint Anncd’Auray, in that beloved
Jand from which the builders lLad exiled themselves
in the hope of making a New World redress the
balance of the Old.

So eager was the palion saint to manifest her
gracious powers, that she did not even await the
completion of the building erected in her honor. While
tho foundation was being laid, a dweller in la Céte de
Beaupré, named Louis Guimont, for many years a
gufferer from & disease in the loins that bent him
doable, inspired by a religious fervor that _.abled him
to rise superior to his sufferinge, managed to place
with his ‘own hands {hree largo stones upon the
rowing walls , and lv! tho third stone had searcely
Ee,on adjusted to its own niche, when there passed
throngh the pain-racked toiler a strange feeling of
exuitation and strength ; and slanding erect for the
first time in many years ho shouted aloud in wonder
and joy at the miracle that had been wrought. The
report of this marvel quickly spread. All'the little
world of that primitive community fell to talking
ghout it, and among those to whoin it brought a
mighty hope was Marie-Esther Ramage, the wife of
*Elie Godin. She, poor soul, had been bowed down for
along time under an affliction that compelled her
to drag herself painfully along by dint of crutches,
and seemed beyond the power of human aid to
alleviate. Hearing from her huasband of how Louis
Guimont hLad been blessed, she determined to seek
-relief from the same source. Furthwith she repaired
* {o the Loly spot and invoked St. Anne's intercession
on-her behalt, Oer prayer was granted. Her infirmities
. departed from her, and she went back to her home
- rgjoicing.

-
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Theso miracles were followed by many others, not
less remarkable, whose reputation, spreading abroad,
ere long male the little stone chapel the most
celobrated placo of pilgrimage in Canada. Marie do
I'Incrrnation, writing to her son in Soptember, 1665
speaks thus of the prodigies which had beon accon.
plished at this now shrine: * About seven loagues
from here (Queboc) is a villags called Potit Cap
where there is a church dedicated to St. Anme, i3
which our Lord has been ploased to do great marvely
for the sake of that holy saint, tho mother of ths
thrice-holy Virgin. There tho paralytics may be secn
to walk, the blind to receive their sight, and the sick
of every sort to be made well again. ” '

Twelve years aftor the oroction of the church it
became the treasury of one of the most precious rolics
the Catholic Church in Canada possesses ; namely,
part of the bone of one fingor of Sainte Anno hersalf
Sent in 1668 to Bishop gLs,val by tho Chapter af
Carcassonne, it was confided to the care of Honrl
Nouvel, one of the Jesuit missionaries in New Francg;
and first solemnly exhibited to the venerating congrs:
gation in the Chapel of Ste. Anue de Beaupré on th
12¢h Maxch, 1670 The history of this inestimabls
treasuro is thus told by Abbé Casgrain : :

¢ During the reign of Marcus Aurolius the infidel§
invaded the Xoly Land ard destroyed all the monu-
ments, public or private, together with the coffins
they entombed. (gno coffin, however, escaped this
sacrilegious treatment. The infidel iconoclasts could:
reither breal it open nor harm it ; and in their rags
they cast it into the sea Bat, strange to say, although
of a prodigious weight, the coffia, instead of sinking'
to tho bottom, floated lightly upon the waves untilit
found a resting-place in the sands near the towmof
Apt, in Provence. llerc it lay hidden for a long time!
©One day some fishermen from the town cauglitin
their nat a fish so Iarge thad thoy had to disembark
in ordor to drag it to land. When they had, aftel-
tremendous cfforts, got the monster on shove, ho took;
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to leaping and throwing himself about with such
onorgy and I’Lurpose as to dig a doep hole in the beach,
and thereby bring to light the buried coffin. Forthwith
tho people gathered and sought to open it, bat again
it dofied ali efforts, and accordingly was, by the
bishop's direction, deposited in a crypt which was
thon walled up, 8 barning lamp having fiest been
laced insido.
%« The conturies slipped away uneventfully until
Chaclemagne came to Apt as conquorur of Provence.
o took up his quarters with the Baron Cazonouve,
who had & son deaf and dumb from his birth,
Chatlemagne, 0o less renowned for his Christinn faith
than for his martial prowess, ordered a purifleation ot
the church, which had, through the neglect of the
pcoplq, become the abode of the owls and the bats.
On tle day appointed, all Provenco assembled for the
coromony. 1n the very midst of the solemnitics the
deaf mute,forcing his way through the throng, indica-
ted to Charlemagune, by eager gesticulations, that he
-hould cause a certain ancient wall to be torn down.
Charlemagne not only gave orders accordingly, but
with Lis kingly hands assisted in the work. The long-
forgotten crypt was opened, and there, still burning
brightly, stood the lamp lit many centuries before.
The firat to entor the erypt was young Cazeneuve, and
scarcoly—had he set foot within it, when he cried
with a loud voice that filled the whole neighborhoud :
@ Tn this sacred place roposes the body of the thrice-
glorioss Anpe, mother of the Virgin Mary.” The
king, accompanied by the arch-bishop, then went
dowa int» the crypt, and after having made obeisance,
gpened thie coffin witnout any difficalty, finding therein
aperfect body with this inscription : © This is the
body of Sainte Anne, mother of the Virgin Mary.."’
" Begidos the procious relic, whose wonderful history
‘hos. just Deen outlined, the church at Ste. Anne has
been enriched by a costly chasuble from Queen Anre
of Austria, who worked upon it with her own royal
‘hénds, by a splendid silver crucifix from one of the
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viceroy, of New France, and more recently by-4:
fragment of the true cross upon which the Saviour of
mankind fulfilled his work, and a bit of stone from"
the foundation of the house in which Saint Anng:
lived during the days of her earthly sojournmng, ¢
