The Perforation Gauge.
By LeoN V, Cass.

Although I do not coliect, or advice
the collecting of minor varieties in all
their details, I am of the opinion that
all collectors should thorovghly under-
stand the use of the perforation guage
end millimetre scale, and it is1ay in-
tention to describe the use of the per-
foration gu.ge in this article.

As my readers doubtless all know
stamps are now issued, and
nearly always have been issued,
perforated by machines. These ma-
chines are made to cut an exact num-
ber of perforations or holes in a given
length of paper, measured according to
the wetric system.

For convenience, the space of two
centimeters or twenty millimetres has
been taken as the busis of this spacing
and 8o, stamps which are said to be
perforated 12, have 12 perforations to
the gpace of two centimeters. In like
manner, stamps perforated 8, 9, 10 etc.
bave 8, 9, 10 etc. perforaticns to the
space of two centimeters. The best
perforation gauges coms on transparer
celluloid and contain a millimetre and
centimeter scale, besides the parallel
rows of circular dots for the measure-
ment of perforations. Each of these
rows is two centimeters in length and
each row contains a given number of
dots evenly spaced,

Applying the edge of the stamp
to the proper row, the points of the
perforations of the stamps, lay exactly
within the interstices between the
printed dots and the number cf dots
which the row contaius, is the exact
number of perforations the starp con-
tains within the space of two centi-
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e
meters and will agree with the number

given in the catalogue, for the stamp
measured. Besides the millimetre scale
is useful in many ways such as measur-
ing watermarks, grilles, etc. There is
another use for the perforation gauge
dottings which I do not think is
generally known Frequently perforated
stamps, which are more valuable
unperforated are clipped of their
perforationz and sold for genuine
unperforated stamps. The revenue
stamps of the U. 8,are often treated
in this manner.

Now is the time the perforation
gauge comes in. The revenue stamps
are perforated 12 and some one
wishes. to sell you an unperforated
copy worth 8 or 10 dollars, you see a
nick at some corner of the stamp and
three or four irregular nicks along the
edge of the stamp. Apply the row on
the gauge designed to measure stawps
perforated 12, to the stamp and see if
the dots in this row correspond with
the nicks in the stamp, if so, you may
be very sure the starap is a clipped
perforated stamp worth little or noth-
ing and your gauge has saved youn from
being, “taken in” to usea slang phrave
and you will find that the perforation
gauge will in many ways, help you in
classifying and identfying your stamps.

If you haven't a good gauge get
one—they are not costly—and you
will find it of great value. If you have
a guage and do not know of its uses
—by the way I had a guage for nearly
a year befcre I became acquainted
with its use—I trust you will try it
for yourself and you will soon find out
its good qualities.

Hamilton Notes.

The new issue is gradually appear-
ing here in swmall instalments. One
at & time, the various denominations
appear and vp to date of writirg
(Dec. 16th.) the following denomina-
tions have been seen here §, 5, 6 and
8 cent.

There is a big demand at present
for unused stamps of all countries,
especially British Colonials, Dealers
are wisely laying in a stock of these
stamps, while they last.

The newly organized local branch of
the D. P. A, is proving a boon to
Hamilton collectors, Three meetings
have already been held, and the
society is in a prosperous condition
with a large number of members.

One of the stamp vendors in this
city has a peculiarity in a sheet of
three cent stamps. The stamps are
perforated directly in the centre so
that the white space between the
stamp comes in the centre of the
stamp a8 torn from sheet.

The Hamilton Post Oifice has
adopted an electrical contrivance for
stamping letters, and your correspond-
ent was shown the working of it
recently,

By the use of this wachine, the
work, which has previously occupied
the attentjon of three or four can now
be done by one. The operator simply
feeds the machine which, cancels and
throws out the lettera. The new can-
cetlation is a Union Jack with date at
left hand side in circle.

Inside History
of the Advoecate.
By THE PuBLISHERA,

Fifteen months ago, In a room 9 x11
three young men with a 5 x 8 inch press
and about $40 worth of type, issued the
first PHILATELIC ADVOCATE.

The above is the history of the
ADVOCATE in a nutshell,

On Sept. 4 1896, circulars were
mailed to various dealer= and collectora
announcing that the PuivLaTELIC
ApvocaTe would shortly appear and
on the 6th. of November, the first
number appeared printed one page at
a time.

Before commenting on the paperlet
us say & few words concerning the
originatorts, Mr. Woaver was the
best known of the three, his advcertise-

ments having appeared in the Canadian
Philatelist when he managed the
Aetna Stamp Co. Messrs Starnaman
Bros. were practically unknown to
the philatelic world. Up to the time
of aunnouncing the Abvocate, the
name Starnaman had never appeared
in any philatelic journal, and noue of

-the trio had any idea of the onerous

duties connected with publishing a
paper,

Now for the paper itself. Our
entire outfit consisted of one 5" x 8"
Kelsey press and about forty dollars
worth of type, all small fonts, so small
in fact, that each page hed to be dis-
tributed before the next could be set
up. Anyone who knows anything
about printing can get an idea of the
labor involved, when they consider
that our las: Holiday Number had to
be put through the press sixteen timnes
to produce twelve pages and cover.
To issue 1000 copies of that numie»
required 16,000 impressions,

On the first two numbers we paid
postel rates and on account of this our
circulation was very small. We were
then granted second class rates and
have not issued less than 1000 ccpies
since.

After the first nunber was mailed
we naturally expected that we would
require a larger por oice box to hold
the subscriptions it in this we were
sadly disappointe .,

Working u er such difficulties,
typographical errors were numerous
and the result was, we were roasted
by a few envious publishers, but we
kept rigot on ‘“sawing wood” and to-
day we have made the ADVOCATE a
success. Subscribers and advertisers
have belped us to such an extent that
in Oct. 97 we were enabled to pur-
chase a large press and outfit. We
bave moved into more commodious
premises and have added four pages
to the regular issue of the ADVoCATE,

In September, 1897, Mr. Weaver
was compelled to resign his position
a8 editor owing to the increasing bue-
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iness of the Ontario Philatelic Co., of
which he is Sccretary and Manager.

The ahove cut is a good iliustration
of our first outfit. It was purchased
from The Kelsey Press Co., Meriden,
Conn., who deal in presses and type at
prices to suit all. They will send their
catalogue on receipt of stamp.

We can .ecommend their presses
baving tried several makes we find
theirs to give the best satisfactior.
